Theodore Durrant Died on
the Gallows Yesterday.

WALKED COOLLY TO DEATH

And Made a Speech of Which the Last
Words Were | Am lanocent.”

Ascended the Scaffold Calmly and Showed
No Weakness—Rested Quietly During
His Last Night on Earth, Ate a Hearty
Breakfast and Dressed Himself Care-
fully — Died Without. a Struggle — His
Father Witnessed the Execution.

San Quentin Prison, Cal.,, Jan. 7.—Theo-
dore Durramt was executéd at 10,35 thig
morning in the State Penitentlary, .

It was 10.834 o'clock when the door thaf
guards the threshold of the gallows reom
swung open, and the little party conduct-
ing Durrant to the gallows entered.
Father Lagan led, draped in cgssock and
surplice, and chanting the prayers for tho
dying, Durrant, his father, a friend,
Warden Hale and the guards followed, The
father and his friend left the party and
walked around the gallows to the front,
while the condemned man and his escort
climbed the thirteen steps that led to the
platform and the walting trap. Durrant
gave no sign of weakening, His light figure
was as erect as though It bhad been his

marriage morning. :

Instantly upon arriving upon the gallows
the rope was knotted about his neck, The
murderer held his chin high in the air to
make room for the stiff new line, knotted
in the fashion of the hangman. The con-
demned map wore a,low .collar, opening in

front, and a white satin tie. His face was
pale, but it was not the ashy paleness of *
terror, It was the face of a man who, know-
ing that he has a momentousghing to do, I8
resolved to do it like a mdn,

The Murderer’'s Speech.

The rope about his’ neck, the hangman
turned to get the black cap, when Durrant
whispered a reqt st to be allowed to speak,
It was granted, His speech was full of
repetitions and protestations of his inno-
cence in a low sing-song, growing slightly
vehement as he declared:that he was not
guilty of the crime for which he had been
gent to the gallows.

His father, who stood with reddened eyes,
though tearless, beneath and in front of
his son, shoved back the nearest bystand-
ers as though fearful that they should fail. .
in respect to ene so near his earthly end.
But the erowd, though breathless and cu+
rious, was not exultant and no sound of
approval or the contrary disturbed the
speaker.

Durrant finished calmly with a falling
intonation, The guards drew the sablg
cap over Durrant’s head. Hardly was the
cap adjusted when the trap dropped with
its loud rattle, the only sound in the In-
tense silence. A vibratfon or two and the
body hung at the end of the hemp quite
motionless,

The Stricken Father.

The elder Durrant gazed steadily at the
proceedings until that moment, then hig
head fell forward upon a friend’s shouldes
and he buried his face from the sight of
men. In 11 minutes and 28 seconds all
action of the heart had ceased, and the
Durrant case was ended, The. body was
placed in a black pine box. Latet the cap
was removed and the corpse enclosed in a
casket provided by the family,

Mrs. Durrant remained with her son until
15 _minutes. before the end. She watched
Father Lagan baptise her son in the Catho-
lic Church, and was then led weeping out
of the prison by tweo guards. She remain-
ed in the grounds until all was over. The
coffin with the contents was taken lmme*
diately to Sap Francisco by an undertaker,

s Last Mours of Life.

The morning of Theodore Durrant’s last
day broke with a cloudless sky. The pri-
soner retired at midmight and by 1 oclock
was sound asleep. He rested quietly all
night, not disturbing the death "wateh' In
any way. At 6.15 a.m., he awoke dnd bud-
dir.g the gnards good morning dressed him-
self in a neat subt of. black, provided for
the execution. No collar and necktie were
provided, as they would have to be re-
moved whaen the noose was placed arcund
his neck. Durrant noticed the omission and
at his request Captain Edgar ordered the
miesing articles of atitire sent up to him.
Durrant also remarked that the socks sent
him were a little light in color, and the
obliging captain procured a pair of darker
shade.

“You never saw a cooler man,” sald Oap-
tain Edgar, to a press representative pre-
vious to the death march. ‘‘He Is calmer
than you or I; not the least bit nervous,

Amendments. -

New York, Jan. 7.—Reforms In cycle rac-
ing are essential to the success of that sport
in the future, and the National Assembly at
St. Louis, next month, will have every op-

portunity of adopting rules that will pre-
vent any misunderstandings during the
coming season. ‘Tom Eck, the well-known
trainer, has been delegated by the racing
men to attend as their representailve. -

An important amendment to be offered by
Eck will be the following:

“That a limit be put on the size ¢f pac-

ing machines in middle and long distaned
pace races, confining them to. tandems,
trips and quads, ridden by men, and that
no’ electric pacing machines shall be used
exceﬁt by speclal sanction from the
ing Board.”
‘This is owing to the fact that quints and
sextets have been found to be a source of
davger to the riders, and that quads and
triplets have been found to be fast enough
for any racing man, are easier to handle
and far preferable for pick-ups.

In order to give amateurs a chance to
ride in midddle distance racing and in paced
mile races, and to give promoters a chance
to put on a special feature for the ama-
teurs, Eck wants a rule introduced which
will allow professionals to pace amatcurs in
races and in trials against time.

The most important resolution that Eck
will have introduced on behalf of the rac-
ing man provides as follows:

“That every professional who races in
‘America shall be entitled to join the League
of American Wheelmen uporpayment of $3,
which shall be paid to the chairman of the
L.A.W. Racing Board in order to sustaiu
that branch of the League. That no ama-
teur shall be allowed to compete in races
until he becomes a member of the League.

Mr. Tyrrell had
surveyed the region for the Dominion Gov-
ernment and felt that the people of Toronto
had no conception of its vasiness and un-
limited resources in fisheries, fars, tim-
ber and minerals. Any communicating line
north from the C.P.R. to this country must
redound to their interests by bringing down

1 don’t blame the Americans for
taking it, but I do blame Capadians for
letting them do it.” [Hear, hear.]

To Giet on the Main Lime.

What Toronto and the western towns of
the' province needed, in the opinion of Mr.
George Bertram. M.P., was something
which would put them on the main line
of communication with the immense
development now. going on in Northwest-
ern Ontaric and Canada. At
Montreal alone ben
foronto, in commun:
do so over two railways,
the C.P.R. It was to th
C.P.R. to take it to Montreal, for it gave
them a longer haul and all over their own
line. He suggested rallway connection
with Sudbury via Parry Sound. By let-
ting the C.P.R. run over such a line, To-
ronto would be put in the way of a Jot of
traffic. Parry Soundr at present was rob-
bing Toronto of a large trade, and if To-
ronto, did mot bestir itself {t woul be
side-tracked. But the Government could
not be expected to bonus any railway un-
less it were through.an undeveloped coun-
try, where such mllwgrv would not paral-
lei 'some other line. ‘herefore, the Gov-
ernment could not be expect to bonus
any railway south of Parry Sound, and
that was where the Cit of Toronto must
come in. He considered that the city should
look info the merits of the various pro-
jects for reaching James’' Bay, and then
bring the weight of its influénce to bear
upon both Governments in furtherance of |
its cholce. He advocated the passing of a
general resolution endorsing the scheme.

Mr, Fleming: What do you suggest that
the business men of Toronto should do?

Mr. Bertram, rec izing that Goverp-
ments always awaited the pressure of pub-
lic opinion, advised that a monster depu-
tation be gotten up to wait upon the Omn-
tarlo Government before the close of the
present session In the Interests of the
project. It should be a deputation which
would fill the corridors.

J. K. Kerr s Resolution.

J. K. Kerr, Q.C., spoke at some Tength
in the Mterests of tne projected llne to
James' Bay from Missanabl as being a
shorter route than that from Sudbury. He
moved as follows:

“That the commercial interests of the
Province of Ontario, and especially of its
metropolis, demand a speedy opening up
of what is now known as Northern On-
tario, not only to -afford our merchants,
Jumbermen, miners and others access to
the trade now being done in that distriet,
but to give them facilities to increase and
extend it and take advantage of its re-
sources now kmown to be very valuable, as
also of those of the more northern portion
of the continent, watered by the Hudson
Bay, and this committee would therefore
recommend that such steps be taken im-
mediately for the speedy opening ug of the
gaild territory by means of suitable rail-
way communication, so built as to secure
to this city and the province at large a
{nilrt share of the commerce of the dis-
rict.” '

The Missanabi Route.

Mr. James Roaf seconded the resolution
and Ald. Sheppard advocated the procur-
ing of a t(}pogmphlcn.l plan of the country
for the information of the people of To-
ronto. Mr. R. C. Steele disagreed with
Mr, Kerr's contentions regarding the Mis-
sanabi route, claiming that aiding it meant
simply pulling chestnuts out of the fire for
Montreal. .

“But,” Interrupted Mr, Kerr, ‘the Mis-
sanabl road asks no bonus from Toronto.”

Mr. Steele, however, persisted in his opin-
fon that something should be done to share
the advanfage of western traffic with
Montreal. Toronto should not boous the
road. It should take shares in it and bene-
fit by its nrosperity. He could not see
how any disinterested Torontonian could
advocate the Missanabi route. .

Flame That Will Melt a Diamond.

An electric brazing tool and welder
working on a new, broad principle, Is now
ofiered for work where the metals Tannot

be moved or readily clamped into tle usual
electric welder. The apparatus is simply a
modification of the meodern -electric arc
sprung between. two arc light carbons,
which, instead of being placed directly op-
ﬁoslte each other, are placed at an ailgle.
y using an abnormally large current n
proportioh to the size of the carbons the
arc Is made to flame and blow out to one
side of the carbons so that it can readily be
directed against the metal at the point de-
sired. This flame sometimes attains a
length of six or’eight inches, and the heat
is intense enough to melt a diamond, while
any spot on the surface of an iron casting
can be rendered molten in a very few min-
utes. A foot switch is placed in circuit,
whereby the current may be started or
stopped at will. A very essential portion
of the outfit is the mask, which is made of
leather fitted at the openings with vulcaniz-
ed dark glass in order-to protect the eyes
from the dazzling light emitted by the arc.
The tool is generally slung at the end of &
cord passing over a pulley i the ceiling and
terminating in a counter-weight. Thus It
ean be let gorany Instant when it is neces-
mtny to assist the joining by hammering,
ete. o
The speclal work whichythis Iittle welder
is capable of doing is almest unlimited.
Among the other uses to which it has %een
glaced is the welding of boiler plates, Tron
ars, wagon tires,for the welding ofs iron,
steel or ‘other castings; or of two or more
separate castings; removel of blow holes
in castings; for cycle and -other brazing,
repair of girders and jointing, signal rods
in, railway work, joining electric cables,
welding ship armor, jolning overhead trol
ley wires, etc.

STORY OF 4 1S CRIME,

Durrant Was a Prominent Member of the
Church and a Weorker in the
Sunday School.

William Henry Theodore Durrant, who
was hanged at the State. Prison at San
Quentin to-day, gave his life in exchange
for the lives of twog young women, who
were members of the church to whieh he
belcnged. While Durrant was convicted of
but one murder under the law, he was held
responsible by public opinion for the mur
der of both Blanche Lamont and Minnie
Willlams, and it is felt that his death ex-
piates one crime as much as the other.

Durrant’s crimes were peculiar in  their
atrocity from any point of view. He was
reared in a Christian home, and until the
time of his arrest was regarded as a model
young man of industrious habits, who was
trying to work his way through a medical
college, The only characteristic that seem-
ed marked in his nature was his piety. He
had been a prominent member of the
Emmanuel Baptist Church for several years,
and for a year previous to his arrest had
been assistant superintendent of the Sun-
day school, In this capacity he made the
acquaintance of Blanche Lamont and of
Minnie Williams, both of whom were de-
stined to be murdered by him in the church
where they worshipped together,

Blanche Lameat’'s Disappearance.

Blanche Lamont disappeared on April 3,
1805, and was never seen alive afterwards,
She left the home of her aunt, Mrs. C. G.
Noble, on that day to go to school, and for
ten days no trace of her could be found.
Many members of Emmanuel Church as-
sisted in the search for the missing girl,
and among others was Thecdore Durrant,
who had often acited as Miss Lamont’s es-
cort. He seemed greatly distressed on ac-
count of Miss Lamont’s disappearanee, and
at length expressed the helief that she had
joined the ranks of fallen-women. This
theory seemed plausible to the police, and

| a search was made among the places where
| it was believed the missing girl might be

Durrant assisted in the enquiry,
to naught. Ten days had
passed since Miss Lamont disappeared, and
her friends had almost given up hope of
ever knowing her fate, when a discovery
was made which led to the finding of Miss
Lamont’s body.

THE TORONTO WORLD
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. UNIVERSITY DISINTEGRATION.

One of the regrettable features of the
present session is the number of meas-
ures that are being rushed through by
importunate factions. It was announced
at the beginming of the session that it
was to be a short ore, in order to per-
mit the elections to be held before the
weather broke up. The Government is
now rushing the business through at
racehorse speed, and legislation of great
public import is being emacted -without
due regard being had for the rights of
the people. The conditions are emi-
nently favorable for the factions and
cliques who are seeking special legis-
lation. Among those who are’ holding
uo the Government on the evé of the
impending general election is the Metho-
dist denomination, or at least the lead-
ers, who are supposed to control the
Methodist vote, They have sprung upon
the Government a measure which in-
volves a very serious interference with
the university policy that was settled
five years ago, when the federation of
the colleges took place. The manner in
which the measure is being squeezed
through. at the tail end of a rush ses-
sion is not less objectionable than the
principle involved in the measure itself.
There is no doubt at all that the Metho-
diet vote has more imfluence nvith the
Government than the merits of the bill
itself. From & university point of view
the provisions of the bill are highly
objectionable. The bill is reactionary.
It has a tendency to disintegrate the
federation that was adopted as the best
solution of the university problem five
years ago. In its anxiety to placate
the Methodist vote the Gnrvergment is
totally ignoring the views of those who
are the best judges of what the inter-
ests of the University are. We under-
stand the Chancellor, the President and
faculty of Toronto University are uha-
nimously opposed to the principle of
giving Victoria College separate reprer
sentation in the Semate. Xnox and
Wyciiffe Colleges are also stremuously
oppoged to the granting of a preference
to Victoria College. It looks very much
as if the Methodists were putting in a
denominational wedge to cleave the
State University asunder. If the Pres-
byterians should ask for a similar favor
it conld not be refused. Such a request
on their part would simply meam the
overthroww of the principle upom whizh
the provincial University has besn
fornded. It would mean University
disintegration, and would involve a re-
lapse to the former discredited system.
Bach denomination will have a one-
horse degree-conferring institution of its
own, and the idea of establishing a gre+t
State University will be dealt a death
blow. The bill \nates from those
who are opposed to amfversity federa-

tion. It originates witn a raction which | p.

secks to exercige im the University an in-
fluence similar to whst the Irish party
exerts in the British Parliament. It is
the work of a faction that refuses to
admit the principle of University fed-
eration and that will not rest satisfied
urtil it has eplit wp the great institu-
tion of which the province is so justly
proud lntp its original disunited frag-
ments. Let-the Government discuss this
measure from an educatfonal and not
a political point of view. Why should
the Government exhibit such indecent
haste in bringing the sesslon to a close?
There is plenty of time for holding the
elections. If a reasonable time cannot
be given to the discussion of the impor-
tant measures that come before the
Legislature they should be postponed
till next session. The bill in question
is certainly one that should mot be
passed without due consideration, and it
is quite evident that it will not receive
such consideration if things are roshed
thrcugh at the pace which has been set
for the remainder of the session.

THE EDITOR V. THE LAWYER.
The morality of the daily press will

There are some
papers at least which will not advocate
ta canse for money, but there are few,
if any, lawyers who will not handle
any ecase, however unjust it may be,
provided the fee is large enough.

When Mr, Blake appears in count
as the advocate of an unrighteous canse
he can shield himself behind the ques-
tionable ethics of his profession, but
when he gets up on the public platform
to give advice to his fellow-men he
must be judged by the standard «f
merality that obtains among mankind.
Judged by this standard and by the
stzndard that he sets up for the mews-
papers Mr. Blake is a poor specimoen
of humanity, Mr, Blake thinks the
newspapers should be prevented from
publishing the crimes .and weaknesses
of which men are guilty on the groand
that the publication of them has a teny
dency to corrupt the public mind. If
the mewspapers accepted Mr. Blake’s
advice they would be obliged to avoid
all reference to the part played by him-
pelf in this unrighteous comspiracy fto
steal from a weak corporation its rights,
The way to educate men to take a high-
er view of théir mission in life is not
to suppress such hypocrisy and down-
right immorality as Mr. Blake is guilty
of, but to expose it. A lawyer is not
obliged to advocate the cause of dis-
honest men. If the ethics of the legal
profession oblige its members to advo-
‘cate whatever briefs are placed in their
hands, irrespective of ¢heir ‘morality,
there is no law preventing lawyers from
renouncing their profession.

All meat prepared in the United
States for shipment frém one State to

- The success of the dead
meat industry of the United States is
in mo small degree owing .to this in-
spection, The cattle are inspected be-
fore they are killed, and after killing
there is a further inspection. Each

the Government’s certificate of its free-
dom from disease. 'This system of cer-
tification has had a-great deal to do
with the rapid development of :the
Urited States dead. meat business in
Europe. An abattoir has lately been
started in Torgnto, The first shipment
of dead meat from this institution bas
just been made, buf the proprietors
labor under a disadvantage in not being
able to secure Governmental certificar
tion of the purity of their goods. A
request has been made to the Govern-
ment for the appointmemt of an in-
spector of dead meat in Toronto, but
the Government seems Indifferent to
the matter. It apparently does not un-
derstand the importance of a Gavern-
ment certificate in the handling of dead
meat in the Furopean markets. ' The
United States method of inspection has
been proved of undoubted advantage to
the dead meat industry of that coun-
try..

Despite the objections of Hon. Mr. Darvis
Chairman Charlton allowed Mr. St. John to
call Thomas Whitehead, who helpad at the
killing in question, He saw the first of the
hogs kil He swore that he had heard
the evidence of Fred Newton, Frank Dunn
;md Thomas Smith, and that it was all

Speaking of a certain hog, witness swore
that he would not like to have eaten it. It
gave out a bad odor, but it was hung on
the hooks, dressed, and, as far as he knew,
sent to the Central Prison. . He helped
serape a lot of the hogs, and he saw a num-
ber of spotted carcases hung up for deliv-
ery to the Central Prison.

THE JUNCTION'S BONDS.

Row in Commitiee Over the Much Discuiss-
ed Tax Arrears of the Town.

In the Private  Bills. Committee yester-
day the bill respecting the bonds of Toronto
Junction was taken up. For the Junction
8. H. Blake, Q.C., appeared, for the ma-
jority of bondholders Mr. A. Brice of Ham-
ilton, and for the minority, who oppose ‘the
bill,” Sir Wildlam Hingston and Senator
O'Brien of Montreal, and Mr. T. G.
stock. There were other solicitors . pre-
sent also, :

Clause 1 of the bill states that:

The corporation shull forthwith pass &
bylaw or from time to time pass bylaws
sutiiorizitig- the issue of debentures of the
said corporation to the amount of § .
which shall bear interest from second Jau-
uary, 1898, payable on the second d1y of
January in each year a; the following rates:
On second January, to 1908, both in-
clusive, one per cent. On second January,
1904 to 1908, both inclusive, one and one-
balf per eent. On second January, 1909 to
1913, both inclusive, two and one-half per
cent, On second January, 1914 to 1918, both
inclusive, three and one-half per cent. On
second January, 1919 to 1928, both inclua-
sive, four per cent. On second January,
1929 to 1943, both inclusive, four and one-
half per cent. . The debentures shall be
signed by the Mayor and Treasurer of the
said corporation, and the interest shall be
represented by 45 coupons annexed to the
debentures, which shall be sufficient, if
signed by the Treasurer only. The deben-
tures shail be of the denominations of $1000
and $100, respectively.

R. C. Clute opposed the claure, saying that
if the corporation Incurred debts it could
not pay, his clients had no right to lose.

Hon. J. M. Gibsott’ observed that the
Junction got into troublé in the boom times
and that it should have a4 chance.

J. J. Maclaren, Q.C., agrced with the prin-
ciple of the bill. :

Sir Willlam . Hingston, on behalf of the
Citizens’ District Savings Bank of Mont-
real, sald his bank held $3.000,000 worth of
the bonds, and opposed the bill.

Hon. Mr. Gibson pointed out that four-
fifths of the bondholders favored the bill

Did Dan Seabeck Conspire Against the
Liberty of Thomas Hurlburt ?

The Whole Case Hangs Upon the Writer of
the Mysterlous Eciters Which 88abeck
Says He Found in the Woodshed—-Hus-
band and Wile Are Reconstled and the
Former Gives Evidence.

Richmond Hill Court House was yester-
day the Mecca for a large number of peo-
ple from all over York County, anxious to
hear the details in the charge of censpir-
acy laid agalnst Danlel Seabeck. The 9.40
a.m. car on the Metropolitan Railway car-
ried up Magistrate Ellis, Acting Crown
Attorney Raney, T. L. Church, counsel for
the prisoner; F. L. Powell, counsel for
Mrs. Hurlburt, and County Constables
Boyd and Burus, in charge of the prisoner,
Daniel Seabeck.

The case presented several peculiar fea-
tures. Seabeck- lald ~an information
against Thomas Hurlburt, charging him
with trying to poison his wife. The charge
was dismissed and then Seabeck was ar-

rested on the charge of conspiracy. The
information did not say with whom, and
as soon as the case started yesterday, Mr.
Church objected to the in formation on
that account. He submitted that onc. per-
son alone could not conspire. He must
have an accomplice. The objection was
noted. Mrs. urlburt, who is recon-!
clied with her husband, will give evidence
on behalf of the Crown,
The J. P. is Watching It.

Another feature about the case Is fIts

possible connection with an appeal case now
pend.h?. Over a year ago Mrs. Hurlburt
sued C. Clark, J.P. of Agincourt, for
damages for assault. She was swarded |
$200 damages, but Clark applied for al
new trial. He got it, and was mulcted
that time In the sum of $500. Seabeck
figured in that case as advancing the Hurl. |
burts the funds to fight the case. Clark|
is awaiting the outcome of this case to up»‘
peal against the second verdicty on the

ground that it was a conspiracy to get
money out of him.
Who Wrote These Letters ?

The present charge of conspiracy is bas-
ed chiefly upon letters, which Seabeck says
he found in Hurlburt's woodshed. They
are alleged to bave been  writ-
ten Hurlburt. who sald in
them that he was going to com-
mit sufcide and had attempted to poison
his wife nine times. Hurlburt swore he
did not write them. The Crown claims
that they are a collaboration by Mrs. Huri-
burt and Seabeck. It is regarding these
epistles that Mrs. Hurlburt will give the
gvkience which is expected te convict Sea-

eck.

Barrister F. T. Powell, Mrs. Hurlburt’s
solicitor, testified that Scabeck brought the
letters to him, and he advized him to show
them to the Crown Attorney. One was
signed Thomas Hurlburt, the other unsign-
ed. He thought they were In Hurlburt's
_handwriting, not Mrs. Hurlburt's. Sea-
beck had advanced money when Mrs. Hurl-
burt sued Magistrate Clark.

The Constable’s Evidence.

County Constable Burns was then called.
He sald that he had been instructed to lay
the information charging Hurlburt with at-
tempting to poisop his wife. Seabeck told
him about finding the letters, and said that
Hurlburt was a dangerous man, who had
gone to the woods with a gun and might
do wicked things, - Seabeck also Informed
Burns that Mrs. Hurlburt had seen her hus-
band put white powder in her medicine
twice, Ie, Seabeck, had interfered when
Hurlburt was thrashing his wife.

The Husband’s Evidenee.

Thomas Hurlburt then told - his story.
His evidence was against the theory of In-
timacy between Seabeck and Mrs. Hurl-
burt. Seabeck, said Hurlburt, had lived
with him for two years out of three, and
he thought this was too much, so he told
him to go. He did so, but came back.
Hurlburt admitted that he was jealous of
Seabeck, but aithough he had watched him
he had never seen anything between the pri-
soner and Mrs. Hurfburt. He bhad never
raised his hand against his wife, never at-
tempted- to poison her, never been charged
by her with having attempted to do so, and
knew absolutely nothing about the letters.

That ended the case for the day. and the
court adjourned - for a week. Ball was
fixed at $500, k- went back to

.ed a rise of 3 per cent. in Consolidated Gas.

The Grangers rose about a point on good
buying.c Many stocks that have lately been
dormant. scored substantial advances. Su-
gar geined over a point on unofficial state-
ments that the company earned 27 to 28
er cent. on its common stock last year.

e anthracite coulers were somewhat lag-
gard, and New York and Susquehanna
stocks broke sharply on the fear ‘that the
transfer of the control of the Erie would
lessen . the value of the minority stocks.
