New York, June 27.—~The Inter-
national Joint Commission appointed
by the governments of the United
Btates and Canada to investigate and
report on the advisability of deepening
the St. Lawrence River, in order to
open up a deep sea route to a large
part of the middle west, will hold pub~
llo hearings beginning October 15, in
New York city, it was announced to-
night by Irving T. Bush, chairman of
the executive committee of the cham-
ber of commerce of New York state.
In a letter to the chamber, Willlam
H. Smith, secretary of the Inter-
national Joint Commission, said:

“Engineers appointed by the two
governments afe now engaged in mak-
ing surveys and the preparation of
plans for information of the com-
mission.

increase from $25600 to $4000 in their
indemnity, are to be subject to new
attendance regulations.

But Canadian General Elec-
tric Company May Not
Accept Award.

Peterboro, Ont.,, June 27.—~The find-
ing of the board of conciliation which
was appointed at the request of the
Peterboro oity couacil to investigate
the labor dispute between the Can-
adlan General Electric Company and
its machinists and-.electrical workers,
was made public here on Saturday,

The toard recommends that first-
class machinists be pald not less than
76 icents an hour; wsedond-class ma-
chinists not less than 70 centsan hour;
specialists not less than 60 cents an
hour: all-class speciallsts, 566 cents an
hour, and helpers 60 cents aa hour,
The union’s priginal demand was 80
cents an hour for machinists, 85 cents
for specialists, and 56 ceats for
helpers. This was subsequently re-
duved b cents in each class.

For the electrical workers the board
decided that the increased rates of-
fered by the company to "electrical
workers (other than armature win-
ders), with 456 cents per hour mini-
mum, being in all an increase from
a range of 32 1-2 cents to 49 1-2 cents
per hour in 1918, to a range of 45
cents to 68 cents per hour in 1920, was
fair and reasonable,

The men, to the number of about
400, have been on strike for six weeks.

} Judge's Statement.

Judge Robson's satement follows:

“Were it not- that there is such
gross perversion of facts in Mr. Mur-
dock’s letter to the premier, I would
utterly ignore his statement.

‘“The first threeé of his grnds do
not concern me, but théy ars at var:-
ance with any knowledge I have of
the facts.

“In the fourth ground e says that
1 was “in full sympathy with high
prices and against low prices’ and
that I so stated in my letter of 22rd
of February to Sir George Foster.

Cabinet Reorganization,

Cabinet reorganization is the first
requisite toward party reorganization,
The present cabinet .in ability is the
ablest since the group Bir Wilfrid
Laurier gathered round him in 1806,
and, in political acumen, the weakest
since the “nest of traitors” cabinet, in
1896. The cabinet has handled many
Breat: problems successfully, but in a
manner that brought joy to. their.ene-
mies ‘ and disappointment to their
friends. In 30 months their majority
in the commons has dwindled from
70 to 80, and the worst may yet be
to ~come. They have destroyed the
great Liberal-Conservative party
without replacing it with a Unionist
party. Confronted by the weakest op-
position under the weakest leadership
in Canadian history, they have failed
to consolidate or coalesce their forces,
but have lost in parliament and coun-
try.

There are some miaisters who de-
sire to retire, Hon, Martin Burrell
has remained for years thru loyalty
to the prime minister, and so has Hon,
A. L. Sifton. It is telieved Hon, J. D.
Reld woyld not be averse to a seat
in the senate. New Brunswick has no
representative in the cabinet, and
neither will Nova Scotia if the Pprime
minister relinquishes the leadership,
Taere are other ministers who would
like a change of scenery.

oughtless impertinence. The recein
was a8 much a surprise to me as to any-
one else, I had never suggested such a
thing, and in fact had previously ex-
pressly forbidden that the factum be
shown to me.

“At this point let me say that my
éxperience has been that until tribunals
of this naeture have been supported in
their jurisdiction by judgments of our
supreme courts, they are not so apt to
recelve desired respect from the classes
affected. It was particularly so in the
case of radical, enagtment such as that
administered by the board of commerce,
As a lawyer who had to study these
Jurisdicstional questions I have doubts as
to the validity of certain material pro-
visions, and I felt that until these were
cleared away, our board was at a dis-
advantage, I was not the first to raise
the question. It had been mooted, I
find, long before it occurred to me. I
was proceeding judicially, and I acknow-
ledge that I hesitated at making orders
limiting prices by restricting ofits
(practically to a certain extent expro-
priating property) until it was certain
that we were on all points pjustified in
so doing, It was this consideration and
this alone that led to the suggestion of
getting the legal question disposed of.

“To proceed to another matter, I wish
to add unqualifiedly that in instance
was there at any time any imposition of
my will upon the other members of the
board.

No Political Purpose,

‘“The proposed tariff inquiry was sug-
gested by me and met with approval, In
fact there was no suggestion of any ques-
tion, except perhaps the fact that the gov-
ernment had indicated its purpose of ap-
pointing a tariff commission. My view
was that that fact did not absolve us
from the duty of going into the matter
under our own procedure. I had no

Suggestion Unfounded,

"“The publicity that was allowed by our |
investigations was undoubtedly benef!-)
clal and from what 1 heard on all hands
gave great satisfaction to the consum-
ing public. Any suggestion that I Was
responsible for inquiring into costs and
profits of milk men, bakers and small re-
tallers contrary to the wishes of the ma-
Jority of the board, is absolutely wun-
founded.

“I had the view that the appointment
of a local officer in every municipality
of any size (at the expense of the muni.
cipality, after the pattern of the English
system), would be adyantageous, Pro-
test against this was made in the boara
and the proposal was modified and in
fact never went into effect, I acquiesec-
ed in the proposal of an inquiry system
by means of an expert staff at the office
of the board, That wuold have been in-
atituted more fully, but for difficulty m
getting a staff thru the civil serviece
commission. That is a matter easily
rectified. I wrote you on the subject.
You will, however, remember your warn-
ing to us to keep expense of adminfs-
tration down to the lowest possibie
point,

“l resent as base and false insinua-
tions the statements that I opposed the
operation of the law and hampered the
board deliberately to kill the act, as like-
wise, and even more emphatically the
charge that I was guilty of duplicity for
the purpose of assisting the government
in the defeat of its own measure,”

Disclaims Responsibility.
“I disclaim responsibility for the fact

staff- to enable it to enter into the de-
tails of every person and concern in
Canada engaged in the production, manu-
facture or distribution of necessaries of
life, It was impossible for us to under-
take that work without men or our own
chosing.

“I have Mo iatention of entering into
personal controversy:

“I did not take the position because
I wanted it, but because of the strong
demand of sohe who thought«# should
do some public seyvice. I was not con.
nected with any interest and there was
certainly no understandings. Unless more
personalities are to be Indulged in, I
will be glad to assist by contributing my
views, purely in the public interest.

“It is in your discretion to make this
letter an officlal one, if you see fit.

RAILWAY REVENUE
MUST BE INCREASED

Massachusetts Department of
Public Utilities Writes In-
terstate Commission.

Boston, June 27.—~The Masgsu-
chusetts department of public utilities,
in a letter to the jnterstate commerce
commisgsion, made public tonight, fa-
vors increased revenue for the rail-
roads, and expresses the opinion that
“unless adequate income s allowed
the railroads, the public will not only
be deprived of the proper facilities,
btut will actually run serious risks of
life and limb walle traveling.”

The letter is in reply to the com-
mission’s request for the views of the
board upon the petition now before it
of rallroads for increases in freight
rates of approximately 26 er cent,

After asserting that the railroads
“have reached a'condition where they
do not and cannot at the present mo-
ment, serve the vital needs of the
country,” the board eays:

‘“The conditions the railroads in
M chusetts, both as to roadbed and
rolling stock, are such as to create
grave apprehension as to their future
safe operation unless they receive suf-
ficient income to enable them to put
and maintain their properties in
proper order.”

The toard says it feels ‘from every
point of view, that serious conse-
quences will follow starving of the
roads, and the interstate commerce
commission should grant the railroads
sufficient revenue to enable them to
fulfill their functions properly and
adequately and to serve the public in

the manner and to, the extent which
the common weal demands, Any
question of 'doubt, therefore, as to the
extent of the proposed increases,
should, we feel, in view of the condi-
tions now obtaining, be resolved in fa-
vor of the rallroads.”

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IMMIGRANT INFLUX
BECOMING NORMAL

Employment Bureau Figures
Show Tremendous In-
crease During May.

B

That things are beginning to get
somewhat back to normal in the line
of immigration seems evident from a
statement of J. A, Miller, of the gov-
ernment employment kureau, in speak-
ing to The World yesterday. “in
March and April 11,000 came from
Britain to Canada. The report for
May dis not out yet, but from the ap-
pearance of taings I should think
there were twice that number lasty
month,” said Mr. Miller,

“Tae classes needed are farm laborers
and domestics, and these are the only
ones who are being encouraged - to
come just now by the government, A
few tradesmenar ecom ing too, but
they come of themselves and pay their
way. ~But .mechanics are ill-advised
to come unless they have secured
sometaing in advance,” was the opin-
jon expressed.

“As an example of what I mean,”
continued the superintendent of the
bureau, '‘a man came in here the other
day who was a tobacco blender,
There's nothing for him
here. There might be in
but not aere.”

Just now farmers are coming into
the bureau at the rate of from twenty
to thirty a day in search of help. The
bureau has also an industrial and
clorical department, but it is the farm
that makes the greatest pall for help,
A number of imperial soldiers are in-
cluded in the new comers, the lure in
thelr case being the land.

‘ Cooks Scarce.

In tae department {n charge of Miss
Duff there are applications for domes-
tle help and responses
comers and Canadians with many
problems to solve, at both ends of tHe
lime, The domestic that seems at a
premium because she is s0 necessary,
and, at the same time. almost un-
gettable, is the cook. There are few
of the culinary profession obtainable,
and yet, as Miss Duff pointed out, if
there is a family, and perhaps two or
taree on the domestic staff, a cook is
the one above all others that is of
value.

Good news for the housokeeper was
heralded My Miss Tonkins, who has
charge o the farm department, “There
will be a great crop of berries next
week,” was her cheery comment, We'll
want a great many girls and young
women, The canners are mot buying
berries at all just now. [ .suppose
taey are walting -until the frult is
plentiful and cheap. Farmers prefer
the colleFe girls as pickers, They
want a little money nnd they work
hard, and the farmers like them. The
farmer, however, is not going to make
much on his fruit this year because
the canners have not been buying.

“We nave a number of girls and
women coming in now from England,"
continued Mius Tonkins, who knows a,
good deal about farming, both from
personal experience and from the tra-
&lom of parents and grandparents

o ploneered on Canadlan farms,
“Some of these girls are very fine—
excellent. Others again are very dif-
ficult. I think the reason is tha\
what they have in their mind is not
what taey get. The consequence f{s
that they nerer stay in a place more
than two or three weeks, and they
keep coming back until by and by ihey;
settle down,”

the game for their patrons’ health, but
the fact that they were out for their
own gain does not weaken the truth that
they rendered service that was most ac-
eceptable, and, in the main, gratefully
appreciated by the unskilled public.

The rhymester frequently expresses
a pervading sentiment in the public
mind, and The World gives a speci-
men of what has drifted into the office
during these unusually transporting
days:

O, blessed jitney, by whose speed

We've met the car strike's dally

need;

To all & saviour thou has been,

Praise God for thee—and gaso-

line. /

The strike has demonstrated how
near in street locomotion the age of
petrol may be to catching up to the
age of electricity, Drivers say there is
little in a jitney service for them with
twenty cents for a maximum fare;,
especially when it is from the eastern
city limits to Yonge street. But they
have not suffered financially, and tho
nobody wantg this sort of strike to
happen very often, the gasoline ser-
vice has been good enough to make
the population regard the prospect of
other street railway accidents more
complacently than was possible some
years ago.

The public protection was secured
'by two very simple provisions—the
license which assured identification in
case of abuse of opportunities for gain,
and the maximum fare which guaran-
teed a falr ride for reasonable pay.
But the cars needed no direction as
to what routes they should follow, or
hqw often they should ply upon them.
They had a fair fleld and no favors.
Business distributed itself easily, nat-
urally, and with remarkable balance
over the whole city,

In a few hours a great machinery
came into existence, found its func-
tions, fultilled its need, and reaped its
Just reward. The old-fashioned econ-
omists of the individualistic school
have always said that that {s what
has happened in the development of
permanent channelg of commerce. Let
the law of supply and demand work
itself out and all will be well. Prices;
wages, profits will adfust themselvés,
if only doctrinaires and a fidgety pub-
lic will give them a chance.

That is not all the story of modern
“economic development. But there is
something to be said 'for it, and what
has happened with Toronto and the
blessed jitney certalnly furnishes an
argument for the devotee of laissez-

ire.

SET A NEW BOARD OF COMMERCE
TO WORK.

Robson and W. ¥. O'Connor could not
long work together. They differed so in
temperament, in their conception of the
powers of the board, and in their gen-
eral outlook on the business world, that
one or the other should have retired al-
most immediately, Commjssioner James
Murdock was an able and fearless offi-
clal, but he lost all confidence in the
chairman of the board after he saw the
Hugg letter, practically asking the chadr-
man to help a Winnipeg creamery com-
pany cripple the powers of the board by
an appeal to the supreme court,

Commissioner Murdock’s resignation
Was accompanied by grave charges of
misconduct against members of the gov-
ernment. These charges are to the ef-
fect ‘that some of the ministers want no
Interference with the profiteer, and are
quite willing to lose the board of com-
merce on a side track or leave it up in.
the air, The government should meet
these charges, and one of the best ways
to meet them Is to select a strong, fear-
less, incorruptible board of commerce,

The friends of Judge Robson say'that
he made a timid chairman because he
knew the board of commerce act and
accompanying legislation was full of
holes, and three of the six judges of the
supreme court discovered some of them.
Let the new board be not thus handi.
capped by any fear. Parllament should
not prorogue without passing a simple,
plain and drastic statute which all who
run may read. Above all, should par-
llament give the board authority to en-
force its decrees and place the re-
sources of the Dominion government be.
hind them. When the board of com-
merce uncovers a profiteer they should
have power to punish him. They should
not be compolled to run from one pro-
yinclal capital to another trying to got
some provinclal attorney-general to en-
force a federal law,

With Premier Drury as the chief
speaker, supported by Manning Do-
herty and Herbert Taylor, local nom:-

inee for federal honors, the U. 0,

Touching in detail on the bill for
Superannuation the premler explained
that ten per cent, of the civil sger-
vants are over 70 years of age and
owing to an average salary of $1.500
some as low as $1,000, they are with-
out provision for retirement being un.
able to make any provision out of
such salaries.

He sald the government oould not
reward faithful service with the poor
house or other such institutions and
commended the practice of Several
large business firms in superannuat-
ing their old employes and introduc-
ing young blood in their place.

CONSOLIDATIONS OF THE CR.
AND G.T.R. IN AND ABOUT TORONTO

Distributing the Rosedale Lay out to Little York, Leaside
and Union Station—Im portant Track Connection

to Come

After Saturday night the dismember-
ment begins of offices, yards, round-
houses and train equipment sgidings
of the Caandian Northern in the Don
valley at Rosedale. In less than a
fortnight the whole layout will nave
been distributed in three directions:
To Leaside, to East Toronto, to Union
Station, by reason of the consolidation
now going on of Grand Trunk and
Canadian Northern, The despatchers,
train crews and other employes will
be corresnondingly distributed, The
C.N.R, and the G.T.R.'s belt line have
in the neighborhood of a hundred
acres (mostly C.N.R.), in the Don val-
ley. Only the Rosedale station will be
“allve” hereafter; also the sidings
into the Don Valley Brick Works, The
rest goes elsewhere,

These Rosedale yards have direct
ralls by the C.N.R, and G.T'.R. to the
Little York yards of the latter sys-
tem, down the Don to Kastern ave-
nue, and, then east and up the main
line of the G.T.R. to its East Toronto
yards and roundaouse; and to the
C.N.R. yards and shops and round-
house at IL.easide to the C.N.R/'Ss
Winnipeg line up the Don valley to
Duncan station, about five miles, and
from here south and west for two
miles over the new cut-off line to
the Canadian Pacific’'s main line over
which it runs into Leaside (one mile
west) where it switches into the new
Leaside yards and roundhouse and
saops of the C.N.R. The Rosedale
yards have direct ralls to the Union
Station passenger train storage yards
and roundhouses of the Grand Trunk.

All. Baturday engines and train
crews of the National Railways were
distributing the plant and train equip-
ment in the Rosedale yards to Lit'le
York and to the train storage yards
and round houses of the G.T.R. in
front and west of *he Union Station;
also to Leaside.

On Monday at noor. ‘Le first pas-
senger traln at Ottawa of the con-
solida‘ed system wil] leave the Union
Station over the Grand Trunk to
Napanee and from thiy las point over
the Canadian Northern to Otawa, A
return train over the same ralis will
leave Ottawa one hour later,

Elght freight and ten passenger en-
gines and 36 men (train crews, ollers
and the like) are to be moved at night,

The passenger equipment at Roge-
dale started at midnight to move to
the unifon station,

The next consolidation move of the
G.T.R. and C,N.R. will be to connect
the C.N.R. with the G.T.R. just beyond
East Toronto: namely, of the C.N.R.'s
Ottawa, line with the Grand Truak's
Midland 1line, in Scarboro township,
where the former crosseg above the
latter one mile north of Scarboro
Junction; and perhaps a little later on
to connect the same line of the C.N.R.
with the main line of the G.T.R, by a
short new plece of track from the
C.N.R. '‘at Dawes road, near the Mas-
sey estate, due east to the G.T.R.s
Scarboro grade, a distance of about
half a mile. The elevations of the
two tracks are at near the same level.

Another connection soon to be made
is to relay the old Belt Line track
from the G.T.R.'s main line to Ham-
iton, just west of the mouth of the
Flumber River, and due north to the
G.T.R.'s Sarnia and old Northern
lines at or near Davenport; and to
run an extension of the belt line from
Yonge street, just north of Mount
Pleasant cemetery, due east above
Merton street, to the C.N.R.'s new
yards at Leaside. These several tie-
ups will give the new consolidated
National Rallways a still more com-
manding position in regard to trafie
in and about Toronto. It may be
preliminary of a real belt line about
the city and suburbs,
