Reports of Awful Disaster
Brought to Victoria,
B. C.

‘A Wall of Water 26 Feet High
Swept Down the Yang Tse
Kiang River, Overwhelming
Hundreds of Boats. .

Victoria, B.C., May 13.—(Special.)—
News of one of the greatest disasters that
China has known which involved the loss
of nearly 10,000 lives at Han Kow ani
which was caused by a sudden tidal bore
in the Yang Tse Kiang river, was brought
by steamer Titan which arrived last night.
A bore 26 feet in height flooded without
warning down river overwhelming thou-
sands of junks, sampans and small boats
and wrecking some large river steamers.

Mr. Bell, who ¢ame from Yokohama by
the Blue Funnel liner, stated that the
disaster had caused a tremendous loss of
lives, far greater than the great typhoon
at Yang Kiang eightecen months ago,
when ten thousand Chinese were snuffed
out,

London, May 13.—When, some days
ago, Bernard Shaw predicted ‘that’the cri-
ties would be irritated and bored by his
new play, he proved himself a true pro-
phet.

“Getting Married,” which was produc-
ed at the Haymarket theatre last night,
and which was finely staged and acted,
is pronounged prolix and wearisome by
the majority of the critics, who declare
that the author has “outShawed himself,”
producing not a play but a Socratic. dis-
sertation whose over-long message ap-

to be an eloquent appeal to man
to realize that woman has a soul as well
as a body. The play lasted about three
hours. It is not divided into acts, but
the curtain was dropped twice in order to
give the audience an opportunity to rest.
The first two hours, in which the sub-
ject of marriage is described from every
conceivable standpoint, with all Shaw’s
characteristic brilliancy of dialogue, were
vastly amusing and entertaining. After
that, although the audience was composed
of devoted admirers of the author, inter-
est greatly flagged.

JAPAN’S FINANCES
IN DOLEFUL STATE

General Business is at Low
Water Mark and Govern-
ment Bonds at 80.

Tokio, May 12.—Nothing could more
strikingly illustrate the depression which
is now prevailing in business circles than
a comparison between the transaction on
the Tokio Stock Exchange on the March
settling days in 1907 and 1908. The
amount of transactions at the Tokio
clearing house on March 30, 1907, was
56,893,320 yen, against 15,009,201 yen for
the corresponding date this year, a di-
minution of no less than 41,884,032 yen.

The latter figures go to show that gen-
eral business is as badly depressed as the
share market. Nor can it be said that
there are any signs of an early change for
the better. The depression has now last-
ed more than a year.

The Government has seriously unsettled
the market for the present by its offer to
rewrite the war bonds at a rate that fig-
ures at 8.86 per cent. It is probable that
fully 60 per cent. of the bonds will be re-
written. The conditions are ascribed to
the adoption of Government measures
without consulting the capitalists.

Government bonds are below 80; the
standard valuation hitherto has been 90.
Financiers are conferring with the finan-
cial department with the object of re-
storing confidence.

The news of the conclusion of the arbi-
tration treaty between the United States
and Japan has been well received, and it
is believed it will remove whatever sus-
picion exists regarding the mutual rela-
tions of the two countries.

OVERNMENT

AND ASK POWER TO VOTE

Delegation Composed of Mrs. Fiske,:Mrs. Colby Smith, Miss Mabel Peters,
Miss Hatheway and Recorder Skinner, Interviewed the Government This
Morning and Asked That the Franchise in Provincial Elections be Extended

to Women.

Fredericton, N. B., May 13 (Special).—
A delegation composed of Mrs. Emma S.
Fiske, Mrs. Colby Smith, Miss Mabel
Feters and Miss Hatheway, of St. John
accompanied by Recorder Skinner appear-
ed before the government this morning in
support of a bill they wished introduced
to amend the New Brunswick elections
act. The object of the amendments is to
give the women of New Brunmswick the
same right of franchise in provincial elec-
tions as they now have in civic and
municipal.

Mrs.: Fiske told of the various countries
in which women had the right to vote
and claimed the result was a great im-
provement in social conditions. In.New
Zealand and in the etate of Wyoming,
especially where women had been voting
for some time there were now practically
I};)ﬂ alms houses and no inmates in the
jails. ;

In Finland - the women had taken an
equal part in the struggle for freedom
with the men and when measures of self
government were granted to that country
the men gratefully acknowledged their
services by giving them an equal fran-
chise. There, women are under under no
restrictions whatever in regard to employ-
ment and the get the same rate of pay
as men. The women of this province she
claimed would like to have the same
rights as the Finnish women.

This was a vital matter to most women
who were keenly interested in public af-
fairs and they prayed and requested the
government to extend as much of the
franchise as possible and to those women
now holding the municipal franchise the
same right to vote in provincial affairs.

Miss Mabel Peters thought the request of
the delegation was in the best interest of
the province, not only of the women, but
also for the men. She referred to the
educational disabilities under which wo-
men formerly labored, and related an in-
interesting story regarding the admission
of the first lady student, who was her

mother; “to the Normal school, how she’

only gained -admission by ‘repeated efort,
and when the government of the day did
agiee they stipulated that she must not
hold them responsible for any harm that
might befall her.” This was in 1851
Women mow had pro-erty rights as
well as an educationa: right, and they
needed the ballot to protect these rights.
The wage earning class of women, which

prevention of poverty ‘was a great ques-
tion for the oountr‘; he felt the influence
of women in politics would do much

Under the pres-
ent law universal suffrage was practically
given to the men and they had duties and
responsibilities from which the wcemen were
exempt. Some of these duties, it had here-
tofore been felt, women were physically un-
able to perform. AN laws were enferced
only by power of those making them by
resort' to arms if necessary. If universal
| suffrage were given to women and should a
! question arise on which all the women
| voted one way and all the men another and
the women outnumbered the men, ‘there
might be complications.

He had always felt that women would get
the franchise when they wanted it and were
prepared to assume the responsibility. He
thought, however, a great bulk of the wom-
en at the present time did not want .it.
The two sexes each had their own functions
and dutles, and very many women felt they
could do better work along their own line
without being burdened with the public work
of the country. He had not observed thus
far any general sentiment among women in
favor of the franchise.

BONDS

Messrs. Robinson and = Mc-
Keown Examined Before the

Public Accounts Committee
This Morning.

Fredericton, N. B., May 13 (Special).—Hon.
C.. W. Robinson and Hon. H. A. McKeown
were before the public accounts committee
of the legislature this morning and cleared
up the misunderstanding which had arisen
in connection with the two bond guarantees
made by the late government for the Inter-
national Railway Company. They explained
that the first issue of $150,0000 was held by
the Eastern Trust Co., but the bonds were
destroyed and the mortgage on the com-
pany’s property cancelled when the new issue
of $400,000 was executed by the Royal Trust
Co. Fred. R. Taylor acting for the two
trust companies, the railway company and
government defaced the bonds and had af-
terwards signed the certificate of cancella-
tion. ' The new mortgage on the company’s
property had since been executed to secure
the province for the guaranteed bonds. The
matter of having a record of the transaction
filed had been overlooked when the old gov-
ernment went out of office. s

Hon. Mr. Robinson testified to the good
work being done for the province by Duft
Miller, agent general at London, and thought
it would be a mistake to abolish the annual
grant of $2,000.

Hon. C. N. Labillois read a letter from &
St. John man praising Duff Miller’s work
on behalf of the province, and Hon. Mr.
McKeown added a few words of praise.

Messrs. Smith and Prescott were for abol-
ishing the grant, but at the request of
Chairman Pinder the matter was allowed to
stand until after the budget is brought down.

There was some criticism in regard to the
expenditures made on {illustration orchards
and in searching for brown-tailed moths.
The deputy commissioner was called and
made satisfactory explanations.

HODGINS GOES
ON THE STAND

on G. T. P. Resumed this

Morning.

Ottawa, May 13.—(Special.)—The in-
quiry into Major Hodgins’ charges of fraud
mainly by overclassification in connection
with the Transcontinental Railway con-
struction, was resumed this morning. An
hour and a half was taken up in a long
argument as to procedure. A general or-
der was passed for the production of
papers and then the Liberal members of
the committee, and Charles Murphy K.C.,
for the commission, insisted on Major
Hodgins ‘going into the box and telling
his story.

Frank Hodgins, K.C., on behalf of the
major, maintained that it was unfair to
ask him to go on until the papers were
produced. The main part of the charge
was overclassification and he was pre-
pared to stand or fall upon that.

To Mr. Carvell, he said he was not
prepared to drop the other charges.
“Overpaying $6,000 for overclassification
is not in it with the charges against the
integrity of the Commiesion,” said Mr.
Carvell.

‘“That $6,000 item is only an instance,”
answered Mr. Hodgins. “If what we con-
tend is true it is between two and four
millions.”

Mr. Murphey did not object to the
papers being produced but insisted on the
major being called to say what informa-
tion he had when wrote the letters.

Speaking vesterday of the gold discove-
ries in Restigouche county, W. A. Mott,
Campbellton, who is at the Royal, said
yesterday that eome had been found as-
caying $14.500 to the ton. This ore, he
said, was brought from the Petapedia
river, a tributary of the Restigouche. Mr.
Mott was unable to tell whether this was
an isolated ledge of free working gold or
not. Neither does he know the name of
the discoverer, but he added that there is
no doubt of the genuineness of the assay.

Mr. Mott is personally interested in a
| gold mine in Restigouche county. This

lthe Upsalquitch river. It is a quartz vein
[ Jocated about six months ago. Ever since
the discovery a small crew of men have
been at work. It is on the side of a
mountain and shafts will be sunk to de-
velop the vein. The assays, he says, have
been very encouraging and show propor-
tions of silver and copper as well as gold.
Mr. Mott says that more attention than
ever is now being paid to the mineral
wealth of Restigouche and that asbestos
of good quality is fairly abundant as well
as gold, silver and copper.

ON AYLESWORTH BILL ISSUE

He Now Declares That

He is Willing to Grant

Concessions in Manitoba Act Which the Qmosi-

tion Demanded.

Ottawa, May 12.—Although it was the
expected that happened' when the house
met this afternoon, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
striking his flag on the Aylesworth bill is-
sue, the surrender was not unnaturally ac-
companied by signals of exultation from
the opposition benches.

After a pounding process which had
lasted for more than a week, the prime
minister announced his willingness to ac-

Sir Wilfrid said at the outset that as
Mr. Borden had appealed to’ him, “in the
name of fairness, justice and broad equity”
against the bill as an intensely partisan
measure, 8o now he appealed in the same
terms against Manitoba’s partisan laws.

‘| For the bill before the house he accepted

the entire responsibility.

“Coneervative members from Manitoba,”
he said, “dread the effect of the law of
their own province, it it is administered
by this government’s officers. But there
are men on this side of the house who

dread the effect of that law, if it is to be |

administered, as it has been, by the offi-
cers appointed by their opponents. Those
who oppose this bill dread it in anticipa-
tion; those who support it, dread the effect
of the existing law of Manitoba from past
experience.” .

This he understood was the situation.
The record of the Conservatives was in
favor of federal lists while the Liberals
had favored provincial lists and in 1885
had fought for that principle in parlia.
ment. ““Yet,” he added, “although in 1885
we fought the federal franchise bill as
effectively and vigorously as a measure
was ever fought, we never thought of re-
sorting to a refusal of supply, to the dis-
organization of the public service. J

He went on to say that a condition of
affairs had arrived in- Manitoba which
imperatively called for legislation by this
pariament. It had been charged that Mr.
Leach, the Liberal organizer in Manitoba,
had acted dishonestly and disfranchised
hundreds of electors. Sir Wilfrid denied
absolutely that Mr. Leach disfranchised
anybody. There may have been mistakes
but there was no intentional wrongdoing.
He had been told that Mr. Leach was a
perfectly respectable man. The condition
of affairs was such in Manitoba that re-
turning officers would be subject to the
same peril as in 1904, owing to the diffi-
culty of_ adjusting the lists to federal
bounda‘nes. Somebody must do this work.
“The judges,” shouted the opposition in
chorus.

“On thip point for my part,” continued
the premier, coming to the real point of
his spgech, “after having conferred with
the minister of justice and my other col-
leagues we are ready to accept legisla-
tion suggested by Dr. Roche in his speech
the'other day.” (Opposition cheers.)

Sir Wilfrid then quoted the portion of
the Manitoba act cited by Dr. Roche,
which provides for the revision of the
voters list by county court judges.

“lf this would be agreeable to friends
and Tories alike, for my part I -am willing
fl? take this means of giving satisfaction.”
This, however, would mean the defeat of
the bill now before the house.

I‘ﬂr. Borden replied that he had made
this very suggestion at the opening of
debate, pointing out that as the difficulty
was not confined to Manitoba, the pro-
visions of the act just cited would have to
be made applicable to all Canada by gene-
ral law.

Sir Wilfrid thought there was no dif-
ficulty elsewhere than in Manitoba. His
objection to the Manitoba act was that it
placed the whole machinery of revision in
the hands of the governor in council. As
he understood it, power was given revis-
ing officers to extend the time for receiv-
ing names. He could refuse to extend the

time for erasing names. Sir Wilirid de-
nied that a eimilar bill was prepared in
1903 and never submitted to parliament
but admitted that the Manitoba Liberals
were anxious for such a bill at that time.
He found fault with the preparation of
Manitoba lists by registration clerks but
Dr. Roche pointed out that these clerks
Simply ‘took the affidavits of persons ap-
plying to get on the lists.

Sir Wilfrid declared that there had been
no attempt on Mr. Aylesworth’s part, as
charged, to tamper with the secrecy of
the ballot and in conclusion, “I have
to eay on‘that point and upon every other
point of the bill, we are prepared to
amend the bill, if necessary, so as to give
effect to the policy contained in it which
is the secrecy of the ballot without stifl-
ing the voice of the people.”

Mr. Aleorn asked if the premier had
in mind any modus operandi by which the
naw lists will be made altogether under
judicial authority. “I think so,” replied
the premier, “I think we will be prepared
to do so at the proper time when we are
in committee.”

Mr. Foster followed maintaining there
had been absolutely no proof of any
grievance against the Manitoba election
lists. The bill was remarkable for what it
did not contain, he thought.

There was no provision for simultaneous
! polling and nothing to remedy the griev-
j ance against long-delayed bye-elections;
nothing to prevent the growing abuse of
civil servants actively = participating in
elections; nothing to stop the bribing of
constituencies by the promise of public
expenditure; no adequate penalties for
some election crimes, and mno effective

wer to see the election law carried out.
Nothing had been said in explanation of
the omission of the clause preventing in-
corporated companies contributing to po-
litical party funds and the cleaise regard-
ing the ballot opened the way for the pur
chase of votes, making it possible for any
ballot to become known.

Mr. Foster congratulated the premier in
acceding to the just demand of the opposi-
tion.

Proceeding, Mr. Fosfer said it was as-
tounding that, after eight days, the prime
minister did not know that the returning
officers in 1904 went beyond the over-laps
ping divisions and distributed the polling
divisions that wers self-contained. He
commented on the Leach incident at
length, putting Leach in the same class
as Rudneski, the Galician, who sold false
afidavits to Winnipeg liberals for a price.

Dealing with Leach’s operations, Mr.
Foster charged that as a result of his
work a .member was now sitting in the
house who should not be there.

Mpr. Jackson (Selkirk), said he was re-
ferred to and asked for proof.

Mr. Foster replied that his proof was
the sworn testimony of the returning of-
ficer.

“I make this proposition,” said Mr.
Foster, “let the prime minister brine in
a bill establishing the Dominion franchise
on lists made by this government in all
the provinces of the Dominion and put
these lists in the hands of a non-partisan
body and he will have this side of the
house at his back.” Mr. Foster conclud-
ed by observing that if he were a resi-
dent of Manitoba he would fight against
this invidius distinction of his province
land he was sure that when the proper
time came Manitoba and Britich Colum-
bia would resent the indignity which the
government sought to impose upon them.

The adjournment of the debate was
moved by Staples (McDonald, Man.),
who will continue the debate tomorrow.

DR.MACRAE TALKS

ON FORESTERS’ :

NEW RATES

Past Chief Rangér Says They

Will Directly Affect 4000
Members in N_ew Brunswick.

Roughly speaking the proposed increase
in the rates of the Independent Order of
Foresters. will affect 4.000 of the 8,277
members in New Brunswick. There are
now under the jurisdiction of the New
Brunswick high court, 192 subordinate
courts. Of these fifteen, with a total
membership of 1,100, are in 8t. John city
and county. It is not yet known just
how large the increase in the revenue of
the order under the new system will be.
The subject will be discussed at the meet-
ing of the high court of New Brunswick,
which will open here on'Thursday after-
ncon, and the delegates chosen to the
supreme court will probably be instructed
in the matter.

Elliot G. Stevenson, Supreme Chief
Ranger, is expected to be present and at
a meeting in Calvin Church: on Friday
evening will deliver an address.

Recent dispatches give particulars of
an address delivered by Mr. Stevenson in
Windsor, Ont., in which it is. reported
that he declared that the older members
were being carried at unsafe figures and
that to place the insurance on.a sound
and substantial basis three options were
offered to the older members to retain
their insurance. .

Dr. A. W. Macrae, who is a Past High
Chief Ranger of the province and has for
many years taken an active part in the
work of the Order was shown the report
of Mr. Stevenson’s speech last evening and
asked for an expression of his opinion.

“I think,” replied Dr. Macrae “that the
report can hardly present a full and fair
etatement of Mr. Stevenson’s views. It
haé always been contended by the late
Supreme Ranger, Dr. Oronhyatekha, and
by all the members of the supreme execu-
tive that as long as the order was an act-
ive growing institution, the rates in force
previous to 1899 were sufficient to pro-
tect the insured. The new rates, brought
in force in 1899 for new members, were
alleged to be for the purpose of placing
the Association in a position to carry out
its contracts without reference to the
question of continued increase in mem-
bership; in other words to place it upon
the reserve basis approved of by the Nat-
ional Fraternal Congress.

“Tt was agreed that the old rates would
carry the society with an annual death
rate of nine in 1,000, and this view was
maintained under oath before the insur-
ance commission by both Oronhyatekha
and Mr. Stevenson in September, 1906.
Now the annual death rate in the 1. 0. F.
has .never -exceeded’.7.25, andi«if the: old
rates protected the association 'up to a
rate of nine, then the old rates combined
with the increase since 1899 should pro-
tect the society even if the rate rose to
twelve in a 1,000, which is a higher figure
than the average death rate in most Can-
adian communities. |

“I think,” continued Dr. Macrae “that
the true meaning of suggested changes
with respect to the old members of. the
order is to be found jn the recommend-
ations of the insurance commission of
1908, and the sections of Mr. Fielding's
insurance act before the present session
of parliament bearing upon assessment,
and fraternal beneficiary insurance. The
changes, which it is alleged, Mr. Steven-
son advocates, anticipate the future pass-
age, by parliament, of insurance legisla-
tion upon- the lines of these sections of
the new insurance which have for the
time been withdrawn from the present
bill. .
“The last meeting of the Supreme
Court of ‘the I. O. F. was held in August,

‘In 1898 when I asked you to revise the
old rates it was not so much that I was
convinced that the rates then in exist-
ance were insufficient, as that I'thought it
undesirable that we should run the risk
of having Section 255 (providing for an ex-
tra assessment) called into requisition.
.. . I have no hesitation .in saying to
you that our present rates dre quite suf-
ficient to make the order safe and perma-
nent.’

“This matured expression of the view of
the executive was approved of by the fin-
ance committee, whose report as unani-
mously ratified, states ‘our society has
been unique in many features and it will
easily find a method whereby its own
etrength may be added to without in any
way interfering with the contracts and
other vested rights of our old members,
. . .a feature which will stand out in
bold contrast when so many charges are
made against some societies of attempting
to freeze out the older policy. holders.”

“When these statements were made our
surplus was about $9,000,000, today it is
over $12,000,000. We are really in a bet-
ter position to meet our obligations now
than we were then, and I cannot believe
that parliament ‘can- be induced to put
through legislation,. which must apply to
lall fraternal orders, so drastic as that out-
lined in the new insurance - act.

“If it would result in making such radi-
cal changes in the I. O. F., admittedly the
strongest of these orders, it would prac-
tically destroy numerous other fraternal
associations which even the insurance
commission report upon as serving a use-
ful purpose.

“In any case,” concluded Dr. Macrae,
“nothing could justify the calling for back
payments which would practically mean, if
paid up with compound interest at 4 per
cent., doubling the existing surplus of the
order at the expense of the old members.”

DIAMONDS MAY BE THE
" PRODUCTS OF METEORS

Bir William Crookes contributes an instruc-
tive article to the North American  Review
entitled “The Romance of the.Diamend.”
He refers to the theory advanced by some
scientists that the diamond is a gift from
heaven conveyed to earth in meteoric show-
ers, and he confesses that the theory is not
without support. He deals with the ques-
tion of the manufacture of diamonds. His
description of the Kimberley diamond mines
ie particularly interesting. The writer says:

“Many circumstances point to the conclu-
sionn that the diamond of the chemist and
the diamond of -the mine are strangely akin
as to origin. It is evident that the diamond
bas not been formed in situ in the blue
ground where it is found. The genesis must
havey taken place at vast depths under enor-
mous  pressure. The explosion of large dia-
monds on coming to the surface shows ex-
treme it More di ds are found
in fragments and splinters than in perfect
crystals, and it is noteworthy that, although
these splinters and fragments must be de-
rived from the breaking of a large crystal,
yet in only one instance have pleces been
found which could be fitted together; and
these occurred at different levels. Does not
this fact point to the conclusion that the biue
ground is not their true matrix? Nature
does not make fragments of crystals. As the
edges of the crystals are still sharp and uun-
| abraded, the locus of formation cannot have
| been very distant from the present sites.
{ There were probably many sizes of crystal-
| lization differing"in place and time, or we
should mnot see such distinctive characters
|in the gems from different mines, nor indeed,
ml diamonds from different parts of the same
mine.”
