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An exceedingly brutal assault was com-
mitted by Joseph Hamberg of Carleton,
upon Constable Heffer at noon today on
Princess street near the corner of Ger-
ma'm street and was witnessed by several
citizens,( who, howevér, were some dis-
tance from the %wo and before any one
of them could intervene Hamberg had done
his work and had left old man Heffer ly-
ing on the street bleeding profuscly from
several wounds.

The constable had placed Hamberg un-
der arrest for debt but the latter, who is
an able man, refused to go with the con-
stable amd immediately proceeded to beat
Heffer, who is about seventy years of age
and emall in stature.” Hamberg got clear
of the constable easily, but not satisfied
with that he followed the old man up and
struck Heffer several times in the'\face
tinally beating him to the ground.

Having done that Hamberg ran down
Princess dtreet leaving his hat, which the
constable took hold of.

- When old man Heffer regdined his feet
it was seen thdt he had been struck in

monstrations in -front of the prisons in
all parts of Russia in favor of the release
of the political prisoners.

‘tude, it might be confessed, has made it
difficult for the newspapers to give that
full measure of support which life insur-
ance as an institution is entitled to have.
Much will now depend on the way in
which the new insurance laws are enforc-
ed, It is rejssu'm'n;g to hear from Mr.
Morton that while his company will ex-
perience difficulty in operating umder
some of the new laws they will neverthe-
less be complied with in letter and epirit.

CANADIAN IRON AND STEEL

The production of all kinds of steel in-
gots and castings in ‘Canada in 1905 ex-
ceeded the record of 1902 by 221,412 tons.
As compared with 1904, the increase
am:-unted to 254,665 tons, or over 171 per
cent, B.esemer and open-hearth steel in-
gots and castings were made in 1904 and
1905, the qn'aiuction of open-hearth steel
amounting in the latter year to over 59 per
cent. of the total. :Almost all the open-
hearth steel reported in 1904 and 1905 was'
made by the acid process. The Bessemer
steel was all made by the acid process. A
few hundred tens of steel were made in
1905 by a special process. The direct steel
castings made in 1905 amounted to 9,394
ttons, against 6,505 tons in 1904:—
