BRUTAL ASSAULT 
ON A CONSTABLE

CRITICAL MOMENT HAS 
ARRIVED IN RELATION 

OF CZAR TO HIS PEOPLE

Hamberg after running down Princess 
street in his bare-head went down on the '
wharf where he was lost ito the crowd for 
about five minutes. He then appeared 
wearing a cap and walked along 6>t. John 
street and went into James Powers’ sa­
loon. In the meantime he had been 
lollowed and on reappearing from the bar 
went along Brittain street to Leonard’s 
fish establishment. A gentleman having 
notified Sergt. Baxter went with him to 
the establishment but as soon as Hamberg 
saw the officer in the company of several 
others coming down the yard he ran into 
the warehouse and hid. The sergeant and 
several others hunted about the premises 
and finally found him hiding in a corner.

/He was immediately placed under arrest 
and locked up in the Brittain street 
lock-up.

The assault was witnessed by several 
well-known citizens who had been inspect­
ing Jack Pugsley’s new automobile at 
the corner of Canterbury and Prince*» 
streets.

The penalty for assaulting a constable 
in the discharge of his duty is $80.

An exceedingly brutal assault was com­
mitted by Joseph Hamberg of Carleton, 
upon Constable Heffer at noon today on 
Princess street near the corner of Ger-

monstrationg in front of the prisons in 
all parts of Russia in favor of the release 
of the political prisoners. At Simferopol 
troops surrounded the prison in which 
the political prisoners were making a 
demonstration and fired at them through 
the- windows. In St. Petersburg the poli­
tical prisoners awaiting transportation at 
the deporting prison, hung out red^ flags 
from the windows and sang the “Mar­
seillaise" throughout the night, while 
crowds outside joined in the revolution­
ary song.

LONDON, May 18—The St. Petersburg 
correspondent of the Times says that 
Count Witte, addressing the Council of 
the Empire, Thursday, said he was unable 
to support full amnesty because it would 
be tantamount to encouraging another 
revolution. He would give amnesty only 
to those who had been carried away by 
the excitement of the moment. If the 
members of the Council of the Empire 
asked for the release of the revolution­
aries, their wives and daughters would be 
«exposed to direct ‘horrors. The necessity, 
the former premier said, was the restora­
tion of order.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 18—The crit­
ical moment which will decide whether 
there will be peace or war between the 
crown and the people apparently arrived 
with the adoption by the lower house of 
parliament last night of its reply to the 
speech from the throne at the opening of 
parliament. President Mouromtzff has 
gone to present -the reply to the Emperor 
and his majesty’s response is ^awaited with 
great anxiety. Popular opinion considers 
that the government has no option be­
tween surrender or war. • Nevertheless 
while events during the past week follow­
ed each other with extreme rapidity the 
ieeue now pending is not likely to be de­
cided quickly. The Russians generally be­
lieve that the emperor court and govern­
ment have undoubtedly been dazed by the 
blunt, direct fashion with which parlia­
ment has spoken out and their, policy 
naturally would be to gain time, lue <*n- 
peror, personally, is in a beneficent frame 
of mind and for the present will not lis­
ten to the counsels of xthose who advise 
him to d-ieeblve parliament and fight. 
Nevertheless his majesty is resolved not 
to yield all that the parliament demands.

It can safely be predicted, therefore^ that 
he will pursue a temporising policy with 
partial amnesty as the first step thrown 
to the country. The constitution demo­
crat leaders whose programme 
upset by the dissolution of parliament are 
quite as anxious as the emperor to avoid 
the precipitation of a conflict.

SAiN FRANCISCO, May 18-That the in-

■ WASHINGTON, May 18-The navy de­
partment has received the first report of 
a serious fight which occurred at Guanta­
namo, Cuba, on April 29, between Ameri­
can sailors and natives, in which one Am­
erican was sliot and 22 others were wound­
ed.

While the sailors were ashore at Guan­
tanamo they left the naval reservation and 
were attacked by a large band of natives, 
who used their knives and machettes with 
itelling effect. The bluejackets had «S' 
weapons, and although outnumbered three 
and four to one, they fought with their 
fists until all were disabled.

The local .police, it is said, instead of at­
tempting to quell the riot, sided with the 
natives. The sailor who was shot was for 
a time in a serious condition, but has since 
.recovered.

NEW YORK, May 18—The American 
today says : Talking to a group of young 
men in the Carl Schurz funeral train yes­
terday, Andrew Carnegie was led into a 
discussion of socialism, and of what the 
man in New York without a dollar should 
do. He said: “I am an individualist 
and think the state is doing as much as 
it should. If I were a " young man and 
alone in the world, I’d work for a dollar 
a day if necessary, and I don’t think 1 
would ask any one to help me. There is 
always room for1 the man who is willing 
to work, and when T hear to the con­
trary, it seems hard to believe.

“I know of manufacturers who are wil­
ling to pay $3 a day for men, and they 
all meet their difficulty in securing labor. 
Socialism is a thing which is growing in 
this country. I see evidences of it every­
where, but to me it is not the real sort. 
With health and good habits and the 
willingness to work, the chances in Amer­
ica are as good as they ever were.”

The newspapers may now properly do 
all they can to reassure the public, em­
phasizing the fact that because of the in-i 
vestdgation which has taken pflace the 
companies are all stronger for the house- 
cleaning, the reduction in expenses and 
the reform legislation. But the bi$ insur­
ance companies would materially aid the 
newspapers in reassuring the public as to 
their strength and as to the value of 
life insurance, if their managers showed 
that they are all in full accord with the 
spirit of the movement which led to the 
investigation and has forced the reform 
bills through' the legislature. Unfortunat­
ely some of the insurance men have dis­
played hostility to the recommendations 
of the Armstrong committee and have 
shown, as Prof. Bullock recently pointed 
out, that they have little intention of ac­
tually divorcing the life insurance busi­
ness from Wall street control. This atti­
tude, it might be confessed, has made it 
difficult for the .newspapers to give that 
full measure of support which life insur­
ance as an institution is entitled to have. 
Much will now depend on the way in 
which the new insurance laws are enforc­

ing to hear from Mr. 
Morton that while his company will ex­
perience difficulty in operating under 
some of the new laws they will neverthe­
less be complied with in letter and spirit.

Cepe Tonnentine, N. B., May 17—There

Mr. Creamer’s All-night Searoti.

As the night wore along a strong north­
westerly gale blowing in from the straits 
began and lasted till the following fore­
noon. Mr. Creamer was up all night. In 
the hope of arousing the wanderers he 
discharged his shot gun but no cry, no 
sob was heard.
