MANY OTHER REASONS GIVEN

Kaiser Reperte i Very lll at Ham-

London, April 19—(New York Sun
cable)—Predictions of a speedy end of
the war are general here today. They are
helped along by the news of immense
victories on the British and French fronts
and of heavy German losses. The news-
papers are full of such headings as “War
drawing to a close,” and are selling like
hot cakes.

Many circumstances bear out the feel-
ing that the end is approaching. Germany
not only has failed to seduce Russia to
a separate peace, but is faced by internal
dangers exactly like those she tried to
propagate in Russia.- The Kaiser:is re-
ported very ill at Homburg. The peace
advocates in Germany are emboldened
and utterances, stronger than ever before
are permitted. Especially important are
the great captures of German prisoners.
“Well, I always wanted to see England,”
said one German officer, “starting from
a front trench.”

“What do you mean?” asked an Eng-
lishman. The German did not reply, but
held up his hands suggestively. He was
taken prisoner soon afterward. His case
is typical of thousands. The German
soldiers are deeply affected by America’s
adhkerence to the allies. The French and
British are overwhelmingly superior in
morale, ammunition, supplies, numbers,
guns and machinery. They are winning
now without great logses. .

Renewal of the report that  Turkey,
Bulgaria and Awustria are seeking a sep-
arate peace, the acute disaffection in Ber-
lin and Hamburg, anger in Bavaria be-
cause of the revival of orts that the
German staff is deliberately sending Bav-
arian troops into impossible positions and
sacrificing them recklessly, contribute to
this result.

The carnage among the Germans is
the greatest in the war. French reports
of whole divisions swallowed up are con-
firmed from English sources.

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THE NOBLE DEAD

Following news of the death of Lieut.
Mullaney, a young man of fine charac-
fer and great promise, came that of the
passing of Lieut. Manning, whose rec-
ord as a student had marked him out
for a carcer of great usefulness and dis-
tinction. The whole city mourns with
the stricken families, for the loss is uni-
versal. We do not know how many
more out of the flower of our young
manhood must be sacrificed before this
terrible war ends, but we do know that
they die in a noble cause. The toll has
been heavy, and will be heavy while
the conflict continues, for St. John is
largely represented at the front, and her
sons are of the stuff of which heroes
are made. Where duty calls they go,
though Death be lurking at the turn of
tlie road. That is our consolation, even
while our hearts are wrugg with grief
too deep for words. Those noble young
men are saviours of Canada and of the
Empire, and their memory belongs to all
the years to come. Wherever one of
thiem lies, there is a bit of soil that is
forever sacred to Cafadians, and the
pages of our history will contain no more
stirring chapter than that which records
the deeds of these sons of freedom who
valued their freedom more than life,
and paid with dauntless -heroism the
price of their devotion. If we are net
better citizens, inspired by higher ideals
and a purer love of Canada because of
their life and their example, then we
are not worthy of the sacrifice they
have made. In moments of exaltation,
stirred by some . patriotic. appeal, we
have felt that it were better that the
very name of Canada and the record of
her achievements should fade from hu-
man memory; that it were better the
pecple of Canada should perish from
the earth, and become as the dust of
the desert, blown by the winds above
the formless ruins of a buried and for-
gotten . civilization, rather than that we
should fail the Empire and fail man-
kind in this hour of destiny for the hu-
man race.
our sons have translated into action,
and bailded for themselves a monument
as imperishable as is the love of liberty
in the human soul. They belong, not
to us alone, but to all time.

‘FHE WAR MAY BE LONG

Mr. Frank H. Simonds is of opinion
that the United States may be called on
to.carry the heaviest burden of the war
in 1918 and 1919. This does not mean
that ihe other nations would be com-
pletely exhausted, but that the immense
resources of the United States, then
brought into full play, would be the de-
¢iding factor in the struggle. Mr. Si-
monds gets }gs views regarding the
probable length of the war from his
conversations with men in authority in
England and France ,and from his per-
sonal observations. He agrees that there
is always the possibility of internal
trouble causing a collapse of the Cen-
tral Powers, but assuming that they
hold together and fight to the bitter end
he sees no prospect of an early end of
the struggle. The small amount of
territory recovered by the British and
F¥rench is very small indeed, in compari-
son with the area in Belgium and France
from which the enemy must still be
driven; while the road from Berlin to
Constantinople has not yet been closed.
Even if there are signs of internal trou-
bles which may result in collapse, it is
still necessary to go on as if we expect-
ed the war to last until §1919. How-
ever optimistic we may feel, the enemy
is not beaten, and there are still mil-
lions of men in arms, with immense
quantities of guns and munitions, to be
overcome. The world would rejoice to
see the end of the war this year, but
there is such a thing as too much op-
dimism, resulting in a slackening of ef-
fort fatal to success. That is really the
situation in Canada today, despite the

fact that the Canadian divisions are in.

the ‘heavy fighting on the western front,
and their ranks are daily being thinned.
‘We are told that not one of them is
nearly up to full strength. Is this the
best Canada can do? Where are our
leaders?

The Bangor Commercial remarks that
4f it is decided to send American troops
across the Atlantic there will be no
reason to hesitate because of the sub-
marine menace. The Commercial points
out that of all the. Canadian soldiers
transported to England since the war
began not a single life has been lost,
end if the Germans could have sunk any
of the transports they would certainly
have put forth every effort to do So.

Paris, April 18—Since the beginning of the great French drive on the south-
ekn end of the battle line the French have captured 37,000 unwounded prisoners,
together with seventy-five cannon, according to the offictal statement issued by
the war office tonight. ; :

Desperate fighting took place over many sectors between French and Ger-
man troops today, the Germans launching numerous powerful counter-attacks,
all of which were put down with great losses, the official report says.

Brilliant victories were achieved at several distinct points, today, the French
taking 1,300 prisoners and '}80 machine guns in one wood alone. At other points
cannon were taken in large numbers,

The British plunge forward in Easter week reached a greater depth in_

a shorter time than any attack on such a large scale since entrenched war-
fare began on ‘this front. The tofjal of 227 guns brought in, together with
ammunition by the thousands of rounds and other supplies, exceeds any haul
made during a similar period of the war,

New York, April 18—A special cable from The Hague to the

-New York Times says:

The New York Times correspondent learns in well informed
Duteh circles that a difference of opinion regarding the political and
military situation and its possibilities exists in ‘competent German
cireles. Further details are not available, but the violent attacks by
Count Von Reventlow on the German civil government, especially
Foreign Secretary Zimmermann, illustrated the strained situation.

Reventlow says the terms wherewith the German government
officially supported the peace offer to Russia were nearly as idiotic
as Zimmermann’s attempt to stir up trouble in Mexico and Japan.
Reventlow reproaches the apologetic tone used toward Russia re-
garding the recent advance on the Stokhod. '

" “Russia is our enemy. Dare we say it now.”” He adds: “If
it is intended to abandon all our war aims in the east it would have
been better to court martial the German general responsible for the
‘strategic necessity’ on the Stokhod and send the Socialist repre-
sentatives to the Hindenburg staff.”’

Our artillery destroyed enemy
huts on the Zugna slopes, bombarded
the static. at Rovereto, and harrassed
the movement of troops and trains along
the Sugana valley road and railway.

Found Dead In
Bed; Victim of
Givic Neglect

Sad Case Reperted in Halifax
Newspaper

While Health Board, Police De-
partment and S. P. C. Were
Dedging Responsibility, Says
Echo, Aged Woman Died

(Halifax Echo.)

“Found dead in her bed.” It is a com-
mon enough tragedy in big communities,
but there is a wrench to the feelings nev-
ertheless, when want and neglect accom-
pany the approach of death at the age
of seventy-two. In a city no larger than
Halifax such a thing should be impos-
sible and “in this particular case it ‘was
unnecessary.

Years ago Mrs. Murphy, of No. 11
Rottenburg street was comfortably well-
to-do, and among those who knew her
-then, himself but a lad, was Deputy-
! Sheriff Scriven. About seven years ago,
]when the last of her property, the house
{11 Rottenburg street, was to pass from
her hands, Mr. Scriven bought it in, and
agreed to let the old lady live in it dur-
her life-time, and also collect the rent
for the upper floor. The rent was $2.25
a week, and this constituted the old
lady’s sole income. She kept the street

a proud, peculiar temperament determ-
ined to support herself upon that small
sum.

But prices of commodities such as food,
fuel and light have steadily risen in Hali-
fax and old Mrs. Murphy had become
practically helpless from a condition
either paralytic or of the nature of loco-
molor ataxia, and could only get about
on her hands and knees. She grew less
and less able to care for herself and less
willing to be seen waiting upon hersclf.
She spent most of her days in her bed
and was unable to keep either bed or
room in a sanitary condition. She would
crawl about on her hands and knees
with a small lamp in hér hand for getting
down tc her basement to prepare her
food at night mostly. It became a men-
ace not only to the tenants in that one
house, but, it being one of a block of
wooden houses, there was danger for the
whole street. Moreover, the odor from
the room she occupied became more and
more offensive. To open the street door
was teo be nauseated from the frightful
smell. The matter was brought to Mr.
Scriven’s attention, and he, anxious to
have things rémedied before too late,
asked the police-woman to take action
in the matter. :She called that same day
and found such unspeakable conditions
that she hastened ‘to the chief of police
for- aid in having the-poor‘creature re-
moved to the City Home, where she
might be cleaned and féd, her small in-
come' would then be sufficient to add a
few comforts to the regular diet.

The chief declined to act, until the
police-woman pointed out the danger to
the city if so helpless a person were al-
lowed to continue to go about that way
with a lighted lamp. The chief referred
her to the Poor Association. Applica-
tion was made there and the answer was
that Mrs. Egan did their work as it was
properly S. P. C. work, to which, of
course, the policewoman readily assented.
So long as it was. dope it mattered not
who. did it. She also reported it to the
Board of Health and was there told that
Mrs. Egan did their work as it was prop-
erly S. P. C. work.

Frank Rockefeller, youngest brother,
of John D. Rockefeller, died on last Sun-
day in his apartments at a Cleveland
hotel from a stroke of paralysis and a
blood clot on_the brain, as a result of a
relapse he suffered following an intestin-
al operation a month ago. He became
seriously il on Monday, and had been
unconscious since Friday. He was sev-
enty-two years old, and is survived by
his wife and three daughters.

Frank Rockefeller was not on speaking
terms with his brother, John D., as a re-
sult of a quarrel they had years ago. In
comparison with his brother, John D., he |
was a poor man, his fortune probably notf
totaling more than $800,000.

~ Union,- and That

" Journal Says England Weuld Welcome
Its Accomplishment

(A Canadian Correspondent in London
Times.)

It is sometimes said that the B.rltish
Empire has been built up by a series 0
happy accidents. There may be a meas-
ure of truth in this suggestion, but it
ought not to blind us to the fact that
we have now reached the stage at which
we have to take thought for the future
development of the Empire. It is not
only the map of Europe that will have
to be re-drafted as a result of the war,
but the map of the world. '

In this war Canada has won no new
territory. But it is possible for Canada
to help very materially in the process of
organizing and consolidating our Imper-
ial resources. To add fthe rich tr9plcnl
territories of the British West Indies to
Canada lying wholly in the temperate and
frigid zones would at one stroke create
an Imperial asset of literally incalculable
value.

Mutual Advantages.

Canada is already a great consumer of
tropical products. Within the last ten
years the imports of these products into
Canada have more than doubled. Apart
from the imports of sugar, three-fourths
entend Canada by way of the United
Sta The union of Canada and the
British West Indies would make the
Dominion the economic equal of the
United States, if not their superior. It
would e the entry into partnemship with
the rich young Canadian nation of a
tropical territory larger than the Domin-
jon of New Zealand. -Hitherto Canada
has made no very successful effort to de-
velop her relations with the British
West Indies. Attempts have certainly
been made to establish a commercial
union, -and some efforts have also been
made for bringing about confederation
and certain tariff arrangements within
the islaands themselves. But these ef-
forts have not been very successful. Lit-
tle can be done until the two countries
unite. :

The present means of transportation
are largely under the control of the
United States. Union would enable Can-
ada to deal directly with all the islands
and save the New York brokers’ profil,
the cost of re-handling, and so on. Such
an arrangement would ‘have anobher
highly important effect. It would caunse
Newfoundland to decide quickly about
entering the confederation. A line of
steamships running from the-islands up
the St. Lawrence to the great centres of
population during open navigation, as
well as to Halifax and St. John all the
year, would bring to the people of New-
foundland at the minimum cost the trop-
ical fruits which they so badly need to
supplement their present -diet. On the

trip these boats would bring back
Can&dian goods for Newfoundland, and
then fill up with fish for the British
West Indies. Thus Newfoundland would
berefit in two ways. She would get fre-
quent and regular supplies of tropical
fraits as well as sugar and molasses
free of duty and at a low rate of freight,
and would have regular facilities for the
transport of her fish to a market of two
million consumers.

The practical advantages of economic
and political union to the British West
Indies are equally obvious. They would
have a free and ever-growing market in
Carada for their products,- with free
entry of Canadian produce for their
home consamption. Closer commercial
ties with all these islands and Caneda
have hitherto been impossible because the
West Indies ha.vec‘;?md that any prefer-
ence granted to ada would cause re-
taliation from the United States. Jam-
aica refused the Canadian offer of reci-
procity in irade some years ago, mainly
on this ground. The planters feared that
the United States would retaliate by cur-
tailing the banana trade. When political
union was submitted to some of the lead-
ing men in Jamaica recently this fear
had largely disappeared. Jamaica now
realizes that if she were. united with
Canada in a genuine political and eco-
nomic union there would be no danger
of retaliation from the United States.
Jamaica, too, is much less concerned
now about her banana'trade than she was
a few years ago. The irade has growh
to considerable proportions, amounting

Coatrol of the Tropics.

Important as these commercial con-
siderations are, however, the political re-
sults that would flow from a confelerf-
tion of Canada and the British West In-

|dies are even more important. Writing

in The Times nearly twenty years ago,
the late Benjamin Kidd declared that the
great rivalry of the future would be for
the control of the tropics. He recognized
that the complex civilization of the
northern world rests upon the production
of the trovics to a much greater extent
than is generally realized; and he point-
ed out that the trade of Great Britain
and the United States with the tropics
formed a very large proportion of the
total commerce of both countries. Again,
more than seventy years ago, Humboldt
drew attention to the political signific-
ance of the British West Indies resulting
from the opening up of an isthmian
canal. The United States were quicker
to see this than we were, and have just
proved that they saw it by purchasing
the Danish West Indies. What has de-
_termingd Amnerica to make this purchase
is t!xe importance of these islands in the
Caribbean Sea from both the strategic
and the economic points of view. The
West Indian Islands stand at the point
of intersection of the trade routes be-
tween Europe and Panama and between
North and South America.’ The Danish
West Indies which the United States have
Just purchased form a most important
defence for the Panama Canal, practical-
ly a second Gibraltar.

British. possessions in this region are
not less important to the safety and fu-
tx}xe economic development of the em-
pire. It. is quite certain that other na-
tions will not remain indifferent to the
gtmt‘egic value of these islands, stand-
ing in the zone through which an eneor-
mous volume of the world’s traffic must
pass. _America found considerable diffi-
culty in buying the Danish West Indies,
owing to the fact that German capital
had been largely used in the commercial
development of the islands. If the is-
lands had not been purchased there is
no doubt that Germany would have ob-
tained political control ovér them and
eventually would have annexed them.
As far as the Danish Islands are con-
cemgd that danger is over. But the
political isolation of the British WeSt
Indies constitutes a danger of similar
character not only to Canada but to
the_ British empire as a whole. The ex-
perience of the last half-century has
shown that these tropical regions if
left to themselves cannot ‘develop into
modern states like Canada or Australia.
They need a helping hand. The natural
“big brother” of the British West Indies
i Canada.

Canada’s British Neighbors

A' Canadian correspondent develops
an interesting and attractive project in
our columns today. He . proposes the
union in one dominion of Canada, New-
foundland and the British West Indies.
It is not, of course, a new suggestion,
but it has never been put ferward at a
time when it was se likely to receive
§erious cénsideration.’ Obviously noth-
ing will come of it unless it emerges as
a definite and complete proposition from
the peoples themselves. Just as the
pecple of Canada, of Australia, and of
South Africa have devised the essentials
of their unions, so must the people of
Canada, Newfoundland, and the British
West Indies work out for themselves
the details of this new union if they de-
sire it. If they do, then there is noth-
ing to prevent their sending representa-
tives to a convention which would draft
a constitution for the new dominion.
That done, their governments would ap-
proach the British sovereign and parlia-
ment and need anticipate, we imagine,
no opposition to their wishes.

On the contrary, opinion in this coun-
try would, we believe, entirely welcome
such a political union.

The meeting was angounced as being
under the auspices of Russian, Jewish,
Lithuanian and German “revoiutionary
socialists,” but the majority of the 500
men and women who packed the Manhat-
tan Lyceum at 64 East Fourth street
were apparently of German birth or ¢x-
traction.

In the blue costume, of the
keeper he passed through this strange
vard unobserved, and in a few minutes
Reynolds Fosbrey, called by New York
police officials, the most dangerous' and
vicious animal with whom they have ever
nad to deal, was again at large.

Re Critcism
of Americans

Unfair Prejudics Held in Seme
Places

Halifax Writer’s ldeas

Attacks Those W ho Display!

Wrong Feeling and Pic< Out
Worst of Naticn as Represent-
ing tbe Whole r -

(Halifax Recorder.)

It cannot be denied that there is,
among certain classes of our citizens a
strange prejudice against the people of
the United States. This prejudice is due
to various causes, and, perhaps, the most
potent cause of all is an illogical assump-
tion that a certain type of shallow and
boastful American tourist sometimes en-

countered in this province is a true type
of the people of that great nation. To
be influenced by or to entertain such a

notion about the American people is:

just as unreasonable as to assume that
a certain type of bumptuous Cogkney is
a fair type of the people of the mother
country. Edmund Burké” has said that
you cannot indict a whole nation, and
assuredly you should uot judge a whole
nation by its poorest type or its most
objectionable class.

The prejudice against Americans does
not exist in any marked degree in any
part of Nova Scotia except some sections
of Halifax. But it is displayed, now
and then. hy more than one class in our
city &ven since the United States has
joined the other great nations in the

world-fight for liberty “and humanity,|

there still lurks in some quarters this

curious prejudice, and we still hear oc-

casionally criticism of the people of the
neighboring republic.

One afternoon during this week a re-
spectably dressed citizen, apparently
about thirty years of age, was standing
on the rear-end platform of a tram car
in the city and loudly expressing His view

of the American people. His unfortunate
fellow-passengers crowded on the plat-
form were compelled to listen to his ob-
iservations. “Why didn’t the States come
into the fight earlier?” he asked. “The

war will ‘be over in three months and

we don’t need ’em.” No one replying

to these remarks, he proceeded.to- add:
“I guess we could win in this fight with-
out ’em.” ”The word we must have been
used by him in a very broad sense, as,
owing to the diminutive height of the
speaker he could not qualify as a com-
batant even for the “bantam” contingent.
However, he made up for lack of size by
his fierce facial expression and belligerent
tone. “I have mo use for the Yankees.”
he added, as a final and conclusive judg-
ment on the subject.

He evidently considered that the term
“Yankees” was iptended to apply to all
the people of thef United States, and he
rrobably - clung -thé old notion that
all Americans spoke with a nasal twang
and were greatly addicted to tobacco
chewing: /'This. individual was prob-
ably never nearer to the United States
than Point Pleasant Park, but he spoke
like an oracle and was plainly full of
conceit and prejudice.

Men of his stamp know nothing of the
achievements of Americans in this war.
Doubtless he would have been amazed
if informed that more than 20,000 Am-
ericans had voluntarily gone to the front
to serve with the Allies in this war. If
this diminutive critic were told that
many young Americans have already in
this war given up their lives on behalf
of liberty and freedom he would not have
believed such a statement. It is true,
however, that some of the bravest fight-
ers who have been killed at the front
were young Americans. In the battle of
Arras this week a young Texan in one
of the Canadian corps attached a small
American flag to his bayonet as he
charged with his Canadian comrades. He
fell wounded in the gallant charge.

Our little circle in the tram-car would
have “no use” for the young Texan. Last
week a fund of $25,000 was raised at
Harvard to create a memorial fellowship
for Victor Chapman, a brave young Am-
erican aviator who was killed in a battle
with German aircraft over Verdun. An-
other young American of the highest
type, James R. McConnell, a graduate of
the University of Virginia, and a son of
a railway president, joined the French
aviation corps, and after brilliant and
daring service was made a sergeant. He
was killed in action recently. Another
young American, Henry Suckley, a grad-
uate of Harvard of the class of 1910, won
the Croix de Guerre and subsequently
lost his life while driving wounded sold-
iers from the front to a base hospital
near Saloniki. Another young American,
Robert Waarren, a Rhodes scholar and
son of the president of an American col-
lege, lost his life while gallantly serving
with an American ambulance corps. All
these brave young Americans and thous-
and of others of similar character went to
the front voluntarily to fight for human
rights under a fcreign flag, and for de-
mocratic princiiples which know no
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“Sweet as a nut,” says the man
who smokes them regularly.

The Am-
erican press in referring to the Canadians
participation in the war has been gener-
ous in praise. They take the best Cana-
dians as the true type of our country and
ignore the type represented by the little
critic on the tram-car. It is probable,
indeed, that they would have “no use” for

FATHER ADAM.

(A. N. S. in Weekly Scotsman.)

In the last issue, in the ever-attractive
and informative column of names, you/
say re the oldest name in the world—
“Adam, in Hebrew, means ‘red earth.’
It has always been a popular Christian
name.” There is, however, a still better
interpretation, interesting to Scotsmen,
too, for we bear the record among the

nations in keeping the name of our “first
parent” to the fore, and Scottish hearts
beat kindly a’ the warl’ over. Considerable
lexicographic authority, it must be ad-
mitted, can be quoted in defence of the
translation given last week, and 99 per
cent of Hebrew Bible students in even
theological Scotland would give that as
“about it.” But you will not get a genu-
ine Hebrew, a Jew, to allow that me-
tallic, mechanical modernism.

The pure Jew, with the light of the
Promised Land in his eyes, absolutely
rules out the pottering with red clay. He
holds that Hebrew cannot be read
through European ¢r American spec-
tacles. He says—When the Almighty—
blessed be He—created man in His own
image, He passed His invisible hands
round the globe, gathering dust (“aphar,”
flying “stoor”) of every. clime; and, hold-
ing it before His face, He hreathed upon
it as it fell, trembling, through His fing-
ers at His feet. And man appeared—‘a
living soul”—crowning the work of the
heavens and the earth by linking in hu-
man life the feet, the hands, the face, and
the breath of the Creator with all the
world.

“Likeness of the Living One.”

Literally, “red earth” is translation,
not of Adam, but “Adama”—color of
blood, color of life. Astronomy, verify-
ing this, shows that the earth is a red
star. Adam means “likeness,” life like-
pess. “Dam” means “blood”—the most
wonderful thing in the world; “Dim,”
‘to make life-like”” Ancient Hebrew
roots are biliteral, and the grammatical

architecture compared with our Eng-
lish is as the trees of a forest to a wood
merchant’s stackyard. Philology is
transposing the Babels of the world’s
tongues into crystal streams of ennob-
ling,, meaningful musi¢, and research in
physiology is revealing worlds hitherto
hidden from us, and restoring worlds long
lost to us, and strangely and strongly
endorsing the Oriental explanation of
Adam, ‘the likeness of the Living One’”
The fact that the name has always
been a popular Christian one is not to'
be accounted for by any connection be-
tween Christianity and “red earth,” but
by the belief that mortal humanity was
made in the image and after the likeness
of everliving Diety. “The blood thereof
is the life thereof.” The river of human,
living, wonderful blood, in which for a
brief time we all float, must, as every
other stream, have a source. Accoy-ding
to Bible story, “Adam, which wag.tho
son of God,” was its magic fount® in.
