FORCE FLEMMING
OUT OF GONTEST

Interesting Report Comes From
‘ Carleton County

B. F. SITH AS CANDIDATE

Story Comes From Latter's Friends
~—Itis Said Borden Will Not
Countenance Flemming Candi-
dature But Ex-premier’s Friends
Want a Say

‘Woodstock, N. B, May 25-—There is
a persistent report that J. K. Flemming
will be forced to quit as' the federal
candiate for Carleton-Victoria. Con-~
siderable opposition has developed, and
curiously enough much of it comes from
the B. F. Smith camp, where they are
circulating the report that it is utterly
impossible to elect the ex-premier, and,
ag”a 'striking vindication of clean poli-
tics, Smith wants to enter the contest
as the Tory candidate.

Smith arrived here yesterday after an
interview with the Tory leaders in St.
John and Fredericton. It is announced
that Premier Borden will not be eon-
nected with the Flemming nomination,

as he publicly denounced Foster and,
Garland for their connection with charges
not co serious as brought out. at the
royal commission.

Flemming still has friends who are
standing by him, including E. R, Teed,
his timber fund treasurer. Some are say-
ing that Smith is not a paragon |
virtue and the revelations of thc‘ Tobique
Indian reserve and the patriotic’ potato
gift with which he has been connected,
make him an impossible candidate, and
the proposal is grotesque.

The shameful political farce is on and
every effort will be made to oust the ex-
premier.. Announcement of his retire-
ment may be made wery ‘soon if the
Smith faction can win out. It looks
like a studied and deliberate attempt
to add to Flemming’s humiliation, what-
ever way it goes.

SR ADAM BECK HOME

Tells of Visit to Places Where
Canadians Have Covered Them-
selvesWith Glory--Found Them
Fit and Eager to do Share
Against the Enemy

\

New York, May 25.—Sir Adam Beck,
of London, Ont., chairman of ‘the re-
mount commission, arrived here on Mon-
day with Tady Beck on the New' York
after an ofticial visit to Europe. He said
he had visited the trenches in France
and found the Canadian troops all in
good spirits and eager - for the fray.
Those who were seriously wounded were
sent to England for treatment, while
others less injured were sent to the base
hospitals. The Canadian- troops did
trench duty for twenty-two to twenty-
eight days continuously and then went
to the French villages at the rear of the
line for a rest.

He stood for several hours on the roof
of a monastery near Ypres between the
British artillery and the trenches and the
shells whistled over him from both sides,
sometimes making a noise like a train
going through a tunnel. The trenches
were more than seven feet in depth and
were divided into sections like a small
town, with alleyways leading off the main
avenues. The food supply of the Cana-
dian troops was very good and superior
to that issued by the French govern-
ment.

He saw a batgh of several hundred
German prisoners brought into the camp
near Arras and said that he was surpris-
ed by their neatness and smart appear-
ance, although they had been living in
the trenches like the British and French
soldiers.

Sir Adam'said that he had been book-
ed to sail on the Lusitania from New
York on May 1, but could not wait and
had to go by the White Star liner Adri-
atic a few days earlier,

BRAINS AND FINGERS.

Why People Make Certain Queer Mis-
takes When They Are Using the
Typewriter.

\ ;

‘What is your faorite mistake on a
typewriter? Nearly every one who has
used a machine for some time finds that
‘he or she ‘'makes a mistake on some one
word or number of words and that the
nistake generally is made in the same
way. For instance, “hte” is. one of the
‘sgmmonest mistakes for the=—“¢ht™ is

‘“‘hwat” for what, and ‘similay” transposi-
tions of the first letter are common.
Some stenographers make their mistakes
on the second and third letters. “tkae”

for take, “gril” for girl, and similar ones }

are of this type.

Often the mistakes consist of chang-
in a
word, .One may be in the habit of mak-
ing some of the following mistake:,
“Tuxuruous” for ‘luxurious, “necissety”
for necessity; “customes” for costumes.
Other mistakes are more rare, but even
harder to ‘explain. Some wmsers of the
typewriter say that they spell idiot

sediot” or “edeiot;” humour—when us-

ing  the - English spelling—“houmor,”
“Eygpt” for Egypt, and “esile” for aisle.

No one of these mistakes is a case of
misspelling. Of course, most of us have

words that we are prone to misspell, but:

these are words that we know are wrong
and generally realize their incorrectness
immediately—still next time the same
mistake is made.

A common mistake is to spell boss
“hoos,” sweet “swett,” or little “Jitlle.”
When doubling the letters the wrong
ones are doubled. Oftentimes we find
that we can speed up on most of the
words that we use, but that on these
bete noirs we hesitate and hesitating are
lost. Even when we stop to think we
make the mistake that we had determ-
ined we would not make.

The medical men explain the cause of
these lapses in various ways. One doc-
tor declares that the stenographer’s fing-
ers are not firmly controlled by  the
brain. She has the word in her brain
and the stimulus is sent along the nerves
to the finger muscles, but, owing to the
loose control of the brain, they become
mixed.

Another physician thinks that the
cause is due to the stimulus being de-
layed on one or other of the mnerve
routes to the fingers, the stimulus for
one letter being faster than for the
other. It will be noticed by most of us
that have certain pet mistakes that gen-
erally they are among the words that
we use most often. Little words like of,
the, there and words of that kind are
the ones that we fall down on most of-
ten.—Chicago Tribune. .

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THE WAR NEWS

The European situation "has under-
gone o marked change during the last
week. Italy, with a strong army and
navy, is not only into the war on the
side of the Allies, but she is reported
to be pledged not to make a separate
peace. There is now e stronger prob-
ability than before that Roumania will
also declare wer against Austria, and
such action on her part would be of
immense value to the cause of the Al-
Hes because of her strategic position,
and because she has nearly half a mil-
lion sessoned troops who are among the
hardest fighters in Europe.

In the west the French have gained
what they claim is a very important
advantage, while the British ~have also
met with some further successes; while
all the counter attacks by the Germans
have been repulsed with loss tothe ene-
my. The Canadian losses in their share
of a vigorous engagement in which they
showed the greatest bravery, were
émalley than at first reported. In the
meantime the British forces are continu-
ally being strengthened, -and Canada
will soon have many thousands more
of well-trained men at the front.

At the Dardanelles the Allles ‘continue
to press steadily against the enemy, re-
pulsing all attacks and gradually gain-
ing a stronger foothold. It js recognized
that they have emormous difficulties to
overcome, but they have met with no
serious reverse and continue their ag-
grui{ve movement with ever-increasing
foree, :

From the Russian armies comes news

Canadians now
have & bitter score of their own to settle,
for there seems no doubt that at least
some Canadians wounded and -prisoners
have been treated with savage brutality.
A righteous vengeance must be wreaked
upon such a foe. Prussian militarism
must be crushed, and it must be done by
men.  The call has come again to the
wen of New Brunswick, and they will
pot be recreant to their duty.

RE-MAKING EUROPE

Ttaly and Austria are old-time foes.
The former country has scores to settle
that will make her soldiers fight with
a bitter determination to have done once
for all with the questins at issue. Italy
is financially a poor nation, but she has
an effective fighting force both on land
and sea. Her entrance into the war
would be followed by a return to their
native land of many thousands of
Jtalians mow in America or scattered
over the world. If Roumania also enters
the war the position of Austria will be
made still more hopeless, and her ability
enormously weskened. The Turk also

will have a new and formidable enemy
to reckon with, for Italy can send both
battleships and soldiers to the Dardan-
elles. The map of Europe {8 to be re-
made, and democracy is to achieve new
victories, The principles of government
represented by Germany, Austria and
Turkey are to give 'way, and people now
subjected to en alien and harsh rule will
taste once more the pleasures of “auton-
omy, or of union with those who cherish
the same racial traditions and ‘speak the
same language.

GERMANY'S FINANCES

Judge ‘Russell of Halifax, in a review
of an article in the London Quarterly
Review, holds that it proves the financial
conditions in Germany to be very bad
and rapidly growing worse. After re-;
ferring to the gold situation in Germany
he says:—

“The main question, however, is not
as to the absolute ameunt of gold in
the Imperial Bank. The really import-
ant inquiry is what proportion does this
deposit bear to the paper circulation is-
sued on the strength of it. Here, then
are the figures. On December 81st, 1918,
geven months before the war, the note
issue amounted to 258,000,000 pounds
(not counting Treasury notes) as com-
pared with gold in the Reichbank am-
ounting to about ' 105,000,000 pounds.
This means that £148,000,000 of paper
had no- chance whatever of being re-
deemed in gold; in other words, Ger-
many is keeping up the pretence of sol-
vency by means of an inflated paper cur-
rency. In the year 1914 during which
the Reichbank’s gold stock rose by £44,-
887,000, the note circulation increased
by £119,468,000, and the loans and dis-
counts by a sum of £182,590,000, so that
the addition to liabilities proceedeil on a
much greater scale than that to the gold
stock. These are certainly convincing
indications that the finances of  Ger-
many are rapidly plunging downwards,
and at a rate which must be acceler-
ated by the gathering momentum of the
movement.”

Italy’s entry into the war will cut off
a source of some of Germany and Aus-
trie’s supplies. z

DOGS KNOW MANY WORDS,
THIS EXPERT IS SURE

According to an expert on dogs, the
_canine race learns to understand, if not
the entire human vocabulary, at any
rate many more words than is common-

ly supposed. Beg, fetch it and cats are|

. by no means the limit of its knowledge.

Pet dogs as a rule have a much larger
vocabulary than any other kind. Train-
ed dogs, the kind in circuses and on the
stage, probably come second, and others
are ranged according to the lives they
lead. ’

The dog learns words much more rap-
jdly than generally is supposed. In the
first place this animal is a remarkably
close observer. Hearing a sound repeated-
ly it soon learns to associate it with a
‘certain object. Take the well traincd
"hound for instance. He soon learns what
is meant by gun, shoot, hunt, fox, rab-
bit, chase and so on.

Experienced hunters can furnish many
jnstances of the understanding of dogs
when it comes to words and phrases used
in conneetion with the sport. Although it
. eannot be claimed that hunting dogs have
an. extensive vocabulary, they under-
stand emough words to go about their
work intelligently and at times with a
precision that is marvelous.

- Pet dogs, however, have a more ex-
tensive vocabulary. As a rule they know
the meaning of most of the words in
common use, around the house. An il-
lustration of the understanding of the
dog was given at the Toy Spaniel Club
of America’s show held recently in New
York. A chair was placed in the cen-
tre of the large judging platform and
the owner and the dog were the only
. ones on this platform. Dogs were bark-
ing on their benches and there was
everything to confuse the little fellow.
It was a severe test made for the pur-
pose of determining the accuracy of this
‘dog’s understanding of words. ‘

“1 want you to walk on your hind fect
~ground the chair, sit down, then turn
around three times and walk back
around the chair,” said the owner. Forth-
with the little dog was off and executed
every command to the letter without a
motion or word from the owner.

It was a rather intricate command, It
was not simply a command to go it was
said how to go, what to do, and how
to return. But the dog understaad per-
fectly this and numerous other com-
mands which were given.

CANADINS HL
TOFLL BIG GAP

Col. Morrison Sends Account
of Artillery at Ypres

NEN STOUD THE TEST WELL

Had Orders to Stand Fast and
They Did — Brigade Had Six-
teen Guns in Action at The
Time -
Ottawa, May :22—The first detailed

account of the work. of the Canadian

artillery to reach the Dominion has ar-
rived in the form of a letter from Lt.-

Col. E. Wi B. Morrison, former director

and now commander of the First Ar-
tillery Brigade. ‘The letter is dated May
1, when the "artillery - had been in con-
tinuous action for ten days, and coming
from the pen of a former well-known
newspaper man- (for Col. Morrison was

tawa Citizen), is one of the best “eye-
witness” reports of the fighting which
has been received.

The feature of the narrative is the

fantry Brigade, under General Mercer,
of Toronto, and one battery under Col.
Morrison were all that filled the gap a
mile and a half .wide after the French
troops - had been forced .to retire before
the German gas attack.

The “letter rcads: “I am writing in
the trenches under a heavy shell fire,
but we -are not firing ourselves this
morning and I thought it might be in-
teresting to put on record the experi-
ences and service of the little old First
Brigade in this terrible battle, which
has now lasted’ about ten -days and
nights, as mearly as we can keep track
of time.

“You know I have always predicted
that when ‘Der Tag’ came Our gunners,
especially, and all our Canadian soldiers
would show the world some fighting
that none but the ‘Scotch could equal’
You all used to laugh at me, but my
expectations have been fulfilled.

“But' to return to my own brigade.
When the French were routed on that
Thursday afternoon northeast of Ypres
—1 think it was on April 22—we were
going forward from Poperingue to the
trenches before Ypres. Two half bat-
teries under Lt.-Col. MacLaren, of Ot-
tawa, were already in the trenches, with
the second and third Canadian brigades
near St, Julien. I was on the road with
a battery and the ammunition column
two miles” west of Ypres and the first
and fourth batteries, under Major Rals-
ton and Major Sharman, were at Poper-
irgue, preparing to comie up.

Saw the French Retreat

“As 1 approached Ypres tremendous
firing could be heard about two miles
to our left and it seemed to be coming
nearer, preceded by a great cloud of
dust and smoke. It was about 5.80 in
the afternoon. I halted my column and
rode ahead to reconngjtre. I had not
gone half a mile when I saw broken
troops—French, streaming across coun-
try ahead of the dust cloud, mounted and
on foot. :

“Then came ammunition wagons with-
out artillery, horses with men on them,
but ‘'no guns - behind them, - baggage
wagons, infantry in broken groups and
singly, all heading toward Poperingue.

“l rode back and selected positions
for my guns beside the road and waited,
expecting every minute to see the Ger-
mans following the shells that were fol-
lowing the retiring French, and begin-
ning to flash nmear us. Then. came the

habitants of Ypres, chiefly women and
children and very old men, streamin
along the road, many of them wounded,
foany more too young or too old to
hobble along.

“With these came wounded soldiers,
partially asphyxiated soldiers, auto am-
bulané¢es, traction motors, staff officers
in racing' motors trying to get to the
front, behind all the town of Ypres be-
ginning to blaze in the thickening gloom
under a hell of shell fire.

“But ever in the region to the north-
east the steady roar of a battle. It al-
most seemed for a tilne as i my column
would be swept by the back rush to the
rear, but we closed up tight and stem-
med the tide of misery and panic. My
men were as cool as veterans I have seen.

Told to Stand Fast,

“] had communicated with head-
quarters and we' had orders to stand
fast. Worst of all was the anxiety as
to what had occurred. We were even-
tually compelled to leave the road and
take a position in the field beside the
road, and the stream of fugitives con-
tinued.

“At 830 a.m. orders arrived to ad-
vance rapidly and support a counter-
attack by General Mercer’s brigade of
infantry along the canal on the north
side of Ypres. It was nearly dawn. We
went forward on the rush and with
‘King’ (Col. Morrison’s horse) I scouted
the position quicker than he ever did
at Petawawa. You would think he knew
what was happening.

“I had just got my one battery in on
the canal bank when Mercer’s half bri-
gade was ordered to advance. Later we
found that his two regiments and my
one battery were all that filled the gap
that the French troops had left in the
line, about one and one-half miles wide.
_ “Our infantry went forward as game
as wildcats and my four guns did their
best to give them adequate support at
two thousand yards range. The in-
fantry reached the foot of ‘the ridge at
what is now known as Hill 29 and held
on.

Had Sixteen Gune

“In the afternoon they were reinforc-
ed by the Thirteénth Battalion of In-
fanlry and my first and fourth batteries
arrived and dug in emplacements. Sec-
tions from the second and third Cana-
dian brigades also reported to me, so
that when the second attack took place
I had sixteen guns in the firing line.
This attack lasted until dusk and was
a bloody affair. i

“Mercer's two regiments were suppos-
ed to be in support of the British bri-
gade, but they also chargéd and part of
the Fourth Battalion, under Lieut.

IF GERMANY WON

Would Mean Dethronement of
Reason and Justice

SIRONG WORDS BY GERMAN

Hen. J. H. \Warman's Speech in
Boston — Nation, Impelled by
Militarism, Has Gone Mad—
Secret Treaty of England and
Italy ?

Hon James H. Warman, for five years
United States consul-general at Munich,
and born of German parents in Berlin,
as the guest of honor of the Victorian
Club at the Hotel Bellevue, Boston, de-
livered a bitter attack against Germany
and militarism this week. He declared
there was & "secret treaty” between Italy
and England, by which Italy agreed to
dis: her alliance with Germany if
the time should come to stand by Great
Britain.

Dr, Warman spoke with feeling so
great that at times tears blinded his
eyes, and his voice became tremulous
with enfotion. He alluded to himself as
almost a fitting subject for the sym-
pathies aroused by Edward Everett
Hale’s “man without a country.”

A stir of unusual interest followed Dr.
Warman’s statement that a secret treaty
was in existence, binding Italy to Eng-
land stronger than any tie could unite
her with Germany. Dr. Warman' said in
paht:

“Why hasn’t Italy entered this con-
flict? I know the inner history of this
matter, that Italy made a secret treaty
with England before she agreed to enter
the Triple Alliance. This comes from
Italian officers themselves, in high an-
thority. It is on record where you can
read it for yourselves

“England has guaranteed to stand by
Italy in the Mediterranean so long as
Austria and Germany did mot interfere
with England. That brings to light the
reason Italy has not allowed herself to
be plunged into war on the side of .Ger-
many., I know that Ttaly is pledged to
England by that treaty.” ’

Speaking with emotion onthe military
spirit in Germany, Dr. Warman said:

“There is sorrow in my heart. It is
not easy to talk when you feel as I do.
The German people were a lovable
neighborly, innocent people when 1 was
a boy. But that spirit of militarism has
taken possession of them till they know
hot what they do. They have lost their
reason. Distrust, anxiety for themselves
have wrought them up.

“Say what you like about the German
people—they are the authors of their
own destruction. Germany wants the
earth, and thinks militarism is going to
get it for her. What did Germany want
militarism for? Nothing but the as-
sumption of. power.

“Germany has failed to appreciate the
‘expressman’ who did good service. Eng-
land has been the expressman for the
world with her great fleet of commerce
ships. Germany has not appreciated the
great expressman.’

GUNS READY FOR [TALY

Were Among Sights Seen by
Newspaper Map — Will Be
Shipped When Country Has
Declared War

Paris, May 22—I have just completed
a four days’ visit to France’s most sec-
ret, most rigidly ghardegiossession in
war time, the great cannon” manufactur-
ies at Le Creusot, controlled by Schneid-
er & Company, the only concern in the
world which has rivalled the Krupps in
the magnitude of its productions; even
surpassing them, according to a majority
of artillery experts, in the ingenuity of
its works. I also passed a day at the
great government arsenal at Bourges,
where artillery officers receive - their
training, and where explosives are manu-
factured for the shells, which are also
made in the steel works of Le Creusot.

- The trip was arranged after longer
and more profound thought on the part
of the ministry of war than that pre-
ceding any permission granted for jour-
neys to the firing line. In fact, this is
the first time in the history of the works
that newspaper men have been taken
there. As on my trips to the front, I
was accompanied by an officer of the
general staff. )

England first got a taste of the Creusot

guns at the hands of the Boers; but the
real test came in the recent Balkan wars,
at the battle of Lule Burgas, when the
Bulgarians and Serbs caused the de-
bacle of the German organized Turks.
Then every press despatch in the world
carried the significant line: “The Creu-
sot cannon silenced the Krupps.” Since
then European ‘artillery experts have
been in the habit of making the remark
—which the public still decline to ap-
preciate: “The French army has the
best field artillery in the world.”
The present war has proved them
right; for, excepting Germany’s heavy
siege mortars of 42 centimetres, the
Creusot’s “78’” have had the best of
every artillery argument on the battle
¥ne. In fact the Krupp's “77s” es-
pecially designed to combst the “75’s”
have been pronounced a failure.

Better Than Germany’s,

So, on my trip to. Le Creusot, I did
not think about the 75’s. That ques-
tion was settled. What I wanted to
know was whether France has evolved,
since the war began, a gun that would
offset the work accomplished by the
German monster at Liege, Namur, Mau-
beuge and Antwerp. I can now say, for
I have seen—that France bhas not one
but two types of artillery that will beat
anything belonging to Germany.
