NEW YORK
HAS MENACE
OF HEATLESS DAYS

New York, Feb, 2—Despite the efforts
of city health authorities to prevent the
strike while the influenza epidemic is on,
the stationary engineers and firemen
working in hotels, apartment buildings
and other institutions will go out on
next Wednesday. This was announced
tonight by Health Commissioner Cope-
land, who has been conferring with the
employers. The city, in the midst of
the flu plague, is®menaced with “heat-
less” days.

The state legislature tonight rushed
through bills to appropriate $50,000 for
combatting the epidemic. A quarantine
order was issued today by the warden
of Sing Sing prison barring all visitors
owing to the influenza. There are fifty
cases in the prison, including five con-
demned murderers in the death house.

At Albany today it was reported that
since Jan. 23, 799 cases of pneumonia
with 189 deaths and 5,850 cases of in-
fluenza with twenty-one deaths have
been reported in the state outside of
New York. In Rochester an emergency
hospital has been established in the state
. armory and the suprcme court sessions
have been closed to spectators. New
cases in that city today were 150 with
four deaths. A further decrease in
deaths from flu and pneumonia is re-
{)hat city during the past twenty-four
hours increased more than 800. Points
in Pennsylvania report a spread of in-
fluenza in that state. State officials re-
ported that for Feb. 1 and 2 their rec-
ords showed 1,887 cases of influenza and
fifty-one of pneumonia with twenty-five
deaths.

London, Feb. 3—Peace between Rus-
sia and the Allied powers is the first es-
sential to resumption of trade relations,
Maxim Litvinoff, Bolshevik representa-
tive, has told James O’Grady, British
delegate, with whom he is negotiating for
an exchange of prisoners at Copenhagen,
according to a Reuter’s despatch from
the Danish capital.

Foreign trade is virtually’ impossible
for Russia at the present time, Litvinoff
is said to have declared as Russia is
“compelled to make war and it is neces-
sary to keep the railroads clear for mov-
ing troops and military supplies.

The agreement reached at Paris be-
tween the supreme council of the peace
conference and representatives of Cen-
tral Co-operative Society of Russia ap-
plies to only part of Russia’s foreign
trade, the despatch says Litvinoff as-
serts, as such things as railway material
and machinery are outside the sphere of
activity of the Co-cperative Societies.
Moreover, delegates of the co-operative
societies, who are in Western Europe,
have been out of touch with Russia for
more than a year, and are in consequence
ignorant of the needs of that country. It
is said also that the co-operative societies
are regarded unfavorably in Soviet Rus-
sia because they have furnished supplies
to Admiral Kolchak in Siberia and Gen.
Denekine in Southern Russia.

ONEXPORT PAPER

Montreal Herald Reports
That $10 a Ton Is to Be
Imposed.

Montreal, Feb. 3—The newsprint situ-
ation in Canada has taken on a new
phase, according to rumors from Ot-
tawa, says the Herald. Tt is said that Sir
Henry Drayton, minister of finance, in
a search for new sources of revenue to
take the place of the business tax that
is to be removed, has decided to impose
a tax of $10 a ton on every ton of news-
print leaving the domin‘on. The pulp
and paper companies, continues the Her-
ald, view the innovation with alarm.

It is said that one of the first results
of such a tax would be to stop all work
on the many new pulp plants now in
course of erection ‘in the dominion.
These are in many cases being built with
United States capital. One enormous
plant is now being constructed at Three
Rivers at a cost of $7,000.000.

It is also argued by the paper inter-
ests that the $10 tax will encourage the
Scandinavian paper companies again to
compete in the American markets, after
dropping out.

Arrangements are being made, it is
said, for a delegation of the paper men
to wait on the finance minister and lodge
a protest against the tax.

Budapest, Feb. 8—The Hungarian
peace delegation has decided to leave for
Paris on February 10. Count Apponyi,
head of the delegation, said to the As-
sociated Press today:

“I believe we have made a good im-
pression in PRaris, but reports from there
indicate that our enemies are again work-
ing against us ,while we are powerless
to answer. Our principal plea will be for
a plebiscite in the disputed territories,
a plebiscite based on the populations
when the armistice was signed, as the
Czechs and others since then have driven
out our I;‘)eople and put a new popula-
tion in their places.

“Without a plebiscite we would never
consider our frontiers as fixed, Germany
and ourselves signed the armistice on the
basis of President Wilson’s nationality
principles. It is a moral defeat for the
United States that her allies desire to
ignore these principles.

“We feel bitterly the loss of the help of
the United States in the peace confer-
ence. If I were an American I might
or might not have entered the war; but
once entering it, I should have felt it my
right and duty to make a proper peace.
President Wilson gave his word to the
people of Furope, now the United States
is withdrawing it, declaring she is in-
different to Europe’s fate. It is incon-
sistent.

“We expect that the League of Na-
tions will revise the wrongs in these
treat. I hope that the league will be of
practical benefit to the world. There-
fore, I believe in it, as I believe always
what I hope.”

No great resumption of trade will fol-
'low the partial lifting of the blockade
{on Soviet Russia. This is the opinion
I of six business men in New York who
lare associated with big manufacturing
firms and organizations which are vi-
tally interested in commerce with Rus-

| sia.

| Alexander Berkenheim, president of
the Forgein Board of the Russian Co-
operative Union, which intends to carry
lon the work of collecting raw materials
{in Russia and distributing the manufac-
tured articles for which they are to be
exchanged, gave out a statement in Paris
after the decision 8F the supreme coun-
cil, saying that the whole plan “is very
simple.” }

Many men in New Yorky who are as
vitally interested in the problem as he
think that, however simple the plan may
be, the putting of it into execution will
be most difficult.

Jerome Lanfield, executive secretary
|of the Russian Economic League, said
'yesterday: There are plenty of raw
materials in Russia, but the greatprop-
osition is how to get them out of acoun-
try in which everything has been over-
run and nationalized by the Bolsheviki
and where adequate transportation is
lacking.

“There is plenty of grain in Russia,
despite starvation in some of the largest
centres of population in the north. Such
starvation is due only to & lack of trans-
portation to bring grain from the small |
villages. Leading agricultural authori-
ties in southern Russig recently esti-
mated that there was a surplus of 3,000,-
000 bushels of wheat and other grains in
that district. It is mostly in the interior
and not accessible to the seaports.

“Although there is no definite infor-
mation on the amount of flax in north-
ern Russia, a great amount was in the
possession of the co-operative societies
before the Bolsheviki gained control-
The Bolsheviki seized the stores of flax,
and have moved and shifted it about in
such a way that all track of it has been
lost. Peasants have woven much of it
into linen on crude looms in their cot-
tage- to take the place of cotton goods.
Those who expect to get Russian flax
will have to be not too particular about
where it eomes from, despite the declar-
ation of the supreme council that its at-
titude toward the ~Soviet government
has not changed.

“A certain London firm recently re-
ceived g consignment of flax’ which had
peen: shipped from the Baltic to a port
in Scotland. On examining the packing
cases they discovered that some of it
had fogmerly been bought by a British
company in Archangel and afterwards
seized:by the Bolsheviki.

Coal Si:pply Is Short.

“The main source of coal in Russia is
the Donets Basin. Under the first Bol-
sheviki regime . the mines practically
ceased to operate.’ Under Penikine produc-
tion was brougiht up to 1,000,000 tons,
about one-fourth the normal output and
only emough to supply local needs. Now
the Bolsheviki are again in control.

“The trouble with Russian lumber is
that most of it isn’t cut. Vast amounts
mioh+ have heen ready to meet the
building needs of Europe and have been
siipped from Archangel in the spring.
Now we must wait for the snows of
another winter.”

Mr. Lanfield is skeptical of the ability
of the co-operatives to carry out their
plans. Papers have recently come from
Russias he says, in which the Bolsheviki
boasted that they had replaced many
co-operative officials. with their own

agents.

Vladimir Bashkiroff of the Union-Si-
berian Creamery Association believes the
lifting of the blockade will result in a
new civil war. ‘

“All the raw materials
hands of the peasants, .he explained. |
“The Bolsheviki will attempt to take
these materials away from the peasants
and when they do, within three or four
months, Russia will be torn by a new
civil war.”

Mr. Bahkiroff also affirmed that
Russia had great quanties of raw ma-
terial. He estimated that there were 35,~
000,000 tons of grain in southern Russia
because the crop, despite unfavorable
economic conditions, have been good dur-
‘ling the last two years. He, said that
| some of the flax was being used by the
textile mills around Moscow, which be-
fore the war made cotton fabrics, and
claimed the storage tanks in the Baku
region were filled with petroleum pro-
ducts.

“I do not think there will be much

trade as a result of the lifting of the
blockade,” he said, “as the Bolsheviki
will not give the co-operatives free
| hand.”
! He characterized as “propaganda” the
lreport that 400 tons of butter had just|
| been shipped from Russia to England.
“It was 200 tons that was shipped and |
not 400 tons, and that butter was ship-
ped from Archapgel last September when
Kolchak was still in power.”

| “However good the plars and inten-

“For one year we had a chance to
!:rade with Siberia when Kolchak was
in power. There was no embargo on
export or import, but no trade resulted.
This was chiefly due to the fact that
there was no transportation and no
basis of confldence. The peasants were
suspicious of every one, and they will
not give up their supplies for either
promises Oor paper money.

. “I believe, however, that the co-opera-
Flvc societies are the strongest enocomic
institution functioning in Russia toaay,
but I fear they will not be able to do

ﬂ

much, Litvinoff’s sinster comments on
i

the allied attitude toward the Soviet
government do not bode well for the free
hand for the co-operatives. According
to their own words the Bolsheviki will
attempt to control the co-operatives, and
if they do we will find ourselves trading
with the Bolsheviki and not the peas-
ants.

‘Personally, I am glad the blockade
was lifted- I think it will do much to
show up the workings of the Bolshe-
viki. It will also take away one of
their strongest propaganda pleas—the
cry that the Allies were starying help-
less women and children by the block-
ade.”

Miller is
one of the men under indictment on the
charge of receiving stolen property. On
thfa night following the theft, Julofsky
said, he and his brother, Milton, went to
Miller, who permitted one of them to
sleep in his home and the other at his
office. They finally made arrangements
with Miller to take charge of ‘all the
bnnd.s, from which he was to get $20,000
as his share, the police say, for convert-
ing them into cash,

For twenty days after the robbery Ju-
lofsky remained here, he said, working
ten days as elevator operator in Teacher;
College at Columbia University, and
then, fearing he might be recognized, he
got a job as dishwashér in the kitchen
of the Horace Mann School, in the same
building. He went to Detroit, after ar-
ranging a cqde system with Miller, which
he said read: “Send me fifteen papers
rubbed.” In ‘reply he received $15,000
the bonds, some of which he disposed ¢
to banks,

When Deputy Commissioner ILahey
had traced Julofsky to Los Angeles and
ordered his arrest, McCoy and O’Hara
were sent to get him. They found that
Julofsky had paid a jeweler $1000 for
a ring, which he had returnzc for altera-
tion in the settingy, and this also was
brought back by the detectives.

“The messenger got more than $40,000
of _ ~ proceeds from Miller, and Miller
wired_nim to returmm §20.000 of it, as he
necicd funds to hire a lawyer because
the police were after him,” said Deputy
Commissioner Lahey. “But Julofsky
made no” return. What part of this
money he spent and the nature of the
disposal of the remainder we are tryinz
to get him to tell.

UNION GOVERNMENT.

A long despatch from Ottawa to the!
Standard reports that it is now belicved
in Unionist circles that Sir Robert Bor-
den will not resume the ducies of prime
minister, and that there is a real Sir'!
Thomas White boom on again, the
members of the cabinet being unable to
agree upon one of themselves as premle.r. !
The Meighen boom, according to this
correspondent, has completely collapsed,
and Sir Thomas i8 the White hope. The
Standard quotes “a leading Unionist” as |
follows:

The re-
peated delays in the cabinet reorganiza-
tion are hcld up as evidence of feeble-
ness. There is an ever growing demand
that the government come out squarely
and unequivocally for the principle of
a moderate tariff. It is largely in re-
sponse to this growing unrest that the
boom is being Jaunched for the leader-
ship of Sir Thomas Whitee The cabie

net, or a section of it, is of the opinion

{hat the ex-finance minister, a former

Liberal, would appeal to Liberal Union-
ists; that as a strong protectionist he
would likewise appeal to Cpnservatives,
and, finally, there is b
1oward him in the province of Quebec.”

The “old N. P.” is the thing. Sir
Thomas is expected to rally the eastern
Liberal members to the support of “s
moderate tariff.” Behind this barrage
of talk may be discerned the old Con-’
cervative party, despairing of as high a
tariff as it would like, but ‘hoping that
some means may yet be . discovered
whereby “a moderate tarif” may be
preserved and the farmers put to rout.
The last word from Sir Thomas White
was that he was done with public Iife.
Will he now consent to lead a forlorn
hope? That is hardly to be expected.

THE GODO ROADS CAMPAIGN.
At the annual dinner of the Ontario
Motor League in Toronto recently there
was a very interesting discussion on
zood roads. Hon. F. C. Biggss the new
minister of public works and highways,
declared that only conditions over which
the government had no control would
retard the making of first-class roads in
Ontario. Hon. Mr. Biggs said that good
roads throughout the province would
prove a factor in reducing the high cost
of living. “We don’t want only trunk
roads,” he said, “but we want feeders
and we want good feeders, and to those
feeders we want spurs and more feed-
crs.” He added that the late govern-
ment had laid out 422 miles for pro-
vincial aid and called them provincial
highways, but he would like to see an
increase to 1,600 miles. He added: v

«What I would like to see instituted
in this province is a patrol system on
every county road, with piles of mater-
jals of differefit natures, different sizes,
at  convenient distances along these
county roads and along the I{rovin(:ial
highway, so that when depressions come
in the road they will be immediately ar-
rested and filled.”

Another speaker at the banquet was
Mr. A. W. Campbell, Dominion High-
ways Commissioners who estimated that
good roads would save motorists in Can-
ada $70,000,000 per year- “Every prove|
ince in Canada today,” Mr. Campbell
said, “is taking a very enthusiastic in-
{erest in the question of road improve-
ment, and each of these provinces is, as
Ontario is, trying to devise a somewhat
general plan which will single out the
important roads and classify the less im-
portant ones.” When there is a nation-
wide plan, it would not be long, in his
opinion, when people would be able to
reach any phace in «Canada over well-
improved roads.

Another guest, Capt. W. S. Gilbreath,
of the Detroit Auto Club, dwelt upon
the value of motor tourist traffic. The
average tourist, he said, spent $5 a day
on the road, and carried three persons
with him, and in Maine the motor tour-
ing industry was the second most profit-
able in the state. This last item of in-
formation is of special interest to New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia. When the
trunk road from the Maine border
through these provinces, to which Hon.
Mr. Veniot and Hon. Mr. Wickwire re-
ferred in Boston last week,becomes an ac-
complished fact, the motor tourist traffic
will pass on into these provinces and
bring with it a great deal of money to
be expended along the way. Money
judiciously expended on roads and
bridges brings returns of the most sub-
stantial character. The necessary expen-
diture must be faced and the funds pro-
vided. .

HOUSES AS PUBLIC UTILITIES.
The Montreal City Impfovement |
League regards rent profiteering as so}
great an obstacle to city improvetnent |
that it is seeking legislation to provide |
a remedy. It would have the matter ad-
justed by the Public Utilities Commis- |
sion. At a recent meeting the following :
resolution was adopted: |

“‘That a delegation attend at Quebec !
leth a view to submitting the sugges-
tion that it is essential that some con-
trol should be exercised in the matter of
rentals, so that conditions can be met
from time to time, and with a view to
suggesting further that, instead of a
special law being drafted, which it might
be difficult to place upon the statute
books at once, for the present, and for
the purpose of giving a trial operation,
the powers of the Public Utilities Com-
mission should be extended to cover the
purpose. In this way every reasonable
protection would be afforded the land-
lord and every refital over a reasonable
return could be controlled.”

We are told that during the discussion
on the resolution it was brought out that
in many cases there had been advances
of 100 per cent and that ffty per cent
was the usual increase. We have not
been accustomed to regard houses as
public utilities, such as a public utilities
commission might deal with, but there
is a growing conviction that rents should
0o more be made the basis of specula-
tive transactions than street railway
fares or charges for ylight and power. In-
deed, profiteering in any direction grows
more and more unpopulary and in the
matter of housing the obligation of the
state to see that comfortable homes are
provided at reasonable cost is more and
more generally recognized,

There is a Girls’ Cottage Industrial
School at St.. Lambert, Montreal, to
which non-Catholic delinquent girls be-
tween the ag-, of twelve and sixteen
may be con:nutted by the juvenile court.
There is a much larger institution for
boys at Shawbridge, where the lads com-
mitted by the juvenile court are given
a trade afd fitted for useful citizenship.
It is now urged that an industrial farm
be provided for the girls, as the present
institution has been outgrown, and it is
felt that there should be better opportu-
nity for classification and also provision
for girls over sixteen years of age. Such
institutions are of great value, in deal-
ing with delinquents who cannot be cor-
rected by the probation system, and
who in the interest of the community
must be placed under special care for a
period to be determined by their con-
duct while under restraint and proper
training.

CANADA—EAST  AND  WEST

Dominion Happenings of Other Days

THE MARCH TO PAARDEBERG ,

When the Canadian contingent had
lain resting in South Africd in 1900 ai-
ter its long voyage from Canada to that
scene of wartare, each day brought
rumors that the force was to move up
to the front.

At three o’clock in
the morning tents were struck and the
men struck off on a nine mile march
to Graspan—a hot trudge—but the wel-
come they received from the Highland-
ers awaiting them there compensated for
the hot march.

It was a splendid camp and the three
companies were thinking themselves in
very fortunate circumstances when the
order came for them to return to Bel-
mont. It was a bitter blow to their
hopes for quick action, but the troops
made the best of it and tramped back
to the camp they loathed. There they
were joined in a few days by the other
companies of the contingent so thatl
when the order came on the 12th to leave
the place for ever they were able to en-
train with 895 men of all ranks fit for
action. Two men had died in the last
week, while the fever had stricken sev-
eral others.

FARMS THAN IN CITIES

Buggy-Riding Out of Date, According
to Official Figures.

Farmers in Ontrato iast year owned
more passenger motor cars than were
owned in all the cities of the province;
they also owned more than double the
number of passenger cars owned in Tor-
onto, and far outdistanced all other occu-
pations in the number of cars owned
by individual trades. Toronto owned
ia.lmost one-fifth of the cars iicensed in
| the province,

statistical features in a report made pub-
lic last night by Mr. W. A. McLean,
Deputy Minister of Highways. Com-

able increase in the number of licenses
granted as compared with 1918, The
figures are:

Passenger cars—1918—101,845; 1919—

Trucks—1918—7,529; 1919—11,-428.

Drivers’ licenses—1918—10,629; 1919—
15,400.

Motorcycles—1918—5,002; 1919—5,516.

Passenger cars show 46,614, registra-
tions for cities, and 80, 898 outside cities;
motor trucks, 7,820 for cities and 8,317
outside of cities. Toronto had 21,747
passenger cars and. 4,390 trucks, and
Hamilton comes next with 4,948 pas-
senger cars and 689 trucks.

The -classification according to occu-
pation shows 46,997 passenger cars and
825 trucks owned by farmers. Skilled
trades come next with 15,042 passenger
cars; business men, 13,837; doctors, 3,-
157; other professions, 5, 119; manu-
facturers 4, 362,

According to horsepower, 108,108 are
of 25 h, p. or under; 15219 are from
26 to 30 h. p., and the remainder, 4,-
497, are over 30 h. p. Types.are: tour-
ng cars, 113,930; runabouts 8,471;
coupes, 2,339; sedans, 2, 828.

Of motot trucks, according to carry-
ing capacity, 9, 780 are one ton or less;
and only 175 are of 4-ton capacity or
over.

FROM RIO TO
'FRISCO AFOOT

Buenos Aires, Jan. 3—(Correspond-
ence Associated Press)—Carel Dericks,

BROCKVILLE TO RAISE
FUND FOR PUBLICITY.

Out to Support Industrial Propaganda
Efforts.

Brockville, Ont., Feb. 3—Local sup-
port of local industries was the chief
topic of discussion at a citizens’ meet-
ing called by Mayor Lewis with an
attendance of some 350 ratepayers. The
institution of a campaign to raise the
sum of $5,000 annually for three years
to. pay, with an equal sum which the
town council and Public Utilities Com-
mission will be asked to provide, for pro-
paganda work, was decided upon by
the meeting. There is now a surplus of
8,000 horsepower in the St. Lawrence
Hydro-Electric system with which the
Brockville plants are now hooked up,
and if this were made use of the chair-
man of the Public Utilities Commission
stated that the rates would drop. from
$25 to $18 per horsepower. This will
be utilized to attract American indus-
tries here.

‘Many Germans Are Among

| the Settlers from Europe.

]
| Buenos Aires, Jan, 10—(Correspond-
ence Associated Press)—Every steamer
arriving here from Latin ports of Eu-
rope and from Holland is loaded with
immigrants coming here to settle. Most
of those on the Dutch ships are Ger-
mans. They are attracted by the fact
that Argentina is prosperous, unscathed ;
by war and belief that it gives promise
of rapid development.

A great intrease in the foreign popu-
lation of the Argentine is expected owing
to this immigration. Already nearly
| one-half of the population of Buenos |
| Aires is foreign-born and a majority of
these have failed to become citizens, al-
though only two years’ residence is re-
quired. Many have long been residents
of Argentina and are large property
owners.

The influx of new immigrants has
prompted a proposal by Dr. Juan Carlos
Garay, professor of law in the Univer-
sity of Buenos Aires, to propose enact-
ment of a law making naturalization ob-
ligatory without renunciation of citizen-
ship in the country of birth. Proiessor
Garay hopes in that way to solve the
problem presented by failure of so many
foreign-born persons to become citizens
and take part in the affairs and politics
of the country. He admits that this is
a revolutionary doctrine but contends
that for Argentina its advantages would
outweigh the disadvantages.

It is charged that Johnson made con-
tracts at inadequate prices, and that it
constitutes a waste and destruction of
the league’s assets, and that his attitude
bars the -laintiff from knowing the true
conditions of the league’s assets and the
character of the contracts in question.
They ask the court to issue an order
compelling him to render an accounting
of the receipts of the ticker service and
the nature of the contract for it.
