Their stock transactions are actual sales
or purchases and deliveries. The condition
of the market.and its rise or fall does not
effect the payment they receive for their
services.

A correspondent elsewhere puts ° for-
ward the reasonable view that it is the
duty of those whe promoted the govern-
ment-by-commission idea to name a ticket
of competent business men, for whom
the electors should be asked to vote in the
contest soon to be held. One of the
points made against the change in the
form of civic government was that as few
basiness men would sacrifice their time
to enter the common council under the
present system, they could not be induced
to enter a council under a new system by
which they would be obllged to give all
their time to civie service.

been managed. So far very few.candidates
have announced themselves, except those
who are or have been members of the
common council. The new system is de-
serving of a fair trial, and it will have
a better chance for a fair trial if its pro-
moters take up the burden of directing
its operation.

THe sword of Suleman was regarded by
the old Turks with awe and veneration,
as a wonder-working relic, ‘and the story
concerning Tahir Pasha’ reached the ears
of the police who jafter the deposition. of
the Sultan,, began an investigation and
questioned Tahir, The latter answered
with apparent candor, that the sword had
been, by order of Abdul Hamid, buried in
4 subterranean passage. of the Yildiz Ki-
osque, but that he had entjrely forgotten
the place in that labyrinth where it had
been hiddex. ‘After a long gearch had been
made’ by the constitutional government
which had supplanted Abdul Hamid, the
attempt to-trace it was abandoned. ~ Re-
cently, however, the mhinister of war re-
ceived an anonymous letter, declaring that
the famous sword was undoubtedly in the
possession of Tahir Pasha, and that he
had tried to dispose of it to curio dealers
in Paris, London and other capitals.

The Story of a Dagger

These two vanished swords recall to my
mind the curious case of the mysterious
disappearance of the dagger of Catherine
the Great of Russia. Countess Moritz Pot-
oeka, valued above all her other wonder-
ful possessions, & dagger, surmounted by
an enormeus sapphire, which had once
belonged- to the great Russian ruler.

The countess, who at the age of seventy-
five still retained a marvelous beauty that
was se unmimpaired . by years that young
men as well as their elders fell in love
with her at a glance, to her great merri-
ment and amusement, was ‘a Russian by
birth, and a Pole by marriage. Her hus-
band was one of the greatest sportsmen
that that country: has ever produced. They
lived most of the year ip their castle in
Austrian Poland, not far from Wadowitz,
which -is ‘cloge. to the Russian frontier.
There they entertained lavishly, during
gsevén months -ont of the twelve. - receiv-
ing their 'Austrian and Russian friends, as
well. ‘as the Polish connections -and ac-
quaintances of the count.

The
present enrollment in the two years course
at the college is 77, compared with 43 in
1909, and 62 in 1910. The majority of the
students are Nova Scotians, but there are
a few from Prince Edward Island, New
Brunswick and elsewhere. In the short
course which was held from January 2nd
to January 12th this year thers was a to-
tal enrollment of 342, of whom 23 were
jadies. Of the total number 99 were from
Prince Edward Island, 61 from New
Brunswick, 1 ‘from Newfoyndland and the
rest from Nova Scotia

In discussing this report Premier Mur-
ray stated that it would be practically
necessary, if they were to give the ad-
vantage of the agricultural college to the
increasing numbers who would like ‘to
avail themselves of it, to duplicate ~the
buildings. ‘ Ten years ago it was thought
the building then erected would meet all
demands for years to come, but last year
it was too small to accommodate the stu-
dents.

The details of the claim of J. C. Mack-
intosh & Co. against the Bank of . New
Brunswick were made public for the first
time when the hearing of their suit against
the bank was commenced before Mr. Jus-
tice White in chambers yesterday after-
noon. The action is on a check drawn by
Edward L. Collins on the Bank of New
Brunswick, payable to Herbert H. Smith,
then manager for J. C. Mackintosh & Co.,
dated April 27, 1911, for $10,000; also to
recover $28,000, amount of guarantee of
certain bonds given by H. B. Llark, and
interest on ~ these sums amounting to
$2,000.

H. A. Powell, K.C, /of this city, and
A. H. Mellish, K.C., of Halifax, appeared
for the plaintiffs, and Wallace Nesbitt, K.
C., of Toronto, M. G. Teed, K.C., and
W. A. Bwing, K.C., of this city appeared
for the bank.

H. B. Clark was the only witness heard
yesterday afternoon. He gaid that at the
time of the transactions he was manager
of the Charlotte street branch of the
Bank of New Brunswick. He had been
speculating in stocks and cotton first on
his own account and later with W. H.
McBeth, who is now- in the penitentiary
in Ontario. The result of their operations
was a large balance against them. McBeth
had put up as security for the account five
Flko Development Company bonds, par
value $1,000 each and five Vanderbilt

The conditions in Mexico do not .im-
prove and indeed the contrary appears to
be the case. The Americans who still re-
main in that country believe that inter-
vention on the part of the United States
is not far off and say that it must come
if the lives and property of Americans are
to be protected. -

There is no desire on the part of our
people to send an army into Mexico.
Our country has been bitterly condemned
for the war with Mexico often alluded to
})y higforians as the only war of conquest
in which the United States has ever in-
dulged and it is realized that action on
the part of the United States would, very
likely, regult in hostilities and serve as
nothing else would, to amalgamate the
present discordant elements in Mexico in
a united opposition to a foreign foroce.

The other day our department of /state
sent a message to ‘Mexico, - a dignified
statement that the rights of Americans
must be protected; a statement doubtless
called forth by the early knowledge of
matters that are just coming into public
knowledge and which are reported to in
clude the killing of several Americans.
This note drew forth a rather cool answer
from the Madero government to the ef-
fect that it proposes to comply with in-
ternational law and that the United
States must not attempt to interfere with
Mexican affairs, The good intentions of
the Madero government are not question-
ed but the difficulty is that the situation
has reached far beyond government con-

1trol. Mexico today is in a state of anar-

chy, a condition from which there is little
indication that it can extricate itself with-
out outside assistance, and there are con-
stant reports of attacks mpon Americans,
assaults instigated by thé hostility which
the lower classes of Mexicans have long
held against our people.

The conditions have become so intoler-
able that the American engineers and
other employes on the Mexican railway,

numbering some 700 have quit work and

will- return north next week.| By far the
greater portion of Americang who werée in
Mexico three months ago have left the
country but there are some who cannot
and 'these are making very strong appeals
to: the state department for protection.
The situation is a very delicate one.

Every woman likes a dainty pretty bed-
room, and it is/easy to pick up pieces of
cretonne a8 well as other goods for the
refitting of the girl’'s bedroom. Usually
the girl’s room has either a bed couch
or one of the single beds enamelled in
gsome color or in white; possibly in black
iron with brass trimmings. For the
brass bed or one with brass trimmings
the girl should choose cretonnes that
have a deep cream or yellow ground with
blossoms in green or. red strewn all over
the surface.

And also there is usually a bureau or
a dressing ‘table, or both, as well as
rocking chairs, with a square table and
a big, easy chair. The girl can mak:y’
her own selections of the room’s fyrmi-
ture and she should complete the deco-
rations in such'a way that the room will
be attractive. Valuable hints can be
given ‘by theé mother in this maiter.” The
mother should give the daughter’s room a
frequent inspection.

In the matter of cooking many house-

wives have their own ways and dishes.
The daughters are necessarily the pupils,
learning little by little the many things
that make a successful housekeeper. She
can also attend market with her mother
and learn how to purchase eatables, al-
though she may never be forced to do
this work. It is a good thing that the
daughter be taught how to purchase
meats in order that the best selections
can be made, and it aleo holds good with
other eatables. Inexperienced housewives
often complain that they are taken ad-
vantage of by the dealers who force the
undesirable parts of the meats upon
them.

The smaller things about the household
can be taught the daughter gradually.
and the teaching requires a great deal of
patience on the part of the mother.
Ways of caring for furniture, the clean-
ing of clothes, mending, dusting and
sweeping all come under the heading of
houeehold duties, and the girl should cer-
tainly have some idea of how these
things are accomplished. She can be
taught the easiest methods at least, for:
the mother with her long experience
knows the best ways for doing all things
the pertain to - the household. Most
young girls show a willingness that is
surprising for this kind of work, and if
this ig the case they are quick to learn
all the 'details. ' They often grow pro-
ficient in the different arts before the
mother has' completed her teaching, and
especially is this true in the cooking art.

_The statement that no decision will be
given before May 4, means that when the
marriage case submitted to the supreme
court by the dominion government comes
up. on that date there will'be doubt as
to, whether the supreme court has the
right to deal with the matter. Should the
judgment ‘of the privy council be entirely
|in fayor of the provinces, and the right of
{ the dominion to submit stated cases to the
isupreme court be denied, the hearing. up-
on the questions raised with respect to
the dominion parliament’s right to'enict
a marriage law will, it is’'said, be of #o
