RHODES PLEADS FOR
USE OF FACILITIES

Thormton Tells Him 500,000
Bushels of Grain Allotted to
Halifax

HALIFAX, Dec. 17—A Montreal
despatch to The Herald states that
Sir Henry Thornton, president of
the Canadian National Railways, in-
formed Premier Rhodes in the course
of an interview that 500,000 bushels
of wheat had been allocated for ex-
port through Halifax during the
coming season.

In urging the greater use of the
port of Halifax for import and ex-
port trade, including grain shipments
from the Canadian west, Premier
Rhodes presented the importance of
continuous shipments during the
grainshipping season. He pointed
out that the shipment of small, iso-
lated lots would be of little benefit
in building up permanent trade in
Halifax.

SHIPS READY.

Mr. Rhodes informed the C. N. R.
president that ships would be avalil-
able for all grain offering, provided
adequate notice was given of rout-
ings over the C. N. R.

Sir Henry agreed to advise the
secretary of the Halifax Board of
Trade when shipments would start
from the west, thus enabling ship-
ping interests to bring grain bottoms
to Halifax.

The C. N. R. president stated that
he was prepared to co-operate in
securing a fair share of grain rout-
ings through the port of Halifax.

The first panrt of the 500,000 bush-
el shipment will be delivered in
Halifax in time to be poured into a
grain ship due at that port on Jan-
uary 4.

On the anniversary of the assassina~
tion of Dr. Walter Ratzenau, who was
killed June 24, 1922, the paper says,

of shots at Dr. Stresemann, but with-
out effect. The criminals escaped.

Odds and Ends

When the Wild Pigeons
Darkened the Skies

(Bystander in Toronto Globe)

The story of the passenger pigeon is
now a tale that is told, writes J. W.
Winson, in Rod and Gun in Canada.
Mr. Winson, in this exceptionally
thoughtful. and interesting article, re-
lates that the now extinct passenger
pigeon was once' so numerous that
passage of the flocks obscured the sun.

It gives a thrill of pleasure, Mr. Win-
son writes, still to read in old ac-
counts where descriptions of the
passenger pigeon are in the present
tense. It links one historically to reé-
member actual visions of the birds—
more, to have shot or eaten one. With
most of us, our bird lore is enriched by
the knowledge that the pigeon was
flying while we were youths. The
grim, sad certainty is that none of us
wil] see it flylng again.

The last of the race known to man
died eleven years ago, its last moments
tended, in mind, by countless bird-
lovers on the continent, and even the
world over, and the date of its death
is noted minutely as occurring at 2

{p. m”on Sept. 1, 1914, at the Zoological

Garden, Cincinnati.

The last specimen of the Eskimo cur-
lew, the buff-breasted sandpiper, the
golden plover and the heath hen will
not be so universully regarded or so
widely deplored. The sole remaining
member of the species may still be
alive, the flocks may be even restored
in numbers by a miracle of conserva-
tion, but they will' never thrill the
world as the pigeon did—because they
never existed in such astounding multi-
tudes. Two hundred years ago this
pigeon, now extinct, was the common-
est bird on the continent. This in itself
was remarkable for a bird of the pig-
eon size.

Indians camped on the migration
routes; explorers and other writers, in
attempts to ‘describe the flocks, invari-
ably ended with an apology for their
seeming exaggeration, and a confession
of inabllity to convey a true picture
of the phenomenon. “Clouds darken-
ing the heavens,” “wing-beats roaring
like thunder,” “flocks miles wide that
togk hours to pass a given point”—
these are expressions that are constant-
ly reiterated, and verified by witnesses
as accurate and conserative.

Audubon tells how  he computed
their millions; Weld (1795) records &
scenc on Lake Ontario. The ship was
sailing from Niagara to Toronto, when
a flight of pigeons was scen coming
from the direction of the boat's destin-
ation. The ship met the flock and was
under the shadow of the birds for the
whole distance and after the vessel had
docked the pigeons were flying on in
numbers undiminished. “The flight
must have extended at least eighty
miles,” and the only hint that this
was unusual is that such large flocks
occurred only in “pigeon years,” which
happened every seventh or eighth sea-
son.

Miles were not only used in estima-
tion of their flight, for in these !«rms
their rogstlng grounds and the st-
ing woods were defined. Acre: .ere
inadequate and, with hundreds of trees
to the acre, hundreds of nests and more
than hundreds of roosting birds wouid
be found in one tree. The settier with
his fowling piece took one shot up-
ward in the darkness and with his
torch gathered a load of birds, whose
flesh was reckoned the finest eating
even when most plentiful.

IN THE DAY'S NEWS,

LOUIS LOUCHEUR.

TI-IE presence of Louis Loucheur in
the Briand -cabinet as Minister of
Finance has been favorably received
by the French people and it is thought
that his influence will tend to insure
the cabinet a fairly
lengthy existence.
He is one of the
foremonst captains of
industry in France
and also is credited
with having the B
largest fortune in
his native country.

e was born at
Roubaix in 1872
and was graduated
from the FEcole
Polytechnique with
tigh honors. It is
from this school
that many of the
officers of the artil-
lery and of the engineer corps of the
government are graduated. After
spending a year in the army as artil-
lery officer at Vincennes, Looucheur be-
came an employe of the Great North-
ern railroad. In 1895 he had proved
himself capable of handling large pro-
jects and was given charge of the en-
largement of the company’s tracks.
Later, although offered the post of en-
gineering head of the road, he joined
a friend in an engineering business.

At the outset of the war he joined
the artillery with a lieutenant’s ranks,
but was recalled from the front to
supervises the manufacture of muni-
tions, since a scarcity of shells was
imminent. When Clemenceau became
Premier he picked Loucheur as the
only man in France capable of handling
the coal situation.

In 1921, when relations between
France and Germany were strained to
the breaking point, Loucheur, then a
member of the Briand cabinet, ‘met
Dr. Walter Rathenau, the German
Minister of Reconstruction, in an in-
formal conference and arranged repara-
tions terms that established more
friendly relations Dbetween the two
countries. He enjoys the confidence of
both French and -German citizens.

GENEVA, Dec. 16—Neither

e League ot Nations nor
Great Britain wants war in the
Near East because of the de-
cision of the League Council in
the Mosul conflict, said Dr. L. C.
M. Amery, the British Dominion
Secretary, commenting on the
council's findings which gives
Mosul practically in its entirety
to Great Britain in the form of a
mandate.

, This decision was announced today
fn the Assembly Hall packed with

people as the last act of the 37th ses-}

sion of the Council. It was marked
hy three notable declarations. The
first, solemnly read by Vittorio Scia-
fola, former Italian Minister of Foreign
Affair§, in the name of every member
of the Council, was deemed significent
because it admitted that a state of

¢ ‘tension had been created between Great

Britain and Turkey over the position
of Mosul. Signor Scialoia urgently
recommended that these two nations
reach an amicable arrangement of the
difficulty so as to put an end to the
regrettable situation and thsu solidify
that peace which is the aim of the
League of Nations.

BRITAIN DESIRES PEACE.

The second was voiced by Austen
Chamberlain, British Secretary for For-
cign Affairs, who declared that the
British government did not wish to
adopt a rigid and uncompromising at-
titude. Great Britain desired to live
on terms of peace with Turkey and
would gladly lend itself to conversa-
tions to determine whether it would
be possible to improve the relations
between the two countries.

The third declaration came in a
dociimentary form from the Turks
who refused an invitation to attend
the meeting. It was a vigorous pro-
test against the Council’s action, as
well as a‘warning that Turkey abso-
lutely refused to abandon its sover-
eignty over Mosul until “You give
your assent that our rights in totality
in Mosul remain intact.” e

The Council’s decision is gontingent
on Great Britain's acceptance of a 25-
year mandate over Irak, which includes
Mosul, within six months. This Great
Britain has promised to do.

Traffic Via American Ports

By A. M. BELDING

HAMILTON—By Mail—In Ontario centres one hears a great deal more
about New York than any other port as a competitor with Canadian
ports. There are some American branch factories, much of whose routing
of traffiic s done from United States headquarters, and in some cases a
good deal of it is sent through American ports. Then there are Canadian
concesns which have to use New York to get satisfactor steamship service
to certain ports. There are perhaps a very few who use New York through
force of habit, or from a belief that service through our ports would not be
satisfactory. -Moreover, the agents of American rallways are active and con-
stantly after business. Thus, considerable Canadian business goes and comes,
but principally goes, through New York.
CUGER e e §
T HAVE FOUND firms in this and other cities doing some business
through New York or Portland who are very outspoken in their
belief that Canada must mend matters and control more of her own
trade. ‘They say it is poor economy in the fong run to peglect our own
ports and send traffic away from our own railways, but no relief is at
present in sight. As one man put the case, it is important to keep in-
dustries going and people employed making goods for export, even if
competition at present compels some use-of United States ports. e
problem is a seriols one, and its complicated nature can only be under-
stood by talking with exporters and learning their difficulties. In the
export business they have been competitors in other countries, and both
rates and delivery become matters of great importance. I have yet to
find a man who actually used foreign ports by preference.

One case where lower rates via New York take the business there is that
of The Hoover Co.,, Ltd. R. E. Love, speaking for this company, showed
me records of shipments of their goods to London at twenty cents per cubic
foot.

Shipwrecked In Far North

It was at the extreme northerly point

of Labrador that the shipwreck occur-
red. ‘The Bishop’s ship was close by
and able to respond to the S.0.S. of the
shipwrecked crew.

ON BOARD THE SHIP. -

In the Nascopie the Bishop with
three other ‘Anglican clergymen and
the wife of on®pand three Catholic mis-
slonaries,one of whom was Bishop Tour-
guetil, and other passengers sailed from
Montreal on July 11, a few days after
the sister ship, The Bay Eskimo, which
had among her passengers threc An-
glican missionaries.

When Cape Chidley had been reached
there, not far from the shore, The Bay
Eskimo was seen in the thick of pack
ice. The Nascopie sailed in and around
her and then passed out a steel cable

to give her the help of a towline. The

west to south and went full speed
ahead.' About 7 a. m. on Friday spirals
of smoke were seen in the distance and
an hour and a half later the passengers
and crew of The Bay Eskimo were
found in boats and on the ice but the
ship had qmappearéd.

SHIP GOES OVER.

It seems that about 2 o’clock on
Thursday a bad leak had sprung and
in spite of every effort it kept gaining
and it was found necessary to abandon
the vessel. The boats were launched.
There were 13 of them, including the
two power boats. A plentiful supply
of gasoline, deerskins, meat and other
foods was secured, all the baggage not
in the hold was saved and passengers
and crew were taken off safely. Near-
by there was a large ice floe and on
this the marooned party spent the
night. They watched the ship as
it sank lower and lower into the
water and then upending slid down
with its valuable cargo to the bottom
of Ungava Bay. The ship sank out
of sight at 10 p.m.

TAKEN TO BURWELL.

The men proceded to make them-
selves comfortable for the night. A
tent was erected for the two women
of the party and with layers of deer-
skins between them and the ice they
were well protected. The men shared
the other deerskins. About 4 a.m.
heavy rain fell.

in the Hudson Bay Company’s service
entertained the crowd and were the
life of the party. A great cheer went
up from the Bhipwrecked party when
the Nascopie came in sight and it was
not long before the 58 marooned people
were added to the 75 on the Nascopie’s
and the boat put back to Port Bur-
well, where e crew of the Bay
Eskimo were piut ashore.

VARIETY OF CONVEYANCE.

The Nascopie had to alter her own
route to some extent. It was October
when Bishop Dewdney returned . to
Kenora, Ont. In his round trip he
covered almost 8,000 miles traveling
by steamship, motor-schooner,  motor-
hoat, canoe, on foot, by gas car, work
train caboose, ‘mixed train, ordinary
first-class and Pullman.

Up to December 10 a total of 108,500
head of cattle, or over 10 per cent. of
Canada’s public sale of commercial
cattle, were shipped to the United

and 55,400 head for the same periods
in 1924 and 1923 respectively.

MACDONALD AT
ODDS WITH PARTY

Was Close to Resignation as
Leader — Prince May
Visit Ireland

Correspondence of The Times-Star.

LONDON, Nov. 25—Rates are al-
ready being quoted at Lloyd’s for in-
surance against changes in taxation in
the 1926 budget, and it is clear that
underwriters take a somewhat pessi-
mistic view of the chances. An in-
crease in the income-tax is one of the
visks most talked about, and the
premiums asked show that underwri-
ers regard a rise of 6d. as an odds-on
chance. Insurance against taxation of
luxury articles is also beimg quoted at
high rates. !

RAMSAY MACDONALD.

A good deal of political interest has
been aroused by Ramsay MacDonald’s
. remarkable invocation to Liberals at
Northampton. The Labor leader ad-
dressed to the Liberals something be-
tween an appeal and an invitation that
they should join with the Labor Party
in resisting “the reactionaries.” 'There
is a little doubt in some quarters how
far this should be interpreted as a sug-
gestion for a Labor-Liberal alliance
at Westminster and in the constituen-
cies, and how far as a bid for actual
absorption of the advanced radical
wing of Lloyd George’s party. Infor-
mation that reaches me regarding last
week’s Locarno debate confirms my
impresgion that Mr. MacDonald has in
mind the absorption of the radicals.

TOUCH AND GO..

Though the secret has been unusu-
ally well kept, there was an acute
crisis in the Labor party over last
week’s Locarno debate. So far did
this go that I am informed that Mr.
MacDonald’s resignation as leader was
actually tendered last Wednesday, if
not formally, at all events directly.
This was in consequence of strong

" conflict of opinion within the party,|

and violent opposition to the Peace
Pact by the so-called “Reds.”” The
fatter are more than ever disposed,
under Mr. Wheatley’s tutelage, to adopt
a plan of fighting everything. Mr.
MacDonald’s personal hold over the
Labor party, less because of any great
popularityl than because he is irre-
placeable, eventually won the day, and
George Lansbury played the role of
medistor. But it now looks as though
Mr. MacDonald means to drop the
“Reds” and make a bid for the “Rads.”

SERVICE QUESTION.

I am told that, as the outcome of
the autumn army manoeuvres, a rather
&rim contest is proceeding between the
army and air force experts. One thing
brought clearly out by the mimic war-
fare was the increasing extent of aerial
activity, and the intensive machine-
gunning and bombing of troops on the
roads or in position by growing squad-
rons of aeroplanes. The present con-
troversy turns upon the practical feas-
ibility of the tactics adopted extensive-
ly at manoeuvres by the airmen. The
military people say the latter flew
much lower than would have been pos-
sible in real war, or than attempted
generally in France. This the gallant
R. A. F. men warmly contest. But at
any rate, I hear there is now a clear
demand for anti-aircraft guns and
equipmet for all army units. This is

ST. LOUIS, Dec. 17.—Marle Cheat-
ham Kistner, Bismarck, Mo., may be-
come heiress to the $100,000 fortune of
a mysterious northern woodsman whose
name even she does not know, because
in her youth she had curly hair.

Twenty-five years ago at De Soto,
Mo., there was a man of 40 who ad-

mired a lass of 15. Her curly hair,
falling in ringlets over her shoulders,
attracted him. The girl and the man
did not know each other, save for the
passing acquaintance of a small town.

Then the man left De Soto and
trekked north into the woods country,
where he built up a considerable for-
tune. In the 25 years since those
De Soto days he has thought a. great
deal of the little girl with curly halr.

Recently, requesting. that his name
never be made public, he retained John
R. Davls, local attorney, to make a
search for Marie Cheatham. Announce-
ments were published in locil news-
papers.

The woodsman had drawn up a will
leaving $100,000 to Marie Cheatham —

DODGING THE TAX MAN.

It sounds almost too good to be true,
that, In post-war Britain in this over-
taxed epoch of the twentieth century,
there are actually freemen who suc-
cessfully defy.the income tax collector
without actually breaking the, law of
this realm.

OTTO FOR HUNGARY?

Not only in Hungary, where a pro-
clamation in favor of Otto, son of the
late Emperor Carl, is said to be im-
minent, but in Austria, too, a spirit of
loyalty to the Hapsburg dynasty may
yet leaven the limp of discontent.
Here are the words of an English em-
ployer of labor, just back from Vienna,
who is not concerned either way, but
merely kept his eyes and ears open
for post-war impressions: “The old
palace has now become a place where
exhibitions are held, and for 3Y%d. one
can be shown all round the former
staterooms. Schonnenbrun, the palace
outside Vienna, has also had a similar
fate, and the rooms in which Emperor
Franz Josef lived and died are open
to inspection by the public for the
same small payment.”

“Outwardly the Austrian accepts
this with some satisfaction,” says my
informant, “but inwardly he is feeling
that what he has gained is less than
he has lost. For he loved the old em-
peror, and what the emperor repre-
sented. He accepts his republic with
resignation, but he is not a republican
at heart, and even a world war only
touches the surface” He adds:
“Though the city can never lose that
feeling. of beauty and elegance which
is given by the charm of its buildings,
both old and new, still the impression
gains that it has in some way fallen
from its high estate as a leader of
fashion and taste.”

TELL TALE

OF SAINT JOHN HILLS
AND ORIGIN OF NAMES

Garden Street Called Because of Old Time Floral
Display—Dorchester Once Was “Old Wom-
an’s Hill”’; Richmond, “Vinegar Hill.”

¢

0Old Woman’s Hill, Vinegar Hill,
Gallows Hill, are some that are seldom
heard nowadays, while the article also
recalls how some of the streets came to
have the names by which we know
them. Here are some of the old high

spots.
JAFFREY’S HILL.

Many of us are, no doubt, quite
familiar with this steep hill, and often
wish, as we trudge back and forth to
our daily work, that it would obliging-
ly turn end for end, so that we would
always be going down.

Farly in the nineteenth century, a
young Scotchman, William Jaffrey, ar-
rived in Saint John, and at once looked
around for. a suitable place to settle.
He decided on a section of land on the
slope of a steep hill, running from what
it now Coburg street into the Valley.
Here he built his home and cultivated
a fine market garden, which became
locally well known. Hence the name
“Garden” street or “Jaffrey’s” Hill.
The latter name has been for a num-
ber of years falling into disuse.

An obituary notice appearing in a
newspaper of the time records the
death of this young Scotchman: “Died,
on Thursday, 21st February, 1827, in
the 88th year of his age, Mr. William
Jaffrey, of this city, gardener, late of
Aberdeen, Scotland, leaving a wife and
two small children.” One of these chil-
dren, Willlam, afterwards became the
rector of the Parish of St. Mary’s, on
the St. John River.

OLD WOMAN'S HILL.

This hill was at one time consider-
ably steeper than it is today, and the

name is almost unknown. It Is a sis-

GALLOWS HILL

“When Fort Howe was built in 1777,
there was, of couyse, a substantial
blockhouse constructed a short distance
from the fort. With the arrival of the
Loyalists and the growth of the city,
criminals made their appearance an
as there was no place of detention,
they were confined in the blockhouse.
The first executions in Saint John took
place on the hill, east of Fort Howe
and overlooking the old Mill Pond.
The hill became known as “Gallows
Hill” and is still called by that name.

WATERLOO STAIRS

“In 1824, when the Governor of New
Brunswick, Sir Douglas Howard, came
to Saint John, he landed at the end
of South Market Wharf, then known
as the Waterloo Stairs, which at that
time were familiar- to every man,
woman, and child in the city. Down
to 1838, the Carleton Ferry landed
here—the “Waterloo Stairs”—and up to
that time the ferry was by row boat
and scows. The stairs at the end of
the North Wharf were known as the
“Trafalgar Stairs.” These “Stairs” still
remain but their names are seldom
heard, although the names, Nelson and
Wellington, still linger in our streets.

VINEGAR HILL

In the early days of the city, that
part of Richmond street, opposite the
Roman Catholic Cathedral, was known
as “Yjnegar Hill.” It was not defined
by any botindaries or authority and the
name is now very rarely heard. One
story as to the origin of the name, is
that a vinegar factory had been built
in the vicinity; another story is that
it was named after a rather historic
place in Ireland—when several families
emigrated from there to Saint John
and built their homes on the hill.

ROCKY HILL

The following account is quoted from
Rev. W. O. Raymond’s manuscript:

“The peninsula en which Parrtown
was laid out by Paul Bedell, was natu-
|rally divided into two nearly equal por-
i tions, known as the upper and lower
coves. The Upper Cove centered around
Market Slip and Lower Cove around
Reed’s Point. A high rock ledge extend-
ed across the peninsula along the line
of Princess street almost from water
to water, forming a serious barrier to
intercourse and dividing Parrtown into
two almost -distinct communities. For
some years nearly all the traffic was
along the beach at low water. It was
not tuntil 1835 that the cliff at the
foot of Princess street, near Ferry Slip,
was cut down so that a cart was able
to go up the steep ascent, which is still
called “Rocky Hill.”

CANADIAN PACIFIC COMPART-
MENT-OBSERVATION
SLEEPERS

A most attractive feature of Cana-
dian Pacific service between Saint John
and Montreal is provided by the Com-
partment-Observation sleepers which
are now running on train 15, leaving
Saint John at four o’clock in the after-
noon, and on train 16, leaving Mont-
real at seven o’clock in the evening.
Each of these cars contains one
drawing-room, three compartments, a
large observation room and an obser-
vation platform, the latter of course
being always placed at the rear end
of the train. The observation room,
which is fitted with large windows,
giving a practically unobstructed view
on three sides, is intended as a lounge
for the benefit of all sleeping-car pas-
sengers on the train. It is supplied with
the latest magazines, as well as with
stationery and a writing-desk.

Each compartment contains one low-
er and one upper berth, and all toilet
facilities, much like a drawing-room.
Patrons. traveling alone or in parties
of two, who are unable to secure a
drawing-room, will find a compart-
ment most convenient, as well as dis-
tinctly lower in price.

Needless to say, the whole car is fit-
ted up to the best Canadian Pacific
standard, thus ensiring complete com-
fort to the traveler.

A LIVING

Detroit River Angler Prefers
Vocation to His Former Feed
Business

George Cahoon of Detroit, 71 years
old, makes $100 a week and lives hap-
pily and contented on $4 a week, says
the Detroit News.

His house, which he built himself,
cost $100 and he takes it with him
when he moves by dragging it into the
Detroit River and towing it to a new
location down the river, along the
shore or on one of the islands in the
lower river.

He lives alone and is never lone-
some; he wouldn’t trade places with
anyone in the country.

The river brings him free firewood
and the fish he sells for a livelihood;
also he says the river gives him health.
In the fall there is duck shooting; in
the winter he traps muskrats.

Cahoon’s wife died, and as his chil-
dren are grown he decided on fishing
for a living, although he had been in
the feed business many years. To a
reporter he said:

“You wouldn’t think I was 71 years
old, would you? I'm never sick, always
feel spry. It’s the water and the sun-
shine that do it. I not only get my
living and my fuel from the river, but
also my health.” ,

Familiarity with carp has not bred
contempt for them in Cahoon’s case.
He says the popular attitude toward
prolific and easily caught fish is all
wrong.

“These former Europeans who eat
my carp are more finicky about their
food than Americans,” he said. “They
insist on buying their carp alive. I
keep my catches alive, the buyers who
take ’em from me haul them away in
tank trucks and they are kept in the
fish stores swimming in water.

AGCUSED TESTIFIES
N HIS OWN BEHALF

Former Highway Policeman
Tells Story of Shooting
in Houlton, Me.

——

HOLUTON, Me, Dec. 16.—Frank
H. Place, former state highway police-
man, on trial for manslaughter and
charged with the fatal shooting of
Louis Lizotte, of Connor, near Presque
Isle, last summer, while Place was in
pursuit of Lizotte’s car, suspected of
rum running, was a witness in his
own behalf today, the defence open-
ing shortly before noon. Place gave
his home as in Portland and station
as Marshill, last spring.

Speaking of his pursuit of Lizotte,
he said that when he pulled up along-
side his own speedometer was register-
ing 62 miles an hour and that when
Lizotte pulled ahead witness leaned
over and fired under the side deflector
of his own car.

BULLET DEFLECTED UPWARD.

He identified his own headlight,
where the bullet had struck and had
been deflected upward. This point
is a basis of the defence, that the
bullet was fired at Lizotte’s tires and
was deflected, going through the back
of Lizotte’s car and fatally wounding
Lizotte.

Sheriff Leon S. Howe, of Aroostook
county, testified that Place was work-
ing in co-operation with the sheriff’s
office and partially under the sheriff’s
orders.

The defnce presented a number of
witnesses who testified to the court
records of the Lizottes for various
offences.

The case is expected to reach the
jury late on Thursday.

FIRE DAMAGES
CABLESHIP TYRIAN

Fire which broke out in the store-
room on the Government cable steamer
Tyrian, tied up at the Plant wharf,
Halifax, Tuesday afternoon, caused
considerable damage {v the after sec-
tion of the steamer, both above and
below decks, and practically gutted the
officers’ quarters. The Tyrian is a ves-
sel of 1,039 gross tons, built at Glas-
gow in 1869, and has operated out of
Halifax for many years.

BRITAIN T0 DELAY
AERIAL PROGRAM

Diécision Reichied as Result
of Locarno Pacts and
‘Clearing Skies’

LONDON, Dec. 16—Sir Samuel
Hoare, head of the air ministry, an-
nounced in a speech in the Chelsea

Town Hall tonight that Great Britain
will postpone fulfillment of her present
air defence program in view of the
clearer and more peaceful European
skies resulting from the Locarno agree-
ments.

“If other nations follow this exam-
ple,” he said, “all the governments
would be enabled to avoid in the years
to come a race in armaments far more
disastrous than the world has ever
endured.”

The plan for a home defence force
of 52 squadrons remains intact but the
minister said that the normal rise in
air costs by 380 per cent. during 1926
making expenditires of over £20,000,-
000, as compared with £16,000,000 in
1925, would be materially curtailed by
recommendations he has made to the
government and which ' he believed
justified by the changed situation in

Europe.

ANADIAN-L S, 600D-
RELATIONS T0 FORE

Toronto Banker Mentions
Quota Exemption and
Exodus

NEW YORK, Dec. 16—The feeling
of equality and good will existing be-
tweeen Canada the United States was
brought to the fore at today’s session
of the Pan-American <Commercial
Congress by George Wilson, vice-presi-
dent of the Toronto Board of Trade,
and an official of the Royal Bank of
Canada.

The exemption of the Domirfon from
the quota provision of the United
States immigration law was ‘held up
by Mr. Wilson as testimony that “this
great country of yours shares the good
opinion !we hold of ourselves.” He
regarded the quota exemption, how-
ever, as a “left-handed” compliment,
and said Canadians are not altogether
comfortable in the thought that so
many of their promising young men
are emigrating to the United Stotes
from the Dominion.

Ttaking up the tariff question Mr.
Wilson advised the Congress that all
Canadians, and especially the wheat
farmers and cattle raisers, were not
enamoured of the United States’ tariff
policy. He said the tariff on this side
of the border averaged 45 per cent.
against approximately 17 per cent. on
the Canadian side.

TURKISH MINISTER
SEEKS RUSSIA'S AID

Negotiates For Support in,
Event of War Over
Mosul

LONDON, Dec. 16—The Westmins
{ster Gazette’s ‘Angora correspondent
says he learns from a reliable source
that the Turkish Minister of Agricul-
ture, Sabri Bey, has gone to Moscow,
ostensibly to study Russian agricul-
ture, but that he is really charged
with a mission to negotiate Russian
support for Turkey-in the event of
war over Mosul.

The correspondent adds: “There
is a thick atmosphere of suspicion
here (Angora), which is difficult to
dissipate. The situation must be
taken most seriously. Many Turks
profess ardently a desire for friend-
ship with Great Britain, but quick
friendly methods following the
league’s decision are essential if the
hostile elements are to be disarmed.”

Carleton Veterans Think My-
ers’ History Lacks Fitting
Canadian Reference

St. Stephen Branch of G.W/V.A.
Also Protests—Similar Stir
Few Years Ago

Myers’ General History, at present
in use in the advanced schools of the
province is objectionable in containing
predominatingly United States matter,
J. G. Hart, president of the Carleton
branch, G. W. V. A., said last night. In
reply to a question as to exactly what
was the objection taken to the book
by the Carleton branch, Mr. Hart said
that in the opinion of the members
the new edition at present in use was
even more objectionable than the old
in containing no fitting reference to
Canadian history.

Mr. Hart said that sufficient promi-
nence was not given to Canadian his-
tory in the work. He referred more
particularly to the chapter on the world
war, but the same was true of the
period prior to the war.

CHATHAM DOCKYARD

MAY BE SCRAPPED

Pembroke and Rosyth Yards
Practically Abolished— At-
tack is Made in House

LONDON, Dec. 17.—The possibility
of closing the famous Chatham dock-
yard and other drastic economies in
the Royal Navy were hinted at in the
House of Commons by W. C. Bridge-
man, First Lord of the Admiralty. He
was defending the practical abolition
of the dockyards at Pembroke in
Wales and Rosyth in Scotland, which
are to be reduced to a “care and main-
tenance” basis and had to meet a fierce
attack from Lloyd George and Scotch
members.

They harped on the ha:dship of tak-
ing away from the town of Pembroke
and the district of Rosyth Govern-
ment work, on which they depended
entirely and forcing thousands who had
bought their own houses to seek a
livlihood elsewhere. Mr. Bridgeman
admitted the hardship, but asked what
the Government was to do. It is
pledged to reduce naval expenses in
order to pay for new cruisers.

Hoping to satisfy the Welsh and
Scotch members, Mr. Bridgeman de-
clared: “I won’t say it may not be
necessary to close another dockyard
 yet, and pehraps if one is closed in
each country everyone would be sat-
isfied.”

He did not specify what particular
English dockyard he had in mind,
but speakers following bim assumed
he ‘was referring to Chatham. Ram-
say MacDonald, who generally is all
for economy, found an excuse for
voting against the Government’s
scheme by declaring he had a sus-
picion that the closing of these two
yards ‘was really the beginning of a
new  naval
world.

“I am perfectly certain,” he said,
“that the closing of these two yards
must be read with the cpening of a
rew dockyard in the Pacific. It is
simply adapting the basis of the old
system of strategy to the new sys-
temm of strategy and mor: than two
dockyards will eventualiy be scrap-
ped.”

The Government easily won on its
contention that the yards must be
scrapped by 237 votes to G5.

(2) The Board of Public Utilities
generally approve and encourage pub-
lic utility companies to issue one class
of securities only. As Mr. Mildram
says: “On one side of a balance sheet
have a security outstanding which is
exactly represented on the other side
by plant upon which money has got
to be earned to pay the dividend re-
quirements on that other.” The peti-
tioning public utility has no preferred
stock, no bonds, only commen stock,
and in this regard has almost a unique
position in the Maritime Provinces.

(8) The saving to the subscribers
would not be as great as would ap-
pear at first glance.

From a
careful examination of the: company’s
depreciation account, he finds'that full
and complete charges have been made
for the cost of the original plant re-|
placed and the cost of renewal of same. |
In addltion, a further/sum of $44-,313.19'
has been actually spent for “construc- |
tion in progress” not completed on
June 30, 1925, and that the company |
has incirred obligations for the expen-|
diture of $43,410.81 which will be neces—‘
sary to compiete the jobs represented
as “in progress” on June 30 and, in
addition, a still further amount of
$58,503 has been authorized in the cur-
rent 1925 budget—a sum total of $810,-
388.82.

In his opinion the company is fully
justified at this time in asking for the
authorization of the proposed issue. Mr.
Mildram points out that the comfbany,
following a common procedure of pub-
lic tilities, as new plant extensions
and betterments become necessary,
have temporarily borrowed from their
reserves and from the bank.

TEMPORARY LOANS

These temporawy bank loans, which
amount, it would seems to some $120,- |
000, were made with the knowledge of |
our board and with the approval of
our expert, as expressed in previous
reports, as a saving to the subscribers,
since the loans.were costing alightly
over six per cent. as against eight per
cent. dividend to the shareholders. Un-
der these circumstances and since it
was thoroughly understood that these
loans were of a temporary nature, the
argument urged before this board, that
in a period of easier money the banks
should be willing to continue the loan,
does not seem to be o the point. It is
probable, considering the standing off
the company and its management, that
the loans- could be temporarily in-
creased if the increased capital now
requested is refused by this board and
the company wish to carry on their
present expansion of business. We do
not believe that we have any right to
make any such demand upon the com-
pany. It seems sufficient to the board
that the company now wish to liquidate
their temporary bank indebtedness.

MR. KELLEY.,

It was argued by Mr. Kelley, K. C.,
whose sense of public duty in this
matter the board wishes to ¢ommend,
that he has not had an opportunity to
study the Mildram report and that
some part of the $664,161.32 is not pro-
perly capitalizable. The board appre-
ciates Mr. Kelley’s position. At the
same time it is satisfied--that Mr:
Mildram- has for our consideration, as
he states, detailed figures for all
charges to plant betterments and the
data which supports his conclusion, as
he stated verbally.. It could not be
urged, however, that Mr. Mildram was
so far astray that $150,000 of the $664,-
161.32 was not capitalizable, Mr.
Kelley, K. C., himself admitting as
one item alone the $62,948.53 used for
the purchase of-real estate. It is $150,~
000, which this board proposes to au-
thorize for immediate issue.

The board might easily be persuaded
that a larger immediate issue be au-
thorized, but feels that in the best in-
terest of the company and the stability
of its stock that a larger .issue is not
advisable.

QUESTION OF RATES,

We cannot find that the question of
rates is involved, although we agrze
with Mr. Kelley rather than with the
company’s. representatives that the
question of rates might be involved
with increased capitalization. The
company has come out of a period of
lean years in good financial condition
and had a small surplus last year, not-
withstanding the material cut in rates
of a year and a half ago. With an an-
ticipated increase in business, we may
look forward to another decrease rather
than an increase in rates.

BONDS, OR STOCK.

It was urged before this board that
the company should be compelled to
| issue bonds rather than stock for the
| additional monies they require. The
proposition is at least interesting. Mr.
{ A. N. Carter, for the company, argues
| that the board has no authority to com-
pel the company to do so, basing his
contention on the wording of Chapter
15 of the 1921 Act. Outside of the
legal difficulties, we are influenced by

Mr. Inches further argued that under
an act of 1907 “An Act Respecting
Telephone Companies” Section 8 sets
forth what in the opinion of the legis-
lature is a reasonable dividend or in-
terest rate and fixes it at 8 per cent.
While not agreeing with Mr. Inches
that we “must” permit an 8 per cent.

Dominion Participation in
Affairs of Pan-American
Congress Pledged

Trade of Country Increased 400
Per Cent. in Last Twenty
Years

EW YORK, Dec. 16—Cana-

dian participation in Pan-
American affairs was promised
the Pan-American Congress to-
night by Frederick Hudd, Cana-
dian Trade Commissioner, in
New York and delegate to the
congress in an address which he
had been authorized by telegram
to make in behalf of his govern-
ment.

The present congress is the
first ever attended by Canadian

representatives.

Mr. Hudd said the Dominlon has
made phenomenal progress. “Al
though she has one-twélfth of the
population of the United States, Can-
ada does nearly one-fourth as much
trade with the world and &he occu-
ples second place among the world’s
greatest per capita -exporters. In
twenty vears the population of Can-
ada has increased 65 per cent, her
trade 400 per cent, her crop produc-
tion 400 per cent, and the capital of
her manufacturing industries 70 per
cent. Canada’s credit was never bet-
ter than it is today, which is an evi-
dence of the estimate which the out
side world places upon the character
of Canadians.

“Canadian capital invested in Cen-
tral and South America is considerable
and Canada’s trade with the United
States and the countries of Central and
South America Is steadily growing.

“Canada will, therefore, continue to
play an increasingly important part in
the development and prosperity of the
Western Hemisphere® Canada believes
In co-operation with all the countries
on this continent.

Sir Basil resigned from the Scotland
Yard Secret Service in 1921.

He was the guest of vari-
ous clibs and also’ of the New Yeork
Police Department. He has been dec-
orated by foreign governments and has
written many books on subjects from
“The Story of Dartmoor Prison” to
“South Sea Yarns” and “The Diver~
sions of a Prime Minister.”
