That war proved so ruinous
to the United States that the government
was glad to make peace on almost any
terms; indeed if it had been persevered
in, the New Engalnd States might have
seceded from the Union,for although the
American people may be bungry for
glory they are still more hungry for food.
But in 1812 New York was a small city
of 96,000 inhabitants and the-other cities
of the Union were likewise small.. Now
there are almost three mi
of people in New York city, Brook-
lyn, Long Island City, Jersey City, New-
ark and the other suburbs of New York
.and—the blockade of that port which
" would put an end to the export trade
would throw hundreds of thousands of
people out of employment and produce
riots and domestic troubles which no
armed force in the United States could
quell. The same thing would occur
in the other great centres of popula-
tion so that the idea of war with a
first-class power which could blockade
the ports of the United States is absurd.

THE TELEGRAPH.

The changes in the proprietorship of
the Telegraph have recently been the
subject of a good deal of rumor, and it
is now asserted quite positively that
the actual transfer of the property will
take place on the 12th inst.
