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MAY PRECIPITATE A WAR.

THE OPENING OF THE DARDAN-
ELLES TO RUSSIAN VOLUNTEERS.

Must e—France will
Support the Sultan, While the Drei=
bund will be on England’s Side,Per-
haps—Salisbury Active.

Loxpox, Sept. 4.—The semi-official
statement which the Porte issued yes-
terday in regard to the agreement with
Russia touching the passage by the
Russian volunteer fleet through the
Dardanelles is quickening the British
Foreign office in its efforts to obtain
concerted action on the part of the
treaty powers in demanding farther ex-
planations from the Porte. Within two
days Lord Salisbury’s attitude appears
to have changed from one of pretended
indifference into one of keen diplomatic
activity. From Chateau Crue, where he
still abides, he has roused the officials
of the foreign department here, through
whom night and day cipher despatches
pass in a stream to and from the Euro-
pean capitals.

A high official of the department takes
the view that the Russo-Turkish agree-
ment will make necessary an early
demonstration - on the part of Great
Britain even if she has to act alome.
Lord Salisbury’s position is that the
Russo-Turkish agreement is an evagion
of the treaty of Paris. Turkey could not
agsent to an open and flagrant violation
of the treaty by giving Russia the right
to send warships through the straits,
but she makes concessions tantamount
to the same privilege in permitting the
passage through the Dardanelles of a
volunteer fleet equipped with guns and
filled with soldiers. British interven-
tion ultimately appears to be inevitable.
The Paris Temps compares the Rus-
sian volunteer fleet with the British
sleamers bnilt for arming in time of war.
The fact is when the treaty of Paris was
concluded it was not foreseen that ves-
gels would be designed of mixed mer-
chant and war character. The Temps
distinctly indicates that the French gov-
ernment intends to support the Sultan’s
right to enter into a special contract with
Russia outside of the articles of the
treaty. With the straits trouble is di-
rectly involved the question of Egypt.
Moukhtar Pa-ha, the Porte’s commission-
erat Cairo, has renewed his demand
through the Khedive for the evacution
of Egypt by the English. Cairo advices
state thatif this demand is refused Mou-
khtar will ask th e Sultan to relieve him
and leave the post vacant as a protest.
The British ambassador at Constatino-
ple. Sir William White, is on the worst
possible terms with the Sultan, who has
repeated excuses to avoid seeing him,
and it isreported tonight that Sir Wil-
liam is about to be replaced.

The Austrian ambassador in Turkey,
Baron von Calice, who has been on leave
at Vienna, had a long conference with
Count Kalnoky in regard to the Dardan-
elles question, and started to return to
Constantinople yesterday, charged to
support England’s diplomatic policy.

Sight at Asbury Park, N. J.

AsBury Pagrk, N. J., Sept. 5.—The vis-
itors who journeyed to the beach early
this morning to watch the unusunally
heavy sea were treated to a sight rarely
witnessed near shore.

About 9 o’clock the'wind was blowing
furiously from the northeast. Suddenly
the sea at a spot near the shore, was
unusually agitated, and as the eyes of
all were directed to the spot a huge wat-
erspout formed and began moving sea-
ward in a southeasterly direction.

The volume of water was balloon-
shaped, and was fully 300 feet high.
There were no vessels in its track, but
Tylee Emmons, a fisherman,narrowly es-
caped being caughtby the mountain o
water.

THE CENSUS.

The duty of the Common Council in
regard to the census is clear. There must
be a recount under the auspices of the
city and that without any unnecessary
delay. Itis impossible that St. John
could have lost 2000 of its population
since 1881 and if the census this year is
correct, then that of 1881 must haye
been greatly astray. It is the duty
of the city to see just what our popula-
tion is, so that we may fully understand
our position. Last year, Mr. John Lovefl
took a census of Montreal, which not
only included the population, but also
the manufacturing industries of that
city, the religions of the people and
other particulars. If Mr. Lovell could
do this, as a private individual, it sure-
ly can be done by the corporation of St.
John, which has all our citizens at its
back. The talk indulged in by some of
the aldermen that g recount would be
too costly should not be listened to for a
moment. If an enumeration that would
vindicate the position of St.John cost
$100,000 it would be cheaper than to let
matters stand as they are, depreciating
the value of our real estate and
destroying the credit of our city.
But such an enumeration will not
cost more than $500 and if the
gity is unable to pay that sum let the
members of the common council con-
tribute it out of their pay as aldermen
which amounts to $2,600 a year. This
is a matter in regard to which the people

and their cattle, sheep and hogs and
their products have always yielded them
aliberal return. Notwithstanding the
great advance in the bulk of their wheat
crop, we think it will be found that their
other crops have in no degree diminish-
ed, and that their herds are just as num-
erous as ever. The augmentation of
the wheat crop is the result of a better
system of farming, the devotion of more
time to agricultural employments and a
wise determination that so far as pos-
sible the island shall grow its own food.
On Prince Edward Island asin the other
Maritime Provinces, the farmers have
hitherto, to a considerable  ex-
tent, acted as jncks-of-all-trades
and failed to win success in
either. The farmer who would succeed
cannot spend two or three months of
the year fishing, lumbering or coasting.
The farm is a jealous mistress and re-
sents the slightest appearance of neglect.
Our farmers have thought that by some
outside employment for two or three
months in the year they could in the
easiest manner procure a Supply ©
ready money, but this is a mistake; and
not only is a mistake but it is a humila~
tion ; a humilation for the proprietor of
a part of God’s own world, to act as a
servant for a fellow-being. There are
exceptions of course, as there are to all
rules; some men, Who have by
accident come into  the posses-
sion of land are incapable of
making themselves useful except under
the supervision of some one superior in
energy and intelligence to themselves.
Much easier would it be, as well as much
more honorable, for the farmer to add to
his income by the cultivation of small
fruits, the raising of poultry or garden
vegetables, all of which are in constant
demand, than by fishing in the rivers or
off the coast, making one or two coasting
voyages before the mast or spending a few
weeks in the lumber woods. If our farm-
ers would give their attention exclusive-
1y to their farms New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia might just as well produce
all the wheat they consume as Prince
Edward Island. On the shores of the
Bay of Fundy it is not likely that wheat
could ever be relied upon as a certain
crop because of the rust to which it is
very liable, but Kent, Gloucester, Res-
tigouche, Northumberland, Victoria and
Carleton counties are as well adapted
to the raising of wheat as are any of the
counties of Prince Edward Island, and
o are the counties of Cumberland, Col
chester, Pictou and Antigonish in Nova
Scotia and some parts of Cape Breton.
We would like to see the cultivation of
wheat entered into intelligently in those
districts; in brief we would like to see
the Maritime Provinces produce all the
substantial necessities of life that they
require, only excepting tea, coffee, sug=
ar and some minor articles which o
necessity we have to procure abroad.
et

NOTE AND COMMENT.

If- there is any state in the’ Union
which might be expected to show 2
large increase in its rural population it
is Ohio, but the total increase of the
population of Ohio between 1880 and
1890 outside the cities did not amount

taken, the shipbuilding of St. John and
itg vicinity died out entirely. Even at
that date there were at least eight ship-
yards right in St. John, and some time
previous when the city was believed to
be in such a prosperous condition as it
has never since attained, there were
quite sixty shipyards which drew their
supplies from St. John. That this in-
dustry was an apparent source of pros-
perity, is too evident to deny. It could
be easily estimated how many men found
employment in these shipyards, what
amount of yearly wages they received,
and how much money the shipyards dis-
bursed among the divers traders of the
country. Nevertheless this indusiry
was not unattended by evils. 1t was
subject to periods of depression and hun-
dreds of artisans called here by the in-
ducement of high wages, during a boom
in the building of ships, were often
thrown out of ‘employment. I can re-
member when every second ring at the
door announced a lady with a basket.
Now I seldom hear from them—Our pride
at least has not declined.

Wasit the National policy that killed
out the shipbuilding industry ? No, it
was the demand for iron and steel ships.
Some of our people having made money
from shipbuilding took it away, or lost
it in speculations,—tbey did not think of
building the new style required, nor did
we ever extend a very cordial invitation
to foreign capital to undertake iron ship-
building here. The years 1880-81 wit~
nessed the greatest revival in the lam-
ber trade for nearly twenty years, but
still the trade was nothing to that of
years before, when a hundred square-
rigged vessels in port was no uncom-
mon sight. What an enormous quan-
tity of lumber was cut in our mills, and
shipped in our vessels to England, at
prices profitable to all concerned.

Was the decline in this great indusiry
caused by the national policy ? That
would be too absurd an idea foreven the
Grit papers to entertain. They content
themselves in this case with chronicling
the decline of the lumber trade from
year to year, make no comment, and
suggest no remedy. It may be a very
selfish argument to advance in favor of
a preferential trade arrangement be-
tween England and her colonies, yet is
nevertheless true, that the partial ex-
clusion of European timber from Eng-
Jish markets would materially benefit
our trade. Why so much of our lumber
is shipped from outports is a matter
worthy of consideration. Again, how-
ever, much the lumber trade may
wane or increase, it must not be forgot-
ten that the forest is a principal source
of our wealth, and the careful conserva-
tion and propogation of trees & matter of
much interest to us, There is a gentle-
man named Edward Jack. very well
known in this province, whose views on
this matter should none the less be
heeded, because he has studied it so well.

For some years St. John enjoyed the
benefit of the manufacture of shooks
used in thesugar trade. It is well known
how profitable and how widely benefi-
cial this trade was,but before the nation-
al policy was adopted, the West Indies
had taken to shipping the sugar in bags.

While these staple sources of wealth
were slipping from us, did we do all that

rye crop (upon which the poorer

the shortage. Last year the European
classes
in such countries as Russia,
Germany and Austria subsist) amounted
to 1,040 millions, while this year the
yield will not be over 640 millions.
That the deficiencies abroad exist as
stated above, there seems to be no
reasonable doubt, and as America is the
only country with a large surplus of
wheat, Europe must turn to us. Euro-
peans have not been educated to eat our
corn, and it has been a matter of com-
ment that our government has never
taken any active steps to bring about
that result. However, with the large
existing shortages abroad, corn will
have to be accepted for food, and once
the experiment is tried, it is not likely
to be relinquished, as corn is much
more nutritions than either wheat or
rye. iy

The movement of grain  at interior
points has been very heavy, the receipts
showing an increase of 65 per cent over
last year. The immediate effect of this
is seen in the increased earnings of sev-
eral railroads, whose statements have
lately been published, and suggests some
idea of what may be expected in the
future, when the movement becomes
more general. Another promising fea-
ture, in fact the most encouraging @ign
that has yet appeared, is the announce-!
ment that a consignment - of $2,500,000
gold has been engaged for shipment to
this country from the Continent. It is
understood that these are “special” trans-
actions, as the rates of exchange are not.
yet low enough to admit of gold being
imported at a profit. It will be remem-
bered that a great part of the gold re-
cently shipped from this country was
taken from us under what was termed
“gpecial” transactions. It is highly
gratifying, therefore, that the first con-
signments of the return flow should come
back to us under the same heading.

The money market, during the past
week, has shown signs of working a
little closer, the rates for demand loans
one day having advanced to 6 per cent.
while time loans command the fall 1."?‘
rate for nearly all dates. This is but
natural at this time of the year, as the
currency movement is always against
this centre, owing to the urgent demand
for money to move the crops. Still,
there seems to be no grounds for un-
easiness on this score, as the imports of
gold, which are expected to continue,
will be apt to check any tendency to-
wards stringency in money.

Fast Railroading.

«There is an item going the rounds of
the press again concerning the higher
speed of European railroads as compared
with those of this country,” remarked
the travelling auditor of one of Chicago's
trunk lines the other night at the Palmer
House. “It should be called in. It
juggles with the truth. I spent last
Summer in Europe, and while there I
studied the railroad situation pretty
thoroughly. The average speed of our
passenger trains is considerably higher
than the average of similar trains in
England, Germany or France. England
has two trains and Germany one which
make very fast time for comparatively
short distances, but all things consider-

THE COMMON COUNCIL AND THE HARBOR.

The working men of St John are be-
ginning to come to the conclusion that
there is too much politics in this city
and too little energetic effort to take ad-
vantage of our opportunities. There is
not anywhere in America & harbor better
fitted by nature to do a large business
than that of St John, yet no effort is
made to improve it. Some years ago
every one in St John was anx-
jous for the  construction  of the
Short Line to Montreal, as
means of bringing the winter in transit
trade of the upper provinces to this city,
but now that the road is built, no effort
is made to give such terminal facilities
as will enable the in transit trade to be
done. The city has indeed purchased
the Carleton Branch and Sand Point
wharf for $40,000 and given it to the Can-
adian Pacific Railway Co., but the latter,
for the present at least, will do no more
tban complete the wharf extension to
the length of 400 feet, so that a sugar
1aden vessel can lie at it. Of the 20,000,-
000 bushela of grain which Manitoba
and the Northwest will have for export
this year not one bushel will come this
way, because we have neither wharves
nor grain elevators. The working men
of St. John know right well why we have
neithar wharves, grain elevators nor a
dry dock and why the in transit trade
of Canada must now passus by. St.
John has been sacrificed because a few
politicians in St. John preferred their
own partizan interests to the interests of
the city. Men who a year or two before
had been doing their utmost to float a
dry dock scheme now declared that no
dry dock was needed. When it was pro-
posed to subsidize a private party
to build wharves and a grain
elevator it was announced that the city
ought to build and own its own wharyes.
This kind of talk answered its purpose,
the Dominion subsidy of $10,000 a year
was lost; the Provincial subsidy of $2,-
1,00 a year was also lost and St. John
does not possess a single wharf at which
a vessel can lie and land a bushel of
grain. There must, we suppose, be mon-
ey in this for the howling partizars who
have succeeded in putting a stop to har-
bor improvement; but what of the work-
ing men who are denied employment
and who find their hopes defeated and
destroyed by political tricksters? Where
are the wharves which the city was to
build on the west side of the harbor this
summer? We were told that St. John
could borrow as much money as it need-
ed for wharf building at 3§"per cent.
‘Where are these ; prophets now, in view
of the fact that our 4 per cents for the
Main street pavement had to be sold be-
low par? The time has come when

No one will pretend to s2y that Illinois
is not a greatand fertile state, yet the
rural population of that state did not
increase between 1880, and 1890. The
total increase of the state during the de-
cade was 749,000 and of this 545,000 went
tothe credit of Chicago. The other
towns of the state made up the remain-
der of the increase and the rural popula-
tion stood still.

The silly Telegraph on Saturday, ac-
cepting the census of New Brunswick as
correct, drew a comparigof! between this
province and the New England states
very unfavorable to us. In Massachu-
setts, the most prosperous of the New
England states, the only increase in the
population has been in the towns and
cities, the seats of manufacturing indus-
tries. The rural population of Massa-
chusetts has declined. Thesame is true
of New York state. The increase of that
state in ten years was 915,000 but the
towns of 10,000 inhabitants and upwards
increased 1,020,000 0 that the rural popu-
lation of this fine state actually declined.
If our rural population has not increased
we stand in good company. As for our
towns and cities their population has in-
creased, although the census of St. John
seems to show a contrary state of affairs.

ent, are we Now employing our energies
and our surplus capital to the best ad-
vantage? It was intended by the nation-
al policy that we should manufacture for

our own markets, and the growth of
Hamilton and other Canadian cities i8
owing to the fact that they did so. Capi-
tal 18 needed in business enterprises to-
day, more than ever, yetsome St. John
investors seemed unaware of that fact.

The export of lime is a business which
has been recently lost. The people of
the United States do not wish to use any
lime not burned in that country. They
are intensely patriotic.

The loss of or decline in our export
trade in certain lines has caused a
heavy loss in wealth perhaps, but who
will suggest a remedy ?

Leading merchants speaking at the
board of trade meetings are very vague.
Some of them are quite sure the popu-
lation has declined, they also feel quite
sure the cause is the protective tariff.
They would not surely say the tariff
caused the decline in shipbuilding, the
lumber trade, the trade in sugar, shooks
or hme. But they say living is more
expensive. So it is the world over.
There is more gold in the world now
than forty years ago, and it has to be
expended.

Thete is one road to wealth suggested,
and that is the extinction of Canada.
If our people must live in the United
States, they say, let them live in this
part of that countay. Esau was hungry,
but these people are only itchy.

Our people go away sometimes be-
cause they long for luxury and pleasure.
As a general rule they get not much of
either. If they acquire wealth it is only
after such toil as we do not condemn
ourseves to here, and such toil as unfits
men for the enjoyment of a higher life.
It is open to question, however, if we do
all that we might toward the intellectual
advancement and the rational enjoy-
ment of our people. For the attainment
of these objects it is necessary to betruly
patriotic and self denying. The loss of
wealth through speculation to which the
Gazerre referred not long ago is a sub-
ject of serious importance, When the
people of the United States gamble in
stocks or produce, they lose or they win,
it ma tters not, their country is the bank,
the wealth is still there. But, unfortu-
nately for people of other countries
when they gamble in United States rail-
ways, or become entangled in the wheat
or pork corner UncleSam is the croupier.
So we have paid tribute toour neighbors
of many hundred thousand dollars from
this city alone.

THEPROWLER AGAIN.

This Time He Deliberatly Insults =
Party of Ladles—He is & New Hand
—The Police After Him.

Itis a disgrace to the city of St. John
that two demons such as were referred to
in Tae Gazerre a few evenings since,
should be allowed to roam around the
streets engaging in the lowest crimes on
earth and still escape arrest by the police.

Where is the efficient police force Chief
Clark claims to have? Where are the
policemen, the residents of the eastern
end of Princess and Orange streets ask,
for one is never seen around that locality.

1t is now several weeks since these two
men first commenced their work of in-
sulting women on ihe public streets.

Last Saturday evening while three young

ladies were sitting on a doorstep of &

house on Wentworth street, one of these
fellows came along, passing them several
times, then crossed the street and under
the glare of the electriclight exposed his
person. A minute or two later, Detective

Ring came in sight on his way home,

grabbed the man by the throat but ime

mediately gave him his liberty again.

The person above mentioned is short,
stout, dark hair and usually wears dark
clothes. The person who is generally
seen with him is tall, rather stout with a
red nose. He usually wears a high
brown hard hat with flat top.

One evening last week five young men
with blood in their eyes covered a large
portion of the eastern end of the city
within the bounds of Orange, Carmarth-
en and Elliott Row but they were not to
be seen nor was a policeman observed.

As 1t is now, no lady is safe on the
streets after dark simply because two
creatures whom the police cannot catch
lurk around in alleys and on corners
striving to insult and ruin them.

These men also frequent other portions
of the city. On Wednesday evening last
a lady was chased on Paddock street by
them.

Detective Ring was seen by & GAZETTE
reporter this morning. He said he was
going home with some parcels and in
passing the corner of Wentworth and
Princess street he saw a mau standing
on the corner. From the man’s actions

; he suspected that he bad been exposing

his person though he was not positive.
However he warned the fellow
and gave him a good shaking.
After he had let him go he
noticed the ladies on the opposite side
of the street and crossing over question-
ed them. What they told him caused
bim to leave his parcels and start in
pursuit of the man he bad seen but af-
ter an hour's search he was obliged to
give up as the man had disappeared.

An effort will be made to trace the man
and bring bim  before the court. The
great difficulty in such cases as this is to
get ladies to testify as they do not wish
their names published.

He Has Gone Away.

William . Mayman, the steeple-jack
who climbed the Gas Works’ chimney
and was to have repaired it left town
suddenly on Friday night last. He had
not completed his work at the gas
house chimney and he did not collect
his bill of $15, the amount he was to
have received for making the repairs.

This morning & GAZETTE reporter visited
the house of Charles Shaw, on the City
road, where Mayman resides. Shaw is
algo a steeple-jack and has ciimbed seve-
ral steeples in England and numerous
flag poles in this city. :

He told the reporter that he and May-
man had the job of repairing the gas
works chimney together, but the con-
tract was signed by Mayman who did
the business. On Friday afternoon
Mayman came to Shaw and told him he
was going away to the States. Shaw asked
him to finish his job and pay his board
first, but Mayman said he was going
away at once and would send the amount
of his board after a while.

Mayman has had a somewhat checq-
uered career and has only recently been
discharged from Dorchester where he
was confined for a short period as the
result of an assault committed on an of-
ficial during a drunken brawl. - He has
lived in St. John before and has a wife
here, but at the present time she is %iv-
ing with another man.
