MURDERER'S
LAST MESSAGE

HOW CHESTER GILLETTE
WENT TO HIS DOOM

Salyer of “Billy Brown” Urges
YoungMen to Follow
Christ.

Auburn, N. Y., March 30.—Unmoved '
and without showing the faintest sign
of emotion of any kind Chester Gillette
was put to death in an electric chair
at Auburn this morning. The eleetro-
cution ‘'was the most successful that
ever took. place in the local prison. But
one contact was made to carry the
mandate of the law . into effect and
when that was over the murderer of
Grace or “Bllly” Brown had been
avenged and the slayer had paid the’
penalty of giving a life for a life.

In every-way the electrocution was a
success and the officials of. the prison,
all of whom had feared that there
might be some untoward event in con-
nection with the execution, were more
than pleased. The electrocution was
marked tflroughout with celerity and
the minutest detail of it was carried
out to its culmination. .

The man was declared dead by the
official at 6:18 a. m., but by the watches
held by some of the newspaper report-
ers it was two minutes after that time
when the warden announced it.to the
witnesses and the attendants.

“Gentlemen, the physiciang annaunce
that the man is dead.”

W’ttnmes assembled-at'the wn'den 8
office at-8 o’clock and: at §:10 the march
froni iHe office down through ihe south
wing of the prison to the death cham-
bérs was startesd, - This was qnldkly
over and ‘at 6:11, when the state élec-
trician, ‘Mr.. Davis, made his test of the'
machinery, the witnesses ‘were all on

-hamad.and had their seats asslgned to

‘them.

The test being finished, the word was
given :and the door leading from the
death cell was opened. @illette walk-
ed firmly and looking neither to the
right nor.the left, came briskly along
the row and into the chamber. On
either gide of him was a ministér’' of
the Gospel, Chaplain - Herrick .o his:
right and Mr. Macliravy on His Jeft.

It was 6:12 when the little party ‘en-
tered the chamber and the work of
strapping the man to the . chair .was
quickly over. The contact was put on
at 6:14, and switched off-at 6:15. Imme-
diately afterwards Dr, Shitzka, the
noted alienist, made an examination of
the heart. Other heart examinations

- SUMMONED FOR TAXES

Surprise Sprung Upon Resi-
dents of Island City—Ex-
cuses and Evasions.

Ladysmith, March 27—So mMany warn-
ings have been issued by sucessive
councils in Ladysmith that they have
come to-be regarded merely as bluffs
and vapourings. It was all the bigger

| surprise, therefore, to some dozen citi-

zeng when to-day they received a blue
paper summoning them to appear be-
fore the local magistrates. ' The sum-
monses were issued on two charges, the
first that of keeping dogs without 'a li-
cense, and the second, that of running
dirty water on to the streets, contrary
to the health by-law of the city.

It would appear in.connection with
the dog, taxes that these have been col-,
lected .in rather a haphazard mannér,
and that a great-deal of latitude as to

:time Hag been given to the -ewners to

pay for the licenses However, the city
by-law states that the tax shall be paid
by February 21 of each year, and seven
persons, some of them prominent eiti-
zens, were hauled up for not paying the
tax. One man clajmed that as a mem-
ber of the fire brigade he had been told
that he was exampted from the pay-
ment of all municipal taxes. He had
n:t paid the tax for his dog because of
this.

In the other cases the defendants
pleaded ignorance of the by-law and
the custom of previous years. Two of
them stated that they had paid their
dog taxes when they paid their other
municipal taxes, and another asserted
that Constable Callander last year col-
lected his tax. One gentleman pleaded
that he never knew the tax was due,
and that if he had received any noti-
fication he would have paid up. He
protested against the manner in which
the ease had been brought up, and gave
notice that if he were charged costs he
would appeal the case.

Magistrates Nicholson and Matteson
heard the cases and fined each man $2
and costs:

Five citizens were then charged with
running dirty water 6n to ‘the streets,
and thereby endangering the public
health. The first man pleaded that he
had not known he was violating the

by-laws, and promised he would amend

the nuisance to-morrow. The second
stated that he was only the tenant of
the house he was occupying. There
were no drains and no sewer, The land-
lord, Captain Collister, of Victoria, re~
fused to put any in, and what was he
to do? - He could not carry the water
down to the bay, and what was he going
to do with it? He had followed the in-
structions given -him by Constable Cal-
lander, Two of the others pleaded guil-
ty, one remarking that he @id not see
any other place to put the water. The
fifth pleaded not guilty and explained
that he had put in a box drain ending
in a cess pool, properly stoned and
covered up, at the edge of the road. He
deni®d that there was any dirty water
on the street, or any kind of a smell or
& nuisance,

Justice Matteson, after discussing
the cases with Mayor Nicholson, an-
nounced to the accused that they had
decided to give them a chance to de
something with the nuisancés charged
against them. The court would adjourn
unti] next Wednesday evening at 7
o’clock, and, in the meantime, they
could clean up the places to the satis-
faction of the sanitary inspector.

HE RETALIATES BY
FIRING AT ASSAILANTS

Two Men Wounded in Wash-
ington Street Car
» Fracas.

Washingtén, D, C., March 28.—The
shooting of Moses Lundy, a negro; and
Thos. MecCreary, a white man, in a
Pennsylvania avenue street car last
night by Congressman Thos. H. Heflan,
of Alabama, created a sensation in
Washington. The negro received a dan-
gerous wound in the neck, and Mec-
Creary was slightly wounded in the
leg. Mr. Heflan authorized. his col-
league, Represetative Clayton, to pre-
pare a statement giving his version of
the affray, and in accordance with this
iWilsh Mr. Clayton gave out the follow-
ng:

The facts, as I have gathered them,
are substantially as follows: Congress-
men Ellerbee and Heflan were riding
down Pennsylvania avenue in the di-
rection of the Capitol, about three
o’clock. Ellerbee observed before he
left the corner of Sixth street two
negros drinking. whiskey and cursing
in the presence of a lady who sat on a
seat ‘with them. He remonstrated with
the two negroes about their conduct,
and told them to cease their cursing
and ‘swearing. After this occurrence
Representative Ellerbee got off the car
on the webt side of Sixth street to go
to the Metropolitan hotel where -he
boarded, leaving no one on the car but
Mr. Hefien, the lady ond the two ne-
groes, Ellerbee did not anticipate any
further trouble, but as. he alighted
from the car he was attracted by the
noise 0f a scuffie between Mr. Heflan
and the two negroes. He heard one of
the negroes use vile language toward
Mr. Heflan. Heflan was being assault-
ed in front of the St. James hotel, a
run of about 100 feet. Mr. Heflan drew
his revolver to defend himself and
struck one of his assailants on the
head. One made a motion as if to draw
a weapon. from his pocket, and at the
moment  the other rushed at Heflan.
They struggled to the platform, and
the representative forced both of them
to the street. When off the car the two
negroes renewed their vile oaths, and
turned with the evident intention of
renewing their attack. Mr. “Heflan
fired two shots with his revolver
through one of the car fvindows. He
did not aim at either of the two ne-
groes,, but shot at the ground with the
inténtion of dissuading them from con-
tinuing ‘their assault. One bullet
glanced and struck McCreary in the
leg. McCreary, accompanied by his
wife, was about to board the: car. Mrs.
McCreary. also heard the vile oaths of
the two negroes.

Mr. Clayton  explained that Mr.
Feflan had Tecently secured permis-
sion to carry.a revolver because,” of
threatening letters he had received as
the result of his activity towards get-
ting a “Jim Crow” law passed in the
district of Columbia. Representative
Heflan was arrested, but later was re-
leased on $5,000 bail,

They are paid out of
the U. S. treasury to perform a public
service at their posts, attending to their
public duties, but yet will find them
devoting all their energies to the poli-
tical field, bargaining, bartering, cajol-
ing, threatening, and in the south fight-
ing with fists, with. clubs, for the nomi-
nation of Mr, Taft,

“In Virginia the other day every
federal officer-holder in the seventh
congressional district from the top to
the bottom was in the convention that
chose delegates for Mr. Taft.

THE SCHOOLS

TRUSTEES DISCUSSED
DANGER FROM CHINESE

Trustee Board Forced to Expel
Youth—Proposal to Sep-
arate Races.

The danger of allowing Chinese
youths to attend the classes with white
children was considered by the school
board at a meeting held last night,
when the board took action to expel
from the schools Chan Wun King, a
boy of sixteen, who has been employing
his spare time in drawing obscene plc-
tures in the exercise books of little
white children. This action was taken
on a report from the Rock Bay school,
which had been investigated by Chair-
man jay and Trustee Staneland. Mr. Jay
at the time of the investigation sus-

pended Chan Wun King for a week and
the board last night upheld his actlon
and made the suspension permanent.
One of the results of this occirrence is
that the board will consider the separ-
ation of the Chinese and white pupils.

The King case was brought up by
Chairman Jay, who told of the investi-
gation, conducted by himself and Trus-
tee Staneland, following the receipt
of complaint that some of the very
young children of the Rock bay school
were bringing home in their exercise
books drawings of a most obscene
character.’ One of these children was
six and a half and another seven years
old. Everything pointed to Chan Wun
Kin.as the guilty party and he: later
confessed to having drawn some of the
pictures. He had accordingly suspend-
ed him and the matter was now up to
the board. At the present time there
were 24 Chinese pupils on the roll in
the room in which the trouble occur-
red, six of whom he would judge to be
between 16 and 18 years of age. These
youths were allowed to mix with chil-
dren six and seven years old. The
board was not bound by law to provide
education for youths over sixteen,

Trustee Staneland corroborated what
Mr. Jay had said. He suggested the
use of Rock bay school for Chinese
only. It was a disgrace the way the
well grown Chinese youths were al-
lowed to mix with white children of
tender years in the city schools.

. Trustee McNeil said he approved the

action of the chairman in suspending
Chan Wun King and would movye that
he be expelled from schoo] for all -time.
Tyustee Bishop seconded . this -resolu-
tion, which carried .unanimously,

Trustee Christie suggested that a
committee be appointed to inyestigate
the whole question of Chinese in the
city schools. \

Trustee Staneland pressed for the
adoption of his proposal for the sole use
-of Rock bay school by Chinese. The
Chinese must be separated from the
white pupils some time and he thought
that now wag the time to do it.

During the discussion Chairman Jay
said that following the suspension of
Chan Wun King other Chinese pupils
had left the classes in the Rock bay
school and he had received a letter
from George A. Morphy acting on be-
half of their parents on the subject. 1t
appeared that the parents of these chil-
dren had taken it for granted that Chi-
nese were to be shut out of the schoals
altogether, He had told Mr. Morphy
the circumstances of the case and he
had advised the parents to send their
children back to school.

The matter dropped here but before
the meeting Trustee Bishop had posted
a motice saying: “I hereby give notice
that at the next regular meeting of the
school board I will move that a com-
mittee be appointed to. consider the ad-
visability of a separate school for
aliens.”

The whole matter is thus certain to
come up again at the next meeting,

Mexico City, March 27%.+-The town of
Chilapa in the state of Guerrero, Mex-
ico, has been stricken by-bearthqua,ke and
is blrning.

thousand.. The loss of; hle is unknown.

The Stricken Town.

Chilapa is a thriving town’of ,000
inhabitants and is situated 60 miles, as
the crow flies from Adapulco and 15
miles from Chilpancingo, the capital of
the state of Guerrero;, on the eastern
gide of the range of mountains known
as the Sierra Madre del ‘Sur.

The location of the town’is in a re-
gion which is frequently subjected to
seismic disturbances, oceasionally tak-
ing the form of severe earthquakes
such as that wihch caused much dam-
age in Acapuleo in the! early part of
last year. Chilpancingd and several
other towns in/the viecinity of Chilapa
have :been visited by earthguakes on
several occasions during the past five
yvears but none of theSe disturbances
have equalled the disaster that has
now overtaken the latter town.

Chilapa is not on a railroad, in fact
Balsas, 170 miles from Acapuleo, is
the terminal of the Mexican Central
line in Guerrero. The only means of
communication between the stricken
town and neighboring places is by
trail and this will militate greatly
against adequate relief being extended
to the sufferers.

GOVERNMENT WILL
ADJUST DIFFICULTIES

Mining Claims on Moresby ls-
land Are in Mixed-up
Condition.

Notice is hereby given that the fol-
lowing described tract of lang, situat-
ed on Moresby Island, Queen Charlotte
group, is reserved for government pur-
poses: Commencing at a point at the
southwest corner of Harriet harbor,
Skincuttle inlet, Moresby  Island;

CONTINUE OPERATIONS
ON CANADIAN LOGS

Local Government’s . Action
Prevents Closing of Sound
Shingle Mills.

For the next few months the shingle
mills on Puget Sound will be Kkept
running largely on Canadian cedar
Jogs, as a result of the order-in-coun-
cil passed by the local government al-
lowing the export of certain classes of
timber. There will be little market on
the Sound, however, for fir logs, for
many of the tide water saw mills along
the sound are closed down and most
of them that are operating have a
good supply on hand.

The ‘action of the provincial govern-
ment was taken in time to prevent the
closing of some, at least, of the Souni
shingle mills, for the supply of cedar
logs has run short and logging opera-
tions in Washington are at a stand-
still. “The loggers will not start up
their camps for the sake of cedar alone
and .there is no object in getting out
logs of other kinds for there is no mar-
ket for them, owing to the depression
in the lumber business, outside of the
shingle branch of the industry. It is
said that there are not enough cedar
logs on hand on the Sound to last six
weeks so that the action of the British
Columbia government came  just in
time to keep the mills running.

The order-in-council places the mat-
ter of the export of logs in the hands
of the provincial timber supervisor and
.the timber inspectors. No logs can be
exported without the consent of the
['supervisor and no export of No. 1 logs
is allowed in any case. 4

REASONS FOR REFUSING
DR. DAVID HILL

Not Suitable Person for Diplo-
matic Entourage of
Emperor.

Berlin, Mareh 27.—The matter of the
acceptance by the German government
of Dr. David Jayne Hill, now American
minister at the Hague, as American
ambassador to succeed Charlemagne
Tower ‘continues to-day to hold ‘pub-
lic interest. The foreign office deals
wikh the affair by denying that any ex-
pression adverse to Dr. Hill has come
from the German side and by declar-
ing that he is persona grata and that
all contrary statements are unauthor-
ative. It states that the opposition
to Dr. Hill is American and not Ger-
man.

On the‘\other hand Emperor Wil-
liam’s desire not to have Dr. Hill come
tc Berlin has been a subject of dis-
cussion in the official household of His
Majesty for weeks past. (General Von
Plessin, adjutant general to . His
Majesty has referred to it, and it is
known outside of His Majesty’'s im-
mediate suite that Admiral Von Muel-
ler, chief of His Majesty’s private mar-
ine cabinet, and Admiral Von Tirpitz,
secretary of the admiralty, are among
those who haveltold the Emperor that
they did-not regard Dr. Hill as a.suit-
able ambassador. Mr. Tower's part is
explained to have been confined , to
transmitting the Emperor's definite
communication to President Roosevelt.
His MaJesty at the same time, request-
ed a distingulshed personal friend of
President Roosevelt, who is now in
Germany, to write the executive con-¢
cerning the Emperor’s unwillingness to
receive Dr. Hill. Both of these com-
munications were sent at the express
wish of His Majesty.

It is possible that the foreign office
is not aware of the second communica-
tion which is probably still in the
trans-Atlantic mail.

R. offices here, and A. St. Gedrge Bowly,
partners in a mining claim on Spruce
creek, were buried by a fall of earth
which is said to have occurred on Wed-
nesday evening last.

A. Alliott, a brother of one of the part-
ners, arrived from Vancouver last night.
He received a telegram from his brother,
Alex., who is at the mine, saying that a
«cave-in had occurred, but beyond that he
has little information. The two partners,
it is believed, have been buried by the
fall. Mr. Alliott, however, has no defin-
ite news that their lives have been lo3t.
It is presumed, however, that the acci-
dent must have resulted fatally.

Mr. Bowly is well known locally, and
will he remembered as teller of the Bank
of British North America about six years
ago. He was afterwards clerk at the
Victoria hotel in this city, and went to
the South African war where he served
first as a private and afterwards as an
officer in an English regiment. A,
Alliott, who brought the news here, is
connected with the Bank of B. N. A. at
‘Vancouver, and it was ‘ther® that the
telegram from his brother Alex. contain-
ing the scanty news reafhed him. Upon
its receipt he immediately came here to
ascertain if the other members of the
family knew any further particulars.
They, however, knew nothing of the
matter, and news is awaited by them
with anxiety.

Other rumors 8f the aecident say that
after the cave-in occurred a man named
Anderson, who was present, but out of
the line of danger, gave the alarm and
formed & rescue party from among those
in'the vicinity, and that about ten o’clock
on Wednesday night they oftained com-
munication with the buried men, but be-
fore a rescue could be effected a second
fall obliterated the results of  seyeral
hours’ work and caused the death of the
two men. It is this statement that Mr.
A. Alliott discredits, as he thinks the
telegram he received would not have left
the vicinity until Thursdey, by whid®
time the actual facts would be known
there.

The boatswain of thessteamship
had a narrow escspe from béing swept
away in one of the huge seas while
the lifeboat was being swung.

The death occurred at the Jubilee
hoepital at noon to-day of James wil-
gon, late sanitary inspector of this
city, after an illness of less than two
days.

Born in Scotland 63 years ago he
came to Capada when a comparative
young man and ‘was engaged for a
number of years on various public
works, including the building of the
C. P. R. in Ontario, Later he
came to British Columbia and was en-
gaged under T. W. Paterson on the
construction of the E., & N. railway in
1885 and 1886 and also later on the V.
& 8. railway. .

In 1894 Mr, Wilson joined the city
engineering staff as street inspector, re-
tiring in 1898 to again take up railway
construction and was engaged for a
season on work in the Kootenays. In
1899 he returned to the city again d
on June Ist eof that year was z
pointed sanmitary inspector.

At the time of the Point Ellice bridge
disaster, Mr. Wilson, who was then
street inspector, with four of his chil-
dren, was driving ac¢ross the structure
in front of the. car, the weight - of
which caused the collapse. He heard
the crash and shouted to the children
to jump and they ‘did so, but one of
them was pinned by the arm and it is
related that, Mr. Wilson, in order to
save the little one “was about to cut
off the arm ‘when his heart failed him
and the child drowned. Mr. Wilson,
however, saved.the other three and
was also able to cut harness from the
horse and allow the animal to swim
ashore. 'Mr. Wilson suffered severely
in. the accldent, sustaining a gash in
hig side from which he suffered for
years.

The late Mr." Wilson was a brother
of Major McKinley Wilson, the hero
of Zlobane. Major Wilson was in com-
mand of a body of British troops which
wére surrounded by Zulus on ‘March
25, 1879, and every man of the force
cu down, although they all fought to
the finish, Mr, Wilson was proud to
exhibit a pictute "of the ‘monurhent
erfcted to-the.memory of his brether.:
Another brotheér is a well known doe-

tor in London, England. The late Mr.
Wilson was a man of large size, but
it is sald thdt, even so, he was the
flmallest member of his father’s fam-

y.

The announcement of Mr, Wilson’s
death .came as a shock in city hall
circles. Only Saturday Mr. Wilson
was about the offices, hearty and jovial
arg ever. In discussing his health with
one of the officials Mr. Wilson slapped
his own breast and exclaimed: “You
cannot kill' an o61d 'Scotchman like me.”
Less than two days afterwards he was
dead.

A widow and a large family, several
of whom reside in.the city, survive.
The funeral arrangements have not yet
been made.

EMPRESS OF CHINA

Improvement of Japanese
Shipping—Changes in Dip-
lomatic Corps.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

According to advices brought by R.
M. S. Empress of China, which ar-
rived from the Orient yesterday, there
is now in the hands of a special com-
mittee before the House of Represen-
tatives at Tokio, Japan, a bill having
for its object the amendment of the
law which at present governs the ex-
tension of state aid to shipbuilders and
owners.
“The Japanese I.aw of Encourage-
ment to Shipbuiliing apd.Navigation,”
as the existing act i known, provides
that the state aid be given to the
owners of all steamships of 1,000 tons
minimum displacement, 10 knots speed
and an age of not more than 15 years.
The“amendment which is contained in
the bill now introduced by Mr. Ogitani
and others proposes that the above fig-
ures be replaced by requirements more
in - accord with the present day. It
provides that the state grant aid only
to vessels -having a minimum.displace-
ment of 3,000 tons, a minimum speed of
13 knots, and not over 13 years of age.

The suporters of the-amending bill
believe, that Japan will do well to rele-
gate her out-of-date shipping to the
coastwise = trade. The government,
however, is opposing the bill tooth and
nail. Those who are responsible for
its introduction claim that the amend-
ment would reduce the state’s subsidies
on account of ship-building and navi-
gation by one half, but the govern-
ment does not regard such a wholesale
reduction as by any means desirable in
the interests of the mercantile marine,
and it moreover thinks that precipitate
legislation in these matters is to be
avoided as 'creating a sense of inse-
curity among shipbuilders and ship-
owners. It is still uncertain what the
ultimate attitude of the committee will
be towards this bill, but the expecta-
tion is that the voting will be hos-
tile.

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‘Statesmanlike Plea
For an All-Red Route

In Contribution to Budget Debate Clifford
Sifton Deals in Masterly Fashion With
Big Questions Facing Dominion.

(Special Correspondence).

Ottawa, March 2L.—A very important
contribution to-the budget debate was
made in the House yesterday by Hon.
C.\ Sifton, ex-minister of the interior.
It regarded as a statesmanlike ut-

nce, voteing a virile constructive
policy; and, dealing as it did with some
big . questions that may soon have to
bo fag:d by the people of Canada, it
is bound to attract widespread atten-
tion. After a reference to the finan-
cial situation and an expression of op-
timism as to the outlook, Mr. Sifton
said : ]

The first thing to which I wish to
direct attention is the desirability of
taking action in a direction which has
been suggested in the public press at
viirious times and which has received
consideration  in some quarters, but
which, I think, has never been discuss-
ed in the House. I refer to the estab-
lishment of a thorough organized de-
partment, or rather the changing or
reoraganization of a department for
the purpose of dealing thoreughly and
completely with the question of foreign
trade in this country.

In
the first place, [that man would have to
speak Spanish; and, in the next place,
he would havie to be thoroughly ac-
quainted| with [the commereia] relations
of this country, and have at his finger’s
end the | commercial  statistics. @ We
could noL get [such a man as that to-

day. But if we can train scientists and
geologists to go into the field; if we
-can train men (for other pursuits in life,
surely we can go to the trouble of train-
ing meén |to degl with that most import-
ant subjeot in connection with the com-
merce of Canada, Our universities are
turning put graduates by the hundreds
every year, men of the hest qualifica-

" tion, the best blood and the best brains.

Many of these young men would be
glad to take a special course to qualify
themselves for] positions such as I speak
of if they only had the assurance that
after they had gone through the neces-
sary preparation they yould get em-
; . t. I do-not desire to enlarge up-
?,:)yt!:i:n subjegt; I simply desire to put
it before the House in the hope. that its
importance may be recognized, and In
arder that the government may give

. * the matter full and careful considera-

i

tion, and if possible take some action.

Connected with that is another sub-
ject on which I wish to touch briefly.
In doing so it may bring me into slight
conflict with the rtiles of thé House, be-
cause this matter is mentioned In reso-
lutions which are on the order paper,
but as I do not expect to be here when
these resolutions are discussed, I may
be permitted to trespass on the cour-
tesy of the House to express my opin-
fon. Closely connected with the sub-
ject to which T have referred is an-
other subject which has been discussed
in this country during the last year,
and which will] probably be discussed
at still greater length in this House be-
fore the session is over. I refer to the
question of reform of the civil service

in_ this country. This, I think, is a

question of great importance. The min-
ister of railways (Mr. Graham) while
leader of the opposition in the Ontario
legislature, declared himself in favor
of the reform of the civil service of
his province. My hon. friend the lead-
er of the opposition (Mr. R. L. Borden),
greatly to his eredit, I think, has, for
the first time in Canada, put in the
forefront of his platform a plank in
favor of civi] service reform,

For my part I would be delighted if

-the right non. leader of the gowernment

could join with the hon, leader of the

opposition and perform for the public
‘of Canada the very great service of re-

moving the public service entirely from
political patronage and putting.it on a
higher plane. We are all members of
parliament, we have all been through
this business ourselves and we know
all about it. I am not going to discuss
it at length, but every member of par-
liament knows that the greatest nuis-
ance in connection with public life con~
cerns | the dealing with questions of
patronage. Every minister knows the
same thing. It is an entire mistake if
anybody supposes that dealing with
these questions is a political advantage
ta the government in power. It is not
a_political advantage to the govern-
ment {n power, and it is no political ad-
vantage to any member of parliament.
Take the case, for instance, of appoint-
ing a collector of customs or a post-
master; how many members of this
House have ever got any advantage by
the exercise of patronage in a case of
that kind? Take the case of appointing
a clerk to the customs office in Vancou-

_ver, or in Montreal or in Halifax; how

is he appointed? The minister asks the
member to make a récommendation,
and the member writes to some one in

one of these cities, he gets back the

name of a. person, whom he does not
know and as to whose qualificationg he

,knows nothing, and the man.is‘appoint-

ed without the minjster knowing any-
thing .about him or his qualifications.
There is.no other way to do it under the
present system. It was done by hon.
gentiemen on the other side of -the
House when they were in power; it is
done by us when we are in power. Pos-
sibly owing to the, natural virtue of
Canadian citizens tﬁe results have net
been ag bad as they might have been
and yet, obviously this is not the best
system under which the putlic service
of the country may be carried on. There
is a better system, and, Mr, Speaker, I
want to say this, that while I know
the feelings of many members of parlia-
mernit upon the subject, I am sure that
Canada will outgrow this system pretty
soon, that the people of Canada will de-
mand that ‘it be changed, and it is the
duty of a progressive parlfament to an-
ticipate the enlightened gsentiment of
the country and put these reforms into
practical shape before they are foreed
to do so by the abuses which the peo-
ple will no longer stand. I want to
say another word on this subject. , In
Enz%;\d they tell me that the gradu-
ates of Oxford, of Cambridge and of the
great public educational institutions are
constantly appointed in large numbers
to the public service and a distinguish-
ed graduate of Oxford told me a few
months ago in Londer' that the great-
est blow that could be given to the
great universities of Great Britain
would be for the government to with»
draw that patronage from them be-
cause the fact that large numbers of
these graduates are going into the pub-
lic service sustains the work of the uni-
veraities and enables them to unders
stand the work for which they are pre~
paring their young men and to keep it
steadily in viéw., What have we In
Canada? From one end of Cdnada to
the other we have uffiversities, In my
judgment they are most creditable to
the people of Canada. In the face of
greal difficulties these institutes of
learning have been established, they
are turning young men out by the hun-
dreds every year and every person who
is familiar with college life in Chnada
knows that perhaps there are notl more
that half of the men who are trained

| by our universities, which are carried

on at great expende by the country
elther directly or-indireetly, who want
to go into professional or business life
on their own account, They prefer for
one reasen or another to have some
clerical occupation and we all know
perfecily well that thousands of these
young men have left Canada sand gone
elsewhere, for the purpose of getting
the occupation that they could not get
here; All those graduates of Canadiar
univerrities, instead of ®eeking occupa-
tions clsewhere, should go finto the pub-
lice service of Canada. It would be a
good thing for the public service and
we wouid be establishing a connection
between the educational institutions
and the public service of Canada, which
would be of the greatest possible bene-
fit, on the one hand to the uniyersities,
and on the other, to the publie service
because there would not be that divorce
between our educational  institutions
and our public service which exists at
the present time. Our educational in-
stitutions now have many men who are
thoroughly-dp in connection with the
study of sociolugical questions and
questions of that kind. We are now
gefting t0 be not a simple pastoral

community, but we have questions aris-.

ing of the most complicated character
in connection with our affaira. we have

to call in from time to time the ser-
vices of men who have made & Special
study of these questions, and it is in
the highest ' degree “desirable that be-
tween the educational institutions and
the government there should be a close
and intimate relationship established.
I believe, that the development of this
idea in connection with ecivil service
reform would be of thelgreatest bene-
fit to the public service as well as to
out educational institutions. - -
There are a couple of questions in re-
gard to the western part of our coun-
try ‘which I desire to. direct attention
for a few moments. I need not, I think,
apologize in this- House for directing
attention to- western affairs, because I
think we have al] arrived at the con-
clusion that the prosperity of the whole
of Canada depends very largely upon
the prosperjty of that section of the
community, and we look for the con-
tinued growth and development of
Eastern Canada ‘to the advantages
which shall be derived directly and in-
directly from western growth. There
has been a great deal said in connec-
tion with the subject of immigration.
I am not going to discuss that point at
length, as to which I do not think I can
say anything of a useful character, bat
while there may be some question in
regard to the character of the immi-
grants, I thipk there is nobody who is
familiar with the facts of the case will
say that there is any doubt that the im-
migrants we have received from the
Western States have been, in almost
every case, of the most unexceptional
character and have contributed very
greatly to the development of our west-
ern country. Further than that I de-
sire to say' that T do not think any
country could possibly get a better
class of settlers than the Western Am-
erican settlers who have come into our
western province. They are vigorous,
resourceful, law-abiding, they become
citizens the day they arrive in the
country and at the earliest possible mo-
ent they become producers. For the
last year or two there has been some
falling off in connection-with the move-
ment from the Western States, but I
am glad to say that the movement has
set in again and that the prospects for
the coming season with regard to immi-
gration to the Western States are re-
tharkably bright. In connection with
that mattér I desire to make a sugges-
tion which I trust the government will
see its way clear to carry out, and that
is in connection with the railway grant
l-lands which are now in the hands of
the goyernment for disposal. I find
that of the railway land grant lands,
that _is to say the odd numbered sec-
tions reserved for the government in
former years for satisfying land grants
to railway companies, there has been
left over after the complete satisfaction
of all railway land grants, something
like 30.000,000 acres and that, permit me
to say, is not land which lies in what
wWe may call the northern part of the
territory but is in a portion of the prai-
rie provinces which has been surveyed
and is therefore regarded as being
available for immediatc settlement.
‘What I suggest in connection with this
matter is that this land should be
thrown open for homestead entry. I
.am satisfied thet nothing would do
more tg promote the prosperity of Can-

tlers from the Western States, a most
desirable - class of settlers, than to
.throw these lands open for homestead
entry and let them be homesteaded by
these western settlers at tie earliest
possible moment, with certain excep-
tions in connection with it to which I
desire to refer in a moment or two.

Speaking gencrally, I am satisfied
that experience of Canada in the last
twelve or fifteen years has shown that
the foundation of the success of her
colenization policy has been the offer-
ing of free lands and that the putting
of a small price on these lands would
not be a benefit to the country because
that would to some extent cripple the
settlers and to the same extent retard
production.. T am satisfied that the re-
sult of throwing these lands open for
hemestead entry would be at once to
double the stream of immigration from
the United States,“and I venture the
suggestion that if that were done we
should not hear, after six months from
the opening of these lands to settle-
ment, any more ahout dull times or
lack of confidence in that western coun-
try. But I would make certain reserves
in connection with these lands, I would
not open for homestead enfry ™e whnole
of ¢he 30,000,000 acres, but would reserve
one-tenth or about 3,000,000 acres in or-
der that they might be held unsold un-
til & later day, some ten or twelve years
from now, under the same plan that is
followed with regard to the school
lands. Tf you reserve 3,000,000, in ten
or twelve years from now that will be
worth from $10 to $12 an acre at the
least, and you will have provided a
fund of some '$30,000,000 out of which
the government will recoup itself for
a certain outlay it will have te incur at
a very early day., I refer to the con-
struction of the Hudson Bay railway.
The people of Western Canada are set
in their view that the coastruction of
that railway at.a very early date is an
essential to the prosperity and proper
development of our country, and we
wili all agree that ought not to be con-
structed in such a way as to impose a
burden on the exchequer of Canada. I
am not going to anticipate the debate
that will probably take place on that
subject in a few days, but it is clear,
from the information which hag been
placed before us, that the navigation
of the bay is practicable three and a
hal® to four months in the year, and
that the navigation of the straits can
be rendered safe by our taking the
proper means, It is perfectly clear also
that there ar¢ great resources in the
bay and the territory surrounding it.
Instead of the land from the present
terminus of the Canadian Northern,
some 500 miles to the bay, being barren,
it has great resources which, if properly
developed, will prove of untdld value.
Added to those facts, there is this, that
north of the surveyed land in' Alberta
and Saskatchewan, north of the 30,000,-
000 acres to which I have referred as
being surveyad and now in the territory
immediately eligible for settlement.
there are 100,000,000 acres of land
which will be ayvailable for
disposal by the government and
for settlement as 3o0n as
closer communication is afforded. The
opening of that northern territory by
the comstruction of the Hudson Bay
rellway is what will bring that 100,000,
000 acres into communication with the
rest of the world and give it a value
that will far exceed any possible ex-
penditure on the construction of the
railway itself. If the plan I suggest

I took the
trouble to go very carefully through
the press criticisms of the remarks I
made, and revise and examine again
the source of the information, and I did¥{
not gee that any successful attempt had
been made to controvert the substantial
accuracy of what I had said. What I
said was substantially this, that so far
as the question of togs is concerned
upon the route between Halifax and
Liverpool, that had been fully and thor-
oughly investigated by the American
Hydrographic Survey, and we were in
a position to know—not to surmise, but
to know—by actual observation of ths
most careful and scientific character,
what was the prevalence of fog uson
the Canadian route, and what was the
prevalence of fog upon the American

of fog is. The Hydrographic Survey
have fog charts prepared in which they
show the percentage of days during
which fog is met with. You can draw a
line upon these charts from Halifax to
Quebec, and the line will run through
a series of squares which are marked
showing the percentage of fogs which
any vessel will meet in certain months
in the vear by going along that line, As
a result of the comparison, I think
those members of the House who have
not given special attention to the sub-
ject will be gratified to know that the
tabulated result of the comparison
shows that the average fog on the
Canadian route is three and a half per
cent., and the average on the New York
route is eight per cent. As a matter
of fact the heaviest fog is just outside
New York for a short distance east-
ward. On the New York route the
maximum fog averaged on a quarter of
a voyage—dividing the voyage into
quarters so as to get as large a scope
of comparison as possible — the New
York maximum fog average ig twenty-
seven and a half .per cent., and the
Canadian maximum is twenty-three per
cent,; the New York maximum on the
whole voyage is sixteen per cént. and
the Canadian .maximum eleven per
cent. - So the idea that the reglon route
followed by vessels on the Canadian
route is seriously impeded by fog from
Halifax eastward, is an entire mistake.
As a matter of fact, there ig twice as
.much fog on the American route ag on
the Canadian route,

Mr. Foster: I would like to ask my
hon. friend how long a period these
averages are based upon?

Mr, Sifton: I cannot answei my hon.
friend exactly. I will get him the chart,
80 that he may acquire definite infor-
mation. But It goes back for a con-
siderable length of time, and the per-
centage is worked out very carefully by
the hydrographic office at Washington.

Canadian route?

Mr, Sifton: The chart is a map of
the ocean, and the percentages of fog
is shown’ in little square units upon
the surface of the water, so that you
can see exactly what the fog is and
what the percentage,

Mr. Sam Hughes: Are the dense fog
banks nearer the Canadian or the Am-
erican shore?

Mr, Sifton: The American chart does
not extend further than just inside the
gulf of the St. Lawrence, or im that
neighborhood. I was going to refer to
the fact to which my hon, friend has
called attention. - After you get out of
the region which hag been charted by
the American Hydrographic Survey, the
geographer of this government is mak-
ing a further chart. He has not yet
got the whole information, but from a
conversation I had with h a little
while ago I think the resuylt will show
that there is not a large percentage of
fog even in the gnlf, and that we shall
be agreeably disappointed when the re-
sults of that inquiry are ecarefully tabu-
lated. I have referred to that matter
because I found in London « most de-
termined stand taken by everybody
with whom I discussed the question of
fogs. They seem to have the idea,
which it is almost impossible to eradi-
cate, that on the Canadian route the
further north you go the worse you find
the fog, whereas as a matter of fact
the further north you go the less fog
you find upon the ocean, %

Then there is the question of ice. I
discussed that very fully and had others
discuss that with the Canadian Pacific
railway navigation authorities. As a
maiter of fact, there is no serious diffi-
culty on the subject of ice at all. The
captain of the Empress of Ireland, who
is & most experienced and competent
man, told me that the ice did not give
him any embarrassment at all, that it
merely had the effect, from December
to M2y, or requiring a sligh,t deviation
to the south. The ice comes down, by
the coast of Newfoundland, and from
December to May there is necessarily
a slight deviation to the south, growing’
a Jittle more each month until the
month of May, and then they are ahle
to take a more northerly route again
So all the navigators agree that thers
is no ‘serious danger to be apprehended
from the subject of ice.

Now on the subject of. losses on the
St. Lawrence, we had considerable dis-
cussion on that question in London, An
attempt was made to show that the
statistics that were furnished by those
who advocate this route were not re-
liable. T went to the office of the hoard

The difficulty is that when they ars
talking about losses upon the 8t. Law-
rence route they count Tn against you
every little coasting vessel that hap-
pens to run against a rock, everything
in the shape of a vessel of more than a
few hundred tons is counted a vessel
lost on the St. Lawrence, You do not
find this on any other route in the
world. A vessel going out of New
York harbor and perhaps running into
the coast 100 miles north of New York
is not counted against New York, but
they follow some such system on the
St. Lawrence route and it takes a care-
ful examination to show the real facts
in connection with the St, Lawrence
route.

The truth of the matter is that from
1880 to 1907 between Quebec and Liver-
pool. which are the routes of which we
are talking, only five passenger vessels,
properly so called, were lost, and pas-
senger vessels are of course all we h
to consider. That is not a bad rec ;
Upon investigation three of these wera
shown to have been lost on account of
Jack of experience or lack of care on
the part of the navigators. One was
lost in such a way that investigation
showed that if proper soundings had
been taken the vessel could not have
been lost. Thus from 1880 to 1907 on
this route only one passenger vessel,
properly so called,. has heen lost owing
to the dangers of the route. Obviously
the question of the dangers of the route
has been exaggerated by the opponents
of the scheme,

Careful investigation has been made
for the purpose of ascertaining the cost
of such a service as I have been speak-
ing of, and while it is very difficult to
arrive at anything very clear and defi-
nite upon the subject, an offort has been
made to make the calculation as defl-
nite as possible and I think the conclu-
sion which has been arrived at and
which I am about to state is a safe and
reasonable conclusion and wil] be found
tds be justified by the facts, if an at-
tempt is made to verify them.

It is estimated that a 24-knot weekly
service between Great Britain and Can-
ada of the character I have spoken of
and a fortnightly service between Van-
couver and New Zealand and Sydney,
Augtralia, would, in the whole, cost
for subsidy £1,000,000 per annum. It has
been suggested that a reasonable allo-
cation of the proportions of that million
pounds sterling to the various contract-
ing parties would be:

Great Britain .. . .v .. 500,000

Thus the three colonies concerned
would conntribute about one-half the
total amount of subsidy and Great
Britain the other half. I think it might
safely be said that New -Zealand is
willing to give the £100,000.  As to Aus-
tralia it is not so clear what her pres-
ent position is. Great Britain awaits a
definite proposal on the part of the col-
onies concerned, Australia, New Zea-
land and Canada, and we may there-
fore say that the present position of
the project is that it awaits definite
action on ‘the part of the government
iand parliament of “Cahada’ TooRIfg to
the -co-operation of New Zealand and
Australia and then to a definite pro-
position being presented to the govern-
ment of Great Britain.

At the present time, judging from the
payments of last year, we pay about
$680,000 a year for the Canadian-Aus-
tralian service and for the Atlantic
malil service, so that by the proposed
distribution we would have to pay in
addition to what we are paying now
for these services from $900,000 to $950,~
000. That, therefore, would represent
the ‘amount of money which Canada
would have to pay in order to bring

about this very greatly improved ser-
vice.

When you come to consider the vari-
ous arguments that may be advanced
in favor of this proposal, you enter at
once upon g very large field, a field that
I do not propose to enter this afternoon.
Briefly, I think it may be coneceded that
the growth of Great Britain, of Canada,
of Australia, and of New Zealand has
now arrived at that stage which justi-
fles the peaple of those countries in
coming to the conclusion that they are
entitled to have the best service, the
best method »f communication that
modern skill anéd modern science will
ens. .le them to have. . They are all
great, all wealthy, all increasing in
prosperity, and having united them-
s€lves together in an imperial organiza-
tion—because at the imperial conference
they did unite themselveg into an im-
perial organization, the significance of
which it is hardly possible to overesti-
mate—and it is not less =ignificant be-
cause the organization is more or less
loose in its character. They at the
same time declared that it was in the
best interests of the organization that
the best possible means of communica-
tion should prevaiifhetween these coun-
tries. It is absolutely a question for
the @different componeént parts of the
Empire concerned to consider whether
they are willing to pay the price. So
far ag Canada is concerned, what may
be said to be the argument in favor of
it from a commercial standpoint? You
can put it in two or three ways. At the
present time, mail, passenger and
freight service of the best and quick-
est character from here to Great Brit-
ain goes through the United States, and
from Australia and New Zealand goes
across the continent of Furope, it does
not go by our own ports or our own
territory, In other words, so far as
travel and transportation are coneern-
ed, Canada is on the side street instead
of\on the main thoroughfare. What
this proposition means is that Canada
shall be put upon the thoroughfare in-
stead of upon the side street. If I ar-
gued for a month I could not make it
any plainer than that, all the great so-
cial, political and commerecial advant-
ages which come from being on the
main avenue for this traffic would come
to Canada if this scheme were carried
into effect. There have been and there
will be objections of a serious and dif-
ficult character to overcome. It has
been said that certain corpbrations of
an influential character are opposed to
the project. That is so to some extent
in Great Britain as in Canada. I have
seen statements made, for instance, by
men connected with the Canadian Pa-
cific railway that indicated in some de-
gree hostility to the project. To what
extent their hostility goes I am not in
a position to say, But railway com-
panies have been opposed to things in
Canada before, and these things have
nevertheless, come to pass. The Grand

Seventy thousand dollar is [the

Of the amount agked it is
proposed to use $50,000 for the erection
of the new school and $20,000 for the
sites, A decigion in the matter |was
reached at a special meting- of | the
echool board held last evening. Several
cther matters including the present
condition of the North Ward and Hill-
side schools also came up for discus-
s1on.

At the opening of the meeting Chair-
man Jay spoke of the negessity for
more -acfommodation in the schools,
particularly in the high school. When
the consideration of the estimates for
the year was up he advised the jerec~
tion of a new high school and he still
adhered to the opinion |that | this
should be done and the present| hign
school used as ‘a graded school, the
classes from the @Girls’ Central being
transferred there, he -would suggest.
Since .the high school was prected the
number of teachers had increased from
five to thirteen and the number of pu-
rils from 202 to 268. Owing |to the tak-
ing up, first of matriculation work and
later of first and then secdnd year in
arts work, there had been ja great in-
crease in the demand for gccommoda-
tion\in.the high school.

$550 for the fifth. The owner is o have
the right to sell at any time, but in
case of so doing so must give the asso-
ciation the right to purchase at the
same price. The owner of the property
is Miss G. M. M. Parchelle, and these
were the best possible terms that
could be secured from her,

Mr. McGurn then moved that the
Royal. Victoria Athletic Association
should be incorporated with a capital
of '$25,000, in one thousand shares of $25
each, of which only one-fifth should be
paid‘up at present.

H. Dallas Helmcken said everybody
would be delighted to see the associ-
ation formed. He knew something of
the difficulty of securing grounds, but
whether or not the present proposition
would appeal to the public of Victoria
he did not knoi. 'The agsociation must
convince the pyplic that they had a
business proposition. He thought it
would be better to have a longer term if
possible. What frightened him was the
option -‘to sell at any time. He took
much pleasure in seconding the resolu<
tion. ¥

Mr, McGurn explained that a diffi-
culty had confronted them, The asso-
ciation having the right to purchase
did away with the difficulty. He had
failed 'to find any other property inside
the eity that could be leased. The
grounds would, he thought, easily pay
for-itself,"THE Caledonia” grounds. were
leased at a bigger price, and all.im-
provements to be given upon vacating.
It was predicted by competent judges
that within five years we should have
fifty thousand people in the city. If
this were true it would be good policy
to acquire the grounds.

The report of Supt. Douglas, of the
Rocky Mountain Park of Canada, for
the fiscal year ending March 31, 1907,
has just been issued. The report re-
flects credit on Mr., Douglas, who has
for so many years ably administered
the affairs of the National park. The
report deals with improvements such
as bridges, roads and trails, as wel] as
interesting details on.the progress of
the park’s natural wonders, including
flora and fauna. The sulRhur springs
and baths have been visite@ by increas-
ing numbers of tourists. r. Douglas
recommends the establishment of a fish
hatchery, and stricter fishing regula-
tions. Preservation of game is special-
ly dealt with, and greater precautions
are to be taken to prevent wanton de-
struetion. The report on the Bankhead
mines shows a profitable year. The Al-
pine Club of Canada is described, and
the interest taken in it. The question
of hotel accommodation is a serious
one, many visitors having to be turned
away last year, although extensive ad-
ditions had been made to all the moun-
tain hotels. The revenue of the park
shows an increase of 256 per cent over
the previous year. Mr. Douglas says
that he feels confident, from interviews
with prominent members of the gov-
ernment and with leading private citi-
zens, that neither the government nor
the people of Canada would object to
a considerably increased expenditure
in connection with the development and
maintenance of the park. The total
number of visitors for nine months
ending March 31, 1907, was 28,735.

The Building Will Occupy a Commanding Position in Midst of Estate.

Hon. James Dunsmuir Will Have Delightful Country Home on the ?roperty Purchased by Him Overlooking Esquimalt Harbor—

The new residenge of the lieutenant-
governor, the Hon¢rable James Duns-
muir, which is now in course of erec-
tion on the Hatley| park estate, which
was purchased by the lieutenant-gover-
nor from the Stuart estate for the pur-
pose of putting it to the use for which
it is now being prepared, bids fair to
be when ct‘)lgﬁetev one of the finest
properties in Canada for a country
residence. 'The nafural advantages of
the acreage on which the residence is
being erected are perhaps unsuppassed
anywhere in the world, and it can be
safely said that a| more delightful lo-
cation for a sumnjer residence cannot
be found. The residence which is plan-
ned to occupy the |centre of the estate
will when completed be equal in its
structural design and interior decora-

fields lying between them and the

house.

It is the intention of the lieutenant-
governor to proceed slowly with the
laying out of the grounds immediately
surrounding the residence, but the por-
tion intervening between the residence
and the sea is to be completed quickly
S0 as to perfect the view in that direc-
tion.

Other portions of the estate are to be
left wooded. The great oaks lying be-
tween the sea and Colwood are to be
left standing, and forty to fifty acres
of fir forest which will also be left
standing will act as shelter to the open

house by a stone stairway from the up-
ver terrace, where double ' flights of
steps are planned circling round a wide
artificial lily pond centered by a foun-
tain. The same plan of steps will make
connections between the second ‘and
third terraces, but ir this instance the
lily pond and fountain will not be du-
plicated. In its place, however, will be
laid out the croquet court, from which
to ihe lagoon shore will be but a few
yards. The total distance from the
large bay window of the drawing-room
to the iagoon shore will be about four
hundred yards.

The style of architecture introduced
in the building is fifteenth century do-
mestic gothic, and was used as it was
the choice of several styles by Mrs.
Dunsmuir, who pronounced that the old
gothic would be more in keeping with
ihe natural beauties of the surround-
ings. The building will contain thirty-
six main rooms besides which there are
to be erected at a later date additional
builéings which will serve as servants
quarters. These it is said will be built
apart from the main structure. There
will howeever be a large number of

There will also be another entrance,
garden entrance to the terrace, which
will lead to the long corridor and the
servants entrance will be arranged at
the east end of the building.

French doors from the drawing-room
make. the garden drawing entrances.
From the twelve-foot porte cochere en-
trance will be obtained into the vesti-
bule, and thence into the main hall,
which is to become a feature of the
structure when completed. The main
hall will be huge in its dimensions,
measuring forty-two feet by thirty-five
and will have a double staircase run-
ning on either side of it to the stories
above, but will in no way interfere with
the magnificence of ‘the hall, which will
remain opened clear up to the roof truss,
where will be shown the beamed ceiling.
The inside space has been allotted to
twenty-four bedrooms, six bathrooms,
closets, sewing, linen and strong rooms
above the first story.

The main floor will be devoted to the
drawing-room, dining-room, living-
room, smoking-room, billiard-room and
a servants hall. There will also be a
long corridor running almeost the com-

ly of stone for- the outer walls, while
the basement walls will be of concrete
undergrourid and of granite above;
random rabble granite is to be used for
this purpose, and it will be -obtained
mostly on the estate. Above the base-
ment., the window . trimmings, will
be of Saturna Island sandstone rock
faced. Slate will be used for the roof.

For the interior decorations different
styles of wall panelling will be intro-
duced and woods from all parts of the
world will be used in the portion of the
work. Theé main halls and the corri-
dors will be finished in antique quar-
tered oak, and the 'same materia] used
for the dining-room walls, In the draw-
ing-room panelling will also -be used
but this is to be finished in white en-
amel. The main stairs will be built of
oak in their entirety. There will be two
flights and they wil! probably take an
Elizabethian design. This, however, has
not as yet been definitely decided; but
it is intended that they shall be very
fine in design and very rich in carving.
Between the two flights there will be &
gallery sufficiently large for an organ.

The living room is to be panelled in

be provided the finest and@ latest of
modern fittings. The walls will be
tiled and floors laid in mosiac.,

Of the building itself the main fea-
ture perhaps is the central tower which
is fifty feet square and rises to a height
of seventy feet, which, with its turrett
makes a total height for the building
of eighty-one feet from the basement
line. Two other features of the edifice
are the octaginal turrets which flank
the main entrance on either side. There
are two smaller turrets also, one at the
end of either wing. ' The cost of the
building is in the close neighborhood of
$250,000, and it is thought the structure
will be completed about April, 1909,

The window lights, where stained
glass is to be used, will be obtained
from England. The work is to be of
the highest character and will be done
frfom special designs by the Brooms-
grove Guild, Worcester, who last year
did the Canada gates at the Victoria
memorial, and the gates at Bucking-
ham palace for King Edward.

The main stairs will be lit with this
glass and the corridor windows. The
architect for the building is 8. Maclure,
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of Government St., who is a native son
of Canada and a well-known architect
both here and abroad. He said yester-
day that any feature of the new build-
ing touching the arts will be of special
design and in keeping with the sur-
roundings and conditions of a beautiful
country house.

The dimensions of the
Drawing-room, thirty
feet; dining-room, twenty by thirty
feet; living-room, twenty by thirty
feei; smoking-room, nineteen by twen-
ty-four feet; billiard-room, twenty by
twenty-eight feet six inches.

On the second floor are to be bed-
rooms, the best suite of which consists
of a bedroom, boudoir, dressing and
bath rooms. The- measurements are
twenty by fourteen feet, with a large
bay window overlooking the sea, bou-
doir eleven by sixteen feet, dressing-
room the same size and bathroom nine
by twelve feet. The other bedrooms
are built in like proportions, according
to their importance and fitted with sev-
eral baths. On this floor are the linen,
sewing and strong rooms. The third
floor is confined to bedrooms and the
tower contains a handsome suite. The
lighting is to be obtained from a priv-
ate electrical plant, which is to be in-
stalled, from which wires will lead to
all parts of the house and grounds.

The water supply will either be ob-
tained from the celebrated naval
springs or direct from the Esquimalt
water supply. This matter has not as
yet been decided.

The heating wiil be done throughout
the house by the hot water system. The
house itself will cover an area of two
hundred feet by eighty-six feet,

The grounds, which altogether com-
prise some, two hundred and forty acres

California Quail.

The California quail that are now
well established here were imported in
the early days, over forty years ago,
by Major Gillingham a retired army
officer who was a bird fancier and a
lover of nature. Perhaps among your
readers may be a few like your cor-
respondent who knew the facts and
saw the quail, when in large cages they
spent their first winter in this country
before being released. The exact num-
ber of birds I have forgotten, but thera
were several cages about three feet
square which were kept on shelves
built under the trees. In a sheltered
little cove near the well known picnic
grounds at Kanaka near Esquimalt,
Major Gillingham had a neat little cot-
tage and a gdarden with some choice
small fruits in it. That, and his birds,
kept him busy. The place was sur-
rounded by trees and bushes, except the
front of the cottage which faced the
Straits of Fuca. My father, who like
Rambler, used to take us children for
long, walks in the woods, on one occa~-
sion took us to see the quail, he being
acquainted with the major, who kind-
ly explained many things of interést
about the birds. He told us of his in-
tention of releasing them when acclim-
atized, which he did later on. That
the experiment was a success, is evi-
dent. .Shortly after that time, Major
Gillingham went away, and the pretty
little place soon became a wildermess,
so that in a few years there was no
trace left of house or garden—all gone
except the little quail now in large
nuymbers at home in the suburbs of
Victoria.

Migrating Birds.

Dear Nature Editor—You stated last
week that the birds were no longer in
flocks but had gone off in pairs in read-
iness for the nesting season. Last
Monday I was out in the country and
I saw two’ large flocks of juncos, the
little black headed birds about which
you wrote some time ago. How do you
account for this?

[Very few cf the juncos nest in the
vicinity of Victoria although they are
quite numerous during the winter and
spring. Probably they go farther north
to nest and have not yet started. Birds
usually migrate in flocks.—Editor.]

Curly Lilles.

It is always a joy to the children of
Victoria to find “the first lily.” They
are just beginning to bloom. Some
call them dog-tooth violets with their
pretty spotted leaves. Their scientific
name is ervthronium. The variety that
is so common to us is a creamy white,
with brown or yellow markings round
the base of the petals. Up in the Koot-
enay country is a yellow  variety but
the leaves are not mottled as ours are
here. A great deal has been said and
written regarding the disappearance of
these flowers, and it has been asked
through the nmral history society that
in gathering them care should be ex-
ercised not to break off the leaves, as
this kills the plant. The children have
been very careful since as they all
want to help preserve these flowers.

Victorians often call these ' flowers
“our lilies.”” They do not grow in or
near Vancouver, but in many of the
islands 'in the Gulf they are found.
There is a pink variety that grows
near Comox, Vancouver Island, but T
have not yet seen a specimen and be-
lieve they are scarce. It is possible
a difference in the soil has affected.
them. Who knows of the pink ery-
thronium? .

That
cuch comparison may be just,'it should
be instituted where the conditions may
be regarded as fairly parallel—in age of
cities, populations, revenues, etc. In na-
tural advantages there are few with
which comparison can bé fairly made,

There was a time—that also years ago
—when under the chairmanship of Law-
| rence Goodacre, and then of H.  A.
Munn, the park committee of the city

council, gave evidence of its recogni-
{ion that its functions were really im-
pertant, the result—a  comprehensive
iriprovement plan being well initlated
in Mr. Munn’s regime—being one of
Victoria’s chief attractions to-day. Had
the proposal then made to place the
park in the hands of commissioners in-
dcpendent of the city council, with an
aanual appropriation of $20,000 for
~aintenance and systematic extension
and development, but been carried out,
Beacon Hill park to-day would be the
finest public garden in western America
—1he constant pride and delight of resi-
Jents and an attraction to visitors of
the highest value. Coincident with the
development of the city’s most import-
ant breathing place at Beacon Hill,
would have come the systematic im-
provement and bedutifying of the cfty
streets, the opening and care of public
squares in the several populdtion dis-
tricts more removed from the park ity
self, the restriction insofar as possible
of the disfigurement of advertising
signs,*and planting and care of shade
trees—and necessarily the enlistment of
the co-operation o6i the provincia, au-

thorities, to the end that civic el u'LI

room for everyone, babies oOr grey-
beards, and it makes for the upbuilding
of a refined and happy community, just
as well-lighted streets reduce the work
of a police force.”

What Maryborough is doing in the
way of making modest civic buildings
beaftiful by surrounding them with
trees and flowers may be gathered from
the four photographic exhibits herewith
reproduced.

Ballarat and Bendigo, famous cities
in the history of Australia’s golden
days, may both be studied with ad-
vantage by Victorians interested in the
making of “A City Beautiful.” Neither
is blessed with such beauty of natural
environment. as is Victoria’s happy her-
i*age. Neither can depend upon the co-
uvperation of the master of .the rains.
What ‘has been done in Ballarat and
Bendigo has, therefore, been done in
the face of difficulties, whereas i Brit-
ish. Columbia’s-capital, every natural
condition assists ‘effectively. Ballarat
was not content with a large and beau-
tiful public park—the botanical gar-
Gens—conjured out of refractory and
most unpromising material. The foun-

During the course; of a round-the-
»\(ld tour I have recently completed,
the especial importance attached in
Australia and New Zealand to the care
of streets and parks impressed me. a8
cne of the most commendable featurcs
of thosé sister countries. From Vic-
toria to Australia and New Zealand is
a far ery indeed, and yet it is worth
going even as far as the New Dominion
under the Southern Cross to learn a
lesson that.is but a new application of
\the parable of thé talents. - To a Can-
adian, life in Australia and also in New
Zealand, is long behind the tlines. Com-~
pared with Americans, the business
men are slow and unprogressive, their
cities: no more advanced in what are
termed the standard conveniences of
civilization than - ours were twenty
years ago. Electric light, elevators and
telephones ore still rated ag novel in-
novations. \ =

But when it comes to art and the
fostering”of love for and intellfgent ap-

preciation-of those graces which make
the better part of life, conditions are
reverséd. HEvery Australian town and
city hasits school of arts—its fine town
hall or municipal theatre—its large pipe
organ and } weil salaried organist—its
Street Care and Tree Planting Com-
mittee—and its botanical gardens, in
which each citizen feels ‘personal and
proprietory pride.

The little town of Maryborough, in’
the state of Queensland, ei(pecially il-
Justrates this gospel of the beautiful.
It has a population of less than ten
thousand, and civie revenues impossi-
ble of comparison with those of British
C'olumbia’s capital. - Its business streets
are old fashioned and their architectur-
aj treasures non-existent. But it is one
of the most charming places in: 'the
state, having found out the secret of
being beautiful naturally. This liftle
place with its well-kept park, as large
as that of Beacon Hill, i¢ in the total a
garden-pf-delights.

“you see,” said Mayor Dawson, in
showing me over the city of which for
more than ‘twenty-five years he has

not unnaturally feels a pride’somewhat
paternal, ‘“you  see, we cannot afford
any stately buildings here—we haven’t
the money to spend on architecture. So
all we'can do is to utilize our trees and
flowers so as to produce the best effects
with snch buildings as we ean afford.
And the result is that all whaq visit us
seem to love the place almost as we do
here. There are few people in Mary-
borough who do not’ feel it a personal
matter to keep the city clean and beau~
tiful, and those who have money are
beginning to realize that they can have
no better monument than one that will
serve some good “public end and in-
crease the attractiveness of the town
they have lived in. Thus our fine pub-
1o swimming baths are the gift of one
eaterprising citizen. Our handsome new
town hall is the bequest of another. Our
botanical gardens and our clean streets
we pay for out of what we save through
the avoidance of epidemics. It is a bus-

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What Canada Reaps
Fpom Liberal Regime

Hon. Mr. Pat,erson Points Out in Clear and
Forcible Language the True Sig-
nificance of This Year’s Budget.

-
(Bpecial Correspondence).

Ottawa, March 20.—There is no better

budget debater in the House than Hon.
“Mr, Paterson, the minister of customs.

He is a seasoned veteran, the hero of
many a pitched political battle ‘and
campaign, and the members of the op-
position know full well what a formid-
able antagonist he is. There is nothing
lackadaisical in his style; he does not
believe in- the delicate rapier play that
only scratches, but, true to the tra-
ditions of the hardy race from which
he sprang, he wields the broadsword
with an abandon which is the pride of
his colleagues and the joy of the gal-
lery habitues. He has a voice which
searches every nook and corner of the
chamber, yes, and the lobbies as well.
His manner is one of entire sincerity
and sterling honesty. Combine, then,
with these a well-developeq faculty for
expressing his ideas in forceful English
and you have a fighter who has no dif-
ficulty in keeping his Tory opponents
in an unnatural perspiratlon while he
is .on his feet.

_Although Mr. Foster who, away back
‘was a minister of finance in the Con-
servative government and is now, in
consequence, chief financial critic, took
two:days to reply to Hon. Mr. Field-
ing’s budget speech of an hour and a
half, an hour was all that was required
by Mr. Paterson to demolish Fort Fos-
ter, which had been so laboriously con-
structed. ~He found it necessary in
opening his remarks to wvoice the gen-
eral dissatisfaction at the length of
time consumed in the Foster speech,
which was an unusually long drawn
out affair for even the longest winded
member of the House. He pointed out
ihat the opposition critic in his first
couple of hours had presented his case
and that-the rest of the time was posi-
tive waste.

The minister of customs then pro-
ceeded to make some fun out of a re-
port of one of Mr. Foster's Ontario
speeches in which the Jatter stated that
the recent federal bye-elections showed
that the people were becoming tired of
the Laurier administration. Where did
the member for North Teronto get that
intimation, the minister asked, in view
of the fact that out of thirty-nine byge-
elections the Liberals had won thi
and the Conservatives nine? Had Mr.
Foster forgotten that among the Lib-
eral victories was a seat which had
gone Conservative at the last: general
election?. i

The minister of customs then pro-
ceeded to make a few comparisons.
During the eleven years of Conserva-
tive administration the foreign trade of
the country 'had increased by, $50,000,~
000, while in a corresponding period of
Liberal rule the increase had been $350,-
000,000.  These were facts thal  Mr.
Foster in a five or six hour speech could
not shake. How was this great in-
crease to be explained? Were the Lib-
terals favored with more natural re-
sources than the Conservatives? Not a
bit of it. The irresistible conclusion
was that the Liberals had availed them-
selves of their resources and their op-
ponents had not.

Dealing with the expenditure of the
country Mr. Paterson said: “Yes, they
have been large and I am proud of it.
but this would not be a sourceof pride
if we had to raise the taxes of the peo-
ple in order to get the money to ex-
pend, nor if we had to go abroad to
borrow and increase our debt,| but
‘when, during the past ten years) we
have carried on improvements and' de-
velopments in all direetions and in
every province, when we hawve expend-
ed millions and tens of millions on
capital account, when we have enlarged
our canals, when we have developed
our railway system through the aid of
bonuses,. when we have deepened, our
harbors, improved our St, Lawrence
and cheapened transport in every di-
rectlon and when we have done all this
with a lowered rate of taxation and
without borrowing a dollar, T glory in
the expenditure. My hon. ‘friend says
that the expenditures have been very
large. He was seized with-a _fit of de-
pression as he thought upon them.
Maturing loans! Loans that have had
to" be renewed! Loans, I fancy-'that
were contracted - when our: friends
opposite were in power;-some of them
at least,

_Mr. Fielding: All of them.

" Mr.  Paterson: A fit of depression
seemed to have seized him. He seemed
to have been afraid; did not know
what was“to become of the country ot
all. He spoke of the enormous ‘expen-
diture, the additions to the debt and all
that. What will be the addition to the
debt of this country when hon. gentle-
men opposite carry out the Halifax
platform and buy up all the raﬂways"
That is something to talk about, “What
will be the annual expenditure when
they are charged with the working of
all the railways, telegraphs and tele-
phones? How mueh will that be a year?
‘Would it come up to about a thousand
millions? What are you going to do
about it? Are you going to back out
of it? We have not heard much about
the Hmlifax platform lately. We have
seen them rather trying to get back and
say: We will not go on with it. - Bleed-
ing the people white with your taxation,
he says. Taking all this money out of
them! Marvellous people, the Canad-
jan people! Bled in the direction of
taxation, as the hon. gentleman has
pictured, and yet they are adding by
tens of millions to the deposits in the
savings banks and in every home there
is increasing comfort. They are a re-
markable, strange, fortunate people;
bled, borne down under.this burden of
taxation and I do not know what; yet,
all happy, all doing well' and adding,

adding by the millions and the mil-
lions and the tens of millions to the
savings in the banks of this country.
Let us look at the rate of taxation
sbout which he talked.

Mr. Duncan Ross: Where is it?

Mr. Paterson: I wish the hon. gen-
. ileman (Mr. Foster) were here because
I would like to say this to his face—it
i& pessible that he may in the future be

appointed minister of finance in a Con-
‘muva zovamment' wheh it comes

in. But if he wants to have his chance
made good/ for that, I would ask him
to modify  his views and his expres-
sions. When a man who may be called
npun to administer the finances of this
couniry solemnly tells the people that
because there is an increase of revenue
it is a proof positive there has been an
increase in the rate of taxation, that
man is an unsafe man to trust with
anybody’s business. Surely he ought to
know better than that when he under-
takes {0 reply to the minister of fin-
ance and takes five hours and a half
to snswer a speech of an hour and a
half. The hon. gentleman (Mr. Foster)
has the evidence before his eyes in the
post office department. No better illus-
tration than that could be had of the
fallacy of the hon. gentleman’s state-
ment. In 1896, under the Conservatives,
the tax that was imposed on the people
for carrying their letters gave a rev-
enue of $3,0006,000 but to-day the' post
office revenue is $6,000,000 or double
what it was in 1896. And according to
the hon. gentleman (Mr. Foster) this
increase of revenue is proof positive
that the rate of taxation for carrying
a letter has been increased. But the
fact is that the postal rate has been
reduced from 3 cents to 2 cents in one
case, and from 5 cents to 2 cents in an-
other case, and yet we have doubled
the amount of revenue. And so it is
with the customs. We have lowered the
rate of customs duty but more goods
come in, the people are better off and
can buy more goods, and' so the customs
revenue’ has increased while the rate of
taxation has diminished, and the rev-
eénue has increased in a measure be-
cause of the very fact that the rate of
taxation has been reduced. Any man
should be able to comprehend that, and
the man who does not comprehend it
has fiscal follies in his-head so great
that no nation should entrust him with
the administration of its finances. And
yet, these gentlemen opposite get up on
the platforms and say tp the people:
look at this government; when we were
in power we only took $20.000.000 in cus-
toms taxes but these men are taking
$60,000,000 that they have wrung from
the ‘pockets of the people, and they
twist their arms and distort their ges-
tures when they use the word “wrung.”
Did we wring the extra $3,000,000 out of
the pockets of the people in the increas-
ed revenue of the post office? No. The
postage rate has been reduced. Did
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!. @dvice to the hon. the finence minister,

or child .write two letters.when they
only wrote one letter before? No.
Does this government make any man,
woman or chid go into a store and
buy $2 worth of goods when they only
bought $1 worth before? There is only
one thing the government does in
standing between the .people and the
purchases they make, and that is when
they say how many cents on the dollar
shall be paid by the importing mer-
chant into the treasury before‘he can
get his goods to sell. For that the
government are absolutely responsible
and for that they must be judged, and
if this government imposed a higher
rate than was imposed before, then we
have to answer for it. But what are
the facts? The average tax that was
paid under these gentlemen opposite in
1896 was $18.28 on every $100 worth of
dutiable and free imports for consump-
tion that came into this country, but in
1906, ten vears later, it was only $15.73.
a reduction of $2.55, which is equal to
a reduction of 14 per cent. in the rate
of taxation. And yet money flows into
the treasury of the country. The hon.
genueman (Mr, Foster) spoke about the
debt, and in doing so he laid down an-
other maxim that I think would not be
approved by the people of Canada and
that was that all our capital expendi-
ture we should borrow abroad, add it
to the debt and pay the interest upon it.
We do not think so. We have had
surpluses ‘under my hon. friend the
minister of finance in varying amounts
running up to many millions of dollars.
These surpluses could have been ap-
plied to the reduction of the public
debt if it were thought wise. But it
was deemed more prudent to take this
money, raised under a lower rate of
taxation, and to use it in developing
the resources of the country and thus
make it a meang of reproducing wealth
itéelf. Now, in this connection I might
miention one of the things that the hon.
gentleman (Mr. Foster) charged as a
scandal against this government, and
that is the Crow's Nest Pass railway
and the bonus we gave to have that
railway constructed. This is rather
amusing in the light of the fact that
those of us who were in the House at
the time know that the hon. gentleman
(Mr, Foster) himself voted for that
scandal.

An hon. member: Did he?

Mr., Paterson; Yes, but that does not
prevent him shouting “scandal,” and it
has just about as good a foundation as
all their other scandals so far as we
can see. Now, what did we do in con-
néction with the Crow’s Nest Pass rail-
way? We took $3,300,000 and we gave
it to the Canadian Pacific railway and
said: Open up that boundary countryv.
there is mineral wealth there, develop
it. The Canadian Pacific railway took
the money, and'they opened up that
country. But what more? We said to
the Canadian Pacific railway: in giving
you this bounty -which is larger than
we give to many, you have to agree to
reduce your freight ratés, not on the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway alone, but
over your entire system, to the extent
of 3 cents on every 100 pounds of wheat
you carry out of that country, and
more than that, you have got to give us
50,000 acres of coal land that you got
which we will keep to be the property
of the people of this country, and if
you raige the price of coal above $2 per
ton we will open up these mines and
work them ourselves for the benefit of
the people. And that is what the hon.
gentleman (Mr. Foster) calls a scandal.
I call it good business and a sample of
the business methods of this govern-
ment. Why, that 3 cents reduction on
the ‘wheat freight rate and the reduc-
tion on the price of coal, has in five
years placed back in the pockets of the
¥

people of this country more than the
tota] amount that was given to the

come,

What more? A country opened up;
towns and cities built up; representa-
tives in this House, grand men, like
the men who -worked the mines there.
These are consuming centres for the
manufactures of the.East and are pro-
ducing wealth in the country. The hon.
gentleman ventured to call that a scan-
dal. I wish we had more of them. He
spoke about the Yukon—a desperate
thing, he said. If there is anything
hon# gentlemen opposite ought to be
ashamed of it is their conduct with
reference to that Yukon railway. What
did we do? We made a bargain with
a_ responsible firm that they would
build 150 miles of railway in order that
we might reach that distant part of
our country over Canadian territory—
for what? How many millions of dol-
lars? Not one cent .of th2 public
money, but for alternate grants of
land—gold-bearing, nossibly. If it has
been, all the better for the government?
the. richer the gold the better—why?
Because we would get a royalty on it
when it was taken out. Hon. gentle-
men: - fought thast measure in this
House., They had influence enough in
another House to defeat it. From that
day to this we have had to reach that
portion of our territory by passing
through the territory of another na-
tion—friendly, no doubt, but with a
customs barrier, and giving advantage
to Seattle, Tacoma and San Francisco
in the trade of that .country which
might have been secured for our own
cities. That is the history of the Yu-,
kon, and these hon. gentlemen say it
is a scandal. The hon, member for
North Toronto said to-night that
though the upper chamber threw f'out
that measure, there was now a ma-
jority in the upper House favorable to
the government, and we would never
venture such a proposition again. No,
we never have done so. Where can a
syndicate be found in Canada to-day
to undertake what that syndicate
agreed to do, even if we' offered them
evervthing we agreed to give the other
syndicate, and a million dollars besidee?
I do not believe a syndicate could be
got in Canada that would do it. The
hon. gentleman the other night, when
speaking about sending the Arctic to
the northern waters to raise our. flag
and assert our sovereignty, said he did
not believe in that kind of thing — he
would trust to diplomacy. I believe in
trusting to occupancy. The Americans
took advantage of occupancy at Skag-
way. What might have been the re-
sult of the Alaska boundary arbitra-
tion if we had had an independent
highway into the Yukon territory I will
not venture to say: but our chance is
gone, ‘and the loss has been ours. The
land isi-there yet, every foot of ' it,
which we agreed to give; is there a man
opposite who will give $100 for the
whole of it? Why don’t they form
themselves into a syndicate and try to
get it under the.same terms and con-
ditions? ‘The hon. member for North

swho was averse to increasing the pub-
lic debt beyond what was necessary for
the purpose of a great undertaking like
the Grand Trunk Pacific, which, of
course,
open. He knew that money would have
to he borrowed for that; but all othér
great capital improvements he has faith
in being able to provide for out of the
revenues of the country. Here it is
worth while to note that while our
Conservative friends during their last
eleven years spent $80,000,000 on capital
account, they had to .borrow $62.000,000
of that and add it to the debt, and we
are paving the'interest on it now. My
hon. friend the finance minister in the
same length.of time has spent $127.000.~
000 on capital account, and has tgo bor-
row only $5,000,000, and if it had not
been for what has already gone towards
the construction of the Grand Trunk
Pacific he would have absolutely re-
duced the .debt below ‘what it was
when that work was authorized. The
hon. member for North Toronto said:
You seem to be anxious not to increase
the public debt; that is your idea of
finance; my idea is that we should
spend naone of the revenues in the con-
struction of capital works, such as en-
largements of canals, bonuses to rail-
ways, ete., but you should borrow
abroad. Tax the people enough to do
it, and borrow what you want over and
above that. Well, my hon. friend the
finance minister, says he has a more
excellent way than that. He says he
will build out of the surpluses he has,
and will get these surpluses by reduc-
ing the rate of taxation instead of in-
creasing it. That is the differéence be-
tween the two policies. The political
economy of my hon. friend from North
Toronto is this: You have great rev-
enues coming in; they come through
increased imports; increased imports
are a sign of the decay of the country;
a revenue of $60,000,000 is an indicdtion
of a higher rate of taxation. Then logi-
cally his remedy would be to put the
rate up to 100 per cent., which my hon.
friend from Leeds (Mr. Taylor) adyo-
cates, and shut out imports altogether.
and thus get no revenue. The finance
minister says: No, we lower the rates
ag far as we can, consistent with rais-
ing /the revenue and having regard to
the established industries of the coun-
try, and by doing this promote the wel-
fare of the people; if there iz more
than enough to provide for the ordinary
expenditures of government, we will
spend it on capital account in develop-
ing avenues of transportation, and thus
every dollar we spend will go directly
back into the pockets of the consumers
of this country. There is the difference
vetween the two systems.

Now, I am not going 'to speak five
hours and a half, although I might be
expected to take a longer time in an-
swering a speech of that length. I sat
for two and a half mortal hours this
afternoon ready to jot down any new
matter that was brought up by the
hon. member, but I found that his
speech whs but a repetition of what he
had =aid before. The importation and
exportation of scenery and the invis-
ible profits he talked about, and I was
lost in wonder what manner of man he
was who could see into the invisible.

Then he reiterated that absurd state-
ment that the prime minister had said
that the Grand Trunk Pacific would be
built for $13,000,000.

Mr, Taylor: He did say so, and his
words are on Hansard.

Mr. Paterson: Any man Who believes
that must be devoid of common sense.

Why, if he would not
give credit to my right hon. leader for
honesty of purpose. surely he would not
say that ‘the leader of this government
ever committed himself, to the proposi-
tion that 1,800 miles of railroad and the
guaranty of ‘the bonds and the hun-
dreds of miles of the prairie section
could all be built for that amount. The
hon. gentleman knows very well what
the first minister was talking about.

“That the customs tariff of the Domin-
ion should be based, not as it is now,
upon the protective principle, but upon
the requirements of the public service:
that the existing tariff, founded upon
an unsound principle, and used, as it
has been by the government, as a cor-
rupting agency - wherewith to keep
themselves in office, has developéd
monopolies, trusts and combinations, It
has decreased@:the value of farm and
other landed property; it has oppressed
the masses to the enrichment of the
few; it has checked immigration; it
has caused great loss of population; it
nas impedsad ¢dmmerce; it has discrim-
inated against Great Britain.

“In these and in many othér ways it
has occasioned great public-and prk;
vate injury,: all of which evils mus
continue to grow in intensity as long as
the présent tariff dystem remains in
force.” A

That was dqclaratory Now We come
to the operativelpart.

“That the highest interests of Canada
demand a renigval of this obstancle to
our country’s p!‘()gress by the adoption
of a sound fiscal policy, which, while
noi doing injustice to any class, will
promote domestic and foreign trade,
and hasten the return .of prosperity to
our people; that to that end the tariff
shoudl be redueel.”

That recognizes a tariff. It does not

say that there shall be free trade,
which would mean that there was to b
no tariff at all.
“—to the needs of honest, economical
and efficient government; that it should
be so ndjusted.as to make free, or to
bear as lightly as possible upon the
necessaries of life, and’' should be so
arranged as to promote freer trade with
with whole world, more particularly
with great Britain and the Urmited
States. We believe that the results of
the protective system have grievously
disappointed thousands of persons who
honestly supported it, and that the
country, 'in the light of experience, is
now prepared to declare for a sound
fiscal policy,

‘““I'he issue between the two political
parties on 'this question is now clearly
defined. The government themselves
admit the failure of their fiscal policy,
and now profess their willingness to
make some changes; but they say that
such changes must be based only on
the principle of' protection. We de-
nounce the principle of protection as
radically unsound, and unwise to/ the
masses of the people, and we declare
our conviction that any tariff changes
based on that principle must fail to
afford any.substantial relief from the
burdens under which the country la-
bors. This issue we unhesitatingly ac-
cept, and upon it we await with the
fullest confidence the verdict of the
electors of Canada.”

“Itiwill be seen by this,” the minister
said, “that the Liberal party declared
for a tariff, but a tariff without the
protective principle and reduced to the
needs of the country. I hope that that
plank has been carried into effect. 1
was a party to putting that plank in
the platform, and I believe that, the
party having been returned to power
on that platform, it was the duty of the
government to carry' it into effect. I
wag a party to moving the resolution,
and I was a party to framing the tariff
to carry it into effect. We recognize
that the revenue must be raised by
customs and excise as before, but we
were to put the tariff on a retvenue and
not on a protective basisy, What is the
principle of protection? Here you have
imports increased from $100,000,000 to
$300,000,000. Hon, gentlemen opposite,
if they had their way would increase
the tariff—make it 100 per cent., as.the
hon. member for Leeds (Mr. Taylor)
says, if necessary—in order to shut
these goods out. But we say, No; so
arrange your tariff that you will have
free competition in foreign markets and
you will then have, of necessity, protec-
tion to the extent of the tariff for the
Jocal market, but do no injustice to any
class and recognize the c¢onditions of
the eountry. And so the tariff was
lowered.

“What result has it accomplished,
judged by its fruits? = $249,000,000 of
trade with/all the other nations of the
world under their protectivd tariff, and
under our revised tariff, $640,000,000. Has
the trade been made freer? Has the
Lariff not been reduced? In all the hun-
dreds of items that were In their gen-
eral tariff, scores of them were reduced
in rate, and only, I think, four articles
Were raised in a slight degree in the
general tariff. One-third  of that
amount was deducted fromn all the tens
of millions of imports that came from
the mother country into this country.

Three years each in the penitentiary
was the. punishment meted out to Al-
fred Mason and James Payne by Magi-
strate Jay this morning for the theft
of a gold watch and chain valued at
$350 from Edward Belanger while the
wvictim was asleep in the Palace saloon
on the afternoon of March 18th.

Towboat Company's big liner
Shawmut, Capt. E. V. Roberts, reached

 port last night from Manila and Japan

bringing 600 tons of general freight for
discharge at this port.

The Shawmut, from Yokohama to the
meridian encountered fresh northerly
winds and a heavy easterly swell. On
the latter half of the trip northwest-
erly winds were met with  and on
Monday a strong northwesterly gale,
with high seas, prevailed for twenty-
four hours. The Shawmut brought only
1,600 tons of cargo altogether and rode
very light, her great bulk = towering
high above the outer wharf.

J. H. Callan, late purser of the liner,
deserted her at Yokohama. for reasons
that can only be surmised. His ship-
mates tell varying stories of his dis-
appearance and sonte of them are in-
clined to invest his desertion with
mystery but it is believed that he
was in trouble during one of his visits
to the Orient and left the Shawmut 10
make his way back to the States by
another route.

The Shawmut brought 16 saloon, 9
second class and a number of steerage
passengers, 6 of the latter being Chin-
ese. Altogether 19 passengers were
Ianded here, two of the Chinese paying
head-tax.

MARIMA IS BRINGING
MANY PASSENGERS
New Canadian-Australian Lin-
er Expected to Make a
Fast Run.

(From Friday’s Daily).
The new Canadian-Ausiralian liner
Marama, which left Brisbane on
March 18th, one day ahéad of time,

is exXpected to’ break ‘two records for

the mail service bétween British Co-
lumbia and the- Antipodes. .Not only
do shipping men confidently expect
to see her in Victoria well ahead of
schedule time, but . advices received
from Brisbane indicdte that ‘she will
bring the largest number of passen-
gers, excluding Asiatics, ever carried
over the route.

When the liner left Brisbane she
had 334 passengers, 143 being saloon,
101 second-class and 90 steerage. She
has 25 tons of general freight for dis-
charge at this port.

According to the schedule the Ma-
rama is expected tfo:reach Victoria
on April 9th, but the local agents an-
ticipate her arrival at least two ‘or
three days ahead of this time. The
Marama is making her maiden voy-
age to Victoria. She js scheduled to
sail south again on April 24th and
to leave Sydnéy on June 8th on her
second voyage across the Pacific.

RULES TO REGULATE
SPEED OF VESSELS

Commission Frames Recom-
mendations to Govern Van-
couiver Harbor.

On Wednesday afternoon the commis-
gion appointed by the Dominjon gov-
ernment to draw up regulations re-
specting the government of speed on
all vessels using the harbor at Van-
couver, met in the Shipmaster’s office
at the Terminal City and prepared a
number of recommendations.

Those present at the sitting were:
Capt. Gaudin, agent of the marine and
fisheries department, who acted as
chairman; Captdin R. H. Alexander,
representing the shippers; Captain Dan
Patterson, representing the pilots;
Captain McLeod, harbormaster; Capt.
C. Gardiner-Johnson, secretary, and
Captain Wilbur, representing the Ship-
masters’ Association.

After a thorough discussion of the
subject in hand the commission de-
cided to make the following recom-
mendations to Ottawa for the regula-
tion of all shipping.

*“That all tow lines should be short-
ened on all vessels going in and out
of the Narrows.

“That all ships go out of the har-
bor east of the buoy.

“That the speed of steamers inside
the harbor, that is, on a line from
Brockton Point to Hastings mill, be not
more than six knots.

“That the speed of steamers in the
Narrows be not more than twelve
knots, with a rider that boats are to
slow down on meeting a tow as much
as is practical with the safety of the
navigation ofi the boat.

“LEEBRO” IS STEAMER'S NAME.

Leeming Brothers’ New Craft to Be
in Commission Early in May.

NEW STEAMSHIPS FOR
ST. LAWRENCE ROUTE

Three Liners Will Be Added to
Atlantic Fleet During
Summer.

New steamers will be seen on the
St. Lawrence route during ‘the com-
ing season augmenting both the pas-
senger and freight accommodations of
the various lines, ‘A new Allan liner
will be added to the Glasgow service in
the spring, a new Dominion liner will
be added to the Liverpool service in
the summer, while the Reford line will
add a steamer to replace the Kildona.

One effect of the augmentation of
service will be a big improvement in
the means of direct communication be-
tween France and Canada, this/being
instituted to take advantage of the
new commercial treaty. The Allan line
will maintain five steamers between
Montreal, London and Havre, giving
what will be practically a weekly ser-
vice between these ports. The Cor-
inthian, Sardinian, Parisian, Pomeran-
ian and Sicillan will be used for the
service,

The first passenger boat to sail from
Montreal, - according to present sche-
dule, will be the Corsican of the Allan
line, that boat being due to leave for
Liverpool on May 1st. ;

The C. P. R, Lake Erie is scheduled
to leave for LiVerpool on May 9th, and
on the same day the Dominion line Ot-
tawa will also leave. There may be
changes in these dates, but the pres-
ent arrangements are as stated.

EXCITING STEAMSHIP
RACE IS PROMISED

Corwin and City of Puebla Will
Both Carry Autos
