JUST IN TIME.
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Rome, July 21.—This morning began

the late Leo XIII., and to officially pro­
nounce him dead. Cardinal Ore glia,
dean of the Sacred' College and) camer- 
lendog of the Holy Roman church, had to 
1'u.t aside his cardinal robes as a sign of 
deep mourning, and; was gowned entirely 
in violet. The other cardinals wore 
crimson robes with violet collars, indica­
tive of mourning. Within the 
chamber the body lay with a white veil 
over the face, on the bed surrounded by 
Franciscan Penitentiaries, while outside 
the noble guard! maintained1 a solemn 
vigil. The profound silence was only 
broken by the c-hanting prayers for the 
dead. Into this solemn presence came 
the mourning procession of cardinals, who 
kneeling silently prayed.

Then the prelates reverently looked 
on while Cardinal Oreglia approached 
the remains.

For this morning’s function the Pope’s 
bedroom had been transformed into a 
kind of mortuary chapel with the altar 
at one end, having in the centre a cruci­
fix surrounded by six lighted candles 
with four candles at the bed corners.

The Coming Conclave.
Rome, July 21.—According to a state­

ment coming from high ecclesiastical 
sources, arrangements at the Vatican are 
being pressed forward which will enable 
the conclave of cardinals to begin sitting 
August 1st. However, it is now thought 
the session may last considerably longer 
than at first expected, even long enough 
to permit Cardinal Moran, of Sydney, N. 
S. W., to arrive in time to take part in 
the proceedings.

An ambassador accredited to the Va­
tican says the question of Pope Leo’s 
successor is a peculiarly open one at® the 
present moment. The personality of the 
candidates plays a much more important 
part than in any preceding conclave 
since the conditions prevailing in the past 
are now entirely changed. Formerly the 
sacred college was divided into several 
distinct parts. There was first that com­
posed of the cardinals who were mem­
bers of the great Roman families, nearly 
every one of which was represented in 
the college. These always exerted a 
very powerful influence in the election of 
a Pope. At the present time there is 
only one scion of a great Roman house 
>m;~ the cardinals, namely, Cardinal 

‘qytsali DcMnuro, who frojpj_ the 
standpoint of the election of a new Popè 
is relatively unimportant. Then there 
were parties composed of cardinals ap­
pointed by the same Pope who usually 
ranged themselves into separate bodies.

In addition to the members of the 
sacred college appointed by a Pope who 
had then just passed away, there were 
usually considerable numbers chosen by 
his predecessor, and even a few nomi­
nated by the Pope preceding him.

In consequence of Leo XIII.’s long 
reign these parties have entirely disap­
peared. In the present conclave there 
will be onl^ one cardinal, Cardinal Or­
eglia, who was not appointed by Pope 
Leo. As a result of these changes the ap­
proaching conclave will be much more 
under the influence of individual candi­
dates than in the past, rendering it im­
possible tCL forcaste the election with 
any degree of certainty. It is highly 
probable that the new Pope will be a 
man at present not thought of and not 
talked about

Rome, July 21.—Following the cere­
mony of the recognition of the death of 
the Pope by jhe Sacred college, came 
another, shorter, but a no less significant 
and symbolic one.

On Pop* Leo’s finger was the famous 
fisherman’s ring which the camerlengo 
with a whispered prayer drew gently off, 
and w’hieh, later, will in the presence of 
the cardinals be presented to the new 
Pope when lie is elected. The ring is of 
very great antiquity. It is even said 
to have belonged to St. Peter himself. 
It is a stone of little value, cut with the 
scene of St Peter drawing in fishing 
nets. It was first used about the year 
1265, but for secret documents it was 
only used later. Officially, it is one of 
the symbols of office most prized by the 
church. Although lost two or three 
times it has always been recovered.

Hundreds of offers have come from 
Italy and abroad from doctors, drug­
gists and specialists for the embalming 
of the remains of Pope Leo, but natural­
ly. not one of them have been accepted.

Assumes Office.
The government of the Catholic 

church has been officially assumed by 
Cardinal Oreglia as dean of the Sacred 
college and as dean of the cardinal 
bishops. He will be assisted by the 
deans of the other two orders of cardin­
als. Cardinal Macchi for the cardinal 
deacons and Cardinal Rampolla for the 
cardinal priests, the last, however, mere­
ly a substitute for Cardinal Netto, the 
patriarch of Lisbon, who, when he ar­
rives, will take over his own duties.

The body of Leo XIII. lies to-night in 
the hall of the throne room, a few steps 
from the room in which his death took 
place, the same vestments, the eomauro 
hood, the rochet and the white gown 
which were put on yesterday, cover the 
form which rests in semi state surround^ 
ed by lighted candles, the noble guard 
and Franciscan penetentiaries. The in­
terment will occur Saturday evening.

The Vatican had to condemn the Knights jt 
of Labor in Canada because they form- 
ed a isecret society. In the United States ^ 
the same organisation surrendered its ^ 
secrecy, and prayed His Holiness, ^ 
Cardinal Gibbons, for toleration, which 
the Pontiff granted, much to the relief J* 
of the Irish Romauists, who formed so ^ 
large a portion of the system. Then the 
young Kaiser of Germany, anxious to ^ 
weaken the growing movement in his own 
dominions by an international agreement J* 
,to better by law the condition of the 
workers, called a conference at Berlin, ^ 
and asked the Pope to assist it by an 1 
approval, which was accorded. The 
Comte de Mun went to Rome at the head 
of the organised workers of France; and 
they were graciously received. At 
length Leo undertook the labor of pre­
paring an authoritative Encyclical. It 
was issued in November 19th, 1891, and 
was received with acclamation on aÿ 
hands. Anglican Bishops, French demo­
crats, German Radicals, American agita­
tors—all and sundry—vied with each 
other in praise. It -hadi the Leonine 
charm. Rejecting impossible schemes of 
equality, it laid down the doctrine that 
the laborer was entitled to the fruits of 
his labor. On the other hand, capital 
was a necessity of labor. All this was 
set forth with a sweet persuasiveness 
and in a spirit of peace and goodwill im­
possible not to recognise.

In February, 1893, the Pope celebrated 
his sacerdotal .Jubilee. -> An old man of 
eighty-three, whose virtues none dared to 
question, his personal popularity was at­
tested far beyond the bounds of .the com­
munion over which lie presided. In 1887 
lie had sent a costly gift to Queen Vic-. 
toria. In 1893 she responded, and sent 
with her present a letter in which she 
reminded His Holiness that they were 
old acquaintances. He did not forget 
.this token of friendliness when Victoria’s 
Diamond Jubilee was celebrated. Again 
one of the handsomest of the rxoyal pres­
ents came from the Pope. Nor was this 
the only personal rapprochement between 
the Pope and the English Royal family.

The United States is rather 
too big to be disciplined and no one 
cares to undertake the task. Moreover, 
the friendship of the United States is 
being sedulously cultivated by all of the 
European powers at*the present time.

Yicenzo Gioacchino Raffaele Aloysius 
Feed, Leo XIII., the 208th Bishop of 
Rt me, whose death affects to-day so 
large -a portion of Christendom and deep­
ly interests the whole world, will take 
rank among the most brilliant of Ro­
man ecclesiastics, 
capacity, he acquired and developed 
powers of tlie highest order, and in more 
than one field. A profound scholar, whose 
Latinity was the envy of his compeers; 
a poet, with a neat turn for Italian and 
Latin verse or a small but graceful kind; 
a. philosopher, who had won his doctorate 
at twenty-one; a scientific student, who 
would, have been a great chemist; he was 
one of the ablest provincial governors 
produced by the Papal system in the 
days of the Temporal Power; be 
was a great theologian,
tinguished canonist, a master of civil 
la w ; and when he obtained the Tiara, 
and was suddenly called upon to assuage 
the passions everywhere aroused by the 
events and policy of Pio Nono, his states­
manship was as consummate as his per­
sonal bearing was noble and gracious. 
Leo. XIII. was supposed to be the choice 
of the Moderate party among the Cardin­
als, and there were some who hailed1 him 
as Pius IX. had. been bailed, “The Re­
forming Pope.” Certainly there was 
need at this crisis in the history of the 
Papacy of a man who knew how to give 
guidance. The Revolutions of 1870, 
by depriving him of Rome, 
made him declare himself a*prisoner in 
the Vatican. He was struggling against 
the vast majority of the Italian people. 
The disciplinary measures by which the 
dogma of Infallibility had been pressed 
reused passion which led to positive per­
secution in Germany. The French clergy 
w'ere permitted, if not encouraged, to set 
themselves against the Republic. There 
were some who, mistaking that suave 
an4 conciliatory manner of his, thought 
that the new Pope would make his peace 
with the nevr King, that fie would sur­
render to Prince Bismarck and Dr. Falk, 
and that he would make concessions to 
the party in France. Leo had written 
strongly in favor of the Temporal Power 
while at Perugia, twenty years before. 
He did not budge from his position. He 
rejected the “Law of Guarantees” as 
Pius had done; he would) have noue of 
the money voted by the Italian parlia­
ment. He stood up for the rights of the 
Church in Germany and for the privi­
leges of the religious orders in France, 
•like his predecessor. But he did it all 
with such gentle and touching regret that 
he began to win back the sentiment Pius 
had alienated. He wrote a kindly letter 
to tjlie great Emperor, and received an 
equivocal reply. He wrote again, plead­
ing for freedom for Catholic people to 
observe the laws of their own Church. 
Presently the German change began. By 
conciliatory methods, but firmness in liis 
purpose, never wavering, he won. The 
Kaiser, like a predecessor, went, meta­
phorically at all events, to Canossa. Bis­
marck himself suggested the Pope as 
mediator in • the next international dis­
pute he had. So with- France. The 
clergy were given to understand that the 
Church recognise a all forms of govern­
ment. There was a “rally’ to the Re­
public; and the Church of France has 
since enjoyed fair peace. Even in Eng-? 
land Pope Pius liad made sores unneces­
sarily, as it seemed. Mr. Gladstone had 
been driven by the Vatican’s treatment 
of liis Irish University Bill, 1873, to 
write pamphlets and articles against tlie 
Pope. Leo adopted a kindlier method. He 
•did what he could to assist in the proper 
government of Ireland, not without solici­
tation. His subsequent condemnations 
of the Plan of Campaign and boycotting 
as political methods are still subjects of 
controversy; but they show a readiness 
to enter into friendly relations with even 
Protestant govern mentis. In 1885 Leo 
was found earnestly championing the 
rights of the slave, and ever after was 
British in his opposition to it.

No question engaged more seriously tlie 
mind of the Pope .than isucli as related 
to labor in its relation to capital. It was 

. pressed upon him from all sides and by 
the very spirit of age.

I have read through the specifications and 
conditions, and examined the plans, and 
find that the plans of the several floors 
very nearly comply with the original, 

I whilst there are some slight changes caused 
by adopting the alternative Yates street 
front.

First. The alternative Yates street ele­
vation was the one chosen, thereby requir­
ing an alteration in the foundation and 
floor plans, which are to be made wider so 
as to make room to receive -the columns 
above. This alteration makes the buiming 
longer by two feet than the original.

Second. The architects have made the 
ground floor ceiling 15 inches higher, and 
the first floor 12 inches higher, so that me 
building will be so much higher than shown 
on the original.

Third. They also show on one side a 
plan of an intermediate floor over the vault 
which shows how the work is to be carried 
out. This was not on the original, and 
could not be a cry well shown.

Fourth. There are two other small 
changes which had to be made to show 
how the work was carried out. A small 
brick wall built to carry the front entrance 
stone steps, and also showing arches to 
support the concrete floor In which the 
tiles are to be bedded. These things were 
not shown in the originals, but were men­
tioned in the typewritten letter sent In 
with the original plan.

Fifth. The architects furnish three more 
plans than the original, viz.; West eleva­
tion, roof plan, and a site plan showing 
depths of excavation with all particulars 
as to drains, gas, and electric lights, and 
where to be fixed, which are not on the 
originals.

Sixth. The only change which can be 
called one of any importance Is the raising 
of the building higher, which will improve 
the appearance of It. Most of the rest is" 
caused by the necessity of putting the 
plans in such shape as to make them intel­
ligible to those who tender on them.

In every case where there has been any 
change from the original plans, it will 
add to the cost, and 1 cannot see any­
where throughout the plans and specifica­
tions where anything has been done to re­
duce from the original In the matter of 
cost. I might state that the specifications 
call for detail drawings to be furnished for 
all work requiring the same.

In my opinion the plans and specifications 
are well prepared and give full particulars, 
and that contractors will have no difficulty 
in preparing their estimates from them.

The plans and specifications fill all the re­
quirements of the building by-law.

He quoted figures 
to show that although there was over 
$1,500 available for prizes, the first class 
shots or “busted tyros” (as someone sug­
gested) got over $1,000. * The tyros, as 
he understood, were left in the neighbor­
hood of $285. Thus albout four times as 
much went to the first class men as was 
distributed for prizes among the younger 
shots. Such an unequal distribution 
was obviously unfair, and not in the in­
terest of true sport. He moved that the 
incoming council be instructed -to devote 
one-third of the funds towards prizes for 
tyros. Tlie motion was laid over for dis­
cussion later.

On motion the report of the treasurer 
was adopted unanimously.

POISONED SHEEP.

E. LORENZ.Billings, Mont., July 22.—Word comes 
from Columbus of a heavy loss sustained 
by a sheep man named Grimes. Poison 
was scattered on the range where his 
sheep were herded. Over 1,000 head are 
known to have died. Another sheep man 
is said to have lost over 300 head.
