Serious Accident at St. Michel
de Bellechasse Yesterday—
Fifteen People Injured —
Cars Derailed at Petit Rocher

_Quebee, Jan. 12—Fifteen peopls were
injured, some move or less sacwously, in
a railway collision today on the Intercol-
onial Railway at St. Michel de Beilechasse,
when a freight train dashed into the local
market trair® trom Rivere du Loup as it
was standing in the station yard.

The accident occurred about 6 o'clock
this morning, though it was several hours
later before intelligence reached the city.
The freight ran into the rear end of the
market train, causing two or three care
to telescope and badly damaging them.
The most surprising thing about this dis-
aster is that many people were not killed
outright.

The injured received immediate atten-
tion from Dr. Marcotte, of St. Michel, and
later in the day were brought up to Levis
by special train.

Fireman Joseph Boucher, of the freight
train, is the worst ‘injured, but may re-
cover. 'The engineer escaped with slight
injuries. .

Bluefieid, W. Va., Jan. 12—More than
100 were killed today in the  mines
of the Lick branch - colliery. It was
in these same mines two weeks ago today
that fifty miners were killed by a similar
explosion.

In the quiet of the early morning there
came, like the sound of thunder, a mighty
rumbling from the mnes, which rever-
berated along the miles of corridors and
air passages crowded with those who were
working there, while from the mine mouth
there came a cloud of flame, soof, dust
and debris, heavy timber, broken mine
cars and even a massive motor used to
haul the heavily-laden cars from the
depths.

Scarcely had the detonation died away
before a throng of terrorized women and
children rushed to the mine mouth and
implored those there to allow them to aid
in the effort to save some of their loved
ones who might still be alive within. Mine
Foreman Bowers, who was near the en-
trance, was blown from his feet, but man-
aged to crawl out safely, as also did Rob-
ert Smith, a miner. A miner named Holli-
day, V\:ll() was with Bowers, was blown
over. A rescue party, organized on the
moment, rushed in the jaws of the smok-
ing mine and tried to rescue him, but was
driven back by the deadly fumes of the
after gases dnd was compelled to leave
him to his fate. !

A train was rushed from this city to the
scene of the disaster, some twenty-five
miles away, carrying bratticing and other
material to be used in the work of ex-
ploration and rescue.

It i supposed there were from sixty to
eighty men in the section of the mine af-
fected: The debrig from the explosion of
two weeks ago had not been cleared away,
and twenty men were engaged in this
work. Nineteen contract miners, with
their crews, were at work in a new entry,

The explosion was in a different part of
the mine from that of two weeks ago.
Since that catastrophe the mine had been
inspected by government officials, and by
the most experienced mine men in the re-
gion, and all, it is said, expressed the
opinion that it was safe.

None of the bodies has been recovered,
but it is expected that a portion of the
mine where eight men were at work will
be reached before morning.

One resecue party came in sight of six
bodies today, but wae forced back. A
late estimate of the number of men en-
tombed is .more than 100. That all of
them are dead there can be no doubt.
The force of the explosion, the fire in the
mine and the deadly gases preclude any
chance that any of the men are alive.

The main entrance of the mine is five
miles Jong, running from one side of the
mountain to the other.: Debris also was
blown from both entries, which gives some
idea of the force of, the explosion. The
fans were ont disabled and ave forcing
fresh air into the mines.

_State Mine Inspectors Phillips and Nich-
olson are at-the mine and are directing
the work 'of rescue. Crews have been
formed and are venturing jn as far as
the air is pure enough ito breathe.

Bystanders at the time of the explosion
gay that immense clouds of soot and smoke
gushed out of the mine almost simultan-
eously with the detonation and immediate-

Four miles from the\ main entrance,
smoke and flames gushed.from the entry,
burning the twigs and small limbs from

. More men have committed suicide, more
men have died of broken hearts and more
have been . driven insane by .the facts
brought to light in graft and scandal in-
vestigations in the last three years, in the
principal cities of the country, than in
any half dozen years of its history.

The death of William L. Matheus, for-
merly State Treasurer of Pennsylvania,
had been ascribed to pneumonia, but
it~ i known™ to “his physician™ and” his
stricken family that he actually died of
shame, after he had been convicted of de-
frauding the state and sentenced to two
vears’ imprisonment.

The co-defendants’ the former Auditor-
Generaland the former Superintendent of
Public Grounds, similarly sentenced, and
at liberty on $25,000 bail pending an ap-
peal, have aged perceptibly since the
judgment of the court was pronounced.
Five of the group of .men in Pittsburg
charged with the most flagrant sort of
cheating are in a state of nervous col-
lapse, and two of them have been so
stricken with remorse that they are under
constant - surveillance lest they attempt
suicide. ¢

In 90 per cent. of all the cades of death
self-inflicted, or from grief, or the upset-
ting of the mental equipoise, the cause 18
traceable to stock gambling or wildeat
speculation, in the fever to get rich quick,
and .only in 10 per cent. to genuine mis-
fortune due to lack of judgment or umn-
fortunate investments.

The most noteworthy illustration in
the long list perhaps is that of Charles
T. Barney, deposed president, of the
Knickerboeker Trust Company, who in
his desperate effort to recoup his loss of
$10,000,000 in the panic of 1807 was drawn
further into the maelstrom and engulfed.
He killed: himself on Nov. 14, 1907, and‘
during the week following two bankers, |
ruined by the crash in Wall street, took
their own lives in Chicago. In each in-
stance, as well as in the case of Mr. Bar-
ney, the impelling cause was the fear of
what might be disclosed by investigation.

The suicide of Frank H. Hipple, presi-
dent of the Real Estate Trust Company
of Philadelphia, in the latter part of
1906, was strikingly similar to that of
Barney, both in the manmer of accom-
plishment and the causes. . Hipple, a pil-
lar of the church, held up as an example
of probity, lived a double life for years, |
and when the meshes began to tighten |
about him, and exposure ' became ine\'-i
itable, he sought the only refuge to which
he could flee—the grave of a suicide.

It was the fear of publicity following
the insurance scandals that resulted in
the practical expatriation of James Hazen
Hyde, and so affected the sensibilities and
highstrung nature of John A. McCall that
he never rallied after all the amazing
truth came out in the investigation.

There ave a. few facts about Johnson as
a fighter that stick out, however, and are
worth enumerating. . .

Johnson is as clever with his hands as
James, J. Corbett ever was. That is say-
ing a lot.

Johngon is as shifty on his feet now as
ever Fitzsimmons was in his palmiest
days. That is something to be considered.

Johnson has as good a left hand—that
damaging jab continualy finding the mark
does .a host of damage—as ever Joe Gans
possessed.

Johinson has concealed in that right, a
punch almost as powerful as that of John
L. Sullivan, and with it the old: champion
once killed a bullock.

Johnson is a great “kidder” when in ac-
tion.

TIGER AND BUL
FOUGHT TO THE
DEATH

Terrible Spectacle in Ring in
Mexican City—Both Animals
Will Die—A Ferocieus Strug-
gle.

El Paso, Texas, Jan. 12—The fight be-
tween a Tiagua bull and a Bengal tiger
in the bull rng in Ciudad Juarez, Mexico,
opposite Kl Vaso, Sunday afternoon was
ferocious and will result in the death of
both animals. The sickening spectacle
was witnessed by 5,500 people, largely Am-
ericans, and many of them tourists, who
stopped over here especially to witness
the barbarous epectacle. After three
bulls had been despatched in the regula-
tion manner, the star performance was
pulled off. The two animals, enclosed in
an iron cage about thirty feet square,
were brought together and the battle be-
tween the enraged brutes commenced.

The bull was first taken into the en-
closure and given the usual bull fight
tortures to arouse his ire and then the
iron cage containing the tiger was wheel-
el up to the entrance, but the tiger re-
fused to get out and open the battle .and
the bull attempted to get into the small
cage and get at his adversary. The bull
.was badly scratched about the face. Final-
ly the tiger came from his cage and the
bull gored the cat with his long sharp
horn a«¢ he emerged. With a screech of
‘pain, the cat, with a powerful lunge,
.broke the bull's right leg in return and
then the two animals went into the fight
for . them lives. The tiger was able to
spring out of the way of the bull ih a
numbgr of instances, but when the big,
hedvy animal caught his adversary it
went hard with the tiger. The bull step-
ped upon the tiger in one instance and
there was a crunching of ribs audible in
the seats of the amphitheatre.

The bull also disabled the tiger in ‘the
-back in a short-time, and after that the
fighting was very tame and was soon
stopped by the: cries of the Americans
for pity, while the Mexicans cheered the
bsutal performance and wanted it to pro-
ceed.
