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8Mh is not the ense, Great Priory considered it advisable at last meeting for the 
Gouncil to prepare and report npon a uniform ritual for Canada, to be submitted 
at this meeting. I have myeelf given the subjeot considerable attention. pointing 
ont in an article on the “Modern Templar Order,” in the Ccmadian Cmftman 
for July (Vide appendix A.), the necessity of revising the ritual in use ; therefore 
taking into consideration the opinions and wishes of the Order in Canada, that a 
llttle judlcioue pruning of the new, and retainiug portions of the old ritual 
wonld make the one recommended more satisfaetory and acceptable, I have care- 
fully arranged the oontemplated additionsjtotliout altering the text of the Con- 
vent-General Ritual, and have submitted them to the Council. Improving rituals 
like malung them, is an art in which there are very few adepts, and generalto 
results in miserable failures, it is of oourse possible to improve, and it is eaey to 

in the opinion of this or that brother, hut it is also quite possible that whot 
some would consider improvements, would not be in the taste of others, and 
would indeed mar rather than mend. What we require is a simple bnt compre- 
hensive ritual, embodying the doctrines of the Order strictly in accord witli our 
history and traditions, and with no fanciful efforts at iine writing, retaining gen- 
erally the old style of lauguage as heing more terse and appropriate. The great 
objeot should be to go back to firat principles. keeping as nearly as possible to 
what the Order really wne-in the olden time, before innovations bad ereptin 
avoiding all fanciful imitations or allusions to what it was snpposed to be, which 
latter course scems to have been pretty much the system followed in modern 
Templar liturgical servicea.

one, assimilating as it does, with historio truths, and the changes that h tve taken 
place in the constitution. It will also give to our young Great Priory fresh 
impetus, and a starting point from its formation completing the re-organization 
I have no long anxiously looked forward to, aa the crowuing efiort to place the 
Order in Canada, introduced by myaelf a qnarter of a centnry ago from England, 
on a lasting and finn basis, representing consiatently the famoua chivalry of the 
Grusades. (

QUALIFICATION FOR ADMITTANCE TO THE ORDER.

The pre-reqnisite Masonic degree before heing admittedto the Templar Order 
is that of the “ Royal Areh," not thaf there is any connection between the two 
ceremomes, hut from its being with us the completioa of the craft, and therefore 
forming the connecting link with the purely masonic degrees. The Royal Arch 
ineuleates moatstrongly the knowledge of the sacred name, with a finn belief and 
trust in T. G. A. O. T. D., to whom all Ifasons are taught to look to for assist- 
ance in the hour of trial, and is therefore the proper prelude te the Christian 
Oider ofthe Teinple, in which we volnntarily adopted a special belief in the 
blessed Trinity, declaring our trust for eteraal salvation in Jeens Cbrint the 
Mediator. It has been soggested that we abonld incorporate the Red Cross of 
the United States system, as also the Cryptic degrees of Royal and geleot Masters, 
as a pre-reqnisite, I mont distinotly and poeitively diaapprove of any auoh innova­
tion, and cannot see what object there ia to be gained hy inereaaing intermediate 
degrees that have no connection far or near with the Templar Order requiring can-

Th.
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didates to involuntarily take upon themselveu obligations of degrees they have no 
wtsh or desire to become acquainted with, all that is nccessary to preserve the 
connection wilh the untversally acknowledged degrees of Ancient Freemasonry 
being the Royal Aroh, the Vfaster Mason not being considered complete without 
it, why then should we wjeh to debar worthy aspirsnts from joining the Order, 
who are unwilling to enter it through degrees they may consider unnecessary, arid 
wbich at best are but offshoots from genuine Masonry, and have no practical pur- 
pose of utility to offer. By all means let those who wish to propagate the

existiug ntesdo so, as their tastes and feelings dictate, and there is no reason 
why they should not, but as separats and distinct delrees.v The Red Cross ofllhe 
United States being the pass to their pecnliar Templat system, their Brand '

years ago to empower Preceptories in Oanada ,Sk 
to commumcate under the Templar warrant, so much of it to the members of the 
order as would insnre recognition on visiting the Commanderies of the United 
States. I consider this quite snffloient to continue our friendly interoonrse • 
f urther information of the degree, if wished, must be obtained upon regular appli- 
cation to the Oouncil of Rites of Canada, in which a Red Cross Council of Babylon 
has been embodied.

The degree of Templar Priest, formerly a part of the British Templar system, 
has been wisely, almost generally discontinued, as unnecessary, althougli separate 
tabemacles are still worked, and we continue to confer by authority of the Tem­
plar warrant, the degree of Malta, to commemorate the amalgamation that took 
place with the Order of St. J ohn after the persecution of the Templars; but it is 
not necessarily a part of the Templar ceremonies and is now given quite separ- 
ately as a distinct degree (vide appendices B and C.)

UNITED STATES GRAND ENCAMPMENT.

The aotion taken at the last triennial meeting of the Grand Encampment of 
the United States, in declining toaccept our Great Priory as its peer on the repre­
sentative question, I consider a mistake, although it is of very little importance 
to us, as it cannot alter our status or position as an independeut body; but it is 
so far an unwise assumption of pretentions superiority that it is likely to prevent 
any alliance or closer intercourse between the two jurisdictions. It appears to me 
the mistake has arisen from not understanding the true meaning and purport of 
the union of the Great Prioriw. To make this clear, I should remind you that 
the original “Order of the Temple " was divided into Provinces, classed under 
two great divisions, the eastern and the western, containing numerous Precep- 
tories or Temple houses, al) having their own appointed Governors. England 
one of the Provinces of the western division, included Scotland and Ireland, 
aving each a Great Prior, the whole Templar Order being subordinate to one 

Grand Master, who always resided in the eastern division. Following this pre- 
cedent, the object was to form the nucleus of a cosmonolitan chivalrio fratemity, 
which it was hoped all English speaking Templars iould gladly join, acknow- 
ledgmg His Royal Highness the Prince of Wales as the onlj, Grand Master, whose 
acceptance of the offioe, and the union or alliance of the Great Priories added 
dignity and importanoe to the oider, and from whom honours could mosUppro- 
pnately emanate, as ihe higher and more distinguished the rank the person holds 
who diffuses any honours, the more likely it is that the value of such honours

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appear practicable. modém t™es, this does not now
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örand Conciave of England and Wales; and we endeayonred in 1870, by an 
exchnrge °f representatives between some of their Commanderies and our late 
»rand Pnory to esUbluh jnore friendly relations, but snbsequently the Grand 
Encampmentof ths United States objected to their subordinates entering into 
any Foreign relations, and since we became an independent national body 
declmed the same oeurtesy between us and themselves. The Grand Bncaropment 
having displayed so much anxiety to assert snperiority over the Great Priory of 
Canada we must presnme the inconsistency of their continning the Provincial 
Pnor of Eastern Ontario, and the Eminent Knight Dr. Creigh, of Washington 
Pennsylvania, as representatives between themselves and the Great 
England is an oveisight, all the Great Priories being oo-equal in 
respect.
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Last August I had the pleasure of meeting the United States Templar Com- 
mandery, the “Trinity," of Manchester, New Hampshire, who had made an 
excursion to the oity of Montreal, and was highly gratitid at being publidy 
receivedland honoured b, a miiitary salute.

And whatever the 
practices of the United States may be, they form no rule for the British branches 
of the Order. Appearing in pnblio with Templar or Masonic emblems of any 
kmd is opposed to oor oostoms and long establisbed nsages, and contrary to the 
wish of our Royal Grand Master.

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JURISDIOTION Oi GRBAT PRIORT.

The question of jarisdiction has been lately submitted to me for the purpose 
of enactmg some restrictfons on bodies of Templars of the other nationalities con- 
tmu,"K t0 eiercise »uthority in the Dominion. This Great Priory having oontrol 
over the whole of Oanada, it is considered the timehas arrived when it becomes 
expedient to assert that authority, and reqnire all Templar bodies in Canada to 
acknowledge fealty to this Oreat Priory. I think I am right in saying that the 
setiM Masonic law on this point is, that for the sake of peace and nnity, One 
Masonic power shall not create suhordinates in |a oountry occupied by another 
independent and co-equal power, even if the naked right existed there are ample 
considerations that forbid its exercise. A Soottish Templar Encampment has 
been for years in existence at St. John, New Brunswick, which I bad hoped, 
indeed was led to believe would on the establishment of the Oreat Priory of 
Canada have resigncd their Soottish warrant, and joined our jarisdiction; that we 
hare uow the right to exclusive authority there does not appear to be a doubt, 
but I should be averse indeed to see any stringent measures adopted that would 
tend to alienate the fraternal feelings that should exist between Templar bodies . 
whatever their nationality, and I feel and am satisfied that voluntary allegiance 
should be sought, and not a compulsory one. If therefore the Encampment of 
St. John is unwilling to resign their fealty to the Chapter Oeneral of Scotland, 
it would be unwise, and indeed unjust, to adopt any coercive legislation in the 
matter ; but if they wish tojoin this jarisdiction, the same privileges should be 
tendered them as enjoyed by our own Preceptories, as to seniority according to 
the dato of their present warrant and standing in the Order of the officers, past 
and present; but I certoinly would object to the Chapter. General of Scotland 
exercising any further authority in the Dominion, by creating new Encampments 
or Priories, which must seriously impede the progress, and retard the success of 
our Canadian Preceptories. This is a matter for your deliberation, and open to 
a future remonstrance with the Chapter-General of Scotland.

A short time since I was requested hy a Frovincial Prior to take steps for the 
suspension of brethren of the Order under this jurisdiction, who having become 
members of the so-called Craft Orand Lodge of Ontario, and had been expelled 
from all the privileges of Masonry by the Grand Lodge of Canada, to prevent 
their visi ting or being considered in good standing by any of our Preceptories. I 
directed the Qrand Chancellor to make all requisite enquiries, and take tbj proper 
course the investigation necessitated. There is no question that a templar 
expelled from Craft Masonry for violating his O. B. can no longer be conijdered a 
fit member of the Order of the Temple, and is iprn facto disqualified from being 
admitted to any of its privileges. The Grand Chancellor will no doubt be able to 
enter into particulars of the case for the information of Great Priory, although he 
has not furnished me with any statement; and further action can be taken, if it 
is the wish of the Frovincial Prior, who made the report to bring it forward for 
legislation.

BI8TORI0AL REEEREKCKS,

In alluding to the Order in Ireland at our last meeting as having been 
den ved from Scottish anthority by a warrant, dated 1776, from Mother Kilwin- 

^ ning Lodge, I was mistaken in snpposing (from only having seen references to the 
warrant) that it gave full power to work the Templar degree. Since then, 
from the kindness of R, W. Brother James H. Neilson, a well-knowu Masonie 
antiqnarian of Dublin, I have been put in possession of a copy of the warrant 
with all particulars, as also by B. W. Brother William J. Hughan of Truro, the 
acknowledged Masonio authority, whose thorough researches, correct appreciation 
and deductions on all Masonie subjects he investigates, are fully to be relied upon. 
It now appears plain that the Irish brethren applied to Mother Kilwinning 
Lodge for the warrant, and named the Lodge ae they did for the express puypose 
of having what they considered a legal authority for confemng the Knight 
Templar Order, and it is evident enougli that they must have been Templars 
before they applied for it. Nor is there any evidence to show that warrants were 
everissued ntthat time for any other purpose except to constitute a Craft Lodge, 

The opposers of the Christian degrees, who asseit that there is no direct 
evidence to oonnect Christian Knighthood with Masonry, seem to be entirely 
oblivious of the fact that Kree Masonry was wbolly Christian in its oeremonies up 
to the ea-ly part of the ourrent oentury, but with marvelloua incoosistenoy they 
are prepared to accept all sorts of speoulative theories regarding the very early 
history of Masonry, in which the most bare-faoed fables are stated as acknow­
ledged faots, because they are supposed to add lustre to the Craft; whilst in 
defence of the Templar Order, facts and fancies are alike thrown aside. The fact 
is, a great deal of nonsense has been written and said about the Order, and many 
who have considered themselves censors ond oritics should have been content to 
observe the motto of the Craft, Audi, Vide, Tam. In my remarks on Modera 
Templary (appendix A) I stated that remnants of the Chivalrio Order my have 
assumed some of the higher degrees and formed bodies of their own, snoh as those 
in the A. and A. 8.

A magnificent volume of 300 or 400 pages, oontains the prooeedings of 
this most' important body, on the occasion of its triennial Cdnclave at 
Cleveland, Ohio, on 28th August, 1877. The illuminated headings, Steel 
engravings, and memorial tablets are most beautiful and suggestive.

Of the fgtes and parades on this occasion, we ha ve no room to speak.

The Grand Master’s Address occupies 67 pages of closely printed 
matter, and shows beyond all question that the labors and responsibility of 
his high office are of no light character. We think itdue to that illustriotts 
head of the Order in the United States, to make extracts bearing upon sub- 
jects ih which the Ordfer of the Temple in Canada and in the United States 
have a common intereet. We prefer these as being of«greater moment than 
details of offioial duties and corréspondenoe, totally in applicable to our 
forms and coi^stitutibn.
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UNNKCESSAEY C0EBB8P0NDKNCB.

“ Reference had been made elsewhere to the unnecessary correspondende 
the Grand Master has imposed upon him, by the want of consideration on 
the part of those who have a right to apply to him for information and 
decisions. But tbere is ahothor dass, who either from ignorance of the 
law, or from a desire to igoore or circumvent their immediate Commander 
or Grand Commandér, address their inquiriés to the Grand Master, and 
seek opinibns from him to be used in local disputes. Although I invariably 
answered the letters, I have uhifbrmly declined to express an opinion upon 
the numerous matters which have been urged upon me in this irregular 

^ manner. And I cali attention to this evil praotioe, hoping to relieve my 
suooessor from the trouble of answering, or the apparent discourtesy of 
silence.
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“If each Grand Comtnandery oould determine the prerequisites for 
for admiseion ittto ite Asyldm, we mig^t bavö not only the symmetry of the 
institution entirely deetroyed, but the utmost confusion wrought in the 
exchange of visits and interoourse between Templars residing in different 
States. It seems tb^fe thSt lite sHghtest1 refleotion witl convince any one 
that Grand Commanderies »re inhibited from adding to or altering the 
qualifications wbioh the Grand Enoampment presoribes for petitioners.
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and the one adopted bj this Grand Encampment in 1862. It must be 
remembered that there nre two, perhaps tbree, branchea of the Order of 
Malta, one, or rather two, Protestant, the other Roman Catholic, and doubt- 
lese botb, or all, are genuine aucoeaaora of the original Knights Hoapitaller 
of St. John of Jerusalerq. The Order was scattered when driven from its 
possessions; and nfter its perBecutioa had somewhat abated, was reorgan- 
ized upon different bases. 8ome of its members had found refuge in Masonic 
Lodges; and revivéd their Order under the guardianship of that nncient 
faternity. And thls is the branch which has been brought to us. Others 
claim to bave reorganized and kept alive some of the Langues into which 
the Order was divided while in power at Malta. The sixth, or English, 
Lnngue of this division, is presided over by the Duke of Manchester, in 
London. So far ns 1 can ’earn. the Roman Catholic branch is confined to 
Austria and Italy, including the Islands of the Mediterranean.

« The English Ritual, especially as recently revised, is much more in bar- 
mony with the History of , the, Order; it is far nmpler inits scope, more 
elaborate in its details, and is rendered with more solemnity and affect. I 
do not know its origin ; but coming to us with the sanotion of those from 
whom we derived our Knighthood, reuders its adoption by us entirely 
proper. I earnestly recommend the adoption of the English Ritual, with 
such modifications as the committee will suggest.

<lIn tbeearly ages of the Order of theTemple, eacb nationality had its 
distinctive head ; but all were united in one organization and governed 
by one Grand Master. Those were years of the wealth, and power, and 
glory of the Order. When the envy and avarice of civil and ecclesiastical 
potentates combined in the-persecution ond disruption of the Order, its 
scattered votaries preserved their faith and fidelity, and practiced their 
ceremoniee in seorer.
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I“ There can be no reason against, and there are many cogent ones in 
fnvor of, a closer and more intimate fellowship, especially between the 
English speaking branches of the Order. The separat» and independent 
governing bodies in England and Ireland have united iu the Convent General, 
exercising jurisdiction over both countries, and also over Canada; each, 
however, retainiug a liraited autonomy. Scotland has not yet joined the 
coalition, but hopes are entertnined that sbe will not long refuse. And thus 
all the Templars in the British Empire will recognize one Grand Master.

“ While it is not desirable that the Grand Encampment of the United 
States should become su^servient to any foreign authority, it oertainly is 
desirable that the Templars under our jurisdiction should be received and 
acknowledged as snch wherever they may go, and be admitted into every 
Asylum over which waves the Beausant or the Banner of the Cross. And 
it is but just and right, that those who come to come to us from abroad 
having knelt at the same altar, essumed the same vows, and received the 
same acoolade, should be welcomed to our hospitality and fraternity.”
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THB ORKAT PRIOBT Of OANADA.

“The Great Prior of Canada, Cpl. W. J. B. MoLeod-Moore, is exceed- 
ingly anxious to see tbe English-speaking Templars brought into 
fellowship. As tending to that consummation, he proposed an exchange of 
representatives between the body over which he presides with so much 
ability and this Grand Encampment. Considering this Grand Encampment 
of equal dignity and rank with the Convent General, I did not feel 
authorized to make such an arrangement with a body subordinate to the 
higheat Templar authority in Great Britain. Although I differ with V. E.
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>'anade, I recog. I that it is desirable tbst the proposed-Treety tif Amity between the Convent 
femplar, whom ■ General of England, Ireland and Wales, and the Grand Encampment of the 
muoh valuable I United States of America, should be negotiated as promptly as possible, in

■ order to its final ratification *t our next Triennial Gonolave. We are,

Particnlarly may be 
named diaouaaiona and diaaertationa as to Maaonio law, aa applied to the 
Templar Order. Norr, one differenoe between na ia thia, that whereaa we 
hut uae ancient and onpitular Freemaaonry aa the arenuea or portala of 
admiaaion to the Order, and hare a Constitution or Stotutea framed upon 
the ancient rulea of the Order, modified to meet the requirementa of the 
timea—our brethren eouth of the lakea are hompered and weighted by the 
whole body of Maaonio law, which they hare engrafted upon their ayatem. 
In their ritual and forma, too, there ia an attempt to aeaimilate them 
to Maaonio forma, inatead of oonforming to hiatory and tradition. The 
tendency ie natural, beoause few hare the learning or afforded the reaearob 
which haa reaultéd in the framing of the preaent Englieh ayatem, and of the 
forma and ceremonien pertinent thereto.

It may not be amiaa to ooll the attention of our brethren, that aaaent 
to the doctrine of the Trinity ia now required from all rieiting brethren.
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
