The Jaffa and Jersalem Railway.

The first railway line in Syria
and Palestine, connecting Jaffa
with Jerusalem, was opened on

Jerusalem, Ibrahim Hakki Pasha,
and by the Sultan’s Special Envoy,
Djelal Pasha, General and Aide-de-
Camp of his Imperial Majesty, in
presence of several distinguished
officials of the Ministry of Public
Werks, who arrived purposely frem
Constantinople to witness the
event, and to examine the works to
sce if the line were constructed in
accordance with the plans and
terms of the concession. “The presi-
dent of the railway comdpany and
several other gentlemen and en-
gineers arrived also from Paris for
the occasion. All the inhabitants
of Jerusalem and the neighbering
districts gathered near the railway
station ; most of them were struck
with amazement. A banquet was
given by the railway company.
The line is now open for traffic;
two trains run every day from
Jatfa to Jerusalem and the opposite
way, passing by the towns of
Ramleh and Lydda and several vil-
lages. Intending tourists may now
be assured of finding confortable
accommodation on their journey to
erusalem. Starting from Jaffa in
the afternoon at two o’clock, they
reach Jerusalem in three hours and
a half, arriving in the Holy City
between six and seven o'clock in
the evehgng. 5
In these-days we consnlt Baede-
ker, who informs us that Jaffa
pronounced Yafa, is a town with
some export trade in wheat, sesame,
grain, oranges, silk and soap; a
landing place, of course, for thous-
ands of Mussulmans, Jewish, and
Christian pilgrims, the residence of
a Turkish kaimakam subordinate
to the Pasha of Jerusalem. The
harbor, for small vessels only, is a
basin formed by natural rocks
under water and by the remains of
ancient works of masonry; its
northern entrance, by the iole or
pier, is endangered by sandbanks,
and that from the northwest is
very narrow. Larger vessels and
steamers anchor in the roads half a
mile from the shore; passengers
are landed by the boatmen. The
town, built of tufa, with narrow,
dusty streets, lies on a yellow
beach, at the foot of a rock 116 feet
high ; to the north are orchards and
palm trees. Thereis a Greek mon-
astery on the quay, and a Latin
hospice, founded in 1654, said « to
occupy the site of the house of “one
Simon, a tanner”—but the Moham-
medians claim this distinction for
the site of a mosque near the Fanar,
or lighthouse; an Armenian menas-
tery, too, in which Napoleon, when
it was a French military hospital,
ordered the plague patients toibe
put to death by poison. At Jaffa,
also, four thousand prisoners of
war, by his order, were deliberately
massacred. In the eighth century
there was a° Greek Church of St.
Peter, on the supposed site of Tabi-
tha’s house. A German religious
colony is settled at Sarona, two
miles from the town. Joppa was
occupied in the twelfth century by
the knights crusaders, and was the
scene of conflicts between Saladin
and Richard Cceur ‘de Lion. The
distarice southeast to Jerusalem, by
the ordinary road, is about thirty-
six miles. Ramleh and Lydda
were towns of much note in the
times of the crusades and of the
Arab rulers of Syria.
Jerusalem has been often described.
—Ilustrated London News.

The New Premier.

Sir John Caldwell Abbott, who has
been premier of Canada in succession
tothe late Sir John A. Macdonald,
and has not been a very successful or
efficient first minister, due no doubt to
advanced age\ md its infirmities, has
At last résigned, and Sir John Thomp-
son, who has, from the iime of Sir
John A. Macdonald’s ‘death, been,
praotically, the leader of the Liberal
Conservative party, is to succeed him,
It will be remembered that Sir John
Thompson was called upon to form a
ministry just after Siv Jobn A, Mac-
donald died, and that he—instead of
doing so—advised the calling in of Mr.
Abbott. Many believe that this
was because a clever clergyman and
politician of Ontario—Dr, Douglas—
took advantage of the occasion to
raise a cry against Mr. Thompson be-
coming premier on account of his being
a Roman Catholic. ~ That cry served
its purpose at the time, and it may be
that the premier of to-day was right in
then practicing self-denial, in view of
the many by-elections that were
pending fn Oatario, and it ought to be
a matter of congratulation to him that
he now becomes premier by general
consent, and that even Dr, Douglas * is
silent—abashed, no doubt, over his
mistake of only two short years ago.

The resignation of the premier
constitutionally dissolves the .govern-
ment, but ministers, by request, con-
tinue - to administer their former de-
partments until their successors are
chosen. With a few exceptions the new
ministry will present about the same
personnel as the old. It will,ef course,
require a few days’ consideration on the
part of Sir John Thompson to enable
Cabinet, after
a

him to reconstruct the
which we confidently anticipate
more satisfactory administration of the
government than we have had for a
good while, The new premier is only
about forty-eight years old. He
succeeds to the premiership because,
amongst all the members of parliament,
he is undoubtedly the man best fitted
for the position., As’a lawyer in Nova
Scotia he was very-successfal and asa
judge, in the same province, he became
conspicuous for the dignity, ability and
integrity with which he discharged his
Entering the parliament of
Canada, to which he was called ina
crisis through which his party was
passing, he won the most conspicuous
place in the front rank by quietly
displaying the qualities of statesman-
ship which have ever since distinguish-
ed him. Sterling ability -solid and
reliable, rather than brilliant—charac-
‘terises him as & parliamentarian, leader
and minister. It is these known
qualities which lead us to expect of the
new Sir John that he will have courage
commensurate with his  knowledge,
experience and ability, and manifest it
in effecting reforms for which the
country is ripe.

What Shall it be ?

The old must pass away and’be re-
placed with the newer and better. It
is so in all human affairs, and there
ought to be no more than the average
of exception to the rule in Caunada.
We have ““the old flag, the old party
and the old policy.” The old flag can
and will always predominate and com-
mand respect, although the old party
may misuse, and abuse its influence
and prestige. As for the “old policy,”
it is a misnomer. It was borrowed by
our cousins across the line and used
under special circumstances for a
spe?:ial purpose after it had been ex-
perimented with to a limited extent in
Great Britain, where superior commer-
cial sensitiveness quickly resulted in
its rejection. If we, in Canada, are
equally alive to the importance of ob-
serving correct principles in the shap-
ing ot our national structure, we will
not seek to perpetuate our mistakes, at
a time when we seem to be warned of
their existence. Is not the present
time one for the correction of some im-
portant errors of political management
in the country? We shall be very
much interested in observing whether
our new premier, Sir John Thompson,
will show that he is equal to the great
opportunities that present themselves.
He comes to the headship of the gov-

s\ a good reputation asa
man, but with prejudices against him
because ot his party’s sing, and the pro-
fession of a religious creed which it is
the fashion for the majovity of the people
of the country to accord a minimum of
political confidence. Will he be able
to avail himself of his opportunity and
follow what we believe to be his per-
sonal inclination? Will he be able to
give effect to his knowledge of the fact
that his party has gone too far forthe
good of the country in promoting its
own interests, and that the time is
ripe, the materials at hand, and the
opportunity inviting for a new condi-
tion of things, in which “the old party
and the old policy” may safely have
their objectionable feature ¢ changed?
It way involve the oﬂ%nding and
alienation of some present supporters,
but these only appear strong because
they have grown so at the expense of
the vitality of the party structure, by
veason of the policy they have forced
upon it. Are there not better and
move disinterested men in parliament,
with electors at their backs the
constituencies, who will take the place
of any probable deserters—men having
the patriotism to encourage Sir John
Thompson in consecrating his advent to
the premiership by a plain and‘public
intimation that there shall hereafter be,
on his part, an earnest effort to rescue
Canada from the vultures which have
too often been permitted to prey upon
her interests from within the party
lines, and from the exactions of those
features of “the old policy” which they

in

operation. If the new premier, who is

a comparatively young man, will take
g ¥y 3

a course along these lines, he will win
the confidence of the people and show
a-much needed faith ultimate
triumph of integrity in public adminis-
tration, If, on the other hand, he
shall merely be content to allow nation-
al, fiscal and party matters to follow
the current of exigency, as they have
done for the last decade, his tenure of
the premiership will be brief, and he
will go down to history as one who
failed to seize and avail himself of a
splendid opportunity to redeem party
government in Canada from the odium
of the grave charges that lie against it,
to correct the fiscal mistakes which ex-
perience shows have been made and,
thus, to impart new life to hopes and
national  future

in the

aspirations of our
which the more recent trend of affairs
has, to say the least, insufficiently

encouraged.

Prince Edward Island Tunnel Test.

It sumetimes happens that an engineer
by a simple, bold expedient revolution-
izes certain engineering processes, and
not only greatly reduces the cost of con-

_struction, but renders possible either a
new class of work or develops a new phase
of work in well known lines, either of
which could not have been successfuily
carried out by the old methols.

Examples of inventions of this class
will occur to the reader, and we now have
to add to the list the record of an
engineering feat which, in the boldness of
its conception, the simplicity of the devices
by which it was executed, the success at-
tained, as well as the bearing of the work
on associated interests, will compare
favorably with any engineering work of
like magnitude.

The work contemplated was the con-
struction of a tunnel between Prince
Edward Island and New Brunswick, the
distance being eight miles. The problem
presented was that of testing the nature
of the earth between the propesed termini
of the tunnel; but the Straits of Nr)rtb-
umberland being perpetually stormy and
the depth of the watar being more than
one hundred feet, the problem was not so
simple as it might appear.

The method and appsaratus are the in-
vention of Mr. Alfred Palmer, C. E., of
the Mills Building, in this city. A four-
inch wrought iron pipe made up of 20
foot lengths rests uoon the bottom of the
sea, and upon the upper end of this pipe,
which reaches above the surface of the
water, is arranged a platform on which is
mounted an engine running at a high rate
of speed. The pipe is trussed to make it
rigid and it is supported in an
position by maaus of four wire ropes set
out at right angles to heavy anchors. The
engine drives a diamond drill at the 1ate
of 1,000 revolutions per minute. A scow
anchored near the pipe carries a 10 horse
power boiler and other necessary ma-
chinery, the boiler being connected with
the drill engine on the upper end of the
pipes by means of flexible tubing. An-
other flexible tube supplies water to the
drill for lubricating purposes. By means
of this arrangemrnt the drill is slways
held in a vertical position, and is not sub-
ject to any vertical or lateral movement,
although the scow carrying the boiler and
pump may be tossing about ina heavy
sea. The current in the channel offers a
resistance to the pipe of 36 pounds to the
square foyt, but it is so thoroughly braced
and stayed that it easily resists this pres-
sure.

The tests made indicate that the forma-
tion is highly favorable to tunnel con-
struction. The contract for the tunnel is
being carried out under the direction of
the Dominion government, represented
by Hon. Goerge E. Foster Minister of
Finance, Mr. Collingwood Schrisber,
Chief Eagiueer, and Sir Douglas Fox,
Consulting Eagineer, of London. . Mr.
Alfred Palmer is reporting engineer for
Sir Douglas Fox.

Somebody has been exaggerating the
work done by Mr. Palmer, as well as
the difficulties he had to overcome.
Exaggeration No.1l is the statement
that the Straits of Northumberland
are perpetually stormy. The work re-
ferred to was carried on only during
the summer-season, when the waters
referred to are no more stormy than
those of Long Island Sound. Ex-
aggeration No. 2 is in reference to the
depth of water. Engineer Palmer did
not make a boring in the bottom
covered by any guch depth of water
as one hundred feet. We pass
over the palpable exaggeration of
1000 revolutions ‘a minute for the
diamond drill, to remark that when a
paper like the Scientific American
seriously states that the current in the
straits, or channel ‘“offers a resistance
of 36' lbs. to the square foot,” when
there 18 not a maximum of 5 lbs., people
who know the facts will come to the
conclusion that itis very easily im-
posed upon. We may mention, for
the information of the Scientific
American, that there is no contract for
a tunnel ic existence, and therefore,
none being carried out under any-
body’s direction. The Dominion
ernment is simply borings
made with the intention of ascertain-
ing whether a tunnel is practicable. Tt
isn’t a very big job, although the
Yankees who are doing some of the
work seem to imagine that it is.

The discussion raised by the proposal
to hand over the Intercolonial Railway
to the Canada Pacific Compauy, as one of
the considerations in return for the es-
tablishment of a fast Atlartic steamship
service by way of a Canadian port, has,
if we do not misread it, made two points
pretty clear. The first is- that public
opinion in Canada is not yet prepared to
consent to the bestowment of the Iuter-
colonial upun any privaté corporation so
as to make it virtually or absolutely the
property of such corporation. The sec-
ond is that, in particu'ar, the Canadian
people will not be easily persuaded that
it would be wiss that so cestly an addi-
tion should be made to the enormous
bonuses already bestowed from the public
chest upon the Canadian Pacific Com-
pauy. The simple fact is that if the In-
tercolonial can be made profitable under
private management there is no sufficient
reason why 1t may not be made at least
to pay expenses as the property of the
Dominion. We have only to suppose, as

ve nwwiwing put into

is by no 1eans improbable, that within a
—— 1 7

few years after receiving so handsome a
donation the Company in question would
be found paying handsome yearly divi-
dends from the road, to see how clearly
the Government and people would stand
convicted of incapacity and folly in hav-
ing given away so valuable a property.
The Globe, whose position in regard to
this watter is hard to understand, re-
minds us that able Ministers, under both
Liberal and Couseravtive administra-
tions, have failed to make the accounts of
the road balance, by hundreds of thous-
ands of dollars yearly. But the failure
in both cases is easily accounted for by
the simple fact that the road has been
run on political, not commercial, princi-
ples. Had the management been put
into the hands of a competent, ron-
political manager, and he been told to
run it on commercial principles, the re-
sult might have been very different. It
is not, however, to Le hastily assumed
that the best use to which the road can
be put as the property of the Dominion
is to make it a paying concern in the
commercial sense. Of course the enor-
mous deficits of late years must be stop-
ped or very materially reduced, but those
deficits are so clearly due, in alarge
maasure, to the bad policy above indi-
cated that there can be no reasonable
doubt of the possibility of reducing them,
even under Government management, to
very much smaller dimensions. But it
must not be forgotten that the road was
originally built, not for the purpose of
earning a dividond, but as a condition
and bond of confederation, without which
the Matitime Provinces would have ab-
solutely refused to consider “the question
of union. True, it may be that its neces-
sity or usefulness for the purpose contem-
plated may not now exist_to the same
degree as at first, but it is still a question
whether it would mot even now be more
profitable for the Confederation, from the
national, as distinct from the simply com-
mercial, point of view, that the road
should continue to be the property of the
Dominion and be run at a considerable
annual loss, than that it should be made
a profitable piece of property by a huge
corporalion, ready to exact the last
farthing that the traffic will bear.

Be that as it may, the objection from
the other point of view indicated should
beinsuperable. Ope has but to glance at
the map of Canada and note how the
population is strung along in a belt of at
the most but a few hundred miles in
width, from the Atlantic to the Pacifc,
and how the Caua‘dim Pacific, with the
ownership of the Intercolonial, would
run through this whole belt, with tenta-
cles extended north and south wherever
there is any considerable widening of the
area of settlement, and to suppose its
two ends:connected by highly subsidized
steamship lines, with Europe and Asia,
to get some conception of how overpower-
ing the influaence of this giant corporation
would become. If it be said thatitis
only the through travel which would re-
sult from such en arrangement which
could enable the Company to make the
line pay, and that the benefit should
therefore accrue to the company, the
answer is that the Dominion which has
poured out its millions so freely for the
construction of the b'resent transcontinen-
tal road, and which is to supply the very
liberal subsidies, would have a right to
some small share of the profits. No in-
justice would be done to the Company,
which would still have the lion’s share
of the pecuniary returns. Of course, it
would be necessary that the Company
managing the steamboats should have
every necessary facility in the shape of
running powers over the road. But this
could surely be provided for on favorable
terms, without either alienasing the na-
tional property, or giving the Canadian
Pacific any undue advantage over other
railwvays. We hope it is not necessary to
add that this view is not the outcome of
any feelings but those of friendliness
towards the Company whose energy and
enterprise have already been of great
service to the country, and whoss admir-
able foresight and management have won
the admiration of Canadians of all classes
and parties. But railway companies, like
othaer private corporations, are run on
eelfish principles, and it would be unrea-
sonable to expect that any such company,
having ivin its poveer to farther its own
iiterests through the exercise of political
influence or commercial pressure, would
hesitate to do so. Those who can remerr-
ber the part that has been sometimes
played in the pastin Canada by railway
c)mpauies, which did not possess half the
rzsources and means of influence which
the Canada Pacific already controls,
woald, we feol sure, elect to make haste
more slowly in securing the desired fast
Atlantic service, were that necessary,
rather than run the risk of having both
its political and its commercial interests
at some future day too completely in the
power of one mighty corporation.

Premior Blair's Election Celebrated.

A banquet was given in Campbellton
on Monday evening at the Queen hotel in
honor of Hon. Mr. Blair’s eleclicngin
Queen’s County. It was presided over by
W. 8. Smith, Esq., ot Dalhousie. “A large
number of leading citizens were present
from all parts of the County. Speeches
were made by the chairman, John Mec-
Alister, M. P., Hon, C. H. LaBillois, W.
A. Mott, M. P. P., ex-Mayor Doherty,
Dr. Lunam, James 8. Morse and others,
all endorsing the action taken by the
electors of Queens County in stamping
out the religious cry recently raised in
several counties of this province, among
others, Restiguuche, wheresome Protestant
electors were led to believe that in voting
for LaBillois and Mott they were injuring
their religion.

Rey. Mr. Thompson and His Victims.

Dickens, in Oliver Twist, seems to
have furnished aun idea of which the rev.
A. K. Thomson of Bathurst Village has
taken advantage, and we presume the
great novelist should have a part of any
zredit (or otherwise) that may attach to
the little farce which is at present being
enacted by the manipulator of ““St. Luke’s
Manse.” In order that a little light may
be let in upon the reverend Fagin's
method we reproduce the following from

¢ CERTAIN CORRESPONDENCE.”

*‘Tue TELEGRAPH received on the 23rd
instant some lettors from Bathurst village,
two of which letters were intended for
publication and bore respectively the
gignatures of (Rev.) A. F. Thompson and
William Rogers. They purported to be
replies to certain articles that had appear-
ed in this paper. We did not publish
them partly because in our opinion no
useful purpose would be served by so do-
ing, and partly because the three letters
were all apparently in the same hand-
writing. They were submitted to an ex-
pert who gave his opinion that the hand-
writing in all three was the same. ~We

had before received letters from Bathurst
-

on the school question which did not &ind
publication in Tue TELEGRAPH, but which
appeared afterward in the Sun sub-
stantially unchanged in their text, but
bearing other signatures than those re-
ceived by THE TELEGRAPH. Taken alto-
gether the circamstances were suspicious.
They gave ground to suspect a very disin-
genuous method of manufacturing cor-
respondence for the newspaoers 8o as to
give the impression that a number of per-
sons were writing when,perhaps,one mind
and one hand were supplying the thoughts
and placing them on paper.

*“We were asked to return cartain of
these letters, sent us from time to time,
if not published. Tue TELEGRAPH re-
tains the letters first mentioned in this
article, as evidence of what is stated here-
in. In oneof the letters, signed ‘William
Rogers,’ it is stated that ‘Mr. Thomson
is‘very much respected here and your
friends who furnish you with certain
letters are not much respected.” We do
cot deny that Mr. Thomson is very much
respected in Bathurst, but a gentleman
from Bathurst who oughbt to know, and
who' has been showu this letter, says that
the statement in question ‘is not iu the
handwriting of Mr. Rogers’s and ‘the
signature not in the usual style of his
}vriting it, although somewhat resembling
it.’

““Under the circumstances Tug TELE-
GRAPH invites Rev. A. F. Themson to say
whether he did not himself write a letter
of nine pages headed ‘Bathurst Schools’
signed ‘William Rogers,” dated at ‘Bath-
urst Village, Nov. 2l1st, 1892, and ad-
dressed to the editor of THE TELEGRAPH !
If be will deny it, we will cheerfully pub-
lish his denial, and it may serve to remove
a very unpleasant impression which we
have formed with regard to him.”

Before the Telegraph gave expression
to what was more than suspected in well-
formed quarters, we had sent ‘‘a tracer”
out in connection with these letter-writing
frauds, onr reason therefor lying in the
fact that we believed that the rev. Mr.
Thomson had set up what is known as ‘‘a
fence” at St. Luke’s manse, behind which
he was hiding, like the immortalised
Fagin, and inspiring Oliver Twist Rogers
and other parties to attack the ADVANCE
aed misrepresent the community in which
they live. It is not the first time that we
have had occasion to deal with such
unholy combinations as that organised by
Mr. Thomson, sv we wers not surprised
to receive the following on Monday last:—

As J. Henderson was entirely unknown to
the editor, and the latter could not under-
stand why a third party should intrade
himselt into a controversy in which the
Wm. Rogers referred to had gone far out of
his way to makerude and offensive refer-
ence to the ADVANCE, the following reply
was sent to Mr. Henderson :—

Mr. J. Henderson, Bathurst Village.

« DEAR Sir:—I have yours of 26th, request-

ing me to publish an alleged letter of Mr.
Wm, Rogers, which appeared in the Sun of
25th inst.

On reading the letter referred to I find
that it proves the writer tobe as untruth-
ful and malicious in his reference to the
ADVANCE, as heisin stating some other
matters with which the letter deals. As
you are entirely unknown to me, and can have
no right to instruct me (as you undertake to
do) in my duty respecting the alleged
Rogers letter, I donot understand why you
should make yourself a party to Mr. Rogers’
impertinent attack upon the ADVANCE by
requestivg me to publish the same. As
you have done so, however, I beg to advise
that your letter and the alleged production
of Mr. Rogers are under consideration,

When the Advocate of yesterday came
to hand the rev. Mr. Thomson appeared
upon the scene, with an air of dignity and
injured innocence which could hardly be
surpassed by old Fagin. He poses asa
persunage altogether above the disagree-
able task of dealing with a certain gentle-
man whose scalp he is aiter, but he puts
his *‘leetel Oliver” forward in the person
of William Rogers, Esquire, who, in his
estimation, is quite good enough for the
jobhe hasin hand. This is what the
reverend gentleman prefaces his Rogers
letter with :—

“D, G. SMITH VERSUS WILLIAM
ROGERS.”

To the Editor of the Union Advocate.

Sir,—1I feel assured that you do not de-
sire to take part in the discussion of the
Bathurst school question, but perhaps yon
will find room iu the columns of the Ap-
voCATE for the letter of William Rogers,
Esq., which appeared in the 8¢ Jokn Sun
of today. Iintended to treat the low ia-
sinuations and mean falsehoods of D. G.
Smith with contempt, and I will not
trouble myself so far as to reply to bim,
but it may be a satisfaction to your readers
to have the views of Mr, Rogers, who is
one of our most highly respected citizens,

Thus, it will be observed that the
astute Thomson had inspired Rogers to
work the Telegraph, Mr. J. Henderson to
work the ADvAnCE, while he himself
worked the Advocate. Yet it was “Old

Fagin” who was bchind the whole game.

Our readers will probably sympathise
with usin our misfortune of having fallen
among—so ablea band of workers in
their peculiar line, as these gentlemen of
Bathurst Village. It is no fault of ours,
however, and as we generally have our
eyes open,we shall endeavor to meet them
on the ground they have chosen, and
they must not blame us if the main ques-
tion at issue becomes less prominent in
the muddy water they have stirred up
around it.

The letter alleged to have been written by
Mr. Rogers bears upon its face evidence of
its being thqwork of & hand other than his,
We have some of Mr. Rogers’ writings be-
fore us, and they convince us of what all his
acquaintanees know, viz., thatit would be
quite impossible for a man of his very scant
literary ejuipment to compose such a letter.
He, no doubt, authorised the appending of
his name,to the effusion, but his doing so
proves that he is one of the class who con-
sider it an honor to be made use of by their
superiors, and are reckless in the service to
which they prostitute themselves. In the

letter referred to, Mr. Rogers is made to say"

of the ADVANCE that itis a ‘‘vile and ob-
scene sheet” and, not content with having
this published in the Sun, the real writer of
the letter appears to have induced this Mr,
J. Henderson—although he was absolutely
unknown to us—to write to the editor of the
Apvance demanding that we give a place
in these columns to the insolent rubbish of
which Mr. Rogera was made to assume the
persenal responsibility, Even if the Ap-
VANCE were not 80 vulgarly assailed in Mr.
Rogers’ name, we would not waste space on
his alleged letter to the Sun, because we
happen to ‘have personal knowledge of the
falsity of several of the statements made in
it. It is quite cunmiogly put toggther, and
when its author placed it before Mr. Rogers
for his perusal and adoption as his own, it
was quite nataral that poor Rogers’
egotism and desire to pose before the public
as a litterateur should induce him to fall into
the trap laid for him. We assume, of course,
that he was allowed the privilege of seeing

the letter to which his friends, Henderson

and Thomson refer, although it 18 poss-
ible that he really had as little to
do with it as he is said to have had with a
former one that appeared in the Sun with
his name attached, and which, according to
excellent authority, was written by the real
author of the recond letter, who was then
away fiom Bathurst Village en a political
mission. When Mr. Christopher Columbus
Thomson discovered the “Bathurst School
difficulty” and began to write abont it in the
Sun over his own signature, he employed
language and arguments which have been
very suspiciously duplicated in the alleged
Rogers letters, and a noticeable thing is that
Mr. Rogers make precisely the same mis-
spelling of the name of Mr. O'Brien that
Mr. Thomson has done in his letters. It is
true that Mr. Rogers knows a great deal
more about operating fishways to the ad-
vantage of his patrons that he does about
spelling, but he is too familiar with the
spelling of trustee O'Brien’s name to make
the same mistake about it as does Mr.
Thomson, who, although he has mads him-
self so notorious over the Bathurst School
question is a comparatively new member of
that community and has never even con-
tributed a cent to the support of the
schoolt in his district.

Mr. Rogers, no doubt, feels a little sore
over being called upon to pay echool taxes
on the large properties of which he is the
nominal owner, and we presume it was that
which induced him to ask trustee Angus
Branch to try and bave the superior school
in the Village abolished, although we ob-
gerve that the writer of his alleged letter
makes him object to such abolition in very
strong terms. It was believed, that as Mr.
Rogers had withdrawn his children from
school, thinking doubtless that they could
be more profitably employed in selling milk
to their Catholic neighbors, his desire to
have the superior schcol done away with
was a sincere one based upon ecoromical
considerations, and it may, therefore, be
assumed that he was as much surprised as
anyone when he saw that he was made to
appear as writing to the Sun, not only cen-
suring those who were instrumental in
ordering the superior school to be closed,
bat also slurring his neighbor, Mr. Branch,
as a ‘‘nominal protestant” because he did
just exactly what Mr. Rogers requested
him to do. Our knowledge of Mr. Branch
justifies the statement” that he is quite as
good a protestant and Christian as Mr.
Rogers. At all events he is not one of the
pliant kind of persons who will lend his
eignature to the misstatements of other peo-
ple, in order that he may get credit for
work of a class that he doesn’t .understand.

If somebody were to reter to Mr. Rogers
a8 a “‘nominal presbyterian,” in view of the
fact that he carries on a certain branch of
his business on Sundays, just the same as
week-days, involving the secular employ-
meant of members cf his family and the
working of his team, we have no doubt that
he would feel quite indignant, but it is gen-
erally men of his kind who imagine that their
true character is known only to themselves,
and are silly enough to believe that they
can establish themselves amongst the great
ones of their little world by lending their
names to other people’s writings, assailing
newspapers as ‘‘vile and obscene” and at-
tacking the religious position of men like
Mr. Aogus Branch, whose reputation asa
man of correct life, capable of thinking and
acting for himself, and whose unassailable
record for integrity, place him on a plaue to
which Mr. William Rogers may aspire, but
can never attain, Mr. Rogers’ treatment of
Mr. Branch in the superior school matter
need only to be currectly stated to give the
public a fairly correct idea of the kind of
man he is. Mr. Branch owns and works a
large farm adjoining that of Mr. Rogers,
and before the last annual schoel meet-
ing, he and Mr. Rogera had a conversation
on school matters. Mr. Rogers expressed to
Mr. Branch his opinion that the superior
school ought to be done away with. He
was, in fact, one of the first who spoke to
Mr. Branch on the sabjact. Other protes-
tants also agreed with Mr, Rogors’ views,
which were shared by Mr. Branch, himself ;
g0 on the day of the school meeting Mr.
Branch brought the matter up and, in the
course of his remarks, said he was not speak-
ing for himself alone, but for other protestant
ratepayers, who had expressed the opinion
that they were paying too much taxes for
the number of pupils in attendance, and he
asked that the superior school be discontinu-
ed.

Under these circumstances,
creditable thing for Mr. Rogers to lsud his
name toa third party’s attacks upon Mr.
Braach, and to assail Kis religious status,
simply because he had the courage of his
convictious and acted in good faith in carry-
ing out his own views and $hose of the un-
gratefnl and treacherous neighbor, who now
denonnces him at the dictation of agitator
Thomson, as ‘‘a nominal protestant,” simply
because he did that which Mr. Rogers him-
gelf declared—bsfore Mr, Thomson had
tampered with him on the eubject—should
be done.

might sy some things about Mr. Rogers
that would cause him to go and kick him-
seif for being nothing better than a pliable
tool in the hands of the designing man whr,
wrote the ‘“Rogers” letter, which M g
Henderson (who is evidently ‘‘anothr.r of
the same”) so impudently suggested that we
should publish. Weadvise Mr. Rogers to
let every monkey pull his own chestnats out
of the fire, hereafter. If he takes our ad.
vice the St. John Sun’s discussion of the
much mixed up Bathurst School question
will be under the name of Rev. A. F. Thom-
son on the affirmative side, so that the
correspondence may not be paraded
under false colors. If Mr. Rogers,
however, feels an irresistible impulse to
have his name to letters in the papers, he
must especially avoid attacking the Ap-
vANCE and other things of the more re-
putable class, for. his acquaintancs there-

Notable Logging Operation.

Ten expert workmen and five teams of
horses and as many wagoos were employed
at Tulare, Cal., for sixth months in cutting
down, preparing a roadway for and hauling to
the railroad the master redwood tree~for
the World’s Fair, First a scaffold 30 feet
high was built all around the tree, and
then the workmen brought into use a saw
25 feet longe® For seven days they sawed
wood and said nothing, while the smooth,
flat blade sank deeper and deeper into the
wood ; saggiog a little in the centre each
day, until at the end of two weeks, when
the tree was ready to fall, that part of the
blade in the centre of the tree was a foot
lower than at the edges. It can be im-
agined what power it must have takem to
pull this saw backward and forward.

Whea the tree fell, it came down with a
crash that buried a young forest and sent
a shower of great splinters flying all over
the mountain eide.

No attempt was made te move the body
of the tree, but about 35 feet of the stump
was left, and workmen set to work to hol-

SRR
low this out to a depth of 20 feet from the
top after flrst sawing off the rough surface
and a slice some two feet in thickness,
The next step was to saw the stump off
about seven feet from: the ground, and
when this was accomplished the _workmen
had a roomy place in which they could
gather in wet weather for a friendly game
of poker. A section of the hollowed tree
was cut out and placed on enoruwous hinges
80 a8 to swing open and shut like a door,
and when night came the tired workmen
were not adverse to changing their tent for
a roomy bed chamber some 35 feet in
diameter and capable of comfortably seating
100 persons.

Half the work was now done, and while
ths men lived in the tree they worked
away cutting.a road through the dense
forest, over which to transport their habita-

tion to the nearest country road, some
four miles distant. Huodreds of ordinary.
sized trees'had to be cut down, huge gocks
blasted, bridges built and the road g d.
Teams of horses ar.d heavy lumber wag@ons
were brought up the mountain. and after
the trunk was sawed in sections it was
placed on the wagons and the journey down
the mountains began. A team of horses
was killed by the overturning of a wagon,
and several horses had their legs broken ;
but at last the tree was landed at the rail-
road station, five months and twelve days
after the bark had first felt the edge of the
sawW.

The correspondence  that has been carried
on since 27th of October between the
Minister of Fisheries and Sir Jobn Thomp-
son, and Hon, M. .Adams, M. P., in refer-
ence to the regulations affecting the smelt
and bass fisheries of the Miramichi, has re-
sulted in the conditional restoration of the
fishermen’s right to take smelts with bag-
nets above Middle Islaund, as far up as the
ferry line off Newcastle and the relaxation
-of the order prohibiting bass-fishing.

The right to fish for smelts above Middle
Island is to centinue wuntil 24th December
and must npot be carried oo in a less depth
of water than twenty feet, uor be exercised
in any other manner than through the ice.
‘There is a farther and very important con-
dition, viz., that officers and representative
fishermen are to personally inspect the
catches of nets as they are hauled from the
water, and if small bass are faken in any
place the fishing of nets in such place is to
be at once discontinued.

The last-named coudition is one that was
proposed to:Deputy Minister Tilton when he
was here some three years ago, but the cor-
vespondence seems to show that Migister
Tupper had never heard of it until it was
veferred to Ly Mr. Adams, a month since,

-in one of his letters. At all events, it was
this proposal that led the Minister to send
Commander Wakeham to the Miramichi to
make enquiries in reference to the subject
of smelt-fishing, and it is to be presumed
that the decision of Sir Johe Thompson—in
Minister Tupper’s absence—to restore the
fishermen’s privileges as stated, is the ont-
come of Mr. Adams’ urgent protests against
the Jate prohibition, viewed: in the light of
the facts ascertained by comimander Wake-
ham.

Mr. Adams received Sir John Thompson’s
telegram on Tuesday morning, ioforming
him of the d he had reached in the
matter, and a public meeting of Chatham
fishermen was held at three o'clock, in
Masonic Hall, at which a few noa-fishing
«citizens were -also presént, by invitation.
“These 1vcluded Ogerseer Abbott, Hon. M.
Adams, Mr. D. G. Smith and some others.

Mr. Patrick Coleman was chosen chair-
man, and after he had stated that the meet-
ing had been called in order that the fisher-
men might be informed of the conditions
under which fishing was to be permitted, he
requested Mr. Adams, who had been asked
-0 meet the fishermen, to make a statement
«on the subject. !

Hon. M. Adams, M. P., referred briefly
%o the circumstances under which the pro-

* tibition above Middle Island had been order-
ed and congratulated the fishermen and
“other people interested on the fact that wiser
eounsels had, at last, prevailed and the
«objectionable prohibitory regulation: been set
aside. He then stated the conditions under
wrhich the fishery above Middle Island was
%o be permitted, substantially as above set
forth, and asked the fishermen to co-
operate with the efficers in securing an
t adherence to the new regulations,

eh were on the lines already. practically

ted to by th lves. He believed
‘that the recent visit of commander Wake-
tham had led to a more correct understanding
«©f the merits of the question than had
hitherto prevailed, and the fact that a
decision had not been reached earlier was
due, no doubt, very largely to the absence
in Eogland of Hon, Mr. TCupper, Ministor
of Fisheries, who was not to be in Canada
fgt a few days yet. It was to the prompt
&jfut consideration of the premier, there-
fore, that, in the meantime, the credit of re-
storing the privilege of fishing above Middle
Island, was due—a measure of justice which
would, no doubt, be appreved by the Minis-
ter of Fisheries, himself, on his return from
England. He, himself, did not wish any
.credit to be given to him in the matter,
but he looked for his reward for any effort
he had made, ‘in the estabiishing of a better
feeling and a mutual friendly understand-
ing between the fishermen and the depart-:
-ment, which he knew would now prevail.
He was sepsible of the hardships the
‘fishermen had to undergo, and the struggles
they had to sustain themselves through
.our long winters, and if a good understand-
ing could be maintained between them and
the department and itsefficers a great
thing would be accomplished. = He would
repeat that mot to him, but to premier

Thompson, acting for and in the absence of

the Minister of Fisheries, belonged the

eredit of, at last, placiog this vexed ques-
tion in ite present satisfactory position.
Mer. D, G. Smith said that although he
was not s fishermen, he had taken much in-
terest in having a safisfactory solution of the
olt-fishing questi hed, b it
was of great importance to bis neighbors,
and what bemefitted them also benefitted
bim, indirectly, In soy osse he reslised
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that so long as the prohibitory regulation
stood as it had done for several years past,
a feeling of hostility would continue to ex-
ist between the fishermen and the depart-
ment, becanse of the manifest injustice in-
volved and, as a citizen, he desired to see
the change now effected brought about, so
that a better feeling might prevail between
the people of this commuanity and the gov-
ernment of the country. He had been
privileged with an inspection of much of the
correspondence that had taken place between
Mr. Adams and the ministers at Ottawa,
and whatever might have been said to the
contrary, he was satisfied that the thanks of
the fishermen and of the community were
due to our representative at Ottawa for the
earnest, vigoroas and effective efforts he had
made to'secure the restoration of the privi-
leges that had beea 80 long denied us.He alse
believed that the community should express,
through this meeting, its appreciation of the
prompt action of Sir Joha Thompson who—
in the absence of Hon. Mr. Tupper, with an
intelligent consideration of the facts before
hiw, the love of justice which characterised
him and his sympathy with the tishermen,
whose hardships and deservings were so well
understood by him—bad remedied the in-
justiee against which they had so long pro-
tested. He, therefore, moved the following
resolution :—

Resolved, that this meeting of fishermen
and other citizens of the Miramichi, affirm
that the witholding by the Department of
Fisheries, for several years, of the right of
fishing smelts with bag-néts above Middle
Island, under conditions so long proposed
in our behalf and now conceded, was an ad-
ministrative injustice. and hardship upon
the community, which could only have been
continued through some departmental mis-
understandiog of the facte.

Resolved, that the thanks of the com-
manity are due to Hon. M. Adams, our
representative in the House of Commons,
for the earnestness with which he has
placed the facts®sand circamstances of this
important matter before the Minister of
Fisheries and the Premier, Hon. Sir Jobn
Thompson; and that we recognise in the
action of the Premier, a desire to deal just-
ly with all ; and

Further resolved, that we request our
representative, Mr. Adams, to coavey to
the Premier, Hon. Sir John Thompson, our
sincere thanks for his prompt and just
action, together with eur respectful and
hearty congratulations on his having been
called to the exalted position he now holds
as the leader of the government of Canada.
Overseer Abbott said he was glad to be
informed of the new order in reference to
fishing being allowed above Middle Island,
especially as he had inferred from what
Commander Wakeham bad said, on his
recent visit to Chatham, that the Depart-
ment would not easily be moved -from the
position it had taken in the matter. He
had intimated to Commander Wakeham
that there was a belief in some quarters
that Mr. Adams had not preiented the
claims of the fishermen to the Minister and
Department.as strongly as he might have
dane, but Mr. Wakeham had disabused his
mind of that idea and shown it to be quite
contrary to the facts. Mr. Wakeham
seemed to think when here that the fishing
should not be permitted above Morrison's,
but Mr. Adams had contended for it up to
the limit now set, and he hoped it would
prove satisfactory. He felt, last winter,
that the fishermen looked upon him as one

8ot over them to enforce what they consid-

ered an unjust deprivation of their rights,

but he had now to acknowledge the fairness

with which they had treated him in the dis-

charge of duties which were at times none

too pleasant. Under the new order of

things he would look for hearty co-opera-

tion on their part in a faithfal observance of

the conditions under which the fishery was

be permitted. He would meation one

condition which had not yet been referred

to, viz., that the fishing was to be only

through the ice—not from scows, or off the

wharves. Some of the fishermen had asked

him about this and he had told them of this

condition, and he felt all would be satisfied

and ready te observe it, as well as the

others mentioned, now that they under-

stood them all, 2

Mr. D. Crimmin seconded the resolation

and said it was well that the (ishermen

shauld understand exactly what their

privileges were. He thought it was a

good thing to have the meeting, which

would enable the many who were present

to understand the .conditions for them-

selves and be ready, from tha informa-

tion received, to iuférm others, He
believed all would conform to the regula-

tions and assist in carrying them out.

The resolution being put was carried
unanimously.

Mr. Smith said it was well there wasa
fair understanding that fishiog is to begin
only when the ice in the chanuel of the
river is strong enough to carry the fish-

ermen. The matter of the date at which
fishing shounld begin was discussed with
commander Wakeman when he was here,

and he said if fishing were allowed early
smelts caught might spoil before they
could be either frozen or marketed ; and it
was pointed ont to him that if the time
to begin was left to the judgment of the
officers, with the understanding that it
should be whenever the river had frozen
over sufficiently strong to bea:r the fisher-
men, no mistake would be made, for frost
that would freeze the river over might be
depended on to also freez> the smelts
caught and thus guarantee them against
spoiling. The commander had also talked
of fixing the upper limit for fishing at
Morrison’s, as he understood  that few
smelts were taken above that point, but
he was told that it would be much more
satisfactory to all if the upper limit were
fixed at about the old place, for if there
were no fish there none would be caught,
and if the fish were there the people of
Newcastle and Nelson should have the
same privilege of catching them as was
given %o their neighbors furtber down
river, and he was therefore glad the upper
limit for fishing had been fixed at ‘about
the ofd place. Mr. Smith urged the fish-
ermen to be very strict in observing both
the letter and spirit of the conditions un-
der which their privileges had been
rastored and thus maintain friendly rela-
tions add a good understanding with the
officers and the Department. Regulations
were necessary, not only in the interest of
the fiskermen, themselves, but of the
whole community, for they were intended
to conserve and perpetuate a most valu-
able indastry, and when a fisherman follow-
ed his calling in a destructive way he was
only working injury to himself and his
neighbors as well, besides inviting severe
treatment by the authorities. He believed
there would be now less friction than
there had been in. the past—a result
which we shonld all work together to
realise.

Mr. Adams thanked the meeting for the
resolution it had passed, and =aid he
had not before had the opportunity to ex-
press his apreciation of the kindness with
which he had been treated in Chatham in
1891. He had, ever since, endeavored to
promote the interests, not onoly of his
Chatham friends, but of all the people of
the county, in every possible way.
They had little ides, however, of the
difficulties he had met with at Ottawa,
where our affairs were, in many
bat little understood, and.so many were
secking to secure attention to the wants of
localities. He would again remind the
fishermen of the importrace of working in
hearty sympathy with the officers, for as
Mr. Smith had troly said, when one vio-
lated the law, all ware injured. The im-
portance of the concession secured was not
so much that we had learned the fact to-
day, but it would lie, as Mr. Smith bad
told them, in the measure with which

respects, [

they observed the necessary restrictions
intended for the good of all, ~in order
that the enjoyment of proper privileges
might be perpetuated and also continue to
be protitable. When the fishermen were
acting with the law and the law with
them, harmony and the very best results
must follow. He was glad that he had in
some measure, been able to assist in sett-
ling matters connected with the oyster, sal-
mon, bass and smelt fisheries in an equitable
manner and to the satisfaction of the
people, and he knew they appreciated his
efforts,

Mr. Smith said he was sorry to say
aaything that might be considered as the
introduction of an inharmonious chord
in the ganeral harmony that had pervaded
the meeting and he therefore hoped that
he was safe in assaming, from what Mr.
Adams had said, that the salmen fishing
privileges which had been wrongfully
taken from the people of the upper Mira-
michi had been restored to them. He ex-
plained the treatment those people—particu-
larly of the Southwest—had received in
having the salmon-fishing rights they had
enjoyed for generations taken from them by
the fisheries department, and hoped they
were to be restored.

Mr. Adams sail his allusion to the
salmon fishery matter that had been settled
referred to rights in tidal waters, and the
decision of the Department by which the
salmon fishing privileges in the tidal portions
of our own river and along our coast were
held to belong to the owners of the lands
off which they lay. He went at some
length into the matter of the uon-tidal salmon
fisheries referred to by Mr. Smith and said
he and others claimed that the Dominion
authorities had not legally the control of
those fisheries, but that they were uuder
the control of the local government. An
Ontario case, by which the matter was to
be tested and settled was now before the
Supreme Court of Canada, and he expected
that the. assumption of power by ‘he
Dominion authoritfes to prohibit these
fisheries would he declared ultra wvires. If
that were done, the local government
would then have the duty of regulating
the whole matter.

Mr. Smith .said the people interested
wouid, doubtless, be glad to have the in-
formation Mr. Adams had\given in . refer-
ence to the question having been put in
shape for legal test, and he presumed its
being done was in accord with the desires
of all concerned, for so important a_matter
should not be allwed to remain in doubt.
A vote of thanks was tendered to and
acknowledged by the chairman, and the
meeting adjourned, with three cheers for
Mr. Adams and three also for Sir John
Thompson.

The Queens Electicn.

Inthronization of ths Rizht Reverand
Holl: rth Tuly Eingion as
ishop of Fredericton.

The Right Reverend H. T. Kingdon,
. D., was enthroned as Lord Bishop of
Fredericton and successor to the late
lamented Bishop Medley at the cathedral,
Fredericton, on Wednesday, Nov. 23rd
at 11 o'clack a. m. There was a large
congregation present, and abeut 30 of the
clergy of the Diocese. The Right Rev.
Dr. H. A. Neely, Bishop of Maine, was
also present. When the bishops and
clergy had robed ia the vestry, the former,
attended by their chaplains, proceeded by
the south aisle to the western door of the
cathedral where they were met by the
clergy who, preceded by the subdean and
canons of the cathedral, had come from
the vestry down the central aisle. Bis-
hop Kingdon having given to the sub-
dean,-the mandate of the Acting Metro-
pblitan, the Bishop of Oatario, for his
inthronization, the clergy, followed by
the bishops, advanced up the central
aisle to the chancel while Psalm CXXII
was being chantath_.The Bishop of Fred-
ericton took his position near the chancel
steps in the nave, with his chaplain on his
right and his staff-bearer on his left. The
Bishop of Maine occupied a stall on the
north side, near the pulpit. Suab-dean
Alexaunder took his place in the stall op-
posite on the south, with the Rev. /). S.
Newnham, Secretary of the Diocesan
Synod, on his right. The clergy took
their places within the sanctuary.
Special prayers having been offered by
the subdean, and the proper documents
read by one of the canons, the Secretary
of the Synod, and the legal Secretary of
the Bishop, His Lordship was conducted
to his episcopal throne by the subdean,
and after prayer, the Bishop of Maine
gave the Bishop his. apostolic blessing.
Bishop Neely then delivered a forcible
and appropriate address, in which he paid
an eloquent tribute to the memory of the
late Dr. Medley, and hoped that all
present and not present, clergy and laity,
would uphold the hands of the new bis-
hop in the discharge of the duties of kis
arduous and responsible office. After
the address a selection from the psalms
was chanted, and then a sermon was
preached by the Rev. Canon Brigstocke,
D. D. of Trinity Church, St. John, N. B.
The preacher made appropriate reference
to the late reverend Metropolitan, and
invoked the divine blessing upon his suc-
cessor ia the great work to which he was
now called. The sermon was followed
by a celebration of the Holy Communion
in which the clergy, and a very large
number of the laity participated. The
offerings were for the Incapacitated
Clergy Fund. The whole service was
very impressive, and many, including
the new bishop, were visibly affected. _

After the service Bishop Kingdon was
assured of the good wishes and hearty
support of his clergy, and took occision
to thank all who were present ag=well as
those who were absent for thgir past
kindness and good will. In the afternoon
a very large number of clergy ani laity
attended an ‘At Home” at Bishop King-
don’s house, and shared in highly enjoy-
able hospitality and social converse. In
the evening the bishop gave a dinner at
the Queen Hotel in honor of the Bishop
ot Maine. The occasion was much en.
joyed and many prominent gentlemen
were present.

Thus Bishop Kingdon has been duly
installed in this high and responsible po-
sition, a man of recognised scholarship
and ability, and the prayers of many
churchmen may well be that his Lord-
ship may be a worthy successor of the
illustrious first bishop of Fredericton.

WiLkesBARRE, Pa., Nov. 21.—Rev.
Peter Warnon is performing some wonderful
cures at Zion Methodist Episcopal church in
this city. He claims to be a hesling evaoge-
list. At first people denounced him asa
fraud, but now a namber have come forward
and testified that Warnon possesses ‘“‘strance
power.” John B. Smith, an ex-member of
the Legielature, says he was deaf for four-

teen years. YWarnon laid his hand on him

and immediately his hearing was restored.

A half dozen policemen to-night were re-
quired to keep the crowd back from the
church where Warnon is healing. Only
people who wanted relief from their disa-
bilities were admitted. Many people arose
in the congregation and testified that they
had been cured./ A paralyzed man at Mr.
Warnon’s command instantly raised his legs,
placed each foot on a high table, ran and
jumped, all of which he had not been ahie to
do for ten years. Eight other persons,
similarly crippled and nearly powerless, ran,
leaped, etc., in the same way.

J. Cole who was very Ceaf heard clearly.
Charles Lanes who was totally deaf heard
whispered words at eighteen feet distance.
William W. Dewey’s paralyzed child quick-
ly raised her bent hand and fingers and
raised her hitherto powerless arm straight
above her head. The mother wept for joy.
Mr. Good who walked with the aid of a cane
as he was crippled by rheumatism, at once
flung away the cane, raised his feet to the
top of a chair back, ran and leaped with
agility. These are fair samples of the many
marvels witnessed by the overcrowded
audience.

A Sucoessful Whaling Voyage.

The 8. S. Eagle, commanded by Capt.
Jackman, recently arrived at St. John’s,
Nfid., from a very successful whaling voyage.
The St. John’s Herald states that, the Eagie
left that port May 10th and made a good
run to the whaling gronnds. The stedmer’s
catch consisted of three large black whales
and one sucker, yielding over two tens of
bone at about $10,000.00 per ton, and forty
tons oil. She also secured twenty white
whales and fifteen walrus. The Kagle
brought to St. John’s, Captain Milne, of the
Dundee whaler Maud, which was lost at
.Coutts Thlet on Oct. 10, She was harbored
there and a heavy easterly wind -came on,
rafted the ice and drove her on shore. The
Eagle was at that time about two miles off
and saw the accident. Capt. Jackman, with
his usual bravery, headed his ship for the
spot and though the danger of his meeting
the same fate was very great ran her
suﬂicie;? near to save the crew of 37 hands,

who bagifly escaped with their lives, saving
nething. ™ The most remarkable thing in
connection with the Maud’s loss is, that she
was the best fishing ship of the fleet, They
had three whales, calculated to give nearly
as many tons of bone, and fifty-five tons of
oil, on board at the time; not an item of
which was saved.

In Love With a Lunatic.

A BUFFALO MAN STEALS A PATIENT FROM AN
ASYLUM, WHO ATTEMPTED T ROAST HER
BABY SISTER ALIVE AND MURDER OTHERS.

BurrALo, Nov. 24.—0n March 8, 1890, a
sensation was created in Buffalo by the
arrest of a young girl named Mary R. Keefe
for attempting to roast her baby sister alive,
and also to take the life of  her
mother "and of her elder sister. The
homicidal mania was so violent in the prison
that it was with great difficulty that she was
removed to the Providence Retreat, a private
Roman Catholic institution here for the care
of such cases. The maniac was possessed of
singular beauty, and was but a little over
17 years old. She was well developed for
her age, and her features were an object of
admiration to all visitors at the asylum.
Among others who paid considerable atten-
tion to the fair lunatic was Jobn A. Mec-
Andrews, a retired merchant, who resides at
152 Hudson street. MecAndrews owns most
of the land formerly known as the Me-
Andrews’ estate, also several large tracts of
land on Fifth street and Front avenue.
Socially Mr. McAndrews stands high, his
wife haviflg taken a leading part as a
patroness of the recent fancy dress charity
ball here, the opening social event of the
season, while her husband was a steward.
A neice of John A. McAndrews, Miss Anpie
McAndrews, was confined in a cell adjoin-
ing Miss Keefe. An acquaintance formed in
the corridor between McAndrews and Miss
Keefe ripened, until by the first of the
present year McAndrews. called ‘at the
asylum every day ostensibly to see his
neice. He obtained permission from the
lady superior, Sister Mary Thomas, to take
Miss Keefe to Niagara Falls, and showed a
letter purporting to be signed by Mrs.
Keefe, granting him permission to take the
girl to Nisgara Falls ona pleasure trip.
Permission was withheld until June 18th
of this year, whenit was granted, as the
patient showed hopeful sigos of recovery.
McAndrews kept the girl at Niagara Falls
over night and she was not returned to the
institution till next day. Next he took her
to Crystal Beach. Her relatives heard of
this strange familiarity and forbade tke
authorities from allowing the girl to go out
with any person except by their consent.
Nothing further was heard by the relatives
until Oct. 220d, when to their surprise,
they heard that the girl had run away from
the institution. The police were informed,
and they set quietly to work. On October
25, she was seen at McAndrews’ house and
after that all trace of her has been lost.
Detective Hayes, armed with a warrant,
fully searched MeAndrews’ houses and
placed him under surveillance. ~He refuses
te tell where the girl is hidden. Only then
it became known that McAndrews on two
occasions,implored Doctors Crego and Wood,
the medical superintendents of the asylum,
to discharge the patient, and that it was
upon his petition, and certificatea granted
by medical friends, that the girl's release
wase obtained. Miss Keefe whose parents
reside at 671 Elk street, will, upon her at-
taining her majority, come into possession
of her share of a fortune .of $175,000 which
is to be divided between her brothers and
sister. The affair has created a profound
sensation in society circles, where Mec-
Andrews is well known, and further start.
ling developments are anticipated.

Parallel with the Charley Roszs
Mystery.

(N. Y. Herald, Nov. 23.)

The mystery of the disappearance of
Charley Ross from his parents’ home in
Germantown, Pa, in 1874, has its paralle! in
a case that culminated in New York last
Saturday night, but with a happier ending
than the Ross case.
Alexander Kearney, one of the principal
actors in the “Soudan” company, which
appeared at the Grand Opera House last
week, and a bright but ragged looking news-
boy are the leading personages in this story,
which has been circulated on the Rialto for
several days.
For more than seven years Mr. Kearney
has searched in nearly every important city
in the United States, and in many smaller
ones as well, for a little cousin, or brother
as he terms him through affection, who was
kidnapped when five years old, and who had
never been seen or heard of by his friends or
relatives until Mr. Kearney, by the most
curious chance, found him selling news-
papers at the foot of the stairs at the West
Twenty-third street downtown station of the
Sixth avenue elevated railroad.
I saw Mr., Kearney in his apartments, at
No. 252 West Twenty-fourth street, yester-
day, and obtained the details of the story
from him, ©
MR. EEARNEY'S STORY,
“] am not anxions for publicity in this
matter,” he said, ‘‘as it is strictly a family
affair, but if the HErRALD wishes to have the
facts I will give them.
“My people reside in St. Gecrge street,
Montreal, Can., When my mother’s sister
died about nine years ago, her only child,
a boy, was an orphan. His father died
before he was a year old. My mother
adopted her sister's child, and he became
known as Hlerbert Kearney, my brother. I
was very fond of him, and when at the age
of five he was kidsapped from our home I
found I loved him as dearly as though he
were my own brother. I was on the road
at the time, about seven years ago. My
mother wrote to me that the last seen of
Bertie was when he was playiog around a
hand orgen, and it was supposed the Italian
woman and her husband who carried the
organ about the streets of Montreal had
spirited the boy away.
“‘Detectives were put at work on the case
and all Canada was gone over in a vain en-
deavor to find little Bertie. In every oity I
have visited with various companies I have
always instituted a careful search for the
boy, but was never able to locate him or
even get a clue to his whereabouts. I
finally gave him up as dead and became con-
vinced he had met with some accident in
Montreal or had been drowned in some
mysterions manner.

THE LOST FOUND.
“Last Saturday night after I left the
Grand Opera Houee, on Eighth avenue, I
bought a newspaper from a boy who sat on
the steps of the Sixth avenue elevated down-
town station at Twenty-third street. He
told me he had got ‘stuck’ en a bandle of
newspapers, and was crying as thovgh his
heart would break. I asked him a few
questions as to his name aund other facts, as
I had become accoustomed to questioning
every little waif I met.
the lad’s face made me think of my little
brother, and I called him by the name of
Bertie. He told me quickly that he used to
be called by that name, but it was a very
long time ago.
“When Bertie was nearly five years old
he was thrown from his sled while sliding
down a hill, and was severely gashed in his
left knee, the wound being three cornered
in shape, The mark, I knew, would always
remain, and I discovered that I was right
when I suspected that the little newsboy
was my brother. The mark was there on
his left knee. :
“‘He to!d me that he could not remember
who took him away from bome. He was
put aboard a train, and someome met him
after a long ride. He travelled around
witha man with a bear. His skin was
dyed, I suppose to make him resemble an
Italian boy. He was whipped when he
couldn’t get pennies for his master, and at
last he was brought to New York. He ran
away from the man who forced him to beg
and sell papers, and he had been & waif
without a home all summer. He slept
about the city in hallways and begged
enough to buy papers. My mother will be
overjoyed to see him once more. The hard
life he was forced to lead made him look
about eighteen and he is only twelve.”

Mr. Kearney sent Bertie to Moutreal on
Monday afternoon after having given him a
necessary bath and bought him new clothes
throughout. The boy should have reached
Mr, Kearney’s mother last night. .

THE CHARLEY ROSS PARALLEL.

The similarity of this case to that of
Charley Ross, with the exception of tne
ransom damanded, is quite striking.
Charley Ross was stolen from his parents’
home, at Germantown, near Philadelphia,
on July 1, 1874. Two men drove past the
house in a buggy on that day, and when the
boy asked them to give him a ride they
willingly consented and drove away. From
that day until now he has never been seen
by any one, so far as is koown, except his
abductors,

At the time of his abduction Charley was
four years and two months old. The po-
lice authorities throughout the United
States and in all parts of the world were
notified of the abduction, and Mr. Ross
spent all he had in continuing the search for
the missing child. The abductors communi-

e

cated with Mr. Ross throagh personals in
the Philadelphia daily papers, they admit-
ting that the boy was in their possession,
demanding $20,000 ransom. Thie sum
Mr. Ross was unable to pay. Mayor
Stokely, of Philadelphis, at the instance of
the citizens of that place, offered a reward
of $20,000 for the arrest and conviction of
the kidnappers, but it failed to bring them
to light or to reveal the whereabouts of the
stolen boy. Letters were sent from the
kidnappers to Mr, Ross and personals con-
tinued to be published in the Philadelphia
papers in which the kidnappers threatened
to kill the child unless the ransom was paid.
On July 5, 1875, Mr. Ross received a letter
postmarked Philadzlphia and sigoed “No
Signature,” announcing that the child was
dead and that the location of the grave
would be disclosed for $10,000.
THE TRAGIC CONCLUSION,

Suspicion i)ointed toward William Mosher,
keeper of the lighthouse at Rondout, and a
man named Douglas as the kidnappers, but
nothing could be proven against then. Oa
the night of December 14, 1875, the men
were caught in a burglary at the house of
Judge Van Brunt in Bay Ridge. A brother
of the Judge and his son shot the robbers
full of bullets. Mosher was killed &and
Douglas fatally wounded. When dying he
admitted that he and Mosher had stolen
Charley Ross in the hope of getting a ran-
som, but Douglas declared that he did not
know where the child was, as Mosher had
spirited him away. When Douglas learned
that Mosher was dead he refused to speak
about the case further through regard for
Mosher’s family. He died without giving
the much wished for solution to the great
mystery.
