(Sunday)—Several 
steamers, Including the government 
vessel Rubis, started from here yester­
day for St. Pierre, ten miles from this 
city. The steamers had on board â 
government delegate, a number of 
gendarmes, a detachment of regular 
Infantry and several priests. The 

\ vessels also carried a quantity of flre-
• wood, petroleum and quick lime, for
• use In the cremation of the bodies
J the victims of the terrible volcanic out- 
0 burst of Thursday last. Large quan-
• titles of disinfectants and stocks of
• clothing for the refugees
• shipped to St. Pierre.
0 The refugees had, as a rule, assemb- 
p led at Lecarbet and Case Pilote (not
• far from St. Pierre), and it Is reported, 
2 over a thousand of them have died 
p since the fearful stream of lava pour-
• ed down Mont Pelee.

The sea for miles round was sovered
with the wreckage of the vessels sunk 
off St. Pierre at the time of the dis­
aster and ashore only a few trees, all 
bent seaward, by the force of the vol­
canic shower, were left standing. When 
nearing St. Pierre the Rubis met 
number of tugs, towing lighters filled 
with refugees. The heat from the 
smoking lava covered ruins at 
Pierre was suffocating, and the stench 
from the corpses strewn around 
awful.

Only a few walls were standing. The
• report that the hospital clock 

found Intact with its hands stopped at 
7.60 was confirmed as was the state­
ment that the offices of the cable com­
pany had entirely disappeared. On all 
sides were found portions of corpses, 
which were gathered up by the soldiers 
and gendarmes and burned on the pub­
lic squares. Not a drop of water was 
procurable.

The darkness caused by the4clouds 
of volcanic dust enveloped the town, 
and continued rumblings added to the 
horror of the scene.

The fort and central quarters of the 
town were razed to the ground and 
were replaced by beds of hot cinders.

The iron grille-work gate of the gov­
ernment offices was alone standing. 
There were no traces of the streets. 
Huge heaps of smoking debris were to 
be seen on all sides.

At the landing place some burned 
and ruined walls indicated the spot 
where the custom house formerly stood, 
and traces of the larger shops could 
be seen.

PARU, May 12.-4.Tke death of Honor 

Seven», the Brazilian aeronaut -who#' 
with an assistant, wà* killed this nam­
ing by the explosion of hie airship La 
Paix, In which he was making a trial 
trip, created terrible consternation. 
Senor Severe had Invited a number of 
friends to witness the ascension, and 
his wife and a number of relatives 
were following- the course of the balloon 
in mptor cars. Suddenly the specta­
tors were horrified by a blight flash of 
light followed by an explosion. The 
balloon, which at this time was 1,600 
feeet above the ground, fell rapidly, 
landing on the root of a house.

The aeronaut fell Into the street and 
was dashed to pieces. The bones of his 
legs were forced through the soles of 
his boots. The engineer who accom­
panied him was burned to death. The 
accident is said to have been caused 
by a leakage of gas.

Senor Severo started with the inten­
tion of sailing to the military parade 
ground at Iss y and a large number of 
his relatives and friends 
ceedlng bn the direction of that vil­
lage (situated five miles southwest of 
Parle). With an engineer named Sach­
et, Severo sailed out of his balloon 
house near the boulevard de Vagirard 
at 5.30 a. m. in excellent spirits, and 
full of confidence the aeronaut put his 
airship through a series of evolutions 
before starting in the direction of Tssy. 
There seemed to be some hitch With 
the steering gear and the rear propell­
ing screw turned with difficulty. Nev­
ertheless, after several stoppages the 
airship sailed off, moving steadily 
through a light breeze.

He 
exhorted those who were anxious to 
secure that end to carefully consider the 
steps they were going to take and the 
results which they expected. Thy could 
not Interfere with the national devel­
opment of their colonies. He looked 
with apprehension at any attempt to 
anticipate events or foreclose the pre­
cious result which was In store for

NEW YORK, May 12.—About ten 
thousand people took part in an anti­
corn tax demonstration which has just 
been held at Hyde Park, cables the 
London correspondent of the Tribune. 
Societies marched from all parts of 
London to me Park. Banners wefe 
borne with inscriptions such as “No 
Protection.” and “Down With the 
Bread Tax. A resolution denouncing 
the government for imposing the tax 
was carried with tremendous fervor. A 
large force of police was present, but 
the proceedings were quite orderly.

Fofard takes with him Father La- 
combe, a young priest of strong health, 
who is a cousin of the reverend mis­
sionary of the Northwest Territories. 
Father Bros sard, O. M. I., Is already 
living at Fort Albany. Brother Bois- 
ec.nneault goes with the mission, party, 
as carpenter and joiner. 
Ppissonneault is 60 years of age and is 
well known at the Junlorate.

The party will have to travel 500 
miles in canoe, from Fort Temieca- 
mlnguv, where Indian guides will trans­
port their baggage by way of Lake 
Tv-mlscamingue, Lake Abittlbi and 
River Abittlbi, to Fort Moore and from 
that pprt to Fort Albany, through the 
waves of Hudson Bay. Father La- 
combe celebrated mass at the scholas- 
ticate at Ottawa and the ceremony of 
“farewell” then took place with all the 
ritualism ordinary to the ceremony, as 
it la performed a* jthe Oblates* Convent 
pf Foreign Missions in Paris. The mis­
sionaries, apart from Fort Albany, will 
have to visit the missions of Weenlsk.

The strenuous life was well exempli­
fied In the career of the late Rev. Dr. 
Grant. Theologian, teacher, author, 
and In a limited sense a politician, he 
labored without ceasing.

Fol­
lowing the ceremony the couple drove 
to, the home of Mr. and Mrs. Paul Har­
nett, in Commonwealth avenue, near 
West Farms road, where several hun­
dred friends gathered to congratulate 
them. The reception there was follow­
ed by a wedding supper and a dance.
Mr. and Mrs. Harnett are the uncle 
and aunt of the bride, who had made 
her home with them for many years.

A9KBD FOR THE MONEY.
Abput eleven o’clock, after the sup­

per, the bride, it Is said, asked the 
bridegroom for some money which, he 
had promised to return to her before 
the 'wedding. The couple had hired 
apartments In 165th street, near Bos­
ton avenue, and had ordered a quant­
ity of furniture. When this was deliv­
ered, K is declared that Mangan said 
he did not have the money to pay for it 
with him.

He sent his brother Lawrence 
after it, but the latter, returning at 
midnight, reported that he could not 
find It.

“I’ll go myself,” the brklegrpom is 
said to have remarked, and, with the 
assent of the bride, he called the coach 
that was waiting to take them to the 
station, and ordered the coachman to 
drive him to hie home.

Nothing more was seen of him by 
the bride for four days. Messengers 
Were sent in *11 directions and tp the 
police stations, it being supposed that 
he had met with an accident. The 
bride, surrounded by her friends, in­
cluding the three sisters of the bride­
groom, waited for him to return, and 
when daylight came and he had not 
been heard from she fainted.

WEDDING RING MELTED. 
Relatives af the bride found him sev­

It is said 
he made no explanations and did not 
say anything about the belated wed­
ding tour. She has seen nothing of 
him since.

Wedding gifts were then returned to 
the givers, end the wedding ring was 
given to Father Parks to melt for a 
part of a new chalice.

Тії rough Father Parks the circum­
stances surrounding the strange mar­
riage were communicated to Archbish­
op Qorrigan, and by him transmitted 
to the pope, with a request for the 
annulment of the marriage. The pa­
pal decree absolving the bride from the 
ties which bind her technically to 
Mangan la expected shortly.

Mrs. Mangan recently consulted with 
lawyers, and on their advice went to 
Texas on Saturday, preliminary to in­
stituting proceedings there. Her par­
ents live in Nova Scotia and are said 
tp bo well to do.

“It was the most singular marriage I 
ever heard of,” said Mr. Harnett, the 
bride’s uncle, yesterday. “I cannot 
understand why the man should have 
gone through the wedding ceremony 
and left his bride on the eve of his de­
parture on a wedding trip. Mangan 
had brought up a map of the state­
rooms on the Jacksonville steamer, the 
intention pf the bride and bridegroom 
being to spend their honeymoon at 
Palm Beach. She intends to secure 
both a religious and civil release from 
Mangan/*

Mangan declared he realised after 
the ceremony that he had made a mis­
take and feels sorry that he allowed it 
to proceed as far as he did. He says 
he was to no financial condition tp 
marry. Hki family deeply regrets the 
matter.
