The Ballarat District, from which the 
first call for British Templarism came, has been opened by “ flourish of 
trumpets” by a union with ж local organisation, the Australian I emplars, 
June 1st. For the consummation of this uni чо, we are mainly indebted to 
Bro. Wilson. Authority was sent Brc. Wilson to organise a Grand Lodge 
for this Colony, which he accomplished with great success on July 1st, 
“ Separation Day ”

South Auttraita.—This was the next Colony to unfurl the Banner of 
British Templarism, Sept. W, 1873, where Bro. J. Kemp Penney has nobly 
sustained our cause against the vilest opposition, having on one occasion 
travelled 2,500 miles to open a Lofige. From last reports there were five 
Primary and one Juvenile Lodge" in this Colony. Bro. Penney has 
applied lor and received authority to open a Grand Lodge, and though no 
report as yet has arrived, still we have no doubt that a Grand Lodge uaa 
also been organised for South Australia.

REPORT ON UNION OP TEMPERANCE ORDERS TO THE 
MOST WORTHY GRAND LODGE, BRITISH TEMPLARS.

I To the Most Worth}/ Grand Lodge of British Tempian : v\
As Chairman of the Committee on Union I have to report 

that the subject of union has been vigorously prosecuted dur- 
ing the year and not without result. In my address as your M. 
W. C. I. at last annual session, I reported as having sent a copy 
of our circular on Union to the chief officers of all the Sister 
Temperance organizations in this and the Mother Country, 
whioh work I have continued during the past year by circulat­
ing it through the colonies and have had no response but from 
the Free Templars and United Templars of Great Britain, the 
Australian Templars of Australia, and the British American 
Order of Canada.

The question has often been asked why not unite the dif­

ferent Templar Orders, and this M. W. Grand Lodge has 
eohoed irAy by practically taking hold of the subject of union. 
Though we may have failed in bringing all organizetions to 
sympathize with the movement and respond to our call, yet 
we have proved to the world that British Templars are willing 
to forget past differences and meet sister organizations 
honorable legislative equality, for the purpose of forming 
grand consolidated Temperance Army. If Templar Union 
has not been completed the fault does not lie at the door of 
British Templars ; if rents must remain, we are guiltless. In 
Ontario and Quebec we have continued negotiations with the 
B. A, O. G. T., and been enabled to get a basis of union, 
whioh 1 append to this report, and if adopted by this body will 
consummate the long desired union with that organization.
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At our last meeting the Uuion with the Free Templars 
of tit. John was thought to have been consummated, but ow­
ing to a desire upon their part to make the United Army of 
Templars still greater by bringing not only the Free and 
British Templars into one body, but also the United Templars 
who had signified a desire to join the united family, they 
have stayed action to give opportunity for negotiations with 
the United Order. The United Templar Order was instituted 
at Manchester, England, in September last, and now numbers 
over 100 Lodges and 6,000 members. This Order had no 
sooner begun its work than I opened correspondence on Union 
with their Honorary Secretary, who laid it before their Pro­
visional Council, and that body expressed themselves unani­
mously in favor of an amalgamation of the two Orders. The 
correspondence has been.qpntinued and also with the I. 0. of 
Free Templars. Your Committee have been enabled to ascertain 
from all the negotiating bodies the terms upon which union 
might be consummated, and havs drafted a basis of union 
embodying these terms, which is here appended, and only wants 
adoption- by this body to develope a Grand United Templar 
Order.
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irican It may be, and undoubtedly is, a sourne of regret to many 

that this union movement was not more universal, but why 
has it not been ? Is it because the subject has been agitated 
by and among the younger and small# regiments of the Tem­
perance Army ? or is it because as some representative men in 
the larger and older Orders have intimated, that the only kind of 
union they favour is for their weaker brethren to throw up their 
distinction and come bodily and join them ? If either or both of 
these reasons exists, your Committee are of opinion that further 
negotiations with any but the Orders that have manifested a 
willingness to unite is useless, as we as an Order have prin­
ciples and peculiarities that have commended themselves to 
the public and are sacred to us, and it is only reasonable that 
these should be respected. Therefore, your Committee ask 
your candid and favourable consideration of Union with the 
Orders above named, on the terms specified in the basis, as 
being quite consistent with our own principles and these of
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the aforesaid Orders. That yon may know the greatness of 
the work in hand, consider that upon the consummation, 
the new Order would stand majestically before the world with 
a membership of about 100,000, not confined to a single nation, 
but with the world for our parish, which must give a mighty 
impetus to the temperance reform and result in great good to 
the cause.
