IMMIGRATION INTO THE PROVINCE.

A great deal has recently been sald concerning im-
migration in New Brunswick and all sorts of schemes

of inducing new settlers to take up the vacant farms in
Another class in the
community are anxious that some inducement should be
held out to our own people to remain at home rather than
to encourage immigration from abroad. Premier Flem-
ming, as a solution of the difficulty, has proposed s plan
whereby desirable vacant lands will be purchased and
sold at cost on easy payments to any who wish to acquire
them. This provides an opportunity for the young men
of the country who wish to take up agriculture with an
easy way to acquire the necessary land. It also makes
it just as easy for & new settler to do the same thing.
Three years ago the present Government took up the
question of immigration and appointed a representative
of the Province with headquarters at London. Through
this office a large amount of information concerning the
capabilities of New Brunswick and its various attractions
as a home for settlers has been circulated, and while the
results have not as yet been very great, the number of
persons who have been induced to come to this country
through the efforts of the Provincial Immigration Officer
has increased almost three-fold on the figures of the first
vear and the ratio of increase for the present year will
be about the same.
In 1909, according to the figures given by the Super-
intendent of Immigration, the total number of immigrants
was 305; In 1911 the number was 805. In 1909 17 famik
fes, including 37 children, settled in the Province, and in
1911 ninety families, including 260 children were placed.
In 1909 ninety people were supplied with help and in
1911, 320. This of course is but a modest beginning but
the percentage of increase is very large. The immi
grants who have sought homes in New Brunswick are
described as being of a particularly good class and pos-
sessed of considerable capital.

THE EXTENSION OF RURAL MAIL DELIVERY.

The decision of the Postmaster General to establish
a Rural Mail Delivery Branch in connection with the

formerly paid and in four years has only cost the Prov-
ince $1,500 or less than $400 a year.

The present Covernment has spent a much greater
sum of money than any previous Administration in this
Province, but the additions to the permanent debt as a
result of their legislation passed since 1908 have been
smaller than in any four years since Confederation.
Through their own efforts the Government has almost
doubled the territorial revenue and the increased receipts
bave been expended in the improvement of the publie
gervice. This is not extravagant, for the money has been
wisely and well spent,

THE QUEBEC BRIDGE.

Among the gigantic blunders of which the late Gov-
ernment was guilty none stands out in greater promiin-
ence than the flasco in conmection with the Quebec
bridge. Mr. Graham signalized his return to Parliament
by giving the House last week a lengthy review of the
circumstances and by submitting a complex and teclnical
statement in connection with the contract. His remarks
were for the most part free from partisan bias and were
directed to show that this undertaking was the largest of
its kind ever conceived, that it was surrounded by very
great difficulties and that the late Government was justi-
filed ju leaving the work entirely in the hands of the
board they had selected. The late Government could not
hiave had its case presented to better advantage than by

the ex-Minister of Railways, but it is significant that he
entirely falled to remove what has long amounted to a
wonviction that the Administration of which he was a
member was guiity of almost criminal negligence and

entitled to the severest ition for its mi

Post Office Department foreshadows an extension of
{this service which will be very welcome in country dis-
{tricts. A Bill has been introduced Into Parliament to
|give the necessary authority to organize the branch and
|to assign a staff of officers to the service. Further de-
tails of the Government's policy will be awaited with in-
terest. {
Mr. Pelletier regards an extemsion of this branch of
irne postal service as of far reaching importance. The
system under the late Government was not carried out to
|the best advantage. There were many instances of du-
{plication and a thorough revision of the whole scheme
has become necessary, It is proposed when the new
branch is organized that routes shall be systematically
mapped out and that the service shall be gradually ex-
tended throughout the country.
The cost of the extension will be counsiderable, but
it will be public money well spent in the interest of a
very large section of the community which has been a
good deal neglected in the past. The rural delivery
under the late Administration was in many instances
nothing more than a scheme to catch votes. The Bor-
den Government is showing an honest desire to place
this important branch of the Post Office Department on
a footing that will give the farmers of the country a reg-
ular and efficient service,

YOUNG MAN KILLED

N THEL G, .0

Frederick Arnold, an English-
man, Stepped Off Tender,
Shipped on Ice and Had His
Life Crushed Out.

Frederick Arpold, a young Enghun-
man, temporarily employed with the
I. C. R. as a locomotive cleaner, met
a tragic death in the I. C. R. yard
near the coal pocket yesterday morn.
ing. He stepped from the running
board at the rear of a coal tender
attached to locomotive €07 and slip-
ped on the ice, falling under the
wheels of the tender. He was in-
stantly killed.
Arnold had gone to the round house
hoping to be employed as & spare
man about the works, but learning
that there was mothing to do, jumped
on the rear of the tender, which was
moving towards the coal pocket, with
the engine in charge of Hostler Fred-
erick Wright, He jumped on to get
a “lift” towards his bome,
The engine stbpped at the pocket
and coaled, and Arnold still remain-
ed, thinking that it was going farther
towards the city, but such was not
the case. When the locomotive start.
ed to move back again towards the
round house he leaped from the rum-
ning board or step and in jumping
fell with his legs between the tracks,
and the upper portion of his body
outside the rails. He was unable
to gain his feet before the tender
came bearing down upon him and life
was crushed out,
A yardman nearby saw the body
and shouted to stop the engime. Mr.
‘Wright did so, but it _was too late.
In justice to Hostler Wright it may
be sald that he was not aware that
Apnold had been standing on the
rear of the tender and he was amaz-
ed and greatly grieved when he be-
held what had happened.
A telephone message brought L. R.
Ross, terminal agemt, to the scene,
and word was also sent to Rev. Fath-
er Convers, of the Mission Church
8. John Baptist, to which the dead
man was said to have belonged. Mr.
Ross had the body removed from the
tracks, and word sent to Coroners
Berryman and Roberts.
Mr. Arnold was about twenty-nine
years of age, and is survived by four
small children and his young wife,
who is nearly prostrated with griet
at the.sad news.

He sald the wharf would be In &
bay and would not interfere with har-
bor navigation or fishing privileges.
He thought the council would agree
with the minister of marine that the
establishment of a marine depot there
would be a benefit to the city. He had
been surprised to find that the city of
8t. John owned the bed of the harbor
and that the eovernment would have
to get permission from the city to
construct its proposed wharf, as well
as fo acquire the foreshore rights be-
tween high and low water. The govern-
ment owned the bed of every other
public harbor, but it could not inter-
fere with & right granted the city of
St. John before Confederation.

The recorder said that most of the
land around what was known as the
0ld Fort, had originally belonged to
the Crown, but had subsequently pass-

sion. The ecity still held the foreshore
rights between high and low water. St,
John was the only city in Canada own-
ing the bed of the harbor,

A discussion took place as to wheth-
er the construction of the wharf would
interfere with any fishing privileges,
leagsed by the city, but when maps
were examined, it was decided that
there would be no interference.

Ald. Scully moved that the council
approve the idea of granting the ap-
plication and appoint & committee with
power to act. The only difficulty be
saw, was that the government in order
to get 20 feet of water at low tide,
might have to run the wharf out too
far in the harbor.

Col. Anderson said he was having a
survey made, and borings taken and
would be able to say how far out the
wharf woald have to be built within
ten days. The government would not,
however, construct 8 wharf which
would interfere with the navigation of

the city to give the govern-
ment the foreshore right and permis-
sion to build a whart at once, as the
fiscal year closed on March 3lst.

Ald. Kierstead thought the matter
might be dealt with at once.

The Mayor—*“The council might be
eriticlzed for giving away a valuable
property without knowing just what
they were doing.”

Ald. Elkin could see no serious obe
jection, but thought there was a
strong probability that the construc-
tion of the wharf would interfere with
the movement of fish and reduce the
catch of the neighboring weir,

After further discussion a resolu.
tion was adopted instructing the .Re.
corder to transfer the foreshore
rights and arrange for giving the gov-
ernment permission to build & whart
subject to the reservation that it
should not interfere with navigation
in the channel or fishing privileges
of Lots 19 20 and 21.

A commiftee consisting of Ald. Scul-
ly, Wilson, McLeod, McQoldrick, the
Recorder and City Engineer were in-
structed to visit the site of the pro-
posed wharf with Col. Anderson, and
see that the reservations mentioned
were fulfilled.

The Mayor sald a company was
seeking incorporation to run a line of
motor buses from Scott’s Cormer to
Millidgeville. He wanted to know
the opinion of the Recorder.

The Recorder said the company was
applying for a roving commission to
do business all over the country. He
thought the government should
amend the appHeation 80 as to restrict
the company’s powers to what it in-
tended to do. He sueggested that the
company’s service should be made
subject to such regulations as the
common council might from time to
time enact.

Ald. Potts said the country people
were opposed to running auto-busses
on the country roads. After a rain
storm they played havoc with the
highways.

Ald. McGoldrick sald that some
years ago he had tried to organize &
bus service to Millidgeville, but the
common council had licensed one
company to do the business and would
not then issue a license to another.

The matter was left in the hand¢
of the recorder.

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WHAT HONEST GOVERNMENT HAS DONE.

Mauny interesting facts regarding the {mprovement
that has taken place in the administration of the affairs
of the Province under the present Government have been
brought out tn the speeches made so far during the budget
debate,

In 1909, the first full year of the present Government,
the revenue of the Province was $1,259,826 and in 1911
$1,847,077, an increase of $87,251.

The territorial revenue for 1907, the last year of the
old Government, was $321,550. Asa result of four years

of honest administration of the Crown lands of the Prov-|

jnce the territorial revenue in 1811 was $528,439, an in-
crease of $206,899,

The stumpage collected in 1907, the last year of the
old Government, was $180,135. In 1911 it was $378,679,
an increase of $187,593, This stumpage Wwas collected
from practically the same areas of land and there was Rno
increase in the lumber cut, as shown by the. return of
trans-Atlantic shipments and the logs cut in the saw
sills,

In 1901 the old Government received $275,292 in settle- |y,
ment of the Eastern Extension claim but they owed so
much money and were so far behind in their accounts
that it took the entire sum and $868 more to bring them
out square, Had they paid all the bills they should have
paid that year they would have had a deficit of $180,640.

In 1902, after issuing bonds to the extent of $3810,000,
which went into current revenue, the old Government had
& small balance on hand. It took the whole of the Eas.
tern Extension claim, $276,000, and the bond issue of
$310,000, or $586,000 to pay off their over-expenditure for
five years, and in the next five $350,000 more was added
to the permanent debt through misgovernment and over-
expenditure by the previous Administration.

The present Government has been able to save $22,-
000 annually on current bank loans since they came into
power as compared with their predecessors.

The number of agricultural societies in the Province
has doubled since 1908, In two years frult culture has
been made a leading industry among the farmers and
through the efforts of the Government will be increased
ten fold in the next two years.

The old Government spent on roads and bridges $98,-
408 in 1907. The expenditure for 1911 by the present
yovernment for the same purpose was $286,125, In
1907 the expenditure for wharves was $4,754 and in 1911
$24,372,

In eight years the old Government funded about
$600,000 of its expenditure for public works. Fhe pres-
ent Government since coming to power has spent an
average of $34,000 more than the old Government did on
public works without adding a single cent to the perman-
ent debt of the Province.

The expenditure for education for 1907 was $220,750:
In 1911 §2 78 was spent for education, an increase of
§56,000.

The per capita cost of maintenance in the Provincial
Hospital, under the present Administration, is less than
under the old. - Meanwhile the price of all the necessar-
fes of life has been greatly increased,

The school book policy of the present Government
has given the people books at less than half the prices
formerly paid and in four yvears has only cost the Prov-
ince $1,500 or less than $400 a year.

The present Covernment has spent a much greater
sum of money than any previous Administration in this
Province, but the additions to the permanent debt a=s a
result of their legislation passed since 1908 have been
smaller than in any four years since Confederation.
Through their own efforts the Government has almost
doubled the territorial revenue and the increased receipts
have been expended in the improvement of the public
service, This is not extravagant, for the money has been
wisely and well spent.

THE QUEBEC BRIDGE.

Among the gigantic blunders of which the late Gov-
ernment was guilty none stands out in greater promin-
ence than the flasco in connection with the Quebec
bridge. Mr. Graham signalized his return to Parliament
by giving the House last week a lengthy review of the
circumstances and by submitting a complex and technical
statement in connection with the contract, His remarks
were for the most part free from partisan bias and were
directed to show that this undertaking was the largest of
its kind ever conceived, that it was surrounded by very
great difficulties and that the late Government was justi-
fled in leaving the work entirely in the hands of the
board they had selected. The late Government could not
have had its case presemted to better advantage than by
the ex-Minister of Rallways, but it is significant that he
entirely failed to remove what has long amounted to a
conviction that the Administration of which he was a
member was gulity of almost criminal negligemce and
entitled to the severest c tion for its mi
@gement of this enterprise.

The more the history of the Quebec Bridge is probed
and investigated the greater s the car
the lack of consideration and the utter abandonmeat of
responsibility which the Laurier Government displayed.
This stupendous work, in the first place, was handed over
to a small number of promoters and left in their hands.
The whole scheme that made it possible for these pro-
moters to engage in the work wag passed through Parlia.
ment between dark and daylight at the end of a long ses-
sion. No supervision worthy of the name was given by
the Government, though its credit, its money and the
reputation of the country was being placed in the pro-

_'moters’ hands. When the crash came and the bridge in

IMMIGRATION INTO THE PROVINCE.

A great deal has recently been sald concerning im-
migration in New Brunswick and all sorts of schemes
have been pressed upon the Government for the purpose
of inducing new settlers to take up the vacant farms in
different sections of the Province. Another class in the
community are anxious that some inducement should be
held out to our own people to remain at home rather than
to encourage immigration from abroad. Premier Flem-
ming, as a solution of the difficulty, hag proposed a plan
whereby desirable vacant lands will be purchased and
sold at cost on easy payments to any who wish to acquire
them. This provides an opportunity for the young men
of the country who wish to take up agriculture with an
easy way to acquire the necessary land. It also makes
it Just as easy for a new settler to do the same thing.
Three years ago the present Government took up the
question of immigration and appointed a representative
of the Province with headquarters at London. Through
this office a large amount of information concerning the
capabilities of New Brunswick and its various attractions
as a home for settlers has been circulated, and while the
results have not as yet been very great, the number of
persons who hu\'g been induced to come to this country
through the efforts of the Provincial Immigration Officer
has increased almost three-fold on the figures of the first
year and the ratio of increase for the present year will
be about the same,
In 1909, according to the figures given by the Super-
intendent of Immigration, the total number of immigrants
was 306; in 1911 the number was 805. In 1909 17 famik
les, including 37 children, settled in the Province, and in
1911 nineéty families, including 260 children were placed.
In 1909 ninety people were supplied with help and in
1911, 320. This of course is but a modest beginning but
the percentage of increase is very large. The immi.
grants who have sought homes in New Brunswick are
described as being of a particularly good class and pos-
sesfed of considerable capital.

THE EXTENSION OF RURAL MAIL DELIVERY.

The decision of the Postmaster General to establish
a Rural Mail Delivery Branch in connection with the
Post Office Department foreshadows an extension of
this service which will be very welcome in country dis-
tricts. A Bill has been introduced inte Parliament to
give the necessary authority to organize the branch and
to assign a staff of officers to the service. Further de-
tails of the Government’s policy will be awaited with in-
terest.

Mr. Pelletier regards an extension of this branch of
the postal service as of far reaching importance., The
system under the late Government was not carried out to
the best advantage. There were many instances of du-
plication and a thorough revision of the whole scheme
has become necessary, It is proposed when the new
branch is organized that routes shall be systematically
mapped out and that the service shall be gradually ex-
tended throughout the country.

The cost of the extension will be congiderable, but
it will be public money well spent in the interest of a
very large section of the community which has been a
good deal neglected in the past. The rural delivery
under the Jate Administration was in many instances
l_lotmug more than a scheme to catch votes. The Bor-
den Government is showing an honest desire to place
this important branch of the Post Office Department on
a footing that will give the farmers of the country a reg-
ular and efficient service.

The recorder sald that most of the
land around what was known as the
Old Fort, had originally belonged to
the Crown, but had subsequently pass-
ed into private ownership by posses-
slon. The city still held the foreshore
riehts between high and low water. St,
John was the only city in Canada own-
ing the bed of the harbor.

A discussion took place as to wheth-
er the construction of the wharf would
interfere with any fishing privileges,
leased by the city, but when maps
were examined, it was decided that
there would be no interference.

Ald, Scully moved that the council
approve the idea of granting the ap-
plication and appoint & committee with
power to act. The only difficulty-be
saw, was that the government in order
to get 20 feet of water at low tide,
might have to run the wharf out too
far in the harbor.

Railroads and shippers
experienced much difficulty, the situa-
tion becoming intensified because of
inferior equipment.

_Fredericton, Mar, 23.—Much: of the
time of the House is wasted in fur
nishing answers to inquiries made
across the floors by members of the
opposition, Not only is the valuable
time of the House thus consumed, but
the officlals of the several depart-
ments and their staffs, augmented by
stenographers and typists, are working
night and day to prepare the state-
ments asked for, all of which is cost-
ing the people of the province a sum
that must be running into thousands
of dollars. The term wasted, Is used
advisedly for not the slightest consid-
eration is given by the opposition to
the information tabulated and pre-
sented. They simply put questions
that will entail the utmost possible
labor to answer and then forget or
ignore them. It was so last session,
and the session before, and this year
the efforts to thus block business and
embarrass the departmental staffs have
grown into an abuse.

On the day following the opening of
the legislature the leader of the op-
position tabled an inquiry for a re-
turn showing the expenditures on
roads and bridges in Queens and Al-
bert since the close of the fiscal year,
with details of all such expenditures,
the names of workmen employed, their
wages, days worked, etc. In rveplying
four days later to this inquiry, Chief
Commissioner Morrissy stated that to
prepare the statement asked for by Mr.
Copp would take a staff of stenograph-
ers anl typewriters several weeks, and
to read such statement to the House
would consume three weeks, The
statement would be merely a tran-
script of the vouchers and returns on
file in the department and which are
open to the inspection of any person
interested and which will appear in
full in the report of the auditor gen-
eral.

But it is not information the opposi-
tion want. They are fishing for some-
thing upon which to hang a charge or
base an insinuation against the ad-
ministration. Because the chief com-
missioner did not spend hundreds of
dollars for extra labor to get up the
statement which Mr. Copp asked for
but did not want, the howl is set up
that the government is withholding in-
formation from the people.

Just to show how absurd was Mr.
Copp's query and similar questions
have been tabled regarding practically
every county in the province, the fol-
