London, March 13.—^ir J. Fortescue 
Flannery, member for the Malden di­
vision of Essex, announced today that 
he would call the attention of the 
First Lord of the Admiralty in the 
House of Commons to the remarkable 
heroism and seamanship displayed 
by the American crew of the destroy­
er Parker in rescuing nine survivors. 
Including the unconscious navigating 
officer of the hospital ship Glenart 
Castle, sunk in the Bristol Channel 
late In February.

The member said he would suggest 
that the admiralty suitably recognize 
the skill of the navigator of the Park­
er, and the gallantry of the eight 
American sailors who jumped into 
the sea and swam to the rescue of 
survivors on rafts and wreckage.

The Glenart Castle sank at four 
o’clock in the morning of February 
26. The destroyer, although far dist­
ant, picked up a wireless message 
and hurried to the scene where she 
searched the choppy sea for survivors 
The first one was sighted at one 
o’clock In the afternoon 
on a raft

Ottawa, Mar. 13—Under the per­
sonal direction of Hon. E. N. Rhodes, 
who will be re-elected to the Speaker- 
ship, when the house meets, arrange­
ments are being made by the staff at 
the museum building for the opening 
of parliament on Monday.

He died later on board the 
destroyer, which continued her search 
and in the course of the afternoon 
sighted three more groups of sur­
vivors clinging to rafts and wreck­
age, all of whom were similarly res­
cued.

One of the survivors who was jm- 
cued fàle In the afternoon said he 
sighted a submarine while he was 
struggling in the water. The U-boat 
passed within a few yards of him. 
There were two Germans on her 
decks. He hailed her and asked for 
help but the' Germans paid no atten­
tion to him.

In all, nine survivors were rescued 
by the Parker.

GREAT RUSSIAN PORT ON 
THE BLACK SEA TAKEN 

BY TEUTONIC ALLIES

LLOYD-GEORGE Germany and Austria Continue Their Mardi of

'THE IDEA OF WORLD 
LEAGUE OF NATIONS

While the Entente Allies are "nibbling" at the German lines 
from the North Sea to Switzerland, but arc making little or no ser­
ious attempts to break through or bring about a culminating strug­
gle, the Teutonic powers have taken another step in the exploitation 
of the east. The advance guards of the Germans have entered 
Odessa, the greatest Russian port on the Black Sea and the center 
of a great agricultural section, tKfe products of which are desired to 
feed the hungry peopled of the Central Empires. The German ad­
vance through Moldavia and Bessarabia has been virtually unop­
posed.

Kaiser Sound on Subject, But 
Conceals the 

Dagger.

London, March 18.—Premier Lloyd 
George, speaking in London today, 
said there had been criticism because 
the cabinet ministers had not given 
sufficient prominence to the idea of 
a league of nations in their speeches. 
The Bolshevik! had taught them one 
lesson—that was that a real league 
of nations did not come by talking 
about it. The critics, had forgotten 
something which was essential—that 
once a war was begun you had to fight 
for it. They must not be misled by 
mistaking phrases for facts. He 
could invent phrases about peace 
which even a Prussian war lord would 
hail with satisfaction.

With Odessa safely in their hands, the Teutons will have ac­
cess to vast stores of wheat which can be transported overland or 
by sea to points where it can be readily shipped into Austria and 
Germany.

But the capture of Odessa will mean something more—an ad­
vance over the route to Persia and Afghanistan and possibly India, 
which is to be followed now that the British have severed the fam-^
ous Berlin and Bagdad route to the east.

The congress of Russian soviets, which was to have convened 
at Moscow on Tuesday, postponed its meeting until Thursday. This 
gathering may be historic, as it will be asked to ratify or reject the 
peace forced upon the Bolshevik peace delegates by the Germans at 
Brest-Litovsk.

The Kaiser's Dagger.
Nobody had been so eloquent on 

the subject of a league of nations, 
said the premier, as the German em­
peror. His reply to the Ifope breath­
ed the spirit of brotherly love, but 
in it there was no word about Bel­
gium. On the subject of a league of 
nations the German emperor was 
abeolutely'sound ; he was prepared to 
put Germany at the head of it All 
through those protestations on the 
part of the Emperor breathed the 
spirit of domination; the dagger was 
wrapped up in the sermon on the 
Mount.

A league of nations could only be 
possible when the entente armies 
had won; only then could a league of 
nations become an established fact 
and the sword be converted into 
a ploughshare.

Coming down to internal affairs, 
the premier said there was no long­
er. There was no privation, but the 
people were being deprived of a good 
deal they had been taught to regaard 
as the essentials of a comfortable ex­
istance. There was no lack of abund­
ant food to sustain the strength of 
the people and no prospect of such 
deficiency, but there was a tendency 
to grumble at restrictions.

“The people face big things” con­
tinued the premier, “but get worried 
over small ones. There has been only 
one successful food controller in the 
history of the world—the One who 
made five leaves and fwo small fishes 
feed a multitude. I tell you what 
rationing means. It means that a 
nation in the furnace of war is be­
coming more of a brotherhood.”

The Fall of Odessa.
Berlin, via London, Mar. 13—(Brib 

ish Admiralty per wireless press)— 
German troops have entered Odessa 
This official announcement was made 
tonight.

The preliminary peace treaty signed 
by Rumania and the Central Powers, 
on March 5, contained a provision en­
gaging Rumania to support with all its 
strength the transport of troops of the 
Central Powers through Moldavia and 
Bessarabia to Odessa. The purpose of 
the Central Powers In inserting this 
clause has not been made clear, ah 
though the explanation was given that 
the primary object was to secure the 
importation of supplies from the Uk­
raine. After the treaty was signed the 
semi-official German news agency an­
nounced that Germany had acquired a 
direct route by way of Russia to Persia 
and Afghanistan.

Little news has been received for the 
last fortnight of military operations in 
the east, although it has been reported 
that the Austro-German advance was 
continuing in some regions notwith­
standing the conclusion of peace with 
Russia and Ukraine.

Odesas a Great City.
Odessa, the most important seaport 

of southern Russia and the fourth city 
of Russia in population, was founded 
by Catherine II. in 1794. Its popula­
tion numbers about 460,000, nearly one- 
third of whom are Jews. Normally 
there were several thousand German 
residents. Among many other import­
ant institutions It contains the imper­
ial new Russian university, founded 
in 1865.

Odessa is the largest shipping point 
in Russia, immense quantities of grain 
produced in southern Russia passing 
through it. 
great waterways of the Dnieper and 
Dniester makes it the natural outlet 
for the exports of the southwestern 
provinces.

These regulations were drafted by 
the Canada food board and they pro­
vide machinery and authority for pre­
venting or punishing wilful, waste of 
any food product-elther by individuals 
or by cold storage or other companies 
which handle food.

Machinery is also provided for seiz­
ure and prompt sale of food supplies 
held by wholesalers, retailers or ware­
house men in such a case as when the

French Get Four.
Paris, Tuesday, Mar. 12—Four German machines brought 

down and fifteen trained aviators, mechanics and pilots killed 
or made prisoners, were the German casualties in last night's 
air attack on Paris. The raid was attempted on a scale of 
magnitude hitherto unapproached, nine squadrons participat­
ing in the attack. Some of the machines followed the Rivers 
Oise and Ourcq, while others came along the Creil-Paris and 
Soissons-Paris railroads.

THE BRITISH ARMY 
WINS IN PALESTINE

Attacking Over Eleven Mile Front on Coast Sec­
tion Allenby Captures Seven Villages, Gaining 
Three Miles—French Inflict Heavy Losses on- 
Enemy in Champagne.

London, Mar. 13—Attacking over an eleven mile front on the 
coastal sector in Palestine, East Anglian, South Anglian and In­
dian troops have advanced to an average depth of three miles, ac­
cording to an official statement issued by the war office tonight.

The official statement says: "We captured the villages of 
Rentis, El Lubban, Dcir Ballut.Mejdel, Yaba and El Mirr, on 
either side of Wadi Abulejja and Wadi Deir Ballot, which were 
passed in the course of the forward movement. The enemy resist­
ed stubbornly about Deir Ballut and El Mirr. Our air service co­
operated with the infantry and dispersed enemy troops with bombs 
and machine gun fire."

French Defeat Huns. *
Paris, Mar. 13.—A German attack in 

the Champagne was repulsed today, 
act rding to the war office announce­
ment. The Germans suffered heavy 
losses.

British Statement

18 VESSEL London, Mar. 13.—“English troops 
carried out a successful raid this 
morning against a German strong 
point southeast of Polygon Wood’’ (Yp- 
res sector), says Field Marshal Haig's 
report from British headquarters to­
night.

“In addition to the losses inflicted on 
the enemy, 37 prisoners and three ma­
chine guns were captured. Our casu­
alties were very slight.

“A raid which the enemy attempted 
southeast of Armentieree was repulsed 
with loss. The hostile artillery has 
shown considerable activity during the 
day north of Lens and on both sides of 
La Baasee Canal and also south of the 
Bapaume-Cambral road, in the Shrews­
bury Forest, Polygon Wood and the 
Passchendaele sector.”

Destruction by German Sub­
marines Continues at Prac­
tically Same Rate of Prog­
ress.

London, Mar. 13—The Admiralty re- 
ports the loss by mine or submarine of 
eighteen British merchantmen in the 
past week and one fishing vessel. Of 
this fifteen were 1,600 tons or over and 
three under that tonnage.

The arrivals at ports in the United 
Kingdom number 2,046; sailings 2,062.

Merchantmen unsuccessfully attack­
ed, eight.

For the third time in as many weeks 
eighteen British merchantmen have 
been destroyed through mine or sub­
marine. In the previous week twelve 
of the vessels were 1,600 tons or over 
and six under that tonnage, while In 
the preceding week fourteen of the 
vessels were of more than 1,600 tons.

Americans Still Active.
The American aector in Lorraine, 

which Is now definitely located east of 
Lunevllle, Is the most active on the 
French front. Great artillery combats 
are being carried out by the Ameri­
cans, who have determined, by raiding 
operations, that their artillery fire has 
forced the Germans virtually to aban­
don their front lines.

Two hundred gas projectors install­
ed for the purpose of supporting at­
tacks on the Americans have been de­
stroyed by shells.

Toronto, March 18.—During discus­
sion of the estimates In the Ontario 
legislature tonight, Z. Mageau, of 
Sturgeon Palls, protested against the 
government's regulations tor settlers 
on government land and provoked the 
retort from Hon. Q. H. Ferguson that 
tihe^ government did not want settlers 
from Quebec, Germany or Austria un­
less they would obey the laws.

Hon. Mr. Ferguson said the future 
settlers were going to be handpicked. 
If they wanted to come here and en­
joy the privilege of citizenship they 
must live up to the regulations. Not 
only do the requirements refer to the 
educational part, but also the military 
provisions.

Z. Mageau objected ^to regulations 
which prevented his compatriots from 
settling anywhere in Northern Ontario. 
G us Evanturel, Prescott, objected to 
the keeping ont of Quebec settler» in 
certain portions, and Mr. Ferguson 
stated that they did not want settlers 
from Quebec, Germany or Austria un­
less they would obey the laws. Re­
turned soldier» were going to have 
the pick of the land.

An Atlantic Port, Mir. IS—Thirty 
naval reservists of a party of 117 had 
an exciting adventure today when 
they landed by mean» of the breeches 
buoy from the Merchant» Mid Miners 
Transportation Company’s* Steamer 
Kershaw, which had pushed her nose 
In between two sand bare and stuck 
off the coast near here during a heavy 
fog. The other 87 reaervlete and two 
women and twoo children, who com­
prised the passenger list, were taken 
off the steamer by tug and patrol 
boat». The Kershaw, with a crew of 
about 40 men sticking to their posts, 
was still hard In the sand tonight and 
had about seven feet of water in her 
hold. The eea was calm and the ves­
sel was In no ranger.

The hope was expressed that after 
the leaks In her bottom had been stop­
ped the vessel could be pulled off 
with the high tide tomorrow morning.

The Kershaw, which was bound for 
New England from a middle Atlantic 
port, went ashore at midnight When 
her predicament was discovered to­
day Coast Guards rigged up their gun 
and fired a line across her bow. Later 
the breeches buoy was put in opera­
tion.

Vancouver, B. C., Mar. 1$—A special 
cable from 8ydney, N. S. W. to the 
World here say»:

“A typhoon, which travelled with 
tremendous velocity on Monday, 
•wept through North Queensland, the 
greater force being felt in the town­
ships of Bablnga, Tilngaham, Hobar- 
CftirnB.

The suffering caused by the storm
__ particularly severe at Bablnga,
where a number of villages were prac­
tically destroyed, houses and barns 
being toppled over and rolled long 
distances.

"The casualties were reported to 
be heavy, but no correct estimate of 
the killed or injured or of the damage 
done will be available for several days 
owing to the interruption of the tele­
phone and telegraph system. Accord­
ing to reports from trustworthy sour­
ces the district between Cairns and 
Bablnga suffered enormously."

The Canadian Cottons, Ltd., an­
nounce an advance of ten per cent in 
wages to take effect on Monday, April 
1. Notices to this effect have already 
been posted at several mills of the big 
corporation.

The company operates the 9t. Croix 
mills of MUltown, Gibson mills of 
Marysville, Cornwall and York mills 
of St. John, Canada, Stormont and 
Cornwall mills in Ontario and other 
plants.

The corporation employs upwards of 
four thousand operatives in New 
Brunswick, including some eighteen 
hundred in St. John.

The advance places the wage scale 
on a relative equality with that of the 
New England States where another ad­
vance was made some weeks ago. In 
both countries the wages of the textile 
workers are much higher than they 
have ever been before. The scale has 
been advanced four or five times In 
the past two years.

Most of the mills in New England 
and Canada are doing an excellent bus­
iness and some of them are running 
nights, as in Fall River, where a 
strike of the firemen was settled yes­
terday.

In many centres skilled help is 
scarce and there has been a handicap. 
Many of the Halifax operatives who 
lost their placée when the Dominion 
mill there was wrecked, have gone to 
other plants, including two or three in 
New Brunswick.

Ottawa, Mar. 18z—Tbe report of the 
commission which inquired into pilot­
age at the port of Halifax, as the result 
of allegations made following the re­
cent disaster, was given out tonight by 
Hon. 0. C. Ballantyne, Minister of Ma­
rine. The commissioners made a num­
ber of recommendations, the most im­
portant being that legislation should be 
enacted appointing the Minister of Ma­
rine the pilotage authority for the dis­
trict of Halifax. The recommendation 
is based on the finding of the commis­
sioner» “that the administration of the 
pilotage service by the preeent com­
mission has been found t unsatisfac­
tory."

The commissioners further recom­
mend that a superintendent having a 
sea-going experience, with a clean re­
cord, should be Immediately placed in 
full charge of the district, to reorgan­
ize and administer its affairs and to be 
directly responsible to the minister.

Pilot Apprentlci
In regard to apprentice», it 1» re­

commended that they should be re­
quired, after being indentured to the 
minister, to pas» an examination, not 
lower than that required of a second 
mate of a sea-going ship, before being 
granted a license as a branch pilot A 
test of eyesight is recommended.

In their report the commissioners 
say that attention was drawn to the 
fact that intoxicating liquor was being 
permlted to be taken on board the 
pilot schooners, and there were sev­
eral Instances recorded of inebriety 
amongst the pilots. "While the com­
missioner» of the district have recently 
dismissed some of these delinquents," 
they say, "we cannot but think that 
they were not strict enough in dealing 
with the pilot» In. this iregpect."

reply to Sir J. Fortescue Flannery, 
said: :

"The Admiralty profoundly appre­
ciates the seamanship and very great 
gallantry displayed by the American 
destroyer Parker in rescuing nine 
survivors of the Glenart Castle, which 
was sunk in the Bristol Channel late 
in February. Two of the destroyer’s 
complement deserve the greatest 
credit for their action In jumping 
overboard to effect rescues. As to 
the official recognization Of these 
services, he stated, the award was not 
a matter for the British government 
but for the American authorities.

It was urged by Sir J. Fortescue 
Flannery that under the custom of 
the Board of Trade, by which a 
foreign ship was honored with medals 
or gold plate, the admiralty might do 
something of a similar nature.

U. 3. Unwilling.
Sir Own Phillips, chairman and 

managing director of the Union CagUe 
line, to which the Glenart Castle be­
longed, announced that his company 
which fully recognized the gallantry 
of these American sailors, had al­
ready approached the American Ad­
miralty and asked permission to re­
ward the men, but, in a very nice 
letter the Admiralty had said this 
could not be allowed.

Mr. MacNamara replied that the 
Admiralty had expressed its very 
deep gratitude for the manner in 
which the Americans had dealt with 
this matter. He understood that the 
American authorities were averse to 
the award of personal distinctions 
and honors. Nevertheless, if the Ad­
miralty could properly make any sug­
gestion to them which would enable 
it in a substantial way to emphasize 
its opinion of this act of gallantry, 
It certainly would do so.

Suffering front the cold March wat­
ers, her clothes coated with mud, and 
the facial expression denoting Intense 
agony, a young woman was found by 
Harry Brown last evening at 6.30 on 
an ice cake in Hilyard's Slip. From 
the facta surrounding the incident and 
the information gained by The Stand­
ard, the presumption ls strong that it 
was an unsuccessful attempt to com­
mit suicide. The young woman re­
cently gave birth to a child, which 
passed away shortly after birth, and 
since the death of the infant the wom­
an has been noticeably melancholy. 
She was, on the recommendation of 
her husband, admitted to the St. John 
Infirmary a few days ago, but only re­
mained In that Institution but a short 
time.

According to her husband she left 
the house yesterday morning at 8.30 
and no one knew of her whereabouts 
until she was discovered by Mr. 
Brown. When leaving home she attir­
ed herself in a beautiful black fur 
coat, and took considerable pains In 
her dress.

It is reported that when ghe was re­
moved from the Ice cake there was 
found In her pocket a note In which a 
farewell expression was written to her 
husband. Mr. Brown said he knew 
nothing of the note last night when 
asked by The Standard representa­
tive.

uud, leaving the Impression of her 
hands and shoes in the mud. It Is re­
ported that at lint she stated she bed 
fallen from the pier, but this report

Mr. Brown we» returning from work, 
being employed at the Suker ship- 
yards, when he was Informed by his 
little daughter that a woman wae lying 
on an Ice cake In the slip. He Imme­
diately went to the place Indicated by 
the child and hie eyee met the scene 
described.

Being strong of arm Mr. Brown lift, 
ed the woman from her uncomfortable 
position and carried her unaided to 
his house which is a considerable dis- 
™ awa7- It was recognised at first 

* Medical man was required 
and Dr. Mahoney was summoned. He 
arrived with all haste and administer­
ed to the woman. She remained at Mr. 
Brown e house until nine o'clock when 
she was removed in a cab to her moth 
er*» home on Brin street. The woman 
is thought to be suffering from melan­
cholia, which le a mild form of demon- 
tia, brought on by grief or depression 
ln Persons of a neurotic temperament.

For family reasons The Standard 
withholds the party's name from publi­
cation.

Before several hundred persons, who 

stood shivering on McFatridge's wharf, I
the Furness pier and nearby places of __
vantage, Mr. J. E. Lepage yesterday 
afternoon demonstrated his new life- 
saving device, the 8. O. &, a one-piece | —— 
garment made of waterproof material.
Mr. Lepage remained in the water over 
twenty minutes, and although the tern 
perature of the water was thirty-four 
degrees, he wap feeling quite comfort­
able and warm when he removed his 
suit on board the tug.

Shortly before three o’clock Mr. Le­
page and his party, accompanied by 
Deputy Mayor Colwell, Controller Mur- 
phy, Alderman Oillis, Captain Rudolph, 
harbor master; Major A. R. Brennan,
Lieut. V. Morris, Dr. P. A. Macdonald,
Mr. S. A. Clarke of Ottawa, and a 
number of Halifax business men, left 
Campbell's wharf on board the tug 
Togo. Arriving off the Furness pier 
Mr. Lepage made preparations for go­
ing Into the water.

He removed hie fur coat, and ac­
cording to those who timed him it took 
him exactly fifty-one seconds to put on 
his S. O. S. suit, adjust the headgear 
»nd prepare for the water. Having | 
done this he then Jumped Into the har­
bor from the stern of the tug. After 
being in the water a few minutes Mr.
Lepage made several attempts to put 
his head below the surface, but on| 
each occasion was not 
owing to the buoyancy of the kapok, 
with which the suit is lined. He then 
floundered around and appeared to be 
quite at home in his S. O. S. suit.

Upright In Water.
During the time he was in the water 

Mr. Lepage was in an upright position, 
and only up to his armpits, which en­
ables him to have the free use of his 
arms. After being in the water 
twenty minutes, Mr. Lepage climbed 
aboard the tug again, and was warmly 
congratulated by those on board. He 
removed his S. O. S. suit, and the 
clothes he was wearing was not in the 
least wet or damp. Dr. P. A. Macdon­
ald stated that he was feeling warm 
and not chilled the least 
inlng him.

The S. O. 8. suit, which weighs a 
little over six pounds, Is made of two 
thickness of strong duck, between 
which pure rubber has been run, mak­
ing a strong and waterproof material, 
impervious alike to cold and water.
The wearer enters it through a large 
opening back of the metal cap of the 
headgear, which Is most interesting.
Space for the face is cut out and a 
fine silk band presses against the skin 
to prevent water from leaking through.
Separate from the suit but attached to 
it is a headpiece of pure rubber lined 
with linen like material, which Is put 

The opening
through which the wearer has entered ' 
is dosed by means of pulling a string 
which gathers every part of the end in­
to the cap, and the cap is then securely 
fastened. The suit has arms and legs, 
mittens ending the former and lead! 
soles and lead heels the latter. Around I 
the chest and back, between the thick 1 
ness of duck, ls the kapok, a product of 
Java, which is claimed to be five times 
more buoyant than any other floating 
material known at the present, and on 
tills account the suit will float five 
other persons beside the wearer.

This Is the second time that it has 
been tested In the Atlantic ocean, the 
first taking place at St. John in Janu­
ary, and on each occasion it has been 
well tested. Yesterday was a cold day 
along the waterfront, and there was 
considerable drift Ice floating around 
In the harbor. The demonstration was 
snapped by Mr. W. O. MacLaughlin, 
who was on hand with his moving 
picture camera, and will soon be seen 
as part of the Weekly Pathe’s News.
Mr. Lepage leaves this morning for 
his home in Montreal.
