Shot Down in Jail

Berlin, Thursday, Mar. 
13 — By The Associated 
Press)—Leo Jogisches, one 
of the editors of "Red Flag" 
and a prominent communist 
leader, has been shot down 
in Moabit Jail while resist­
ing the prison guards. He 
was arrested in a street de­
monstration.

The ‘Voseische Zeitung* 
is informed that a similar 
killing occurred in Moabit 
recently although the iden­
tity of the Spartacan leader 
who was the victim is not 
known.

The ‘Freiheit* makes a 
significant reference to the 
fate of Badek, the Russian 
agitator, who, it says, was 
requested by the jailer to 
abandon his daily walks in 
the prison yard as the jail 
authorities could not vouch 
long for his personal safety.

Although Badek was 
rested several weeks ago no 
announcement has been 
made concerning the date of 
his trial or his possible re­
lease for which the Indepen­
dents are clamoring.

With reference to the League of Na­
tions hi the Peace Treaty, President 
Wilson said today that the decision 
made at the Peace Conference at its 
plenary session of January 36, 1919, 
to the effect that the esta/bllshmewt 
of a League of Nations should be mode 
an integral part of the treaty of peace 
Is u final force, and that there Is nt 
basis whatever for the reports that 
a change in tills decision is contenu 
plated.

The resolution for the League of 
Nations adopted that time by the Com 
fetence was as follows?

“First—It is essential to the main­
tenance of the world settlement, which 
the associated nations are now met 
to establish, that a League of Nation» 
be created to promote international 
co-operation to insure the fulfillment 
of accepted intern at tonal obligations 
and to provide safeguards against war,

"Second—Th le league should be 
treated us an integral part of the. gen­
eral treaty of peace, and should be 
open to every civilised nation which 
can be relied upon to promote Its ob«
j'-c'.-

London, March 16, (By Canadian 
Associated Frees cable)—Many Cana­
dian officers were entertained at din­
ner yesterday by the National Liberal 
Club in the room in which the Cana- 
d lan co n federation 
signed over fifty years ago. The Mar­
quai of Lincolnshire presided, and the 
toaAt of Ganada was proposed ny Sir 
Hnmar Greenwood, who said tiiat 
Canada in the war had done perhaps 
more than any of the other domin­
ions, aud had kept her divisions up to 
full strength by Canadian men from 
across the Atlantic. No soldier wits 
more loyal to discipline than the Cana­
dian, or provided officers more suit­
able.

Responding. Sir Edward Kemp said 
that, at the beginning of the war, a 
man would have been regarded as a 
lunatic who had foreshadowed that 
410,000 or 416,000 Canadian, soldiers 
would be «eut to fight in Europe, yet 
that was what had been accomplish 
ed.

Many now lay in France and Bel­
gium. They in Canada were not sor­
ry that Canada had broilght upon her­
self a similar burden to that of other 
countries, but they were proud they 
had come into the war.

If there should be any change In 
that attitude, Canada wouUl not be 
btameable. He hoped conditions be­
tween Canada and the mother country 
would so continue if ever it should 
be necessary again for the dittereut 
parts of the British Empire to help 
oue another in times of stress and 
struggle.

By the end of March, notwithstand­
ing all shipping dltaculties, they would 
have sent a hundred thousand sol­
diers back to Canada. In regard to 
discipline they did not pretend that 
the Canadian army was composed o' 
angels, but the great bulk of the Cana­
dian Tommies were boys of Canada 
who had been well educated, well 
trained and had good home relation­
ships. When they read of the Kimsnei 
incident one might think the Cana­
dian soldiers were a set of baroariant 
That was not so. 
suppress no facts but they did not 
want to be put into Uie position they 
had been put in by the newspapers. 
They knew something of what b'd 
taken place in other contingents, and 
were glad to say the discipline of tho 
Canadian army had been as good as 
that of any other contingent in the 
British imperial forces.

He commended prohibition, stating 
how In a factory of 2,000 workers, the 
Increased efficiency has amounted to 
JC per cent., owing to temperance. He 
spoke of the homes for girls, and in 
his graphic story of the fate of Lena, 
sold by her mother for $25 to a pan- 
derer, painted a picture which will 
linger in the memory of his audience 
for a long time.

At the close of his address he ap­
pealed for funds to carry on the work, 
stating that the expenditure last year 
which amounted to $36,000 will be In­
creased this year to $6(1,000, and pos­
sibly $100,000 next year, as the work 
of the church is steadily expanding 
and increasing in its already estab­
lished branches.

Large Congregation at Centen­
ary Church Last Evening to 
Hear Sermon Preached by 
Rev. T. Albert Moore, D.D. 
of Toronto.

in A large congregation heard with 
much Interest last night the message 
ot “The Church In Action,” which was 
delivered in the Centenary Methodist 
Church by Rev. T. Albert Moore, D.D., 
Toronto, secretary of the Dominion 
Department of Evangelism and Social 
Service, who arrived In the city Satur­
day afternoon.

Taking as his text Isaiah 13:12: “I 
will make a man more precious than 
fine gold; even a man more than the 
golden wedge of Ophir,” Dr. Moore 
opened his address with a comparison 
cf the thought of 60 years ago, and 
that of today. The chief thought 
among the leaders in world work half 
a century ago was to Increase the fin­
ancial wealth of nations and ot the 
people; today the world Is exerting 
e\ery endeavor to Improve humanity, 
tv increase the value of the human 
unit and to make a man more valuable 
tc himself, to his family, to his muni­
cipality and to his country. To econ­
omize humanity, so there shall be no 
human waste; that is the aim of the 
world today. While travelling from 
Toronto the speaker was reading an 
article which dealt with the value, In 
money, of human life. From this It 
was gleaned that a new-born child Is 
worth $107 to the State from the first 
year to the 20tli, he is worth $117 
every year and from 20 to 58 he Is 
worth $163 every year; after that age 
suffering a steady monetary decline. 
And on this basis, declared the doctor 
the fellow passengers who were on 
the car were worth over $500,000.

The value of human life is receiv­
ing Interest now In every industry 
and branch of human activity—build­
ing laws, transportation regulations, 
safety appliances, all show the trend 
ol the times.

A few weeks ago Dr. Moore stood 
among the thousands of graves in the 
military burial ground at Etaples, 
France, where over 1,200 Canadian 
boys sleep their last long sleep. There 
were over 12,000 graves there, reach­
ing out row on row as far as the eye 
could see. These men fought for the 
rights of humanity and they died in 
the cause of mankind.

When the full history of the wâr 
comes to be written, Australia will 
hold a high place of honor. There 
has been so much to read and remem­
ber of our own men, that Canadians 
have not been able to devote to the 
Starts of others the attention those 

ers deserve, and speaking gener­
ally we know comparatively little 
about what our friends in the southern 
hemisphere have accomplished 
the record of Australia to not sur­
passed even by the glorious achieve­
ments of our own Dominion, nor has 
the price of victory been less than 
we have paid.

At the outbreak of war Australia of­
fered a force of twenty thousand men.

These men 
went to Egypt, where, uniting with 
New Zealanders under Sir William 
Bird wood, they became a part of thr 
first Australian and New Zealand 
Army Corps. The entire staff consist 
ed of British officers, but as time pass­
ed these men were promoted, and 
through the adoption of a policy ol 
replacement the colonials themselves 
were enabled to provide their own 
staffs, which plan was thereafter fol­
lowed until the termination of hos­
tilities.

&Both morning and evening yester­

day two large congregations assem­
bled to worship in the Carmarthen 
Street Methodist Church on the oc­
casion of its re opening. This church 
has been closed for twenty-three week* 
and has been entirely redecorated 
with a great deal of repair work being 
also done. Special sermons wen- 
preached by Rev. Dr. G. M. Young, 
of Fredericton, who Is president of 
the Methodist Conference of N.B. and 
P.E.I., and the service» conducted 
by the pastor, Rev. H. Penna, con­
tained many references to the re­
opening of the church.

The Interior of the edifice presents 
a very fine appearance. The walls 
are painted in a buff shade with the 
pillars done in rose, shading up to 
pearl gray on the ceiling. Behind the 
choir a stained glass window with 
graceful decoration on either side 
gives a beautiful effect. The floors 
and wood\^rk have been painted. In 
all, $1,600 was spent on the church, 
and the congregation have raised this 
money in the twenty-three weeks.

At the morning service Rev. G. M. 
Young preached a helpful sermon on 
the value of a church to a community 
and the temporal and spiritual func­
tions of a church.

At last night’s service, Rev. H. 
Penna gave a brief history of the 
beginnings of the church, which was 
started by a small group of men from 
Centenary over fifty years ago, and 
he spoke of the faith, energy and the 
enterprise of the good member» of the 
congregation, who had kept up the 
church ever since. He stated that 
there Is still a debt of $2,300, which 
U Is hoped may be wiped off, eo that 
the church may go on with its work 
of raising up the young people for 
God. helping to make them strong, 
pure, and good citizens of the great 
Dominion.

The special music consisted of a 
duet well rendered by Miss Estelle 
Fox and Mise May Alcorn, “Oh Divine 
Redeemer,” and an anthem, “He Lead- 
ctfc Me,” in which solos were taken 
by Miss Edna Brown, William Robert 
and Walter Brindle.

Rev. G. M. Young took for his text 
Luke 4, 18, and said this text has 
often been called the program of 
Christianity. Mr. Young explained 
that It was a quotation from Islah, 
and compared Belgium, "the cockpit 
c/ Europe,” with Palestine, and the 
mighty forces that have surged across 
it even until General Allenfby. in our 
own day, put the Turks to rout.

The preacher asked why a church 
should be beautified and re-opened un­
less there Is a great program to be 
carried out. Unless there is a clear 
call, a compelling vision, the march 
would be slow and there would be no 
progressive results. He referred to 
the strong purpose the soldiers had, 
and pointed out how victory had been 
attained.

Now there was a bigger fight to be 
waged even than the war had been, 
a larger task to work out the prob­
lems of democracy, to quell unrest and 
to construct and rebuild. It was the 
duty of all, as soldiers of Jesus Christ 
to carry out this program.

Mr. Young then took up the separ­
ate commands of the text, showing 
how every individual must help in pro 
claiming the Gospel to the #->oor by 
taking the good news of the all-loving 
Father to every one. relief must be 
brought to the captives by preaching 
and teaching the Gospel of freedom 
and deliverance to those prison­
ers of circumstances, whose lives arc 
bound by sine, sight must be brought 
t< the blind, as is being done for the 
blinded soldiers by Sir Arthur Pear 
son, so those who are spiritually, 
mentally and morally blind may bo 
f-liown the light—those that are bruis­
ed must be set at liberty; people crip­
pled by disease, failure or disappoint­
ment. must be taught by the Gospel 
that there is hope for the least, last, 
end lost; the acceptable year of the 
Lord is now, and if everyone would 
live by the golden rule and follow out 
the program of Jesus, the Golden Age 
would come in a single day.

The inspiring sermon ended with 
illustrations of lessons learned from 
the war being emphasized, and the 
hearers were urged to stand behind 
every good movement made by gov­
ernments and authorities for better 
living, using their Influence for Prohi­
bition. the rights of the common 
pie. a wider representation of labor 
and the faithful discharge of duties 
committed to each one by God.

I
Continuing hi» eerie» of sermon* up­

on the "Great Churches of Christen­
dom,” Rev. Dr. Morison spoke last 
night in the First Presbyterian church 
on the Presbyterian Church, taking as 
his text, 1 Pater 6, 1: "The elders 
therefore among you I exhort who am 
also an elder and a witness of the 
sufferings of Christ” He said in part:

This church takes its name from the 
Greek word "Preebuterol," whence we 
translated the word presbuteroi 
translated the word presbyteroi 
“elders" being the plural masculine of 
the comparative of the Greek adjec-1 
live presbus (old). It is a system of 
church government by presbuteroi or 
elders and by this fact the Presby­
terian church is distinguished from 
the Papal or the Episcopal forms of 
church government

The Presbyterian church exalts the 
Scriptures above the church and urges 
that Christians should wait upon God. 
and listen for the voice of His Spirit 
speaking Infallibly In His Word. Dr. 
Thomas Chalmers gave expression to 
the mind of the Presbyterian church 
In this matter when he said “the Bible 
is our great church directory and 
statute book.” Presbyterianism view­
ed either as a system of doctrine or of 
church polity was one of the first 
legitimate fruits of the Reformation. 
I am not concerned In this address to 
fix the exact date of the fouu-Jins of 
Presbyterianism. Some, say that the 
System of this church was founded 
by John Calvin; others hold that 
this form of church polity existed for 
ages prior to Calvin among the Wal- 
denslans, while attention has also 
been directed to the fact that among 
the Jews even in the days of their 
wanderings in the wilderness “elders” 
were recognized and given important 
duties to fulfill in the economy of the 
theocracy. The doctrines of this 
church are to be found In various 
formulas, such as the French Confes­
sion 1559; the Scottish Confession 
laid before the Estates 1560; the Bel- 
glah Confession 1561; and the West­
minster Confession of 1646; all of 
these being Presbyterian products.

Outstanding characteristics of the 
Presbyterian church are loyalty to the 
person of the Lord Jesus Christ, fideli­
ty in witness-bearing, as evidenced by 
Its long roll of martyrs, catholicity as 
evidenced by the declaration in the 
Westminster Confession that “the 
church consists of all those through­
out the world who profess the true 
religion with their children,” and firm 
adherence to and promotion of civil 
and religious liberty. The Presbyter­
ian church recognizes the ordihation 
of the Church of England and the 
Baptism of the Baptist church. Chief 
Justice Tilghman has said "the fram­
ers of the constitution of the United
