New Brunswick, as -the worst storm in 30 
years ended yesterday afternoon. Had it 
not been for the telephone and telegraph 
lines which continued working all through 
the blow St. John -would have been com­
pletely isolated. Practically no trains 
moved either in or out of St. 
John all day yesterday. The I. C. R. and 
U. P. R. lines were almost completely 
blocked up, only the Sussex express in­
ward and a Moncton train outward getting 
through. The country towns failed to get 
their newapapere. Inquiries reached the 
city dry teleplvone to learn about the On­
tario elections.

Tile streets and roads are in a dreadful 
condition and it will be days before teams 
freon tile country districts can reach the 
city with comfort.

After a 42 -mile whirl of the wind last­
ing from 2 to 3 o’c odk yesterday afternoon, 
the storm died away. Sixteen inches of 
snow had -fallen in the d-ty and even more 
in some outside -places. Drifts 10 and 15 
feet high are to be seen in and near the 
tity and there is a lot of work to do be­
fore the effects of the storm are overcome.

Shipping here hugged the wharves, only 
one or (two steamers moving.

L. P. Farris, Mayor 
Palmer, T. A. Peters and W. W. Hub­
bard occupied seats on the platform.

The president in his opening address 
gave a brief account of the association, 
which was formed at Burton, Sunbury 
county, twenty-nine years ago. He spoke 
of the interest the local and dominion 
governments are taking in the development 
of agriculture and paid a tribute to Mr 
Farris for the efforts put forth by him 
on behalf of the farmers of New Bruns­
wick.

In alluding to exhibitions held at St. 
John and Chatham last year he made 
the rather significant remark that it was 
a question in his mind whether fakirism 
was uplifting to humanity generally, lie 
deplored the decline of the beef raising 
industry in the maritime provinces and 
wanted to know why it was necessary for 
New Brunswick to import such large quan­
tities of flour and feed from Ontario.

Fruit growing, poultry raising and the 
breeding of draft horses were all discussed 
in turn by the president and he urged the 
farmers to give their attention to those 
important branches.

In closing, lie expressed approval of the 
movement in favor of church, union, which 
he regarded as the morning of the mil­
lenium.

Mayor Palmer was next introduced and 
in a brief address cordially welcomed the 
delegates to Fredericton. He was replied 
to in felictous terms by W. S. Dow, of 
Woodstock, vice-president of the associa­
tion.

illustration orchards and hoped in 
the near future to have one in every 
county. He believed that beef raising 
could be made a success in many sections 
of the province, yet it should not be. lpixed 
with dairying. He thought the province 
furnished good opportunities for sheep 
raising and hoped the farmers would give 
the matter more attention. The raising 
of draft horses could also be profitably 
earned on here.

Paymaster E. P. Hac- 
kett, Lieut W. D. Leahy and Dr. Otto Kobl- 
baz have mild cases.” r

The second despatch is dated at Panaiha, 
4.40 p. m., yesterday and is as follwoer 

“Two other Japanese and private Latferty 
have yellow fever. Have been removed to 
Ancon (where the hospital is located). Not 
safe to remove three cases reported this 
morning. Perry and Pierce (believed to toe 
surgeons) aboard. Disinfection progressing. 
All cases severe.”

Commander Niles, commanding the Bos­
ton, also has reported to the navy depart­
ment that yellow fever has broken out 
among the crew of that vessel.

The news of the yellow fever on board the 
Boston came as a great surprise, and It Is 
said by the bureau of medicine and surgery 
that the cases probably were brought 
aboard by mosquitos, as the greatest care Is 
exercised in preparing the drinking water.

BUREAUCRACY.,
(New York Sun.)

Although we Americans dwell at a dis­
tance of at least 4.000 miles from the 
Russian capital, electricity has made u? 
eye-witnesses and ear-witnesses of a fright 
ful catastrophe, which is probably the pit 
lude to a cataclysm such as the world ha» 
not beheld since the fiv^ terrible years 
that followed the meeting in 1789 of the 
states generals at Versailles. As regards, 
indeed, magnitude and stupidity, no mis­
take was committed by the purblind up­
holders of the French ancient regime com­
parable for a moment with the awful 
butchery to which yesterday were subject­
ed thousands of the czar’s most devoted 
subjects who were approaching the Win­
ter Palace with no other purpose but 
humbly to petition the august and vene­
rated sovereign who still to their hearts 
was their “Litde Father.’' The conse­
quence of a dreadful disillusion and of the 
maddening disclosure that, judged by his 
acts or by those of his trusted representa­
tives, the ruler whom they have been 
taught to regard as God’s anointed and 
their guardian angel is really an enthroned 
devil, are likely to be the more appalling 
than anything seen in Paris during the 
Reign of Terror, in proportion as the Rus­
sian people have borne for centuries 
acuter sufferings with more patient forti­
tude, and in proportion as they are less 
articulate and far more desperate than 
were the subjects of Louis XVI. There 
can be no more deadly delusion than the 
arrogant assumption that the hopes and 
griefs and prayers of a great and sore 
afflicted people can be silenced with grape 
shot and drowned in blood. We are much 
mistaken if the grand ducal coterie, which 
is responsible for Sunday’s infamous work, 
does not find shortly that it has to deal 
with no transient outbreak of discontent­
ed and embittered workingmen, but with 
the unquenchable volcanic eruption of a 
nation’s despair.

In the movement for reform itself 

there is danger, and upon this point 
the military critic of the London 
Times says as follows: “The great 
Liberal movement in Russia is by 
far the most important event in the 
foreign politics of our time, and de­
serves every attention on the part of 
distant observers.

Reminds One of America.
As a result of the many gales over the 

North Sea, and westerly winds in the 
Channel, the Thames in London on the 
night of Dec. 30th rose several feet above 
the normal high tide level. From the 
mouth of the river to Westminster curious 
scenes were witnessed. Streets were every­
where flooded, and dwellings and shops 
were inundated.

Some of the bar-rooms were flooded to 
the height of the top of the bar counter. 
At Grosvenor Road a cab did a thriving 
business in carrying passengers through a 
flooded area at six-pence a head. A sewer 
burst on the Thames embankment, in 
front of the Temple Pier, flooding the 
roadway, and when the tide subsided 
there remained It large hole in the 
bankment which had to be guarded all 
night. The water broke through the banks 
at a point just below Blackfriar’s bridge, 
and rushing through .the sheds of the 
South Eastern and Chatham Railway Co. 
into- Southwark street, flooded that and 
the adjoining streets to a considerable 
depth. At the River Police station at 
Wapping the flood was about five feet 
above the normal high water mark. .Near 
the generating house for the Greenwich 
tunnel the flood was particularly bad, and 
in some wharves near by the water rose 
nine feet and reached to within a few 
inches of the barrier top. A little more 
and all the lower part of the town would 
have been flooded. Telegraphic communi­
cations was much interrupted, and de­
spatches from Newcastle to London were 
sent by way of Glasgow.
