Explosion Snuffed Out Lives of
Colliery Inspector and
- Assistant

Boﬂles of chtlms Found on 1900 Foot
Level After Al Day Search—Trag-~

 OPEN 'LAMP_ e

edy Likely Result of Violation of

Rules.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Amherst, N. 8., June 20—Two men,
whose ‘duty it was to see that the colliery
of the Maritime Coal Railway & Power
Company at Chignecto was safe, are dead
as the result of an explosion in the mine
at 3 o’clock this morning. Battered,bruised
and disfigured by the force of this explo-
sion the body of William Stevens, the ex-
aminer of the Chignecto mines, was found
at 9 o’clock this evening in the east sec-
tion of the 900 foot level.

Deceased, accompanied by a young lad
named Wood, went into the mine about 2
o’clock thigs morning to test the different
levels and balconies, before the first shift
went to work. Shortly after they went
down into the mine the muffled roar of an
explosion was distinctly heard at the
mouth of the pit and the alarm was at
once sounded, which brought the men in
force to the bank head buildings. It was
not known in what part of the mine the
explosion occurred and the presence of gas
following the explosion made the work of
rescue a slow process. Men and manage-
ment labored together to clear the slope
and levels of the deathly gas and as fast
as the gas receded the searching parties
advanced. Late in the afternoon the body
of Wood was found in the east section of
the 1,900 foot level. His body was but
slightly marked. Beyond the place where
the body was found there was a heavy fall

of coal and it was mot until this evening

that bhe body of Stevens was reached.

There was. no evidence of fire following
the explosion, and work could probably be
resumed at once, but out of respeet for
the memory of the men who lost their
lives the colliery will be shut down for a
few days.

It is thought that the examiners must
have been using the open lamp, though

the closed lamp is the type that should}

be employed. The men prefer the open
lamp even at greater risk because of the
better light it gives in their work. = No
special evidence of gas had previously been
found in the mine, but this accident wiil
probably mean that the use of the closed
lamp will be enforced. If it is true, as sup-
posed, that the open lamp was the cause
of the explosion, it is noteworthy that the
men who were the guardians of the mine’s
safety should be the only vietims of this
explosion.

Senator William Mitchell, of Montreal,
is the president of the company. The di-
rectors were at the mines on Saturday
making an inspection of the property and
for the purpose of taking over the plant
of the Canada Electric Company, which
supplies light to the town of Amherst.

‘The coal company also own the Joggins

mines. The company has spent some $400,-
000 in developing the mines in the last few
years and the management has been ag-
gressive and successful.

Charles B. Alexander, an aunt of the
bride.

ARREST OF LEADERS

Cananea, Mex., June 20—The premature
discovery of smuggled arms and ammuni-
tion followed by the arrest of leaders of
the discontented faction and the proclama-
tion of martial law in Cananea and other
border towns, probably has checked and
discouraged a serious outbreak against the
Mexican government, scheduled to take
place on June 26, election day.

The revolutionary movement originated
among young men in northern Mexico, fol-
lowers, it is said, of General Bernardo
Reyes, now in Europe, and of Senor Ma-
dero, candidate for president, now under
arrest in Montery on the ‘charge of caus-
ing crowds to form.

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FIGHTING AGAINST PROGRESS

The Standard Friday morning made
a truly horrible discovery. President Hays,
of the G. T. P., had made certain 'an-
pouncements, looking to the early con-
struction of terminals in St. John, and
the completion within a comparatively
short time of the great new steel high-
way which is to carry the products of this
country through a newly developed belt
of territory stretching from ocean to ocean.
These fearful tidings were contained in -a
despat'ch which , the Standard received,
and it was confronted with the necessity
. of printing them, but lest . its readers
might think that the Standard somehow
endorsed these evidences of progress, or
at least did not resent them, the Con-
servative journal hastily got into-telephone
communieation, or says it did, with cer-
tain nameless engineers employed on the
new transcontinental, and made them say
that Mr. Hays was altogether too optim-
istic in his forecast.

It is difficult to understand what pur-
pose the Standard hopes to serve by re-
sorting to suech tactics, but it is at least
consistent, for from the first it has at-
tempted to comvince the people of this
city that the G. T. P. will never carry
freight to St. John, and that there never
will be, in our time at least, any consid-
erable development in or about Courtenay
Bay.

The Standard’s guide in these matters
seems to be Dr, J. W, Daniel, M. P., who
placed himself on record some time ago as
authority for the statement that it would
take forty yeats to make a harbor in
Courtenay Bay.

A NATIONAL NEWS SERVICE

The meeting of newspaper men held in
Ottawa recently to deal with the question
of rates for the transmission of pews by
wire may have farreaching results. To
begin with; as a result of a hearing be-
fore the Railroad Commission, and a pro-
longed conference with representatives of
the telegraph companies, the outlook for
a reasonable transmission rate to’all sec-
tions of Canada may be regarded as satis-
factory. Some details in connection with
this remain to be arranged, but certain
broad principles havé been accepted, and
therefore further progress should not be
difficult. A

Perhaps an equally important result
likely to follow. the meeting of men re-
presenting journals published from Hali-
fax to Vietoria, will be the formation of
a Dominion newspaper assdciation, whose
members will co-operate to an increasing
degree in the collection and disseminatjon
throughout Canadd of news from all guar-
ters of the world. For the first time in
the history of Canadian newspaperdom,
there is now likely- to be formed -an or-
ganization of practical newspaper men,
who will select from the world’s news
the most important features and cause
them to.be distributed to the newspapers
throughout the provinces according to
their needs.

difficulty in interesting the needed capital,
and it is, therefore, no longer either neces-
sary or justifiable to commit the province
to terms and conditions which in future
years might be seen to be unwise and bur-
densome.

The St. John river and its tributaries
Havémot réeckived the amount of attention
from the local government that is their
due. Very, gpecently the outléts from cer-
tain lakes. at the head waters of the Ot-}
tawa river have been so faised as to im-
pound a larger quantity of the spring wat-
ers, and by this means the flow of the
river throughout the dry season ig main-
tained at a good volume and the usefulness
of the great stream for power, log driy-
ing, and ordinary navigation has been won-
derfully improved.

Destruction of the forests in the Ottawa
watershed had resulted in troublesome and
wasteful spring freshets, followed by ex-
tremely low water during several months
of the year. These conditions will be very
largely corrected by the course which has
been adopted, and it is noteworthy that
had this progress in conservation been be-
gun some years ago, the same results could
have heen achieved at a very much smaller
cost than has now been necessary.

Unless The Telegraph is mistaken, there
is a lesson in this applicable to the St.

Vancouver, which has a police court busi-
ness much resembling that in St. John,

is talking about adopting the plan mow in
operation in Cleveland, Ohio, whereby
habitnal offenders are separated from and
given treatment other than that accorded
those who only rarely break the law with
respect to drunkenness and other minor
offences.

It bas been found in these cities that
throughout the year a considerable num-
ber of men appear again and again in the
police court, are fined or imprisoned for a
short time, only to reappear later and take
the same dose. It has been found also that
there is another class of citizen whose
case is very different, and to meet this
case Cleveland has established what is
callett a*“sunpise court.” If a citizen with |
a previous good record, who is a useful
member of the community, falls into the
hands of the police through some indiscre-
tion, it is_thought unwise to line him up
at 10 o’clock in the morning with the ueual
collection of drunks and other offenders.
It is felt that the publicity and humilia-
tion to which the old offenders are hard-
ened serve no good purpose in the case of
the other man, and may do him a great
injury.

So, arrangements have been made to
have a court held at 6 o’clock in, the
morning, from which the public is excluded
or the proceedings of which, at least, are|
not published in the newspapers. Ottawa
is already discussing the Cleveland experi-
ment, and the editor of the Journal sug-
gests that there may be a great deal in it.

To Grow the Best Fruit the Vines
Shouid Be Frequently Cut
Back and Renewed.

The grape vine should be planted | §
slightly deeper than it was in the’

nursery and cut back to a strong bud.

Only one shoot should be allowed to |

grow.

The next spring it should be again | |

cut back to a strong bud, the lengtp
of the cane varying with its size; says
the Prairie Farmer. The terminal
bud only should be allowed to develop

and the cane should be tied to a stout |

stake as it grows. “
The next spring it should be cut
back at the height of four or five feet,

according to the kind of trellis to be..

used, and three buds at the top should
be allowed to develop into shoots.
The following sprimg the vines will
be ready for a trellls. The favorite
forms are known as vertical and hori-
zgontal. The vertical trellis consists of

eight-foot posts set two and one-half
feet in the ground at intervals of
twenty to thirty feet.

The
end posts should be stromg and well
braced, and the 'wire should be se ar-
ranged that the slack can be taken up
when necessary. The ether posts need
not be very large if twenty feet apart,
but for thirty feet good-sized pests gre
desirable.

The horizontal trellis differs im hav-
ing a 2x6-inch strip placed on edge
horizontally at the top of the pest, so

which three wires’are carried. /- ;

The previous year’s three shoots
were grown on each vine. For the
two-wire (vertical) trellis two of them
shonid be placed on the lower wire
and cut back to ten buds each. The
other shoot should be cut off at the
height of the .upper wire, and a shoot
from it should be trained im each di-
rection. For the three-wire (horizon:
tal) trellis, a shoot should be trained
upon - each of the wires, two in one

direction. and:-one in the other, and all;

should be cut back to eight buds.
The simplest and most satisfactory

method of training the grape is by the-

Kniffin system. The fruiting arms are
tied to the wires in the spring and the
new shoots as they ceme out are al-
lowed to hang down.

To grow the best fruit, whatever
system is used, the vines should be
frequently cut back amnd renewed.
Bome prefer to renew all the canes
each year, starting all of them from

the main- trunk of the vine, while

others remew but omce in two years.

Whatever the methed of pruning or
training, one should endeaver to leave
about 40 buds upom each vine, and
these could be as near the main trunk
rs possible. - ;

WARNING TO FRUIT GROWERS

Crown ' Gall Is Warty Outgrowth or
Excrescence Upoen the Apple,
Peach, Pedr and Other Trees.

Crown gall is a term applied to cer-
tain warty outgrowths or excrescences
upon the apple, pear, peach, rasp-
berry, etc., forming chiefly: om the
parts below ground. On the apple
these growths are more apt to.occur
on grafted trees at the union of the
root and the cion, but they may form
at any. place where the roots have
been injured in transplanting, etc.

Experiments by the department of
agriculture show that crown gall is
caused by specific parasite. Every
orchardist should carefuly inspect all
stock which he purchases for setting.
All trees showing evidence of crown

“gall should be either returned to the

shipper er burned, and future orders
placed with nurserymen who ¢an and
will furnish trees free from disease,
Under no condition should trees be
planted which show growths of this
kind upon the. roots, for not only will
it result in an unthrifty and unprofit-
able tree, but it will also endanger
other plants.

Inspection of Nursery Stock.
Representative Scott of Kansas is
the author of a bill whiech provides
for government inspection of mursery
stock at point of entry to be desig-
nated by the secretary of agriculture.
An appropriation of $100,000 is car-

ried by the bill, which also authorizes

the secretary to establish a quaran-
tine against the importation or trans-
portation 1in interstate commerce of
diseased or infected nursery stock.
The bill has been favorably acted upow
by the bouse ~ommittee.

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POTATO IMPROVEMENT
Whatthg Farmers Can Do to, Ensure

- Good Crop and a Demand There-
fOl'. ;

B ——

(Bangor Commercial).

Apropos of the present potato situation
in the state, many farmers are questioning
as to how many potatoes it is best to

plant. Potato Improvement, by Prof. H.
G. Bell, is the subject of the next leaflet
issued by the extension department of
the university under the heading of Timely
Helps for Farmers, and is nearly ready
for distribution. In this leaflet Prof. Bell
discusses the topic. He takes the ground
‘that the present glut in the market is a
local incident due to a combination of pe-
culiar circumstances and that the power to
change them rests in the hands of the
farmers of the state to a large extent, the
two main factors being combination and
improvement of quality.

Vast quantities of potatoes are needed
for the millions of city people of New
England who must be fed from its farms
as well as the large numbers in the central
states who must consume great quantities
of this vegetable.

“Maine’s farming area,” says Prof. Bell,
“consists of about 7,000,000 acres.” This,
divided among her 60,000 farms, gives thein
an average of 116 acres, divided into hay
land, pasture, farmstead lot and yards,
with seventy-five acres for cultivated crops.

“If,” says Prof. Bell, “these seventy-tive
acres. were run on a four year rotation of
(1) potatoes, (2) corn and roots, (3) small
grains seeded to clover, and (4) clover
hay (plowing under the second crop of
clover as a green manure), there would
be 18% acres of potatoes per farm each
year. At a yield of 300 bushels per acre
each farm would have for sale over 5,000
bushels of potatoes; if sold at fifty cents
per bushel, from this source alone there
would accrue an income of $2,500. The
fertility of the land could be successfully
maintained by this rotation of crops sup-
plemented by a minimum expenditure in
commercial fertilizers. The climate of
Maine is excellent for potato growing; the
soil in most parts of the state is well
adapted to this crop; all things considered,
potato growing offers good inducements to
Maine farmers.” 3

The fact that in many quarters of the
state there is no market for the crop has
been investigated by Prof. Bell, who has
recently taken occasion to visit the chicf
potato markets of Boston and Portland.
He finds that the apparent reason for this
lies in discrimination against the Maine
potato, merchants generally seeming to
maintain an attitude of criticism towards
the crop on points of soundness, unifor-
mity in size, and cooking quality of the
tuber.

Because of these facts the need of breed-
ing the potato for these essential charac-
teristics is strongly emphasized in the leaf-
let.

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William Melntosh Reports to

Government on His In-
spection Trip

NOT SETTLED HERE

Nevertheless Fear is Expressed That
Dreaded “Insect May Invade This
Province — Measures, He Says,

Should !ie Taken to Prevent Rav-

ages.

Following is the report of William Me-
Intosh, who made a lengthy search in the
province this spring for signs of that
ireaded insect, the brown tail moth:
Hon. D. V. Landry, Commissioner for Ag-

riculture, Fredericton:

Sir,—Acting upon instructions received
from your department that a “reasonably
careful search be made for the brown tail
moth in this province,” early in April I
began the search. It was thought best to
examine those sections where the moth
may be expected to appear, namely, the
sity of St. John and vicinity and the parts
of Charlotte county bordering on the in-
fected area in the state of Maine and the

vailway and highway roads leading from|

Maine. All fruit trees within 100 yards of
the road or railroad were searched and a
sharp lookout kept for nests on the forest
trees. All schools passed en route were
visited and a short talk given on the
brown tail moth, actual specimens were
shown and a colored plate illustrating the
life history of the moth left in each school.
Your inspector found it necessary to re-
turn to St. George and found the school
children had thoroughly searched the trees
in the vicinity and a number of summer
nests of the cherry fortrix, which are very
much like the brown tail nests, were re-
moved and examined and one sent to St.
John for identification since the inspection
was made the teachers and school children
»f a number of the schools visited have
been sending insects for examination show-
ing that a watch is being kept for danger-
ous insects.

The search was commenced in St. John
city and suburbs. This area was most care-
fully gone over. Nearly every year male
brown tail moths are taken in the city of
St. John. This is not surprising for each
summer large numbers of persons come
from the infected districts in Massachu-
setts and moths are probably brought on
:lothing and baggage.

The search in Charlotte county was com-
menced at St. George and continued along
the main road to St. Andrews; the section
bordering ‘the St. Croix river was inspect-
ed, St. Stephen and Milltown were visited
and the highway road and railroad from
Welsford to St. John.

Sixteen days were devoted to the search
and we are pleased to say no traces of the
brown tail moth were found in the dis-
tricts visited.

Though the brown tail moth has not yet
become established within the province, a
number of adult male moths have. been
taken, as previously stated, and we may
reasonably expect it to\appear, as it is
found in large numbers in the state of
Mairie and also oceurs in Nova Scotia. The
moth was first noticed in Summerville
(Mass.) about sixteen years ago. It is a
European insect which doubtless had been
introduced into this country by accident.

Since its introduction it has spread
rapidly and has proved one of the most
dangerous insect pests known. Last year
a half “million dollars was spent in the
state of Massachusetts for the suppression
of brown tail and gipsy moths. This in-
:luded the state’s annual appropriation of
3165,000. The state of Maine makes an an-
aual grant of $17,000 for the suppression
of these pests. Wherever these insects
have obtained a foothold and have been
alldwed to increase without being recog-
nized they have occasioned great loss, and
the expenditure of large sums for their sup-
pression. Therefore, it is desirable that
we should take measures to recognize and
dea] with them before they become estab-
lished in any section of the province.

Dangerous Insects Recog

as Most Serious Carriers of
m; n Diseases
—Adyvice to Housewives.

The department of agriculture, Ottawa,
has iseued an instructive circular dealing
with the crusade against the very danger-
ous insect known as the house fly. It
points out that house flies are now recog-
nized as most serious carriers of the germs
of certain diseases such as typhoid fever,
tuberculosis, infantile diarrhoea, etc. The
circular says: :

“Flies infect themiselves in filth and de-
caying substances, and by carrying the
erms on their legs and bodies they pol-

ite food, especially milk, with the germs
of these and other diseases and of decay.
No fly is free from germs. The best
method is to prevent their breeding.

“House flies breed in decaying or de-

A TERRIFIC CRASH
Big Water Tank Garried Everything
Before It and Ruin Was Complete
in a Few Seconds—No Warning for
.People in Way of its Pjunge.

The Montreal Herald, in discussing edi-
torially the awful disaster from which it
and its employes suffered, says in part:

The lesson of the disaster is the terrible
destructive power of the weight of water
contained in one of , these great tanks,
Necessarily, in this climate, it has to be

losed. When it falls, therefore, it falls

omposing vegetable and imal matter
and excrement. They breed chiefly in
stable refuse. In cities this should -be
stored in dark fly-proof chambers or recep-
tacles, and it should be regularly removed
withid eix days in the summer. Farm-
yard manure should be regularly removed
within the same time and either spread
on the fields or stored at a distance of
not less than quarter of a mile, the further
the better, from a house or dwelling.

‘“House flies breed in such decaying and
fermenting matter as kitchen refuse and
‘'garbage. Garbage receptacles should be
kept tightly covered. All such refuse
should be burnt or buried within a few
days, but at once if possible. No refuse
should be left exposed. If it cannot be
disposed of at once it should be sprinkled
with chloride of lime.

Flies in Houses. s

“Windows and doors should be proper-
,}y screened, especially those of the din-
ing room and kitchen. Milk and other
food should be screened in the summer by
covering it with muslin; fruit should be
covered also. Where they are used, es-
Decially in public places as hotels, etc.,
spittoons should be kept clean as there
18 very great danger of flies carrying the
germs of consumption from unclean spit-
toons. Flies should not be allowed to
have access to the sick room, especially
in the case of infectious disease. The
faces of babies should be carefully screen-
ed with musdlin,

“Flies may be killed by means of a weak
solution of formalin or formaldehyde ex-
posed in saucers in the rooms. is is
made by adding a tablespoonful of for-
maldehyde to a pint of water. The burn-
ing of pyrethrum in a room is also effec-
tive. House flies indicate the presence of
filth in the neighborhood or insanitary
conditions.” :

MACCAN HOTEL BURNED:
LOSS IS ABOUT $g000

Housekeeper Lost $1,000 Cash in Her
" Trunk—Insurance on Building $3,-

Amherst, N. S, June 20 — The
Hotel Belmont at Maccan  Station,
conducted for many years by Archie Mad-
den but recently sold to James Legere,
was this morning totally destroyed by fire,
together with outbuildings. All the con-
tents except a piano and some other din-
ing-room furniture were lost. The fire was
first seen about 4 o’clock in the rear of
the building and the flames had made such
progress that it was with difficulty that
the people escaped with their lives. It
was only through the heroic efforts of
the fire fighters that the flames were pre-
vented from reaching adjoining buildings.

It is esaid Mrs. A. J. Townshend, the
housekeeper, Mrs. Madden’s daughter, had
| $1,000 in her trunk in her bedroom and
| had not time to remove it and the money,
1 as well as all her clothing, was destroyed.
Many of the boarders lost all their per-
sonal effects, bul considering the head-
way that the flames had made before the
fire was discovered, it was fortunate that
no lives were lost.

The origin of the fire is a mystery. The
loss will be in the vicinity of $6,000. It is
understood there was insurance on build-
ing ‘and contents to the amount of $3,000.
It is doubtful if the Wotel will be rebuilt.

Put-
ting ‘aside. the question of whether, and
how," it 7ean’ be securely supported, the
thing to be borne in mind is what will
happen if it falls. There was every rea-
son to suppose the Herald’s tank was se-
cure. During nearly five years there was
nothing whatever to suggest the contrary.
In no other establishment in the city was
there less doubt on the score of security.
And yet when the weak spot appeared it
was a matter of seconds until the destruc-
tion was wrought. On the highest floor
they had no warning at all. Men and
girls in the path of the thunderbolt were
crushed through the floor or swept in after
it. Men on the floor below were carried
down through three stories and thrown in-
to a lane, where they lay covered with tim-
ber, bricks and machinery. They were all
active, ‘powerful, quick-witted fellows, and
a second’s notice would have been enough
if they could have had it. Two men work-
ing at their linotype machines on the edge
of the abyss had no other warning than
the toppling of their machines, which fell
as they sprang to safety. So rapid was
the movement that no hint of all this going
on above them warned the printers on the
floor below, nor the pressmen on the floor
below that again. On the editorial floor,
and to those who were a little distance
away, the impressions were fairly definite.
There was a noise as if a glass partition
had fallen. Then there was a crash as if
a press had been stopped suddenly, with
resulting violence. And then there was a
rip-rip-rip, a sag in the ceiling, a sinking
of beams, stanchions and partitions, a roar,
a rush of dust, and then a great silence.
KFrom roof to cellar the water bullet
crushed its way in a few seconds. And
so it would be, we venture to think, with
almost any other tank falling through the
floors. of almost any other building in
Montreal. Plainly, this kind of fire pro-
tection is too much of a menace. Factors
of safety are all very well, but when it
turns out that something unknown, a weak
spot in the wall, a flaw in the steel, a
high wind, the influence of machinery, any
one of many possible things, wipes out the
safety factor, see what happens. Yester-
day people were telling each other how
many tanks had fallen these last few
months. Who is to say which one will not
fall in the next few months? The special
protection water tank is a legacy from the
old days of bad government in Montreal,
when it was considered hopeless to attempt
to get a water pressure sufficient for fire-
fighting. In the present mood the hope-
lessness might disappear. Let the water
tanks be pulled down and & proper water
system take their place. ~

What in some degree relieved the strain
of, those terrible three hours was the way
the best in buman nature asserted itself.
There was not a fatality, so far as can be
learned or even an injury, occasioned by
anything that happened after the actual
shock. If there was an exception, it was
in the case of a man who went back to
rescue a girl, and who perished with her.
There were remarkable examples of self-
possession. A young woman, her foot pin-
ned by the crumbling wall, waited until a
policeman eame to release her, and then
calmly walked downm the stairs. A man
climbed down a dismantled elevator and
then jumped twenty feet to an adjoining
roof. Men worked in the mass of debris
at the rear, pulling out the injured until
the fire chief forced them to desist as a
wall which fell a moment afterwards
threatened to bury them with the others.

One man, thrown down three stories,
covered with timbers, brick and machinery,
his leg broken, lay there for two hours
and a half, “while the fire burned to his
very clothing. Conscious and cool headed
all the time, and when the Herald entered
his ward in the hospital late in the after-
noon a cheery saluee came from the
plucky fellow’s bed.

The girls on the top floor overcame their
excusable hysteria. A young man who cheer-
ed and guided them on the narrow ledge
calmly closed a swinging window through
which the last of them had come, just in
time to keep out the first rush of blind-
ing smoke and leaping flame. The police
penetrated the building before anything
was known of what its state might be.

Chief Tremblay was the first of the fire-
men to arrive, and the first to mount the
ladder sent up for the girls in the bindery
windows. The only suggestion of delay on
the part of the firemen was as to whether
they could have kept down the fire in the
cellar by a few minutes’ earlier entry
through the Notre Dame street stores. Al-
lowing for that possible error of judgment
nothing could have been finer than the ac-
tivity and intrepidity of the men of the
brigade. They fought the fire from the
moment it appeared until the time it was
completely under control, and when that
was done they turned to at searching the
wreckage for bodies.

The mass of wires, as always, interfered
with the use of their ladders and with
their own movements, but they succeeded
in confining the fire to the one building.
The hospital service was prompt and effi-
cient. The only place where there was any
confusion was in the enumeration of those
who were lost, and that, unfortunately,
was made unavoidable by the suddenness
and instant completeness of the disaster.
Men who but an instant before were seen
at some distance from the spot are now
only too certainly to be included among
the number of those engulfed.

Andrew Elliott Sees Great  Possibili-
ties for Agricultural Development
in New Erunswick, and Points Qut
Wherein Our Farmers Make Mis-
takes—The Question of Live Stock
Raising. ' :

Andrew Elliott, of Galt, an Ontarie|
farmer of wide experience, who, st the!
request of Hon. Sidney Fisher, Minister of |
Agriculture, has been addressing meetings |
at Andover, Glassville, Centreville, Debec,[
Harvey and other places, has given some
advice that New Brunswick farmers can-!
not well afford to woverlook. His meet-!
ings have been largely attended and a keen |
interest has ‘been taken in his practicalf
talks on agriculture, particularly soil cul- |
tivation and the raiging of live stock.

This is by no means Mr. Elliott's first
visit to New Brunswick as he was through
Albert and Westmorland counties in
March last. He aftended several exhibi-
tions, as judge, last autumn in the prov-
ince, and addressed many meetings. Mr.
Elliott has had wide experience as a speak-
er on agriculture, having addressed meet-
ings in all the provinces of Canada and
in more than a dozen states of the union.
He sees great ‘possibilities for agriculture
in New Brunswick. As a home land he
much prefers the east to tie west and has
no hesitation in saying that a farmer can
do as well in New Brunswick as anywhere
in America. i

As a speaker, Mr. Elliott does not deal
in flattery but strikes out from the shoul-
der in regard to the neglected opportuni-
ties in New Brunswick and urges the farm-
ers here to a greater study of their busi-
ness and the adoption of improved meth-
ods.

He has great faith in clover as a re-
storer of soil fertility. The rotation of
crops he recommends always includes clo-
ver at least once, and he does not believe;
in having land in hay mere than one year.
Many men tell him that they cannot grow
clover, but after discussing the matter with
him they determine to give it another
trial. To get a catch of clover he advises
first, of course, through cultivation of the
land and seeding, preferably after a potato
or root crop. Then he would seed grain
thinly. His advice in seeding clover with
oats is to sow not mere than from a
bushel and a peck to"a bushel and a half
of oats with eight pounds early red clover
and two pounds timothy seed. The seed
should, of course, be the best procurable. |
The oats, he urges, should be cleaned and |
recleaned until four Bushels is reduced to|
the quantity above mentioned, the largest |
and heaviest' grains being left for seed.

A 'good crop of cBver will add in its
roots, in his belief, 160 pounds of nitrogen
to the soil after the'érop has been cut for
hay. This amount of fertilizer would cost,
if bought on the market, from $20 to $30.
The clover roots also fmprove the mechani-
cal texture of the soil and add humus as
well as nitrogen.

Another crop for stock feeding which
he strongly urges New Brunswick farmers
to grow is turnips—a fodder crop which
grows better here than 1n Ontario and
makes the cleeapest and best winter feed
for all kinds 'of stock, He explains in de-
tail at the meetings he addresses the meth-
ods which he has found most successful
in turnip growing.

The sheep raising industry, in his opin-
ion, should be eminently successful in New |
Brunswick and before returning to Ontario |
he will examine some of the cheaper lands |
of the province on behalf of Ontario sheep |
men who are thinking of opening up busi- |
ness down here near the market.

Mr. Elliott has had also some experience
as a fruit grower and believes that New|
Brunswick has advantages over Ontario in |
placing high priced apples on the British |
market.

He deplores the abandonment of stock-
raising in this country and urges the breed-
ing of cattle that will not only develop the
dairy industry but also provide feeding|
cattle for beef production. While, he says, |
theoretically the argument of special breeds
for special purposes cannot be successfully
refuted on the platform, practically, the
cow that wil give a good flow of milk,
such as the shorthorn and Ayrshire grades,
and at the same time produce a calf that
will make a good beef carcase, is easily the
most profitable for all farmers except those
who are making a specialty of milk pro-
duction.
