The Police Force of St. Johna-Shall
it be Strengthened ?

As there is an impression entertained by
many of our citizens that the Police Force
with its present strength is inadequate to
the thorough protection of the city by night
and day, we have been at some pains to
obtain the following facts, which we sub-
mit in detail before commenting on them.

The force as at present organized eonsists
of the Chief of Police, six Sergeants, twenty
Police Constables, one Janitor for the
Police Station, and one Police Constable
for the western side of the harbor, or 29
souls all told.

Of the six sergeants one is constantly in
attendance at the Mayor’s Office, and does
not perform any other duty, leaving but
five for the ordinary services.

The force is divided into. five divisious,
each consisting of a Sergeant and four
Policemen. One of these divisions is de
tailed for Office and day duty; the men
come out at six o’clock, a. m., and remain
until seven, p. m., in winter, and eight
in summer. Of this force of five all told,
a Sergeant and two men arc obliged to be
in the Police Court during the time it is in
session ; one man is on duty at the King's
Square or near the Bell Tower, and another
at Sheffield street and Back Shore. When
this division are all on duty the last named
Policeman’s beat embraces all that part of
the City east of Sydney street to Duke
street, south of Duke street to Carmarthen.
street, east of Carmarthen street to King:
street, and south of King street to Court-*
enay Bay. The beat of the man at the
King's Square consists of all the Square
and Country Market, both sides of King
stroet to Germain street, along Germain
street to Princess strect south, and Union
street north, along Princess to Carmarthen
street east, along Carmarthen to King
street ; down King to Sydney street, thence
north to Union street and down Union %o
Germain street.

Another division ison what is called out-
side duty, going on "at ten a. m. and re-
maining until eleven p. m., except on
Saturdays when they remain until mid-
night. Two men are stationed at Reed’s
Point, their beat embracing all west of
Sidney street to Duke street, and all south
of Duke street, thence west to the Fish
Market. One man has to guard the whole
of King's Ward and one man is assigned
to the whole of Wellington and Prince
Wards.

Another division is on duty in what is
called King’s Square and Brussels strees
district. The men go on daty at seven p.
m. in winter and eight p. m. in summer,
from first May until first of November. Ol
these during five nights in each week there
is onc man en dnty in the Country Market
from sundown to sunrise, who is relieved
every hour. Two men are  on duty north
of King street east, embracing all ‘that
part east of Carmarthen to Union séreet,.
along Union to Waterloo street and all'horth
of that to the City line and the Marsh
Bridge and east to Courtenay Bay. The
other two men are on night duty on the
King’s Square and have charge of the fire
alarm bell, and their beat extends on
Charlotte street from Cobourg to Duke,
and from King street to Germain street,
along Germain to Princess street, up Prin-
cess to Carmarthen street, thence to King
etreet and along Sydney to Union street,
thence west to Germain street.

Another division are on night duty on
what is called the Lower Cove and Back
Shore district, embrating after eleven
o’clock, p. m., all that part of the City
lying south of King street ; west to Carmar.
then street; along Carmarthen south to
Princess street, along Princess west to
Sydney street ; south on Sydney to Duke
street ; west on Duke to the Fish Market,
and all sonth of that to the Breakwater.

Another division is on night duty in what
is called Watch House and King’s Ward
district. One man is always on duty at
the Police Station, and is relieved every
hour. He attends to the duty of ~eceiving
and locking up all the prisoners as they
are brought in from the different beats,
and receives all property found on their
persons an entry of which is made in the
Report Book kept at all times in the Sta-
tion. Until eleven o’clock the beat of the
rest of the division embraces north of the
Market Square to Chipman’s Hill and up
to Union street; along Union street east
to Wellington Row, north to Carleton
street, east to Cobourg street ; thence down
Garden street to the City line, thence to
Mill street, and all south to the Market
Slip and Square. After eleven o’clock it
extends south to the Fish Market at.the
foot of Duke street ; east on Duke to Ger-
main street} thence north to King street.

Although for the whole of the above
service there are only twenty-five policemen
when all arc on daty, yet from sickness
and other causes they cannot all be made
available. Thus, at the present time, we
find on enquiry that there are four or five
members of the Force absent from one good
cause or another, so that the vigilant guar-
dianship of life and property, both by
night and day, that we all desire to have
kept up, is apt to be relaxed by the same
influences that operate in other cases. Po-
licemen are but mortals; are not proof
against illness—in fact, their night duties,
which subject them to constant out door
effort at all hours and in all kinds of
weather, operate to the injury of their
health, If relatives are ill or dying, they
must give them attention ; and these, with
other causes, constantly tend to reduce the
actual strength of the Force, more or less.

Assuming, however, that the full quota
assigned to night duty is kept up, it

amounts after all only to fifteen men on
after eleven at night. Of these, three are
stationary,—they cannot leave their posts

except under extraordinary circumstances—
which gives fwelve men at the most for the
whole of the city. The amount of protec-
tion afforded may be inferred from the fact
that nearly the whole of Wellington and
Prince Wards is under the charge
of two Policemen during the night, their
beat including parts of Sydney, Carmar-
then, Wentworth, Pitt, Crown and Union
streets, and the whole of St. David’s, St.
Patrick’s, Brussels, Waterloo, Cliff, Rich-
mond, Exmouth, Golding, Rebecca, Castle,
Clarence, Brunswick, W hite, Erin, Peters,
and Paddock streets, and the whole of the
City Road out to the Marsh Bridge. Again,
take that part of the city in which trade
chiefly centres, say from Portland Bridge
to the Fish Market. Thisdistrict includes
Nelson and Smyth streets, Robertson Place,
North and South Market Wharves, most of
Kingand Germain streets, Market Square,
Prince William, Water, Ward and Peters
streets, besides the ferry landing, all of the
wharves—about a dozen in number—includ-
ing the steamboat landings, and numerous
alleys,—with all the stores, warehouses,
offices, work-shops, etc. For this extensive
and important portion of the eity the Chief
of Police is enabled to supply not more
than three men at the most.

We respectfully submit to the Police
CUommittee that something better should
bedone. This is not sufficient protection
for property, to say nothing of life or the
preservation of the Peacv. Summer is ap-
proaching, bringing with it an increase fn
the shipping which seeks our port, and &
corresponding increase of our *‘ floating”
population. The steamboats, coasters and
railways will give us many an extra vag-
rant and vagabond. The mild weather will
turn out on our less moral streets at night
many an idle and infamous male and female.
The withdrawal of the Troops alse deprives
the authorities of a support which stoed
ready to assist in cases of emergency. For
these reasons, and owing also to expected
arrivals of immigrants this season, an ex
traordinary influx of strangers who are
pretty sure to come, and the attractions to
fiaborers on the public works likely to be
undertaken, we expect to find the Common
‘Council enlarging the Police Force and
making ample provision for the efficient
discharge of duties second in importance
to none that our City officials are called
upon to deal with.

Some of our Senators.

From the Senate correspondence of the
Toronto Mail we copy the following read-
able passages :—

* Very different is Mr. Campbell from
his colleague, who sits alongside of him,
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries, who
bas hardly yet settled down into the mono-
tonous seat of a Senator. Very restless is
he at times when his feelings are aroused.
and it often requires all the tact of his
less tempestuous leader to keep him in
that placid style of argument which the
Senate affects as most consistent with its
dignity. Sometimes he breaks the hawser,
and then launches upon the House in a
torrent of irresistible fact and argument
which sadly disturb the stereotyped equan-
imity of the veteran Senators, who preserve
intact the traditions and habits of the old
Legislative Ceuncil. Mr. Mitchell is a
man of remarkable energy—no department
is better managed than his own—and may
well be pardored if he is somewhat restive
in 80 quiet an arena at those times when,
like the war horse, he scents the battle
from afar. * * % Mr. Hazen, of St.
John, New Brunswick, sits just below Mr.
Sanhorn, and it is easy to imagine, when
looking at the sarcastic curl of his lips,
and the very defiant array of his hair, that
here we have one who can be very ** bump-
tious’’—it [ may dare to use such an ex-
pression whilst writing of the Senate—
when it suits his humor. He has a look of
decided hauteur, and no one can be more
pungent in his wit ; but then he is seldom
disposed to exert himself, and when he
does, unfortunately for the House and the
solitary stranger in the gallery, he cannot
be heard more than ten pacesoff. * * ¢
Not far from M. Tessier is Mr. Botsford,
who comes from New Brunswick,—a
tall, gaunt man, with a sharp expression
—just such & man as you may see any
day in a New England Legislature. Ba-
hind this gentleman is M¢. Dickey. of Nova
Scotia, who is always carefully got up,and
if you do not see him in his place he is just
as likely to be found escorting a lady to the
gallery, or paying her attentions on the
floor. Mr. Dickey speaks frequently and
always carefully—he evidently studies
elegance of expression. Senator Miller,
one of the youngest men in the House, and
the most fluent of speakers, sits on the
same row.’’

Indian Troubles.

Some raspy newspaper men in India ap-
pear to have been driven to their wits’ end
to find a punishment suitable to the crime
of the Mussalman who murdered Governor
General Mayo and other Indian dignitaries.
As the assassins appeared to believe that
the murder of an European gives the mur-
derer great glory in Paradise, the Delhi
Gazette proposes vigorous measures which
savour considerably more of barbaric than
British justice. The murderer, says the
Gazette, should be branded on the fore-
head with the letter M, his arms should
be amputatod above the elbow; he should
be transported to England for a term of
years, sent round the Cape confined in an
iron cage, and if he should survive all this,
he should be decapitated, his body dissected
and burned to ashes. This scheme has been
thrown into the shade by the conduct of
British authorities at Allahabad, who, as
apanishment for ‘*burglary with violence’’
committed by two Hindoos, ordered them
to receive two hundred lashes each, and
then to be hanged! It is satisfactory to
find that the Judge who passed the sen-
tenoe has been arrested and will probably
be degraded.

We recently called attention lo the
wholesale slaughter, by an inferior
officer, of native soldiers who had been
suspected of mutiny. They were blown
from the mouths of cannon by an officer
no higher in rank than a Lieutenant or a
Captain, and of his own motion, without
waiting for orders from headquarters. A
cotemporary justly remarks:—The late

Indian correspondence of the London jour-

pals teem with graphic accounts of cxe-
cutions, floggings, &c., and would almost
appear to be a transcript of that chapter in
the first book of Xenophon's, *¢ Anabasis”
where the chronicler tells with gusto of the
good dooe by pulling out the eycs and
cutting off the noses of criminals, in the
¢ good old” days of Cyrus. Unless the
new (overnor General can eradicate the
evil effects produced both on Hindoo and
European by the inurder of bhis predoces-
sor, the dark days now prevailing may be
pregnant with a fearful upbeaving similar
to that of 1857.

One Hundred Fishermen Perished in
a Night.

Commodore Fortin, & member of the
Commons, in a letter to the Minister of
Murine and Fisheries urging the erection
of more lights and fog whistles in the St.
Lawrence and Bay of Chaleur, relates the
following molancholy incident:—*‘ It is
not more than fifteen years since several
hundred fishing boats from Carraquette.
Shippegan, Tracadio and the coast of
Gaspe, when in pursuit of their calling on
Miscou Bank, were caught in the evening
by a violent storm, and although their
crews were among the most expert seamen
in the world, more than one hundred fish-
ermen perished during the ensuing night
while trying to reach places of safety, just
from want of lights to guide them into the
harbor. I do not make these statements
from hearsay, as I was myself caught with
*“ La Canadienne’ in the storm, which
was one of the severest I have ever wit-
nessed, although it was in the month of
August, and it wus with the greatest diffi-
culty that we were able to reach a place of
safety in the Bay Chaleur. I may venture
to state that with harbor lights at the
places above mentioned, most of the unfor-
tunate victims would have been saved.”

- Early Closing.
To the Editor of the Tribune.

I think the clerks ought all to act to-
gether in this Early Closing movement, and
they might get the co-operation of tle
principal merchants too, as it is for the
benefit of employers as well as employed.
Short hours mean light gas bills; they
mean good health to the clerks, and atten
tion to the business and the employer’s
interests, as well as social onjoyment in
moderation and a corresponding improve
ment in the standing of the employes.
Indeed, it almost seems unnccessary to ar-
gue the question ; it has been sc oftendo e
before, both here and in England and Scot-
land. It stands to reason that overwork-d
clerks do not work with the same vim as
those who are less caxfined. It is always
better to have a good understinding bce
tween the heads of the house and the'r
subordinates, and for this reason | hope
that the steps taken in reference to short
ening the hours of work will e acceptable
all round. There might be ¢ » f rences wi h
the heads before deciding on any particular
course.

Clerks in shoe and drug stores work even
longer hours. Night. printers work on an
average 13 hours. Employers themselves
generally work 12 hours. Dry-goods clerks
when they turn bosses generally work as
long hours as anybody. I don’t sce that
the dry-goods clerks have much to complain
of. They are seldom to work before 8 in
the morning, and often it is nearer 9 ; and
they knock off at 7. They are the best
dressed fellows in the City. They use a
good deal of hair oil ; and they can afford
to'part their hair in the middle. They
wear the nicest of kid gloves. They devote
themselves to the fair sex in the evening
with enthusiasm, and are the jolliest boys
alive. They are always smiling, and give
considerable attention to incipient mousta-
chios. They patronize the Livery Stables
and the Skating Rink and the Concerts,
and are excellent judges of Masic and first
class Tea Mectings Altogether, they have
pretty good times; and 1 move that their
petition be fyled.

Our New Glasgow cotemporary is good au-
thority on Annexation subjects, and ought
to be equally good on Independence. At
the same time, we apprehend there is a
spice of malice in his reforence to his poli
tical opponents in Pictou County.

A New Brunswicker Abroad.

Our former distinguished citizen, John
Tilton, Esq., now of the Marine Depart-
ment, at Ottawa, is one of the popular men
of our rising Dominion of Canada. The
Russell House, wherein the creme de la creme
of political society and their wives and
daughtsrs most do congregate, is also the
headquarters of Mr. Tilton, and the silvery
scales of the Marine and Fisheries Depart-
ment are reflected additionally by the genial
and suave air which sarrounds the choice
parties and distinguished gatherings in
Mr. Tiltons salons.

An air of hauteur and dignity generally
surrounds those who don the silken breeches
and laced coats of the Court of Windser;
but Ottawa society, though not prone to
democratic innovations, has no cause to
complain of New Brunswick’s representa-
tives in that respect.,

Cruelty to Animals.

From the following paragraph in the
Montreal Gazette it would appear that a
Humane Society is doing useful work in
that city :—*¢ Yesterday morning Inspector
‘¢ Gailey, ot the Society for the Prevention
¢ of Cruelty to Animals, arrested two men
¢ named Louis Senecal and Louis Garneau,
‘¢ habitans, from Boucherville, for having
“a number of calves tied tightly by the
‘¢ feet, and actually piled in a cart ene
“above another. When the arrest was
“ made, the calves in the bottom of the cart
‘* were nearly smothered. Both prisoners
¢ were fined two dollars or 15 days each.”
We ought to have a similar society in St.
John, if only to secure retirement or an
carly death for some of the horses that are
still used in our hacks, There is also a
great deal of abuse and violence employed
towards overloaded cart horses; and in
many instances there are to be seen har-
nessed to wagons animals 80 lamed that
their movements are painful to witness.

Shipbuilding.

Another fine vessel is about ready to be
launched from the yard of Messrs. Scam-
mell Bros., Portland. Her dimensions are
as follows : Length of keel for register
176 feet 8% inches; breadth of beam 34
feet 64 inches; depth of hold 20 feet;

She has two entire deck frames
and both decks are laid, is thorougbly
copper fastened to her lower deck beams,
and well and substantially iron-kneed in
lower hold and between decks, having a
knee beneath each beam, together with
pointers at the ends, and staple knees up
to the requirements of Lloyds. Her lower-
masts, topmasts and bowsprit are of South-
ern pine, and her yards of spruce. The
whole are provided by Mr. James Hamil-
ton in his usual superior style. This fine
vessel will be thoroughly equipped, and
will be supplied with all the modern im
provements regardless of expense. She
will be furnished with Emery & Cheney’s
Patent Chain Stopper, and the Patent
Adair Pumps, the latter considered the
best ever manufactured ; also, & Fire Pump
for washing her decks .or hold, and to be
used in case of fire. She has been special-
ly surveyed by Mr. Tucker for a 9 years
class in English Lloyds, and by Mr. Thomp-
son for a 10 years class in American Lloyds
which latter is claimed to be the highest
class ever obtained by a Colonial built ship
in that Society, and is equal to the rate
obtained for first quality oak ships in the
United States, Mr. Thompson’s opinion
being that where so much care and
expense have been bestowed, and such
material used, the vessel should
have a class superior to those
ess carefully constructed. Me. Simon
Baizley, who is the modeler and builder of
this fine vessel, has succeeded in surpassing
all his previous efforts. The vessel is
named after the senior member of the firm
¢ J. Walter Scammell,”” her figure head
being a bust of this gentleman. She will
be commanded by Captaio Carl Iljelmstrom
who has earned for himself a first class
reputation while master of the bark
¢ Maria Scammell,”” owned by the same
firm, and who returns per stcamer from
Callao, via the Isthmus, to take charge.
The cabins of the ** J. Walter Scammell”’
are well worth special mention, baving
heen constructed entirely from design ; they
were laid out from diagrams, forwarded by
Captain ljelmstrom, who planned them.
They are without doubt both elegant and
spacious and show comfort inevery depart-
ment. They will be furnished with all the
modern improvements,and when completed
they will be the handsomest suite of cabins
owned by any vessel belonging to this port.
The sails will be entirely of cotton, and
the rigging of wire. As soon as she is
launched, which will be about the 10th of
May, she will be placed on the blocks to be
yellow-metal sheathed.

Promisouous Kissing Parties in Nova Beotia.

A correspondent of the Halifax Clhronicle
follows up this subject, and attempts to
shed additional light upon it. 1le says :—

In your paper of the 6th inst. [ observed
a short article headed ** Promiscuous Kiss-
ing Parties.”” The correspondent of tie
Provincial Wesleyan, like a pure minded
man, sounded the trumpet as soon as the
ficts became known to him. Now, it is
but too true, that such parties, however
filthy, corrupt and unchristian-like io their
motives and tendency, take place and are
patronized not only in one section of Nova
Scotia, but in many portions of it, and the
introduction of such night meetings is a
sad index of that purity and modesty
which should characterize christidn people.

Buat if the correspondent would take the
trouble to search out the original cause of
such corrupt habits, [ am much mistaken
unless] he would find it in a school of the
following description :—The master, a
good-hum rad, 'azy fellow, in charge of 50
or 60 children of both sexes, makes it his
business to kiss and otherwise embrace the
little girls from 10 years and upwards in
the school, in broad daylight, with the
affix ¢“ Don’t tell mamma.”

Such schools really exist in Nova Scotia,
and it you sow in corruption you must
reap corruption, for as the twig is bent the
tree is inclined. If we wish te have a
pure hearted community let the schools be
pure.

Nova Scotin must be a very wicked
place, inhabited by an unchristian race of
people, if the stories of its newspapers are
to be believed.

Speaking of Kissing in School reminds
us of the cheerfal verses which, no doubt,
many of our readers have perused, but
which will bear republishing, as the sub
jeet is again under discussion :—

Lonpon, April 23.

In Parliament, Granville and Gladstone
stated that it was incompatible with the
public interests to declare the intentions of
the Goverrment before the Geneva Board
until the answer to a despatch of March 29
was received from the United States.

In the Commons, Newdegate asked leave
to introduce a bill providing for the ap-
pointment of a Commission to inquire into
the character and rapid increase of monas-
tic institutions in Great Britain.

It is reported that the Erie Company will
create a new mortgage for laying a third
rail ; amount stated at forty millions.

Dominion Parliament.

[Ministers announced yesterday that the
Pacific Railway Resolutions will be intro-
duced on Thursday ; and the Canal Reso-
lutions (to include Bay Verte) on Friday.
The Resolutions amending the Banking
Act passed, Mr Cartwright’s amendments
being voted down. Bills in amendment of
the Stamp Act and repealing the Insolvent
Act were read a second time. Mr. Costi-
gan introduced a Bill (probably for Mr.
Therriault’s benefit) to compel members of
Local Legislatures in Provinces where dual
representation is not allowed. to resign
their seats before becoming candidates for
the Dominion Parliament. The Housead-
journed at six to celebrate St. George’s
Day.]
