Discovery of the Site of Ancient Troy.

Efforts to discover the site of the Troy of
the lliad have so often failed that it has
been believed that the city had no exist-
ence except in [lomer's brain. Dr. Schlie-
mann has been prosecuting @ vigorous
search, and thinks be has found the long-
sought remains. His account of his re-
searches, as given by him to the N. Y.
Herald, is interesting. Obtaining permis-
sion in October, 1871, from the Tarkish
Government he set eighty men digging on
a broad plain several miles north of ‘Burna-
baski, commonly supposed to be the site of
the Homerie city. The catting made in
1871 revealed to him ruins of different ages
in strata of comparative regularity. Those
of historic times were nowhere more than,
seven feet below the surlace. At a depth
of fifteen feet only caleined ruins were
found, showing that for ages preceding
historic times nope but wooden houses had
existed there. Ata depth of frg

teen to twenty-four feet many stone imple-
ments and fragments of -pottery were
found, but no metal, and the houses were
of small stones united with earth, an‘di-
cation that the inhabitants were Awyans.
Ten feet lower he canie upon houses of on-«
burned brick, and implements and wea-
pons of copper, and below this stratum
were unearthed huge blocks of stone, which
led the explorer to beli¢ve he had reached
the ‘veritable ruins of the lost oity. Last
spring he opened & trench in the abrupt
porth side, which he believed jnust bave
formed the site of the acropolié, and this
was followed by other cuttings in the vici-
nity, ‘!hiob_ ‘have nggpieg( the whole of the
past esason. W orking his way with difi-
culty through immense masses of rabbish
he came in June upon & colossal structure
of solid masonry fortyfeet in thicknessand
twenty in heigbt, built-upon the primitive
roek, which he conjectures may have been
a tower of the wall of Troy, and po:sli:g
that from which Andromache witness
the death of Hector. 1t is composed of
stones joined with clay, and is apparently
as ancient as those prehistoric re-
mains known as Cyelopean, and so0 differ-
ent in structure and character frem the
ruins exhumed above it,that there can be
no doubt that its origin dates far back into
the age of tradition and fable, He has also
discovered on the slope of the plateau part
of a wall of huge stones joined with clay,
seven feet in thickness by ten’ in height,
which may have been the wall of circum-
vallation mentioned in the 1liad as baving
been built around the city by Neptune and
Apollo. :

These structures, together with the sup-
posed site of a temple, constitute the prin-
cipal architeetural discoveries of B
Schliemann, and of their absorbing inter-
est and value there can be no questione
But in connection with the remains of
Troy he bas also anearthed many imple-
mentsand utensils, mostly in gﬂihted
condition, which illustrate ihe habits and
religion of the ancient people who owned
the sway of Priam. These comprise pot-
tery of many varieties and great beanty,
stone instraments, copper nails, lamps,
urns, &o., which in material. workman-
ship, shape and ornamentation indicate a
people far more civilized than the races
who successively built over the site of
Troy. Much of the pottery is embellished
with the crocheted cross, a well known
symbol of the Ayran race. At a depth of
fifty-three feet, large toads were fiad,
which must unquestionably have lved
there some . three thousand years. *‘It is
with a strange sensation,” writes Dr.
Schliemann, *‘that one looks upon crea-
tures that were the contemporaries of
Hector and Andromache, though they be
only toads.”
