Messrs. Beaudry, Starnes and Mur-
phy have published & letter confirming
the assertion of Slr John Macdonald
that the arrangement under which
Cartier ‘drew money from Sir Hugh
Allan was personal to Sir George, and
had no reference to the Pacific Railway
contract. As a sworn investigation is
at hand, no one can refuse to accept this
statement as correct, for these gentle-
men would not stultify themselves by
volunteering a statement that would be
proved to be false in a few weeks. This,
however, by no means satisfies the pub-
lic desire to know justexactly what that
agreement was. It Is, no doubt, with
great reluctance that Sir  George's
private business 1is exposed, but,
his friends must not conceal any-
thing at this crisis. The charge that
the contract was given under an agree-

‘ment that money should be contributed

for election purposes will, we are fully
convinced, be exploded, but other trans-
actions not strictly in accordance with
political purity may be brought to
light. Let there be light! The Oppo-
sition have already begun to cry oub
that they will have no chance to prove
their charges in a judicial investigation.
This is & virtual surrender of their case.
If they had the documents in their pos-
session that they have boasted of having
they would not be afraid to subject
their proofs and witnesses to a judicial
tribunal. .

Church and State in England.

The fate of the Established Church of
England ‘may be considered settled
since the large Roman Catholic element
in its ranks has shown itself so boldly,
as related by a London letter lately pub-
lished in TaE TriBUNE. The fact that
four hundred and eighty of the clergy
put their names to & petition for the es-
tablishment of the confessional has cre-
ated a deep popular distrust of the
whole body. If Episcopal clergymen
may teach and practice Romish doctrines
with  impunity, how can these
doctrines 'be deemed contrary to the
doctrines of the church? Why may not
the Sovereign, while nominally a mem-
ber of the Established Church be really
in 'full sympathy with Rome? If mem-
bership in the Episcopal Church is no
longer a proof of Protestantism what re-
liance will the anti-Romish populace
place upon.it? -

The time has come when the Roman
element of the Church, represented by

| the four hundred and eighty signers of

the petition for the confessional, must be
legislated out of it, or for the church to
lose its old-time hold on the Protest-
ant masses of all creeds. Its ranks
must be broken or its position lowered,
and its disestablishment seems to be
but a question of time in either case. If

| the Ritualists secede or are set apart

and succeed in forming a church of their
own, without aeknowledging the su-
premacy of Rome, the Established
Church will no longer count the major-
ity of the kingdom among its adherents,
and a minority church will not be able
to maintain the position now held by
the Church of England. If, on the other
hand, it comes to be settled that the
confessional and other distinctive feat-
ures of the Church of Rome may be le-
gally employed by the clergy of the
Establishment, there will soon be a
hostile party arrayed against it that
will be fatal to its connection with the
State. ;

The outery for an August session of

.| Pariiament will not produce the desired

effect, even though one or two Govern-
ment supporters, anxious for a dissolu-
tion of Parliament, join in. The an-

| nouncementin yesterday's TRIBUNE that

a Royal Commission will be issued to
three or five of the ablest Judges on the
bench, immediately after the discharge
of the Parlimentary Committee of En-
quiry, may be relied on as correct. The
Governor General has implicit faith in
the honor of the Cabinet, and will fol-
low their advice in this matter to the
letter. After the investigation is over
will be the proper time for Parliament
to discuss the evidence and record its
verdict for or against the Government.

A Tale of Villainy.

Udderzook is not a nice name: one
might very justly be forgiven for distrust-
ing an Udderzook. The man who has
just figured in an arrest on suspicion, in
West Chester, Penn.; began a ‘career . of
infamy as William Udderzook. William
was the brothier-in-law of one “Pr.’
Goss, an easy-going person, who had an
insurance on his life for $25,000, in favor
of his wife, who was Udderzook’s sister.
One day there was an explosion in Goss’s
laboratory: in the chaired ruins of the

building were found the blackened re-
mains of a human body, which was al-
leged by the widow and Udderzook to be
that of Goss,and on which application
was made for the-amount of the life in-
surance. So far, the case is not a peculiar
one. But not long after this, Goss being
supposed dead, a sitranger stopping at a
wayside inn was' taken out in the wagon
of a casual wayfarer, as though the latter
had courteously entreated the former to
take a ride. The man in the wagon and
his supposed new acquaintance disap-
peared. Months afterward, the half-
buried body of a murdered man was
found in West Chester woods. This must
have beed the missing stranger; and the
man who invited him to ride was proba-
bly Udderzook: The murdered man is
supposed to be Goss, who, secreting
about his person all his available funds,
had been in hiding while the farce of col-
lecting the $25,000 due on his life insur-
ance was carried on. Udderzook must
have known that Goss had his money
about him; he knew that Goss was as
good as dead to the con.munity who had
known him; why not kill him? But,
whose was the body found in the ashes
of Goss's laboratory? We will not pur-
sue the revolting inquest. These siple
details of a true story are abandoned to
the blood-curdling novel-writer.

¢ Five hundred dogs in this town,” re-
marked Mr. Elias Cottrell as he contem-.
plated from the curb stone a canine pro-
cession that was slowly developing into
a wild tangle of abstract dog—¢five
hundred dogs” sald he in slowly delib-
erate style, as if putting down his first
stake for & prohlem in political economy,
and getting ready for a grapple with sta-
tistics ; and then he anded in the weary
way with which one is apt to announce
the discovery of some new social mal-"
adjustment—*‘‘and I suppose two hund-
red and fifty could do all the business.”

It has been so always. Too many dogs.
For there be dogs and dogs. Dogs of
great moral worth, whose mission in life
is to save children from drowning and
have their memories enbalmed in books
along with those of the good little boys
who at a tender age rebuke gray-haired
sinners for profanity, and then grow
thin and white and interesting and fade
away, leaving a good example; dogs of
less moral worth, but greater market val-
ue, that lie on the porch in agricultural
neighborhoods and make it pleasant for
the wayfaring man; dogs with the ab-
rupt precipitous nose that indicates an
msthétic nature, with a severe taste for
the chaste and beautiful in art and na-
ture—especially for the chaste—for a
short distance; dogs that accompany
the hunt, and dogs that hunt  the com-
pany; dogs that lie in the lap of luxury
clad in pink ribbon, and dogs that snuff
around the still hearth of poverty for the
square meal that never, never comes;
dogs whose lines fall to them in _pleasant
places and whose pathway in life leads
through flowery surroundings to first class
sepulcher, and dogs that go through the
world dodging sticks and stones and
other discouragements, and at 1ast, under
the knife of the sausage-maker,enter into
their rest. Then there is the poodle,
which, cradled in luxury,but found astray
by the low-born utilitarian, is diverted
from the purely ornamental  purpose of
his life, and used at the endof a pole to
wash windows with. Poodles, like men,
are subject to reverses and liable to dis”
appointment.- There was the poodle
owned by the lady who,as the story runs,
sitting in a smoking car, reached over,
and taking a cigar from a gentleman’s
mouth, threw it out of the window, re-
marking that if there was anything she
hated it was a cigar. Some five minutes
later the ‘gentleman: reached back, and
taking the poodle by his lily white hair,
«tslung” him, so to speak; out of the win-
dowand into the surrounding country,
remarking in bitter and unsmpathizing
parody that if there was anything he
hated it was a dog. It was a surprise to
the lady; we may well imagine that. But
who can paint the feelings of the dog?
It’s a world of uncertainties.

But we dwell too long upon the ab-
stract dog; and there is danger that we
encroach upon the domain of the natural-
ist and the historian. Enter we now upon
the consideration of the concrete dog,
which lately disturbed the studies of Mr.
Caleb Cushing and was dragged by the
minions of the law before the Police
Court of the District of Columbia. This
was Fernando Wood’s yellow dog.
The story, even as told in the
curt brevities of the telegraph, is
full of interest and not entirely
destitute of pathos. Mr. Caleb Cushing
is a man of the most varied acquirements.
Familiar with all the modern languages,
he reads with the greatest ease the Sans-
krit and the Syriac; converses fluently in
Hebrew and Greek, and speaks- Chinese
like a native. Tohim the inscriptions on
the tea-chest and the fire-cracker are plain
as a pikestaff, and Confucius in the origi-
nal no mystery. His next door neighbor
in Washington is Mr. Fernando Wood—
or rather, to be more exact, during the
Congressional recess — Mr. Fernando
Wood'syellowdog. Mr. Fernando Wood’s
yellow dog seems to be a sort of night-
blooming Sirius with a Peruvian bark;
and his bark was on the C. C. To Mr.
Caleb Cushing whiling away an hour or
two at midnight with the Targum, or
some light Chaldaic romance, Mr. Fer-
nando Wood’s yellow dog in the adjoining
yard, stirred thereunto by some remorse-
ful memory, put forth his mouth and lift-
ed up a wail. It startled the raptscholar
like the cry of a Congressman who dreams
that his back-pay has lapsed. And then
the dog howled again, chopped it
into a bark, broke up into
smaller barks, diversified it with a growl,
contracted it, prolonged it, tried it one
different keys, and.for the rest of the
night gave his whole mind to ft; shed-
ding it, as Mr. Matt Carpenter does his
money, on the just and on the unjust.
To the scholarly mind at midnight even
the transient serenade of the bibulous has
its exasperations. What, then, must
have been the effect upon this eminent
philologist of the midnight latrations of
Fernando Wood’s yellow dog? Picture
the sage at his open window with the
raised boot-jack, forgetting the affluence
of his resources in all languages living
and dead, addressing Fernando Wood’s
yellow dog in the simple, energetic elo-
quence of profane! This was no Geneva
arbitration, no dusty tussle with Sir
Alexander Cockburn. Here was Cushing
—there was the dog—! eights and dis-
tances and a door-yard fence intervened,
and though boots and bootjacks, and the
folios of a statesman’s library, and fre-
quent sulphurous ejaculations filled all
the ambient air, the aim of the great
publicist had not improved with age, and
the dog, lying perdu, howled on. It
must have been a rude surprise to Fer-
narido Wood’s yellow dog, familiar as he
is with. recent legislation, to have
bad the Message and Accompany-
ing Documents, the Patent Office
Report, the Agrlcultural Reports, the
Ninth Census and The Congressional Globe
delivered to him in that rapid and some-
what unusual manner. - Could his answer-
ing howl to the irate statesman be trans-
lated, doubtless he reminded him that the
franking privilege had been abolished,
and that this was in violation of law as
well as against the peace. Imagine then'
the late antagonist of Lord Cockburn
making replication with Vattel and Puff-
endorf and Wheaton, and other volumin-
ouns authorities, till Fernando Wood's
door-yard was knee-deep in international
law. But the contest was unequal. The
dog knew no more law than necessity,
and had no more regard for precedent
than John I. Davenport; howled he still,
and the night wore on.

Next morning Fernando Wood’s yellow
dog was summoned into the Police Court,
and undertook to masticate the police-
man who served the warrant. - Mr. Cush-
ing demanded $4,000 damages, which,
under the circumstances, Was$ little
cnough. And the Court'ordered that the
dog be killed or removed, m{d that $25
be deposited as security that it should be
done. Possibly by this time the canine
procession that moves toward that mys-
terious realm whence issues the Ameri-
can sausage has been enlarged by one
yellow dog, lately the property of the
Hon. Fernando Wood, and the nights of
Mr. Caleb Cushing are no longer filled
with music, or his neighbor’s yard with

bootiacks.
