The Attorney General committed the
Law Library bill, which increases the
yearly subscription from three to four
dollars. Agreed to.

Hon. Mr. McQueen confiltted a bill to
authorize the appointment of a Stipendi-
ary Magistraté, and the erection of a
lock-up at Sackville. Agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Kelly committed the Tabusin-
tac Boom Company bill, Mr. Maher in
the chair. He said the' old booin is not
sufficiently large to stop logs and accom-
modate lumberers on the stream. He
believed there was a petition from a few
persons complaining that the boomage
and raftage rates sought to be esta#blish-
ed were too high. Otherwise he believed
there was no objection te the bill. .

Mr. Adams read the petitions and said |

boom is already established under the
Sessions which can give sufficient power

The Circuit Court,

Yesterday afternoon the ease for the
defendant in Catherine vs. Turnbull was
concluded. - Mr. Jaseph Russell testiil-
ed to selling the property, in 1839, to
Lockhart, from whom the defendant-pur-
chased it. A number of witnesses were
also called who proved the possession to
have rested in others besides the plain-.
tif. Mr. Thomson then addressed the
jury ont the evidence. Mr. Tuck flnished

his address this morning, and His Honor 4

charged the jury, who retired about 12
a'clock, and after an absence of about
half an hour, returned a verdict for the
plaintiff.

Joseph Sulis vs. Edward Allison was
the next case; J. R. Armstrong and W.
L, T. Seely appearing for the plaintiff,
and W. Jack, Esq., for the defence. This
is an action hrought to recover damages
caused by a defective sewer, The two
parties in the suit owned houses in Pagan
Place, and the plaintiff was frequently
annoyed by the overflow of a sewer
which, an several occasions, discharged
filthy water into his house. The carpets
and farniture were destroyed, and an un-
wholesome sniell was created, which en-
dangered the health apd lives of the oc-
cupants. The plaintiff searched for the
cause and found the sewer, which wag
acknowledged by the defendant as be-
longing ta him. $500 were spent in -re-
pairing the sewor, and the plaintiff claims
as damages $23000.

A Oase of Rent.

An interesting case came up in the
City Court this morning. Mr. O’Brien
owns a tenement hause in Goat street,
Carletan, and Mr. Connors leased a po-~

tion of it. Connors was a very Had
tenant, did not pay the renmt, and was
several months in arrears. O’Brien
wanted to put him out, and, after getting
& distraint warrant, offered to let him
keep his. furniture, and forego the rent
due, if he would at once move ons. Con-
nors went out the same night, and gave
the key to O'Brien’s agent. After this
O'Brien had him arrested for the debt—
$13. - After hearing the evidence, Judge
Peters decided that O'Brien had forgiven
C'onnors the rent on certain conditions,
*7ith which the defendant had complicd,
and he - was not entitled to recovery.
The defendont was, therefore, discharged,
and will now have a claim for damages.
A Street, Fight.

About one o'clock this‘morningalively
scene was witnessed in Main street, in
the vicinity of Mr. Kirk’s office. Two
men, named White gnd Dixon, both
drunk, got.into a dispute ending in a re-
gnlar fight, which, for about fiftcen min-
ules, delighted a large crowd. Very lit-
tle execution was done, however, except
the breaking of a large pane of glass in
Mr. Kirk's office window, when both the
combatants made off’ in lively style.

Removing Stones.

In the palice court John Ganong was
charged with removing stones from the
beach at Sand Point, contrary to law.

FREDERICTON, March 25.

Gough, Kelly, and the Attorney
General had got into power and kept their
positions for the last six yéars by the use
of money plundered from the Public
Treasury. God forbid that he shonld
éver so far forget his principle and con-
sign his name to so infamous a place in
his country’s history. for the sake of
place and power.

Mr. Gough said after Mr. Napier had
kept the money obxgncd the first ses-
sion for Supervisor i®ord; and compel-
led him to go to the bankrapt court and
take 40 cents on the dollar, the Govern-
ment should not have entrusted him with
Cole’s or any other money.

Mr. Napier said he telegraphed his
clerk: to pay Clifford, and he had been’
paid in part, and before the clerk could
get the rest of the money together for
him he (Mr. Napier) had gone into bank-
ruptcy. If he only read what he had on

Mr. Gough said Mr. Napier could do
anything he pleased when he caught him
witli his fingers in the public chest. M.
Donald would mnot vote for the re-
solution, for he found -himself down for
$600 which the Government had given
him in 1872 for the loss of his house,
which had been destroyed on account of
small-pox -having been in . ~That was
a political game -to ' catch Donald. The
Town Council of St. Stephen had refused
a cluim of $2000 made for the house by
Mr. Donald. The house was not worth
£50. .

Mr. Donald—He is telling a. right
down falsehood, and if he was out of
doors I'd made him swallow what he
says. My house was destroyed by the
authorities. I challenge you to put your
finger on one'dishonest act of mine Yop
are a contemptible man, after all I have
suffered, to bring the matter up here. I
bad eight cases of small pox in my
house, which I attended, and in the pub-
lic interest stayed there myself and kept

‘| the disease from_spreading. - For four

other cases in St. Stephen, the Govern-
ment paid $2000, and it shows what a
contemptibled fellow you are to bring it
up. *

Mr. Gough said, notwithstanding all
that, and while privately sympathizing
with Mr. Donald, he must do his public
duty and.show the means the Govern-
ment uses to corrupt members. It was
not strange the Govermment only showed
its sympathy in this way to members.

The Secretary saidpapers sent by three
doctors showed the value of the property
destroyed and the other loss to Mr. Don-
ald to have heen $2000, 'and he was en-
titled to what he had reéeived. This was
not a solitary or exceptional case. ;

Mr. Hibbard said Mr. Donald did not
@et more than the value of the house,
and he thought Mr. Gongh did not help
his cause by bringing the matter up.
[Here there was great confusion. ]

Mr. Gough said when moneys were
taken in this way from the public trea-
sury he had a right to infer what it was
done for. He had a right to say it -was
done to corrupt the hon. members

Mr. Donald—What you say is an abso-
late lie. L

Mr. Gough said the House would rve-
member that Mr. Donald was mot inde-
pendent; sinée he got'that money, and the

cople should Keep in view the fact that
vom these little streams great rivers of
corruption would flow in time. Referring
to Hibbard he compared him, in times
gone by, to the old war. horse champing
the bit and pawing-the ground, but now
where was he?

Mr. Hibbard—You made me ashamed
of you. : -

Mr..Gough said sipce the first mining
grant in 1872 Mr. Hibbard had shown the
taint. He had said the school bill split
him from the party, but he never saw a
man who could do a mean action but who
was also capable of finding an excuse.
Under the inflnence of mining grants he
had kept silent until he was forced to
break the spell. Then he comes out and
blames his apostacy to the school bill
and owns he voted often forA¥hat he did
not believe in.
