The bodies
of three of the woikmen were literally
blown to the winds, while five others were
#o horribly mangled that they canuot live.
The wreckage of the buildings was com-
plete, some of the debris being carried half
a mile away.

SOUTH AMERICAN SENSATION!

Da (ama Gets Away From the

Portuguese Warship.

Reported Success o’ the Rebels at Rio
Grande do Sul—A Government
Gunbeat Captured.

BuEeNos AYRES, April 9, —Advices have
been received here from Rio Grande do Sul
that the Brazilian Government gunboat
Cananea surrendered to Admiral Meilo on
Friday.

Later advices state that on Saturday
four transports, conveyed by a torpedo
boat, forced the bar at Rio Grande do Sul
and landed 4,000 insurgent troops.

Two English gunboats, the Beagle and
the Race, left Montevideo for Rio Grande
do Sul to-day.
The insargent admiral, Da Gama, made
his escape frem the Portuguese warship
Mindello at 2:15 p.m. yesterday and arrived
at the Buenos Ayres quarantine station
last evening. The Portuguese sailors made
no resistance to his leaving the warship.
The people of the Argentine Republic
generally are rejoicing over the escape of
Da Gama and the reports of Mello’s suc-
cesses at Rio Grande do Sul. These reports
are not altogether trustworthy.
Buexos AYRES, April 10.—Latast infor-
mations confirm the report of a fizrce bom-
bardment of Rio Grande do Sul by the
rebel Mello, on land and sea.

Sermon by Revw.
J. Clark

% the First Presbyterian Church,

London,

Be States Very Cutspokenly His
Opinicns of the So-Calied Prot-
estant Protective ASso.
ciation.

The First Presbyterian Church, London,
was crowded on Sunday morning last, when
Rev. W. J. Clark, the pastor, spoke on
the subject of ““Religious Tolerance.” 1n
the large audience were to be seen ad-
herents of all religious bodies, including a
number ot promiunent Catholics.

The preacher took as a general text the
incident of the Samaritan villagers refusing
to receive Jesus because his face was as
though he were going to Jerusalem, where-
upon his discip/es, James and John, when
they saw this, *‘Lord, wilt thou
that we bid fire to come down from heaven
and consume them?” But he turued and
rebuked them.

Mr. Clark said: I read these verses
Bimply as suggestive of the line of thought
Which 1 wish you to follow with me this
morning. My subject, as I announced to
Yyou last Sabbath morning, is “Religious
Qolerance,” and it would be well, perhaps,
to state plainly what is wished to be under-
stood by the terms. Perhaps the simplest
way in which this could be et forth is by
taking a specific example. Our Baptist
brethren hold that baptism as adminis.
tered to the children of a believer is un-
scriptural, that the right should he ad-
ministered only to those who, being of the
years of discretion, have experienced the
grace of God in conversion and make public
profession of their faith. They believe,
moreover, that immersion is the only
Proper mode of baptism. I believe these
Views to be entirely mistaken, and consider
baptism of the childien ot believers serip-
tural, and the mode—be it immersion,
pouring on or sprinkling—a matter of no
great moment. But while fuliy versnaded
in my own mind of the correctness ot the
view of the Presbyterian Church, and
whiie I would be greatly pleased if the
Baptist Church as a whole, or individual
Baptists, should see their way clear to
Becept our view of scriptural teaching in
regard to this matter, I hoid I would not
be justified in interfering with the financial,
Bocial or political rights of my Baptist
brother becauss we canuot agree upon
these points; por has he any right to
interfere with mine on the same ground.
If the Baptist Church was engaged in

PLOTTING TO IMMERSE
me by force, or to punish me by taking
away political privileges because I would
not submit to immersion, then I would be
justified in resisting such tyranny to the
utmost of my power, and so maintaining
my own iiberty ‘‘to know, to argue, to
uiter according to the dictates of my own
conscience,” and this I demand with equal
force for my fellows. That which is true in
regard to Baptistsistruein regard to Church
of England, Methodist, Roman Catholie,
Mormon, Christian Scientist, Mohammedan,
Pagan, Greek Church, Buddhist, or any
other religious view whatever. I have no
right to use any means but that of argu-
ment or example to change the opinions of
members of any of these sects so long as
the religious views held do not lead their
advocates to transgress the moral law or
interfere with the social, political or re-
ligious rights of their fellow-citizens. To
make it specific—my Roman Catholic
brother may abstain from meat every Fri-
day in the year. I haveno right to inter-
fere, but if he seeks to compel me to the
same diet, that’s another guestion. He
may demand that the clergy shall practice
ceiibacy, and I have no right to object so
long as he does not compel me to live a
single life. I think this position iz clear-
ly understeoed, and now I would advance
meveral reakons why I steadiastiy adhere
to this position. I make no pretense of
discussing this question exhsustive Y, but
simply appeal to various arguments, the
form of which I think no one wili have any
difficulty in appreciating. It may be said
that theoretically very well, but
that adherents of a certzin form ot re igion,
because of their religious views, do inter
fere with the rights of their fellow-citizens.
In answer | woulid say that I must be very
sure of evidence before I receive it, and bhe

1. That good men have been trained
ander various religious systems, and intel-
lectual uniformity is not essential to mor-
ality., In the Old Testament we have

ordinarily men ar

brought before us a nation chosen by God
to testify to the truth, and as was essential
under exieting circumstances, very straight
lines were laid down to divide the Jew from
gurrounding nations, but all the godly were
not Hebrews in the strict sense of the word.
We have a Melchizedek, a Job, a Jethro, &
Rahab, & Ruth, &l of whom were blessed
by God. Inthe New Testament the same
story is told. We have the centurian in
the Gospels, of whom Christ said, *I have
not found so great fsith—no, not in Israel”;
Cornelius, the ceniurian, in the book of
Acts; Lydia and others, who were deprived
of epecial Jewish training and yet godly.
And whatever may be said of relizions cut-
side the pale of Christian doctrine, the
fact remains that amongst almost all
peoples professing every variety of re-
ligious doctrine, there have been found
men loving God and doing good to their
fellowmen, 1If we narrow our circle and
draw distictions between Catholic and
Protestant, the same story is told again.
Sir Thomas Moore in the reign of Henry
VIII., Cardinal Manning in recent years,
and many cther names that occur to us, an
evidence that men may be members of the
Roman Catholic communion and at the
same time
GOOD CITIZENS AND MORAL MEN.

To come closer home. I have known more
than a few Roman Catholics fairly well,
and have found them honorable in dealing,
kindly in sympathy and strictly moral
men. Of course a bitter, prejudiced an-
tagonist may say that all these caszes were
hypocrites, whitened sepulchres, etc., and
may in the madness of his hatred believe
what he says; but I prefer not to accept
any such absurd and monstrous statement.
If these good men have bsen and are to be
found, and if they conscientiously adhere
to the peculiar tenants of their faith, how
unjust and uncharitable it would be of me
to seek to interfere with their political or
commercial welfare because forsooth our
views do not agree! So long as these
views held by my neighbor do not lead him
to transgress the law of morals, so long
should he be perfectly free to hold such
views, and it would be iniquitous in the
highest degree for me to interfere or to
seck to interfere with his holding them.

2. But a second reason suggests itself in
support of religious tolerance, and that is
that the naturai constitutiou of mankind is
such as to lead to believe in honest
ditferences of opinion, In of an

That cne finds profit
n that which appeals to the sensucus, and
nother prefers the service simple and un-
dorned? And the fact that such differ-
ences of opinion may exist between the
most sincere persons is emphasized by the
fact of the great power of early training in
giving the bent to ome’s life. In the
mzjority of cases if you ask a man, Why
are you a Presbyterian? he will answer,
Because my parents were. Why are you a
Baptist, Methodist, Roman Catholic, Church
of Englaud? The same answer will be
given. The religious impressions of child-
hood are often very deep. The forms to
which we were accustomed in childhood’s
years possess a power overus that probably
no other can ever have. If this, then, is
the case, how unjust and unkind a
thing it fs to visit vengeance upon
a man because he is  still in-
fluenced by what his mother taught him
when he learned to lisp his prayers by her
side ? If the bigoted Protestant wou!d but
remember that had he been taught the
Catholic faith as a child, to-day he would
be a Catholic of the Catholics, and on the
othe1 side if the bigoted Romanist would
remerber that had he been taught as his
Protestant neighbor, be would have been a
Protestant of the Protestants, they would
surely see the unfairness aud the unkind-
ness of harshly judging one another because
of differences in the matter of religious
belief. Said Sydney Smith: ‘““Three hundred
yvears ago men burnt and hanged each
other for opinions. Time has softened
Catholic as well as Protestaut: they both
required it; though each perceives only his
own improvement, and is blind to that of
the other.”

But a third reason comes to us why we
should always seek to cultivate tolerance of
our neighbor’s religious bLelief, however
mistaken we may believe that to be, is
because the opposite of tolerance—persecu-
tiou—has never yet been successful in its
object. The history of humanity contains
one sad record after another of men, in all
honesty oft-times, seeking to convert their
fellows to their own forms of religious
belief, and
ALWAYS STUCH EFFORTS HAVE BEEN FAILURES.
It matters not how foolish it may be, if
those who advocate or hold any particular
form of religious belief are persecuted or
oppressed because of their taith, there will
be surely stirred up for them many friends
and many converts., And while among its
professors some of the weaker vessels may
be led to retreat, the stronger souls among
them will only be established and strength-
ened in their faith. lt is human nature
that it should be so. ““‘Jimmie,” said g
little girl to her younger brother, ‘‘vou
must come down stairs.” ‘“Well, Ethel,’
was the response of the little ‘man, 1 *¢jf
I muost, I won’t.” Or as Shakespeare
puts it in Falstafi’s mouth: “Give you a
reason upon compulsion. If reasons were
as plenty as blackberries I would give no
man a reason upon compulsion.” And [ am
sure we all sympathize with this worthy
human instinct to dety tyranny, of what-
ever sort it is. Men have tried everything
—wild beasts, the faggot and stake, the
thumbscrew and loathsome dungeons, and
horrors uumentionable, and all have failed
of their object. “The ashes of martyrs”
have ever been proved to be the *‘seed of
the church.” Perhapsnostrongerinstance
in history can be given than that of the
early church. Never was spiritual life more
vigorous than when tried on every side by

cest persecutions, Andin more mcdern
times no one can read the history of Phillip
IL. of Spain without being impressed with
the utter powerlessness of aitering men’s
religious convictions by religious persecu-
tions. Inour own day we have seen how
the Salvation Army flourished on persecu-
tion, and even if it only take the form of

P.—Iu connection with a motion this after-
noou ior areturn coutaining information
Learing upon Mr. F, Maguire, inspector of
immigrants at Niagara Falls, Dr. Ryerson
{Toronto) made another inelieciual attack
upon the Government. Mr, Ryerson said
that Mr. Maguire had been appointed dur-
ing the recent cholera gcare, and he would
like to know whether the Government in-
tended, now that an epidemic was in no
imminent, to retain the office. He
could see no necessity for doing so. He
wceused the Administration of creating a
berth for Mr. Maguire in order to prevent
o party split in the Niagara disirict. He
aleo charged Mr. Maguire with not attend-
ing carefully to the reguirements of the
position.

Mr. Dryden in reply pointed out that
Mr. Maguire had all the qualifications
pecessary to fulfill the duties of the office,
and showed how impzrative it was to have
such an cfficer at international point
atlected, especially in view of the fact that
this was the only official (so far as Ontario
was concerned) whe supervised the immi-
gration. As to Mr. Ryerson’s remark that
Mr. Maguire was scarcely ever in his
office, it was not required that he (Mr.
Maguire) should be there all day. The
time at which immigration trains were
expected to pass through could readily be
ascertained. This, he thought, Mr.
Maguire did. Dr. Ryerson had not done
his whole duty in failing to investigate the
pedigree of the gentleman in question.

Two of Mr. Tait’s bills were kilied. The
first, giving corporations the right to in-
augurete the single tax system of assess-
meut without appealing to the Legislature,
and the one to amend the law respecting
stationary engineers.

Dominion Parliament

Sir James Grant Puts in a Plea for
Free Books.

How the Cotton Combine is Fattened at
the Cest oi the Consumers, and
Witk the Connivance of
Government.

(Special to the ADVERTISER.)

O1TAWA, April 9.—In the Commons to-
day Mr, Foster stated in reply to Mr.
Laurier that it was pot the intention of
the Government to ask for a subeidy of
$500,000 for the purpose of establishing a
steamship line between Canada and France,
A proposal of that kind had been made dur-
ing the negetiations of the French treaty,
but had been declined.

Mr. Daly, replying to Mr. Charlton, said
that 44,000,000 of acres of Northwest lands
had been granted to railway companies,
but only 16,000,000 of acres had been
earned.

Sir James Grant resumed the debate on
the budget, eulogizing the Government’s
policy, but urging that books be placed on
the free list. He claimed credit for the
Government for aiding the Hudson Bay
Railway,

The debate was eontinued by Messrs.
Martin (Winnipeg), Metcalfe (Kingston)
and Edgar, Mr. Edgar dealing with the
cotton combine which he eaid controlled
everymill in the country except three or
four small concerns. The value of cotton
goods consumed in Canada in a year was
817,000,000 or $18,000,000. Of that sum
the duty on about $£4,000,000 went into the
revenue. On the difierence which repre-
sented cotton manufactures in Csnada the
protective system made the people pay a
tax equa! to the 23 per cent under the
tariff on imported goods. He showed how
by adding a million and a half of watered
stock to an equal amount of stock in 1892.
The combine had declared a dividend of 20
per cent on £3,000,000 cf that stock. On
one-half of that stock, the watered portion,
only 10 per cent bad been paid, or
150,000, so that this §1.350,000 of watered
stock earned a dividend of 200 per cent,
Mr. Edgar made a calculation by which he
showed that the tarifi profit of the cotton
combine in a year amounted to $3,000,000,
which was the amount paid by the peopie
to the combine.

Mr. Macdonald, of Assiniboia, closed the
debate, which will be résumed to-morrow
by Mr. Bechard.

Mr. Edgar gave notice of the following
resolution: **That this House believes it
would be in the best interests of Canada
that the present friendly relations between
Great Britain and the United States should
be cultivated and maintained, and views
with the highest satisfaction the disposi-

! tion shown by both countries to promote

the peaceful settlement by arbitration of
any disputes or ditlerences between them,
which cannot be adjusted by diplomatic
agency.”

In support of this resolution Mr. Edgar
cites the resolution of Mr. Gladstone,
adopted by the British House of Commons
in 1893, in the same direction.

In reply to the labor delegates this after-
noon, BSir John Thompson as good as
promized to make Sept. 1, labor day, a
statutory holidav. He denounced the
presence of Chinese in Canada as an evil,
but did not promise to legislate in the
direction of lessening it.

Adjourned Vestry Meetings Resumed
and Business Settled.

Exoellent SBhcwing Nade by the Me-
morial Church, St. Paul’s Cathedral,
St. James’, £t. George's and
Christ Church.

Adjourned vestry meetings in several of
the Anglican churches were held last night,
and principally matters of finance dis-
cussed.

MEMORIAL CHURCH.

At the Memorial Church the rector, Rev.
Canon Richardscn, was in the chair. The
churchwardens, W. M. English, M.D., and
R. 8. Hannah, submitted the 2lst annual
report, showicg the many parish organiza-
tions to be in a very flourishing state, The
Women’s Aid Asscciatioa, besides meeting
the interest that they undertook to look
after, generously contributing $125 towards
the cost of the new ceiling. Through the
liberal response to the halt-vearly appeals
the mortgage debt was reduced during the
year to the fmall sum of 8516. The re-
ceipts totaled $6,749 99, and after meeting
the expenditure of the year there is a
balance on hand of $21 49 in the general
account and $148 82 in mortgage and
societies’ accounts.

Envelope collections amounted to
$2,046; ordinary collections, $982 77. The
salaries are apportioned as follows:
Rector, $2,000; assistant rector, $370; or-
ganist, $360; organ blower, $26; sexton,
$200.

Auditors P. E. Bucke and J. M. Mec-
Whinney audited the accounts and found
them correct.

The receipts at All Saints’ Mission
Chbapel amounted to $282 21. This is
$44 68 more than the expenditures, $135 of
which went towards the assistant rector’s
salary,

The account of the Ministering Children’s
League showed the receipts to be $66 36,
and the cash balance on hand, $7 70.

Asa ruleit is not
the working class that leave their taxes
until the last day, Lut moneyed persons
who can get a larger rate of interest on
their money than they have to pay on their
overdue taxes.

His taxes were
sixteen months behind and an unexecuted
warrant had been hanging over his head
for three months. The rolls have to be
turned over to Treasurer Pope on the 16th,
and warrants will be issued for all delin-
quents.
$21,0911 in Excess of Last Year.

No. 2 committee has undertaken to re-
duce the rate of taxation this year by mak-
ing their estimate $71,706, compared with
§49,795 last year. Of course, this latter
sum did not sufiice last year, and 82,526 23
was expended over and above the estimate.
In street maintenance alone the estimate of
this year exceeds the last by 818,781. The
figures are: This year, 867,356; last year,
$48,575. There is an item labeled *‘Ex-.
traordinary expenditure,” and amounting
to £3,300. It includes a stone crusher,
21,100; painting exhibition buildings,
$1,000; band stand, Victoria Parlk, $600; re-
pairs to steam roller, 8150, Ten hundred
and fifty dollars are needed for bridge re-
pairs, as against $1,220 last year, There
may be some paring done by the council
and finance committee, however, before the
estimate is finally allowed.

The Seventh Commemeorate Their
Trip Through the Gaps.

They Fight Their Battles O'er Again
and Long for Some of Mrs.
Cla:ke's Pie—A Veteran Who
Had a Previocus Engage-

It is now nine years since the Seventh
Battalion was called on to assist in quelling
the rebellicn in the Canadian Northwest,
Seasons have come and gone since that
memorable occasion, and, like the seasons,
have gone many of the men who marched
down to the Grand Trunk station on April
7, 1885, to the air ot ‘*The Girl I left Be-
hind Me.”
