Almost without exception 
citizens are objecting to the new gas, 
with its sulphurous smell which per­
meates through everything despite the 
efforts made by many to do away with 
it by overhauling their appliances. 
Action by the city is promised.

Today Acting Mayor J. H. Spence 
had the city clerk dig up all the docu­
ments of the gas company’s rights in 
the city, and these will be laid before 
the city solicitor, possibly this after- 
noon.

If it is at all possible the city will 
make the company purify the gas be­
fore sending it out to the people, for 
the members of the city council, as 
individual users, are very indignant 
over the matter.

Were Not Notified.
The fact that the new gas was 

turned on by the company without 
any notification to the citizens as to 
the nature of the gas is being com­
mented upon with vigor.

The inquest into the death of Rev.

Glasgow, Scotland, Dec. 15.—The 

British battle cruiser Tiger, known 
as the "mystery ship," was 
launched today at the Clydebank 
shipbuilding works, where her keel 
plate was laid on June 20, 1912.

Details of the new vessel have 
been guarded most strictly by the 
admiralty. It is known, however, 
that her engines are designed to 
give the hitherto unattempted 
horsepower of 100,000, calculated to 
develop a speed which will eclipse 
that of any naval vessel afloat.

Unofficial reports give the 
Tiger’s dimensions as: Length over 
all, 700 feet; beam, 90 feet; dis­
placement about 80,000 tons. Her 
armament is said to comprise eight 
13.6-inch guns in pairs in turrets 
on centre line and twelve 6-inch 
guns in casemates, with two 21- 
inch submerged torpedo tubes.

Remove Landmarks
FALLON CONTROVERSYSome of the intricacies and difficul­

ties of life on the coast of Labrador 
were related to the Canadian Club at 
an enjoyable informal luncheon at the 
Tecumseh House at noon today, by 
Dr. H. Mather Hare, head of the Har­
rington Bay Hospital, one of the hos­
pitals under the supervision of the 
famous Dr. Grenfell and the Deep 
Sea Mission.

Dr. Hare is making a tour of Can­
ada lecturing on the work in Labra- 
dor. in an effort to secure much- 
needed funds with which to carry on 
the extensive activities of the mis­
sion.

The peuple in his district, he said, 
were Canadians not aliens. They were 
descended from people who came out 
from Devon and still spoke the dialect 
of Devon. In the district also lived 
about 500 Indians for whom he was re­
sponsible. He was the one doctor on 
that part of the coast and his job 
was to travel from one end of it to 
the other by dog teams in the winter 
and in a motorboat in summer, healing 
the diseases which frequently break 
out among them. Epidemics are fre­
quent, he said, and are brought into 
the country by outside traders.

"The climate is anothing thing we 
have to fight against,” he continued, 
"and it is usually so unfavorable 
that we come to regard it as a per­
sonal matter and feel that we have 
a personal grudge against it."

Dogs are the only means of trans­
portation there, and they are also the 
means of effectually balking any ef­
fort to raise sheep, cattle or poultry. 
"These dogs can bite through the or­
dinary wire netting as a tinsmith 
would cut it with his shears, and it is 
hopeless to try and keep ctiickens or 
sheep, or even cattle, on account of 
them. But they arc necessary and we 
have to put up with them," he said.

The food supply is a constant source 
of worry. "We grow cabbage and eat 
the leaves, we grow carrots and eat 
the tops. We eat everything that has 
food value, even down to seals drown­
ed in the fishing nets," said Dr. Hare.

As to the work of the hospital, he 
stated that it was absolutely non-sec- 
tarian and philanthropic in character, 
and well deserving of support.

Dr. Hare was heard with great at­
tention by the members present. The 
president, Mr. Jared Vining, presid­
ed.

New York, Dec. 15.—The New York 

committee on the prevention of blind­
ness sounds an alarm today by the 
report that more than half of the 
cases of eye weakness among men of 
this city may be traced to the barber 
shops. It is alleged that bay rum 
and other face lotions used in some 
shops contain wood alcohol, and that 
the inhalation - of the fumes or drops 
of the liquid in the eyes cause sérions 
trouble. There is already a law pro­
hibiting the use of such lotions, but 
the committee on blindness has found 
it to be rarely enforced. The aid of 
the inspectors of the health depart- 
ment has been summoned in the cru­
sade to be waged for enforcement of 
the laws.

Several barbers and proprietors of 
barber supply concerns were sum­
moned for araignment on such chages 
in the court of special sessions today, 
following two convictions for similar 
offences obtained last week.

GOVT. FUR SALE.

IBuyers From All Over the World After 
Valuable Skins.

[Canadian Press.]
St. Louis, Dec. 15.—The first Govern­

ment fur auction ever held in the 
United States will take place here to­
morrow. Scores of buyers from Can- 
adiaii and European markets will at­
tend the sale.

Japan, England and the United 
States have entered into an agreement 
to protect fur-bearing animals. A 
limited number of seals and white and 
blue foxes, therefore, are permitted by 
the United States Government to be 
killed in Alaska. Heretofore the skins 
from these animals were sent to Lon- 
don to be sold at auction, and the 
finished products were returned to the 
United States. The department of 
commerce and labor recently ruled that 
seal and fox skins, which were the 
property of the Government should be 
sold in this country.

THE RAZOR-BACK HOG.

refuge (first), by fully completing the 
breakwater, now begun; (second), by 
installing up-to-date lights and a fog 
signal at the entrance of the break- 
wall, the present fog signal whistle be­
ing utterly inadequate in character 
and equipment and being improperly 
placed, and of no value whatever: 
(third), by dredging to the necessary 
depth the outside basin formed by the 
breakwater so that ships may have 
some sea room, after the stress of en­
tering, to manoeuvre and steady them­
eelves before trying to enter the piers.

Not Enough Shelter.
Without these necessary additions 

Goderich harbor will, notwithstanding 
the expenditure on it already to make 
it a harbor of refuge, continue to be 
no real harbor of refuge affording the 
necessary shelter to shipping, while it 
is shown by the evidence of most ex­
perienced and able master mariners on 
the lakes, that if equipped as harbors 
of refuge on the American side are, 
Goderich will be a harbor available as 
a refuge to shipping in any ordinary 
heavy weather from which vessels are 
accustomed to seek shelter.

Perugia’s story of the theft, as told 
to the police in Florence today, re­
calls in many respects the theory cur­
rent at the time the picture was 
stolen, ascribing to the thief a de­
sire of possessing this beautiful witch 
in oil that he might bathe in the sun­
shine of her smile in The privacy of| 
his own room.

A Double Motive.
Perugia, declares that, although his mo­

tive at first was "to secure the picture 
for Italy," he later became enamored of 
it Only his necessity and his resolution 
to escape from the spell of the picture 
caused him to give it up. He is highly 
incensed that he should be arrested for 
what he terms a return to Italy in ven­
geance for so-called thefts of Napoleon. 
He insists that he is a national hero. 
There is great excitement in Florence 
and throughout all Italy because of the 
recovery of "Mona Lisa."

An Amazing Story.
Perugia told the police an amazing

Short Term Investments“Physical Salvation" was the sub­
ject of an address by Dr. W. H. Hill, 
director of the Institute of Public 
Health before the London Ministerial 
Association this morning. Physical 
salvation, he said, resolved itself into 
two distinct things: the prevention of 
disease and the high development of 
health. A high state of health, he 
declared, did not prevent disease. The 
three chief means of infection with 
contagious diseases were from the 
mouthspray, the sputa and the hands. 
Dust did not carry disease germs, but 
germs from sputa were frequently car­
ried on the shoes from the street into 
the home. Expectorating was an Amer­
ican habit not indulged in by the 
human race as a whole.

Very serious diseases were transmit­
ted by the hands, among both children 
and adults. One-half the venereal dis­
eases in the world, he said, was prob­
ably innocently contracted.

Meat inspection did not prevent tu­
berculosis, because tuberculosis at­
tacked chiefly the organs of the ani­
mal, which were not eaten, and in any 
case the germs were killed in cooking. 
Bovine tuberculosis found almost ex­
clusively among children was contract­
ed from milk.

Popular Beliefs Exploded.
Among some of the popular beliefs 

which Dr. Hill decried as fallacies were:
That pasteurized milk is bad for 

babies.
That infant mortality is due to im­

pure milk.
That schools should be closed in epi­

demics.
That the leprosy of the Bible is the 

same disease as modern leprosy.

FURS Chobotskey was lost.
Living in London.

A week ago it developed that the man 
was said to be residing in this city with 
the young woman he eloped with. They 
were supposed to be living under a fic­
titious name, and to strengthen the clue 
it was learned that Rochester papers 
were being mailed to him under the 
name of Meredith.

A perusal of the subscriber's lists of 
the Rochester papers revealed the fact 
that only two persons in this city re­
ceived such papers, and one of these was 
Meredith. No street number was given, 
but Detective Doyle departed for here 
at once upon learning what he did.

He arrived in this city last Thursday, 
and in company with Detective Thomas 
Nickle made a thorough canvass of all 
boarding and rooming houses where it 
was thought Meredith would be.

After an all-day search it was learned 
that a man named Meredith, accom­
panied by a young woman, who passed 
as his wife, had boarded at a house 
on Clarence street for a few days. He 
had three trunks with him, initialed J. 
W M., and left without informing any­
one where he was going.

On Friday Detective Egelton assisted 
Mr. Doyle and a clue was unearthed, in 
which it was learned that the man was 
believed to be working on a farm near 
Arva.

Saturday afternoon Detective Down 
drove Mr. Doyle to that community, and

William Nash, aged 25 years, an 
employee of the London Electric 
Company, who boarded at 340 Dundas III 
street, was struck by an automobile 
at the corner of York and Ridout 
streets at 5 o'clock on Saturday after­
noon and died at Victoria Hospital an III 
hour and a half later.

The automobile which struck him I 
was driven by F. Howard Fetherston, 
of 166 Central avenue, a salesman em­
ployed by the Mason & Risch Piano 
Company, According to the versions III 
of eyewitnesses the mishap was un­
avoidable.

William Nash, in company with 
several other linemen, was engaged at 
stringing new wires in the vicinity 
where he received the fatal injuries. 
He was standing at the bottom of a 
pole and was “working" wire to a 
fellow-worker above.

Fetherston was approaching up York 
street in the automobile, which is 
owned by Manager C. L. Gray, of the 
Mason & Risch Company. Directly 
ahead of him. and bound in the same 
direction, was a street car. It was 
said that Fetherston in attempting to 
overtake the street car and pass it, 
ran up over the curb and crashed into I 
Nash, who was standing with his back I 
to him in front of the pole.

The heavy machine pinned the man 1 
with terrible force against the pole, 1 
and when he was finally extricated it 
was seen he was badly injured.

Dr. D. Hutcheon Hogg was sum­
moned, as was the ambulance. Dr. 
Hogg ordered the man's removal to 
the hospital. He was unconscious 
when that institution was reached, 
and only regained his senses once for I 
a brief time, when he told the doctors 
who he was.

From the first little or no hope was I 
entertained for his recovery. His in­
juries which were chiefly of an inter­
nal nature, were considered danger- 
ous. At exactly 6:40 o’clock he died. 
Death was due to a violent fracture 
of the abdominal structures.

Coroner R. Ferguson, who was sum­
moned to the case, ordered an inquest, 
and the jury empanelled by him view­
ed the remains at noon today.

William Nash, while of a retiring i 
disposition, was a particulary popular 
fellow with those who knew him. He 
had resided in this city for the past I 
seven years, and a sad feature of his 1 
untimely death was the fact that he 
was to have been married at an early 
date.

An aged mother survives him at 
Fingal, besides a brother and sister 
in this city, John Nash, 757 Hill 
street, and Mrs. F. C. Stewart, 1057 
Dundas street.

When The Advertiser approached 
officials of the Mason & Risch Piano 
Company for information pertaining to 
the accident, it was referred to J. M. 
McEvoy, who they informed had been 
retained for them.
