RECEIVES PLEBISCITE RETURNS.

Lucerne, Switzerland, Dec. 8.—For­
mer King Constantine received this 
morning his first official communica­
tion from Premier Rhallis of Greece 
with regard to the result of last Sun­
day's plebiscite, favoring Constantine's 
return to the throne. The premier's 
telegram, bearing last night's date, de­
scribed the state of public opinion in 
Greece on Constantine’s return and add­
ed: "In your majesty the Greek people 
find an emblem of national unity."

The message gave incomplete re­
turns of the plebiscite, indicating a 
tremendous vote in favor of Constan- 
tine, but embodied no plans for his re­
turn. These, the premier said, would 
wait the complete official count.

Paris, Dec. 8.— The Greek Government 
has addressed a note to former King 
Constantine asking that he abdicate ir- 
mediately ir favor of the crown prince, 
says a dispatch from Athens today.

PREDICT TRIUMPHANT ENTRY.
Brindisi, Italy, Dec. 8.—Several mem-

SASKATCHEWAN IS TAKING LEAD 
IN PROVINCIAL SCHOOL GRANTS

Regina, Sask., Dee. 8.—An increase in the provincial 
grants to schools, which will place Saskatchewan in this 
respect in advance of every other province in the Dominion, 
is promised in the bill now before the Legislature to provide 
for the payment of grants in support of elementary educa­
tion. which was read a second time yesterday and explained 
by Premier Martin, minister of education. Under the pro­
posed act a school with two departments will be able to 
earn in grants $441 a year; a school with five departments 
$2,335, and a school with twelve departments $3,532. The 
bill to amend the secondary education act provides for in­
creases in the grants to high schools and collegiate institutes 
that will enable a three-room school to earn $2,520, and also 
fifteen cents a day for every non-resident pupil in attendance 
at it.

DISMISSED BY JURY

D. F. Eddie of Glencoe 
Found Not Guilty of 

Negligence.
Resident Who Petitioned In 

Vain For Better Road 
Rescues It.

illD. F. Eddie of Glencoe sued in the 
county court, which is in session in 
this city, for the sum of $250 which T. 
Colvin of Melbourne claimed as dam­
ages as the result of an accident oc­
curring a few miles south of Mel­
bourne ont June 8, last, when a horse 
and buggy which the plaintiff was driv­
ing turned turtle' Into a deep ditch, 
was found not guilty of negligence by 
the jury after 30 minutes" deliberation 
on Tuesday evening

Colvin alleged that while attempting 
to pass him from the rear in a narrow 
part of the road, bordered on each side 
by a deep ditch, Eddie struck the 
front wheel of his buggy and his horse 
with the car he was driving, forcing the 
whole outfit to turn over in a ditch on 
the right side of the road. As the ditch 
was twelve feet deep and the buggy 
turned upside down and consequently 
was badly damaged. The horse, Col- 
vin claimed, was less valuable since 
that time, because it shied at cars. The 
harness was also damaged.

The plaintiff and George Irwin, who 
was with him in the buggy at the time 
of the accident, claimed that Eddie ap­
proached from the rear and attempted 
to pass without giving a warning. As 
the road was too narrow for the car 
to pass while the buggy was in the 
centre of the road, the car crowded 
over and so struck the buggy and horse. 
They claimed that they did not give any 
road to the defendant because they did 
not know that he had approached from 
the rear until he had driven alongside.

The defence claimed that the horn of 
his car was blown twice as he ap­
proached from the rear. As the plain­
tiff apparently did not intend to give 
any of the road an attempt was made 
to pass him on the left hand side. After 
the car had passed the horse became 
frightened and turned Into the ditch. 
Several witnesses for the defence were 
called. They all claimed that the car 
did not strike the horse or buggy.

W. R. Meredith appeared for the 
plaintiff while J. C. Elliott of Glencoe 
appeared for the defence.

[Quebec Telegraph.]
Macdonald College has instituted a new depart­

ment of botany which will give special training to 
students desirous of specializing in plant pathology. 
This new departure has come to fill the demand for 
specialists in plant diseases to cope with the prob­
lems of farmers, fruit and vegetable growers and 
florists along this line, and to endeavor to prevent 
the heavy losses which are suffered every year from 
the ravages of plant diseases. The immensity of 
the losses from various plant diseases throughout 
Canada, or even in the Province of Quebec, is not 
easy to estimate, but it is safe to say that oat smut, 
wheat and oat rust, apple scab, potato scab and 
blight, bean blight, black knot of plums and cherries, 
the various storage rots on vegetables, etc., cause 
a loss of millions of dollars to the rural communi­
ties every year, and help keep up food prices. There 
is in consequence a great demand for men trained 
in plant pathology—so great. In fact, that at this 
time the demand far exceeds the supply. And It 
is in keeping with Macdonald's motto for service 
that this department should be established to pre­
pare her graduates to be of real value to the farm­
ing community. Eight students of the senior year 
in agriculture will specialize in plant diseases in the 
new department this year.

Most everybody admitted that, but most 
everybody strongly resisted the conclusion that 
because reason and argument had the best of It 
they should prevail to overthrow habit and tradition. 
The new spelling may have appealed to our heads, 
but the old spelling possessed our hearts. " Yet 
changes do come, even by edict., We have simplified 
Shakespeare’s spelling, and even Franklin's, but it 
was not done by system or prescription. We hardly 
know when we lost the "k" off the end of traffic. 
If we had known when it was dropped we would 
have picked it up gain, but we imagine it was just 
allowed to slip without publicity or remark. If a 
society had taken the "k" in hand to banish it 
there would have been a fight ever it These quiet 
processes doubtless will go on, and a few generations 
hence some progress in simplification of spelling 
may be-ehserved. But they will come to notice so 
unobtrusively that none will know just when they 
took place. That is the process by which our 
language was formed; its reform must come about
