They wore not regarded or held to 
be a substitute for the whole Bible. If such a 
thing were the case, however much he admired

Tho Canon then remarked that it had been 
stated that certain portions of tho Bible were 
not fit to be read to the children in our schools, 
but the Scriptures enjoined on parents the 
duty of bringing up their children in the way 
they should go. (Timothy was learned in the 
Scriptures from infancy). If it were tho duty 
of parents to instruct their children in the 
Scriptures, it was certainly ttiè duty 6f the 
children to read those Scriptures. “And," em­
phatically continued tho Canon, “if our chil- 
dren were to be taught In our Public Schools, 
the place for the Bible to be taught was in those 
Public Schools." In reference to the impro­
priety of teaching the Bible in oiir Public 
Schools because of alleged immorality, these 
children, on their way home at (any 
street corner could purchase for one 
cent papers padded out with the most filthy 
reading imaginable. “These,” shouted the 
Canon, they could take home and place be­
fore their parents without the slightest re­
monstrance from those who approved of the 
Book of Selections. ”

Turning around he pointed to the communion 
table and said excitedly, “there is a precious gift 
from the Prince of Wales on the ocôaslon ofhis 
visit to Toronto. What was that gift? It was 
that precious word of God without mutilation.
It was worthy of a king and highly to be 
prized by his people.” He admonished them 
to be jealous of their Bible, “and if the 
Christian Church and ministry were to speak 
out," he continued, “on this burning question, 
no power on earth would be able to resist

Holding up high in the air a copy of the Book 
of Selections in ills hand, which he said could 
not bo purchased in any book store, and they 
might consider themselves lucky if they could 
procure a copy, the Canon shouted with 
many gestures: “This book is cut and 
carved and hewed and emasculated so a* 
to destroy the sense of the beautiful Scriptural 
stories intended for the guidance and instruc­
tion of our youth.”

It cannot be ascertained 
that young Gibson was ever bitten by a doe 
either rabid or otherwise, yet he snapped his 
teeth and growled at people, frothed at the 
mouth, and in every way gave evidence of 
suffering from rabies. It was at first supposed 
his malady was brought on from a serious in­
jury he received from falling and striking his 
head on an iron staircase. A new and

The Free Press say» that the Government will 
have a majority of at least five. The aggregate 
Conservative majorities throughput the pro­
vince are 864, and the Opposition 1E6, showing a 
difference of less than 250 in the aggregate votes 
of the two parties. Eleven candidates are re­
turned by majorities of under twenty, six of 
which are under ten. There will be recounts 
in manv places, and the above figures may be 
somewhat changed.

The Sun, Independent, says: “One think is 
apparent, and that is that the Norquay Gov­
ernment has been sustained by a good working 
majority. The Opposition may possibly muster 
fifteen seats, but they will scarcely do better, 
and the' possibility is that the Government’s 
majority will be five or six. This is all it ought 
to have, with a View to proper administration 
of the affairs of the country. Any Government 
is apt to get reckless with a large majority to 
fall back upon, andthe present administiation 
is not likfely to prove an exception. The result 
is not altogether remarkable, although the ma­
jority for the Government Is possibly larger 
than had been expected.

Tke Northwest Central NaUway—letter
_ Frees “The Boy."
To toe Editor of the Globe.

Sir : As you have been pleased, no doubt to 
gratify an unreasoning partisan hate, to falsify 
nearly all the incidents relating to the North­
west Central Railway and ihy connection with 
it, I now ask you to publish the following lines 
as explanations of each falsehoods that con­
stantly, and it would seem where a political 
opponent ia involved, inevitably obtain cur­
rency in your columns Although you ought 
to have known for months that the allegations 
made By the rascals who have chosen to manu-, 
facture Slanders against me were disproved, yet 
yon have, with that viciousness which Seems 
to become your management, constantly dig­
nified yourself as the petty pedlar of false­
hoods and slanders made by others only a little 
more crazed with animosity than yourself.

This day you return to the pleasant task of 
retailing another batch of lies, professedly 
baaed on the statement of a reckless and un­
scrupulous man, who is utterly unreliable m 
his statements and conduct, aa I will show. I 
went to England on the representations of Mr. 
J. A Codd, a man then and now in the confi­
dence of Mr. Archibald Young, and submitted 
to bis advice for a considerable time, encour­
aged by hi» representations, which turned out 
on his own subsequent admission to be value­
less of financial results. I then took the busi­
ness in my own hands, and in less than a month 
had formed a syndicate of responsible and 
wealthy men, who. but for the Russian 
war excitement in the spring of 1886, 
would have raised the money, as they were, 
under ordinary circumstances, well able to 

Mr. Albert Richards, mentioned 
by Yonng in his absurd way, was simply 
a friend, and did me many kindnesses, which 
I do not forget, and was not the broker in the 
matter. He is a nephew of Mr. Cook, of the 
Merchants’ Bank of this city, and ia a young 
gentleman of influential family and other 
associations, which can not be said of those 
who attempt to depreciate him. The stupid 
allegations about Mr. Henry A Herbert of 
Muokross, Killarney, Ireland, and [the owner of 
Muckroas Abbey and the estate adjoining the 
Lakes of Killarney, are of the usual reckless 
kind. The personal friend of the Prince of 
Wales and of our own Governor-General is a 
gentleman in every sense of the word, which 
cannot be said of his reviler. Herbert, Palmer 
k Co. of New York had the money to build 
the railway provided, and the arrangements 
only broke off on the ground-that Parliament 
had not ratified the land grant. The capital­
ists thought that advisable, and I certainly 
could not seriously blame them. I went op, 
however, and procured the money again in 
May last; and my friends, Messrs. Simmons ft 
Sidell, placed on deposit in New York, as an 
evidence of their ability, securities to the 
amount of 4312,600. Of this sum 450,000 was 
placed on special deposit as a guarantee t 
the road would be built. Whatever influe 
Young had with a certain class was all given 
to the Opposition in a traitorous and unscru­
pulous manner.

Since that time the offer of the money has 
been renewed, as I published in my letter the 
other day to the electors of West Toronto, the 
following letter written by competent men 
backed by millions will show that :

How my negotiations were looked upon in 
New York when my friends were smarting 
under what they deemed summaty treatment 
will be found in the following extract, written 
on June 8 last, when they had only received 
a telegram from me that for the then present 
their intentions must be frustrated i

Through all these negotiations I have admir­
ed your honorable, upright, and conscientious 
actions. No one blames you or can blame you 
in the least for the unfortunate result. Your 
character, tried by opponents and friends 
comes unsullied from the struggle. I wish you 
to believe without waveringthat my friendship 
for you remains permanent and strong, and I 
think I can say the sameiforall yourifriends here.

Who is now to blame for not constructing the 
railway? I am not, certainly. The bonds for 
150 miles are sold. The money is ready. The 
obstructors are the vilifirrs and others 
who connive with them and hand over 
the charter to people who will not form a 
company. The people of Brandon and neigh­
borhood might to-day be rejoicing in the 
benefits flowing from this railway as an ac­
complished fact, but for the insane opposi­
tion given to the enterprise by your­
self and others. I would not now write but 
for the delight you seem to take in misrepre­
senting everything about this matter. Young 
has been in England nearly all summer, why 
did he not raise the money and build the rail­
way ? Instead be returns home and fraudu­
lently uses the name of an honest man in an 
action against me about stock, and then prates 
of virtue backed by your virtuous indignation. 
Read the following extracts written by Morice, 
Allen ft Townley, barristers, Winnipeg, from 
a letter received by me yesterday :

In reply 
to his advertisement he received a cautiously 
worded note from a solicitor in the city to call 
at his office, and if the security was satisfac­
tory he was informed “a client of mine” will 
advance the money. He saw the solicitor, who 
carries a briefless bag up and down town 
every day, but who never appears in Court, as 
his sole business is that of a money lender. Ho 
produced his security which was in the shape 
of jewelry, worth at auction $200, and 
he could have the money provided “the client” 

tisfled. Next day he called again and 
was told “the client" was satisfied. Then he 
signed a note for the amount and the $50 was 
counted out to him—all but $5. “This” said 
the solicitor, “is my fee for putting the loan 
through.”

My mend of course objected, but the shark, 
who was himself “the client," knew he bad his 
victim, who now on undoubted security pays 
within six months $15 for the loan of $45. This 
is an undeniable fact, and in view of such ex­
tortions, I would ask why should people object to 
pay my uncle at the sign of the three balls 10 
per cent, a month. The latter class are licensed 
to loan money, but the sharks loan away with-
