whom “good news” has, for long weary months, been 
exceedingly scarce.

As we mentioned last week, this information set all 
interested in harbour matters surmising as to what the 
“good news” would be. Hope as usual kept up its flat­
tering tale to the human breast, and many who had be­
come somewhat despondent about any progress being 
made in harbour affairs, under the present regime, again 
took heart and hoped for some brilliant stroke of genius 
that would clear the atmosphere and restore the sunshine 
of prosperity, continued progress and brotherly love that 
foi so many years had characterized the management of 
the Montreal harbour affairs. All the pleasing prospect 
thus held out for a week to the imagination of the credu­
lous and the incredulous alike, was, however, completely 
knocked on the head and dissolved at the Monday meet­
ing of this week.

From the faithful and impartial reports of the daily 
papers we find that the “good news” that had been pre­
dicted was to be the receipt of an estimate of the cost of 
preparing the plans and specifications for an elevator ex­
pected from and promised by a Mr. Webber of Buffalo, 
but which had not arrived up to the time of the adjourn­
ed meeting of Monday.

The report of that meeting may prove to be amusing 
reading to many people, but it certainly does not tend to 
edify those most deeply interested in the welfare of the 
port, or raise the members, to whom are entrusted its 
inanagment, in their estimation as the embodiment of 
wisdom or efficiency to the country. The “good news” 
—even if it had materialized—was that after a whole 
month’s cogitation and negotiation, this Mr. Webber,who 
to Montrealers generally was previously unknown, agreed 
to send last week an estimate of what it would cost to 
prepare a plan and specifications for an elevator but, for 
some reason or other, he failed to send it—hence the 
disappointment. Can it be wondered at that the ex­
pectation held out of “good news” turning out a mere 
flash in the pan—and that even not very observable—in­
stead of some grand pyrotechnic display, has led to a 
feeling something akin to disgust. The whole pro­
ceeding looks like a mockery, and is unworthy of the posi­
tion that the management of the harbour should occupy.

BRITISH AMERICA ASSURANCE COMPANY.

In calling attention to the Report of the proceedings 
at the annual meeting of the above Company published 
on a later page, we cannot but express satisfaction at the 
results of the business of 1901 being so much better than 
was anticipated. The fire losses last year were so ex­
traordinarily heavy in the field where the British America 
operates that it would have been no surprise had the com­
pany’s share been considerably larger. Thanks, how­
ever, to careful underwriting and the method of distri­
buting risks over as wide an area as possible, in vogue by 
the management, the company came out of a very disas­
trous year with, comparatively, a moderate loss.

There were many fire insurance companies who lost 
considerably in 1901, all their income having gone up in 
smoke and a heap of ashes being all their surplus. The 
British America announces having made an underwrit­
ing profit of $58,795, which, though certainly not an ade­
quate return for a business of such magnitude, was bet­
ter than the average of the fire companies.

The total cash income was $2,040,197 and total ex­
penditure, $1,940,607, leaving a balance of $99,590, of 
which $65,000 was appropriated for dividends, $4,045 
written off furniture account, and the balance, $30,545, 
was added to the reserve fund, which stands at $612,001. 
The total assets amount to $1,755,849; the cash paid-up 
capital, $1,000,000; and reserve fund, $612,001, making 
$1,612,001, as security to policyholders.

In moving the adoption of the Report, the Honble. 
Senator Cox, President, stated that one-half the profits 
had been derived from the Marine business, although the 
premiums were only one-quarter of the total premiums. 
The President anticipated that the increased rates so gen­
erally adopted on this continent will have a beneficial ef­
fect upon the business. He regarded the record of the Brit­
ish America to have been more favourable than that of 
many companies operating in the same field. In nine 
years its business had doubled ,and its average loss ratio 
was only 59 per cent., as compared with the average of 
70.3 per cent, of all the companies_doing business in Can­
ada. Such a favourable comparison called for a recogni­
tion of the work of the officers of the Company, and the 
shareholders at the meeting were not slow in responding, 
when the staff was complimented by the President. In 
Mr. P. H. Sims, the British America has a very effi­
cient Secretary, and the Vice-President, Mr. J. J. Kenny, 
as an underwriter, has few compeers.

be (1) a lower rate of expenditure, and (2) reserves so 
ample that they need not be increased out of profits. So 
long as the Imperial Alliance has to maintain officials 
which it does not want, and branch offices which it does 
not want, there cannot be much reduction in working 
costs. These amalgamations are usually disappointing 
in that respect. But when these superfluities are got rid 
of, there may possibly be a small saving. As regards 
branch offices, in cases where there is overlapping a sys­
tem of amalgamation will be adopted, and the most suit­
able office, whether of the Alliance or the Imperial, will 
he ultimately kept up. The fire businesses of the Alli­
ance and the Imperial offices have been conducted at an 
expenditure on commissions and management of from 
35 to 37 per cent, of the net income from premiums. If 
this expense ratio can be reduced to 33 per cent.—re­
presenting a saving of about £30,000 a year—that is the 
utmost which can be expected. We are not sanguine as 
regards the economies to be derived from amalgamations 
oi fusions. On the other hand, since the paid-up 
capital and shareholders’ reserves of the Imperial Alli­
ance will amount to more than £3,000,000—that is, to 
over three years’ income from fire premiums—they will 
clearly be sufficient for all purposes of security. If they 
are maintained at this level, when necessary, out of reve­
nue, any balance may safely be applied in paying divi­
dends. The interest alone on the reserves will be suffi­
cient to provide a dividend of some 12 per cent, per an­
num on the paid-up capital, even if no profits at all are 
earned on the fire business.
As regards the policyholders and the public it may be 

said that no particular amalgamation matters much, 
though a large number of amalgamations would be a 
disadvantage. The fire tariff, though limiting competi­
tion, does not eliminate it. The experience of offices 
varies, according to their methods of business and skill 
ir. management, and there is rarely unanimous agreement 
in respect of any tariff rates. The fact that all offices are 
keen about getting business, and that it is generally to 
the direct interest of one or more offices to keep rates 
down, is a strong check on the tariff machine. But this 
check would be considerably weakened if the number of 
competing offices became much restricted. A more im­
portant consideration is the necessity which fire com­
panies labour under of “spreading their risks.” No fire 
company, however, strong, cares to have more than a 
certain amount at risk on any one building or “block.”
\ cry large insurances are spread over a great many com­
panies, more or less equally.

The policyholders will have the security of 
their own funds and the added security of the Imperial 
Alliance’s capital. The expense of working the business 
will be limited to 10 per cent., which, as no new assur­
ances will be effected in this department, corresponds 
joughly with the present expense ratio of about 14-J per 
cent. The participating policyholders will rank for pre­
cisely the same proportion of the surplus of their own 
funds as they are entitled to receive at present. Ulti­
mately the life business of the Imperial will be merged 
in that of the Alliance. On the whole, we are inclined
to think that the life policyholders will get some small 
advantage out of the fusion, more especially after a few 
years. As the number of those who share in the profits 
is gradually reduced, and compound interest piles up the 
reserves, the survivors will probably come in for larger 
bonuses than they enjoy at present.

United States, beginning with the conflagration in the 
business centre of Montreal in January last, must, I think, 
regard the accounts presented as more favorable than 
might have been anticipated. We can at least claim that 
they will bear comparison in their general results with 
those shown by other Companies operating in the same 
fields as ourselves, and this is perhaps the best test of the 
judgment exercised by the officers and agents of the Com­
pany in the prosecution of its business. The problem as to 
what rates will be adequate to meet the losses of any 
year is a difficult—I might say an impossible—one for the 
most experienced underwriters to solve, 
meet the changed conditions that confront them from time 
to time by readjusting their rates in accordance with the 
loss records which these changing conditions produce.

wards of two-thirds of a century should, we have felt, oc­
cupy a prominent position in connection with the business 
of its home field, and while an income equal to that of 
some leading British offices, which carry much larger 
amounts on individual risks, might not be looked for, it 
should command a liberal share of the business, and be 
able to show results equal to, if not better than, the aver­
age results of its competitors. The progress which the 
British America has made in this direction under its pres­
ent management, is indicated by the following figures: In 
1892 the total fire premiums of the Company in Canada 
were $173,951 in 1901 they amounted to $351,505. These 
figuré represent the net premiums (after deducting rein­
surances), so that during these nine years the income of 
the Company in this branch has increased upwards of 100 
per cent, while the total increase of all companies report­
ing to the department is about 40 per cent. It is still 
more gratifying to find from the annual returns of com­
panies doing business in Canada, published by the Domin­
ion Government, that while for this same period the aver­
age loss ratio of all companies reporting to the Canadian 
Insurance Department is 70.3 per cent., our losses have 
been but 59 per cent, of the premiums received.

While this has been our experience at home, the pro­
gress we have made in other fields in the way of 
ing’ advantageous connections had been such as to warrant 
our looking for equally favorable results from our agencies 
outside the Dominion, particularly when we bear in mind 
the improved outlook to which I have referred in the Unit­
ed States, from which territory a large proportion of 
income is derived.

In conclusion, I desire to avail myself of this opportun-* 
ity of expressing our appreciation of the work of the offi­
cers of the Company, both at its Head Office and at its 
Branch Offices, and our obligations to our General and 
Local Agents for their services in the Company’s behalf 
during the past year.

intelligence which is recognized as ne­
cessary in other armies. English 
workmen who go to America are re­
quired to show a mental alertness to 
which they are quite unused, and find 
it necessary to do their best, instead 
of conforming to the restrictive rules 
of the unions, which require them to 
do no better than the average. In 
fact the conclusion was forced upon 
British students of this question that 
their workmen, like the masters, were 
agreed in thinking that what has done 
in the past will do very well in the fu­
ture, and that the chief meaning of 
progress is to enable them to get 
along with even less effort than be­
fore.

A correspondent of the London 
Times, who made a tour of the United 
States about two years ago, was im­
pressed at every turn with the con­
trast between English and American 
theories of the discipline of labor. At 
home he had found the Amalgamated 
Society of Engineers attaching penal­
ties to the asking for or taking work 
by contract or piecework. In nearly 
every engineering factory he visited in 
this country he found the system of 
piecework followed to the fullest ex­
tent possible. Among its results he 
noticed that the men were spurred by 
ambition; they felt the reward of ex­
ertion. The more they made the 
more they wanted to make, and in­
stead of being checked ■ by popular 
opinion, or the feeling of the shop be­
ing against hard work, the best work-

restrictive legislation limiting hours 
and prescribing the conditions of work 
should be enforced. Perhaps it should 
be recorded to the credit of the Com 
mission that while throwing a sop to 
the believers in the theory that the 
shorter the hours of labor the more
work there will be to go round, they 
deprecate the short-sighted methods 
by which some of the labor unions
have sought to improve the condition 
of their members. No exception can 
be taken to the justice of this general 
statement: “There can be little doubt
that in the long run the interests of 
all classes will best be promoted by 
making the aggregate production of 
wealth as great as possible, so long 
as the workmen are not crowded be­
yond their strength,” It is unques­
tionably true that any general at­
tempt to reduce the efficiency of Am­
erican labor would check the progress 
of our industries and would hamper 
us in competition with the other great 
producing nations. The Commission 
could hardly fail to recognize the 
fact that the high productiveness of 
our industries at the present time is 
as much due to the greater skill and 
e; ergy of American labor as it is to 
the superiority of our methods and 
machinery. That being admitted, it 
would seem to follow that the Ameri­
can workman may safely be left,with­
out interference from either protec- 
tective or restrictive legislation. to 
make his own bargain with his em­
ployer. If his superiority primarily 
consists, as all observers have agreed, 
in the vigor of individual initiative, it
