Forty thousand pounds sterling will
be advanced by the Government, if re-
quired, to make the purchase of the
land possible ; and the tenants will for
forty-nine years pay 1 per cent. to the
Government to reimburse it for the
outlay, and after the end of this period
the land will belong to the tenant.
