In the Dublia Exhibition of 1864, he
had lipgered loug before a paluting, ‘‘the
Head of & Cow,"” by one of the Old Mastars,
not on secount of any subtle genius he dis-
covered iu 1L, but “vecaure it was #o like an
old onw iu Mulitvshone.”

THE USUAL WEAPONS.

While the Honarable Mr. Mercier wa,
visiting Baltimore, to be present at the
great Cathollc Centennial celebration, ae
the reprerentative of our Cathollc sister.
Provicce, it was not to be expected that
the opportunity would be let pass of mlis.
representing bim and the French Cana-
dians generally, The enemles of the peo-
ple of Quebec are too fond of uslvg that
weapon to let It ruet in thelr scebbard,
At all events, even if the Assoclated Preas
despatch which announced an Interview
with the honorable gentleman, which any-
one with common sense might readily
judge was & m'srepresentation, were made
up by an American, {netead of a Canadian
Francophoblec, the Francophobiacs re'zed
upon it gladly ae a text upon which to
support the faleo and absurd charges
which have during this year, especlally,
been made against the French. Whoever
made the despatch knew what dlsh would
please some palates,

In answer to the question : “Is the feel.
Ing of Canala Inclined to annexation 7”
Mr Mercier wes represented assaylng : “It
looks that way. There is a great deal of
tentiment in favor of annexation, especl.
ally among the French-Canadians. This
idea prevells also, to a certaln extent,
among the Britich Caned!ans, but it 1s not
nearly so widespread ” In reference to
the suppirel desire of French Canadians
to establlsh a French Government on the
bauks of the St Lawrence, “Theat’s non-
sense,”” waa the reply. “No one ever
thought of having the French (i)vern.
ment over us,”” He wes also represented
as enying that “the French Canadisus do
not want to set up any nation for them-
selves

Any one could see at a glance that the
answer on the subject of annexation was
simply founded on the oft-repeated
assertion of the Francophobiacs : and the
Mail tock the occasion to acknowledge
that the report was very dubious ; yet it
adds: “Mr. Mercier's statement that
there is a strong feeling in favor of
annexation to the United States among
the French Canadian people is probably
true enough, The people are not eatis.
fied with the clerical regime. As they
grow in intelligence they become more
dissatistied, and imagine that annexation
would aftord the shortest and easiest
way of eacape.”

It 18 noedless to say that this is all
nonsense. It Is very possible that if the
French-Canadians  belleved that the
people of Oatarlo generally entertained
the persecuting deslgns of the Mall and
Mr, Dalton McCarthy, disgust might
lead them to turn from Canadfan to
Uaited States alllauces, D1t we bolleve
the people of Qaebec are still of oplnion
that the fary of the Francophobiacs ls
all foam and froth; and they pay too
little attention to it to think of chapging
their political condition on account of it
We are stroogly of opluion that many
busy members of the bogus Equal Rights

sald concerning the deslre of snnexation
was false in all its details, a2 we were fally
convinced it would prove to be. Here
is the report of bis answer to an inter-
viewer as given in the Toronto dailies of
the 15th Inst. We copy from the Globe,
The other’dallles give substantially the
same statement :

“Hon, Mr, Mercler, who returned from
Baltimore lact night, in an interview to-
dsy, placed su effective quletus over the
story over which the Tory presshave been
howling so vigorously asto apmexation
sentiments credited to bim by a Baltl
more interviewer, The charge was that
he enid a large eection of French Canadians
were in favor of anvexation, 11 answer
to & question he sald: ‘No; I wasmot
correctly reported. I never expressed my
opioion publicly to any repoiter in favor
of sunexation, What I stated on the
subject was that in Oansda there was a
ur{ respectable portion of- our people,
both French ard Euoglish, in favor
of annexation ; that there wes also a very
rispectable portlon of the same popula-
tion sgainet 1t ; that there was a very re.
spectable portion of our people in favor
of Indepeudence and sgainst Annexatipn ;
and, fically, that there was a very large
sud importsnt portion of our ‘people
egalust any cbange whatever.” Asked If
he bad expreesed any personsl sentiments
on the matter, he eald: “No, I mever
expressed my personal opinion, for ths
ve? gooud reason that it was mot asked,
and, even if it had been acked, it wounld
bave been very ludelicate and imprudent
on my part to have given It. I was,
then, In Baltimore In my «flicial
capaclty, speclully invited by His Ewmin.
ence Cardinal Gibbons to represent the
Province of Quebec, at the centennial
celebration, aud surely every one must
adwit that I have enough common sense
oot to expose mveelf In such an {mpru-
dent menner. Tae omly cfficlal and
public utterances I made are fu my speech
delivered on Tnesday at the Congress, sud
also an Interview on the Jesult Eitates
Act, which I consented to give a reporter
on a Baltimore journal.”

Apropos of the Mail's honesty, it ia
worth while remarking that while pub-
lishing Mr. Mercier’s correction, it puts
at the head of the report of the inter-
view in largs letters : “Premier Mercier
and his Aonexation views ;" whereas the
sentiments expressed repudiate such
views most emphatically.

AN ORANGE CLERGYMAN ON
THE CATHOLIC CHURCH.

At the closing meetirg of the “Evangs
lists,” Mesme. Croesley and Hunter, held
In Kirgston on the 7th fust, the Rav, W
W. Careon created a corsiderable sensation
by hls remarks concerning the Catholic
Church. Mr, Carson was until lately the
cfficlating minister of the Domlirion
Church of Ottawa (Methodlst), but we
understand be is now statloned in King
ston, For scme years past he has been an
Orapgeman, havirg jolned that bedy
“amid a great flourlsh of trampets,”
because he was convinced thst “Romish
aggression” requlred to be strongly op-
posed, Twelve mouthe ago, on the 5 b
November, 1888, he was the principal
speaker at the opening of a new Orange
Hall in Ottawa, and it was he who started
the antl- Jesuit agitation in that clty,

Notwithstanding these antecedents, Rev.
Me. Carson bas the reputaticn amorg his
colleagues in the ministry of belng a man
of brond views, and of kirdly disposition
towards those who differ frem kim in
religion.

At the revival services above referred
to, every minister wasrequested to speak
oun behalf of eome rel'gious denominaticn,
and Rev. Mr. Carson was acked to speak
for the Cathollcs. He was Intrcduced to
the meeting as “Father Carson,” which,
we euppcse, was the cause why some
journalsia reporting the proceedingg stated
that he 1s a Catholic priest, which ls, of
course, 8 mistake, However, he created
great astonishment by glving utterance to
the following sentiments, s said :

“He belonged to the Holy Catholic
Church. He lved in commurlon with
the Sainte, After all there was much they
could learn prefitably from the great
Roman Catholic Church. If they wanted
misslonaries to undertake difficult fislds
they could present no more devoted men
than the seraphlcJ esuite, often condemuned
In these days. If the emallpox broke out
in the clty they would want some one to
care for these patlents in the hospitals.
Taey would have had better experience
than he bhad in Owtawa if they did not ack
the assistance of the Sisters of Charity,
possessed of a spirit of love as immacu
iate as the mother of the Nazarene, who,
with their lives in their hands, wiil im-
peril themselves in waiting upon the
tfllicted, 1If they wanted a shaft to
pierce into this world’s lazerettns they
would have to go to a Father Damien
If they wanted to learn absolute respect
for authority this lesson will be spelled
out for them 1n places like the Catholic
churches, He reverenced her laws, He
read her history with inepiration, Some of
her prie«ts were amongst his best personal
friends. He took it as tho greatest favor
thev counld confer upon him to ask him to
represent the Catholle Church, He rever
enced that Chrletlan Cohurch. If ho had
doubts of the epoetolic succession in the
Anglican Chutch he had no donbt of that
of the Cathollc Church, Ile asserted
thore was no religlous denomination
with & broader or more minute theology
than had the Catholic Church, He
hoped that the meetings which were
concludivg would be a prophecy of the
ultimate unity of Protestants, He hoped
he would live to see the day, when
the denominations separated nocw by
some ecclesiastical teohnicalities will be
united, and when all will belong to one
Christian assembly to assiat in spreading
the love of the Lord Jesus Christ, He
announced the collection as $457, and
spoke in flattering terms of the evange.

lists, He then intimated there was no

man, Protestant or Qatholic, who stood on
8 broader platform of Christian fellow.
ship than he did, God bad given him &
nature to sympathise with every man,
With all the fervor of his nature he be.
lieved in God and from the depths of
his soul he believed in man, That was
the beginning and end of his theology.”

Tae Ottawa Free Prese states that a
gentlemsn who was very iniimate with
Rov, Mr, Carson during bis residence in
that city had beard the latter eay more
tban once that “if ever he had occasion
to sever his connection with the Metho.
dist Ohurch, he would take no hall-way
measures, but would go directly oyer to
Rime.,” His statement of his views is
considered as indicating a remarkable
¢hange within a very short time,

NOBLE WORDS.

The Hon. Prenaler Mercier hes become
as much a bugaboo to the b'gots of
Oaterlo as was ever “Mslbrook” to the
babes of France, or *the Black Dovglss”
to those of Northumberland some cen-
turles £go, s0 that we may expect them to
ba moved to qulet their children with the
old Border dlsty :

Hush ye, hush ye, 'little pat ye,
Hush ye, hush ye, do not fret ye,
ur Premler Mercler shall get ye.

It will bs remembared that the Equsl
Rights Assoclatlon declined to adaps the
war cry, “abolitlon of sejarate echools,”
avowedly becauee they were In dread
that the Protestant minority in Qaebec
would, in the event of a Comstitutional
change io regard to separate schools, be
left as much at the mercy of the Cathollc
mejority ia Qaebec, as would bs the
Oathollcs of Ontarlo to the Protestants
here, if euch & programme were carrled
out, Later, however, the Mail
In  effcct aesured its partleans that
no Qaebecc Government, no Gov-
ercment of mere “Frenchmen” dare
clalm equality with the British Pro-
testant populatlon of Oatarfo, end that
the latter might trample with impunity
on the rights of thelr Catholic co-provin-
clallsts, and thet British P:otestants of
Quebec muot silll retaln the privileges
they now evjoy.

Relylog on these aesurances, for they
reem not to know what it is to act gener.
ously, the fanatics in Toronto and O:tawa
ac'ually inserted into the platform of
thelr party the plank which the Juze
Conventlon declined to adopt.

We stated at the time in the columns
of the RECoRD that the fanatical party
were ectertalning hopes which would not
and could not be reslized, but that if
Ountazio Cstholics are to he deprived of
eny rights enjoyed ucder Cenfederaticn
the Quebec Protestants must he deprived
of corresponding rights. In stating the
caze thus we relled on the firm determica-
tion of the people of Quebec to maintain
their cquallty ss sutjects of Great Britaln,
and upon ihe readiness of the Catholics of
Octario to stand by them in the contest, at
any tact!fice, even the sscrlfice of our lives
and property, if the oceasion should call for
it. It now appears, to the conster-
natlon of the fanatics, that our corfilence
In our Quebec co religionls's wae not
mirpleced. The Premier of Quebec posi
tively declared two weeks sgo at the
Club Nationale that the Protestauts of
Lower Canada are generously treated,
and that they will stlll be generously
treated by the kind bearted people
of Quebec. But he gave it to be under-
etood that there must be and &hall be
equality in the treatment of minorities,
and no speclal treatment for the Qaebec
minority., Mr. Mercler {s & msn of his
word, acd he will not be browbeaten to
yleld on this occacion,

In another column we mention that
Mtr, Mercier was interviewed by a reporter
In reference to statements wrorgfully
attributed to h'm while at Baltimore,
The interviewer likewise questioned him
concerning his speech at the Club, with
the foilowing result, s reported by the
Mail. The interviewer asked :

“When you eald in your address before
the Club Natlonal last week, ‘Let us hoye
that these principles may never be mis.
understood, ard that we may not he
called upon in any of our provinces to
have recourse to reprisals and to remind
the mejority who may be unjust that
there {s a minorlty which stends in need
of protection,” did you mean that as a
threat to the Protestant mejorities of
other provinces and to the Protestant
minerity here ?”

“Not a¢ a threat,” replled Mr. Mercler ;
“but surely as a warniog to the majoritles
In other provinces. To be frank. I must
say that I intended and I do Intend to dsy
to state that equal rights must apply
to the minoritica fn every province, and
{f the Federal Act is to be applied in some
other provlcce egainst the rights of the
minoritles and to the abclition of thelr
separate schocls where they exist by law,
I do not see why the eame rule should
not apply to the minority cof the
Province cof Quebec. I stated that the
minorides bad no rights bacause they wore
French or Evglish, Oatholic or Protestant,
but that they nad rights because they were
the minorities entitled to be protected and
to enjoy the same rightsas the majorities,
This being the principle, I do not see
why the minority of the Province of
Quebec should have more rights than the
minoritles in the other provinces when
the same law applies, when thesa rights
aro consecrated by the same con-
stitution, and when the same In.
terest exlets, So, to be clesr, my inten.
tion wes to say that if the Catholica or the
French of the other provinces are mot
treated as they ought to be, [ do not see
why the Protestants and Foglish {n the
Peovince of Qaebec should be treated

otherwise. I understard perfectly well
the reeponsibility that I take,and I do take
it with intention, It is not a threst,
as I s7ld, but & warning, which I hope will
be sufficient to prevent the m’]';rl’t'lel of
otber provinces from belug unjust.

The Mail with its ueual unfairnesa calls
this, “threatening the minority,”  But
does not the Mall “tbreaten the minority”
in Oatarlo ?

AN IMITATION MASS.

The Church Record, the organ of the
Low Caurch or Evangelical party in the
Church of England, describes with the
utmost abhorrence the service which
took place at the Cburch Coogress
recently held at Cardift.

After the sermon, which was preached
by the Bishop of Derry, the “celebration”
was continued with great pomp, and
incense was used in profusion, so that
the lighted candles sbone but dimly,
The service which was read was the
Communion Service of the Caurch, but
the reporter lays stress upon the fact
that “there was a significant pauce after
the words ‘depsrted this life in thy faith
and fear.’” As these are the exact
words of the Prayer Book, it is hard to
imsgine what peculiarity there was in
pronouncing them on this occasion, un.
less it be intended to euggest that they
were meant as a prayer for the dead,
The words are: “And we aleo bless thy
holy name for all thy servants departed
thie life in thy faith and fear,”

We are informed that the little boye
attending carried lighted candles and
knelt near the “altar,” and that while
the celebran* ordered the bread acd
wine, incense was ueed, and the choir
sang solemnly, “Blessed is he that com-
oth in the name of the I.ord ; Hoeanna
in the highest,” Here we are told that
“this was apparently too much for one
of the clergymen who had come in the
Congress proceseion, for he walked out,
and his example was followed a little
later on by two more clergy in canoni.
cals,” From all thia we can only infer
that it is peculiarly distressing to Low
Courcimen to hear the praises of God
chanted “solemnly.” We know that
they are accustomed themselves to have
singing in their churchee, 8o it would
seem that levity in singing is very allow.
able, while tolemnity is strongly to bs
condemned. This {s perfectly ona psz
with what occurred & few days ago in
Ottawa, when the Chlef Justice and s
squad of iudignant imitators left thelr
Church service because “Kyrie eleison”
(Loid heve mercy onus) was solemnly sung,
But perhaps, in the case of thes Cardiff
clergymen, it was the use of incense that
was 80 ohjectiouable ; but as lucense was
used under the old law by commard of
Goud, there can be nothing {irreliglous or
antl- Chrlstlan fo its nse, Hers, however,
the writer of the report expreeses aston.
lsbmeut that neither the Eishop nor any
one else protested agsinet the eervice,
Perbaps they were too wise to olject
against that which s undeniably harmlese,
yet full of siguificance when used in God’s
eervice,

The report contlnues : *“The prayer of
consecration was then read. Atthe words
‘Thls is My body, acd this is My blood,’
Incense was again used, the celebrant and
bis aeslstants prostrated themselves, the
bread and wine were clevated snd the
church bell was toiled three times. This
was followed by the Agnus D.i, all, in-
cluding the Blchop, kneeling., After this
there was moie prostration on the part of
the celebrsnt, A bymu ‘Thee we adore,
O hiddsn Saviour, Thee,” was then sung,
Communion was then given to *“three
nun looking ladies,” aud the cervice came
t> an end, bat the Bishop cii Lot com.

There Is, cortaloly, In the last proceed.
fpgs an attempt at imitation of the Catho-
lic Maes ; yet it should be remembered
that the Church of Eogland was estat-
lished as a compromise by which the
people of the country might be attracted,
or invelgled into the establishmeont, under
the bellef that they were getting some-
thing not very different from what they
had been accustomed to, and for the
attsicment of thls object, the doctrinal
ard ritual portlons of the service were
purposely made elastic.

THE CATHOLIC CONGRESS.

Baltimore, Md., Nov, 11:b, 1889,

The ekies which bad been lowering
datk and weeping down drizeling rain
all day Saturday cleared up towaide
morning and a bright, warm sun appesred
that lighted up Chesapeake Bay and the
hills surrounding old historic Baltimore,
The streets were crowded from early
morning with pecple hurrying to and
frcm the many churches, where early
Mass is celebrated. High Mass was
sung in the cathedral alone, so that
priests and people from every parish
could attend the ceremonies of the day.
About 10 a, m. a procession of priests
issued trom Crlvert Hall in Saratoga
street and wound its way arcund by
Cathedral street until it reached the
residence of His Eminence Cardinal
Gibbons, on Charles street, where a halt
was made, when mitred Abbote, Bishops
and Archbisnops commenced pouring
out from the palace and down the
marble tteps in twos, each couple of

Bishops followed closely by two
acolytes, holding wup the trains
of the respective prelates. The

priests in procession numbered five
hundred, They marched in Iadian file
on each side of the rtreete, just outside
the trottoir (sidewsik). 'The Bishops
numbered seventy-four; the mitred
Abbots fourteen, and the Archbishops
eighteen, The Cardinals, two in num

ber—tbeir Eminences Taechereau, of
Quebec, snd Gibbons, of this city—with
geveral acolytes and armed atiendants
bringing up the rear. Taen the proces.
sion moved areund by Fraulin and Mul-
berry streets past the equare and under
the shadow of the magnificent marble
monument of General Washington. The
priests filed into the catheural, occupy-
1og the centre and eide aicles and stocd
still, while prelates and Cardinals passed
through their ranks up to the sanc-
tuary. The grand catbedral, accomodat.
iog three thousand people, was already
filled ; the priests were handed eamp
chairs and remaioed in poseession of the
centre and side aisles, An orchestra of
twenty-five instruments stiuck up
Hamerick’s majestic march, and accom-
panied by sixty well.trained voioes pro:

duced a thrilling sensation which people
not accustomed to euch pageants had
never before experienced.

Awong tha prominent laymen present
were Mops, Honore Mercicr, Premier of
Quebec, sitting beside Mr.: Charles J
Bonparte. B-hind them I remarked
Dr, John Gilmary Shea, the dietinguished
hietorian of the Catholic Church in
Americs, and almnst in a line with bim
was Hon. Daniel Dougherty, the great
nominator, Wm. J Onahan, of Chicago,
snd General Bradley J, Johnson sat
about ten from the sanctuary, The
Governor of Maryland, with his lady,
Mra. Jackeon, Mayor Latrobe, Cbas,
F Mayer, Mayor H Browneon, Detroit,
and geveral other distinguished citizens
from Chicago, 8t, Louis and New York
were present,

Archbishop Patrick John Ryan, of Phil
adalpbia, escended the pulpit after the
gospel was sung and presched what Hon
Mr. Mercier afterwards declared to me
the grandest and moest elcquent sermon
he ever listened to in his life During
ope hour and a half His Grace kept that
immense sudience spellbound while he
reviewed the lite ot Baltimore’s first
Bichop, Carroll, and sketched the difticul
ties of the early Cbhurch as it struggled
first for existence and then for tuper-
eminence in this vast field of missionary
labor,

THE CATHOLIO CONGRESS.

ARCHBISHOP RYAN'S DISCOURME,
Baltimore, Nov, 10 1889.

Archbichop Ryan's text was s follows ;

“Simon, tbe Hivh P iest, tbe son of
Oonias, who in his life propped up the
bouse, and in his daye fortified the
tewple. By whom 2ls0 the heigat of the
temple was founded, the double building
and the high walls of the temple. And
As the sun when it shiveth, r0 did he
shine in tho temple of God, * * * Aund
a8 branches of a palm tree, so they stood
around about him and all the sous of
Aaron in their gilory.” (Ecclesiasticus,
chapter 50, verses 1,2, 7,14 )

The Archbishop epoke as follows ;

Most ¢minent Carainals Most Reverend
Ry presentative of the Supreme Pontiff,
Venerable Brothers of the Episcopate
snd the Clergy, Beloved Brethren of the
Luity—In this fiftieth chapter of the
Bood of Eccleriasticus wo read a glowing
eulogy of the High Priest S'mon and &
magnificent description of the religious
ceremconies which he performed in the
temple of God, eurrounded by his prieste,
“ihe sons of Aaron, in their glory,”
These elaborate and striking ceremonies
of the ritual of Israel were arranged in
deteil by Almighty God Himself. For the
office of religion is 10 sppeal not only to
\be intellect, but to 1pe heers also, to
the imaginsation, to the love of the beau-
tiful, 10 every element whica forms part
of our being, Tais miseion of religious
ceremonial requires that it should be
instructive, touching, beautiful and per.
manent, The ceremonies of the temple
foreshadowed those of the Christian
Cuurch, and the descriptions in this
chapter and other portions of Scripture
seem like a prophet’s vision of & Portuifi
cal or Papal Mass. You behold enacted
here to day & scene like that glorious one
narrated in the fiftieth chapter of Eccles
iasticus. A Coristian Ponufl cfters the
blood of the grape—the blood of the true
vine, Jesus Christ Himself. Around the
Pontitf stand the sons of Aaron in their
glory ; the singers have lifted up their
voices in sweet melody, and *all the
people fall down to the earth to adore
the Lord their God and to pray to the
Almighty God, the Most High,”

THE YOUNG AMERICAN CHURCH,

Could these scenes influence the
human soul as they do if God had not
planted an element within it to be so
influenced ? And paesing upward from
Jewish and Christisn ceremonials, we
may contemplate with eyes of fuith a
scere to day in ihe eternal Temple of
(God—the Simon of the American Hier
archy, the first Bichop that ruled the
Church in these States, spproachirg the
Throne of God, encircled by all the
great and hoiy prelates, priests and
people who bave passed to Heaven dur
ing the pest bundred yeare, praising and
thanking the Most High for His mani.-
fold benedictions bestowed on the young
American Church, and asking that these
benedictions be perpetuated. Ia the
glorious Catholic doctrine of the Com-
munion ot Ssaints we thus rejrice and
tbank and pray in ucison with those
who have passed away during this first
century of the Church’s life here.
Yes, her firet century in these United
States, but not her rirst on this conti.
pent. We naturally look back with
pardonable pride to three hundred years
earlier, when the great Catholic diacoy-
erer of this New World, representing a
Catholic nation, first planted the all
civihzing Oross on these chores. We
were certainly here before any of the
religious denominations of our separated
brethren and when the leader of the
Reformation in Europe wes still & Cath.
olic boy. I rejoice to bebold here to day
& representative of that older Catholicity
in the person of a distinguished Mexi
can Bishop. We welcome, too, the
representatives of Canada sod of British
America, tha venerable Cardinal Arch-
bishop nf Quebec, of Canada and of
British America, the venerable Cerdinal
Archbishop of Quebec, the other Arch.
bishope, Bishope, prelates and priesis
who bonor us. We know that the
Hierarchy of South America is in sym.
pathy with this great celebration, Itis as
a religious reunicn of all the Americas
and [ trust it shall be but the begivnirg
of a still more intimate union in the
future, We behold also present a pre

late representing KEugland, where
the first American Bishop spent
much time and received eps.
copal consecration, ard from which
country the first Catholic eettlers

of Maryland eame with their mnoble
leader, Lord Baltimore, Ireland, Ger
many, France and other European coun.
tries are well represented in their chil-
dren and their descendsnts amongst
prelates, priests and people. It is, is iz
very truth, a great historic Catholic cele
bration, ealculated to gladden the heart
of the present successor of the founder
of the American Hierarchy, and the in.
heritor of his spirit and virtues, and the
hearts of all his brother Bishops and
their priests ; an occasion to gratify the
learned Archbishop who represents here
to day the Roman Pontiff, to whom this
young Awerican Church has ever been
devoted, and to rejoice and console the
heart of the great Pontift himeelf, when
he shall hear of its success, It is a
celebration that ought to thrill every
fibre of every Oatholic heart ic the land,
and which ought to deeply interest
thinking men of all denominaticns or of
no denomination,
DIVERSE ELEMENTS IN UNITY.

Interesting as is the history of the
Church in this New World, during the
periodthat preceded the formation of this
Government, yet there are special fea.
tures worthy of examinationin her
history of the last century in these
States, We behold her unity and Cath-
olicity combined, adapted to a state of
society new in the history of the world,

Up to that time men generally legis-
lated for a single people of the same race,
color and nationality, The Fathers of
this Republic had to form a constitution
and government for people of every race,
Janguage, onlor and nationality whom
they foresaw would inhatit this land,
They had to combine a political Catholic.
ity with a political unity, and to hold
the most discordant elements together
by force of law. So, also, before the
establishment of the Catholic Church
in this world, religi were national in

their organisations, though universal in

their fundamental principles, and were
adupted to particuiar peoples of the
same race and language. But the
Cburch was destined to embrace within
her government the peoples of every
nation under Heaven, to combine the
most diverce elements in perfect unity,
intellectual, governmental and sacra
mental ; and to hold them there for all
time. And in no one country of the
world had she to so exercise this power
as here, for nowhere else wera they
found together, The organizition of
this government and the organization of
the Courch here were, therefore, striking
and suggestive coincidences. I believe
that before another century shall have
paesed, thoughtful men will clearly see
that this wonderful Catholicity and upity
of the Church that have survived the
vicissitudes and revo'utions of nearly
two thousand yesrs, will prove most
powerful suxiliaries for the parpatuation
of our political union. In the civil war
of a quarter of a century ago, all non
Cathoilc depominations separated into
Northern and Southern organizations,
and have not yet healed the wounds ot
that separation, The Catho'ic Church
alone remained united, The Bi-hops of
Boston and Charleston were members of
one national organization, The greater
the divereity of element in a country or
a Church, the greater must be the
unitive powers that keep them com-
bined, In other words, that religious
unity and Catholicity are necessary to
preserve political unity and Catholicity.
For want of this coneervative power the
Romen Empire fell, Its attempted
union of all nations under one govern.
ment was & failure, because there was
no moral bond strong enough to repress
thoee passions that ever lead to disinte-
gration and snarchy,

DESTINED A8 A GREAT INSTRUMENT,

Let ue, dear Fathers and Brethren,
glance at the Church in this country
during the past century and endeavor
to understand its action and spirit,
under circumstances so peculiar, And
by the past we may judge of the yet more
glorious future, As the student of cur
nntional history in observing the rise of
the young Republic iteelt naturally fixes
bis attention oo the great leader who
embodied in himself the principles and
the spirit of that period, end from the
study of the character of George Wash
ington learns the genius of the time ; so,
in our ecclesiastical history, wa behold
one man, the first Catbolic Bishop of
these States, who embodied the spirit of
thet period, and whose life and character
neturally present themselves in the first
place for our consideration on this great
centennial celebration of his appoint
ment. Like Simon the High Priest, he
fortified the moral temple and enlarged
the city of God ; and as the sun when it
shineth, e0 did he shice in the temple
of Gad, and the Bishops that followed
him have “have walked in his light and
in the brightness of his rising

The men whom God destines as great
instruments of His providence, He pre-
pares by apparently accidental causee
for tbeir mission. Dr. John Qarrcll, the
son of devoted Irish Catholic parants, in-
herited the deep fuith of his ancestors,
Destined to hold 8o conspicuous a place
na leader of tho American Caurch, he
was bern in Maryiand in 1735, At the
ago of fifteen he was sent to the Jesuit
College of St, Omer’s in Fiench Fian.
ders, where he met people of various
naticnalities, who helped to enlarge and
Catholicizs his mind, without weakening
his patriotism. Here he studied under
the admirable sysiem of the Jesuit
Fathers, and finally became a member of
their society, Subsequently he was a pro
feesar of philosophy and theology in their
echolasticate, and thus enjoyed all the ad
vantages of a thorough Jesuit system of
education and religious training To
some it may appear that such a training
serves rather to narrow the mind, and
causes it to move in a certrin fixad
groove ; that, as in civil society, the in
dividual must yield some of his personal
liberty for the good of the many, 80 in a
most perfect and united society like that
of the Jesuits the individual is almost
lost 1n the community. It is certainly
the greatest society in tbe Catholic
Church, as a society, but has not, it is
said, produced the greatest individuals
in the Church’s history because the
greater the society the less the individ.
ual  Hence some would claim that this
training would unfit & man for the great
mission of foundirg the American Hier-
archy, But though it may be true that
individual liberty is curtailed in the
scciety, we must bear in mind that it is
much less so than is generally imogined,
and the fact that a man is generally as.
tigned to the work best adapted to his
iodividual tastes and tendencies is more
than compensation for this curtailment
You cannot have a great Society with
out great constituents of it, though their
individuality may not ba coaspicuous,
No one can questicn the excellence of
the religious training of the rociety, its
deep but rationsl asceticiem, its prepar
ation of the mind and eoul, by solitude
and humiliation, for the most exalted
positions, There never was a great soul
formed without such eolitude. What the
wise man calls “the fascinatio nugacita-
tis” the fascination of trifling, distracts
and weakenait. In the deep solitudes
of Qitesux and Clairvaux did the soul of
St. Bernard, communisg with God, im
bide that wonderful power, that divine
energy whioh ofterwards moved the
world, without disturbing its own pe:ce,
In the silence and mysterious commun
ings of Manresa did the first Jesuit,
[goatius, Ivy the foundations, deep and
surong and enduring, of that active life
which he subsequently led, and ot the
great society which he formed. There
did he conceive the plan and arrange the
spiritual tactics or that army which after.
ward fought so bravely and so wisely for
the Kingdom of Carist, under the stan-
dard of the Supreme King, in the plain
around Jerusalem—the New Jerusalem
of the Courch of God. In solitude the
soul realizes the vanity of all things
buman, the shortness of time, the great-
ness of eternity, the awful reeponsibility
of power, especially where bhuman souls
were concerned, Thia young American
religious was destined to stand on the
pinnacle of power, to be exalted above
his fellows, and now he has to be pre.
pared for this bewildering elevation, lest,
Lucifer like, he might grow dizzy,
through pride, and fall, bringing with
him many companions who had looked

up {o him as their leader, The supres.
sion of the Sociaty of Jesus, in 1773,
left Father Carroll a secular priest and
free to return to his native country, The
suppression caused him the most intense
grief. He bownd, however, with renigna-
uon to the inscrutable decree of Provi:
dence. He well knew that no individual
and no society is essential to the Caurch’s
existence ; that her divine Jife will be
perpetuated, no matter how many of her
children fall. That glorious society had
for over two bundred years led the van
ot the Coristian army. Its suppression
seemed an act of suicide, but the power
which gave it life and suppreesed it called
it also to its resurrection, Pope Pius
VII —1814 —just one year befors the
death ot Archbigshop Carroll—re estab-
lished it, It was the supreme dying con-
solation of the American prelate,
THE CHURCH AND THE STATE

The suppression of nis beloved eociety
had the eftect of bringing him back to
America, and [ cannot but think that it
predisposed him in favor of that great
principle in the American (onstitution
which declsred that the Stateshould not
interfere in religious matters, Ho saw
the influence of State opposition to the
soociety, as his letters express. If Church
and State were barmouvious in faith and
practice, their union, waen properly
regulated, might do good, Bat where
Church and State are antagonistic in
faith und principles, and especially where
there are eo muny diverse denominations
a8 with us, the American system of leav.
ing each organization free to act out its
migsion eeems the best one, Otherwise,
such unions are like mixed murriages or
marriages of convevience, For several
years previous to Dr, Carroll's appoint.
ment ae Bishop of Baltimore the question
was discussed of such an appointment to
some American city. In 1756 Bishop
Oballoner, then Viecar.Apostolic of the
London District, proposed Philadelphia
a8 the most suitable place, because of the
freedom enjoyed by Catbolics in Penn-
sylvania under the influence of the gentle
spirit and lawe of William Penn and his
followers. PBut it must be admitted that
Maryland had still stronger claims, be.
cauge of the greater number of Catholics
here, because of her Catholic founder and
his noble stand for religious freedom,

At the age ot forty Dr. Carroll re.
turned to his native country after
twenty. five years' residence in Europe.
For fifteen years he occupied high posi.
tions of trust nere, and was for some
time Prefect Apostolic. On the Gth of
November, 1750, he was appointed first
Bishop of Bslumore and head of the
QOatholic Courch in the United States
In compliance with & promise made to
an English gentleman, Mr, Weld, of Lul-
worth Castle, he was consecrated in his
domestic chapel by Bishop Walmesley,
Vicar Apostclic of the London District,
the Book of the Gospels being held over
his sboulders by the son of his friend,
afterward the distinguished Cardinal
Weld, In a private letter to Dr. Troy,
Archbishop cof Dublin. Bishop Carroli
wrote that were it not for this request
aod promise he would bave preferred
the consecration to have taken placs in
America or in Ireland, the land of his
Catholic forefathera.  His consecration
took place on the 15th of Auguas:, 1700,
the Feast of the Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin, under whose patronage
he placed the young Church of these
States, By a remsarkable coiuncidence
to.day iz the festival of that patromage,

CARRCLL'S INAUGURAL ADDRESS,

Bishop Carroll was then fifty-five years
old, Twenty five years of work, labori.
ous and fruitful, were gtill beiore him.
The spirit that animated these memor-
able years, the sense of great respon
eibility and the necessity of personal
sanctification and incesegant toil, are ex-
preesed in his inaugural address on the oo
casion of hie installment as Bishop in this
city, It was the inaugural of the Amer
ican Hierarchy, and deserves to be heard
Listen to the worda as they well up from
the heart of the great first American
Bishop :

“It is no longer enough for me to he
inoffensive in my conduci and regular
in my manners. God pow imposes a
severer duty upon me. I shall incur the
guilt of violating my pastoral office it all
n:y endeavors be not directed to bring
your lives and all your actions to a con-
foruity with the laws of God ; to exhort,
to copjure, to reprove, to enter inta all
your gentiments ; to feel all your infirmi.
ties ; to be all things to all, that I may
gain all to Christ; to be superior to
human respect ; to bave nothing in view
but God and your salvation ; to sacrifice
to theee health, peace, reputation and
even life itgelf ; to bate sin, and yet love
the sinner ; to repress the turbulent ; to
encourage the timid ; to watch over the
conduct of even the ministers of religion ;
to be patient and meek ; to embrace all
kinds of persons, Taere are now my
dutiee—extensive, pressing and indis-
peneible duties ; these are the duties of
all my brethren in the Episcopacy, and
surely important enough to fill us with
terror. But there are others still more
burdensoms to be borne by ma in thia
particular portion of Carist’s Church,
which is committed to my charge, aod
where everything is to be raised, as it
were, from its foundation ; to establish
ecclesiastical discipline ; to devise means
for the religious education of Catholic
youth—that precious portion of pastoral
solicitude ; to provido an establishment
for training up ministers for the sanctu.
ary and the services of religion, that we
may no lenger depend on foreign and un
certain coadjutors ; not to leave un
agsisted any of the faithful who are
scattered through this immease conti-
nent; to preserve their faith untainted
amidst the contegion of error surround
ing thom on all sides; 0 preserve in
their hearts a warm charity snd forbear
auce towvard every other denomination
of Christisns, and at the same time to
preserve them from that fetal and pre-
vailing indifterence which views all religi
ons s equally acceptable to God and saiu
tary to men, Ah! when I consider these
additional dutios, my heart sinks almost
under the impression of terror which
comes upon it, In God alone can I find
any consolation, He knows by what
steps I have been conducted Lo this im-
portant station, and how much I have
always dreaded it, He will not abandon
me unless I first draw down His male
diction by my unfaithfulness to my
charge, Pray, dear brethren, pray inces.

santly, that I may not incur so dreadful

& punishment, Alas! the punishment
would fall on you as well as on myself;
my unfaithfulness would rebound on you
and deprive you of soms of the means of
salvation,”

ADAPTED TO CIRCUMSFANCES,

This inaugural address has the true
ring in it, and proved the programwme of
his future action. Though the funda.
mental principles that govern all Bishops
in the Church are similar, yet there are
adaptations to circumstances which will
very with these circumstances and in
which the individuality and wisdom or
unwisdom of each prelate become appar
ent, When St Gregory the (ireat sent
8t. Augustine to preach Christianity in
England he charged him to accommo
date himself, as much as faith and essen.
tial dizcipline would permit, to the cir.
cumstances of the new country in which
he found himself, This he accordingly
did, and hence he was so marvellously
successful, Bishop Carroll, by a natural
ingtinct, did the same He was very
broad and liberal in bis views, thoroughly
American in his sentiments, and most
charitable in his feelings toward those
who were pot of hia faith; but
he never strayed beyond the domain of
true Catholic principles by any falee
liberality, He knew snd loved the
country, he knew and loved the Caureh,
and he well uaderstood that there was
no real antazgonism between the prin-
ciples of the new Republican (iivern
ment and those of the old (atholic
Church, He koew that Church's power
to command respect and obediencs for
authority and for those who wielded it,
and he knew how much this would be
required 10 & Republic where the magia
trates, being elected by the people,
might be less respected than hereditary
kings born to command. He under-
stood how ihe mission of the new Gov
ernment would be, as I have said, like
the Ohurch’s o¥n mission, to combine
Catholicity with unity,

He had personal experience of this
combination in his own priests, His
first Diocesan Synod was held in 1791,
the year after his consecration. It con-
sisted of only twenty-one prieste, but
they represented seven difterent nation.
alities, not merely countries of - birth,
which may be of comparatively little
importance with peoples of the rame
race, but seven different and somewhat
antagonistic peoples—Amerioan, Irish,
Eoglish, German, French, Belgian and
Holland—yet all acted in their true
character of American priests under his
leadership,

Bishop Carroll was an American
patriot, as well as « Christian Bishop.
Love of country and of race is a feeling
planted by God in the humean heart, and
when properly direcied becomes a
natural virtue Now there is a pernic-
ious tendency in some minds to eo
eeparate the natural from the super-
natural as to make them appear antago
nistic. As reason comes from God as
well as Revelation, so also do all the
greal virtues—truthfulness, honor, cour.
age, manliness, from which the very
name of virtue is derived—and patriot-
isw: epring up under His fostering care,
And ag it would be wrong to regard the
purely natural, ignoring the super-
natural, g0 also is 1L wrong and oarrow
to regard exclusively the supernatural
without referemce to that on which it
raust be based, s«nd which, like itself, is
God’s holy work, though in an inferior
order. Bisbop Carroll’s patriotism never
conflicted witn his religion, for he always
acted for God from a sense of duty,
whether preaching the (iospel in Balti
more, or, with his friend, Bepjamin
Franklin, scting as representative ot the
Colovial Government in his mission to
Quebec

NOT AN ENEMY GF EDUCATION,

The new Bishop thoroughly appre-
ciated how important for the Church’s
progrese, as well as for the stability of
the State, was the diffusion of education,
He kuew that men must be educated in
order to successfully govern themselves.
Hence one of his first projects was to
foster the now time honored izstitution,
Goorgetown College,

Of =]l the false charges alleged against
the Catholic Churck, the most senseless
and unfounded is that she fears science
and is the enamy of education, Her
opponents, almost in the same breath,
charge her with being the foe at once
and the monopilizer of education. They
behold her great religious Orders of men
and women devoted to the work of edu
cation ; makiog more sacrifices for it
than any other body of men and women
on earth; vowing at God’s altar that
untii they go down into their graves
they shall devote themselves in poverty,
chastity aad obedience to the great work
of educating the human mind and heart.
And the last man in the world to fear
intellectual progress, whether popular
or individual, is the COatholic. He well
krows that truth is one ; that (God can-
not contradict in the revelation of Scrip
ture what He exhibits in the revelation
of ecience. Hence a men's fearlessness
oi such gcience will be in preportion to
the certainty of his conviction of the
truths of revelation. Ii I have oaly
religious opinions, more or less certain,
I may fear that some ecientitic truth will
be diacovered which will show them to
be false ; but, if I am absolutely certain
of my religious fuith, I feel perfoctly
secure, Now, no one can question the
fact of the certainty that exists in the
mind of Catholics that they are dogmat
ically right. This certainty is sometimes
regarded as fanaticism by religious
skeptica who have not the gitt of
faith, But whether it be founded on
renson or fanaticism, the fact is
here, and hence the Catholic Church has
never feared and can never fear the pro-
gress of science and educatioo, but has
nlways been their active promoter
Hence Bishop Carroll simply scted in
harmony with the spirit of the Church
when he founded Georgatown Oollege,
and the Catholic Bishops of the country
&re now but acting in the same spirit in
the foundation of the Catnolic University
of Americain Washington. Its inaugura
tion very appropriately follows this cen.
tennial celebration. As to j irely eccles.
inatical studiee, the Bishop «-emed him-
self most foriunate in haviug the gocd
Sulpician  Fathers to direct them.
Though loving intensely the Society of
Jesus, he was too great and broad a man
to have any of that exclusive order pride
which would restrict perfection to any

organisation, He saw the great king-

dom of God on earth, His Church, with
its wonderful unity and variety, moving
onwards in its great mission. Tae per-
fect spirit of the secular priesthood was
exhibited in the Sulpician ; that of the
religious in the Jesuit ; the union of both
was shown forth in Iaying the great
foundations of ths Catholic Chureh in
thesa States.

PROGRESS UNDER THE FIRST BISHOP,

I'ne jurisdiction of the new Rishop ex.
tended over the entire country, but he

soon found it impossible, because of the
inorease of Catholics and the great dis.
tance of the places and difliculties of
travel, as well as his advanced age, to
faithfully guard so scattered a flock,
The Bisbops who, in 1510, were ap-
pointed to sid bim in the great work
were apostolic men animated by his own
apirit, like the sainted Bishop Flaget, of
Bardstown, Egan, of Philadelphia, and
Cheverus, of Boston, It would be, of
course, impossible in this discourse to
give you an adequate idea of the mar.
velous progress of religion during the
twenty.five years of the epis®opal life of
Archbishop Carroll, The results are
thus summoned up by our admirable
Courch bistorian, Dr, Gilmary Shea :

“When Archbishop Carroll resigned to
the hands of his Maker his life and the
oftice he had beld for a quarter of a cen-
tury the Courch, fifty years beore so
utterly unworthy of consideration to
were human eyes, had become a fully
organiz d body instinet with hife aod
hopa, throbbing with all the freedom of
& new couniry, An archbishopric and
four suftragan Sees, another diocese
beyond the Mississippi, with no en-
dowments from pricces or nobles,
were steadily advancing; churches,
institutions of learning and charity
all arising by the spontaneous ofter-
ings of those who in most cases were
manfully etruggling to secure a liveli
bood or modest competence The dio-
cese of Baltimore haa theological semin.
aries, & novitiate and scholasticate,
colleges, convents, academies, schools,
a4 community devoted to education
and works of mercy; the press was
open to difluse Catholic truth and refute
false or perverted representations. In
Pennsylvania there were priests and
churches through the mountain districts
to Pittsburg, and all was ripe for needed
institutions, In New York, Catholics
were increasing west of Albany, and it
bad been shown that a college and an
academy for girls would find ready sup-
port at the epiecopal city, where a Cathe-
drel had been commenced before the
arrival of the long expected bishop. In
New England the faith was steadily gain
ing under the wise rule of the pious and
charitable Bishop Cheverus. In the
West the work of Badin and Nerinckx,
seconded and  extended by Bishop

Finget, wag bearing its fruit. There was
a seminary for priests, communities of
Sisters were forming, and north of the
Ohio the faith had been revived in the
oid French settlements, and Catholic
immigrants from Europe were visited
and encoursged. Louisiaca had been
confided to the zealous and active Bishop
dua Bourg, destined to ¢ ftect 80 much for
tne Ohurch in this country. Catholicity
had her churches and priests in all the
larga cities from Boaton to Augusts, and
westward to St. Louis and New Orleans,
with maoy in smaller towns, there being
at least a hundred churches and as many
priests exercieing the ministry, Catho.
lics were iree ; the days of penal laws
had departed ; professious were open to
them, and in most States the avenue to
all public oflices. In the late war with
Eogland they had shown their patriotism
in the field and on the waves,
BTEADY DEVELOPMENT,

For the seventy five years that have
passed since the death of the first Amer-
ican Archbishop the Hierarchy of the
country, backed by devoted priests and
faithful, generous people, have continued
the great work,

In the Hierarchy during these years
appeared men who were remarkable in a
new and missionary country, and would
have been remarkable in any country
and age—men like Archbishop Francis
Patrick Kenrick, of this See, the great.
est of our dead ecclesiastics, as his
brother of St. Louis is the groatest
amongst our living ones. There were
Bishop KEngland, Archbishop Hughes,
Bishop Michael O'Conuor, Archbishops
Spalding and Purcell and the great
Apostolic men, Binhops Brute, Cheverus,
Flaget, Timon, Neumann and Wood,
Nor should we forget the gentle, elo.
quent and prudent first American Oar-
dinal, McClotkey, of New York,

If I speak ot the episcopale eepecially,
it is only because this is the centennial
celebration of its establishment, Other.
wise [ would not omit the great name of
Monsignor Corcoran. I cannot, of course,
forget that as generals cannot gain vic.
tories unless sustained by able officers
and soldiers, neither could the episco-
pate of the country uunlees the devoted
priests, secular and regular, sustained
them, The great religious orders and
congregations did their noble work here,
The sons of St. 1gnatius, St, Francis, St,
Dominic, St. Benedict, St. Alphonsus,
St Augustine, Si, Vincent of Paul, St,
Paul of the Cross and 8% Paul the
Apostle and others have bravely sus.

could have been done for the same de
pendent classes, Let us now, in the
nswe of God, resolve to roake reparation
for these shortcomings of the past.

Baltimore, Nov. 11, 1889,

When the Angelus rang out its slow
and solemn noteg this morning, the sound
fell on an atmosphere ihat gave promise
of anything but a bright day.

Toere is another bond between the
clergy end the people, and thatis the
hond of love, During the thirty six
years of his priesthood he bad travelied
over the country, and everywhere he
had geen this bond of love.

EX-GOV. CARROLL’S SPEECH.
CATHOLICISM'S RELATIONS TO THE COUN.
TRY AND IIS PEOPLE

Ex Gov, Carroli said: Your Eminence,
mist reverend prelaies, snd gentlemen
of tho Oetholic laity—The 1eeting in
this eity of the first Congress ot Catbelic
Laymen, which hes ever assembled in the
United States, cannot fail to he an event
ot the sinceresl interesi to sll who have
the welfare of the Catholic Courch at
heart, 1t wae here, that practically in
the United States, the Church was
founded, It was hero that the organ’za
tion took place through whceb Arch
bishop Carroll was invested with the
purple, It was hera that the basis was
1aid of that prosperity which to day is 1tho
greatest source of our pride, and which
promises to go hend in hand with the
increasing wealth and abundanca which
is showered upon every poriion of cur
land,

1t would secm, therefora, to be emin-
ently proper that we, the laymen of the
Cuurch, should meet upon this hallowed
ground, and renew our allegaince to the
doctrines we protess ; that we should
show to our fellow countryman the trus
relations that exist between the Caurch
that we ohsy and love and the govern-
ment of our choice ; that we should pro-
claim that unity ot gentiment upon all
subjects presented to us which bas ever
been the source of Catholic strength ;
and that, in a spirit of perfect charivy
towards every denomination, we szould
fre ely exchange our views in relation to
all matters which aftect us as members
of the Oatholic Church

It may be that the question will ba
asked : by what authority is this
congress held, and under what law does
it aseemble ? In reply to this we would
suggest, by the sanction of His Eminenc>
the Cardinal Archbishop of Baltimore
and the distinguiched prelates who vow
surround us, and by virtue of the
suthority of the constitution of the
United States.

When the first amendment to the
constitution declared “That Qongre-s
shall pass no law respecting the estab
lishment of a religion, nor prohibiting
the froe exercise thereof,”” the kaynote
of our future prosperity was sounded,
and to-day religious liberty would be
defended by all denominations as
zonlously as they would trample upon
any attempt to abridge the personal
freedom of the citizan, In fact we have
only to look back to the history of the
early colonists of Maryland to find that
waen persechtion for religious opivion
was sanctioned by the iaws of the mather
country, when Paritan and Episcopal
ian were arrayed agains! each other,
the Oatholic colony of Maryland pro
cinimed that hersafter upon her goil re
ligion was ever to be as tree as the air
wa breaths; and that loyalty toour coun.
try’s government could ba confined to
no sect or clase of our citizsns,

Armed, then, with this authority and
proud of our record upon every suvject
which can sffect tho freedom ot the
American people, we have gatiered here
in a spirit of special unity, to listen to
the words of those who will disclose to

us the wants of the Catholic layman,
and who will make suggestions to meet

the future growth and the temporal
necessities of the Caurch,

days of the Revolution, when Archbishop

blestings oi his peaceful commands

Avd yet, while tue Church bas slways
thus maintsised respoect for established
order, und has fearlessly upheld tne
rigats of the sovercign power she has
ever been prepared to lavish upoa the
suflering musees that tendency aud sym

When the qiestion arosa in our coun
try whether the Cuurch should con
