In times
of their oppression, the great Protector of

defended their rights at the courts of Louis
the Fourteenth and Victer Amedens the
Second; while, in more modern times,
churches have been built, sumerous schools
fuunded, and spiritaal help afforded, through
the generosity of the people of England.

ward progress and improvement in the re-
ligious state of the Waldenses. - Steps have
lately been taken, for ipatance, either for
the extension of the parishes or the improve-
ment of the churches. A beautiful new
church is being built, together with a par-
sonage and a residence for the Professors
of the College, near La ‘Tour, in the Val
Luserne. Thie new church is to replace
the old structure, built long since in a re-
tired aud inconvenient spot, where it was
not likely to be an eyesore to the priesis.
A new parish has also been formed, and an

_hospital founded, at Turin,” where the

Munister is uo longer considered, as bere-
tofure, the Chaplain of the Lutheran Awm-
bassadors, but is recognised by law as Pastor
of the 16th Waldensian parish. It appears
that a building, till lately used for Roman
Catholic worship, is to be placed at the dis-
posal of the congregation, by the Govern.
ment of His Sardinian Majesty. Another
improvement is the consecration in the
valleys, aud by Vaudois Ministers, of the
Candidates for the Ministry. It is koown
that studies for the Vaudois Church have
hitherto been made at Geneva, Lausanne,
and Berlin, where there are foundations for
the purpose. In general the ordinations
were made by the Protestant Ministers of
those localities. This is now done at home;
and while it teuds to improve the character
of the ministry, by giving to the Synod the
examination of Candidates prior 1o ordina-
tion,—it ensures 10 the Churches a better
pastorate, and is a source of edification aud
encouragement to the people.

Education is in a prosperous state in the
Valleys, and the introduction lately made
of the study of the [talian language, is a new
era, not only as to education itself, but
possibly too in the general history of the
whole community. ‘The old patois which
1s used in general conversation, bears s
strong affinity 10 that of the Southern
Provinces of France; but French i< the
language employed in the pulpit, the schools,
and by the local press. For now near 220
years it has superseded the use of the lialian
tongue. ‘I'he reasons are obvious. Con-
tinned persecutions, and exile, together
with a common faith, brought the Waldenses
in zoatact with the Protestants of Geneva,
and those parts of Switzerland called Rom-
mande, and speaking the French language.
On their return to their native valleys, and
on the death of their ancient DBarbes, the
tongne of their new Ministers and of their
Swiss protectors became their uwn, as well
as their liturgical service, and forms of
worship. And so it remains 1o the present
day. ‘I'he effect of the introduction of
French, however inevitable, has been to
isolate the Waldenses more than was neces-
sary or desirable, from their }tslian fellow
countrymen.  The gradual introduction of
Italinn will be, as other circumstances in
the state of the people, an advantage to the
cause of Evangelical truth in Italy. Already,
one of the Vaudois Ministers has been
called to take the charge of an infant church
in the city of Florence, which has expressed
its desire 10 be connected with the Vaudois
community. A history of the Waldenses
has also lately been published in ltalian by
M. Bert, the Pastor of Turin,

Some statistical information may now be
acceptable to 1he reader. 'T'he total popu-
lation of the three principal valleys of
Luserne, Perouse, apd St. Martin, together
with the lateral valleys of Rora, Augrogne,
and Pragella, is 22430; of these about
1.000 may be considered as absent for a
time on business. There are besides, 4,468
Roman Catholics mixed up among the Pro-
testants. Perhaps about half are strangers
from the plains, and the other half descend-
auts of such who, in times of persecution,
or through worldly interest, have embraced
the Popish faith.  This has taken place at
Augrogune especially. There are sixieen
parishes, including Turin, and as many
Pastors and central schools, besides hamlet

She was by herself, poor hitle thing —
She had no friends or relations to take care
of her on her journey, and be kind to her;
but she was quite happy and content. She
said, when she got iuto the coach, *“ Tell
me how many people there are in the coach :
I am quite blind and can see nothing.” A

gentleman asked her, ** If she was afraid.” |

“No,” she said ** I am not frightened. 1
have travellied before, and 1 trust in God,
and people are always very kind to me.”

But I soon found out the reason why she
was 80 happy; and what do you think it
was? She loved Jesus Christ, and Jesus
Christ loved her—she had sought Jesus
Christ, and she had found him.

I'began to talk to her about the Bible,
and 1 soon found that she knew a great
deal about it.  She went to a school where
the mistress used to read the Bille to her;
and she was aitentive, and had remembered
what her misiress had read. 4

Like spiders, have spent the best part of their
lives spinning in celltrs.  This soit ol occupation
natuially bas aainjurious effect upon the health,
and therefore, to iaduce people to follow it, they
are highly paid.

To forin an accurate idea of this occupation, it
is necessary 1o see a frabant thread-spinner at
her work, She carefully examines every thread,
watches it closely as she draws it off the distaff;
and that she sees it the more distinctly, a piece
of dark-blue paper is used as a back ground for
the flax. Whenever the spinner nolices the un-
evenness, she stops the evolution of her wheel,
breaks off the faulty piece of flax, and then re-

ly an doid, the picces broken off are carefully
laid adide to be used in other ways.

Notwithstanding the overwhelming supply of
imitations which modern ingenuity has created,
real Brussels lace has maintained ite value, like
the precious stones and metals, Fashioa has ad-
hered with wonder(ul pertinacity to the quaint
old patterns & former times. A very shillful
lace-worker assured Mr. Koll that they are pre.
ferred, with all their formality, to those in which
the most elegant changes have been effected.

Each of the lace-making towno in Belgium ox-
celein the production of one particular descrip-
tion of lace : or, in other words, each hae its own
point. Hence the terms Point du Bruxelles,
Point de Malines, Point de Valenciennes, &o.—
In Fogland, we distinguish by the name—poiat,
a peculiarly rich lace, formerly very fashionable,
but now scarcely cver worn, except in court cos-
tame, [a this sort of lace, the pattern is, we he.
lieve, worked with the needle, afler the ground
has been made with bobbine.

Many of the lace-workers live and die in the
houses in which they were born, and most of
them undesstand and practice only the stitches
which their mothers and grand mothers worked
before themn.  The consequence is, that partiou-
lar points bave become unchangeably fixed in
crertain towns or districts.  Fashion assigne to
cach a puinicular place and purpose—{Hr exame
p'e: the Point de Malines (Mcchlin lace) is used
cliefly for trimming night dresscs, pillow cases,
&e., the Point d (Valencienncs
lace) is employed for ordinnry wear, or neglige ;
dut the more rich and costly Point de Bruxelles
(Brussels lace) is reserved for bridal dresses,

N. B, on the 4th of Fobruary, 1806. He was
coavineed of sin and t to the Lord under
the nihutry of the Rev. 8. usby.

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THE FAITIOFUL STEWARD.

A steward is one who is put in trust for ano-
ther.  To him are confided things more or less
valuable, which are to be employed in the man-
ner in which the proprietor directs. The office
is wellknown among men. The greater part,
perhaps, of business transactions, is, at the pre-
sent day, conducted by principals through the
agency of subordinater. It will, thercfore, ex-
cite no surprise, when it is stated, that all men,
without exception, stand in the relation of stew-
ards to God, the sovereizn proprietor of heaven
and carth. From his hands they have received

ber, but all and singular of which they are re-

tions of his will.  As indicating the general law
applicable to persons who sustain this character,
the Apostle declares— It is required in stewards
that a man be found fiithfal”  This principle is
recognized as just and reasonable in all depart-
ments of earthly business.  Infidelity is marked
with especial condemnation, resulting in the dis-
missal and sometimes in the further punishment
of the unfaithful servant. The greatness of the
guilt involved in a breach of trust, is indjcated
with sufficient clearness by the law of the land,
whose penaltics are inflicted on the offender with
more or less severity, according to the circum-
stances which serve to agaravate or palliate the
fault.  So with the law of God. Whilst reso-
lutely demanding faithfulness in the duties of
stewardship, it, with equal determination, con-
demns breaches of trust, and threatens the un-
faithful with condign and merited punishment.
* Give an account of thy stewardship, for thon
mayest be no longer steward,” is its stern sum-
mons to every one who continues guilty of “wast-
ing” his Lord’s “ goods” The result of this ac-

point, at present, on our part, altogether unne-
cessary. Let it be then our pleasing task to no-
tice with brevity the conduct of the faithful stew-

‘be has which is-eapable of wse or improvement,

possesses a cloar and consistent view of his truc
and proper position, and acts accordingly. Has
Ae grace? He uses it in oblaining more grace;
“ giving all diligence™ he * adds to his faith vir-
tue, and to virtue knowledge, and to knowledge
temperance, and to temperance patience, and to
patience godliness, and to godlincss brotherly
kindness, and to brotherly kindness charity.”—
“ These things being in him and abounding, they
make him that he shall neither be barren nor un-
fruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus
Christ” Acting thus faithfully, he happily rea-
lizes the fulfilment of the promise—“ He giveth
more grace.” Has Ae talents? These he dili-
gently employs for the glory of God, and:in
working out his own salvation, and in promoting
the well-being of his fellow-men. Time he con-
siders a precious talent ; he prizes it, redeems it,
uses it in the discharge of present duties and in
reference to the subsequent cternity. Mental
capacity, literary acquirements, influence of cha-
racter and position, eloquence of speech, ability
to write, and whatever else may be clssed in
the same category, he esteems as so many and
diversified talents committed to him by the Lord
of all,—not to be buried, nor prostituted, nor di-
verted from their legitimate design, but to be
used for good, in lawful ways to sccure righteous
ends, in the great business of life, in doing and
receiving good, and in subsorving the great and
best intcrests of the world.

Has he wealth ? e neither squanders it in
superfluities, in pampering his appetites, in ex-
travagance of equipage and dress, nor in the dis-
sipations and vanitics of life. 1le employs a por-
tion of it in providing for his own rcasonable
wants and those of his family and dependents,
and in the prosccution of his lawful business ; the
remainder he uses in acts of charity to the bo-
dies, and more especially to the souls, of men.—
He is to the extent of his ability a liberal sup-
porter of the cause of God, and of thoso Institu-
tions which conduce to its promotion in the earth.
He is a cheerful giver, not bestowing his alms,
nor upholding religions instrumentalitics at home
and abroad by pecuniary aid, grudgingly. He
counts himself but a steward, put in trust with
wealth as a talent, for the abuse or right @sc of
which, he considers himself accountalile.

Has ke the advantage of numerous religious
means * - Such as the word of God, the ministry
of divine truth, mecetings for social praycr and of
christian communion ? | These he conscientious-
ly makes usc of for the great and spiritual pur-
poses for which they have been graciously vouch-
safeld.  Ile reads the sacred volume daily, with
prayer, faith, regularity and thanksgiving, es-
teeming it as onc ot the greatest boons of divine
Lenevalence to sinful mortals, containing the
words of life and the most weighty and neecgsa-
ry counsels,—* given by inspiration of God,” be-
ing “ profitable for doctrine, for 1eproof, for cor-
rection, for instruction in righteousness, that the
man of God may be perfect, throughly furnish-
cd unto all good works.” As a happy conse-
quence he becomes “mighty in the Scriptures”
—* the word of Christ dwells in him richly in
all wisdom”—he is not dnly made wise unto per-
sonal salvation, but his “heart is sound in the
divine statutes” so that he “is not ashamed”—
his faith is firm, enlightened and scriptural—he
is saved from a doubitful and a doubting mind—
unlike children, he is not “ tossed to and fro,
and carried about with cvery wind of doctrine,
by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness,
whereby they lic in wait to deceive”—the an-
chor of his belief is cast on the firm foundation,
the solid rock, the zood holding ground, of * the

quired, and that where the heart is ri!z!lt with
God, and a proper scnse of accountability pre-
vails, theman of the fen talents will employ
them to their utmost extent to the glory of Gad,
his own salvation, and to the benefit of othera—
Whatever, therofore, may be our taleats, whe-
ther many or few, let ns guard against ignobly
and disastrously bury ng them in the carth, but
let us laudably aspire to become, in trntlﬁ‘bﬂ
wise and faithful stewards, and we shall in 0
wiso lose our reward.

« With regard to certain new accusations
aginst Dr. Achilli, which have been widely «:ir-
calated, the Council entertain no doubt that, like
those already investirated, and found to be
entirely false, they will prove to be groum]lcss;

Jisation Socicty, they leave it to that body to
gve such advice to Dr. Achilli as they may think
most suitable and expedient as to a cowplete
vindication of his character.”

‘It will be remembered from some lctters we
published ot very long since, that the Rev. R.
L. HersciELL proposed to invite an assembly
of Christians of all nations, in London, simulta-
neously with the great Industrial Exhibition—
The subject was brought beforo the Alliance,
buat, though the Confurcnce approved of the ob-
ject, they declined taking official action in the
matter, leaving it to those who might feel dis-

d to take it up on their own responsibility.

The Conference renewed their solemn protest
and earnest remonstrancg against the great and
calamitous evil of the desecration of the lord's
day, in some instances by arrangements existing
in Government institutions, and in others by
large commercial combinations, and cspecially by
the railways.

Several other resolutions were passed which
require no especial reference ; but we give the
last ome, as it indicates the beneficial character
of the meeting and the strong fraternal affection
still existing between its members : —

“That in closing their prescnt sessions the
Conference would express devout gratitude to
the God of truth and love, for the tokens of his
favour which have been vouchsafed to them, for
the increased power, as they believe, of the
fraternal affectton which unites them, and for the
extending intercst which appoars to be felt in
the great cause they are allicd to promote ; and
with all earnestness they now commend each
other to the care of a Kind and ever-wakeful
Providence, and to the abiding influence of that
graciows Spirit who, they trust, has sanctified
their intercourse, inspired their devotions, and
guided their counsels.”

The next Annual Confcrence of this Organi-
ration is to be held in London, at such time as
the Council shall judge most desirable, during
the period of the Gireat Exhibition of 1851.

We have thus briefly noticed the proceedings
of this Alliance, because we approve of the object
which it seck8 to promote ; and, if christian
people of the various evangelical denominations,
would learn to respect each other’s piety, and
zeal in the great cause of Truth and the world’s
regeneration, though differing on points of doc-

trine and dhurch government, which do not con- |

femedly jeopardize individual salvation, the most
formidable obstacles to christian union would be
removed; aud the Churches of Christ, whilst
distinct in their independency, yet united in their
essential oneness, would present a spectacle at
which Angels mioht gaze with admiration, and,
in the holiness, love and zeal of their members,
would *look forth as the morning, fair as the
moon, clear as the sun, and terrible as an army
with banners””  But should that respect be
wanting — should minor differences be* unjustly
made to assume the- rank of matters touching
fundamental principles—and if. in consequence,
misrepresentations and  damaging insinuations
and charges be circalated abroad in the world,
then, as truly as night follows day, christian union,

on a firm and honourable basis, will still be kept
in the distance, as an object, not of reality, but,

ofdesire, by pious individuals of truly liberal and

elarged minds. May the time be hastened,
when “ Ephraim shall not envy Judah, and

Judab shall not vex Ephraim.”

I knew a manu liv-
ing in a community of pood farmers, who, by way
of saving labour, hauled his manure into his %clds,
leaving it in heaps, and when it was sufficiently
dry, burnt it and spread the ashes. He very
soon * farmed out.” Aeertain extensive district
in Virginia once produced excellent crops of to-
bacco and grain, but the farmers (?) thinking
men crazy who used manures, ‘they burnt their
straw as the most cconomical method of dispos-
ingof it. The land of that same district is now,
in common phrase of that country, “ 80 poor that
it will not sprout black-cyed peas.”

Every farmer should have a permanent thresh-
ing floor, (better a good “ Dutch barn,”) with a
manure yard in front, and so0 secured by a wall
as to prevent the cscape of juice, and without
any low place where much water will collect and
remain, as that would prevent rotting. When
the small grain is threshed, the straw should be
thrown into the yard (or stacked in it) where
there should be kept as many cattle as the
“roughness” of the farm will winter.  All the
corn raised should, when about half the leaves
are turned yellow, be cut ofi’ at the roots and
nicely shocked, each shock containing fitty or
sixty lills, and sccured by tying a band halt way
between the ears and tops—this will generally
revent them from falling.  When the corn 1s
usked, or shucked,—the husks, or shucks, being
left fast to the stalk—the stocks should be tied
into bundles, each with a double band of ryve
straw, (broom corn will do,) and sct upin sho-ks
till done husking. Then they should be hauled
to the bara and stored im the dry, or stacked in
long stacks like wheat. In teeding, the bundles
should be pulled from the endof the stack, which
i3 easily done when the stack i3 once broken.—
Fodder kept in this way rarely spoils from wet.
An acie of good corn will yicld two hundred |
such bundles, of which one and a half or two per
day, will kecp a steer in good order during win-
ter. The quantity of excellent manure that may
be made in this way is immenee.

With regard to the time of putting manure on
land, I would say that after harvest is best, as it
is then better rotted.  If put on before harvest,
it should either be left in heaps or turned under
immediately. In no case should manure be al-
lowed to lie spread on the top of the ground —
The same amount of materia‘s, well rotted and
turned under dircctly after spreading, will pro-
duce 50 per cent. more wheat than when imper-
feetly rotted, and left spread on the top of the
ground for two mouths. ARGICOLA.
