Strong Indicatizns That School Book Contract is to be Used as an Advertising Lever
—Mail Order Education and ‘‘Money Saver’’ Tip Sent to a Man Requirinz Informa-
tion About the New Bo ks—Injustice to the Retailers Throughout the Province.

What mayv be regarded as a preliminary
though none the less significant evidence
of the use which the T. Eaton Co. in-
tend making of the school reader con-
tract, recently awarded them by the On-
tario Government, has been brought to
the attention of this paper by an en-
quirer for information concerning the
new  books. Accompanving the reply
which he received was a batch of Eaton
mail-order literature, samples of which
are here reproduced.

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Canners Consider Salmon Run - Unsatisfactory

Preparations Made by British Columbia Canneries Exceeded the
Requirements—Fish Get Past Nets at Mouth of Skeena River
—Good Season at The Naas—Record Season in Washington

State.

Vancouver, Aug. 14—‘‘Salmon run to
date has nuf been very satisfactory,”” was
the remark of a canner to The Grocer a
couple of days ago. The run started in
late, and during the last week or ten
days was fair, but it was expected that
more fish would have put in an appear-
ance. The average daily pack has been
about 300 cases or over, ‘about one-quart-
er of what could be put up were the
fish available. The best day 700 cases
were put up, while preparations have
been made for 1,200 cases daily. Prog-
nostications have been made, but all
these have failed, and now the canners
are waiting, but with falling hopes.
Humpbacks have been caught, and while
this may not be a sure sign of the end
of the run, it is only a few days now
\nnnf the 25th, when the close season
commenees. As is usually the case, the

With the
exception of the Skeena, the pack in the
north is better than on the Fraser.

Season May be Extended.

The question of an extension to the
season has been disenssed with R. N.*
Venning, of the federal department, who

Advices from Port Townsend, Wash.,
state that all salmon-canning records for
the season to date have been broken,
460,000 cases have heen packed on Puget
Sound, while on the Fraser less than
170,000 cases have been packed. Some
canneries have not been able to dispose
of the catch, and in such ecases traps
have been opened to allow the fish to
escape. Every canner on the Sound
has exceeded his contract pack.

HEALTHY TRADE CONDITIONS.
Revival of Trade in Canada, as Shown
by Figures Recently Issued.

Ottawa, Aug. 18.—Government statis-
tics issued this week show a healthy
condition to (‘anadian trdde and that
at the present rate of advance will soon
reach the high mark of a couple of
vears ago. The total trade of the Do-
minion during the first four months of
the present fiscal year, which is to the
end of July, approached the two hun-
dred million mark, totalling $191,919,-
304, Of this $111,791,812 was merchan-
dise entered for (on\umptmn a gain of
$22,377,301. Dutiable goods were en-
tered to the amount of $66,028,887, 4
gdin of $13,810,834, and free goods en-

—fered were valued at $15,762,945, a gain
of $8,566,467. Duty was collected to the
amount of $17,855,918, an increase of
$3,633,440. Exports of “domestic pro-
duce totalled $73,398595, a gain of
$6,193,585.

There was a falling off in the four
months of mineral exports of $200,000.
Before July there had been a gain in
this item, but owing probably to the
Sydney strike the month of July wit-
nessed a falling off in the mineral ex-
ports of a million and a quarter dol-
lars.

During the four months there was a
decrease in fishery exports of almost
three-quarters of a million. a gain of a
million and a half in lumber, and an in-
crease of a million and a half in ani-
mals and their produce, a gain of over
three millions in agricultural exports,
and a gain of a million in the exports
of products of Canadian factories.

For the month of Julv alone the
trade of Canada totalled $56.250,000, 3
betterment of $7.500,000. Tn this month
there was a gain of $9.500.000 jn Can-
dian exports, and an increase of $7.-
500,000 in articles entered for domestie
consumption.

Notes from the Maritime Provinces and Quebec

World’s Fish Markets Bare —Good Apple Crop in Nova Scotia

—Bread Law Change

Talked of in Montreal—St. J-hn Busi-

nesg Men Attending Beard of Trade Convention.

ST. JOHN.

August 17.—Business has been quiet
here for the past two weeks. There
have been very 1ex\ if. any, changes in
prices and a warm “eather apathy
seems to have settled over the grocery
houses.

In the country market new potatoes
are coming in freely and reports are to
the effect that the crop will be a good
one. Practudllv everything in the line
of green stuff is now coming in and
prices are reasonable. Potatoes are
selling, wholesale at 50 to 60 cents a
bushel; cahbages, 50 cents a dozen
peas, 50 cents per bushel and beans 35
to 50 cents ; cucumbers are quoted at
$1.25 to $1.50 per barrel. Beets, car-
rots and turnips are as yet only com-
ing in small lots. In berries, raspberries
are scarce and are guoted at 10 to 12
cegits a  box, while blueberries are
selling at 50 cents per water pail.

Shippers interested in promoting
trade between this port and Cuba will
meet this week with the provincial sec-
retary, Hon. .J. K. Flemming, to dis-
cuss arrangements for providing steam-
ship sailings, as well as such official
representation as may be decided neces-
sary at Havana.

HALIFAX.

Aug. 17.—The wholesale grocery deal-
ers report trade improved sinee last re-
port. The travelers in some sections of
the provinee are sending in better orders.
and the prospeets of a good autumn busi-
ness are now mueh brighter. The farm-
ers in all seetions of the provinee are
now busily enwaged in housing the hay
crop, which is somewhat below the aver.
age, owing to the dry weather about the
middle of the scason. The weather =o
far has been favorable to the fruit, and
a bumper crop of apples is expec t. sd. The
apples this season give promise of beine
of exeel'ent qualitv,  All the Illm <0
far is without a blemish, and in this re-
speet it is away ahead of last scasen
In anticipation of a large crop sever: !l
large apple warehouses have been erceted
at varions points through the Annapolis
Valley, this season.  Some of them have
a capacity of 13,000 barrels,

The fruit dealers report trade brisk.
A large quantity of stoek is being hand-
led weekly, and the consumption of fruit
is inereasing very greatly in this eity.
During the present year, more than a
dozen new fruit stores have been opened
in Halifax, and while they are not large,
all appear to be doing a good trade.

There is a slightly better demand for
cees sinee last report. There is an un-
usual searcity of fresh laid stock sinee
last week,.and as a consequence the price
is stiffer. New, laid eges are selling at
21 cents, and if the seareity eontinues
the priee will continue to advance. But.
ter is in good supply, and there is ample
stoek on hand to meet all the loeal de-
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mand at the presen: time. Prices are
steady and they will likely remain so for
some time,

The world’s consuming fish markets
are more or less bare of fish just now.
This 1s particularly n'uu of Portugal,
Italy, and Northern Brazi A combina-
tion of (ll(,lllll\ldll‘!s (nntnhut(-d to this
unusual state of affairs: the prineipal
causes being a late season for new cure,
and unprecedented consumption (due to
low prices) on the record catch of last
vear. On August 1, Newfuondland ware-
houses were virtually bare, compared
with 60.000 gtls. on hand on August 20
1908, when the scason for new cure 13
supposed to commence. In Halifax fair
stocks were held, and general distribut.
ing demand is rapidly elearing up the
old enre.  Naturally, prices are tending
upwards, and demand will exeeed supply
until possibly the end of September,
when a re-action is looked for.

The Newfoundland shore fishery to
date is a fairly good one. Fish generally
sirike in plentifully. when they show u[‘;.
Last week in the Straits, the fishermen
could hardly handle the cateh. The Lab-
rador Ii\hi'l'_\' to date is more or less un-
certain—ice greatly impeding the North-
ern floaters—but the season there does
not end until early September. and ten
days good fishing 1s all that is required.
to bring the Newfoundland catch up to
that of an average voyaze. Local bank-
ers are makine  record eatehes.  The
fleet. however, is small., but at £4.00 a
qtl. the business pays well, when eatches
are cood.  Herring are reported east and
west, and macekerel are also found in
stray schools.  Demand for both articles

Missionaries Leaving Ontario for the
Orient Supplied With a Perfect
Service.

Toronto, Aug. 12.—An effective exam-
ple of enterprize is hemg exhibited by
the Robt. Simpson (0 in their atten-
tion to missionaries’ supplies which
they send to China, Japan, etc.. They
.ul\mthc that special service will be
given to any missionary entering the
store for goods which he may desire to
take with him.

Manager Stewart of the mdil order
department, sends an experienced em-
ployvee with him through the store with
the precaution that as much time as
desired be spent with the intending pur-
chaser. He is never hurried and it
matters not whether a half or a whole
day is taken up in showing goods : nor
does it make any difference as to what
the extent of the purchase is. The
same service is given to the missionary
who buys $20 worth of goods as to
the one who buyvs $500 worth.

The articles purchased are packed
exactly as requested. If the b
thinks he will need anv of the articles
while on the vovage, these are packed
in separate cases. All the cases are
numbered and invoices given showing
every article and the number of the
case in which it is located. In this
way if any of the goods are desired it
is an easy matter to determine just
where they are. The goods are classi-
fied also.

Especial care is exercised in the pack-
ing. For instance butter is packed . in
hermetically sealed glass jars and even
if the weather ‘is fairly warm, it will
arrive at the Orient in good condition.
The stock carried for the missionarv
trade includes everything and the com-
pany will pack anything that is wanted. ,

In this way the Robt. Simpson Co.
are building up an extensive missionarv
trade in China and Japan. The practi-
cally perfeet service thev give is resnon-
sible. The missionaries not only earrv
the gospel, but they tell their friends
about this service.

Herein lies a lesson for all retailers.
They must be progressive, but most of
all they must provide for their custom-
ers the best service possible if they
wish to branch out.

Disadvantages of Price-Cutting—How a Montreal Grocer Over-
came Shortage in Shelf Room—Erects a False Wall—Growth of
a Cardinal Business Due to Advertising—Value of Quality.

DEVICE FOR TESTING EGGS.

A well-known test for eggs, says the
Seientifie American, eonsists in plaeing
the eggs in water, when the bad ones

will float. But of the eggs that sink
there is no way of determining which
are the fresher ones and how much less
stale one may be than another. A very
ingenions deviee has recently been in-
vented whieh enables one to note the
slightest variations in the eggs. The de-
viee consists of an aluminum air cham-
ber eomprising a main body portion and
a stem. The latter is graduated, while
at the bottom of the body portion are
two spring-wire loops shaped to engage
and hold an ege. The deviece with the
exe attached thereto is p'aced in water
and will sink to a depth depending upon
the specifie gravity of the egg. The
freshest and best eges sink the stem
down until the water is on a level with
the XX mark. Even if the egg regis-
ters 0 it shows that the ege is quite
fresh and still has sufficient food strength
to hateh a live ehiek. Mark 4 registers
the limit of fair eating. At 8 the ege
1s fit for cooking '»H‘l.\. while 12 shows
that decomposition has set in. Not only
is the tester valuable in the kitehen but
to the ehicken raisers as we'l, as it tells
how mueh nutriment there is in the egg
for the support of life in the ehiek, and
during ineubation it shows the progress
of evaporation in the incubator as ecom-
pared to normal hygrometrie conditions
as found in the eggs under the hen.

MAKING PRICES UNIFORM.

Editor Canadian  Groeer, — Several
weeks ago an artiele appeared in The
Canadian Groeer suggesting the idea of
biscuit manufacturers invoicing their
zoods at retail prices with a certain dis-
count off, which met wirh the approval
of the groeers in general. but sinee then
nothing has been done. It seems to me
that this eould be done without the least
inconvenience to the manufacturer, and
1t would certainly be a great convenience
to the retailer. As it is. each one takes
a cuess at what they should be sold and
the result is that they are unintention-
ally sold at different prices.

tailers to =ell at the invoice prices. but
it would be a good guide as to what they
should be sold, and would help to sell
at uniform prices. All that the manu-
facturers would have to do. is to add
25¢ on the prices they are now charg-
ing, and then take 20 per cent. off the
total amount with the regular discount
for eash.
