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Who being corne,

His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to open the Session by a
Gracious Speech to both Houses.

Honorable Gentlemen of Me Legilative CounciZ,
Gentleman of the Legislative Assembly,

I have thought it right to call you together at this Season, because I believed it
to be the wish of the Country that your task of legislation should not be delayed
until a later period of the year, and because it is at once the desire and the duty
of the Executive Government, to profit by your advice and assistance when it
may be most conveniently afforded.

In referring to the labors of your last Session, I cannot help congratulating you
on having settled the disputed question of the Clergy Reserves. You will find
I believe, a large balance of fund arising from this source, available for dis-
tribution among the Municipalities, but I think it likely that your assistance as
Legislators may be required to give fuil effect to the fair and equal allotment of
these sums.

In Lower Canada, the Act for the abolition of the Seigniorial Tenure, promises
in like manner to close a long pending controversy, by an equitable adjustment of
existing claims. No time has been lost by me in acting on the powers conferred
by this law, and I trust that you will be satisfied with the progress which has been
made.

The subject of a change in the Constitution of the Legislative Council by ren-
dering it Ele-tive, will again be brought before you.

A measure for the organization of a Provincial Police, capable of being applied
by the Crown, for the prevention of crime, and the speedy apprehension of
offenders, deserves your attentive consideration.

The increasing wealth and prosperity of the country demand increased pro-
tection for property, and the advance of civilization in Canada, should be marked
by the strict enforcement of Law, and by the perfect sense of security from
outrage.

It is to you that I must look for the power of ensuring these great objects.

I have spoken of our increasing prosperity. No mark of its existence can be
stronger than that afforded by our extended lines of Railway. Nor is this pro-
gress confined to one Section of Province. Eastward to St. Thomas, and West-
ward to Guelfp and Hamiltm, these lines, at once the sign and cause of pro-
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gress, are already completed. I may congratulate you on the fact that since your
last meeting, nearly two hundred and fifty miles have been got into working order,
whilst it is hoped that no less than two hundred and fifty more will be fmished
before next year.

Legal reforms are needed both in Eatern and Wetem Canada. One measure
at least, will be submitted to you, having reference to this important subject. It
may not be possible in the present Session to effect all that you desire: yet I trust
that some progress will be made in simplifying the procedure and facilitating the
working of our courts, by the adoption of practical amendments.

I should see with great satisfaction the adoption by you of any general measure
which tended still more to abridge your legislative labours in providing for the
incorporation, and for laying down the conditions of private institutions of every
kind.

I regret to say that the Presentments of numerous Grand Juries throughout the
Country, which I have directed to be laid before you, shew too clearly the want
of improvement in the construction and discipline of our Gaols.

Your zeal in the cause of Education is known and appreciated by all the World.
It is important to consider whether we cannot combine the reform of the juvenile
offenders with the punishment of their crimes. At the very least, it is incumbent
upon us to take care that such punishment does not in itself afford fresh opportu-
nities for debasing the criminal and instructing him in vice.

The Board of Audit constituted by the Act of last Session, is already at work,
and it will, I trust, contribute to ensure a satisfactory examination of the Public
Accounts.

With regard to the Militia Act, the ready loyalty of the inhabitants both in
Upper and Lower Canada, has enabled me to authorize the formation of numerous
troops and companies of Volunteers,.whose conduct and discipline will undoubtly
do credit to the Province. I have moreover, with the assistance of the Adjutant
General, done my best to carry out your wishes by organizing the Sedentary
Militia.

The Government in pursuance of the wishes of the Legislature, has taken on
itself to conclude a fresh arrangement calculated to secure a line of Ocean Steam-
ers from the St. Lawrence to England during the approaching season.

That the timber trade has been depressed is a deep source of regret to me and
to all others who have at heart the welfare of the Province. I trust that we are
about to witness its revival, and that the commerce of Queec and Montreal wiI
have suffered but a temporary check.
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Gentlemen of the Legisative Assembly,

The accounts of lst ycar and the estimates for the present, will be laid before
you.

You vill find that, on the whole, our finances are in a satisfactory state. The
people at large have reaped the benefit of those reductions in the Customs' Duties
which you made last year.

The diminution in the receipts consequient on sucli reductions, nearly corresponds
with the calculation su.bmitted to you by my advisers. A large decrease has
been caused by the Reciprocity Treaty with the United States, but I conceive that
any such apparent loss is more than compensated by the increased commerce, and
by the facility of intercourse hetween the two countries.

It will be the duty of my Council to ask you in the present Session for such
Supplies for Her Most Gracious Majesty, as you may see fit to grant.

Honorabl Gentlemflen, and Gentlen.n,

The year just ended lias been one of difficulty and conflict in Europe ; on
this side of the Atlantic we have, by the blessing of Providence, escaped the di-
rect evils of war. In no part, however, of the Queen's Dominions, has a deeper
sympathy with her arms been shewn, or more fervent prayers for their success been
offered, than in Canada.

Our people have eagerly watched every turn of the contest, and consisting asthey
do, of men of French and English origin, equal inembers of the same free com-
miunity, and loyal subjects of the same Queen, they have grieved at the sufferings,
and exulted in the success of the Allied Armies.

In like manner, should it please God to establish a firm and honorable peace,
Canada will, I doubt not, rejoice at the termination of the war. May it be my
lot before the end of the present Session, to congratulate you on so auspicious an
event.

At present, I have only to leave you to the discharge of your important duties.

His Excellency the Governor General. was pleased to retire, and the Legislative
Assembly withdrew.

And also, a Petition from the Sisters of Charity administering the General
lospital at, Jfontreal, praying for the continuance of the allowance made to then
for the support of foundlings and othdr objects of charity.

The Honorable Messieurs, Kowlton, Xiloore, and Widmer enter.

The Honorable the Speaker presented to the House the Report of the Librarian
on the state of the Library.

Ordered, That the saine do lie on the table, and it is as follows

To the Honorable the Legislative Council of the Province of Canada in Provin-
cial Parliament Assembled.

The Librarian begs leave respectfally to Report, That in compliance with or-
ders received by him in Quebec in September last, the books belonging to the li-
brary of Parliament werc carefully packed under his superintendence, and re-
moved to the rooms prepared for their reception at Toronto, wliere they have been
divided into two portions,-the legal and constitutional,-andiniscellaneous works,
-the former having been arranged in the lower, and the latter placed in the
upper room, the whole amountin-g to nine thousand seven hundred and thirty-seven
volumes in good condition, very'few having received any damage in their remova
and that only tg the binding.
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A case coitaining a number of books of references, seventy-seven volumes,
ordered last Session by the Committee on Contingent Accounts, for the exclusive
use of the Legislative Council, has been received froni England, and the contents
are now ready for inspection in the Private Library of Your Honorable House.

A classified Catalogue of all the books in the Library of Parlianent is in course
of preparation, but as so large an addition inay be expected irmmediately by the
arrival of the books purcliased by Mr. Todd, in Europe, and presented to him by
individuals and learned Bocies there, it was not deemed advisable to incur the
expense of printing it, without the sanction of Parliament.

The Catalogue of legal and constitutional sections of the Library, which was
prepared previous to last Session, is placed upon the table of your Honorable
Council, and the Manuscript Catalogue of the remaining classes is in the hands of
the Librarian and can be consulted upon application to him.

Having received from _Mr. Todd, the Librarian of the Legislative Assembly, a
copy of a detailed Report of his recent Mission to Europe, on behalf of the Library,
and under the directions of the Honorable the Speakers of the Legislative Council
and of the Legislative Assenibly, the Librarian begs leave to annex the same to
this Report for the information of the Honorable the Legislative Council.

REPORT OF THE LIBRARIAN OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

The Joint Library Committee of both Houses of the Legislature having, during
the last Session of Parliament, agreed to the adoption of measures for re-organiz-
in g ihe Library of Parliament, upon a practical and useful scale, determined upon
sending to Europe a Special Agent for the selection and purchase of books in
London nd Pari, in the various departnents of law, polities, literature and
science, agreeably to instructions prepared by the Honorable The Speaker of the
Legislative Assembly, and by the Chairman of the Library Conimittee.

Being intrusted by the Conunittee with this duty, and having been furnished
by His Excellency the Governor General with letters commendatory to the Colo-
nial Office in Lon don, I left Quebec upon ry mission, on the 31st May last.

Ini the general instructions given by the Commnittee for my guidance, I was
authorised [o iiiake application to the Offices of State in England and France for
donations of such works, at the disposal of the respective Governments, as they
niigh- t1hink fit to present to the Library. I was also einpowered to receive from
Publi Institutions and from private individuals, any donations of books that might
be oíïered, with directions to report specially thereon to the Legislature, in, order
that all such gifts should be suitably acknowledged,
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Shortly after my arrival in London, I presented my credentials at the Colonial
Office, and being honoured with an interview by the late lamented Right Honor-
able Sir Wlliam. 3fole8worth, the then Secretary of State for the Colonies, com
municated to him the nature of my mission and the hopes entertained by the
Provincial Authorities that some assistance would be allorded by the Imperial
Government in the endeavour to collect together a Library for Canada, suited to
the wants of the Legislature, and calculated to afford the means of information to
students and practical men in our rapidly improving Province.

Sir William Molesworth gave me assurance of his desire to afford me every
aid and facility in his power to further the objects of my mission. By his order,
I was afterwards furnished with a list of the various Departments of the British
Government which had been requested to contribute their official publications to
the Library, and with directions to put myself in communication with them for
the purpose of receiving any works which it might be in the power of Her Majesty's
Governient to bestow.

The Offices enumerated in my letter from the Colonial Office were the follow-
ing, viz:

The Admiralty,
The Board of Ordnance,
The Board of Trade,
The Board of Health,
The Treasury,
The Rolls House,
The Foreign Office, and
The British Museum.

I will now proceed to state the result of my applications to these several Offices.
From the Secretary to the Board of Admiralty, I received a most valuable col-

lection of Maps and Charts of all parts of the Globe, selected by the Hydrographer
of the Admiralty for the use of the Library. These I afterwards caused to be
carefully arranged, mounted upon linen, and bound in 23 large folio volumes.
Froin this Department I was also presented with 54 volumes of Sailing Directions,
and other official publications of the Board.

Fron the Board of Ordnance, I was presented with the entire series, so far as
lias yet been published, of the Maps of the Ordnance Survey of the several
Counties of Englund, Scotland and Ireland. The magnificent scale upon which
this work has been executed is that of one inch to a mile. It already extends to
2,736 separate sheets, and it is still far from completion. ThIe cost of these maps,
if bought at the publisher's, would exceed £470 sterling. Finding that this series
froni its vast extent, would be quite unmanageable for reference, unless suitably
arranged, and would be liable to injury if not properly preserved, I have caused
the sheets to be mounted on linen, and classified according to Counties, and have
directed presses to be made, with sliding shelves, each niarked by a descriptive
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letter piece, in order to insure the preservation of tlis important collection, and to
afford every facility to those who may desire to refer toi it.

By the Secretary of flic Board of Trade, I was prescnted witl the official pub-
lications of that Departinet, comprising a valuable series of Statistical Tables of
Great Britain and its dependencies, froi 1820 1o 1853, in 46 volumes, and with
various works emaiating froin the Museumi of Practical Geology, and presented
by Sir Roderick .Kurchison, Director Gencral of that Institution.

The Board of Healtli preseuted me with copies of all their official publications,
These works, though few iii number, and mllostly incIluded in tie annual series of
the Sessional Papers of the House of Commons, are, ncvertheless, very important,
and form a consecutive series of nmuch interest in sanitary investigations.

My application at the Treasury was ie, al flie ouitset, with a difficulty arising
out of certain regulations which Ile Lords Commissioners of the Treasury had
found it needul to establislh with regard f-o Il te disposal of works published at the
public expense, includinîg f-he Ordnance Maps, the publications of the Record
Commission, and State Papers, forbidding flie gratuitous presentation of these
works in future ; nevertheless, after an interviw witlh James Wilson, Esq., M. P.,
0ne of the Secretaries of flic Treaury, and i consequence of the strong recom-
mendations ii favour of the Library liv the Colonial Secretary ; Sir'O. E. Trevelyan
wrote to the Colonial Office, under date of the 17th1 October, 1855, in the follow-
ing terms: "Wlhile the Lords of Ilie Treasurv would feel bound, in all ordinary
" cases, to abide by those regulations, thev regarded the circumstances affecting
" the present application as justif1ving them in making an exception in favor of the

Canadian Legislature, and in leing their aid to make good tic losses sustained
"in the destruction of a large portion of the Public Library of the Province of
" C'auada, during the Fire at the Parliamenl Buildings in Quebec in February,
"'1854, by presenting to tic Houses of the Legislature the copies of any Works
' which have been publislied under lie directions of tle Government, and are still
"in its possession.

"If Sir William 3'foleswor'tht will place _Mr. T'odd, tic gentleman deputed for
"this purpose by the Legislature of Canada, in communication with this Board,
"My Lords will have proper arrangements made for carrying out these intentions."

I was accordingly put into communication with W. . Stephenson, 5Esq.,
Principal Clerk Assistanto the Secretaries of the Treasurv, who manifested a lively
interest in the matter, and kindly undertook to ascertain, froili the several Offices
in connection witl the Treasury, what f-hey had it iii their power to bestow, in
order that their contributions miglit be inade as complete as possible. Afterwards
I rdceived a fetter from Sir C E Trevelyan, dated'13ti November, 1855, enclos-
ing lists of scientific and other works, and of Record publications, deposited in
the Government stores, anid informîing me tha t flic Master of tChe Rolls, and the
Comptroller of the Stationery Office, were prepared to furnishi le, on application,
with any of the works mentioned in these lists, which miglit be desirable to obtain
for the Library.
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The active exertions of Mr. &eplenson, in our behalf, led however, to our
receiving still larger contributions than would otherwise have been given. Through
his instrumentality, I obtained from the Rolls House, all the publications of the
Record Commission of Great Britain remaining in print, in one or two instances,
the sole remaining copy in store being presented. Througli my introduction from
the Colonial Office, I had been furnished with a list of works from the Public
Record Department, which they were willing to supply, but in the subsequent
letter from'Sir C. E. Trevelyan, tliat list was inaterially enlarged.

While on this subject, I may add, that I succeeded in procuring from varions
London booksellers, nearly all the volumes of the Records which the Rolls Office
were unable to supply, so that we now possess a set very nearly complete of these
important historical publications.

On applying at Her Majesty's Stationery Office, after the receipt of Sir Charles
Trevelyan'8 letter, I received the interesting series of Historical Records of the
different Regiments of the British Army, in 68 volumes, together with some Army
manuals, and several valuable scientific works; a list of which will be found in
the Appendix to this Report.

On writing to the Foreign Office, I received a reply, dated 19th November,
1855, from Lord Woa7ehouse, Under Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs, pre-
senting to the Library a set of the Britishi and Foreign State Papers, froin 1812 to
1837, (in 25 volumes), a collection of the Bulletins of State Intelligence, being an
abstract of the most important articles in the Official Gazette, from 1793 to 1853
(in 61 volumes), together with 8 volumes of Papers relating to State affairs between
Great Britain and Foreign Countries.

At the British Museum I was most courteously received by Sir Hfenry 1llis
the principal Librarian, and was presented with a small -but valuable collection of
books, printed by authority of the Trustees.

Soon after my arrival in England, I applied to J. G. Shaw Lefevre, Esq., Clerk
of the 1-ouse of Lords, in order to obtain a copy of the Lords' Journals, to replace
the set destroyed at the Fire iii Quebec, and to inquire about a set of the Sessional
Papers of the House of Lords which had been promised us so long ago as 1852,
when Mr. Faribault was sent to England, but which had never been forwarded to
the Library. Paéliament being then in Session, Mr. Lefevre undertook to have
my application formally communicated to their Lordships, and shortly after he
transmitted to me the following Order passed by the House on the 10th August,
1855. Ordered, "That a set of 'the printed Papers of the IHouse of Lords, and
"Printed Minutes of their Proceedings, from the earliest period that the sanie can
"be made up, to the present time, be furnished to the Library of the Parliament
"of Canada; and that in future the Parliamentary Papers, and Parliamentary
"Minutes of eaci Session be also supplied to the said Library." The collection
" furnished under this Order included the Lords' Journals complete to the present
"time, in 100 volumes, and the Lords' Papers from 1790 to 1854, in 1200 volumes.

Through the kindness of Thonas Tardon, Esq., Librarian to the House of Com-
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nions, I was prescnted with all the voluies of Sesional Papers of the House of
Coimons rcquired to comiplete our series of this nobt usefuil anid important work•
After the lobs sustained in the destruction e our fornier collection of these docu~
ments, orders had beenî given t our Inja7oni Agent to purcliase aiiy number o
volumes of the Couin ;us5 P 1pers tihat might oceur for sale. He had succeeded in
buying a set for tle year 1823 ad fron 1826 to 1843. All the previous volumes,
from 1806 to 1829, th-lose for. 1824 and 1825, and friom 1844 to 1850, in all about
750 volumes, were obtainied for us bY Mr. dn wlo iiinifested on alloccasions,
his desire to further the interests of the Library, and whîo afforded me mucl assist-
ance by the use he permitted mue to iake of the Catalogue of the fine collection
under his charge.

I have th-lis stated, in orcer, the resuit of moy application to the several Offices
of State to which mv letters fromn +'he Colonial Office gave nie introduction and
access. Before leaving itis subject, horever, I desire to make public acknowledg-
ment of the benefit derived from th e good offices of George Jlayer, Esq., the
Librarian and Keeper of hie Records of tlie Colonial Department. The kind
assstance of this gentlenumîî to Messrs. Fariatult and W7ekteed, when on a similar
mission in 1852, received honorable iention froi them, and was acknowledged
by Resolutions in Parliamient, at t-be timte. On the occasion of my visit to London,
Mr. Kfayer was prompt to afford mTe everv connesel and aid thbat his experience and
official position could suggest, and I feel that I an largely indebted to his active
zeal, and judicious advice, foir tc great success which attended my applications to
the Imperial Offices of Stat-e, on helialt' of tie Librarv.

My attention having been dlirected dle valuble and comprehensive publica-
tions now issuing froi tie Office cf 1he Conuissioners of Patents for Inventions,
I was induced to write to the Cleik of PateLt . Ednonds, Esq., to solicit from
the Coimissioners, a donation of ihiese import ait works ; being persuaded that
they would be found most useful in the Canadian conniunity, where practical arts
and inventions are daily beconing more dev'eloped and appreciated. I afterwards
waited upon B]eiet JFoodcroft, IGq., the Superintendent of Specifications, &c.,
nder whose fostering care the several publications of this Office have been

planned, arranged and exccuted. By the joint liberality of these gentlemen, to
whon the Commissioners have entrusted authority for the purpose, the entire series
of the publications of thie Department, (and whieh will be found enunerated in
the Appendix) were placed unreservedly at mîy disposal for the use of the Library,
and directions given for the periodical delivcry to our London Agert, of the
Specifications and Reports to be hîereafter issued fron this Office. The several
works included iii this mnunîilicent donation aiount in all to upwards of 100 volumes
of letter press, and 50 folio volumes of plates, tlie latter enbracing designs and
working drawings of Patents for Inventions, of everv description, froin an early
period to the present da '.

I have further to record an act of liberality on the part of Mir. Woodcroft,
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towards the Province, which is deserving of public acknowledgment. Having
made inquiries of me with regard to the state of the Patent law in Canada, and
the progress nade in recording descriptions of Inventions sought to be patented
amongst us, he volunteered to present the Canadian Patent Office with a collection
sinilar to that given to the Library, on condition of bis being supplied with
certain information concerning Canadian Patents, and the Law affecting the same,
and of his being assured that the public should have free access, at all reasonable
hours, to the books and plans he should supply. I lost no time in communicating
this handsome offer to the Provincial Departnent, and before leaving England
had the satisfaction of receiving from the Patent Office another complete
series of their valuable publications, op# behalf of the Province, to be deposited in
the Office under the charge of Mr. liutton, Secretary of the Board of Statisties.
The books arenowin the laids of Mr. Rich, our london Agent, awaiting directions
froin the Provincial Authorities with regard to theirbinding. The copy presented
to the Library, I have directed to be suitably bound, and the immense collection
of plates to be mounted upon stout cartridge paper. The cost of this will be con,
siderable, from the very magnitude of the work, but I deemed it to be indispens,
ably necessary to incur any needful expense, to render this importantseries available
for reference, and to preserve it from the effects of use. The plans and drawinga
are published upon very thin paper, and must be mounted at once if they are to
be subjected to much consultation. The directions I have given for the binding
of the Library copy, are similar to those which have emanated fromn the Library
of Congress, and other similar Institutions possessing a copy of this work.

Taking advantage of the opportunity of my being in London, I addressed a
letter to Sir James felill, Secretary of the Honorable the East India Company,
soliciting the donation of any works issued under the patronage of the Company,
having reference to the development of the resources of India, and to the lang-
nage and literature of that country. In his answer dated Sth November, 1855,
Sir James, after inentioning that he had laid my communication before the Court
of Directors, proceeded, to- state that " In reply I am commanded to inform you
that the " Court will be happy to forward your object as far as lies in their power,
and "that a list of the works which would be suitable for the Library of Cnada,
and "of which copies are available, is now in course of preparation, under their
" orders." Lp to the time of leaving London these books lad not reached me
but, shortly before my departure, I wrote to the Assistant Secretary of the Con
pany, requesting, that, when ready, they might be forwarded to Mr. RicÀ, who
was authorised to receive t.hem for the Library. Whereupon, I was assured that
the books should be sent to Mr. Rick, as soon as possible; but that the list.of the
same had not yet been completed.

Having beeii instructed by the Library Committee to procure versions of the
Bible in the various European tongues, as auxiliary to the study of those languages,
I applied to the British and Foreign Bible Society, for a selection of the versions
of the Holy Scriptures issued by that body. The Society readily acceded to my
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request, informing me that they would be able to make up 90 or 100 volumes of
this description; and at the saine time, expressing a hope that their gift might be
the m rs of drawing attention to the important and extensive operations carried
on by the Bible Society."

I also appliec to the Oriental Translation Fund Society, for a copy of their in-
teresting publications, which comprise sone of the most curions works extant in
Eastern Literature. I received a very kind rcply'from the Secretary, dated 22nd
of December, informing me that lie would submit my letter to the Committee at
their next monthly meeting, but adding, " at the same time I fear that I do not
" anticipate that the Society will be able to grant the books entirely as a free gift
"or grant. But they will possibly offer them to you at a very considerable re-
"duction, i. e. half price. I trust that this proposal will meet your wislies. The
"Institution is imaiiitained. in its efforts by the munificence of individuals, and
"therefore does not inake froc grants of their works, except in case where there
"are no means of bearin g any part of the expense of their publication.

Similar applications to the Secretary of the Royal Society, and to the Librarian
of the Iyal Institution for the advancement of Science, with a view to obtain
donations of the publisled Transactions of the leading Scientific Societies, were
attended with less favorable resilts. I was informed that tliese learned bodies
made it a rule to present their transactions to kindred Institutions only, by way of
excliange for shilar works ; and that they felt bound to reserve their free grants

of books for the benefit of poor Societies or Institutions who were unable to incur
the expenses of purchasing the same.

Failing in my endeavour to obtain, without cost to the library, any of these
important collections, so indispensible to aid the researches of the student in sci-
entific inquiries, I made every effort to purchase series, as complete as possible, of
the publications of the leading learned Societies of England, Scotland aud Ireland
and I was fortunately enlabled to effect this, to a great extent, and at a comparatively
small expense.

The donations to the Library from private sources were few in nunber; mîy
official position not admitting of general applications of this kind. The nanes
of those gentlemen to whoimi the Library is indebted for the presentation of books,
will be found in the Appendix to this Report. I would beg, however, to make
special mention of a contribution received fron Mr. Vincent Brooks, flie well
known lithographic artist and printer towards the formation of a smîall series I
have coûected, ilhistrative of the progress of the art of printing in oils and chro-
molithograpy. Having selected, from two of the principal houses engaged iii
such publications, a few spieciiens, towards the formation of a portfolio on these
subjects, I called upon Mr. Vincent Brooks, whose productions undoubtly excel

anything of the kind elsewlere attempted. IIaving ientioned niy obj ect, and
that I was puchasing for the Library of the Parliament of Cai ada, Mr. Brooks,
very liberally presented nie witlh several of his best specimîens, including one of
peculiar excellence. This is a copy of thel "Lumnley Portrait" of Shakespere,

which, by a process of Printing, involving 23 distinct impressions, presents in ap-
pearance and colour, a fac-simile of an old oil painting so exact as not to be detected
fron an original oil painting, by an ordinary observer. Mr. Brooks is in the
employ of the Government departnent of Science and Art at Marlborough
House; and lie has recently been awarded a gold medal at the Paris Exposition.

So soon as the nature of my engagements in London permitted, I proceeded to
Paris. To enable me to make formal application to the Departments of State in
France, on behalf of the Library, I was entrusted, by the Riglt Ionble. Sir Wm.
AMolesorth, and by the Earl of Clarendon, with letters to Lord Cowley, Her
Majesty's Minister at Paris Upon presenting these letters at the British Em-
bassy, I was courteously received by His Excellency the British Embassador
who gave me a letter of introduction to the imperial Minister for Foreign
Affairs, Count valewsei. He moreover undertook to~see Count Walewski per-
sonally upon the subject, and to solicit from hin the inost favourable response
that it imiglit be in the power of the French Government to afford, to the re-
co< >miendations of the Britsh Authorities. But I need scarcely add, that such is
the cor(dial feling now happily existing in France towards this Country, that it
(id not require the kind intervention of Lord Couwley to induce the Imnperial
G-overnmnct to act towards Canada with its wonted generosity. Everywhere, in
all the Bureaux of State, my applications on belialf of the Library were received
witli favour and responded to with liberality> I regret that it is not iiiny power
at present, to go more ully into particulars. Statements, promised by M. Bos-
sange, our Agent in Paris, of all the Donations transmitted to him from the
several French Departments, have not yet reaclied me. I am enabled to state,
however, that X. le Xini.stre de l' Istrution Publique et des Cultes, lias sent up-
wards of 160 volunes, including the very valuable .Documents en éd2ts sur l'his-
toire de FYrance, in 65 vols. From M le 3finistre ce la Marine lias been received
about 120 vohumes, enbracing the accounts of the principal Government ex-'
ploratory and scientifie voyages. From 3. le Ministre de la Guerre, lias been
received a copy of the splendid Carte de France, large Atlasses of different parts
of Europe, and of tle French possessions in Africa ; together with other works of
mucli interest. Other Departments of State have pledged themselves to con-
tribute to the Library, but tleir donations liad not been sent in wlien I last heard
froi Paris.

I will now advert to that part of my mission which concerned the purchase of
books. The suni cntrusted to me for this purpose was £9,621 9s. 6d. sterling,
whicli was placed to ny credit by the Receiver General of the Province, in the
Bank of Messrs. Glyn, fills & Co., London. By the direction of the Library
Cominittee, one-lialf of this amount was te be expended upon Englisli books, and
the renaining moicty upon French works, including also a selection of works
upon languages, and iii Foreign tongues.

The purchases were to be effected under general instructions framed by the
Library Committee, specifying the classes of literature to which preference was to
be given, while every class should be more or less represented.
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With a view to obtain sone assistance iii the dificult task entrusted to nie, of
choosing the books required for the Library, while at Ncw York, on the way to
England, I waited upon Dr. Cog.swell, the learned and indefatigable Superintend
ent of the Astor Library, and by whose labours that admirable collection lias been
formed. Within a recent period, Dr. Cogswell bas twice or thrice visited Europe
on behalf of the Librarv, and his extensive knowledge of books, and pains-taking
activity, enabled him to effect his purchases upon highly favourable terms. I was
therefore, induced to apply to bim for inforimation to direct my own endeavours.
The learned Doctor readily responded to my request, and comnunicated to me
nany valuable hints and suggestions for my future guidance.

In London, I was aided by the experience of Mr. Geoige Rich, of the firm of
Rich, Brother, Booksellers, so long favourably known as Agents for the Library.
Ris services were muost useful, and were always cheerfully rendered. Fromu Mr.
Jfenriy G. Boun, the w ell-known London publisier, I also derivedi much valuable
aid. He holds the largest stock of books in London, and is renarkable for the
extent and accuracy of his bibliogr'aphical information. The choicest portion of
Our Englisli books, and several of the iost valuable French works, were se-
lected from lhis stock, which is noted for comipleteness in historical collections,
and in works illustrative of the Fine Arts.

In Paris, I had the benefit of the experience and information of M. Hector
Bossange, the leading bookseller of that city. Most Canadians who have visited
France at this season have bad proof of the urbanity and kindness of M. Bossange
who, having formely resided in Canada, lias never ceased to take a lively interest
in its welfare, and to eideavour, by every means in his power, to render good
service to the Province ; as bis exertions on behalf of Can rda, at therecent French
Exposition, will testify. To myself, he afforded the nost valuable aid. Aware
of my deficiencies in a knowledge of the language and literature of F ance, -M.
Bossa'nge spared no pains to supply my defects, and to render the French portion
of the Library creditable and complete. He obtained for me the friendly as-
sistance of Jf. de Pui>usque, a learned Professor, who is well-known and ap-
preciated in Canada Mir. Taché, the Provincial Comumissioner to the Paris Ex-
position, Mr. Hunt, of the Gelogical Survey, and other gentlemen from Canada,
also contributed information and advice in the choice of the most suitable works
for the French portion of the Library.

When it becane necessary for me to prefer my applications to the various De-
partients of State, in Paris, for donations from the French Government, M. Bos-
sanfge' services were of the greatest utility. He accompanied me in my visits to
the Bureaux; and on my return to London, lie waited repeatedly upon the several
Officers of State, to ensure the due fulfibment of the generous assurances of the
French Ministers, that directions should be given to all the Departments to con-
tribute as liberally as possible towards the Canadian Library. In every respect
I am bound to acknowledge that if the expectations of the Legislature, with re-
gard to the French portion of the Library, have been satisfied, the credit is
mainly, if not altogether, due to M. Bossange.
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Notwithstanding the most strenuous efforts to complete my labours at an earlier
day the length of time required to further the applications to the Governments
of Jngland and -France for donations, the necessity for informing myself, by
frequent visits to lcading public and official Libraries, as to the most desirable
works to select for the Library, and the time necessarily taken up in the book
market, preventcd my return to Canada until the beginning' of January. Even
then I had been uniable to expend the whole of the moneys in my hands ; but
the near approach of the meeting of Parliament rendered my return imipe-
rative.

The books purchased in London, and Paris have been all snbstantially bound,
upon very econonical terms; and the greater portion of them have already ar-
rived either at Toronto or at New York The remainder, including the balance
of the French purchases, which were unavoidably in a less forward state, for ship-
ment, when I left Europe, may be expected within two or three montlis. Mean-
while, I an preparing, for immediate publication, for the use of the Memb'rs, a
Catalogue of ail my purchases, which, though it will necessarily be meagre in its
description of 1he books, will be complete, and will include also the books pre-
viously in the Library.

Before closing this Report, I have thought that it miglit be gratifying to many
were I to point out some of the special objects of interest and literary merit,
which I have been enabled to collect ; particularly as owing to delay in providing
suitable accommodation for the Library, it has not been possible to open even those
cases of books which have reached Toronto. Reference has been already made
to the series of Parliamentary papers, the Maps of the Ordnance Survey, andfrom
the Board of Admiraby, the Public Records, the series of Patent Specifications,
and other official publications obtained in England, and also to the munificent do-
nations received from the Government of France ; I would now call attention to
a few of the most rare aud curions works included in my purchases ; prenising,
however, that the several classes of law, politics, science, and literature, have
been all fully represented by selections of the best and most recent publications,
and of standard writers.

'Tie whole of the undernentioned works were bougit from Mr. Il G. Bohn,
to whose information I an chiefly indebted for the descriptive notices:

The Chronicles of Great Britain and France together with Lord Somor'
Ilistorical Tracts, and the Iarleian Miscellany. 55 vols., 4to., uniformly
bound.

This fine uniforin series of our Pillars of History is now difficult
to obtain.

Jearne's Works on early English listory ; comprising between twenty and
thirty separate Monkisi Chronicles and ancient Itineraries. 85 vols.

This is the rarest of our English Historical Collections, and very
few Libraries contain the entire'set. A large paper set was sold,
some years since, for £500, and no copy similàir ias since oc-
curred. The present set cost £7b.
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Publications of the British Historical Society. 27 vols.
This Society undertook to publish inedited monuments of British History,

in the manner of learne, but found the cost exceeded their sub-
scriptions, and the Society becane extinct. Their publications, are
very valuable and as but few copies were printed, must soon become
rare.

English Almanacks; a consecutive series, from 1717 to 1820. 104 vols.
Each volume seems to contain all the Almanacks of the year, some of

wlich are famous in story, such as Partriges, Poor Robin, Gad-
bury, &c. They contain inucli curious astrological information
in addition to their general historical interest.

General Dictionary, Historical and Critical, being a translation, with ad-
ditions, of Bayley's Dictionary; by Bcrnard, Birc/b & Lockman. 10
vols. Biographia Brittanica. 7 vols, folio. The same, enlarged by
Kippis ; vols. 1 to 5 (aIl published). i all 22 vols. folio, uniform.

This is a very complete and valuable series of the older Biograph-
ies, and is rarely found together and uniform.

A ri8totle's Works; translated by Taylor: with his translation of the BookE
of Proclus, on the Theology of Plato; together 13vols., 4to.

This celebrated translation of Aristotle was printed at the expense
of Wm. Xeredith, Esq., and cost many thousand pounds. Not
50 comiplete copies exist, as of two of the volumes scarcely that
number were printed. There is no other translation of the
greater portion of these works.

Silvestre, Paléographie Univèrselle. 2 vols. Atlas folio ; with letter-press;
translated into Englislh, with corrections bv Sir Frederick 3adden, K
I., Keeper of the Mainiscripis in the British Musemn.

This is the grandest work of mrodern times, as regards its particular
sulject, the age and chiaracter of Manuscripts. It exhibits the
best examples of every age and cointry, and was got up, at a
cost of nearly £20,000 under the auspices of the French Go-
vernment. Even the Aiiglo-Saxon Manuscripts are better done
than previously in England. Theplates are now the property
of I. G. Bo/in, who lias re-produced the work even more care-
fuîlly colored than at first; and with the revised letter-press ; at
less thanu lialf its original price.

Assemani Codex Liturgicus Ecclesiæ Universo. 13 vols. 4to.
This is a work of great importance, and very rare, especially the later

volumes. The l3th is so rare that it was but lately known to biblio-
graphers. The work'contains the Liturgies of the Churches of the
East and West, and lias been very mucli inquired after of late years.

Grævius et Gronovius: Thesauri Antiquitattun Romanarum Grecarum et
Italicarum: with the Supplements of Sallengre and Polenus, the Lexi-
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con Antiquatatum of Piliscus and Gruter's Inscriptionis. 69 vols. folio.
This great body of Greek, Roman, and Italian Topography and

Antiquities lias always been in request among seholars, and
used formerly to command a great price. The present copy
cost £29; Mr. Bohn remembers to have sold a copy, many
years ago, for £200.

Canina, L'Architettura antica, Egiziana Grecm Romanæe: 3 vols. folio, of
plates ; and 6 vols. Svo. of letter-press.

This grand Architectural Collection, by Canina, is very comprehen-
sive and complete. The present was the subscription copy of
Sir J'hn Rennie.

D'Agincourt, Histoire de l'Art, par les monuments. 6 vols. in 3, folio.
Though this admirable work is very well known to all the lovers of art,

it is chiefly through less perfect editions. It lias been re-produced
in Ztaly, Germany and England, but much abridged, especially the
English edition.

Du Soqnqnerard. Les Arts du Moyen Age; avec Album. 6 vols. folio, of
beautifully colored plates, and 5 vols. letter-press.

This is a fine set of the most attractive work on the Decorations of
the Middle Ages, ever publislied. Many of the objects illus-
trated have been dispersed, thé remainder were sold to the
French Government, and are deposited at the Hotel de Cluny.
A copy of this work lately brought £120, at auction, in London,
being double the cost of the present copy.

Musée Français: (Pictures of the Paintings in the Gallery of the Louvre,
during the time of the Emperor Napoleon I.) Original edition. 4 vols.
folio. Singularly fine impressions, equal to proofs.

Bouquet, Recueil des Historiens de la Gaule. 20 vols. folio.
I was so fortunate as to get a fine and complete copy of this rare and de-
sirable work for 60 guineas, at an auction, in London. There was no
perfect copy to be met witli in Paris; and when in occurs it is Very
costly.

Jugin, Glossary of Ecclesiastical Ornament and Costume, 4to., superbly
)ounld in Morocco, most elaborately tooled.

This work is a complete repertory of information upon the subject
of Church ornament, decoration and costume; but I call atten-
tion to it on account of the binding, which is a perfect master-
piece, and cost its late possessor £20: besides which, he bouglit
two copies of the work in quires, at seven guineas each, that he
might select the best impressions. I paid for the book (the
bindimg included), £9.

Ferrario, Costume antico e moderno Europe, Asia, 4frica et Amedca. 18
vols. 4to.; many hundred coloured plates.

This is the most extensive book extant on Costune. inly about
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six complete copies are known in England, and it is believed
there are not so many in -France. In America no other copy is
known.

Sibthor:p. Flora Græca Sibthorpiana: sive Plantarum rariorum Historia
cias in Provinciis aut Insulis GrScio legit, investigavit et depingi cura-
vit J. Bibt/irop, &c. 10 vols. folio, containing 1,000 beautifully colored
plates.

This is the most costly and perfect Flora ever published in any
country. The getting up cost £30,000. Only fifty copies were
printed, at 250 guineas achi, but not half the number were
taken up by the subscribers. No complete sets have come to
auction, but the first six volumes brought 80 guineas at a sale
The cost of this copy, complete, and haunclsomely bound, was
£45.

Asiatic Researches; or Transactions of the Society instituted at Bcnqal for
inquiring into the History and Antiquities, the Arts, Sciences and Litera-
ture of Asia. 19 vols. 4to. Calcutta 1788-1821, and Berampore,

,1825--1837.

This book, owing to its being printed in India, and in very limited
number, hardly ever occurs for sale. Tiere is a twentieth
volume, printed in 1837, but it was not to be met with in Lon-
don.

latlins American Indians. 2 vols. 365 plates, coloured, like drawings.
The engravings in this well-known work were not published in colours,

and only twelve copies were so got up by the Artist. It took tiree
years to produce these few sets, and lie is not likely to undertake
any more.

Philosophical Transactions of the Royal Society, from the commencement
to 1850. 141 vols.

In this fine series the transaclioiis are abridged up to 1750, from
that period they are given iii full. Accoinpanying this collec-
tion will be found the Volumes of Abstracts, publisied by
the Society, of the principal papers from 1800 to 1854, in-
clusive, in tour volumes.

Philosophical Magazines ; by Niekinson, Tilloch, Taylor- and Pilips, and
Brewster, from 1797 to 1848: in all 5 vols. 4to. and 128 vols. 8 vo. neatly
bound.

This interesting series belonged to the late Dr. Pearson, the eminent
Astronomer. It was purchased of Mr. Bohn for 13 guineas.

The Total expenditure for books and binding in Europe, including the cost ot
mounting the immense colections óf Oideaned Mripe and Admiralty Charts,, be-
fore referred to, amounts to £7,555 Os.

The House according to order proceeded to the consideration of His Excelleney's
Speech from the Throne at the opening of the present Session
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Which being read by the Clerk,
It was moved to resolve,-
That an humble Address be presented to his Excellency the Governor General,

to thank His Excellency for his gracious Speech from the Throne at theopening
of the present Session.

To assure His Excellency that although this House is at all times prepared, as
in duty bound, to afford its advice and assistance to the Executive Government,
we are grateful to His Excellency for calling Parliainent together at this most òon-
venient season, instead of delaying the task of legislation to a later period of the
year.

To reciprocate with His Excellency in his congratulations on the settlement of
the disputcd question of the Clergy Rserves ; to express to His Excelleñey the
satisfaction of this House at the intelligence that a large balance of funds ariing
fron this source is believed to be available for distribution among the Municipa-
lities ; and to assure His Excellency that the earnest attention of this Housè will
be bestowed upon any measure for giving full effect to the fair and equal allotnent
of these suns which nay be submitted for its consideration.

To convey to His Excellency an expression of the gratification with which this
Iouse learns that in Lower Canada the Act for the abolition of the Seigniorial
Tenure promises in like manner to close a long pending controversy by an equit-
able adjustuent of existhig claims,-that no time has been lost by His Excellency
in acting on the powers conferred by this Law, and that there is reason,to believo
tlhat the progress which has been made under it will be found to be satisfactory.

To assure His Excellency that the subject of a change in the Constitution of the
Legislative Council by rendering it elective, when again brouglit before this
Hllouse, will receive its respectful attention,

To assure His Excellency that the attentive consideration of this House -will
also be given to any measure which may be laid before it for the organization of a
Provincial Police capable of being applied by the Crown for the prevention of
Crime and the speedy apprehension of Offenders.

To express agreement with His Excellency in the opinion that the increasing
wealth and prosperity of the country denand increased protection for'property,
and that the advance of civilization in Canada should be marked by the strict
enforcement of Law and by the perfect sense of security frôm outrage ; and to
assure His Excellency that, so far as this House is concerned, hé shall not loôk in
vain to the Legislature for the power of ensuring these great'objeòts.

To concur also in the opinion of His Excellency, that no matk of increasîing
prosperity could be stronger than that afforded by our extended lines of Railway;
to rejoice with fis Excellency- that this progress is not confined to one Sectioi 'ot
the Province, but that eastward to Saint Thomas and westward to Guelpli rd
Hamilton, these lines, at once the sign and the cause of progress, are already do-
pleted ; and to accept with thanks His Excellency's congrutalations on the fact
that since the last mneeting of Padiament, neDarly two hundred and fifty miies hivé
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been got into working order, whilst it is hoped that not less than two hundred and
fifty more will be finished before next year.

To assure His Excellency that this House wil carefully consider any measure
which may be submitted to it with reference to the important subject of the legal
reforms which are needed both in Eastern and Western Canada, and to express our
hope that although it may not be possible in the present Session to effect all that
is desired, some progress will be made in simplifying the procedure and facilating
the working of our Courts, by the adoption of practical amendments.

The Standing order of the House of Lords on this subject, is in the fol-
lowing words : " It is to be observed that the fi.st or second day, the House be
" called.............." It is obvious, therefore, that the precedents and practice of that
Body can afford no guide to the interpretation of the Fourth Standing Order of
this House, which requires the call to be made " on the second Friday after the
" commencement of each Session."

The Legish.tive Council of Lower Canada, adopted in 1817, a Standing Order,
requiring a eull of the House to be made " on the first or second day after the
" commencement of each Session ;" but their practice under it was too irregular
to afford any clue to their interpretation of the latter part of the sentence-

In the Legislative Council of Upper Canbada, a Rule of which the Fourth Stand-
ing Order of this louse, is an exact transcript in this respect, was in force, and
your Comuttec find that the Session of 1830 having commenced on Friday, the
Sth of January, the flouse was called on Friday, the 22ûd of the sane Month.

Only two Sessions, before the present, have opened on a Friday since the
Union, viz: those of 1846 and 1848.

The first of these Sessions was opened on Friday, the 20th of March, and the
House appears to have been called "pursuaut to the Fourth Standing Order," on
Friday, the 27th of the same month.
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In the Session of 1848, which was opened on Friday, the 25th of February, the
call was not made until Friday, the 10th of March.

Your Committee are of opinion, that the latter was the correct course, and that
the adoption of a different course in a previous Session, can only be accounted for
ou the supposition of reference having been had on that occasion to the French
version of the Standing Order which requires the call to be made on the second
Friday, at the commencement of the Session.

In support of their construction of the English version of the Standing Order,
your Committee beg leave to refer to the case of Williams vs. Burgeas & Walcott,
reported in the 12tli volume of Adolpius cf Ellis Reports, page 638, in which it
was decided that twenty-one days of, after or froin, the day of the execution, must
be reckoned exclusively ; and also, to ('layton's Case, in the 5th volume of Coke's
Reports, page 1, in which a similar interpretation was given to the words "within
six months after the date of the same writings indented," occurring in the Statute
of Enrolments 27, Henry VIII, Chapter 16, it being adjudged there that if such
writings have a date, the six inonths shall be accounted from the date; if
they have no date, then froi the delivery; and that the day is exclusive.

In conclusion, your Comnittee beg leave to recommend that the House be
called this day, "in pursuance of the Fourth Standing Order," and that the French
version of that Order be so anended as to make it agree with the English.

Sir,-I have the honor to submit for your Excellency's consideration, and Her

Majesty's Government, a Memorial addressed to me, by the Clergy and Laity of
the Western Section of this Extensive Diocese.

On the 5th October, 1850, I presented a Memorial to the Most Reverend and
T , d Right Reverend the Archbishops and Bishops, forming the committee
Downg ogee4 appointed to arrange measures in concert with Her Majesty's Govern-

Atprle,185. ment, for the erection and endowment of additional Bishops in the
Colonies and Dependencies of Great Britain, praying that the Diocese of Toronto
miglit be beneficially divided into three distinct Sees, and ultimately a fourth See
to superintend the Indian Missions, and those of the white population on the Banks
of the great Canadian Lakes.

No steps having been taken towards tho accomplishment of the object prayed
for, I renewed my application, with additional reasons, -on the 5th of February,
1853, and enclosed copies of the two Memorials to His Grace the Duke of New-
castle, then Secretary for the Colonies. His Grace was pleased to state.in reply,
"that Her Majesty's Government will be prepared to countenance whatever
"plan may be resolved on by the Members ot the Church of England in Canada
"itself, for the subdivision of the Diõcese of Toronto."

The Archbishop of Canterbury, with whom I have been also in communication
on the subject, in a letter dated the 10th of February, 1854, says, "I can assure
"your Lordship that the measure of dividing your extensive Diocese, is scen
"here in the same light as by yourselves ; and, the only difficulty in the way, is
"the want of an adequate endowment for a second Bishop."

Although this appears to be the sole obstacle to the sub-division of the Diocese,
I saw no chance of its being removed by any assistance from a distance, I there-
fore, bethought myself of trying what might be done here. Accordingly, on,the
10th of January, 185î, I addressed a Pastoral letter to the Clergy and Laity of
the Diocese, recommending the creation of an Episcopal Endowment Fund, to
provide for the support of the new Bishops, on condition of being allowed to
choose them from among our own Clergy.

Encouraging progress has been made in the different sections of the Diocese
proposed as the new Sees, and, more especially, in the Western Section, in which
the subscriptions already amount to nearly ten thousand pounds, and will soon
reach the maximum £12,500, which is considered at present, sufficient for the ep-
dowment of Bishopric, because at Six per cent., our legal interest, it will yield
£750 per annum.

Hence, should the privilege be granted,'by Her Majesty, to the Synod of each
Diocese to elect their own Bishop,we may soon have one for the Western District of
this Diocese, and the others will rapidly follow. ' vor' will this bon seexu
unreasonable, when the positio of the Church in an.ada is tenderly con-
sidered. v
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The Church has just been deprived of ail her property by the Proineial
Legislature, merely leaving to her Olergy their stipends and allowances, during
their natural lives and incumbencies, but without the slightest means ,at lher
disposal to extend her limits, or to f6l up the vacancies which will be daly
occurring. She therefore requires to be made as complete as possible within her-
self in all her arrangements, even toýpreserve lier existence, and this can only be
effected by uniting her Clergy and Laity in Synodical action. ,Seeing this state
of things approaching Ihave held two Synods : the first in October, 1853, ýand
the second in October, 1854. I have the honor to enclose a printed copy ofAthe
proceedings of eaoh, for your Excellency's information, and I am happy to state
that they have met with the general and cordial approbation of out Churchin lall
parts of the World.

The subdivision of the Diocese was.taken up on both occasions, and it was felt
on al sides that it presented labor enough for three instead of one Bishop ; and
is yearly becoming more and more beyond the strength of any individual.

Fron what the Duke of Newcastle says in his letter, as quoted a;bove,, we are
encouraged to believe that if the Church in Canada undertakes to support her
own Bishops, her Majesty's Government would think it but reasonable to permit
them to be chosen by lier Synod, from among her pwn Clergy. Men who have
served long in the Colony, and are acquainted from experience, with the hard-
ships and difficulties of Missionary life, as well as the more urgent wantsof a Colonial
Diocese. Al appointments, with the exception of the Governor General, aregiow
made in the Province; and we do nôt anticipate that the boon we:pray for
which is so necessary to the extension and prosperity of the Chuirch, will be ny
longer withheld.

places within the limits of the proposed new Diocese, which have not yet been
appealed to for this object.

In the mean time it is respectfully submitted to your Lordship, that by the terms
of the subseription list, all subscriptions are to be paid or secured to the fund on
the first day of January, 1855. But the Committee will not be ina position to call
upon the Members of our Church to pay or to secure the several amounts sub-
scribed by them, until the condition suggested by your Lordship, and embodied
in the heading of the subscription lists, namely, " that the Clergy and Lay dele-
"gates within the limits of the proposed new Diocese shall be allowed to elect
"their own Bishop," shall have been formally sanctioned by the authorities at
home.

Sm-With reference to Lord J. Rusell's Despateh of the 4th of May last,

acknowledging an Address to Ier Majesty from the Legislative Conneil and
Commons of Canada in Parliament assembled, praying for the repeal of such
English Statutes as impede the meeting of the Clergy and Laity of the Church of
England in Synod, and that the choice of Bishops inay be left to the Clergy and
Laity of each Diocese.

I now enclose, for your information, copy of a letter received from the Law
Advisers of the Crown, to whom the subject had been referred by his Lordahip.

You will perceive from the terms of thatletter the difficulties which must noces-
sarily impede Her Majesty's Government in dealing with that subject, regrding
as it does the rights and position of members of the Chur'ch of' Engl«and not'ini
Canada only, but throughout the Colonial possessions of the Empire.

Her Majesty's Gòvernment will, however, not fail to take the whole question
into their earnest consideration; and, notwithstanding the legal or rather
constitutional objections adverted to in the letter which I now transmit, l 'am
myself thoroughly persuaded that the desire for freedom of action and self-govern-
ment on behalf of the Chùrch of En9land in Canada, is just and reasonable for
the reason specified in the address and in your despatch.

For the present, however, further delay is unavoidable. And, as it appeais to'
me that the division of the Diocese of Toronto is so much desired that it maà be
very inconvenient to postpone it until the general question is disposed of, Ihave
to inform youithat Ier Majesty's Government are prepared to take the necessary
steps for this puarpose, whenever required to do so, and that they will recommend
to Her Majesty for appointment to the new~Bishoprics such Clergyme as you
may yourself designate to t11em, after çonsulting with the Bishop änd smidh
authorities of the Church of Engjland in the Colony, as yoi mey thinki advisable,
and taking suéh precautions as to the sufficiency of the means for endowing sh
a Bishoprie as you imy judge necessary.
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You will have the goodness to communicate a copy of this despatch forthwith
on my part to the Bishop of Toronto.

Sm.-We were favored with your letter of the 8th of May last, in which you

stated that you were directed by Lord John Rus8ell, to transmit to us a
copy of a despateli from the Governor of Canada, enclosing an address to Her
Majesty, for the repeal of such English Statutes as impede the meeting of the Clergy
and Laity of the Church of in England Synod, and that the choice of Bishops may
be left to the Clergy and Laity of each Diocese, and you were to request that we
would take the samelinto our consideration and report to his Lordship, whether we
considered that the prayer of the address, or any part of it (notwithstanding the
supposed Statutable obstacles referred to), could be legally granted by the Crown,
if Her Majesty should be advised so to do, or whether an Act of Parliament
would be necessary for the whole, or any part of it, and, if so, what should be the
general force and scope of suc aict. In compliance with your request, we have
considered the question submitted ýo us, and beg to report-

That the Address prays for the introduction and passing of an Imperial Statute
for the repeal of all such statutes as impede the meeting of the Clergyand
Laity in Synod, for the purpose of franing rules and canons.

The propriety of introducing suc a bill into the Imperial Parliament is a
question not of law but of policy. If such an act should be passed, it is obvious
that the Royal Supremacy within the Colony would be thereby most seriously and
directly affected : nor is it possible to foresee all the legal or ecclesiastical con-
sequences which might ultimately result therefrom.

The clergy might be legally empowered by royal license to meet in Synod to
inake rules and canons ; but in order to legalize a meeting of a general assemly
of the representatives of flie Clergy and Laity, and to empower such an assemble
to legislate upon the affairs of the Church, an Imperial Statute would be
necessary.

That portion of the Address which prays that the Synod may proceed to the"
election of their own Bisliops might be practically carried into effect without
authority of Parliament, by ler Majesty issuing letters patent la favour of
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Reverend Gentlemen exclusively who might be elected by the Synod ; but this
would be only aý practical and indirect, and not a strictly legal method of accom-
plishing the object of the Address.

In order effectually to legalize the election of Canadian Bishops, an Imperial
Statute would be requisite, and considering that both the Archbishop of Canter-
bury and the officiating Bishops excercise their episcopal functions in every con-
secration of a Colonial Bishop, not under authority derived from the Legislature,
but directly and immediately by commission from the Crown as a portion of the
prerogative, the objections to introducing any Bill into the Imperial Legislature
to compel the consecration by other Bishops of those who may be elected by the
proposed Canadian Synod, without the royal authority, appear to us to be almost
insuperable.

We consider it our duty to remark that although the Address states that the
Provincial IParliament has passed an Act "by which it is declared that there shall be
an entire separation between Church and State," yet, that the Clergy Reserves
Act (sent with the papers) only appears to do this, if at all, by way of recital, and
in somewhat vague terms, and that in respect to the nomination and consecration
of Bishops and their various officers, and the power and jurisdiction conferred upon
and exercised by them by patent, the connection between Church and Stato cannot
be legally said to be entirely separate in Canada.

With reference to what should be the general force and scope of an Act of
Parliament, to carry into effect the prayer of the Address, we can only say that
the force and scope of such an Act, in order to be effective, would necessarily
extend far beyond those of any Imperial Statute as yet passed. It must authorize
the meeting of a General Assembly, confer on it a permanent and corporate exis-
tence and constitution, and extensive ecclesiastical and legal power and jurisdiction,
together with the means of enforcing its decisions and orders.

Such an Act must further provide for the election of Canadian Bishops by the
Synod, their compulsory consecration by other Bishops, and their investituí•e
thereupon, with all the powers and jurisdiction hitherto conferred by patent.

Sir,-With reference to Sir. William Molswort's despateh of the 24th Septem-
last, transmitting to you a copy of a letter fro'm the law advisers, of the Cown
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explaining the obstacles which exist to compliance with the prayer of the address
of the Legislative Council and Assembly of Canada, that a measure may be intro-
duced into the Imperial Parliament to remove al obstructions that may exist, or
be supposed to exist, under any statute now in force in Great Britain, to prevent
the meeting of the Bishops, Clergy and Laity of the United Church of England
and keland in Canada,. in Synod, for the purposes therein specified, I wish
now to communicate to you the result of the farther deliberations of Her Majesty's
Government on this important and difficult subject.

2. It is undoubtedly plain from the opinion already communicated to you that
it would be impossible to effect in a literal manner the whole of what is prayed for
by the Address, without the assistance of Parliament. Nevertheless Her Majesty's
Government have a strong feeling that the difficulties raised by that opinion against
adopting the entire recommendation of Canadian Legislature, ought not to be per-
mitted to interfere with the meeting of the Clergy and Laity by representative
bodies, for the purpose of making rules for the management of Church affairs, not
having legal force or in the nature of Canons, nor contravening any known law of
the Church; but binding on those who make them in the same manner as similar
rules, generally speaking, in commuaities of Christians not established by law,
and they are by no means satisfied that for purposes so simple any statutable aid
is necessary.

3. But there are strong reasons for thinking that, if Parliamentary legislation is
not strictly necessary, it is highly inexpedient. On the one hand, all parties, as it
appears, are anxious to preserve the unity of the Church of England. Even those
who most desire the removal of the restriction under which they conceive them-
selves to labour, scem to entertain no thought of separation as the final result.
And yet, it would not be easy to frame a measure, and perhaps still more difficult
to obtain the assent of Parliament to such a measure unaltered, which should
satisfy the wishes of the Canadian Legislature, and realize the objects contemplated
by that body without affecting at least a part: separation of the Colonial and
Mother Church, and encroachirg on that supremacy of the Crown, which is at
present the substantial bond of union. 1

1ress I have altogether mistaken the spirit
by which the members of the Anglican Church in Canada are animated, I greatly
doubt whether they would not regret even the accomplishment of their own
immediate wishes, if attended with such a permanent result.

4. On the other hand, it would be perhaps hardly less difficult to frame such a
measure, of the merest enabling character, without in some degree compromising
the principle which regards legislation on the interhal affairs of Canada as belong-.
ing to its own Legislature, and not that of the Empire at large. However guarded
the expressions might be, there would be danger of constituting within the
Province a kind of corporate body, independent in some respects of the Provincial
Legislature itself.

5. Legislation by the Parliament of Canada would be open to neither of these
objections. It could not impair the connection between the Anglican Church of
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the Province and the Mother Country, because any of its provisions which might
involve some seeming and accidental derogation from the supremacy of th.crown,
could not be construed as legally operative against those principles of general

law, binding throughout the British dominions, on which that stipremacy is founded.
On the other hand the Canadan Legislature could, at its discretion, give legal
effect to the ordinary proceedings of the proposed Synods, se far as necessary ;
which it would be very difficult for Parliament to do, without infringing on the

'rights of that Legislature, by dealinig ' a strictly local subject. This seems the
more essential, inasmuch as, although te Canadian Legislature has passed an Act

declaring, or rather reciting, the separation of Church and State in the colony,
(as I am reminded by that address,) yet those former Canadian Acts, which maka
provision for the management of the Churches Temporalities, are, I believe, still
in force. With these, the Synod ought, no doubt, to be enabled to deal; they
could not be so, except either by Parliamentary or Colonial enactment, and the sub-
ject is one which clearly appertains to the latter.

6. It is therefore, the wish of Her Majesty's Government, that you should
recommend the Canadian Legislature te enable the members of the Church of

Engtand, in the Province, te enjoy the freedom sought for, so far as the powers
of the Legislature, according to the most reasonable supposition extend, that is to

say, by empowering them to meet in the manner specified in the Address, and to

form Representati- h 1 e- , and giving, to the rules which inay be framed by
such bodies for the control of thc Church Temporalities and for the enforcement of

discipline, so inuch of legal force as may be absolutely requisite. I am aware of
the advantageS which might belong to a scheme under which the binding force of
such regulations should be simply voluntary ; but the existence of prior legislà-
tion on the subjects referred to seems to render this impossible.

7. If such an act were passed in the Province, and either the operation of the
act itself, or the proceedings of the meetings constituted under it, met with any
well defined obstacles from existing Imperial law, then a difficulty would be

clearly raised for removal by the interposition of Parliament here, which cannot
be said to be the case, so long as the supposed objections are not easy to be
understood, much less removed, from their very general nature, founded as they
are only on vague opinion.

8. It would, however, be desirable, if the Act when framed was found to con-
tain provisions appearing to you and your advisers te involve substantial diflculty,
that you should reserve it for the assent of the Crown.

9. Her Majesty's (Govermnent have been the more induced to suggest this course
by the fact that in the Colony of Vicria, where similar inconveniences are felt

by the members of the Church of Enland, the Legislature of that Province has
come to their relief by passing a law of the very nature here indicated. It is

entitled " An Act to enable the Bishops, Clergy and Laity of the United Church

"of England and Ireland in Vitoia to provide for the regulation of the affairs

"of the said Churoh," whie1n does by empowering the Bishop to conveflo au
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Assembly of the licensed Clergy and Laity, and making the Acts of such
Assembly binding on members of the Church, as regards their membership and
no further. The Assembly is further empowered to èstablish a commission for
the trial of ecclesiastical offences, but not to impose any penalty, except suspen-
sion or removal froim a Benefice, reserving existing rights of appeal to the
ecclessastical authorities at home. This Bill has received the sanction of Her
Majesty's Assent, after much deliberation, the necessity for which was incurred
by the defective character of part of its provisions.

10. With regard to the question raised in the Address of the election of Bishops,
the opinion of the law advisers already referred to, states very distinctly the
objections which exist to effecting this purpose by Parliamentary enactment. Her
Majesty's advisers do not the less recognize in the case of a community like that
of Canada, the propriety of consulting the wishes of members of the Church of
England on this head. And they believe that the practical purpose which it is
sought to attain may be secured without the obvious inconveniences attendant on
direct legislation for it, if they adopt the course of recommending her Majesty to
be guided, as a general rule in filling up any vacancy which may occur, by such
representation as she may receive from the clergy and laity of the diocese duly
assembled. I cannot too distinctly disclaim, on the part of Her Majesty's Gov-
ernment, any intention or desire of placing the Church of glandin a privileged
or exclusive position in Canada. But they are most anxious to meet the wishes
expressed by the Provincial Legislature, as well as by the Church of England,
and to free its meihbers from all unnecessary impediments to their own voluntary
internal organization, and thus to put them on an equal footing with other denomi-
nations of Christians.

11. I am aware that an answer is still to be expected from you to that portion
of Sir William Molesworth'8 despatch, which relates to the division of the Diocese
of Toronto. But on the whole, I have thought it advisable not to delay my pre-
sent communication on that account.

12. You will make known the contents of this despatch to the several Bishops
of the United Church of England and Ireland in Canada.

Assembly, intituled, " An Act to correct an error in the Act passed in the
"eighteenth year of ler Majesty's Reign, to anend and extend the Acts incorpo-
"porating the Champlain and St. Lawrence Railroad Conpany," have in obedi-
ence to the Order of reference of the tenth instant, gone through the said Bill,
and now beg leave to report theredn, as follows:

By the Aet 16 Vict., Cap. 78., the Champlain and St. Lawrence Railroad Com-
pany were authorized to borrow £175,000, sterling, on first Mortgage Bonds, of
which £74,850 currency were to be applied to the redemption of Bonds to that
amount previously issued, but not bearing mortgage, provided the holders thereof
notified the Company, within a certain timne of their election, to take Mortgage
Bonds or Money. The power to borrow any portion of the £75,850 not called for
within the time, was to cease, and the Bonds proposed to be issued for that purpose
were to be cancelled, and not to be issued; so that the whole debt of the Company
should not exceed £175,000, sterling.

The Act 18 Vic., Cap. 177, authorising a fresh loan, or second Mortgage Bonds,
contained when it came up from the Legislative Assembly a proviso to the ninth
section, reciting that Bonds under the former Act, to the amount of £30,000 ster-
ling, were retained by the Company, to cover the amount of Bonds notified for
payment acceording to its terns, and Bonds falling due at short dates, and empow-
ering the Company to issue them as first Mortgage Bonds.

As the Bill was a private one and unopposed in this House, and as there was
nothing objectionable on public grounds in any of its provisions, it was passed by
this louse without any amendment.

It appears, however, that the proviso above referred to had been struck out
of the Bill of last Session in its passage through the Legislative Assembly; the
effect of which, and of corresponding omissions in the first Section of the Bill, was
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to reduce the debt of the Company, intended to be authorized by the Bill, by
£30,000 sterling, and to leave the amount required to pay off the claimants for
the redemption of non-mortgage Bonds, &c., to be taken out of the amount to be
raised by second Mortgage Bonds.

The consequence of these struck out words and proviso having been allowed to
remain in the Bill, when sent up to this House, and during its subsequent stages
has been a variance in the Bill actually passed by the several branches of the Le-
gislature, between whom there was notreally, although there was apparently, that
mutual consent and agreement as to its provisions which was absolutely required
for giving them the force of law.

Under these circumstances the present Bill has been passed by the Legislative
Assembly. It professed, however, merely to correct an error, and treats the Act
as a valid Law, notwithstanding that error.

After reciting that the words and proviso struck out of the Bill of last Sessionin
that House, were by error allowed to remain in it when it was sent up to this
House, and apparently assuming that by error only they continued in it during
its subsequent stages, it proceeds to enact that those words and proviso shall be
held to form no part of the Act, saving the rights of holders of the Bonds, in case
any of them have been issued. Now, so far as the adoption of this Bill will involve
a reversal of the decision of your Honorable House, on these particular provisions
of the Bill last Session, which certainly received your deliberate sanction, your
Committee see no just grounds for objection or hesitation. The discrepancy
between the views of the two Houses in this respect, will, in the opinion of your
Committee, be most properly reconciled by this House yielding to the views of the
other, in which the Bill of last Session originated, particularly as those views are
the most favorable to the vested interests of the Creditors of the Company, and
would appear to have been aquiesced in by the Company itself, inasmuch as the
Bill was not withdrawn after their enunciation.

But your Committee are by no means prepared to admit that your Honorable
House was led into any error by the contents of the Bill sent up, other than that
of supposing the views of the Legislative Assembly on the subject matter of the
proviso in question to have been the reverse of what they were ; and this error,
however it may have effected, could not possibly invalidate your decision on the
subject. It follows that there is more than a mere error or defect of form in the
Act of last Session, and that there is room to doubt whether it has really ever been
a valid law, the concurrent assent of the three branches of the Legislature, which
is essential to the validity'of an Act of Parliament, having been wanting as to one
of its provisions.

For these reasons your Committee recommend that the Bill be concurred in
with fthe following amendments, viz. :

P. 1, L. 30.- After "which" insert "is hereby declared valid and effectual to
"all intente and purposes, and."

In the preamble of the Bill P. 1, L. 2, after "to" insert " and passed by."
18&
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P. 1, L. 14, leave out from " and" to " her," in L. 16 and insert " did remain in it
"as passed by the Legislative Council and assented to by
"fHis Excellency the Governor General in Her Majesty's
"name as aforeaid, so that there was not a concurrent
"assent of the tliree branches of the Legislature in al the
"provisions of the said Act, for remedy thereof."

In the Title of the Bill, L. 1, leave out froni "to" to " in" where it occure the
first time, and insert " remedy a defect."

The Members on behalf of the Legislative Council, of the joint Committee of
both Houses, for the direction of the Library of Parliament, beg leave to present
a first Report.

The Committee have liad before them the Report of Mr. Todd, the Librarian of
the Legislative Assembly, giving the result of his mission to Lurope, pursuant to
the recommendations of the Committee last Session. A considerable portion of
the purchases made by Mr. Todd have recently arrived, and tle remainder,
including the large donations obtained by him from the Government, of En'gland
and France may be shortly expected. It is a matter of congratulation that, so
far, no loss has been sustained in the transport of the books fron Europe, and
that they have been received from Europe in good condition.

The accounts of Mir. Todd, with vouchers for every payment, have been sub-
mitted, by him, to the Committee and appear to be quite satisfactory. The sum
placed at his disposal, for the purchase of Books, was £9,62l 9s. 6d. sterling.
The amount expended by him, whilst in Europe for books and binding £7,555
Os. 6d., add to which the amount of his per diein allowance for travelling
expenses, &c., being five dollars a day, for 239 days, making £245 9s. 5îd. ster-
ling, it gives a total of £7,800 9s. 11½d., this leaves a balance of £1,820 19s. 61d.
at the credit of the Library, at the time of Mr. Todd's departure from Europe.
Since his return, freight and transport charges have accrued by the arrival of
94 cases of Books, which, together with further accounts received for purchases
made by him on behalf of the Library, amount to about £400, additional payments
must be made before long to complete the orders for books in Paris and London
as yet unexecuted.

The large and increasing extent of the Library, and the responsibility attached
to its care and management, 1'ave induced the Speakers, with the advice of your
Committee, to take steps to carry into effect the Report of the Committee, for the
re-organization of the department, which was concurred in by the Council last
Session.

Accordingly Dr. Winder, the late Librarian of the Assembly, has been placed
on the retired list, with a pension of £200 per annum, and Mr. Todd, the former
Assistant Librarian, has been appointed to succeed him, with a salary of £400 per
annum, these arrangements to date from 31st March last. To the office of
Assistant Librarian, agreeably to the understanding expressed last year, a gentleman
of French Canadian origin has been appointed, namely, Mr. Lajoie, of the French
Translators' Department, he being thoroughly conversant with both languages,
and otherwise well qualified for the post. His Salary remains unaltered, as he
was in the receipt of £3f0 per annum as French Translator,which was Mr. Todd's
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Salary as Assistant Librarian. These changes in the department will, it is hoped,
meet with the approbation of the Council, and be the means of ensuring the pro-
per care and oversight of our valuable collection.

LiBRARy OF PARLAMENT,
10th April, 1856.

The Members, on behalf of the Legislative Council, of the Joint Committee of
both Houses, for the direction of the Library of Parliament, beg leave to present
a second Report:-

The Committee have received from John Langton, Esq., a communication, a
copy of which is herewith submitted, in reference to the mission with which he
was entrusted, under the Resolutions of both Houses last Session, to proceed to
WVashington and to the neighbouring States, to effect the interchange of Public

Documents with this Province; and" for other purposes connected with the
Library. It is a subject of regret that unavoidable circumstances should have
prevented Mr. Langton from carrying out the wishes of thé Committee in this
matter.

The Committee also beg leave to lay before the House a copy of a Resolve of
the Legislature of the State of Maine, dated March, 1855, but which has now, for
the first time, been received, through Mr.' Langton, who .was requested to take
charge of the same, by the authorities of Haine. The Committee would recom-
mend the adoption of Resolutions by both Houses, in fartherance of the proposed
exchange of Statutes and Parliamentary documents with this State.

LIBRARY oF PARLÂMLENT,
12th April, 1856. AUDrr OMOE,

Toronto, April 9th, 1856.

I have the honor to report to you the result of the Mission, with which I
was entrusted by the Library Committee, and for the purposes of which a warrant
for £500 was issued in my favor.

I left home in the month of July, for the purpose of proceeding to Wa8hington,
taking the Eastern States on my road; but when I had gone as far as Boston, I
was necessarily re-called home, and a succession of sickness in my family, and
latterly an accident to myself prevented me from fulfinling the wishes of the Com-
mittee, until my acceptance of the office of Auditor rendered it impossible for me
to be absent myself so long from the Province.

I have, therefore, doue really nothing in the matter entrusted to me. I visited
the Seat of Government in the neighbouring States of Xaine, New Hampshire,
Vermont, and Xasachusetts. I found a disposition on the part of the Executive
Officers to make an arrangement for an interchange of Parliamentary documents,
but none of them had authority to make any definite agreement to that effect,
except in the case of the State of Maine, where a resolve had been passed at the
last Session of the Legislature, proposing such an interchange as we sought. I
enclose a copy of this resolve, which I understood had been forwarded or was to
be forwarded to you,
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It would appear that the best course to pursue with regard to such of the adjoin-
ing States as we may wish to interchange with, would be to forward to them
officially a resolution of the Committee, asking their concurrence.

Having beet thus unable to accomplish the most important part of the com-
mission of the Committee, it remains for me to ask your instructions how I am to
dispose of the noney at present lying in my name in the Bank of Upper Canada.

basis, as a check ~equally upon the hasty action of the Popular Branch, as upon
the undue influence of the Crown.

SECONDLY. Because the introduction of the elective principle into the Constitution
the Upper Chamber, gives an undue preponderance to the popular element,
diminishes the proper influence of the Crown, and destroys the balance that bas
acted as a check upon both, since Representative Institutions were given to this
Colony.

TiiiDLY. Because the measure now proposed tends to the destruction of Executive
responsiblity ¡ the adoption of a written Constitution; the election of the highest
officer of the Crown, and the separation of Canada fron the Parent State.

(Copy.)-No. 79. Downing Street, 2nd May, 1856.

Sm,-You are aware that the treaty of Peace provides for the prompt evacua-
tion by Her Majesty's Forces of the Foreign Territories at present held by then;
and that among other arrangements for the distribution of the Army on its return
from active service, orders have been given that five Regiments shall be selected
to be stationed in British Nort America, of which three are allotted to Canada.

2. Such an amount of Force is not of a character to afford much room for mis-
conception, as to the purpose of Her Majesty's Government; but sill I think it
better to address to you a few remarks in explanation of that purpose.

3. Earl Grey'8 Despatch to Lord Elgin, of the 14th March, 1851, laid down the
principles whieh were then adopted by Her Majesty's Government, in regard to
their Colonial policy, considered in a Military point of view, and in reserving to
the Mother Country the duty of maintaining Garrisons for Fortresses of chief im-
portance, such as Quebec, invited the co-operation of the Province for the auxiliary
measures of defence. The vigor with which, at this moment, a Militia force is
being organized, justifies our continuing to place, as we do place, the fullest reli-
ance on this policy.

4. It is not, of course, to be expected that the force of the Garrisons alluded to,
should be at all times of an unvarying strength. It may vary occasionally from
military or political reasons. During the War, just ended, when the chie Mili-
tary strength of the Empire had to be concentrated for the operations in the East,
iRegiments stationed in Canada were withdrawn; and as my predecessor, Sir
George Grey, explained in a despatch, dated 11th August, 1854, increased respon-
sibility was thrown upon the Province. That emergency has now happily passed
away; but although the regular soldiers in Uanada may be more or fewer at any
particular time, the policy of Her Majesty's Government continues the same, and
they desire to place their main dependence on the well-proved loyalty and courage
of Her Majesty's Canadian subjects to repel any hostile aggression, should the
occasion ever unfortuately occur; although, in that event, Her Majesty's Govern-
ment would not fail to give to the Province the full support of the whole power
of the British Empire.

5. You will take care that no misapprehension on this subject liall exist in
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Canada, which might produce any relaxatida of the honorable exertions which
the Province is now making to establish a suitable Military organization.

I have had the greatest satisfaction in submitting to Her .Majesty the accounts
which you have transmitted to me of the spirit and energy with which al classes
of fier Canadian subjects have come forward to Ôafry into effect the provisions of
the new Militia Act and I trust that the result will be, that this local force will
speedily be placed on afooting of permanent efficiency.

The attention of the Committee has been directed to the necessity of making
adequate provisions, without delay, for securing the several apartments wherein
the Library is now deposited, from risk of accident by fire. At present the
Library is exposed to imminent danger, in the event of a fire occurring in any
part of the Parliament Buildings, and in such a contingency there is no way of
egress from the principal Library apartments, situated on the Upper Stories of the
East and West Wings, but by a curcuitous route through the main Building.

The Committee are therefore of opinion that, until secure and adequate accom-
modation shall have been provided by the Government for the large and valuable
Library which has recently been purchased, authority should be given to the
Clerks of eaci House, to advance, out of the moneys in their hands for contingent
expenses, the sun of £500, (in equal proportion on behalf of either House,) to be
expended under the authority of the Speakers, in constructing Iron Doors, at the
different points of connection between the Library Wings, and the Main Building,
Iron Shutters on certain Windows more especially exposed to the risk of Fire from
the Main Building, and outèr Staircases communicating with the Courtyard from
the Rooms now occupied as Libraries on the upper floors.
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These precautions, in connection with an adequate Insurance of the Books,
which has been already effected, will, itis hoped, suffice to prevent the recurrencë
of the disasters, or to mitigate the extent of loss should au accident unfortunately
occur.

At the same time the Committee would beg to call the attention of the Go'vern-
ment to the dangerous state of the Roofing of the Buildings generally, which is

composed of inflamable materials, liable at any moment to ignite by sparks from
the chimneys.

The Connittee to whom was referred to consider and report whether any
and what measures can be adopted, either by Bill or otherwise, to restrain the
Sale of Intoxicating Liquors, and for the better regulation of louses where
such iquors are sold, and the Petitions presented to your Honorable Hfouse, in
favour of a Stringent Prohibitory Liquor Law-

Beg leave to report and to state, that they have taken into their serious consi-
deration the subjeet matter of the said reference and Petitions, which are in
number 289, and are signed by 72,357 persons, from all parts of the Province,
and which bear testimony in the strongest terms, to the vast extent of intemper,
ance every where pervading its entire limits, and the demoralizing influence
rapidly spreading in every direction ; the consequent increase of crime, and the

necessity for stringent measures to arrest an evil, which, if left unchecked, must

engender ruin and desolation throughout the land, and undermine the very ele-
mente of Society.

Your Committee are of opinion, that general as is the opinion of the fearful
extent to which this degrading vice has already attained, and as to which. the
Police Reports of Cities and Towns afford strong illustration, no adequate idea can
be formed of its universality, or of the causes whieh have mainly led to this

baneful result, without an official and statistical Return of the manner in whicl
the Sale of Intoxicating Liquors has been carried on for some yeare pas
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throughout the Province. This information your Honorable House las already
sought to obtain by an address to His Excellency thò Governor General; when
this information is obtained, and compared with the actual population, your
Committee believe it will be found, that the spread of intemperance bas been
accelerated by the injudicious manner in which Licenses have been issued; the
vast and unnecessary increase of places where Intoxicating Liquons are sold,
which everywhere greatly exceed the requirements of the population; and the
almost total disregard as to the persons by whom, or places where, such Liquors
should bevended, andwhich has led to the establishmentofinnumerable low tippling
and gambling houses, the fruitful nurseries of every crime. No effectual cheek
is any where apparent to control a system pregnant with calamity to the whole
community, and which includes an awful desecration of the Sabbath.

Your Committee doubt whether a Prohibitory Liquor Law can be effectually
enforced; and they are strengthened in this opinion by the operation of such a
Law in that portion of the United States (the State of MaMine) where it originated,
and where the subject had undergone long and anxious consideration; the result
has been the repeal of this Law, having proved, upon fuill trial an utter failure ;
and the substitution of a Law to prevent the adulteration and to regulate the sale
of Intoxicating Liquors, to defme the extent and manner in which the Licensing
system may be adopted, and establishing stringent penal enactments against the
contravention of the Law in question.

Your Comnmittee believe that this Law is based upon sound priciples, limiting
the number of places where Intoxicating Liquors may be sold in proportion to
population, and the actual requirements of the publie; and calculated, if honestly
enforced, to create a formidable obstacle to the continuance of the lamentable
evils so loudly and generally complained of.

But inasmuch as your Honorable House has not the power to originate any
measure involving, as this does, modifications of sources of publie revenue, your
Coimittee must limit themselves to the expression of a hope that the people of
this Province will earnestly press upon their Representatives, before the next
Session of the Provincial Parliament, the necessity of enaeting some'such restric-
tions upon the sale of intoxicating liquors as are contained in the Act of which a
copy is hereto annexed.

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STATE OF MAINE.

M THE YEAR OF OUR LORD ONE THOUSAND EIGHT HUNDEED AND FIFrY-sIX.

An Act to restrain and regulate the sale of Intoxicating Liquors, and to
prohibit and suppress Drinking Houses and Tippling Shops.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in Legislature
assembled, as follows:

SEoTION 1. No person shall be allowed, at any time, to sell, by himself, bis
clerk, servant or agent, directly or indirectly, any intoxicating liquors, except as
hereinafter provided. .

SEoT. 2. No person shall be allowed to manufacture intoxicating liquors within
this State, unless he shall first give a bond in the sum of one thousand dollars, with
good and sufficient sureties, payable to, and to be filed with the treasurer of the
city ortown, within which such manufactoryshall be established, and to be to the
satisfaction and approval of the aldermen of such city, or the selectmen of such
town, conditioned that he will in all thinge conform to the requirements of the
thirty-seventh chapter of the revised statutes ; that he will not sell any intoxicating
liquors except of his own manufacture ; that lie will not by himself or another, in
any mode adulterate such liquors, either by coloring matter, or any other drug or
ingredient; that he will not sell any intoxicating liquors in quantities less than
thirty gallons, delivered in a single vessel, and carried away at one time, and that
he will not sell any intoxicating liquors to any person residing in this state, except
to such persons as are authorized by this act to sel the same.

SEar. 3. Any person, who shall manufacture within this state, any intoxicating
liquors, without first giving the bond provided in the foregoing section, shall
forfeit the sum of one thousand dollars, to be recovered by indictment, to the use
of the state. And if any person who has given such bond, shall commit any
breach of the conditions thereof, it shall be the duty of the aldermen and selectmen
respectively, of the city or town within which such manufactory shall be establish-
ed, to cause the same to be put in suit, and prosecuted to final judgment and
satisfaction.

SEaT. 4. The provisions of this act respecting the sale of intoxicating liquors,
shall not, extend to wine or spirituous liquors, which shall have been imported in-
to the United States from any foreign port or place, when sold by the importers in
quantities not less than are prescribed by the revenue laws of the United State8
for importation, and delivered and carried away at one time, in the packages in
which the same were imported; nor to the manufacture and sale of eider, or of
wine made from fruit grown within this state.

SEoT. 5. Physicians, apothecaries and druggists, chemiste, artists and manu-
facturers, may purchase alcoholie liquors from .manfacturers within this State,
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and may sell the saine, when combined with other ingredients in the necessary
proportions to form sucli compounds as -are sold in the proper exercise of their art
trade or profession, and which cannot be used for drink ; all persons may sell in
the ordinary course of trade such articles compornded in part of alcohol, as can-
not be used for drink.

SEoT. 6. The aldermen and city clerk in any city, the seleetmen, treasurer and
clerk in any town, and the assessors, treasurer and clerk in any plantation may
authorize persons to sell intoxicating liquors within their respective cities, towns
and plantations, not exceeding the number of such persons hereinafter prescribed,
if application shall be made by suitable persons in writing therefor. In'every
city, town and plantation, at least one person and not more than two, shall be so
authorized ; in every city and town having more than three thousand and less than
eight thousand inhabitants, such authority may be yiven to three additional per-
sons, and in every city and town having more than cight thousand in-
habitants, two persons additional nay be so authorized for every additional three
thousand inhabitants ; the enumerations aforesaid, being ascertained, in all such
eases, by the last preceding census. Whenever the city and town officers afore-
said, shall deem it proper; they may also authorize apothecaries in their respective
cities and towns, to sell intoxicating liquors for medical purposes only, upon the
written prescription of a physician, and upon their giving bond as provided il the
tenth section of this act. Al such authority shall be limited to, and shal expire
on the first day of May next after the granting of the same. But no person
authorized under this section, shall sell any such intoxicating liquors to be drank
in the place where sold, or in any place in the vicinity thereof, which is 1nder

the control of the person so selling.

SEc. 7. Innholders, duly licensed as sucb, may also be authorized, in like
manner, within their respective cities, towns and plantations, to sel intoxicating
liquorsonly.to travellers and strangers, who shal be the guests and lodgers of such
innholders. But no such innholder shall be allowed to keep a bar for selling such
liquors, or to sell the same in any other manner than is in this section provided.
The authority granted under this and the preceding section shal be limited to such

place or building as shall be specifled in every case,-for the sale of such liquors,
and the person so authorizea shill not be allowed to sell the same, directly or
indirectly, in any other place or building.

SEC. S. No person, authorized as aforesaid to sell intoxicating liquors, shall
sell such liquors to any minor without the directionin writing of his parent, master
or guardian, to any Indian, to any soldier in the army, to any drunkard, to any
intoxicatec person, or to any such persons as are described in the seventh section
of the one hundred and tenth chapter of the revised statutes, as being liable to
guardianship, knowing thein respectively to be of the condition herein prescribed;
nor to any intemperate person, of whose intemperate habits he has beeiû iotified
by the relatives of such person, or by the aldermen, felectien or assessors,- especet

34
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tirely of any city, town or plantation. And proof of notice so given by aldermen,
selectmen or assessors, or bv their authority, shall be conclusive of the fact of the
iitenperate habits of such person, in any prosecution or suit under this act; and
notice so given by the relatives of such person shal be presinptive evidence of
suich habits.

SEC. 9. It shall be the duty of the aldermcn, selectmen and assessors aforesaid,
wlenever they shall be informed by the relatives of any person that lie is of intem-
perate habits, and shall be satisfied that such is the fact, forthwith to give notice
thereof, to all persons authorized to sell intoxicating liquors within their respective
cities, «towns and plantations, and in such adjoining places as they may deem
expedient.

SEC. 10. No person authorized to sell intoxicating liquors as atoresaid, shall,
make any sale under such autihority, unless lie shal first give bond in the sumn of
four hIundred dollvrs, to the city, town or plantation, wherein lie is so authorized,
with two good and sufficient sureties, to be approved by the aldermen, selectmen
and assessors thereof, respectively, conditioned that lie will not viofate any of the
provisions of this act.

SEC. 11. Any person, autlhorized as aforesaid, wlio shall violate any of the
provisions of the seventh or eighth sections of this act, shall be punished, on con-
viction therefor, by a fine not exceeding twenty dollars for every suchi offence; and
sha also be liable, notwithstanding sucli convietion and punisliment, to a suit upon
his bond given as aforesaid ; and it shall be the duty of the aldermen, selectinen
or assessors, respectively, of the city, town or plantation to whicli suchi bond was
given, to cause the same to be put in suit and prosecuted to judgment and satisfac-
tion to the use of the city, town or plantation. The court by which judgment shall
be rendered upon any such bond, or upon any bond required to be given by this
act, shall have such chancery powers therein, as the supreme judicial court now
lias in cases of forfeiture of penalties to the state. And whenever any such con-
viction shall be obtained or judgment recovered as aforesaid, all the authority of
much person to sell intoxicating liquors shall be absolutely vacated; and it shall be
the duty of the aldermen, selectmen and assessors respectively, to revoke such autho-
rity whenever they shall be satisfied of any violation of the conditions of the same.

SECT. 12. No person shall'procure and furnish any intoxicating liquors for the
use of any of the persons to whom the sale of such liquors is forbidden by law;
and for a violation of the provisions of this section, the offender shall be punished
by fine not exceeding twenty dollars.

SECT. 13. If any person not duly authorized as aforesaid, shall sell, by himself
or his agent, any intoxicating liquors, lie shall be punished for every such offence
by a fine not exceeding twenty dollars.

SECT. 14. Any person against whom three several unlawful sales of intoxi-
cating liquors, within the time laid in the indictment therefor, shall be prov-'d
under such indictment, shall be held to be a common seller of intoxicating liquors,
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and may be convicted thereof upon indictment. If any person, who has been
twice convicted of unlawful sales of intoxicating liquors against the provisions of
this Act, shall commit a third offence against the same, within six months subsc-
quent to the last of such convictions, he shal be liable to be indicted as a common
seller of intoxicating liquors ; and proof of such third offence, and of such two
former convictions, shall be sufficient evidence to sustain such indiciment. Any
person convicted of being a common seller, as aforesaid, shall be punished by fiThe
not exceeding one hundred dollars, or by imprisonment not exceeding six months.

SECT. 15. No person shall keep a drinking house or tippling sliop within this
State.

SECT. 16. The offence of keeping a drinking house or tippling shop consists in
selling intoxicating liquors in any place, except an inn, the keeper of which is
duly licensed as an innholder, and authorized under the seventh section of this
Act, and allowing the same to be drank in the place where sold, or in any place
in the vicinity thereof, which is under the control of the person so selling.

SECT. 17. Any person convicted of keeping a drinking house or tippling shop,
shall be punished by fine not exceeding two hundred dollars, or by imprisonment
not more than one year.

SECT. 18. No action shall be maintained upon any claim or demand, promis-
sory note, or other security given for intoxicating liquors, sold in violation of the
provisions of this Act; but the provisions of this section shall not extend to negoti-
able paper in the hands of any holder for a valuable consideration and without
notice of the illegality of the contract.

SEoT. 19. It shall be the duty of the aldermen, selectmen and assessors, respec-
tively in every city, town and plantation, to prosecute for al violations of this A et.

SEÇT. 20. If any person authorized under this Act as aforesaid, to sell intoxi-
cating liquors, shiall sell the same to a drunkard, or to any one while intoxicated,
knowing them to be such, or shall sell any such liquors to any person to whom by
the eight section of this Act lie is forbidden to sell the same, lie shall be liable for
ail the injuries, which such drunkard or intoxicated person, or person to whom
liquors are forbidden to be sold as aforesaid, shýall commit, while in a state of intox-
ication, arising from drinking the liquors sold as aforesaid, in an action on the
case, in favor of the person injured.

SECT. 21. If any person, not authorized as aforesaid, shall sell any intoXicating
liquors to any person, he shall be liable for al the injuries which such person may
commit while in a state of intoxication arising from drinking the liquors aforesaid,
in an action on the case in favor of the person injured.

SECT. 22. No person shall sell within this State, any intoxicating liquors wliich
are impure or adulterated. If any person shall violate the provisions of this sec-
tion, lie shall be punished by fine not exceeding one hundred dollars.

SEC. 23. If any person shall appeal from a judgment of a justice of th¢ peace
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or judge of a municipal or police court, upon complaint 'or any unlawful sale of
intoxicating liquors, and shall be convicted at the sane tern of the appellate court
upon three such complaints, he shall be deemed a conmnon seller of intoxicating
liquors, and shal be punished by fine or imprisonment, as provided in the four-
teenth section of this act.

SEc. 24. Any person who shal lease or let any building to another, or make
any contract for the use and occupation of any building by another, knowing that
intoxicating liquors are to be sold therein, by such tenant or occupant, contrary to
law, shall be punished by fine therefor, not exceeding five dollars, for every day
that such liquors may be sold therein, to be recovered by complaint or indictment

SEC. 25. If the tenant or occupant of any building, under any lease, or con-
tract for use and occupation, made subsequently to the time this act shall take
effect, shall sell any intoxicating liquors therein, contrary to law, his estate in the
premises shal thereby be determined, and the owner of the building may recover
possession thereof, according to law, without any notice to quit.

SEC. 96. Justices of the peace, and judges of municipal and police courts, shall
have jurisdiction by complaint, of al prosecutions under this act, wherethe penalty
provided for the offence cannot exceed twenty dollars, and may try the same and
pass sentence thereon. But where the punishment may be by fine exceeding
twenty dollars, or by imprisonment, the prosecution shall be by indictment, and
the magistrates aforesaid, shall have power upon complaint, in such cases, to
examine and bind over, as in other cases of offences which are subject to in-
dictnent.

SEC. 27. Any intoxicating liquors belonging to cities, towns and plantations, at
the time this act shall take effect, and then remaining in the hands of their agents,
may be disposed of under the direction of the aldermen, selectmen and assessors,
respectively, for such purposes as were before that time authorized by law; or
the same may be sold to persons who shal be authorized under this act to sell
intoxicating liquors. But all such agencies shall be closed and the said liquors
remaining in thehands of agents, disposed of within sixty days after this act shall
take effect. Al such agents shall be held to adjust and settle their accounts with
their respective cities, towns and plantations.

SEC. 28. The act approved March 16th, 1855, entitled "An Act for the suppres-
sion of drinking houses and tippling shops,"and all the sections hitherto unrepealed,
of an Act approved August 7th, 1846, entitled "An Act to restrict the sale of intox-
icating drinks," and all other Acts and parts of Acts inconsistent with this Act, are
hereby repealed. And this repeal shall not be held to revive any Acts or parts of
Acts, which were before repealed.

SEC. 29. This Act shall take effect from and after the flifteenth day of April,
eighteen hundred and fifty-six.

[Approved April 7, 1856.]

The Select Committee appointed to examine and report upon the Contingent
Accounts of the Legislative Council for the present Session. beg leave to make
their second Report, as follows :-

Your Coinmittee regret that they cannot report favorably on the reference made
to them of the Petitions of Janet Fenwick, widow of the late John Fenwick, in
his life time door-keeper of your Honorable House ; and of Louisa Gorclon Douaire,
widow of the late François Douaire, in his life tine one of the messengers of your
Honorable House, praying for pensions. The practice of giving pensions is one
which your Comnittee cannot recomend your Honorable House to adopt.

The Petitions of Timothy Neary, and of Antoine Lachance and others, Messen-
gers in the employ of your Honorable House, praying for an increase of their
Sessional allowances, and, in the latter case, for the conversion of the same into
Salaries, have been referred to your Committee. Your Committee are of opinion
that the Sessional allowances of seventy-five pounds to your messengers, generally
afford them sufficient remuneration for their Sessional attendance, and that it
would not be advisable to convert them all into salaries ; but your Coi-
mittee recommend that gratuities of ten pounds each be given to five of
them, namely :-Antoine Lachance, Tinotliy Neary,' Jame8 Doherty, John
ffanley, and John Young at the close of the present Session, in considera-
tion of its length, and of the cost of living in Toronto; and that other two of
the Messengers, namely :-Samuel Skinner and Friançois Boulet, be employed
in the service of your Honorable House throughout the year, at Salaries of one
hundred pounds each, payable monthly, from the first of June next, in lieu of
their present Sessional allowances-the former to reside in the basement of that
portion of the Parliament Buildings allotted to the use of your Honorable House,
and to be,"and be called, "Assistant Housekeeper," as well "Messenger."

In answer to the reference made to your Committee of Mr. Fennings Taylor's
Petition to be placed on an equality, as respects salary with Mr. Lemoine, his
Colleague, as Assistant Clerk ; your Committee beg leave to express their opinion
that the difference of one hundred pounds between the salaries of those Officers
is perhaps, too great, all things considered ; and they therefore recommend that
it should be reduced one-half by the addition of fifty pounds per annum to Mr.
Taylor's Salary, dating from the first day of June next.

And on the reference made to your Committee of the Petition from the Clerk
and other officers of your Honourable House, praying that the per centage increase
made to their Salaries in 1855, on the scale of the increase allowed to the subordi-
nate officers, in the different departments of the Executive Government, by 18th
Vict. cap. 89 may be continued, and that their Salaries may be further augmented,
in consequence of the great cost of living in Toronto, your committee beg leave to
report that in their opipiuon, the salaries of the ofmcers of your Honorable loue
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in general, are suficient, and t', - the per centage increase thereof, above referred
to, should be continued for this year only. A list of the Officers and Servants of

vour Honorable Hfouse, shewing the Salaries paid to each of them, is appended to
this Report.

In view of the increase in the nuinber of Members of your Honorable House,
which will result fron the provisions of the Bill for rendering it elective, and the
possibility of some additions to its staff of officers being ultimately required in con-
sequence, your Committee deem it right to invite your attention to the question
of the mode in which any such appointnent ought to be made. It appears to
vour Committee that the ride of conduet adopted by your Honourablo House for
its own guidance, and prescribed for tbat of its chief Officers, in this respect,
dnring the first Session of the first Parlianent, should be scrupulously observed in
any such case, as well as in any case of vacancy occurring among your present
Officers, and your Committee are unanimously of opinion accordingly, that no
appointment should be made, or Salary promised, otherwise than by your Honor-
able House.

Your Committee find it necessary to renewr the recommendation made by the
Committee on Contingent Accounts, in the fourth Session of the third Parliament,
liat no additional writers be at any time employed by the Clerk of the flouse for

any purpose whatever. And lastly, your Cormittee recommend that itbe resolved,
and ordered, that in future no work or repairs shall be done, or articles of any kind
purchased, for the use of your Honorable House, without an order in writing from
the Clerk; and that no more than three fourths of any account whatever, be paid
by the Clerk, without the previons authority of the Committee on Contingent
Accounts.

Because a grant of Four Millions of acres of the Lands of this Province,
which are as yet wholly unsurveyed, and consequently flie value thereof altogether
unknown, for the purpose of inducing persons to undertake this enterprize, is a
measure highly injudicious and improvident; and particularly before it is ascer-
tained whether the Publie Lands could not be more beneficially disposed of through
the intervention and assistance of the Imperial Government in completing, in the
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first instance the great national undertaking of a continuous Line of Railway from
the present Eastern terminus of the Grand Trunk Railway to UaZifax through
British Territory.

An Act to vest in the Agricultural Societies of iddesex and Ekgin, certain
Lands in the Citv of London granted for Agricultural purposes, with power to
dispose of the same.

An Act to alter and aineud the Gaine Laws of Upper Canada.

An Act providing for the payment of dividends by insurance Companies.

An Act to amend an Ordinance of Lower Catada, for the Relief ofcertaine
Religions ocieties.
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To these Bills the Royal Assent was severally pronounced by the Clerk of this
louse, in the words following:-

''In Her Majesty's name, His Excellency the Governor General doth asent to
"this Bill."

Then the Speaker of the Legislative Assembly addressed His Excellency as
follows

MAY rr PLEASE Your EXCELLENCY,

The Commons, in their liberality, have voted the supplies required to defray
the expenses of your Governiment. I have the honor to present to Your Excel-
lency, for this purpose, a Bill intituled " An Act for granting to Rer Majesty
"certain sums of money required to defray certain expenses of the Civil Govern-
"ment for the year 1856, and for certain other expenses connected with the
"Public Service, and also for raising a loan on the credit of the Consolidated
"Revenue Fund," for which Bill Her Majesty's faithful Comihons solicit the
Royal Assent.

To this Bill the Clerk of this House, by Ris Excellency's command, did there-
upon say -

" His Excellency the Governor General thanks Her Majesty's dutiful and loyal
"subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill in Her Majesty's
" naime."

Then His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to deliver the following
Speech :

fonorabe Gentlemeni f the Legislative Council;
Gentlemen qf the Legislative Assembly:

In the present Session of Parliament you have passed an Act altering the Con
stitution of the Legislative Council. I sincerely hope that the result of this change
will prove the expediency of entrusting to the good sense of our people, the-choice of
that body whose calm and deliberate judgement must forin an important element
in the process of successful Legislation.

I tejoide that you have done your best to simplify the procedure of the Courts
in the Western portion of the Province, and have thus far facilitated the Admin-
istration of Justice.

From the measure of last Session abolishing the Seignorial Tenure, the Country
expects substanfial benefits, and the supplementary Act of this Session will render
easier theattaiàment of those benefits.

ln the sme way,Itrust that the arrangements which have been made for seear-'
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ing to each Municipality of Uper Canada, the immediate benefit of its share in
the Clergy Reserve Funds, will be found satisfactory to the people.

Your Act for establishing Normal Schools and improving superior Education in
Lower Canada, is calcnlated to increase the number of those who will hereafter be
qualified by instruction and training to advance the prosperity of their country.

The liberality of Her Majesty's Government has given over to the Province the
mass of the Ordnance Lands, and has thus placed their proceeds at our disposal
for the purpose of meeting the expenses of that Militia, whose loyalty and zeal
have been so graciously acknowledged by the Queen.

Gentlemen of the Legislative A8sembly:

In Her Majesty's name I thank you for the supplies you'have granted for the
publie service. I trust that the aid afforded to the Grand Trunk Railway of
Canada will be sufficient to secure the completion of that great work, essential as
it is to the progress and unity, political and commercial, of both sections of the
Province.

Honorable Gentlemen,
And Gentlemen:

At the opening of this. Session, 1 expressed a hope that I might soon have oc-
casion to congratulate you on the conclusion of an honorable peace. By the
blessing of God that hope has been fulfilled. Tranquility has been restored in
Europe, and I hope that it may bring with it renewed vigor to the interests of
trade and productive industry.

I am happy in being able to relieve you from the toils of a laborious Session,
by proroguing the Parliament of Canada as Inow do.

Then the Speaker of this House said :-

Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Cowacil, and
Gentlemen of the Legislative As8embly :

It is fis Excellency the Governor General's will and pleasure that this Provin-
cial Parliament be prorogued until Saturday the ninth day of August next, to be
here held ; and this Provincial Parliament is accordingly prorogued until Satur-
day the ninth day of August next.
