“The stranger who enters Egypt either at
Alexandriaor at Port Said at the mouth of the
Snez Canal is astounded at the immense
works and vaet outlay made at either point.
At Port Said modern science and skill have
accomplished that in which King Canute
failed, and have compelled the sea to retire
and yield possession of s domain. Of the
millions of pounds required to build those
sea walls, create that port, and cut the canal
from the sea, Kgypt contributed fully
£10,000,000, directly and indirectly, besides
its supplement, the Sweet Water Canal [rom
Ismailia to Cairo, which cost £1.800,000
more. At Alexandria, the new harbor and
docks, which now equal any in the world,
and afford shelter and safety to foreign ship-
ping, have already cost £: ,000,000, and will
probably reach £5,000,000 when completed by

Arrron, Ont., June 18.—1Tins quiet little
village was thrown into a state of the greatest
excitement this morning on account of 8 re-
port that a terrible murder had been com-
mitted.

At last a heavy sum of money was wagered by
the officers of his ship that Mensen would run
from London to Porismouth, a distance of
seventy-three miles,in less than ten hours. The
feat was a pted and lished, the
distance being covered by the young sailor
in exactly nine hours. Shortly afterward he
ran from London to Liverpool, a distance of
208 miles, in thirty-two hours Although
thus successful as a runner, Mensen did
not quit the sea until after having disting-
uished himself by bravery in the battle of
Navarino, fought Oect. 20, 1827. Soon after
that date he became a professional runner,
and, after winning a number of lesser
matches, was induced to undertake the great
feat of running from Paris to Moscow. He
started from the Place Vendome at 4 o'clock
in the afternoon of June 11,1831, and en-
tered the Kremlin at ten o'clock a.m. of June
25, having accomplished the distance, 1,760
miles, in thirteen days and eighteen hours.
This feat created a decided sensation
throughout Europe, and the employment of
Mensen as a courier extraordinary by kings
and princes becume a popular amunsement
in Enropean courts. He ran fram country to
couutry and from court to eourt, bearing
messages of congratulation, oondolence, or
dispatches of greater importance, and
whenever matohed against the regular moun-
ted couriers easily succeeded in beating them.
Ho always carried with him a map, 8 compass,
and asmany bisenits and eunces of rasberry
syrup as there was tobe days occupied em
the journey. In winter he took with hims
a pair of long slender Norwegian snow-shoes,
and in travelling ho always chose the most
direct line, turning out westher for mountaics
nor rivers, byt climbing the one and swim-
the othey, He never walked, but invariably
ran, keeping up a long, swinging lope for
hours at u time without rest. His only re-
freshment was one bisenit and an ounce of
rasberry syrup  per day and two short
rests of ten or fifteen minutes each in twenty.
four hours. These rests he took while stand-
ing and leaning agaiust a tyeo or other object
of support. At such time he covered his face
with a hgnderchief and slept, and. after such
a nap he would pursue his way apparently as
refreshied as though he had slept for hours.
He was very uneasy when compelled to be
quiet, and conld not sit still for half an hour
without feeling a sensation of suffocation,
He was a very amisble man, a favorite with
all who knew him, aud was made much of by
ig royal patrons.

| FRIGHTFUL TRAGEDY,
A Man Kills His Three Children
Because He is Unable to
Support Them.

SprixorieLp, Mass., June 22.—One of the
most heartrending tragedies ever known in
these parts ocerred in South Holyoke, a short
distance from here, yesterday. The principal
actor in the terrible affaiy was a man named
Kemmler, and the victims wero his three
children, Annie, aged six years, Lendwilla,
four, and Amy, an infant scarcely a year old,
whom their father killed because, as he al-
leged, he was unable to support them. He
had been out of work since February last, and
on aceount of this was in a very despondent
state of mind. To such an extent did his un-
fortunate circumstances prey on his mind
that he at length determined on sending his
children out of the world in order that they
might escape its miseries. The partienlare of
how he succeeded in his horrible design are
briefly as follows : On Saturday afternoon he
sent his wife ont on an errand, himself re-
maining at home with the children. Assoon
as the mother got out of hearing he ecalled An-
nie, the eldest child, into the house and tried to
poison her with cyanide of potassium, but
she threw up the dose. Kemmler then took
the second child into the front bedroom and
shot her through the head with a pistol, then
took Annie to the réar bedroom and shot her
in like manner ; the youngest girl lay on the
bed, and he shot her also behind the ear, He
then left the house and told a saloon-keeper
what he had done, and was arrested.  After
his arrest he was cool, and said he was ready
to let the law take its course. He said he
conld not support his ehildren and feared
they woald grow up and enter houses of
prostituf. 1, and thought they would be
happier ‘1 heaven. He had planned it for
ten days to kill them. He is collected and
apparently sane. [Mrs. Kemmler is com-
pletely overcome.

The particulars of the affair may be briefly
stated as  follows :—At daybreak Antick-
napp was heard rising, going about and
kindling a fire in the stove, after which he
went out of the lhouse. Mrs. Anticknapp,
the unfortunate victim, rose shortly after-
wards and went out to milk the cow in a
pasture field near the house. Within a few
honrs afterwards the remainder of the in-
mates of the hiouse, & son about ten years of
age, a daughter about eighteen, and a girl
named Lundy, rose, and one of the ohildren
went to the stable, and, as he returned,
heard a moaning noise across the fence.
He went to where it proceeded from, and
found bis mother in a dying condition. He
yave the alarm, the woman was carried into
the house, and Drs. Allan and Henderson
called, who arrived about 7 a.m. They
found the scull just behind the right ear
literally smashed to pieces, they saw at once
that the woman was dying.

They
took it for granted that such was the case,
and after doing what they could
returned  home, but after  thinking
over it suspicions were excited
by the fact that th had not seen
Auticknapp, who, they were aware, possessed
a most ungovernable temper. By eight o% lock
the news had spread aronnd town, and every
person who knew the old fellow was of the
same opinion that he had murdered his wife.
The people beeame infuriated, and commenc-
ed moving out to the soene of the deed,about
uquarter of a mile above the Toronto, Grey
and Bruoce railway station. They found the
members of the lousenold of the same
opinion as themselves, and at once instituted
a search in the woods and fields of the vicini-
ty. It was well known that Anticknapp could
not have got far away, as he was crippled with
rheumatism to 1 an extent that with the
assistance of a stick he could searcely walk. A
party of from twenty to fifty men kept up the
search till about noon, when he was finally
discovered in a thicket of bushes alongside
the railroad track, barefooted. He wastaken
from his hiding place and escorted to the
lock-up without offering the slightest resis-
tauce. He appeared very much excited, but
in reply to questions put to him declared that
he knew nothing about the affair; that he
had his breakfast at home in the morning,and
after holding family prayers, went out for a
walk, and was just having a rest when found.
Sowe of the first men who visited the place
found an axe in the grass close to the fence,
about ten feet from the spot where the unror-
tunate victim was found, Upon examination,
a few spots of blood were found on the axe,
and several long black hairs corrésponding
exactly with that of the deceased. The wo-~
man died about 8 o'clock in the morning.

TWO0 DOLLARS AN ACRE.

(From a Winnepeg Correspondent.]
Winxsipea, May 26, 1879.

A few lines from this place of endless mud,
rich soil and Dbright prospects may be useful
to you to fill a corner of your valuable paper
after you get through the noise ond bustle of
elections, No person can appreciate the great
progress made in the Northwest but those

. - '
bered, and all concerned with it will only be
remembered to be execrated.

The next part of the main line to be taken
up would be from the Narrows to the South
Branch, Here, soon after crossing the
Narrows, we meet with the worst part of the
line for settlement between that and Dirt
Lake 800 miles west, but not the least valu-
able. The low marshy country continues
for some 50 to 60 miles, but this disadvan-
tage is counterbalaneed by the faect that it
possesses the tinest forest between Red River
and the Mountaibs, thousands ~of ncres
of which would readily sell at $100 per acre
on the road being opened, but are now
practically valueless. The large - extent of

country  between the Assiniboine and
South  Branch will  have to be
supplied from this forest. It consists of

fine spruce. After leaving this low country
the road approachas the valley of the Swan
River continuing up its valley through
a fair country to Livingstone, from which
west its proceeds for a hundred miles throngh
a tract principally wooded with fair sized
poplar, on which at a very near period
must have been a heavy forest, as the re-
mains of burnt trees still show. From this

The most north-
ern station of the St. Paul & Pacific was then
Morris, and the passengers for Winnipeg had
to take the stage from there without passing
half a dozen houses on this long journey, or
a single wheat field. At present he rides in
u comfortable railway car throngh to Winni-
pei, passing through villages and towns, and
wheat fields of twenty acres to four
thousand seree in extent.

AN UNEXPECTED ASCENT.
We began to ascend slowly as the crowd
paid out the drag line. Suddenly a gust of
wind sprang up and the knot of men holding

dragged across the fieldat a tremendous pace,
upsetting scores in their passage. At last a
fence was reached, the crowd hesitated,
strained hard to hold us down, shouted, and
then, with a grand bounce, we were free, with
250 feet of drag line trailing beneath us. o
the cast was the St. Lawrence River, looking
like a great silver snake, and when I looked
for Mount Royal it had faded into a pateh of
green forest, which appeared to be no higher
than the rest of the surronnding country.

A STARTLING DISCOVERY.
So terrible was the silence that a profound
depression, mingled with fear, was stealing
over me, when Grimley exclaiwed :
My God ! we have no anchor, and these
three bags of ballast will hardly save uy from
a bad bruising.”
I did not speak. It was half-past seven p.
m. when we started, and at eight o'clock we
hung distinetly over the St. Lawrence with
St. Helen's Island beveath us. Here the red-
coated sentinels looked up from the ramparts
and gave us a hoarse cheer, which reached
the car faintly but distinetly.

1T SHOOTS UFWARD,

In a few minutes the balloon began to whirl
around.

« We are going to ascend or descend,” said
Grimley. * When she whirls it is o sign of
one or the other.”

1t proved to be the former. ~Almost imme-
diately it began to feel cold, the barometer
marked the aititude a mile and three-quarters
above the sea level and the thermometer
marked forty-eight degrecs above zero. It
required o considerably longer inspiration jo
fill the lungs and a painful sensation was felt
in the ear drums. Grimley shivered for a
while and then took a pull at the wine bottle.
I, of course, followed his commendable
example, and the liquid - infused a slight
warmth into our clilled limbs. Moutreal
soon became a little speck and we drifted
over the village of Longueil, on the enst
shore of the St. Lawrence. Here we dis-
covered two forests over which we had to
pass

Grimley told me to re-
main in the car while he clambered up in the
network with a large knife in his teeth; a
huge slit was made in the canvas,which eased
the balloon of its great power. A high wind
began to blow now and the car was upset, the
Professor and myself being spilled out in an
unceremonious wanner.
ON TERRA FIRMA.
When we got on our feet the balloon had
gone a few feet, but we held on to it until the
breeze slackened. It was then half-past ten
p. m., and we must have struck at ten p.m.,
precisely. The next work was to let the gas
escape from the balloon, which was a very
slow performance. Grimley held the valve
open while I pressed on the sides of the can-
vas to force the gas out.
NEARLY SUFFOCATED,

While doing 0 I kept up a conversation
with Grimley, who was on the opposite side.
1 noticed something queer in his tone and
heard his voice grow fainter and fainter, At
last he did not make a reply, and becoming
alarmed I ran around, and was horrified to
find him stretched out on the ground like a
dead man. He lay on Lis face in a ploughed
furrow. In the confusion and darkuess he
had forgotton the dauger of inhaling the gas
and had succumbed to its influence. He
must huve been in this condition a full minute
before I discovered him. I called lum by
name, beat him between the shoulders and
rubbed his temples, but to no effect. His
eyes were wide open. I called for help, but
the forest alone answered me with an echo.
The auguish I suffered was something inde-
seribable. I dared not leave him as I knew of
no house near; we were in an apparent
wildernoss. At last I succeeded by rubbing
the skin of his wrists in extorting a ery of
pain. This gaveme courage, and T assisted
the insensible aeronaut to his feet, but he

he recovered so he was able to walk, and'we
started along the fence, but could not see tny
light except the million twinklings of the fire
flies which blazad out from the darkness of
the underbrush. I almost carried my com-
panion a part of the way, and two or three
times we both went head over heels into the
numerons ditches met with. Grimley soon
became sick from the effects of the gas, his
entreatios to let him lie down and rest were
pitiable, but on we jogged through the mud
and morass.

THR HULL MURDER MYSTERY.

Arrest of the Assassin in
Boston,

HE ACKNOWLEDGES THE CRIE.

Bosrox, Mass., June 23.—Chastine Cox,
the murderer of Mrs. Hull at New York, was
arrested here to-night. He is a copper colorel
negro, who has been engaged as a waiter a
year and a-half in the neighborhood of the
Hull residence. Cox appeared in Boston a
week ago, and at a pawn-broker’s shop dis-
posed of a cameo set of jewelry, which the
Superintendent of the pawn-brokers after-
wards found. The pawn-broker furnished the
description of the prisoner, and search re-
vealed the fact that Cox, after getting rid of the
jewelry, went to New York and remained
there two or three days, and in the meantime
made some alterations in  the char-
acter and color of his clothing.
Cox was discovered and suspected in the
street here to-night by a newspaper reporter
who had a description of him. The reporter
accosted Cox and the latter's ignorance of the
city confirmed the former’s suspicion. The
reporter followed Cox till the latter entered
a colored church and then informed the
police, who were sent and Cox surrendered
without resistance. Mrs. Hull's watch was
found on Lim, and he was thoroughly iden-
tified. He was not reticent, and said in
answer to questions that he had lived for a
long time opposite Mrs. Hull's house, and at
the time of the robbery he entered through
the lower window and went up stairs to her
room., He said his purpose was robbery
alone, and hedid not intend to kill her. Officers
from New York and also one of Mrs, Hull's
boarders recognized Cox.

Larter—The nogro hias appeared very calm
and indifferent since his arrest and talked
without much hesitation in giving details of
his crime.  The night on which Mre. Hull
was murdered he remained in the house
where he was employed uutil 10 o'clock,
when he went out. He had a key for the
door of the Hull house, but was unable to
make it fit, and cousequently he raised a
window in the lower story and fastened it up
to provide an easy escape from the house. He
had a candle with him. On ascending the
stairs  he -heard some one and blew the
candle out. e then walked into the room
and stepped up to the side of the bed. Mrs,
Hull waking asked, ** Who is it!” * The
doctor,” replied the negro.  The robber then
seized her and dashed the eologne bottle into
the face of the struggling woman, after which
he tied her in the manner in which
she  wus  found the next wmorning.
Tobe robbery was then ecommitted and the
robber escaped, goon leaving New York foy
Boston.  He will be taken to New York,
probably to morrow. In addition to the
wateh which Cox had on him he he has a
mos=aie ring.
