I do not,
however, mean fo img‘&d the past year hes
been altogether free revolufiopary move-
ments. the contrary, during the comrse of
1849 we have seem tionsa at Dresden,
Genoa, in the dukulunm, Sicily, and at
Florence. But these catbreaks, seriously

the terrible movemeuls of 1848. It
was in 1849, however, that the formal deposition
of the Pope became known to the world; when a

bert compelled to abdicate in favour of his eldest
son, after ad gldriots a dreap of honour and em-
pire as ever monateh waé deluded by. The de-
struction of the Piedmontese army was speedily
followed by the reduction of Venice, which sui-
rendered to General Gorkowski, after enduring
the most terrible privations, and the ravages ol
the Cholera. We have seen within the past
twelve-month, the Kin‘P:IM elected Em-
peror of Germany by a Parliament at Frankfort,
which a few weeks after died of inanition ; hos-
tilities begun and suspended” between Deamark
and Germany, after heavy losses on either side.
In the year 1849 we likewise saw terminated one
the most heroic national struggles that history has
ever recorded. 1848 had closed on two defeats
of the Magyars; and on the very day the Indian
troops captured Mooltan, the aunpmm were
forced dcross the Waag by the Imperialists. Win-
ter now ended hostilities, and on their resumption
in the Spring, the Magyars were simultaneously
victorious at Gram, Comorn, and Pesth. The
example set by Republican France in sending an
army to subdue the Romans, gave the Emperor
of Russia an available excuse for assisting A ustria
against the Hungarians. It was in May that the
two Emperors met at Warsaw to mature the plan
of Russian intervention, and on the 18th June fol-
lowing, Prince Paskiewitch entered Hun, at
the head of a powerful army. On the 2lst of
June, Cronstadt was taken by the Russians, who
on the 3rd of July—the day on which the French
marched into Rome—entered Debreczin. On the
10th July, was fought that battle, between the
Russo-Austrians and the Magyars, which decided
the fate of the campaign. It took place under the
walls of Comorn, and resulted in the overthrow of
the Hungurians. The consequent reverses and
subjugation of the Magyars are of too recent oc-
currence to need recapitulation here. Last year,
we saw France ’ovarned in safety by a Presi-
dent it was the fashion to deride when he had
neither place nor power.

The alteration in the Navigation Laws will not
of itself create trade throughout Canada } it may
promote one branch of industry, the carrying
trade, but every other branch will searcely feel its
effects. The restoration of Protection will, in
like manner, not produce a generally healthy ‘trade
over Canada, It may also favorably influence the
carrying trade, and may somewhat artificially
stimulate other branches, such es speculations in
flour ; but it is & mere delusion to suppose that
both or either of these Laws would confer perma-
nent prosperity upon Canada.

The solid basis of Trade are Population, Pro-
duction, and Consumption. These the United
States possess in an eminent degree, and these also
England possesses without her Colonies or Foreign
Trade, us it is a notorious fact that in England
Home Consumption is the manufacturer’s best
market. - But in Canada we possess nol one of
these components of Trade ; our Population is too
insignificant to create an internal trade, and Pro-
daction and Consumption are hence equally so.

To obtain a sound Trade upon a souad basis, we
must hfVe a large population, and to obtaia this
we must resort to Annexation—all or any other
intermediate attempts to create Trade, are illusory ;
of this GREAT FACT our readers, and Canadjans
generally, may be assured. It cannot be blinked
—1t is broad and visible, and no political doctrine
of our opponeuts can conceal or distort its siraple
truth.
