MONTREAL, Feb. 9.—Charges
against J. Lambkin, recently appoint-
ed by the Dominion Government as
special officer dealing with white
slave conditions, were made at a
meeting of the Methodist Union of
Temperance and Moral Reform held
in the ,St. James Methodist Church
on Saturday afternoon. The charges
are, in brief, that Mr. Lambkin has

Recorder Weir. It was decided to re-
port the affair to Hon. C. J. Doherty,
Minister of Justice, with a view to
having Mr. Lambkin removed from
office, and Rev. T. E. Bourke, presi-
dent of the Union, asserted that he
would lose no time in investigating
the charges put on a specific basis.

Mr. Lambkin this morning declared
that the charges would probably re-
sult in his resignation. “I hardly know
Parker Brothers,” he said. “I don’t
think I was flippant on the witness
stand during ‘the Parisien investiga-
tion, and I do feel that I told the
truth. Of course. the reformers were
expecting something different from
me, perhaps; they probably expected
that I would—no, I won’t say lie—but
uphold the charges against the Paris-
ien in full, and this I couldn’t honestly
do.”
