Dr. Isadore McW. Bourke recently
made an analysis of the water taken
from a hrydrant of the Dawson Water
Company with the following result:

Color, free; turpidity, perfectly
bright; odor, none; residue left on
evaporation, moderate, white apd did
not char; free ammonia, no appreciable
quantity ; chlorine, " about 1 grain per
gallon; equivalent of common salt,
about 1.6 grains per gallon; nitrites, a
trace; natrates, .5 grains per gallon;
hardness, about 23 per cent; lead,
none; iron, a trace; oxygen absorbed
in 15 minutes at 212 degrees, Farnheit,
.3 grains per gallon.

Dr. Bourke found that the possibili-
ties of the water beipg contaminated
‘from the Klondike river are apparent,
but at present no such contamination
exists,
