USING BOTH HANDS ALIKE.

Advantages to be Gained by Becom-
ing Ambidextrous.

The question should ambidexterity
be encouraged is answered in the
negative by a writer in the Ameri-
can Journal of Insanity, and upon
the ground that, while coarse move-
ments may be performed nearly as
well by one-halt of the body as by
the other, accurate and expert move-
ments require’ a bigher organization
of one hall of the brain tnan ne
other. Hence the more expert hand
should be consciously still more and
mora specialized, making the ordi-
narily quiescent hall of the brain
assume control tends, it is said, to
impairment of the mental processes
as well as inferiority of physiologic
spzed and dexterity.

All of which we deny, both fact and
theory being untrue. The writer has
doubtless been misled by obseérvation
of the function of speech, whici is sin-
gle, and in execution requires the
control ol a single centre. We have
but one voice, but we have two
hands which in many cases at dif-
ferent instants may be out in ac-
tion with the same dexterity. Many
rurgeons ean eperate equaily well
with either hand;, and we have scen
men who could write as well with the
one hand as with the other. The
critic of ambidexterity may reply
that this Is impossible with synchron-
ous movements, forgetting that in
tho musician, and especially in the

to my L pianist, there is the most marvellous

expertness of both hands executing
most complicated and entirely differ-
ent functions, and at the same iIn-
stant.

The arguments against ambidexter-
ity appear not only inconclusive, but
aPe squarely contradicted by facts.

Washington, Nov. 17.—In this dis-
course Dr. Talmage would lift »eople
out of despondency and bring some-
thing of future joy into earthly depres-
sion. The text is Hebrews vi, 19:
“Which hope.”

There is an Atlantic ocean of
depth and fullness in the verse from
which my text is taken, and I only
wade Into the waves at the beach and
take two words. We all have fa-
vorite words expressive of delight
or abhorrence, words that easily
find their way from brain to lip,
words that have in them mornings
and mldnights, laughter and tears,
thunderbolts and dewdrops. In all
the lexicons and vocabularies there
are few words that have for me the
attractions of the last word of my
text, *“Which hope.”

There have-in the course of our lives |
been many angels of God that have
looked . over our shoulders, or met
us on the road or chanted the
darkness away, or lifted the cur-
tains of the great future, or pulled
us back from the precipices, or rolled
down upon us the rapturous music of
the heavens, but there is one of those
angels who has done so much for us
that we wish throughout all time and
eternity to celebrate it—the angel of
Hope. St. Paul makes it the center
of a group of three, eaying, “Now
abideth faith, hope, charity.” And|
though he says that charity is the
greatest of the three, he does not take
one plume from the wing, or one ray
of luster from the brow, or one au-
rora from the cheek, or one melody
from the voice of the angel of my
text, “Which hope.”

That was a great night foy our
world, when in a Bethlehem caravan-
sary the Infant Royal was born, and
that will be a great night in the
darkness when Christian hof®\ is
born. There will be chanting in
the skies and a star pointing to the
Nativity. I will not bother you
with the husk of a definition and tell

you what hope is. When we sit
down hungry at a table, we ‘do not
want an analytical discourse as to
what bread is. Hand it on; pass it
round; give us a slice of it John |
speaks of hope as a ‘pure hope;"” |
Peter calls it a “lively hope;” Paul
styles it a ‘“‘good hope,” a “sure:
hope,” a ‘‘rejoicing hope.” And all|
up and down the Bible it is spoken of |
as an anchor, as a harbor, as a helmet, i
@s a door. |

No better medicine did a man ever]‘
It is a stimulant, |

Thousands of people long ago de-
parted this life would have been living
to-day but for the reason they let hope
slip their grasp. I have known people
to live on hope after one lung was
gone and disease had seemed to lay
hold of every nerve and muscle and ar-
tery and bone.

“Hope.” And, whatever eise you and !

Many have full assurance that all
is right with the soul. They are
as sure of heaven as if they had
passed in pearly panels of the gate,
as though they were already seated !
in the temple of God unrolling the
libretto of the heavenly chorister. &
congratulate all such. I wish I had it|
too—full assurance—but with me it is
hope. “Which hope.” Sinful, it expects
forgiveness; troubled, it expects relief;
bereft, it expects reunion; clear down, '
it expects wings to lift; shipwrecked,
it expects lifeboat; bankrupt, it ex-
pects eternal richesy a prodigal, it
expects the wide opefi door of the
father's farmhouse. It does not
wear itself out by looking backward; |
it always looks forward, What is
the use of giving so much time to
the rehearsals of the past?

You who have in
your body an encysted bullet ever
since the civil war; you who have
kept alive only by precautions and
self-denials and perpetual watching
of pulse and lung; you of the deaf-
ened ear and dim vision and the se-
vere backache; you who have not
been free from pain for ten years,
how do you like this story ¢ Jphysi-
cal reconstruction, with all weaknes§
and suffering subtracted and every-
thing jocund and bounding added?

Do not have anything to do with
the gloom that Harriet Martinean
expressed in her dying words: s €
bhave no reason to believe in another
world. I have had enough of life
.n one and can see no good reason
why Harriet Martineau should be
perpetuated.” Would you not rather
have the Christian enthusiasm of
Robert Annan, who when someoOne
said, “I will be satisfied if I man-
age somehow to get into heaven,” re-
plied, pointing to a sunken vessel
that was being dragged up the River
Tay: ‘“Would you like to be pulled
into heaven with two tugs like that
vessel yonder? I tell you I would like
to go in with all my sails set and col-
ors flying.”

Again, let me introduce the element
of hope to those good people who are
in deepair about the world’s moral
condition. They have gathered up ap-
palling statistics. They tell of the
number of divorces, but do not take
into consideration that there are 2a
thousand happy homes where there is
one of marital discord. They tell you
of the large number in our land who
are living profligate lives, but forget
to mention that there are many mil-
lions of men and women who are do-
ing the best they can. They tell you
the number of drunkeries in this coun-
try, but fail to mention the thousands
of glorious churches with two doors—
one door open for all who will enter
for pardon and consolation and the
other door opening into the heavens
for the ascent of souls prepared for
translation.

Let hope say to the foreboding: ‘Do
all you can with Bible and spelling
book and philosophic apparatus, but
toil with the sunlight in your facesor
your efforts will be a failure. The
pallor in the sky is not another phase
of the night, but this first sign of
approaching day, which is as sure to
come as to-night will be followed with
to-morrow. Things are not going to
ruin. The Lord’s hosts are not going
to be drowned In the Red sea of
trouble, Miriam’s timbrel will play on
the h'gh banks, Israel Delivered. High
hope for the home! High hope for the
church! High hope for the world!

I introduce the angel of Hope to
those who through disease have lost
Christian friends. “How could I find
them,” says a bereft soul, ‘“up there
in the land of .the multitudinous?”
You may find them by indulry, by
heavenly escort and by unfailing mem-
ory of the guard at the gate. ‘‘And he
carried me away in the spirit to a
great and high mountain, and showed
me the great city, the holy Jerusalem,
descending out of heaven from God,
having the glory of God, and her light
was like unto a stone most precious,
even like a jasper stone, clear as crys-
tal, and had a wall great and high and
had twelve gates and at the gates
twelve angels.” So you see there will
be an angel guarding each gate. " As
you go in ask the armed guard. He
saw your loved one press through and
will know the direction to take and by
what fountain or in what street of
gold is the mansion prepared.

Then cultivate hope in regard to
your own health, your own financial
prosperity, your own longevity, . by
seeing how in other people God mer-
cifuliy reverses things and brings to
pass the unexpected; remembering
that Washington lost more battles
than he gained, but triumphed at the
last, and, further, by making sure of
your eternal safety through Jesus
Christ, understand that you are on the
way to palaces and thrones. This life
is a span long, ending in durations .of
bliss that neither human nor archan-
gelic faculties-can measure or estimate
—redolence of a springtime that never
ends and fountalns tossing in the light
of a sun that never eets. May God
thrill us with anticipations of this im-
mortal glee! *“Which hope?”

I eaid in the opening of this subject
that my text was only the wave on the
beach, while the whole verse from
which it is taken is an ocean. But the
ocean tides are coming in, and the sea
is getting so deep I must fall back,
wading out as I waded in, for what
mortal can stand before the mighty
surges of the full tide of eternal glad-
niwEs? “Eye hath not seen, nor ear
heard, neither hath entered into the
heart of man the things which God
hath prepared for them that love
him.”

BLOW AT COUNCIL'S DICTATION

Philadelphia, Dec. 3.— Judge Me-
Carthy, ot the Common Pleas Court,
has issued an injunction in which he
denies the right of the Council of
the Allied Buiiding Trades or  its
agents to instigate strikes at build-
ings where contractors employ labor
that is not affiliated with that or-
ganization. The gecision has caused
widespread commotion in the ranks
of local trades unionists, and it is
probable that an appeal will be taken
to a higher court.

Judge McCarthy also denied the
right of the defendants to order
contractors to discharge members of
labor organizations who are not af-
filiated with the Council of the Al-
lied Building. Trades. Further, and
specifically, he ordered them to re-
frain from threats, expressed or im-
plied, that employers would suffer
loss by hiring the plaintiffs.

THOUSANDS FACE STARVATION.

Berlin, Dec. 3.—Just a year and
a half ago trade was booming in Ber-
lin and throughout Germany. To day
all is dull an@ depressed and no busi-
ness is being doune.

Eighteen months ago the scenes on
ithe Berlin Boerse were such as were
never known before. People almost
tought in their eagerness to buy
shares. Bankers grew rapidly rich,
and so great was their business that
in many cases they bought adjacent
houses and doubled the size of their
banks. Brokers grew rich also, and
bought fine houses, race horses and
yachts. Everything flourished.

Germans spoke ol German advance-
ment with triumph, and threatened
to overrun Britain and ruin her manu-
factures. There were, they said, but
two countries in the world where
trade could increase with such rapid
strides—Germany ard the United
States. Wages were high and work
was plentiful.

Western Loan & Trust Co.
Cannot Collect Bond

BECAUSE OF FALSE ANSWERS.

Montreal, Dec. 3.—A Jjudgment of
considerable importance o commer-
cial corporations was rendered to-day
by Judge Curran, who dismirzsed the
action of the Western J.oan and Trust
Company to recover 310,000 guar-
antee on a policy issued in their favor
by the Dominion of Canada and Guar-
antee Company for the honest admin-
istration of the funds entrusted to
W. Barclay Stephens, the late man-
ager of the Loan and Trust Company.

The policy was issued in December,
1898, and renewed for a year in De-
cember, 1899. On May ZO0th, 1900,
W. Barclay Stephens died, and it was
discovered on auditing the books that
he had embezzled a sum of $34,158.
Notice of this was given to the Guar-
antee Company, and they were called
upon to make good the defalcation
to the extent cf $10,000. This the
defendant company refused to do, and
pleaded that certain declarations,
representations, and warranties in
writing given to the company de-
fendant, on the strength of which
the policy was issued, were false and
eroneous. 'They specially alleged
that, although the Loan and Trust
Company had declared that the late
W. Barclay Stephens owed them nolh-
ing, and that they knew nothing of
any debts or liabilities of his, at the
time this declaration was made the
manager owed the company large
sums of money, and continued to
borrow large sums of money, and that
the company well knew that he had
debts and liabilities. They, moreover,
plead that the company plaintiff
agreed on receiving the policy that
the assured should retain the func-
tions he was then filling, whereas he
was allowed to handle the funds and
gecurities of the company in. such &
maner that he could use them as his
own private funds.

The court, taking into considera-
tion the proof, which supported the
plea, dismissed the case on the ground
that the false answers materlally
affected the contract, rendering it

look® as though there were exceed- | void.

CONSTITUTION OF THE
CANADIAN YEOMANRY.

Oitawa, Nov. 20.—Durisg the four
days, Dec. 9th, 10ih, 11th, and 12th,
a mounted forze of nearly 600 men,
for service in South Africa, wiil be
recruited at different points through-
out the Dommion. The force wiil be
called the Canadian Yeomanry. The
orders for the enlistment of this
force will be issued from headquar-
ters this evening.

The orders read: “His Majesiy's
Government, having signified thelr
pleasure to accept the oifer of Cun-
ada to ralse a corps of mounted
troops for service in South Africa,
a regiment, to be known as the Cana-
dian Yeomanry, and clothed, armead
and equipped as the Imperial ico-
manry o His Majesty's reguiar army,
will 'be organized, under tne command
of Col. T. L. B. Evans, C. B, com-
manding Canadian Mounted Rifles, us
hiereunder :

GAMBLING IN VANGOUVER.

A Presbyterian Preacher Lo-
cafos the Responsibility.

LOSERS SENSELESS FOOLS,

——

Women and Children Are Left in
Destitution -

—_—

BY VICTIMS OF THE VICE.

[Vancouver World.)

An immense congregatlon assembled,
at St. Andrew’s Churci: o hear Rev.
Dr. McLaren preach on ““Who is re-
sponsible for the prevalence of gam-
bling 27 By 7.20 o'clock every pew
in the church was occupied and the
side seats were rapidly filling up.
When the doctor entered the pulpit
hundreds were at the door unable
to obtain gpats. Finally chairs were
brought from ihe school-room, giving
accommodation to a hundred or so.
The preacher was sulfering from a
cold, and spoke with some difficulty,
but his remarks were forcible. The
preacher announced his text, Jere-
miah v. 81: “The prophet’s prophesy
falsely, and the priests bear rule by
their means, and my people love to
have it so.”

Said the preacher: “In seeking to
determine who is responsible for the
prevalence of gambling in this city,
I suppose I may venture to take it
for granted that gambling has been
prevalent. Last Monday evening
some members of the City Council ap-
peared to be in doubt about the
matter. I think I may safely assnne
that their doubts have by this tume
been dispelled. In view of all that
has appeared in the public press dur-
ing the past week, I fancy that even
these guileless, unsuspecting suard-
ians of civic morality will hardiy ven-
turo to question the statement that
gambling, Instead of existing, if at
al], only to a very slight degree and
in very sécret places, has been car-
ried on to an alarming extent and
with disgraceful, brazen-faced open-
ness.

“Therefore, since the practice of
gambling has undoubtedly been al-
lowed to assume alarming propor-
tions and work ‘an incalculable
amount of harm, and since, in the
judgment of the great majority of
the citizens it is prejudicial alike to
the moral and to the material in-
terests of the city, the question as
to who is responsible for its preval-
ence becomes a question of the very
gravest importance. There are at
least four classes of persons, who,
with varying degrees of guilt, must
shoulder the burden of thig tremen-
dous responsibility.

“I. I imention first, because I hold
them' to be primarily and most inex-
cusably responsible, the proprietors
of gambling dens, the men, who, for
the sake of ill-gotten gain, have
made broad and smooth the road that
leads down to hell. Gambling, no
doubt, has existed to some extent
from the very beginning of the city’s
history ; but some hall dozen years
ago the proprietors of a well known
saloon inaugurated the open carni-
val of gambling that with occasional
brief interruptions has held sway
ever since. For some time these men
enjoyed a practical monopoly of their
nefarious business ; but imitators and
competitors gradually appeared upon
the scene, as the unholy passion was
fostered in the minds of an increas-
ing number of citizens, until, within
the last few months, we have had at
least six establishments where gamb-
ling has been going on in direct,
and more or less open, defiance of
the criminal code of the Dominion.

Here, at the bar of public opinion,
I arraign the proprietors of these
establishments as the heartless
authors of private suffering and pub-
lic disgrace. Before high heaven I
charge them with all the ghastly conm
sequences of their diabolical business
—disappointed hopes, blighted homes,
broken hearts, blasted characters
and ruined souls. For their own
souls’ saek, I implore them to remem-
ber that this awful charge preferred
by a mightier than any human voice,
they shall have to face some day,
when they stand before the tribundl
of eternal justice.

2. I lay the responsibility for the
prevalence of gambling in the second
place, upon the ehoulders of the
senseless fools who allow themselves
to be made dupes of, in order that all
the miserable hangers on about these
gambling establishments may make
a living and the proprietors a for-
tune. I sso this strong language
advisedly. .
who imagines he caa enrich himsell
at a gambling table to realize his
crass stupidity. When the game is
almost entirely a game of skill, what
folly it is for an amateur to 1tiry
conclusions with  a professional!
And where the game is a mixed game
of chance and =skill, or one in
which all is of chance and there is
no skill involved at all, sureiy the
very smallest particle of common
sepse - would teach them that tihe
chances are all in favor of the liouse
and against the outside player. These
establishments are not equipped and
carried on for the purpose of enabling
the public to grow rich at the ex-
pense of their proprietors. The men

I want every youngman | o o0 "cij) take readily. They

who run them are not philanthropists,
eager to afford some of their fellow
men an opportunity to make money
quickly and easily. If they did not
pay, if they were not sure to pay,
these iniquitous dens would never be
kept open. Of course the house does
not always win, that would be almost
as great a calamity as being com-
pelled to take equal chances with the
players, for it would mean that the
business would entirely cease. . Keep-
ers of gaming houses can accent their
losses with the utmost equanimity,
because it is a mathematical cer-
tainty that in the long run they will
gain far more than they lose. Could °
any language be too strong to de-
scribe the nsatiate folly of those
who risk their prospects of honor and
usefulness and _even the interests of
their immortal souls on the bare
chance of their being the one out of
a hundred that may gain a tempor-
ary advantage ?

“But in pointing out the responsi-
bility for the prevalence of gambling
of those who patronize these gamb-
ling dens, I want t0 emphasize not
only their colossal stupidity, but
also their heartless cruelty. They
know that they are inflicting the
keenest anguish upon those who
love them—darkening all the young
lives of their innocent little child-
ren, and crushing out all joy and
hopo from the hearts of the women
they have vowed before God to love,
honor or cherish; or bowing a fath-
er's head in shame and breaking a
mother’s heart with grief.

“When I think of all that I have
seen and heard during the last few
years of the results of this accursed
vice—the young wife, who had been
brought up in a home of luxury,
left alone for three or four days
at a time, and once at least without
even a crust of bread in the house,
while her husband was squandering
his money in one of these dens of
infamy—the fathers who have told
me of how, night after night, they
have waited in agony for their sons’
return from the gaming tables,
where they were spending money
that was not their own—the heart
breaking letters I have received
from the east and from the old
country pleading for some word of
good cheer regarding sons or_bro-
thers who were simply going
to the devil as fast as
their folly could carry them in the
Savoy or Balmoral, or some place of
similar character—when I think of aill
this, it seems to me that no remorse
that earth or hell can have in store
would be too keen for the senseless
etupidity and the heartless cruelty
that have inflicted such sulfering upon:
the innceent, and that no punishment
that human law can inflict would be
too severe for the vultures in human
form who fatten. not merely upon
the moral and spiritual degradation
of their miserable vietims, but also
upon the very life's blood of their vie-
time’ relatives and friends.

“3. I lay the responsibllity for the
prevalence of gambling thirdly at the
door of the elvic authorities. How,
that responsibility is to be appor-
tioned, as between the Chief of
Police, the Police Committee, the
City Couneil and the Mayor, it i® not
for me to determine. This much, how-
ever, I am bound to say—the provi-
sions of the Criminal Code are so ex-
plicit, the prima facie evidence of
guilt so'easily obtained, the kind ol
gambling that has been carried on so
undeniably an infraction of the code,
and the gambling places so well
known that not one of these estab-
lishments would have dared to keep
open for a single day if it had been
known that the law was really going
to be enforced and the full penalty
for ite violation inflicted.”
