PROSPECTUS.
This is the Star. We have no 

apology for it. It must speak for 
itself.

And now our mission. There is 
an ideal press before whoso shrine 
we bow: what that ideal is, we 
would have our readers know. It 
is that press which knows no private 
interest or party weal that stands 
in the way of the public good. It 
is that press which marches on in 
advance of the people, thinking for
the masses and moulding public 
opinion. It is not a press which lags 
in the rear, till the strongest pro­
claim their shibboleth, and then take 
np the chorus. The most sacred in­
stitution in any land is au intelligent,
moral and free press, that sets up 
for its motto that written by Judge 
Story—a press
—‘ Unawed by influence and un­

bribed by gain.”
Wesaj' we*Woysbip at that shrine 

—and we do so ; and it shallbe our 
constant aim to make a paper a 
counterpart of the model we have 
Set up, caring less for the gains 
than the name, and finding a better 
reward in the praise of posterity 
than in the. gold of the hour.

The duties and the rcspousibilties 
of the press are great and grave. 
Questions often arise suddenly that 
the public mind does not taxe the 
trouble to consider, but the news­
paper editor must always be pre­
pared to show some clue to the 
mystery or to put some interpreta­
tion upon the most involvéd circum­
stances. Ho , must think more 
hastily than other men, and reach 
conclusions faster—then)! his judg­
ment be faulty, the public, which iu 
the end is always right, will detect 
his shortcomings. The duty of 
thinking for one's self is important 
enough, and tho man who is able to 
do so is generally above the common; 
but how much more important is 
the duty of him who thinks tor the 
thousands and fashions their opin­
ions after his ovn. If the sun be 
eclipsed the earth will be darkened ; 
if he whose doctrines may become 
the rule of tho state should spread 
abroad insidious teachings througli 
the press, many of the thousands 
who look upon him as a teacher 
will catch the infection.

The press is the first and greatest 
born of a free people. Before the 
days of the press superstition and 
ignorance held sway over men’s 
minds, tyranny’ lorded it over the 
land and bad kings sent innocent 
men to tho block for a miserable 
whim. But when the press once 
began to breathe the spirit of the 
people through its columns, tyranny 
faltered and autocrats and evii com­
binations trembled before it. In 
Russia to-day there is no free press, 
but there is a rule of knout and iron 
—a galling tyranny that we free 
people cannot conceive of.

In countries blessed with the 
glorious boon of liberty’, the press 
is to-day the greatest power upon 
the face of the earth, and there is no 
man, uo matter how high his station 
that does not bend his knee bciore 
it. With such a conception of llie 
press, and of the duties of those 
whu control the press, we give this 
paper to our readers. And it we 
have faithfully portrayed our ideal 
newspaper, and the duties ot a 
proper editor we have stolen a 
march on our readers and given 
them our prospectus.

But these arc only the general 
principles upon which a newspaper 
should be conducted, and while it 
shall be our constant aim and great­
est pains to conduct tho Star upon 
the ideal wc have set up, there re­
mains to be specified the special ob- 
cts it shall be our parlicul ar duty to 
achieve. First of all we shall sup­
port the liberal conservative party

because we believe their policy for- 
Canoda in her present condition is 
good. The moment we think the 
nlercsts of the Country are subord­
inated to the interests of the ruling 
party, that moment wc cut the lie 
that binds us and call for better 
men. We have had no difficulty 
in concluding that the much abused 
National Policy, under all the circ­
umstances is by far the best for 
Canada. Our reasoning to this 
end we shall give in future issues of 
our paper, deeming such a subject 
as not belonging to this place 

We shall always to the ut­
most of our power oppose
any measure having a a much larger apportioment for our 

, . , .. Maritime .seas and riveis than thev
tendency towards annexation or nave received in. the past, believing
secession ; and with equal force shall 
we oppose any steps towards tin- 
disintegration of the Dominion, by 
a repeal cf the union. Both these 
are embryotic questions now ; but 
we see them in the future with many 
followers. It were well to educate 
the public mind to deal with them 
when they come. To do this shall 
be part of our mission.

The writer has of late been 
througli Nova Scotia, and talking 
there with some of its leading men 
he has learnt that the sister province 
is looking forward at no distant 
day to a Maritime Union. We shall 
be in no hurry about advocating 
any such a change believing 
that petty political nostrums for 
a state, goes as far towards better! 
ing the condition of the people as 
the medicines of the mountebank 
goes to improving the human body.

Great minds within our Domi nion, 
bursting with loyally, thins we are 
too far from the -throne to be happy, 
and are looking to the day which 
will see a Federation of tho Em­
pire. This is a no-party idea, and 
among the Liberals we believe Mr 
Blake is its greatest champion. 
Matters of this kind, like the estab 
lishment of the fulcrum at some 
point outside the world, whereon .an 
Archimedes might place a lever and 
overturn our planet; the conversion 
of the Sahara into an inland sea, 
and kindred other mighty enterprises 
we leave to otheis, professing our­
selves unable to deal with them.

If" our loyalty can only be pre­
served by crying out for the federa­
tion of tho empire, then shall we 
have to sit and in despair watcli its 
departure. This federation of the 
empire seems to us, from what we 
have read of it, like harnessing a 
horse in Frederictou lo a rope 
attached to a log in some part of 
Chatham. The connexion is about 
as remote—or about as near, men 
of the Blake school will have it.

But charity ought lo begin at 
home, and before we reached this 
point we should have said what our 
aim shall be in relation to the county 
whose bread we hope to eat for the 
next few years. We never shoul I 
have come to Chatham but for the 
bright hopes we entertain of its near 
future*. The grounds upon which 
we have based cur hopes are no rosy 
dream, hut a probable possibility to 
whose fulfilment we consider the 
Star substantially pledged.

Wc now refer to the important 
post between the Old World and the 
New, which we believe Chatham is 
to be at a date not far distant. It is 
known that Newfoundland is now 
engaged in building a road from St 
John’s to George’s Bay. This road 
will be part of the new high road 
from Queenstown to America; At- 
laulic steamers during the-summer 
months will discharge freight and 
passengers at St John’s; they will 
be re-shipped at George’s Bay ; and 
Chatham in our theory will be the 
entre-port, as well as the distribut­
ing port for the Dominion and New 
England States This means t hat a 
road would be built—and in any 
case the road will be built—iqr the 
M rauiichi, from Chatham, and down 
llie Nashwaak to Fredericton. What 
ibis would mean to Chatham, those 
who have some knowledge of Hie 
freight and travel by the steamers 
plying on this route, need nut be 
told. We have already, by our 
articles, turned the eyes of out

New round land friends to this 
icheme, and our readers may rest 

assured that anything we can hence" 
forth do in the same direction, will 
no1 he wanting.

Next to the harvest of the land 
that of our fertile waters is most 
important to our people here. The 
question therefore of our -fisher ic
and how that industry may best be 
perpetuated if not fostered, is one 
for grate consideration. It seems 
lo us that in the past our dealings 
with this question have been more or 
'ess speculative and every process 
for the repopulation of our waters a 
mere trial one. We shall not only 
approve further expenditures in the 
search for success, but we shall ask

that at the present they receive far 
short of their share. Upon our fish­
eries here thousands of people are de­
pendent for support, while in other 
quarters where llie fisheries never can 
be lo tho inhabitants what ours are 
to our people, lavish sums are expen­
ded with the most ridic.u'ous results. 
There is a batch of useless officers in 
the Fishery Department that ought.to 
be sent on “long holidays’" and better 
men 'ic put in their p'aces.

Upon this fishery question we 
shall be on tbe side where 
lie the interests of Miramichi 
and tie North, and we shall insist on 
the laws relating to the pvotectio i ot 
our fisheries being rigidly enforced.

If to the farmer or the iuinbe,,inan 
what wc could say might ever be 
useful, let him depend upon our 
assistance: and much within news­
paper scope can be said in the in­
terest of both.

A nation’s wmalth consists 
in her natural agents, her 
resources and her factories. The 
two former this favored country has; 
it shall be our constant task to show 
our people they should have more of 
the latter. For this we have a 
National Policy.

We think in the matter of costal 
telegraphic service, the important 
fishing settlements along the Mir- 
amichi and oilier parts of (lie North 
Shore have been left out in the cold.

If Dr. Fortins scheme be as ad­
vantageous as it if claimed, then we 
do not want to have our fishermen 
denied these advantages. And with 
the powerful friends this county lias 
“ court,” wc feci assured that the 
privileges nl the telegraphic costal 
services will soon be extended to us. 
To this end the Stars efforts shall 
also be directed.

Upon the principle that under re­
sponsible government, the country is 
ruled by party, and that without party 
responsible government is Impossible 
we shall be the advocate of such party 
politics as secin to us best for the 
interests of the country —of our 
Province and the Dominion.

Wc shall always deal 
with . public men, upon 

then puoiic record, save where 
private dealings crop out in public 
doings, or where the one is insepar­
able from the other. Then wo know 
vo man as we know no mercy. Wo 
be'ieve there is no greater poltroon 
than the coward who sits at the edi­
torial desk and is afraid to speak his 
mind. If we are only to get bill 
heads and dodgers to print by smother 
ing our convictions,then we shall be- 
pleased to starve. Yet we also know of 
some men presiding over newspapers 
who arc nothing if not absnivo ; and 
who unfortunately often please and 
carry" the crowd as does the clever 
ruffian on the street corner, who is 
overflowing with words and fertile 
in low smart retort. These vulvar 
persons degrade the press to the 
level of ti’ose to whom they catei. 
Oui face shall alwas lie set uvainst 
such characters.

And now we have reached the stave 
whereat we cannot but express our 
wonder that an enterprising and an 
intelligent people like those inhabit ­
ing the sturdy towns of tho Mirami- 
chi should have remained so 
long without a newspaper 
There is no other part 
of the Dominion, that we are aware 
ot, blessed with the natural resources 
the wealth and the intelligence of 
Mil amichi, that has not a newspaper. 
L'o fill the dank so long existin'/ we 
have come here, and to publish a pa­
per that may be worthy of the people 
among whom we have east our lot 
shall be our loftiest aim.

PROTECTION IN ENGLAND.

“ The thin end of the protection 
wedge is seeking an entrance in Eng­
land and has not been altogether un­
successful.”

Indeed ; but we did not think the 
Witness would tell us so. There i8 
however we suppose some little ad­
vantage in telling the story first, 
however much the tale may be 
against the teller. The Protection 
wedge most truly has been entered 
in Free Trade England, and before 
John Bright dies, we expect to see it 
driven home. Tis true it would be 
folly to suppose the day would ever 
come when an English minister 
wbnld tell the Commons that 
the duty on imported cutlery ranged 
from ?5 to 40 pci cout, for the House 
would deride him while they tunr 
ed to Sheffield ; or that the duty on 
imported carpets should henceforth 
be from 20 to 40 per cent. ; for the 
nation would scoff at him and say 
“ Birmingham can protect itself;” or 
that henceforth tin should pay a hun­
dred per cent before being landed, for 
the world a fiords no other Cornwall, 
and outside of England there are no 
Cornish miners. The shawls of 
Paisley nor the coals of Newcastle 
needs] British law to protect them 
either, and much amused might the 
great manufacturer of Manchester 
laugh at the foolish speculator from 
abroad who would try to cut him 
out on his own ground.

In the nature of things therefore, 
it is absurd to think that England 
^would ever make a protective policy 
absolute. She might indeed do so, 
but the industries we have mentioned 
and a hundred others are as potent 
to protect themselves as all the legis­
lation that the British Parliament 
might devise, could make them.

For most of Euglands great 
industries are not of the baby kind 
—they have existed for many cen 
turies. and some of them are older 
than England's civilization. Since 
long before Julius Caesar landed as ■ 
conqueror upon the shores of Britain 
European vessels had been taking (in 
from Cornwall. Since two centuries 
after the Conquest, and after Cru­
saders had pilfered the arts of the 
East and given them to their own 
countrymen, England’s factories have 
been supplying a great part of the 
world. All this time her wealth and 
greatness increased because her 
industries were going night and day 
to serve the demands from abroad. 
And when America arose, a great 
unknown land, from a vast and mys­
terious waste of waters, English 
artizans put more coal on their 
furnaces and called in more work­
men, for they knew England was to 
be the workshop of America. And 
that workshop she became, and the 
trade she maintained till Americans 
began to ask themselves, “ Has not 
God given ns on this mighty conti­
nent all we want? Let us be up and 
doing for ourselves.” Then Parlia­
ment stepped in and said, “ We’ll 
protect you.” Then began the era of 
American prosperity ; then began 
strikes in England, for the manufac­
tured goods that America once bought 
in England now began to creak upon 
the shelves. The employers to live 
had either to discharge workmen or 
cut down pay and often both. But 
yet England’s facilities for producing 
the instruments of civilization re­
mained equal, in many respects 
superior, to those in any other part 
of the world. No country could or 
can drive the British manufacturer 
out of his own market. He is too 
well established for that. Hence 
England does not need protection.

But in some cases England is ex­
posed to the dangers of outside com­
petition. [In nearly every case 
Canada is so exposed.] and in such 
cases she has now begun to pro

CHATHAM AND ESCUMENAC.

At the present it is difficult to know 
where to find Dr Fortin, he is so 
much taken up with his Costal tele­
graphic system. But his business is 
precisely our business now, and it is 
that wc may know exactly what he 
means to do with respect to Chatham 
tliat we are so anxious to have com­
munication with 1dm.

The scheme goes on, and prepara­
tions for work are every day ripening 
into readiness, but from all we can 
learn Chatham according to the pre­
sent intention is to get the go-bye, 
and our industrious fishermen on the 
coast are to be left to the mercy of 
the waves and of Providence.

If this indeed be the intention, wc 
think wc can with a good share of 
faith inform the people of Chatham 
and of the coast that such a decision 
will very soon be reversed, and that 
Northumberland will have her rights, 
though through her late ungrateful 
vote she deserves no more than her 
dues. If Dr Fortin has made up his 
mind to leave our fishermen out in 
the cold, then we are quite sure that 
Senator Muirhead, who has much 
influence at headquarters, will appeal 
to a higher authority than the Doctor, 
and have the eve of the proper de­
partment turned upon our neglected 
fishermen by the sea.

"We too shall do the best we can, 
marking onr articles with red, and 
pressing them on the notice of the 
Government.

We may say that while wc intend 
to giye the present Government all 
the support in onr power, we shall 
not. be mealy'mouthed in asking 
publicly for our rights, and in de­
nouncing the Government for a refusal 
of the same.

In the matter of telegraphic con­
nection with Chatham, we are asking 
the simple right of a number of 
fishermen who are entitled to their 
share of any moneys expended in 
the interests of Dominion fishermen. 
Our Fishermen are flesh and blood 
as well as those about Grand Manaan 
and Prince Edward |Island : they pay 
their taxes and live by gleanings 
from the waters. Their rights then 
must not be ignored.

THE CANADA PACIFIC RAIL­
WAY.

No one yet knows under what 
terms the Syndicate have agreed to 
build our road for us; but for all that 
our enlightened Liberal contempor­
aries are not at all satisfied with the 
scheme. They do not like it, bat for 
the same broad and patriotic reasons 
as the noble soul had who said:—

Theirs was a task of 
more than ordinary difficulty, and its suc­
cessful completion is as creditable to them 
as it will be satisfactory to the people of 
the Dominion who have waited for this 
happy resuKwith the keenest anxiety.

England. Mr Gladstone expressed 
himself some years ago in favor of a 
countervailing duty, and this has en­
couraged the sugar manufacturers to 
bring the matter before the Liberal 
Parliament. The Committee of the 
House who have been considering the 
matter have reported in favor of a 
countervailing or protective duly.

So we see the moment the Free 
Trade shoe pinches England she looks 
for a Conservative pair! !

We think it will generally- be con­
ceded tint Dr Fortin’s scheme is a 
very desirable one, and when one 
comes to look at how necessary such 
a system of communication is along 
the coast, be cannot but wonder that 
some practical head did not propose 
the scheme before last winter.

Several farewell addresses have 
been presented to Sir Baltic Fie re, 
late Governor of the Cape of Good 
Hope, who will sail for England on 
the 15th inst.

Having determined that all the honor 
of visiting this celebrated Abenaqui 
Sachem should not be engrossed by Mr 
Edwaid Jack alone, I concluded as my 
birthday was at hand that I would take 
a short holiday for the purpose of inter­
viewing the distinguished man. After 
crossing the river and going through the 
Indian village, I came to the Chiefs 
house. I fonnd him seated on tne floor 
with a number of grandchildren sprawl­
ing around him. He received 
me with that grave dignity which is so 
natural to his race. Having mentioned 
the Stab as having the means of bring, 
ing him into notice, Gabe said, “ Editor 
smart man.” I give the substance of 
his remarks :—

“We are called Abcuaqii or Eastern 
men. ‘ Waben ’ means the place where 
the sun rises. The Micmacs call it 
Wapsk,’ and the Penobscols, Tsquahen.’ 

The first white people with whom onr 
fathers became acquainted were the 
French. They a!v.-ays treated our peo­
ple well and they gave them religion. 
The French priests always lived among 
the Indians, partook of our food and 
were our own friends.”

Drawing- a long sigh, my informant 
continued : “ When the English took 
Quebec they promised that they would 
treat os just as the French had dope, but 
they did not keep that promise. I have 
heard,’’ he went on, “from the old men 
when I was a boy, that the Abenaquis 
came from far off in the West. There 
is a tribe now in the West that speaks 
onr language. One of thePassamaquoddy 
Chiefs, Our Deputy, met some of them in 
Washington.

“Ever since the Treaty of Peace 
between us and the Mohawks at Muniac, 
until about 8 years ago, a'delegation of 
our people went up to Cadghanawauga, 
near Montreal, where a great council 
was held, A council fire was lit, the 
Wampum was produced and its different 
strings of beads displayed and counted, 
signifying the continu mce of peace. At 
these meetings the pipe of peace was 
smoked. One pipe only was need and 
was pas'ed from one to the other until all 
had enjo -ed it,

“ Many moons ago our headquarters 
were at Hart’s Island, Ecqpanoch, which 
means head of tide. The old men called 
it 1 Nkanioten ’ or Old Village. On 
this were a great many wigwams, and 
guard whs kept all night. There was 
once a time here when the braves fell 
something ip their minds that all was not 
right. Among the aged people theie 
was one, a woman, who had seen the 
snows of a hundred winters. She was 
always able to tell beforehand what was 
going to happen. One of the braves 
entered her wigwam with a present of 
pipes and tobacco, anti began to question 
her. She would tell him nothing, but 
said, ‘ Qo out, take a long smoke and 
come in again.’ He did as she told him 
and after entering the wigwam again the 
aged woman said, 1 Yes, yes ; true 
enough, there is something around. 
There are two hundred Mohawks now 
looking at us from the top of Wutchis 
(Curry’s Mountain), and they will be here 
this night.’ The Indian on going out 
informed his fellows of it, and a council 
was held as to what should be done. They 
concluded that they would have a dance 
that night and that the squaws as well as 
the men should take part in it. The fires 
were lit, and slow and solemn the dancers 
moved around, while the braves stole 
away silently as snakes into the long grass 
until they were some distance from the 
village. Before the dance they had all 
agreed upon some sign, a touch of 
the finger in a particular spot or some­
thing similar, so that when brother met 
brother in the dark and silent night they 
would know each other.

Each Abenaquin had crawled out in 
the direction assigned him with a long, 
sharp knife in his right hand, and if 
the Indian whom he met did not answer 
his sign the knife was driven into his 
heart, and the victim’s head cut off,

into
the middle of the dancers whose mo­
tions became more wild and savage as' 
head after head was thrown in among 
them: each Indian telling them as he 
threw in another head “ dance harder.” 
This was continued until all the Mohawk 
braves were killed, the common men 
kere then butchered as easily as you 
kill a chicken or a sheep, said Gabe; 
two only were rescued and sent back to 
the jest of the tribe in Canada to let them 
know what they might expect if they un­
dertook to trouble us.

Here Gabe filled bis pipe, took a long 
smoke and seemed inclined to be silent. 
I awoke him from his torpor by asking,

What did your fathers worship befor the 
French came among you. “ Our fath­
ers,” lie replied, “ then worshipped the 
sun. They went, down on their knees 
and praised him when he rose, did the 
same at noon, and again they bent their 
knees and praised him just before he 
disappeared behind the western hills.”

Here Gabe sank again into a semi- 
torpid state, when I arose and took my 
departure.

Offended b'm, but he said very pleasantly 
that he was not surp>' Jd : a great many 
persons maue the same t.Jco. But when 
the n"lives became Ctn ans they dealt in 
the same m m er as Eu o; 3ans.

After b tying the cap I returned to the 
ship, intending to remain on,board until I 
could find à desirable place to Eve. I paid, 
ray interpreter abouktenstents, our money/ 
and the bearers file ckms apiece -^tof a 
very expensive afternoon's ride.

Calcutta lies in reality on both sides of 
the Hoogly, hut that portion lying on the 
left side going up stream is called Howra.

the inside of the square furthest from the 
river is a large and handsome hotel called

On.the first mof i'hg that 1 staid thdro, 
coming from my room f entered 3 large halt 
or corridor where were à number of Euro­
pean ladies with their children and Ayas; 
or native nurses. One of these ladies said 
to a servant, “ Have y„n sec.i my Dhobee 
this morning?” Now I wondere j, “ What 
on earth does a Dhobee mean?—a baby, I 
sup ose." I found out after» rds that a 
Dhobee Wallah meant a washerman. The 
washing, here is all done by men, and their 
style of doing it is unique. They put the 
clothes, saturated with soap and water, upon 
a stone and ou t- d them with another,which 
mode of p. e. it a soon disposes o' the 
buttons th»:eon, and reduces one to the 
necessity 1 eh all must come to who live 
in C- leutta—studs.

Oue of the principal places of resort about 
Calcutta is the esplanade, a wide carriage 
below the city. From 3 to 7 pm, the drive 
is covered with equipages of all kinds’from 
the garry or single horse shay to the hand­
some barouche, to say nothing of palanquins 
and foot passengers.

I well remember one of the native mer­
chants, whom I invariably met on the es­
planade. He drove in a very handsome 
barouche drawn by four horses and had 
eleven servants about him, six of whom, 
dressed in white, ran beside his carriage, 
three oh each side. The old gentleman 
wore a handsome crimson fez, and in bis 
mouth was the stem of the inevitable bubble 
bubble or water pipe. As he reel.: ed at 
his ease, puffing the sm " e, ie looked the 
perfect embodiment of co fori. He was 
always alone.l td from the top of his fez hung 
a " eavy go’ ’ tassel which seeme l literally 
to draw his ù A down to one side.

Elephants are very1 seldom allowed m the 
city, as they are very apt te frighten the 
horses, and the one I met going td Ratta 
Bazaar was an uncommon occurence.

The number of servants at.ached to one 
gentleman's household would rather surpr ise 
an American, twenty 1 id even thirty not 
being uncommon. A great source of amaze­
ment to . me was watching the numerous 
crows and buzzards, that completely covered 
the houses aHohg the river*the, and.'also lit 
on the yards and masts of the shipping. 
These birds are protected by the Govern­
ment of the city as they act ns scavengers, 
sou the penalty for killing one of them is 
very high I believe twenty dollars fine. 
The crows are very darng and have been 
known to steal articles *om the baskets on 
the heads of coolies, oeeially when tho 
baskets contained edibl
