SAVING TIME AND.WASTING LIVES*

E XPERIENCE is a great teacher—

sometimes. But it is to be remem-
bered that you may take a horse to
water, but cannot always make him
drink. Bimilarly, you may drop a
succession of bricks on or about the
head of a man suffering from g habit
of walking under ladders, but if he
has in his head no mental mechanism
of the kind that puts cause and effect
together, you will still have difficulty
in making him realize that walking
under ladders is by no means condu-
cive to normal health or long life.

The same thing may be said of the
man who habitually crosses railway
tracks without giving a thought to
trains. To the vast majority of men
and women, the sight of a railway
track crossing a road brings to the
imagination & moving train which
they know moves with unhesitating,
undeviating surety according to an un-
suspendable law of nature. They
know that under that law an object
of less weight and force than the mov-
ing train will when struck by it. be
brushed aside with results more or
less disastrous to thaty object. In
most cases the imagination sees what
happens if a frail human body ut-
tempts@ to impede the progress of
the treén, and reasonable pedple act
with due precaution. As an aid to
these the railways have adopted all
possible sifeguards and warnings at
level crossings. but there are still hu-
man beings whose imagination appar-
ently can never be stirred and who
persist in walking into certain disas-
ter as unconcernedly as they would
walk into their own homes.

of trains. It is a fact that an amas-
ingly large percentage of accidents
are caused by motor cars hitting mov-
ing trains, ingtead of being hit by
them, sure evidence of utter careless-
ness on the part of their drivers. At
Mattawamkeag, in May last, & motor
car dashed into the last of 23 ears
that were moving over the crossing at
the rate of four miles an hour, car-
rying away the rear steps of the eur.
At te Des Neiges, , erossing
recently, disregarding the engine’s
whistle, the rimging of the electric
alarm bell, and the frantic waving of
nnwhmln stationed at the crossing,

Rugs of woven rabbit fur made by
Mrs. McVicker are very soft and plia-
ble. Anyone with a loom can do the
same.

In comparison with imported An-
goras, the product of the B.C. bred
rabbits favors the latter.
