HOOKED BY A MOOSE.

Narrow Escape of a Maine Guide from
Death.

One of the last moose legally killed in
Maine this season was a 1,200 pounder,
with good sized antlers, brought down by
Dr. Heber Bishop of Boston in the Moose
river valley, about 20 miles from Jackman,
Maine, the other day. The doctor had
with him three guides, Andrew Douglas,
Joe St. Ober, and John Sylvester. The
last named had an exciting time with the
big bull, and considers himself fortunate
to have escaped with his life.

Douglas is one of the oldest guides in
Maine. When Dr. Bishop reached Eustis
last week, he offered to take the doctor t>
a moose yard made since -the last snow
storm. The whole party started on snow
shoes for Spencer Lake, and on the way
over killed a small caribou, which they
cut up for meat. Six cow moose were
started, but no attempt was made to shoot
any of them. The men were well spread
out on the watch for a yard, when Doug-
las started a big bull. He cried out for
Sylvester, who was about ten yards away,
to helpthim head the animal offand keep
him in place till Dr. Bishop could come
up and kill him. The snow was about
two feet deep, with just crust enough to
make progress slow and ‘difficult.

The big bull was headed off time and
again, till he fairly foamed with anger.
Slyvester, who is an expert on snow shoes,
and just a bit reckless, got a little toc
near, and the bull charged at him. He
had a heayy pack on his back, and having
no gun was obliged to run. He made for
a big tree, but the bull overtook him be-
fore he reached it, caught the pack with
his antlers, and sent Sylvester flying
through the -air as if he was a football.
The pack was torn from its fastenings and
trampled under the bull’s hoofs. He
charged again and struck at Sylvester
just as the guide dodged behind a tree-
As the bull passed the guide ran around
the tree and away in another direction
out of sight.

In the meantime, Douglass, who was
also without a rifle, was yelling for Dr.
Bishop to come up and shoot. ‘His cries
attracted the attention of the moose, who
looked at him and made a movement as
if to charge in his direction. . Not caring
to take chances, Douglass crawled under a
blow down, and the moose started to trot
away down the steep ridge just as the
doctor and St. Ober arrived. A snap shot
was taken at the bull and a trail of blood
showed that he had been hit. All four
men followed. In three quarters of an
hour they came in sight of thé moose,
who was halting every now and then to
lie down, a sure sign that he was hard
hit. They followed him for five or six
miles, till completely fagged the moose
stopped, wheeled half round and waited
for them to come up.

At a distance of from 30 to 50 yards the
doctor drew on his neck with a 45-70, and
the shot was a good one. The animal
needed but to be bled after that.

At alogging camp they hired a team of
horses, with which the moose was dragged
out to a tote road, where they put him on
a sled and dragged him to Jackman.
There he wos bonded through to Boston
and on January 10th members of the
Megantic Fish and Game Club had
a chance to see him whole at the annual
dinner of the club in the hotel Vendome,
Boston.

REV. DR. HOPPER DEAD.

Deceased was at one Time a Resident of
Fredericton.

Rev. John Elisha Hopper, D. D., one of
the most prominent Baptist divines 6f the
maritime provinces, passed peacefully to
his eternal rest on Saturday evening, at
his residence in St. John. Dr. Hopper’s
health has besz gradually failing for years,
and while it was well kacwn that his
tenure of life was uncertain, his ena came
most unexpectedly. Only a few moments
before he breathed his last he was con-
versing cheerfully with his family.

Dr. Hopper was born at Coverdale,
Westmorland eounty, on December 18th,
1841, and completed hig academic studies
at the Baptist seminary, Fredericton, and
matriculated in Acadia college, Wolfville,
taking its full course of study save that of
the junior year, which he spent at Madi-
son university, New York. He graduated
A. B. in June, 1862. His theological
studies were pursued in part under the
direction of the Rev. Dr. Cramp of Acadia
college, and in part at Regent’s Park
college, London, G. B. Dr. Hopper
preached his first sermon 29th April, 1860,
at Greenfield, Nova Scotia. In 1865, after
completing his theological studies, he for
a short time preached at Shediac, Petitcod-
iac and Sussex Vale. At the latter place
the first regular services in connection
with the Baptist denomination were held
by him and resulted in the establishment
of a small church. In the same year he
accepted an invitation to become associate
principal with Rev. Dr. Spurden of the
Baptist seminary at Fredericton. In 1869
be resigned the principalship of the semi-
nary and on the invitation of the Baptists
of St. Stephen began the work of organiz-
ing a church there. In 1872 he accepted
the pasturate of the first Baptist church,
of Burlington, Iowa, and remained there
six years.

In April, 1878, Dr. Hopper having pur-
chased a half interest in the Christian
Visitor newspaper, published in St. John,
returned to Canada. In 1879 he bought
the other half of the paper, and enlarged
the printing, publishing and book busi-
ness, editing and publishing the Christian
Visitor, Canadian Record, Youth’s Visitor,
Gem, and International Sunday School
leseons. This business he carried on until
he eold it out in 1885-and assumed the
pastoral charge of the Brussels street Bap-
tist church, with which he had close re-
lations from 1880. In 1887 he resigned
his pastorate and went to Philadelphia
for his health, but not finding relief there
he proceeded to Sacremento, California,
where he was pastor of the First Baptist
church till June, 1889, when he returned
to this province to take charge of the
geminary at St. Martins. In March, 1892,
failing health compelled him to retire
from that important chair.

How they Provide Passengers with News.

The following is an extract from an
article written by an experiencéd trans-
continental trotter and which appeared in
the New YorkSun of Dec. 30,1894: “I
wish that some of our transcontinental
lines would adopt a little wrinkle which I
saw recently on the Canadian Pacific line.
It was a mere trifle, but it illustrates the
desirability of looking after little things
when persons are making’a long journey
We were in the heart of the mountainous
region and of course practically cut off

from the world for two or three days. It
was at a time when there was big newsjin
the world. Soon after we stopped at a
station tbe porter came round with several
telegraph sheets fastened together and
passed them from passenger to passenger.
It -was bulletin of the day’s news tele-
graphed each morning from Montreal
especially to the passengers on the
thorough train. In a dozen items it gave
all the important news in America, Europes
and China. We heard the latest war
news and knew the gituation in Washing.-
ton in national affairs. It was three days
before we reached any large place with
newspapers havinf a satisfactory news
service, and you da\not know much we
enjoyed - the little attention and fore-
thought on the part of the company. I
found that at the chief hotels, where
passengers drop off for a day or two to en-
joy the scenery, the same system was
carried out. Ofcotirse, when one is travel-
ling he wants to get away from news-
papers to some extent, but he is always
glad to know what is going on, and by
this system he could get everything of
importance in three minutes. I wish the
American lines used the same care in lock-
ing afteir patrons. It wouldn’t cost much
and it would be worth as much as many
of the luxuries with which they fairly
burden their patrons.” )

BARN CELLARS.

There are two sides to the question, #re
barn cellars desirable? And it can only
be answered correctly by carefully weigh-

ing the advantages and disadvantages,
taking into account personal circamstances
The principal advantage is that by means
of a well constructed cellar all of the man-
ure liquid, as well as solid, is saved and
kept in good condition. And when we
consider the hungry condjtion of our
fields, and the hundreds of thousands of
dollars paid for commercial fertilizers,
we may well ask ourselves if this great
saving does not outweigh all objections to
barn cellars? An experience of many
vears fully satisfies me that a chord of
manure from a well built cellar is worth
thirty per cent more than the same kind
of manure when thrown out under a roof,
and twice as much as the same kind and
amount when exposed to sun and rain.
The western method of hauling manure
as fast as it accumulates is not practicable,
and to me is not desirable. We must
store manure somewhere several months
in the year. During seven or eight months
of the year a barn cellar may be utilized
for hog pens, and where the stock is
largely horses it is a good place for hogs,
and they will greatly improve the quality.
But if neat stock is mostly kept it is too
moist and fithy for hogs, and they do not
improve the manure. > .
The objections to cellars are cost, and
the consequefft rapid decay of the sills
and floors of the barn. That they are
injurious to the health of animals and to
the hay stored in the barn are objections
of no weight, for if they are properly con-
stfucted and the barn floors are as tight
as they should be, no vapors will reach
the animals nor the hay above. The
cellar is entirely unfit for the storage of
anything but manure. 'Wood decays very
rapidly, and iron rusts and soon becomes
worthless.
During winter the cellar should be
tightly closed, or the floors will be too
cold Yor the animals. And then they are
not fit places for hogs or any other air
breathing animals to live in.
Twenty cows kept in the barn through
the winter, and nights through the sum-
mer, will produce fitty cords of manure,
richly worth, as compared with commer-
cial fertilizers, two hundred and fifty
dollars. If we lose by not saving the
liquids, and by evaporation, one half of
this sum annually, we can well afford to
build and keep in repair a good cellar
under our cattle.

GOOD HORSES IN DEMAND.

Gcod horses are in demand at big prices
in New Yorx 2nd all the eastern citier if
they have size, style and auce action to
suit the market. Their late horse show
has developed a regular enthusiasm for
high class horses. -

The New York Telegram says that in
one week over 100 Canadian horses have
sold at a single mart in that city at an
average price of $500—one four-in-hand
team bringing $7,340. These animals, it
must be borne in mind, were of ouly
ordinary breeding. They did not owe
their good prices and ready sale at all to
fancy strains or great ancestry or their
own recgszls. They sold thus well simply
because Jthey were bited, - mannered,
dressed and fitted for instant use. Here
is an object lesson of value for American
farmers, says the Maine Farmer. They
are in their horse breeding running to
more thorcughbreds and trotters. Let
them devote their attention rather to the
developmert of practical; shapely, capable
and gentle pleasure horses, suitable for
carriage stock, for park purposes, for the
ordinary highway. Let them produce
the all-round gentleman’s coach horse.
There is an unlimited and constant de-
mand for such horses, and it is the de-
mand that sets the price. This is the
reason why at the most unfavorable
geason of the year for horse sales, on the
threshold of winter, these sensibly bred
Canadian horses have brought such en-
couraging prices in New York.

THE BUSINESS CONCLUDED.

John B. Gunter v John D. Bonness was
an action to recover $24, money paid by
plaintiff "for defendant for accident in-
surance premium. Wesley Vanwart, Q.
C., appeared for plaintiff, and defendant
not appearing by himeelf or counsel,
damages were assessed by the jury as
claimed.

Geo. Frederick Ashford, the fiend who
murdered his wife and infant chi'd and
attempted to murder another child, died
Saturday evening in the Westminster, B.
C., jail, thus escaping the gallows. Before
his capture Ashford attempted suicide by
shooting, and it was thought at the time
he had suffered no serious injury. It was
found later his skull was fractured. The
man was unconscious for the last few
days.

He was installed as chief by the
late Archbishop Walsh, 35 years ago, and
has since been recognized in that capacity
by 2,500 Micmacs, scattered through the
province.

At Oromocto, after the evening service
on Sunday last, Mrs, Charles True of Lin-
coln, and Miss Lottie Lynn of Rusigornish,
in behalf of his many friends on his field
of labor, presented Rev. 8. J. Perry with
a handsome coon coat, costing $42, an
otter cap worth $13.50, and a pair of over-
shoes as a token of theif eseem.

A terriffic gale, accompanied by a heavy
snow fall, prevailed throughout England,
Saturday night. The drifts in some places.
were twelve feet deep. The mail carts
were stopped and the drivers suffered ter-
ribly. The highways were blocked and
railway traffic delayed. The telegraph
lines were blown down in all directions.

The Antigonish Conservatives have
nominated Jos. A. Chisholm, a Halifax
lawyer, and brother-in-law of the late Sir
John Thompeson, to contest the county,
and Ernest Gregory, son of C. C. Gregory,
formerly of Fredericton, is offered the
nomination for the local house to fill the
seat vacated by Hon. Colin McIsaac, who is
the Liberal candidate for Ottawa.

The woman left a note on the table for
her husband, who slept in another room,
saying God had called her. Christian
Science, it is said, had unbalanced her
mind.

Bishop W. W. Duncan, of South Caro-
lina, in opening the Florida Methodist
Conferenence at Jacksonville, Florida,
cautioned those of the 113 clericals and
lay delegates who chewed tobacco not to
expectorate on the floor or on the hand-
some new carpet which has recently been
put down in the McTyreire Memorial
church. He told them that if they must
chew tobacco they should go outside or
bring their own cuspidors.

Joseph E. Lunt, formerly of S* Jonn,
died in New Yo'k on Safurday, and his
Ludy was interred in St. John. Mr. Lunt
was a son of the late Enoch Lunt, who
established the express line of steamboats
on the St. John river about 35 years ago,
and he and his biother Reuben were
associated with their father in this busi-
ness. The deceased left St. John about
10 years ago. He was about 60 years of

Hardy Atkinson, clerk of the Gregory
House at Tempe, Arizona, while endeavor-
ing to secure W.C. Bascom, a miller at
Pine Indian Reseryation, who had sudden-
ly gone insane, was shot in the temple by
the maniac. Both eyes were destroyed
and he will probably die. Bascom then
took refuge in a small stable and refused
to surrender. Twenty militiamen were
detailed to capture him. When they ap-
proached Bascom appeared at the door of
the stable and opened fire. The militia
responded and the maniac fell mortally
wounded. Bascom bad long been a val-
ued Government employee.

THE DOMINION ACCOUNTS.

Extravagance Apparent on Every Hand.

The management of the finances of
Canada for many years to come will re-
quire a strong and skilful hand, and the
effort to put them on asound basis by
resolute measures ought to loyally sup-
ported by parliament and the nation.
Instead of bidding for political support by
promises of liberal expenditure, public
men ought to impress upon the constit-
uencies the truth that each can thrive

only as the nation at large thrives, and

>

i
* 1 that the prosperity of the nation is bound

up with the reduction of expenditure to a
point that will not ifivolve burdensome
taxation. The natiohal debt, standing at
the end of the last fiscal year at $246,183,-
000, is as large as it ought to be for some
years to come, even if population shall
grow much faster than it did during the
last census decade. It involved last year
an interest charge of $10,212,596, an in-
crease $404,000 of the previous year, and
other charges of $181,000. These are
charges which can be reduaced only by re-
ducing the debt, and the deficit of next
year bids fair to increase the debt to
$250,000,000. All the more need for cut-
ting down the other expenditures with a
vigorous and unsparing hand. #In the
last financial year there is little evidence
of effort to economize in regard to those
experditures to which a prudent man
would naturally direct his efforts at re-
trenchment. A good test is the item of
civil government, which comprises the
ministerial salaries and, generally, the
cost of running the administrative ma-
chinery at Ottawa. Last year the item
amounted to $1,402,279, the largest figure
that has been reached since confederation.
In the last year of the Mackenzie admin-
istration it was only $823,000. Between
the last mentioned period and Confeder-
ation, Prince Edward Island, Manitoba
and ‘the Northwest were added to the
Dominion. Yet the.increase was only
$230,000; while between 1878 and the
present time, when there has been no
addition to territory and very little to
population, the increase has been $479,000.
The last two cabinet shuffles resulted in
a considerable increase in the number of
ministers whose salaries alone now amount
to $100,000, and the natural {endency of
an increase in the number of heads of
departments is to augment expense all
round.

The revenue from customs last year was
$19,198,114, a decline of $756,000 from the
receipts of the previous year, caused main-
ly by a falling off in imports. Yet the
cost of collection was $921,039, an increase
of $19,000 over the previous year, and the
highest point that has been reached con-’
federation. To say that it costs $921,039
to collect $19,198,000 is to underestimate
the burden upon the country, for the
passing of goods through the customs en-
tails upon importers g large expense for
clerical assistance. The income from
excise was $8,381,989, the highest point
yet reached, and the same may be said of
the cost of collection, which was $484,949,
But while the revenue from this source
was only $14,000 more than in the previous
year, the cost of collection showed an in:
crease of $97,000, so that there was a net
loss of $83,000. The postoffice cost $3,517,«
261,an increase of $96,000 over the previous
year, and the largest figure since con-
federation.

DEATH CAME TO THREE.

It Almost Crazed the Sarviving Mother,
Who Will Die. .

William R. Robinson, aged 79, who
lived in a cottage at Flatbush, New York,
lay dead there Monday. In a coffin by .
his side was the corpse of his daughter,
Eugenie, aged 19. On Wednesday of last .
week another daughter, Mary, 25 years of
age, was buried fron¥ the same room. The
only surviving member of the family is
the widow. Sheis ill in bed and in a
wild delirium caused by the misfortunes
that have come so suddenly upon her.
The doctorssay they,do not believe she
will live. Mary died from pneumonia.
She was sick but a few days. Her father
died on Saturday morning of heart dis-
ease, brought on, the doctors say, by the
shock attendant on tlie death of Mary,
who was his favorite child. At the time
of his death Eugenie was in bed suffering
from pneumonia. When she 'heard of
her father’s death she lapsed into uncon-
sciousness. She was dead fogs Dgies)
afterwards. Through all these hardships
Mrs. Robinson had born up bravely.
Even after Eugenie died she held up.
Father and daughter had been™ prepared
for burial, and lay side by side in the par- ~
lor. The widow went in to look at theém.
The sight was more than she could stand.
She fainted and was taken away. She
has been delirious and at the point of
death ever since.

USEFUL HOUSEHOLD RECIPES.

Bakep Fisu—Take a haddock weighing
about three pounds. Boil it gently for an
hour, and take out the bones, then put in
a deep dish like a pudding dish, adding
one quart of milk and one and one-half
tablespoonfuls of flour, piece of butter size
of an_egg, one onion chopped fine, and
season with salt and pepper. After turn-
ing this over the fish, sprinkle bread
crumbs over the top and ba. n a rather
slow oven.

QueeNn Pupping.—One quart of milk
and one pint of grated bread crumbs, the
yolks of four eggs, half a cupful of sugar
and the grated rind of a lemon (this latter
however, may be omitted if preferred).
After baking, beat the whites of the eggs
with a cupful of sugar and spread over the
top, browning slightly in the oven.

{ SpongE Cake.—Three eggs, one cupful
of sugar. three tablespoonfuls of cold
water, two tablespoonfuls of cream tartar,
one teaspoonful of soda of Arm and Ham-
mer brand, which is of excellent leavening
property, insuring light and delicious
cookery, one cupful of flour and lemon
flavoring.

Porovers.—Three cupfuls each of milk .
and flour, two well beaten eggs, and a
grain of salt. Bake in cups, and serve
with a nice sauce, or like muffins, with
butter.

WHEN TO WHIP A HORSE.

CANADIAN BUTTER IN ENGLAND.
The unfair competition of margarine
. with butter is receiving considerable at-
" tention in England just now, and the out-
come of the agitation for more vigorous
inspection will be watched with great in-
terest by the Canadian exporters. "This
competition and the inadequate measures
Which have been taken for the detection
of margarine have resulted in a consider-
able reduction in the price of butter. In
France a bill bas been introduced in the
Chamber of Deputies for the repression of

of the manufacture of oleomargarine. In
England sufficiently repressive measures
are undoubtedly contained in the food
and drugs act, and all that is neceseary is
that these measures be made operative.
Fortunately, there is evidence that the
vigilance of the inspectors is really being
aroused to the necessity of systematic
analysis of margarine. A decision shows
ab i me of the stuff sold as butter,
no less than 7o por ik, of it consisted of
foreign fats, 15 per cent. of curd, salt-and |
water, and only 11 per cent. of butter.
Fines were inflicted of £10, and certainly
a much larger fine will follow second con-
sviction. This thoroughness on the part
* of the English officials will be of material
service to Canadian shippers of butter.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The News of the World in Brief — The
Cream of our Exchanges.

The gdvernment is reducing the North
West mountgd police force to 800.

Bill Cook, the outlaw whose gang has
been terrorizing the Indian territory for
months pasit, has been captured.

The Fraser valley, in British Columbia,
is again flooded, very warm weather hav-
ing prevailed on the Pacific coast for the
past few days.

For the first time since the Municipal-
ities Act came into force, in 1877, Jas.
Russel, M. P. P, is not a member of the
Charlotte County Council.

Vice Admiral James Elphinstone Er-
skine is tosucceed Sir John Ommanney
Hopkins, whose command of the North
American station soon expires.

The Halifax Board of Trade has passed
resolutions favoring the idea of conduct-
ing all Canadian commerce by way of the
Canadian railway and steamship lines.

The Supreme Court of Canada has
given the decision’ that .making laws for
the prohibition of the liquor traffic is not
within the power of the local legislatures.

It is idle, observes the Toronto Globe,
to discuss the relative merits of Scott and
Stevenson as romance writers until the
claims of the authors of the Canadian
census have been dealt with.

The newly appointed bishop of St.
Boniface, Montreal, is circulating a petition
to be signed by all catholics, asking Lord
Aberdeen to interfere in the Manitoba
separate school question. :

The ecclesiastical court which sat on
Rev. Mr. Littké’s case have found .im
guilty of making false statements against
Rev. J. Roy Campbell of Dorchester, and
he hasbeen deposed from the ministry.

J. R. Murphy, who was defeated Mon-
day in the Woodstock mayoralty election,
said he had all the chugches holding
prayer meetings praying for his defeat.
They even desecrated the Sabbath day,
and prostituted the house of God,said he,
holding political meetings in order that
my defeat might be brought about.

A couble of thousand unemployed again
visited the city hall, Montreal, Friday,
clamoring for work or bread. The city
has no means to aid them, but the mayor.
promised to try and get .the Canadian
Pacific Railway to start work on their
new station, A subscription fund has
been started by individual citizens.

While a party of young folks were re
turning from the wedding of Jacob Moss
and Miss Mary Overlees, at Pueblo, Color-
ado, their sleigh was struck by a pass-
enger train on the Midland Railway at a
grade crossing. The bride was killed in-
stantly and the bridegroom died in an
hour. The other occupants of the sleigh
were all badly hurt.

Thee demonstration of the unemployed
turned into a small riot at about half-past
one Friday in Montreal. The crowd,
which had gradually grown larger, ob-
structed the electric car track and when
ordered away by the police refused to
move. The police then charged them
and a short but not very severe fight fol-
lowed, resulting in the dispersing of the
crowd and the arrest of ten of the leaders.

Dr.{Atkinson was elected by acclamation
in Carleton county, Thursday, to the va-
cant seat in the House of Assembly. A
despatch to the Telegraph says that, very
little interest was taken in the proceed-
ings. When the notice of election was
first given it was supposed that Fred.
Moore would be a candidate, but his busi-
ness interests prevented him running an
election. Had he done so there is little
doubt of his success.

A fire occurred in the Butte, Montana,
Hardware Company’s warehouse Tuesday,
in which giant powder was stored. The
fire department were at work on the fire
when an explosion took place, killing a
number of people. While efforts were be-
ing made to remove the dead and wound-
ed a second explosion occurred, wiping out
the entire fire department, including the
chief and all the horses. The killed
number at least 76 persons. Three police-
men were among the killed.

>

Wm. Yeo, a well-to-do farmer near Sum-
merside, P. E. I, who bee %c¢n ill for some
time, is now-iii 4 dying condition. A few
days ago he instructed friends to have
made a cedar coffin, covered with sheet
lead and made perfectly air-tight, and
after his body has been placed inside the
coffin, to be hermetically sealed. He also
ordered a vault to be built on the ground
merely large enough for the coffin, and to

"be bricked inside and out and covered
with a large stone.

A great spirit of unrest is felt in New
South Wales, Australia. The number of
unemployed men is daily increasing, agi
tation has begun to assume threatening
tones and .the Government must. take
action at once to alleviate the distress or
serious consequences are threatened. The
revenue for November last showed a start-
ling decrease. Though the intentions of
the Government are not definitely known
the ministers have hinted that they will
shortly raise funds for the purpose of
carrying on public works to afford relief.

Miss Murray, who resides near Ham-
ilton, Ontario, reported to the police that
hey house was broken into late on Satur-
day night by three masked men, who de-
manded money from her. On replying
that there was very little in the house
the f;rglars made her take off her shoes,
which- they examined for bills, without
success. The thieves then ransacked the
house and found about $4. Not satisfied
" with this, they threatened to place Miss
Murray upon the stove if she would not
tell where her money was hid. Finding
that they could obtain no more money,
they went away with the $4, a roast of
beef and some eatables.

Jax. 9.—The annual meeting of the
Sheffield branch Bible society was held in
the Temperance hall, Jan. 8d. After
short devotional exercises led by Pres.
Rev. J. M. Austin, the” secretary and
treasurer’s reports were read and adopted.
This branch has long been noted for its
liberality, and the treasurer’s report
showed that,notwithstanding the financial
depression, the deep interest which is still
taken in this society, the amount raised
this year being near]ly $120. After
various resolutions were passed excellent
addresses were delivered by Revs. Free-
man, Howie and McLaughlin. Meeting
closed by singing doxology.

The Reading Circle met at the resid-
ence of Hon. A. Harrison, Maugerville,
last Friday evening. Notwithstanding
the unpleasant weather, a large number
availed themselves of the four-horsed
drive, and a very enjoyable evening was
spent. The circle had the pleasure of
listening to two beautiful songs sung by
Mies Helen Miles of Ambherst, and some
excellent music rendered by Miss Mamie
Harrison and Frank Harrison.

Coun. Cropley of North Lake was nomi-
zated for warden on motion of Coun. Scott,
Zzconded by Coun. Inch, and there being no
¢ther nominations, Mr. Cropley was unani-
#ously elected. The new warden on taking
§2e chair, thanked his fellow councillors for
§he confidence reposed in him, and $aid he
would do his best to carry on the proceed-
ings of the board in a business like way,
&nowing that he would have the support of
the members in that direction.

Coun. Graham moved that the present
Secretary-Treasurer and auditor be reelected
at the same salary.

Coun. Cliff said Coun. Graham was going
too fast. It was not usual for the Secretary-
Treasurer to be elected until his accounts
had been passed upon.

Coun. Nason agreed with this view, and
the Secretary-Treasurer said it was the usual
course to wait until the accounts were
passed.

Coun. Graham then withdrew his motion.

The Secretary-Treasurer read the minutes
of the last July session andthey were con-

firmed.

The- Secretary -Treasurer submitted his

acoounts, which were referred to a committee
composed of Couns. Fullertor, McNally
Mowatt, Cliff, Scott. In submitting his
accounts Mr. Black said that the past year
had been a very hard one. There was great
difficulty in getting the collectors to respond
to the demand he had frequently made
upon them. On Nov. 36th, 1894, there was
an overdraft in the bank of $4,800; but yes-
terday when his accounts closed there was a
balance of $57.18. On Dec. 28th last only
$2.992 of the $18,000 assessed in 1894 had
bezn collected. The income from other
sogrces included $917 received from the city
on'account of administration of justice, $700
from debentures and two or three small
sums for jury fees etc. In the meantime
accounts came in that had to be paid, conse-
quently he had to make overdrafts at the
bank upon which the county had to pay
interest. He said that during the year there
had been some exceptional expenditure,
among which might be named $500 paid
to the Gibson fire sufterers, $500 paid the
estate of the late Hon. R. Bellamy, an old
loan, and $480, balance due the York Agti-
cultural Society. In addition to these
amounts the county had to pay certain
expenses of criminal - prosecutions which
had been ordered by recent legislation.

The Secretary-Treasurer read a communi-
cation 4rom P. Tole of the P. L. Asylum
calling the attention of the council to the
fact that three pauper lunatics in that insti-
tution—1 from Canterbury, 1 from Marys-
villeand 1 from Ma}(yaefé Sutton—are under
the law chargeable to the county of York.

The standing committes were appointed
as follows:

Public Accounts—Couns. MeKeen, Hallet,
Lawrence, Simmins, Murray, Graham, Boice,
Pinder, Nason, Thompson, Estabrooks; Carr,
. Baskin.

Assessment Appeal —Couns. Kinghorn,
McNally, 8.

The Council then adjourned until 2 p. m
to allow the committes to meet.

v

Afternoon Session,

On the Council resuming after dinner,
Coun. Fullerton submitted the repbrt of
the Secretary-Treasurer’s accounts, which
were found correct, with vouchers for all
payments. Received and adopted.

Coun. Kinghorn submitted the report of
the assessment committee recommending
assessment for 1895 as follows: For Gib
son fire sufferers, $500; interest on railway
debentures, $810 ; contingencies, $6,590, and
that twenty per cent of the indebtedness of
ezh parish as shown by the auditor’s re-
peért for 1894 be assessed extra upon each
perish showing indebtedness to the county,
The report was taken up section by section,
ard when the last section was reached
Coun. Fullerton moved in amendment that
the extra assessment be fifteen per cent.
Coun. Jamieson seconded the amendment
1ich was carried, 15 to 9.

On motion of Coun. Fisher it was ordered
that $60 be assessed on New Maryland for
support of the poor.

Secy-Treas. Black said the matter should
be left open so that the councillors for each
parish could assess more than fifteen per
cent if it was considered flecessary. He
suggested the councillors to think the mat-
ter over and if they thought it advisable, to

~# re-open the question.

‘Coun. Pinder said his parish had been as-
sessed 30 per cent extra last year, and he
supported the Secy-Treas’. view.

Coun. Fullerton, with the consent of the
council then inserted in his amendment
‘ pot less than fifteen per cent.”

Coun, Scott submiited the feport of the
board of valuators appointed to adjust the
valuation of Dumfries, Prince William and
M cAdam, which has already been pub-
lshed in Tue HErALD.

Coun. Kinghorn submitted the report of

On motion of Coun. Nason it was ordered
that $16 be assessed on New Maryland to
nay off parish indebtedness.

On motion of Coun. Estabrooks it was
erdered that $500 be assessed on St. Marys
for support of the poor.

On motion of Coun. McKeen it was
ordered that $350 be assessed on Bright for
sppport of the poor.

The parish officers for St. Marys were con
firmed on motion of Coun. Estabrooks.

On motion of Coun. McKeen it was or-
dered” that $200 be assessed on the county
for the Victoria Hospital.

On motion of Coun. Scott $25 was ordered

_to be assessed on Dumfries for support of
poor, and $25 for contingencies.

On motion of Coun. Jamieson it was
ordered that $300 be assessed on Canterbury
for the support of the poor.

John Black was re-elected Secy-Treas. on
motion of Coun. Graham seconded by Coun.
Nason.

On motion of Coun. Nason, J. W. Mc-
Cready was re-elected auditor. ¢

The salaries of each officer were fixed at
the same figure as last year.

Coun. Graham moved that ex-Warden
McKeen receive the usual fee of $20. Car-
ried.

On. motion of Coun. Murray it was or-
dered that $450 be assessed om Kingsclear
for support of poor. .

On motion of Coun. Jamieson it was
ordered that $5 be assessed on Canterbury
to pay Henry Carr, parish clerk.

Adjourned till 10 a.m. tomorrow.

Second Day.

The Council met at 10 a.m. Thursday and
after routine the lists of pari:h officers for
North Lake. and Queensbury were con-
firmed. "

On motion of Coun, Mowatt seconded by
Coun. Thompson, the following sums were
ordered to be assessed on the parish of
Manners Sutton: Support of poor, $230};
support of pauper lunatic, $65 ; Peter Wood,
parish clerk, $4.

On motion of Coun. Graham, $75 for sup-
port of poor and $10 for parish contingen-
cies, were ordered to be assessed on Prince
William.

On motion of Conn. Inch, the following
amounts were ordered to be assessed on
North Lake: $50 for poor, $5 for parish
clerk; $9 for assessing road tax; $65 for
pauper lunatic.

Coun. McNally, seconded by Coun. Hal-
let, moved thata committee be appointed
to prepare an address from this council to
Judge Hannington now holding court here.
Carried, and Couns. McNally, Estabrooks
and Geo. 8. Inch were appointed such com-
mittee.

Coun. Pinder presented a petition from
Chipman Phillips praying for permission to
run a wire ferry from Nevers Phillips’ land-
ing, Southampton, to Eel River, Canterbury.

Coun, McNally presented the petition of
Harris Akerly against the granting of such
permission.

Coun. Jamieson, seconded. by Coun.
Lockhart moved that the prayer of Philips’
petition be granted. ‘

Coun. Scott supported Phillips’ petition.

Coun. Jamieson presented a petition from
25 residents of Eel River urging the council
to grant the prayer of Phillips’ petition.,

Coun. Kinghorn moved that the matter
lay over till the afternoon session, until
some enquiries conld be made and the coun-
cillors be in & position to cast an intelligent
vote. ;

Couns. Cliff and Nason urged the same
view, which prevailed, and on motion of
Coun. Cliff a committee consisting of Couns.
Cliff, Simmons and Pinder were appointed
to hear the parties to the petitions, and re-
port this afternoon.

Secretary-Treasurer Black presented the
annual report of the county board of health,
signed by Dr. Morehouse, chairman, and
James Smith, secretary. The expenses in
the year $74.45. The report and accom-
ipanying account was referred to the public
accounts committee, on motion of Coun.
Kinghorn, se¢onded by Coun. Estabrooks.

Coun. Hoyt presented a petition from the
residents of McAdam praying that the
county accept a lease of the old European
and North American Railway bed, now
unused, to be used as a highway to connect
McAdam with Vanceboro and the highways
leading to other parishes of York and Sun-
bury. The charge of such lease is only
nominal, 20 cts. per year for 99 years. The
prayer of the petition was granted.

On motion of Coun. Hoyt $50 was ordered
to be assessed on McAdam for support of
poor. :

The lists of parish officers for McAdam
and New Maryland ‘were confirmed.

On motioan of Coun. Hoyt, McAdam was
divided into three districts for road pur-
poses. ¥

The parish officers for Dumfries were'con-
firmed.

Coun. Kinghorn found fault with the pay-
ment of $7.50 to Peter Haining for assistance
at market during the Christmas season of
1893, and moved that in future no such
charges be recognized.

Coun. Nason seconded the resolution. Mr.
Haining had his salary and he thought was
well satisfied.

Coun. Fisher was opposed to these extra
charges. B

The resolution was adopted: 33

Coun. Kinghorn also found fault smith
the custom of paying the county jailer for
washing bedding at the jail, and for clean-
ing out the jail cesspools without going at it
in a more regular way.

Coun. Pinder said these bills had been
paid annually ever since he had been in the
council, and they would have to be paid in
the future. If the bedding needs washing
or renewal and the cesspools need cleaning
out the committee will have to do it as
economicallyas possible. He could not see
that the council could give the committee
any further direction. He did no think the
bills were unreasonable.

Councillor Fisher thought the committee
should be consulted before the bills are in-
curred.

Coun. Pinder said when he was chairman
he was always consulted.

Coun. Kinghorn did not complain that
the bills were too high. He desired to say
that the manner in which the jail was kept
was a credit to the Hawthornes and to the
county. ;

Coun. Spencer Inch concurred with Coun.
Kinghorn regarding the excellent condition
of the jail, and he thought it was cheaper to
pay the present charges for cleaning
the bedding and cesspools than to run the
risk of having to pay for a visit from the
board of health. The matter then dropped.
The parish offieers-for Bright and South-
ampton were confirmed.

On -motion of Coun. Hoyt a resolution was
adopted in respect to the new parish of Mc-
Adam, by which all the delinquent rates of
the parishes of Prince William and Dum-
fries, not collected in the parts of the latter
parishes, shall when paid in be placed to
the cfedit of the respective parishes for
whicli they are collected, and that the parish
of McAdam assume no part of the indebted-

_ness which the parish of Prince William

may now owe the county.
Council adjourned for dinner.

Afternoon Session.

“On the council resuming Coun. McNally‘
submitted the address prepared for presen-
tation to Judge Hannington, which was
approved. and the members headed by the
Warden and Secretary-Treasurer proceeded
to the court room and made the presentation
to his honor. The address, which was read
by the Secretary-Treasurer, was as follows:
To His Honor the Honorable Mr. Justice
Hanington :

May it please Your Honor—We, the Coun-
ty Council of the Municipality of York,
being in session convened, take this, the
first opportunity of offering to Your Honor
our hearty congratulfitions upon yéur ele-
vation to the high and honorable position
of Judge of the Supn&me Court of the prov-
ince,and of conveying to you an expression
of the satisfaction with which Your Honor'’s
appointment. was hailed by all classes in
this community. 3
Your Honor's widely recognized ability
and sterling integrity; your sound legal
knowledge, and the experienca gained in
your long and successful practice at the bar
of this province, admirably qualify Your
Honor todischarge with distinguished credit
to vourself and entire satisfaction to the
public the important duties pertaining to
your high judicial position.

We recall with pleasure the eloquent
words which you addressed to the legisla
ture when you bid farewell to active politics
to assume the duties of the honorable posi-

-tion you now occupy, and we would remind

Your Honor of one of the sound principles
you then expressed, You said if the coun-
try was worth living in it was worth gov-
erning well. We recognize the fact that
during your long political career you carried
out that principle, and were solely actuated
by a desire to see that the affairs of our
province were well administered, and that
you served the country with an uprightness,
integrity and an unswerving fidelity that
will be a brilliant example to those who
come after you in that sphere of public life.

As citizens of York county, we will al-
ways remember withi" gratitude the manly
and broad-minded course pursued by your
Honor when the proposal was made in the
legislature to remove the seat of govern-
ment from the city of Fredericton.

We desire to'express'to Your Honor, and

through yon to Mrs. Hanington, our sin-

cere hope that Your Honor may long be
spared to discharge your responsible judicial
duties with Your Honor's characteristic
dignity, integrity and ability; and that you
both may live long to enjoy in health and
happiness the honorable distinction which
has been most drservedly conferred upon
you. ;

Judge Hanington made a brief and fitting
reply. “~

Coun. Cliff presented the report of the
committee on the Phillips ferry petition,
recommending that its prayer. be not
granted. Received.

Coun. Thompson submitted the list of
parish officers for ‘Mgnners-Sutton was con-
firmed.

On motion of Coun. Estabrooks, $4 was
added to be assessed on St. Marys for parish
clerk./ .

On motion of Coun. Pinder, the following
sums were ordered to be assessed on South-
ampton, $200 for parish indebtedness, and
$200 for support of poor.

On motion of Coun. Fullerton, $500 for
support of poor; $4 for parish clerk and $4
for district clerks were ordered to be assessed
on Stanley.

Coun. McNally moved that a new valua-
tion be taken for the County of York dur-
ing the present year.

Coun. Pinder supported the resolution.
There had been no valuation taken for ten
years and a great many changes had taken
place in the meantime.

Coun. Kinghorn opposed the resolution.
The county treasury was depleted, and a
new valuation would cost a great deal of
money. The expenses and pay of the
valuators alone would cost $700; the cost of
the assessors would be at least $50, and in
addition to this there would be the expenses
of printing, making, he believed, in all not
less than $2,000.

Coun. Nason took the same view : action
should be postponed for one year at least.

Coun. Spencer Inch said he would not be
scared by the proposed valuation. He
fwanted it and would doall he could to bring
it about.

Coun. Cliff moved the matter lay over till
tomorrow morning.

Coun. Pinder wanted the question settled
now, as some of the members wanted to go
home. He thought Coun. Kinghorn’s
anxiety was as to his own parish. He
(Kinghorn) was a valuator ten years ago
and probably took good care of Douglas.

Couns. Scott and McMullin favored a new
valuation.

Coun. Mowatt said if itis the intention to

the resolution, but if the work was to be
done by the old valuators, he would oppose
it.

A voice, “ Kinghorn is out now ”

Coun. Fullerton strongly urged a new
valuation this year. If Stanley went up he
would be glad of it, for he would not like
to believe the parish was not progressing.
He did not agree with Coun. Kinghorn
that the treasury was so depleted. It is
true the taxes are not collected as well as
they should be, but a new valuation would
cost no more this year than next. The
amendment was defeated, and the original
resolution for a new valuation this year,
was carried, on the following division :

Sheriff Sterling was heard by the Coun-
cil urging that the County Court house be
kept in better shape. Its interior condition
is certainly disgraccful. He was confident
the Council would see that the building
was put in shape, and not permit it to re-
main a reproach to the county. He also

-4 asked the Council to reconsider their de-

dision cutting down the pay of constables
“in the court from $1.50 to $1.00 per day.
Responsible and respectable men were not
satisfied to accept that sum for their ser-
vices.

Coun. Kinghorn agreed with the Sheriff
to some extent with his complaint regard-
ing the uncleanliness of the county build-
ing, but he did not agree with the necessity
of increasing the constables’ fees. He sub-
mitted the report of the, public buildings
committee. It recommended that in view
of the salary paid the caretaker of theCounty
Court building, some of the;leaning should
be done' by him. The committee also re-
ported the acceptance of tenders for green
wood, $2.73 per cord; dry wood, $3 ; bread,
$3.50 per hundred loaves, for use of the
County jail. :

The report was adopted.

Adjourned until 10 a. m. tomorrow.

Third Day.

The council met at 11.30 a. m.

After routine, on motion of Coun. Jamie-
son, the secretary-treasurer was ordered to
pay R. A. Stott, overseer of the poor for
Canterbury, $60.

On motion Coun. Inch, $25 was ordered to
be assessed on Bright for parish contingen-
cies. =
On motion of Coun. Cliff, the parish offi-
cers for Kingsclear were confirmed.

Coun. Jamieson moved the adoption of a
bye-law, repealing a pye-law passed January
20th, 1892, relating to the running of ferries
and providing that no ferry be established
within two miles of any licensed ferry.

Coun. Scott favored reducing the distance
between ferries from three to two miles. A
little opposition would give a better service.

Secretary-Treasurer Black, in reply to
Coun. McNally, said he thought if the coun-
cil established new ferries they might do
injustice to the p}esent lessees, who might
have cause of action against the new lessees
for infringement of the former’s rights.

After some further discussion, Coun.
Jamieson's bye-law was adopted.

Goun. Lawrence, submitted the list of
parish officers for Douglas, which was con-
firmed.

On motion of Coun. Kinghorn, the field
drivers and pound keepers for islands and
intervales in Douglas and Bright were ap-
pointed.

On motion of Coun, Lawrence the follow-
ing amounts were ordered to be assessed on
Douglas :  $400 for support of poor; $25 for
miscellaneous. / .

On motion of Coun. Fullerton, the report
of the committee on the Eel River ferry
matter, submitted yesterday, was taken up
section by section.

Adjourned till 2 p. m.

Afternoon Session.

After dinner the report on the Eel River
ferry ‘matter was taken up and passed with-
out amendment. The action of the council
gives Chipma’.n Phillips the right to run the
ferry as set out in his petition, for ten years.

On motion of Coun. Clift Mrs. McLeary of
Springhill was given permission to runa
ferry.

Coun. Hoyt moved, seconded by coun.
Baskin that the Secy-Treas. be instructed to
prepare a bill for the legislature authorizing
the establishment of a lockup at McAdam.

Coun. Hoyt made a brief address in sup-
port of his resolution, and it was carried
without division.

On motion of coun. Kinghorn it was re-
solved that debentures to the extent of
$1300 be issued to take up outstanding de-
bentures. He explained that the old de-
dentures capry interest at 6 per cent. and the
new ones can be negotiated at 4}, a saving
of 13 per cent.

The Warden appointed the following
standing committees : ;

Public Buildings — Couns. Estabrooks,
Kinghorn and Nason.

Administration of Justice — Kinghorn,
McNally and Cliff.

Printing Committee — Murray, Graham
and Spencer Inch.

Audit Committee — Geo. 8. Inch, Baskin
and Jamieson.

Coun, Pinder submitted the report of the
public accounts committee, recommending
that the following bills be paid :

The committee recommended the clerk of
the peace be paid a stated amount of $175
per annum to cover all services and expenses,
and that he be allowed fuel for his office,
which proposition had been accepted by
Mr. Rainsford.

The report was adopted.

Recorder Yerxa was heard before the
board in reference to his bill of $90 for put-
ting a new furnacein the record office. The
committee on public buildings had refused
to put in the furnace. It was a necessity,
and he had had the work done himself and
had paid for it. If the council thought it
unnecessary,hewould remove thefurnaceand
replace it with the old stove.

After some discussion, on motion of Coun.
Chff, it was resolved to place the cost of the
furnace to Mr. Yerxa’s credit and deduct it
from any surplus remaining in his hands
payable to the county from the record office.

Coun. Estabrooks brought the attention
of the board to the’ absence of coun. Heron,
who had not been present this session or
last. If it was possible he wanted the
council to declare the seat vacant.

Conn. Nason suggested that a fine be im-
posed.

The Secretary -Treasurer read the law
showing -that if a conncillor 1s absent from
the municipality for three months, his seat
may be declared vacant, and a-new election
shall be ordered by the warden.

Coun. Estabrooks did not want to unduly
press the matter, but he felt that in the
the management of the affairs of his parish
he ought to have the assistance of a col-
league.

Coun. Pinder, seconded by coun. Lock-
hart, moved that constables in attendance
at the courts hereafter be paid $1.50 per day.

Coun. Kinghorn opposed the motion. The
jurymen only received one dollar per day,
and surely they were quite as capable and
responsible men as the constables. He
wished he was constable himself.

The resolution was defeated, only couns.
Pinder and Lockhart voting for it, coun.
Lockhart explaining that ** he did not want
to see Pinder standing up alone.”

On motion of coun. Scott the sum of
twenty dollars was voted to be divided be-
tween three reporters present.

Coun. Simmons, seconded by Coun. Scott,
moved a resolution that legislative author-
ity be sought empowering the municipality
to appoint all the officials it has to pay, in-
cluding the recorder of deeds and wills.
Carried.

Coun. Nason submitted a bill from Peter
Haning, §8.50, for attendance, etc, on the
council, and 1t was ordered to be paid.

The secretary-treasurér explained that as
Geo. J. Colter, one of his bondsmen, pro-
posed removing west, he (the secretary-
treasurer) had execnted a new bond signed
by Geo. E. Fenety and Andrew Douglas,
and asked that it be confirmed.

On motion of coun. Kinghorn, the new
bond was confirmed.

On motion of coun. Jamieson, seconded
by coun. Nason, the warden was directed to
enquire into the circumstances of coun.
Heron’s absence and, if he has vacated his
seat, under the law, to order a new election.

The council then adjourned sine die.

SORES ON COWS' TEATS.

During the cold weather of spring and
autumn the teats of cows are liable to be-
come sore. At first a small chafe or crack
in the outer skin is noticed. If the
weather is raw and disagreeable and the
sores are not properly treated, they be-
come very much enlarged and often bleed
during the operation of milking. Just as
soon as these blemishes are discovered all
proper effort should he made to/cure
them. If the sores are deep, causing
much uneasiness to the cow at milking,
the cure is hastened by applying a plaster
gf some healing salve. This not only ex-
gludes the air but hastens the healing. If
# common court plaster is cut into strips,
moistened and pressed over the sore for a
moment, it will greatly aid in the cure.
| At the next milking aim to press the
plaster against the hollow of the hand as
it will remain longer and not irritate the
sore as when the pressure is between the
fingers. In absence of a plaster use castor
©oil, lard, unsalted butter, or any heavy oil
to keep the sore soft. Do not remove the
scab that will form, oftener than every
two or three days. The neglected sores
are a prolific cause of kicking cows.
