SPEECH OF DR. RUSSELL.

From the Pilot.
A public meeting of the opponents of the
Death Penalty was held, according to an-
nouncement, in the Odd Fellows' Hall, on
Saturday evening. There was a very large
and reepectable attendance.
Dr. Garin Russerr in addressing fhe
meeting, said,—In coming forward to con-
tend for the abolition of the Punishment of
Death, we do not desire to throw out any
imputations against the charity or motives
of those gentlemen who ‘still think that
this penalty is necessary for the security of
society. I might take it for granted that
we all, at one time or another, held the
same opinion; but having been called to a
serious consideration of the matter, we
have found that we were mistaken. We
would, therefore, use nothing but fair and
legitimate argument, in order to convince
our oppnnents that Merey and Truth,
Righteoueness and Peace, Justice and Ex-
pediency, all unite in demandine that this,
in our opinion, most barbarous relic of bar-
barism should be for ever erased from our
statate book. The resolution which I Kive
been called on to propose says: —
Resolved, That the infliction of Capital
Punishment js an assumption of power
which does not rightfully belong to failible
creatures; and being, therefore, founded on
injustice, it must virtually defeat the ob-
ject for which it was intended.
Time will not permit me to dispuss the
philosophical principles upon which society
is constituted: I will, however, beg youorat-
tention to one or two considerations v
I think will sufficiently establish the injus
tice of Capital Panishment., We take it
for granted that crimes arise ‘rom the 4c-
tivity of the animal propensities of our na-
ture, in opposition to the dictates of our
higher moral sentiments.  Again, all the
members of society are not governed by
their own moral sentiments; hence the
moral sense of the community has placed
under the power of Government the right
of exercising criminal jurisprudehee over
its members. DBut it can only be right(ully
exercised for moral purposes, Govern-
ment has no more power over the members
of society than what a virtuous man oaght
to have over himself; because, if cvery man
were governed by his own moral eenti-
ments, there would be no necesssity for
Government being endowed with any such
powers whatever. Hence the conclusion
18 inevitable, that if I, as a moral beinyy
hare no-right to take away my awn life,
Government can have no right to take it
while | am under its controul. If I take
the life of my fellow-being, why is it a
crime '—why is it murder? DBecause |
sacrifice all his interests, with his life, to
my passion or selfish expediency. If Gov
ernment takes my life, it ‘is just another
murder, because all my interests are anni-
hilated by the punishment. The murderer
often takes the life of his fellow-beinyg, be
cause he conceives that his fellow-hging
has injured him, and society takes the" life
of the murderer for the same pretence.—
ou may ‘““veil the crime and sanctify the
shame” as you plesse by calling it a legal
execution; but as long as yon de not take
the interests of the criminal into considera-

W

indncement to the commission of murder.
Between the years 1831 and 1835, inclusive,
according 10 the annual register, 31 mur-
ders were committed in England; of these, |
10 of the murd )
justiceyroca of
cide immediately after murder; 2 of
them had attemyted snicide before the mur-
der; and 5 of them made no effort to escape. ‘
Here, in five coneecutive years, 20 out . of
31, or two-thirds of the wlhole, were utter- |
ly reckless of their lives. One -woman
killed a girl with whom ghe had lived on the
best terms, because she said she wan'ed to
die herenlf, and she was afraid to take her|
own life, for in €0 doing, she wounld not have
time to repent; whereas, by murdering the
girl, and undergoing the due course of law,
she would accomplish all she desired: and |
the authorities hanged her accordingly.—|
This is like offering a reward for murder,
instead of preventing it. (Cheers.) Capi- |
tal Punishment defeats the object for which
if was instituted, becaure it feeds and
atimulates the propensity for murder. Dr.
Badgley has already given - statistics suffi-
cient to convince any one of this fact; and
it arises from a common law of our nature,
of which all must be aware. If a person |
should become angry in company, there fg a
strong probabifity that every one present
will be more or less affected by the same
“%pascion; and =0 when a fellow-being is|
cruelly put to death before a depraved audi-
ence, it produces the murderous feeling in |
those who witness it.

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THE RECTORIES.

From the l"roplu'—l Almanac, 1849.

“This Rectoral fraed is the fruit of in-
justice the most apparent and astounding;
it has been committed in defiance of rights
the moet eacred and inviolable; and it has
written its trud character aad tendency in
the history of the popular commotions it has
created, and with the blood of our citizens
it hae ehed ”

Many of our readers may ask what is a

Rectory 7 A Rector, in our dictionaries
i» deecribed as “‘a Clergyman who has the
care and charge of a Parish Church:"—a
Rectory is *the benefice of a Rector; the
station, living, righte, and perqnisites of @
Rector; a Rector's Honsg; a Parsonage.”
In the National Church of England the
Rectors form severally a religions corpera-
tion, and posscss pecu'iar ecclesiastical
powers and privileges not only over all the
inhabitants, but over all other religious
Teachers within .the'r parish. The inten-
tions of the British Government to engrafi
the curee of a Sta‘e Church upon all the
Colonies 18 ton obyiong: and it 1« notorious
that in every one of them where there ie
any measnre of intelligence and ep'rit, there
is a deadly etrife raging between the Colo:
nists and their Rulers upon this all impor-
tant question. ‘T'he Constitutional Act
31st Geo. 111 chap. 81, it is freely ndmitted,
gave power to the Crown fo establish and
enlow Rectories in Upper Canada; but the
people having early cvinced their determin-
ed hostility to the planting of the national
Upas Tree among the institutions of this
young €olony, the Sovereign, in answer.to
the remonstances of the people, not only
held his right to establish and endow Rec-
tories in abeyance for about 50 years, but
¢ ‘mmunicated an Official Message to the
Licutenant Governor that he would not
1ake any step in this matter without con-
sulting our local Parliament ! The follow-
ing isan extract from that official Despatch
from the then Colonial Secretary, Lord
Goderich, to the Lieut. Governor of Upper
Canada, Sir John Colborne — dated 8th
Nov., 1332: i

“ With respect to the charge of shewing
an uiidue preference to the Teachers of Re-
ligion belonging to the Established Church
of this country, it is so utterly at variance
with the whole course of policy which it has
heen the object of my Despatches to your-
relf to prescrihe that 1 cannot pause to
repel it in any formal manner, tlis Majes-
ty has studiously abstained from the exer-
cise of his undoubted prerogative of endow-
ing literary or religious corporations until
he should obtain the advice of the Repre-
rentatives of the Canadian People for his
guidance in this respect !”

The above Despatch appesred when the
tide of public indignation against the ma-
clinations of the Church and State party
had risen nearly to its height, and it was
extensively published throughout the Pro-
vinces, and tended to calm the public mind.
It appeared afterwards, however, that this
document”Wwas only “a delusion and a
snare.” Sir John Colborne was then in
communication with the Colonial Secre-
tary as to the best mode of establiehing the
Rectories; and the despatch appeared only
as ““a Decoy-Duck,” the more cleverly to
ensnare the people. This would not have
been believed had. not a Sccret Despatch !
—written onlyfive nonths afterwards, (6th
April, 1833,) from the same Secretary to
the same Governor, which accidentally
came to light, opened the eyes of the
Colonists to the deep and desperate treach-
ery both of the Colonial Office and of the
Provincial Government. The following
document exhibits a measure of official
petfidy, when compared with ‘the other,
which we can find no language adequate to
condemn.

ExTrAcT From THE SEcrET DRePaTCH.—
Lord Goderich therein writes to Sir John
Colborne thus:—

“ | have considered with great attention
the observations contained in your private
letter, of February 16th, and the proposi-
tions which result from them. * * I
quite concur with you in_thinking that the
greatest benefits to the Church of England
could be derived from applying a portion,
at least, of the funds under the controul
of the Executive government in the build-
ing of Rectories and Churches: and, I could
add, in preparing, as far as may be, for , ro-
fitable occupation, that moderate portion
of land which you propose to aesign in each
Township or Parieh for increasing the fu-
ture comfort if not the complete mainte-
nance of the Kectories!!! With this
view, it appears to me that it would be
most desirable to make a beginning in this
salutary work, by assigning a portion of the
fund for the payment of saleries (generdlly)
—1I say, a portion of this sum, hecnygl am
led to think, that it would be ¢ pedient
with a view to prevent-jealousy and at-
tempts at interfering with the territorial
fund, * * wsome of it might, for instance,
be applied to churches for the Presbyteri-
ans, some for Roman Catholic chapels, and
some for the Methodist—particularly that
pértion of them who may be in connection
with the Wesleyan Methodists of this coun-
try. * * Iam well aware that in the
execution of this duty, you will have
to steer a difficult course, and that it will
require no small tact to determine by what
practical means these important objects
can be best obtained.”

\We find no transaction bearing so exact
an analogy to this foul plot against the
religious liberties of the Province as the
swindling of an honest countryman by two
city sharpers. Under the highest professions
of friendship and honor they fleece him and
escape. Sir John snd Lord Goderich may
he classed in the rame category, for they
have swindled the Canadian peple of their
most valued rights, and, as yet, have esca-
ped. Let us compare the language of «the
two Despatches from the latter to, the for
mer.

This rob-
bery of the public property to subserve the
interests of a faction,—this fou! and treach-
erous p'ot against the rignts and liberties
of Canada—was not known until the spring
of 1836, after Sir John"Colborne had been
removed from the government of the Upper
Province, or, like a crimina!, had escaped
from the officers of Justice. For this vio-
lent and traitorous infraction of the rights
of a whole people—this deed of darknees
and infamy——all concerned deserve yet to
be impeached, and to be sent to a Penal
Colony for life, Asif to crown the infamy
of this afliir, Sir John, when professedly
reviewing the acts of his administration, (in
the epeech he delivered to the Parliament of
U.C. on the 14th January, 1836, on the
eve of his departure from the province,)
makes no allusion whatever to the establish-
ment of the Rectories, but discourses thus
to our representatives :—¢“At this impor-.

The
government of to-day is the opposition to-mor-
row, and'thus a perpetual wrangling is kept ap
at the expense of the people, who, in reslity,
might regard their privilege of paying as their
chieflinterest in tha struggle. All power is del-
egated by the people, and these alternations of
parties ean only take place through the consent,
or at least, arquiescence of the people. Ience
it would be a question of difficult eolation,
whether the instability of the public mind or the
delinquencies of the parties to whom the pou er
is confided, should be taxed with the greater
amount of these changes of the political rulers.

It wonld be diffievlt to make us forego the
opinion that the mass of mankind ineline to act
right if they only knew the way. Bat this bane-
ful ignorance—this deficiency in the art of think -
ing. Jleaves them a prey to the designing maclii-
nations of those who have an interest and a de-
sire to impose on them. The change ofa Govern-
