Postage on Nswspapers.

The Council of the Canadian Press
Association havepetitoned Parliament for
the repeal of the law imposing postage
on newspapers mailed from the office
of publication to regular subscribers.
Theypleadasfollows:- -‘‘They respectiully
submit that pestage on newspapers is
virtually a tax on knowledge, and that it
is wisdom to remove as far as possible
all obstacles te the spread of information.
The newspaper publishers of Canrda can
be said to be an unit in the beliof that
the abolition of postage on newspapers
would promote and increase reading
habits among all classes of the people,
and it is respectfully submitted that in a
matter of this kind their opinions are:

The s0il may adhere to
them, but they should be kept as nearly
as possible in their natural cendition,
neither frozen, dried, nor washed. ltis
best, if pouibfe to select trees that have
not grewn in a dense thicket, but have
had considerable exposure to sun. Some
recommend setting the tree out with its
points toward the same points of the
compass as they were originally, thus
exposing the sameside to the heat of the

tial. They should be pu‘ abeut the
hnatural depth in the earth, and I think
should be mulched slightly with some
material that will allow the rain te pass

and dry. Ne ma-
nure should be used.

Seal-Hunting.
Sealskins are very nice things, es-
geoully in a winter such as this has been,

ut it 1s to be feared that not many of
their fair wearers know of how muchsuf-
fering the acquisition of their warm and
becoming coats has been the cause. It
is said that there are thirty-six vessels,
chiefly from Scctland, who go for seals
to the Island of Jan Mayan, latitude
73 ° morth, and that they always go at
the season when the youngseals are most
abundant. The reason is that the lit-
tle creatures are left by the mothers,who
go ir_l search of food, and the harpooners
lie in wait near the of young,
knowing the old ones will return to
them. When they do so, a regular scena
of butchery takes place, and the little
seals, whose skins are not worth taking,
are left to starve to death. Their cries
under these circumstances, are described
as heart-rendering, being almost undis-
tingunishable from those of infants. Mr.
Frank Buckland is agitating busily for
an international treaty to secure atime
of rest and i ity from attack for
the seals while they are raising tbeir
young. There is a selfish argument in
favor of such a treaty, as well as a
humane one; since the barbarous eus-
tom now in practice would be sure, seen-
er or later, to bring these useful and
harmless animals to extermination.

Do Horses Reason ?

At times I have been led to believe that
horses have reasoning powers, and can
uoderstand and apply them in yarious
ways. For the last two years I have
driven my mare nearly every day over
the same road.
