Morison Scandal

AND. THE GOVYERNOR'S VERDICT.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Since the Evening Tele-
gram of the 29th June reached here
containing your words of wisdom on
the Morison scandal and the Gover-
nor's verdict, the people - have bDeen

anxiously looking out for further news—
respecting this shameful (l'(‘l\'(‘sl)v’/()lT
justice. The Governor's “verdict as
published over his own signature is
read as declaring that in this ancient
dependency of King George there is
one interpretation of the law for the
men who the people elected as their
representatives in the Government,
and another interpretation of the law
for the poor fishermen who were dup-
ed into returning them to power.

This view of the case is Dbrought
home to us by the fact that early in
April two poor men, our near neigh-
bours, were summoned before Magis-
trate Lilly of Trinity and fined twenty
dollars each, or to go to prison for
forty days, for killing a deer or two
for food for their families. These
poor hard-working fellows pleaded,
like Morisen, ignorance of the law.
They thought that a poor settler could
kill a deer for the use of his family
at any time, but the Magistrate could
not accept their plea of ignorance or
forgetfulness of the law and they had
to pay the forty dollars or go to pris-
on. The loss of that money to these
poor men meant more to them than
the loss of salary- would have meant
to Minister of Justice Morison But
they have had to suffer for their ig-
norance of the law while Minister of
Justice Morison goes clear, with a cer-
tificate of character from Gover-
nor in the bargain. If the plea of ig-
norance or forgetfulness of the law ‘s
good in the case of a Minister of Jus-
tice and an ex-judge. should it not be
good in the case of these poor fisher-
men? 1 have been informed that it is
in the power cf the Governor to re-
mit fines. That Dbeing so, he acts
with justice and impartiality as the
representative of our King, should he
not remit the fines imposed on the two
poor men I refer to? He has estab-
lished a precedent in Morison’'s case
which, if he is a just must
either pursue in all ecases of
ignorance or condemn himsell by
doing so.

The Governor in his letter-publish-
ed says he was staggered by Mori-
son’s ignorance of the law, but the
public are not so much staggered by
that as by the Governor's verdict.
Two men are badly needed in power
in this country to-day-—a man like
3ir Herbert Murray as Governor, and
v man like Sir Robert Bond as Pre-
nier; two men who ever saw their
Iuty, and did it.
