Mr. Blackali’s
School Report.

Mr. Blackall expresses concern that 
every school cannot be visited at least 
once a year by himself or his staff. 
He considers the inspectorial staff 
should be large enough to provide for 
a visit twice a year. This is of course 
desirable, as the most important func­
tion of the Superintendent’s visits is 
the opportunity it affords to give 
teachers advice as to/ the school of 
which they are in charge. The diffi­
culty, however, in carrying out such a 
suggestion is the one which minimizes 
out educational efforts, the inadequacy 
of educational grants.

Mr. Blackall points out that the 
Council of Higher Education is “an 
examining body—pure and simple— 
that, and nothing more.”

“As an examining body the Council 
fills a most useful place in the com­
munity. I will go further and say that 
an examination body is an essential 
part of our educational system.”

He however advises, and directs so 
far as he can, that in Church of Eng­
land Schools, these examinations 
be used sparingly, merely as a test— 
and to obtain leaving certificates.

"Under this direction Colleges would 
enter candidates for the Associate in 
Arts Diploma only; High Schools for 
the Intermediate Grade only; large 
Elementary Schools for the Prelimin­
ary Grade Diploma, and small Ele­
mentary Schools for the Primary Cer­
tificate only.”

He is of opinion that the examina­
tions should not be used as a means, 
or even as a goal in education, but 
principally as a test. He feels strong­
ly that the development process 
throughout the school is better con­
ducted without the public examination 
than with it.

We presume that the need of addi­
tional visits to schools than can be 
paid at present by Mr. Blackall and his 
assistant is a corrollary to a scheme 
of limiting the C. H. E. Examination 
to boys and girls who are about to 
leave school.

Mr. Blackall deplores the lack of 
appreciation of higher education, and 
the paucity of senior pupils in the 
schools. He advocates strongly provi­
sion for the establishment of some 
such institutions of highfr education 
as are to be found in the Maritime 
Provinces.

He testifies also to the excellency 
of the work being done by Mr. Barnes. 
Pd. M. in the Normal School, and of 
Mr. Brett and Mr. Mifflin in the Prac­
ticing School. “Mr. Barnes has the 
happy knack of interesting the class 
intensely in the course and has in 
every case sent the students off with 
an exacted opinion of their work and a 
desire to receive a fuller course.”

Mr. Blackall reports that thirty of 
his teachers have joined the colours 
and six others who had left the teach­
ing profession some time before they 
donned khaki.

Capt. Rennie, shooting instructor of 
our Volunteers, and his able staff of 
assistants, have been kept very busy 
the past week at the South Side Rifle 
Range. Some 314 men have been put 
through up to yesterday. In the 
shooting, six possibles were scored, 
five at the head and shoulder target, 5 
shots in 40 seconds, and one at 200 
yards. The shooting on the whole 
was very creditable and great praise 
is due the instructors who are un­
tiring in their efforts in making the 
men efficient with the rifle. The pos­

H. T. Cranter, H. Price, P. G. Smith, 
W. Watts, P. O’Neill, head to shoulder, 
and T. Parmiter 200 yards.

GERMAN TOBACCO TAX DEFEAT­
ED.
LONDON, To-day.

The German Government suffered 
defeat in the Reichstag which voted 
against the tobacco tax, says the Ex­
change Telegraph Company in a de­
spatch fporii Amsterdam. The tax 
was stoutly opposed by the Socialists. 
The defeat wrecks Dr. Hollfriek’s. 
Secretary of the Imperial Treasury’s 
taxation scheme.

Mount Cukla. Petrograd reports fur­
ther progress for Russians fighting 
against the Turks near the Persian 
frontier with Bagdad as their objec­
tive. Here the Turks attempted to 
take the offensive but Petrograd says 
the movement .was repulsed. Farther 
north near Aschkala, which is situa­
ted some 50 miles west of Erzerum, 
the Russians claim to have made fur­
ther progress westward; this, how­
ever, is at variance with the claims 
of Constantinople, which says the 
Russians were driven out of their 
positions at Mt. Kope, west of Erzer­
um, making ev.ery effort to maintain 
themselves in new positions.

SCHOONER SEIZED.

SAN DIEGO, Cal., To-day.
The British auxiliary cruisbr Rain­

bow, patrolling the waters off the 
lower coast of Mexico, according to 
officers of the Chilean steamer Golden 
Gate which arrived here to-day from 
Mazatlan and lower California ports, 
the German sailors and the Mexican 
purser of the American schooner Ore­
gon were seized at Mazatlin by the 
Rainbow and are held on board the 
British cruiser. The Golden Gate’s 
officers reported the Oregon was seiz­
ed because she was owned and opera­
ted by a German shipping firm at 
Mazatlan. The Oregon had a valuable 
cargo of sugar, coffee and corn con­
signed to a firm at Guaymas.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.
LONDON, To-day.

Around Verdun the French on the 
left bank of the Meuse, have re­
captured the points of vantage previ­
ously taken from them, southeast of 
Haucoürt, by the Germans.

Bulgaria has with­
drawn 36,000 troops from the Rouman­
ian and Danube frontier and Dobruje 
sector. A large number of German 
and Austrian troops, it is learned are 
also moving in the direction of Sal­
oniki.”

GERMANS REPULSED.
PARIS, To-day.

The French trenches southwest of 
Fort Douaumont and positions to the 
north of Thiacourt Farm were vio­
lently bombarded yesterday, accord­
ing to the French War Office to-day. 
The report says that ail of the Ger­
man attacks were repulsed, the ene­
my sustaining serious losses.

tion, have been put to death. They 
were James Connolly, one of the sign­
ers of the proclamation of the Irish 
Republic, and John McDermott. It 
seems extremely probable there will 
now be no more executions. Some 
regret is expressed over the selection 
of Dillon to move the resolution in 
the Commons concerning executions. 
Many of the strongest supporters of 
Ireland’s cause advanced the belief 
it would have been better had some 
less emotional Irish member been se 
iectéd for that duty. The feeling pre 
vails that everything possible oqght 
now to be done to avoid Inflaming 
public sentiment. Much regret is ex 
pressed by influential Liberal news 
papers, that the Government failed to 
stop the execution of Messrs Connolly 
and McDermott. The Manchester 
Guardian and Nation contend the 
commutation of these sentences woxild 
have been not only clemency bgt pol 
icy.

PEACE TALK CONTINUES.

LONDON, May 12.
The latest peace overtures, said to 

be of German origin, while not as in­
solent and impossible as previous 
statements on the same subject, cer­
tainly do not yet offer a basis for ne­
gotiations, said Lord Robert Çecil, 
Minister of War Trade, in discussing 
with the Associated Press the latest 
reputed German peace terms. Lord 
Robert continued: “We have never 
received either officially or unofficially 
any direct peace suggestions front 
Germany. The only indirect over­
tures, that we are aware of appear in 
the speeches of Bethmann Hollweg 
and in the recent German note to 
America. We wduld not think of dis­
cussing, or even considering any over­
tures without consulting our Allies. 
No formal or informal conference for 
this purpose has ever taken place. If 
Germany should decide to approach 
us through the medium of the United 
States the latter would have to use 
its own judgment as whether or not 
to deliver the request." While dis­
claiming any knowledge of the inter­
nal condition of Germany, Lord Rob­
ert declared that the increasing re­
ports of peace overtures indicate that 
there is some truth to the stories that 
the Central Powers are in desperate 
straits.

BRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, May 12.

About 500 yards of British trenches

RUSSIANS’ GOOD WORK.
PETROGRAD, May 12.

Russian forces in Persia during the 
past ten days have completed the ar­
duous task of traversing the moun­
tain district separating it from the 
Turco-Persian frontier, driving the 
Turks upon their strongly fortified 
base of Khanikin, and now stand on 
the very threshold of Mesopotamia. 
Further developments in connection 
with the Russian expedition towards 
Bagdad, are being awaited with the 
greatest interest. The hasty retreat 
of the Turks on this quarter seems to 
imply that the forces defending Khan­
ikin, are greatly over-estimated. It is 
apparent that they have not as yet 
been able to transfer the force re­
leased by the surrender of Kut-el- 
Amara to assist their hard-pressed 
army north of Bagdad. The Russian 
advance on Khanikin very seriously 
threatens the whole rear of the Turk­
ish Bagdad army, confronting that 
army with the possibility of being 
entirely cut off. From the city of 
Bagdad forces are operating to the 
southward against the British.

HOMELESS AS RESULT OF FLOODS
CAPE TOWN, May 12.

A hundred persons are homeless as 
the result of floods in the midland dis­
tricts. The loss of life is estimated 
at 150, and the property damage very 
large.

AUSTRIA-GREEK LOAN.
ATHENS, May 12.

The Austrian member of the Inter­
national Financial Commission has 
been instructed by bis Government to 
support the Greek Government’s pro­
ject for a new internal loan. The 
Government expects to issue the loan 
at 88V2 with interest at 5%.

DUBLIN, May 12.
James Connolly and John McDer­

mott, were shot this morning, for 
complicity in the rebellion. James 
Connolly was styled by his associ­
ates, Commandant General of the 
Irish Rebel Army. He was one of 
the seven who signed the proclama­
tion issued by the insurgents. In the 
Dublin outbreak Connolly was wound­
ed fighting, and was taken prisoner. 
His thigh had been broken by a bul­
let. It was announced in London last 
week that he could not be placed on 
trial at the timé on account of his 
wounded condition. At a session of 
the Commons yesterday, protests were 
made by Irish members against the 
execution of rebel leaders, and an at­
tempt was made to obtain an under­
taking that there would be no more 
of them. Mr. Asquith said that two 
other persons were under sentence of 
death, and that he did not see his way 
to interfere with Major General Max­
well, Commander in Ireland, and say 
that the extreme penalty should not 
be inflicted. The Premier thought it 
unjust that preferential treatment 
should be accorded in the case of men 
of equal guilt. Connolly lived for 
several years in New York, where he 
was active as a Socialist and |writer 
on labor topics. He returned to Ire­
land about five years ago to assist in 
organizing the Irish Labor Party. He 
was about 50 years of age.

Official headquarters announcement 
regarding executions follows: The 
trial of two prominent leaders of the 
rebellion, whose names were append­
ed to the proclamation Issued by the

so-called Provisional Ôovernmenl, 
namely Jas.. Connolly and John Mc­
Dermott, took plaôe on May 9th and 
sentence of death was returned in 
eacli case. The sentences were car­
ried out this morning after confirma­
tion by the General Commanding in 
Chief.

SKETCH OF MCDERMOTT’S LIFE.

NEW YORK, May T2.
John McDermott was known to 

Irishmen in the United States as one 
of the most brilliant orators in Ire­
land, and as one of the so-called in­
ner circle of revolutionists active in 
the recent uprising. Authorities in 
this country on Irish affairs say that 
he was one of the original organizers 
of the Irish Volunteers in November 
1913, in Dublin. On the outbreak of 
war he, comparatively a young -man, 
was editor of the Irish Freedom, a 
Dublin journal ardently opposed to 
recruiting among the Irish for the 
British army. This paper was one 
of those suppressed for its attitude 
on the subject. McDermott, accord­
ing to his friends in this country, 
made an anti-recruiting speech, and 
was arrested and sentenced to four 
months in jail. McDermott, who has 
never been in the United States, was 
a leading athlete in Ireland during his 
youth participating in gaelic games 
throughout' the country. During the 
visit of Queen Mary to Dublin some 
years ago, McDermott and his friends 
declare that he was arrested during 
the disturbance and so roughly hand­
led by the police, that he was removed 
to hospital, remaining there for some 
weeks, becoming permanently a crip­
ple.

PRAISE FOR THE PRIESTS.
DUBLIN, May 12.

Behavior of Catholic clergy during 
the recent outbreaks was so cour­
ageous that General Maxwell, Com­
mander of the British forces has serft 
to Archbishop Walsh a special letter 
of thanks, requesting hint to give the 
names of priests who had displayed 
special gallantry. Archbishop Walsl’- 
replied, expressing appreciation, but 
declining to give the names, as he 
said it would be invidious to practice 
in numerous cases.

LANSING’S ANXIETY.
WASHINGTON, May 12.

‘Secretary of State Lansing an­
nounced to-day that he had asked Am­
bassador Gerard at Berlin to ascer­
tain the nature of the punishment 
imposed by the German Government 
on the commander of the submarine 
which sunk the steamer Sussex. Lan­
sing said the request was not in the 
nature of a formal enquiry to the 
German government.

This display of public spirit is 
worthy of all praise and deserves to be 
recorded in public print as an appre­
ciation and encouragement as well as 
an example to other communities. By 
this application of a day’s free labor 
the roads have been put ip tolerable 
condition, that previously were in a 
deplorable state owing to government­
al neglect. The present improved 
state of the roads must prove an in­
spiration to independence and self- 
reliance on the part of the men who 
so cheerfully gave of their labour to 
effect the improvement. This volun­
tary labor is, of course, nothing new 
to the good people of the Codroy Val­
ley, but as far as public works are 
concerned, the younger generations 
are almost forgetting the fact that 
their fathers were great in the giving 
ot labor for the public good.

To the generous toil of the older 
folk now passing away, the younger 
people owe the existence of many a 
bridge and highway. The road on 
which the writer of this humble note 
had the pleasure of giving a helping 
hand was built by a pioneer of the 
district who is now well up in his 
eightieth year, but as keenly interest­
ed to day as ever. His great regret 
on the day of giving of the free labor 
was that he was no longer able to 
“dig in" with us; of course there were 
some “slackers” who held back and it 
is to be regretted that some of these 
were men who by reason ot tlieir posi­
tion in the community were naturally 
expected to set a worthy example, but 
they failed to measure up to their duty 
and their conduct might almost be re­
garded as treasonable. Some of those 
men would not only work but they dis­
couraged others from giving of their 
help. Let the “good men and true” 
who fear not to labor for the com­
mon good take no heed of those clogs 
on public progress, but go on doing 
their duty to the community and take 
joy in the performance of a work well 
done.—Com.

Several small schooners dur­
ing the last week were on the Rose 
Blanche Bank and found cod of a 
large size plentiful. No schoopers are 
fishing here now as all have left for 
the Gulf fishery.”

From T. Ford (Channel to Port aux 
Basques).—The catch is 5738 qtls. and 
for last week 150. Prospects are poor 
and there is only a fair supply of bait. 
Twenty-two dories and skiffs and five 
boats are fishing.

| THE THOUGHTS OF THEOBALD.I........
«EVOLUTIONS.

There is always a doubt about the 
permanent effect for good of/a revo­
lution that seeks by force to overturn 
existing conditions. The lasting re­
forms of our world seem rather to 
have been the result of evolution. Of 
course underlying it all is the same 
feeling of revolt and it only means 
that the pent up feelings of sincere 
men overcome their discretion in 
thinking that the timg is opportune 
to strike. There is something very 
pathetic always in revolutions, es­
pecially those which cannot succeed, 
and in the putting down of which 
many people acting with sincere and 
pure motives are classed and execut­
ed with their leaders who are mainly 
responsible. We all have our periods 
of revolt, and while some are minor 
matters to which we object yet. they 
are in essence the same as for in­
stance, revolutions against powers 
and principalities. It is something of 
an expression of the free speech and 
liberty that is the pride of Britishers. 
When it is expressed by peaceable 
means it is respected by the authori­
ties in so far as it has public opinion 
behind it and even then we unfortun­
ately have had cases in history and 
in our own times where the interests 
of money and “class” have been suffi­
cient to block a popular opinion.

However, uprisings aided by force, 
very often retard progress, and create, 
however just their cause, a greater 
prejudice against their object. But as 
I have said there are souls who are 
burning with the fire of honest opin­
ions, and some of the brightest spirits 
the world has ever seen, who cannot 
restrain their noble rage, and press 
on with hearts aglow to fight for 
right as they see it. The grea^ regret­
table feature about the Sinn Feinn 
uprising is the German hand shown 
in it. Otherwise it is only an expres­
sion of the unrest that bas been 
gathering in Ireland for the last half 
century. Maybe the best thing that 
could happen to Ireland would be a 
Home Rule in every sense of the 
term. Responsibility sometimes has 
the effect of adding some conserva­
tive qualities to ftie broadest Radical, 
and with the total disarmament of 
Irish factions, Redmond, Carson and 
the Sinn, Feiners ought to be able to 
work peacefully together as certainly 
the good of Irleand must be their 
common aim.

A peculiar feature of this rebellion 
is that Sir Roger Casement who has 
evidently had more to do with Ger­
many than perhaps any other partici­
pant in the revolt still awaits his 
trial, while many of the common peo­
ple are tried in quick time and execu­
ted without delay. The ordinary in­
dividual cannot understand why a 
titled individual should receive more 
consideration than any other man. I 
agree absolutely* with the spirit of 
“mercy tempering justice" but too fat­
ten is mercy shown to those who 
possess titles, money, and friends at 
court and not shown to the man, who 
is moneyless and friendless.

A HARD SAYING.
We are at war to prevent a warlike 

nation using force to override smaller 
nations; we want to keep the big 
bully from interfering with the small 
boy. War is no longer glorious. But 
whether it is ethically right or not, 
we are constituted so that we are go­
ing to use restraint and even force on 
a man who is unjustly acting towards 
another^ And this war is not a war 
of conquest. There are no spoils of 
war to which we can look forward. 
And the only end that we can expect 
to be satisfactory is not the exhaus-. 
tion and bankruptcy of Germany but 
the conversion of Germany to right 
conceptions of duty and the rights of 
humanity. We negative Christianity 
when we do not pray- as earnestly for 
the opening of the Germans’ eyes to 
the truth as we do for the success of 
our arms. That is the victory we 
want, and that must become our de­
sire. As one paper puts it: it you 
love those who love you do not evén 
the Germans do the same? But I say 
unto you love your enemies and pray 
for them. It is a hard saying, and 
hard to obey. We practically assume 
that the Germans are past praying for. 
We remember how the Kaiser and the 
Prussian element have brought about 
such misery of war' and how dreadful 
are the tactics they employ, and how 
wantonly they violate the ordinary 
rules of warfare. And thus judging 
them we have no shrift for them. 
And as the “Witness” says, we do not 
consider how to deny repentance and 
salvation to any people is to deny the 
Christian faith and hope.

Not 
to stimulate and excite angry feel­
ings, but to calm them, should be our 
object. Will a policy which seeks to 
exclude Germany from the comity of 
nations and from the markets of the 
world have that effect? Would any 
reasonable moralist desire to culti­
vate hatred? Would he not rather 
wish to allay it in every way in his 
power?” ,

Fabre liner Was
Not Chased

BY COMMERCE RAIDERS.
New York. May 8.—The report that 

the Fabre line steamer Venezia was 
attacked and chased by two German 
commerce raiders and submarines in 
mid-sea on May 1, was denied to-day 
by Captain Bonifacio, the shipmaster, 
in making his report to the Fabre line 
office, and to Captain Gaunt, the Brit­
ish naval attache.

Captain Bonifacio said that two 
steamers were sighted in mid-sea, that 
flashes of gun-fire were seen, that two 
small boats, apparently tenders, were 
observed, but the nearest the Venezia 
got to either of the ships was about 
four miles, and that neither, of the 
ships paid any attention to 'him.

Captain Gaunt, in reporting to the 
British Admiralty, stated his belief 
that the two ships sighted were either 
French or British converted cruisers 
guarding the steamship Hue, were 
evidently engaged in target practice 
and were employing the tenders in 
observing and placing the targets.
